Final Review
0f Disarmament
Talks Expected

WASHINGTON (UPID —Ad-
ministration officials said today
President Nixon and the
National Security Council next
week are expected to make
their final review of the U.S.
position for disarmament talks
with the Soviet Union.

The officials said that as soon
as the National Security Council
examines the American negoti-
ating position, which hag been
in preparation since the admin-
istration took office in Janu-
ary, Secretary of State William
P. Rogers would summon
Soviet Ambassador Anatoly F.
Dobrynin to discuss date and
place for formal negotiations,

Simultaneously, the officials
gsaid the United States would
consult its NATO allies about
the negotiations.

Details about the National
Security Council meeting consti-
tuted the laest indication the
United States was on the verge

of initiating the Soviet-Ameri-
can talks

Soviet representatives in
Washington, who have been

awaiting word from the State
Department, have begun ques-
tioning the sincerity of the
United States in seeking talks
because of the long delay in
making arrangements.

Only Tuesday, the Communist
party newspaper Pravda pub-
lished in Moscow a dispatch by
fts Washington correspondent
deploring the ‘American “Safe-
guard”  antiballistic missile
system (ABM) and testing by
U.S. military experts of mul-
tiple warheads, which are
called MIRV.

“Answering the guards’ de-
mands that the border violator
leave Soviet territory, the
Chinese military suddenly
opened fire from automatic
rifles against a border detach-
ment. The Soviet border umit, in
self defense, was compelled to
counter with fire after the
violators left Soviet territory.”

It said the Chinese accounts
of Russian tanks and armored
transport was a  “blatant
fabrication. pursuing provoca-
tive aims."”

$10,000 and told them when they
needed more to ask for it.
Abernathy set up a local office
and residency for nothin_ less
than to help keep the trouble
brewing.

Some congressmen want the
Federal Government to cut out
federal aid ' to students who
take nart In campuc riots.
That's a big joke. Compared to
financing that the campus kooks

It makes about as much sense
as anything else in Washington.
What Washington is doing is
advancing the view that we law
is good unless it is a federal
law. There are plenty of laws
on the books to take care of
rioters— in any state you want
t> mention if only the Federal
Government would permit these
laws to be enforced.

But the Federal Government
refuses to do so. Let one or
more of the goons get in
trouble with the local fuzz, and
they immediately take it to a
federal court. And if they get
the attention and the financial
backing they want, it ends up
in the Supreme Court of the
United States.

It makes no sense. But it does
help establish the belief that the
only laws that count are
federal. And that is exactly
what Washington wanis.

Congress needs to pass but
ons law. This would be a law
to prevent federal courts from
interfering with the enforcement
of state, city and county laws
in purely local matters like a
bunch of unruly students on the
campus of a local institution.

It Congress did that, nobody
would have to worry about the
riot leaders ‘‘crossing state
lines.”” By the time they got
out of jail in one state they
would be on the other side of
a ne'v géneration gap.

But Congress won't do it. And
the result 1is that Jocal
authorities are hesitdnt to act—
they know that the minute they
do the subversives will make
of it a federal case.

Only Congress can curdb the
federal courts. And the only
reason it doesn’'t is because the
members of Congress, too, want
the people to feel that the only
place they can get justice and
| protection is Washington.
