"SA IG W  (UPI)-Two 100- 
pound rockets crashed into 
Saigon today, one at them 
landing In an empty schoolyard 
a block from the U.S. Embassy 
in one of 22 overnight 
Communiat shellings reported 
by military tpokesmen.

Costliest of the salvos was a 
17-round mortar attack into 
Kieo Van, 70 mites southwest of 
Saigon, where one South 
Vietnamese militiaman was 
killed and 17 civilians were 
wounded. Allied headquarters 
said.

Tile two rockets fired into 
Saigon landed at 2:45 a.m. with 
crashes that echoed through 
empty streets. One landed in 
the Bohoolyard while the second 
hit in an outlying precinct one 
mile away, causing no casual 
ties.

It was the first time since 
June 6 that Communist shells 
have been fired into Saigon. 
Guerrilla gunners tried Monday 
to hit Tan Son Nhut Air Base 
but five rockets fell a mile 
short.

Allied spokesmen reported 
light ground fighting Monday 
afternoon except for a dash SO 
milec nmlheast of Saigon in 
which South Vietnamese sol­
diers reported blUnc 98 Viet 
Cong. ^

Calling on waiilanes, beUcop- 
ter gunships a n  artillery to 
help them in the 11-hour battle, 
file government -  soldiers lost 
three men killed and 13 
wounded, a c c o r^ g  to their 
spokesmen.

Impact of Riots Hastens 
Deterioration of the C ity

WASHINGTON (NEA) -  
Indications are that the..Mrioua 
big-city riots may have major, 
long-time economic and socio­
political effects on whole cltiea, 
not on their riot areas alone.

In some— perhaps all — 
cases, the riots have speeded 
up long-range trends toward 
deteriwation.

Partial statistics and i 
official estimates from some of 
the cities hit have been revealed 
in congressional hearings over 
the past few weeks. They in­
dicate that in the one to two 
years following major riots:

Business has '  been hurt 
tiiroughout the city. SubuT' 
banites are buying less down­
town generally, not just ia the 
riot areas. Instead, they are 
•bopping more in the suburbs 
This trend existed before the 
riots. TTte destruction ap­
parently stepped up the rate.

Middle and well-to-do income 
groups are moving out of the 
cities at a more rapid pace, 
leavii^ the metropolises more 
and more to the poor.

Again, officials studying the 
i n c r e a s e  in out-migration, 
believe it has been caused, at 
least in part, by the riots.

Businesses, both ia and out 
of the riot a re u , are moving, 
or planning to move, out of the 
cities in greater numbers. ITiis 
conclusion has been developed 
t h r o u g h  interviews. In 
numerous cases merchants gave 
riots as a principal raason for

At the same time, probably 
independently of the riots, 
crimes against businesses are

riot areas sod In Mg<ity 
shopping s re u  gencraly, in­
tensifying the problems of 
merchants aad the cost of city 
operations.

TTtase trends could deduce 
considerably in time d k  tax 
base on which the big cities 
operate, make it more diffiqult 
to raise the funds nevMd for 
schools, welfare programs, 
streets, parks, civic > develop­
ment and for police and fire 
protection.

These trends, if left un­
checked, could Intensify decay

'The disturbance e r  u p t a d 
around 9 p.m. on a hot, muggy 
night—Sacramento's first of the 
year—nfter officers moved in to 
stop youths from blocking 
traffic and driving over lawns. 
It was the third straight 
weekend of such Incidents, but 
Sunday night it escalated.

“W# wanted to clear It up,” 
Rooney said, “but apparently 
that’s what triggered it.”
