nowhere to go but down.

“Cbme down, we won’t hurt 
jeo,** police pleaded.

The response came from the 
tiny pisted in his hand. Barely 
visiMe, it popped twice, shatter­
ing the windshield of a patrol 
car, and police pressed against 
the cars and wagons behind 
which they took cover.

More than 80 times Robert 
Michniak squeezed the trigger 
on. his .25 caliber automatic.

raodomly it seemed, at (be 
(access policemen below the 
bridge suriace,' at passing boats 
in the AUeghMy River, then, 
finally, at his'-own head. His 
horrified family, 90 miles away, 
watched televtslon as the 
drama unfolded.

Michniak, 22, married and the 
father of a flve-month<old 
daughter, was carried from the 
bridge saperstructure by police 
Thursday after his hour*long, 
one-man duel in the hot June 
sun.

He underwent 24 hours of 
surgery at Allegheny General

Hospital for removal of the 
buUk and bone fragments from 
his head. His condition was 
listed as guarded and be was 
given a 50-50 chance to survive.

Michniak, a native of Bethes- 
da. Ohio, enrolled in an 
electronics school here two 
months ago. He was receiving 
federal assistance because of a 
medical discharge from the Air 
Force.

At noon Thureday, he asked 
his inatructor for the rest of the 
day off. “He said be wasn't 
feeling well," the instructor 
said. Three boiars later, be

clambered up (he catwalk of 
the Seventh Street Bridge and 
began firing the gun aimlessly.

As police converged on the 
bridge, he made no attempt to 
omceal himself, standing in full 
view of expert marksmen who 
could have cut him down 
effortlessly. Silently, he seemed 
to be daring the police to kill 
him.

But they were under orders 
of Police Supt. James W 
Slusser not to shoot.

His left hand at his side, bis 
right hand, bolding the gun, <m 
his hip Michniak gazed down.

Ufted the gun slowly and fired. 
Again, again, and again.

Whether by design or destiny, 
he hit no one, even thou^ 
there were plenty of targets. 
Several thousand persons gath­
ered, inexplicably, on the 
streets in a fov-block area to 
watch the action. Thousands 
more peered from nearby office 
buildings. Countless o the r s  
viewed it live on a local 
television station.
Forty^ve minutes into the 

ordeal, Midmiak started down 
off the bridge. He got a third of 
the way, opened fire again.

then returned to the top to view 
the entranced audience, pcuslng 
occasionally to wlp* ths sweat 
from hit brow, to smoke a last 
cigarette, then to sit on a 
girder across the archway of 
the bridge.

Fifteen, then 20 minutes 
elapsed and he sat there, 
unmoving, oblivious to the pleas 
of police and a Roman Catholic 
priest Almost on cue. all fell 
silent. Michniak raised the gun 
to his right temple. “Pop."

He lurched backward. A 
helicopter from a local radio 
station hovered overhead and

reported be was lying motion­
less. Police climbed a fire-truck 
ladder and carried him down.

Later, a classmate said he 
talked with Michniak moments 
b A ie  tn scrambled up the 
bridge.

“He was shaking like a leaf 
in a storm. I saw the look on 
his face and I really knew 
something was wrong. I asked 
him what was the matter and 
he said, Tm tired of it all and 
Tm nervous. I'm going to take 
a long walk.'"
Ninety miles to the south­

west, in Bethesda, Michnlak’s

mother, two brothers' and a 
sister watched (heir televisioo 
sets belplestly as he put (ho 
gun to his head.

“Oh. no. Oh. 1,0. 1 think ho 
must have shot himself. He just 
slumped over. Oh, good Lort,’* 
his mother, Mrs. Frank Mich­
niak, cried over the telephone. 
"Can’t they get that helicopter 
to him?”

A brother. Frank Jr., 21, said 
Robert had been under psychia­
tric care and was “highly 
nervous . . . he's had some

SAIGON (UPI) —  The UB. command reported today 

that American and South Vietiuunese troops had driven 
Communist forces from Tay Ninh City in the heaviest com­
bat in Vietnam in four montha, killing more than 4(X) of tha 
attackers. But new attacks cam  today outside Tay Nanh.

Spokesmen said the Nonfi^ietnamese and Viet Ceng, 
operating out of Cambodia a few miles to the west, shelled 
Tay Ninh during the night —  one of more than 50 attacks 
on allied camps and South Vietnamese allies. One of two 
rounds hitting Tay Ninh struck a South Vietnamese army 
boepital, further wounding four patients.

God's Continuing 
Encounter With 
Man Is Theme

What of Fufuro'^ 
For Smaller 
Church Groups

By LOUIS CASSELS

Still surviving in America’s 
rural countiss are upwards of 
100,000 Protestant churches.

Most of these "country 
churches”  have congregations 
o ' 200 people or less. H iey h iv t  
a hard time raising enough 
money to pay a pastor—even on 
„  part-time basis. In smaller 
churches, it sometimes Is a 
struggle just to pay fOi heating, 
lighting and repairing the 
building.

Each year, hundreds of rural 
churches quietly give up the 
ghost. Some merge with larger 
churches in nearby towns. 
Some just go out of business.

Leaders of major Protestant 
denominations have been in­
clined to regard this trend as 
inevitable and, on the whole, 
desirable. It Is, they say ,the 
religious manifestatiot. of the 
massive population movement 
into urban areas that has also 
eliminated thousands o ' .ountry 
stores and little red school- 
houses.

From this prevailing view­
point. a vigorous dissent is now 
being raised by one of the 
naton'i moat respected church 
planner:, Dr. Lyle E. Schaller.

Schiller, a social scientist 
n iw  in the Methodist ministry, 
argues in the current issue of 
the L  theran Magazine that 
country churches should bs 
kept alive because they are 
fulfilling e vital need.

He acknowledges that a small 
church Is “ uneconomical”  in 
the sense that its operating 
costs per member served arc 
apt to be twice as high as those 
of a congregation with 500 
members or mewe.

Still, we must ask ourselves 
what hap|>«ns if the negotiations 
continue to get nowhere, if 
Hanoi rejects the idea of mutual 
troop withdrawal and perse­
veres in its hope that it can 
eventually wear down the 
.American will to fight?

In his address to the nation, 
the President hinted of a U.S. 
military response if the Viet 
Cong continues its terror tactics 
against the South Vietnamese 
cities or North Vietnam at­
tempts another offensive on the

WASHINGTON (U P I) - W .  
Averell Harriman and two top

Harriman, chief U.S. negotia­
tor at the Paris peace talks in 
the Johnson adm i^tration, told 
UPI that he recommended last 
winter an immediate pullout of
50.000 American troope and an 
end to search-and-destroy mis­
sions.

These steps, Harriman said 
in an interview, might have 
induced the (^Mrununials to take 

reciprocal troop reduction 
step and to begin serious 
discussion of peace proposals 

Clifford’s proposal also won 
support from Senate Democra 
tic Leader Mike Mansfield and 
Senate Democratic Whip Ed­
ward M. Kennedy. Roth said 
they hoped President Nixon 
world give serious considers 
tkm to the Clifford plan as 
outlined in an article in the 
magazine Foreign Affairs.

Although Harriman did not 
say so, other officials have 
reported that bis point o f view 
was rejected last winter by 
President Lyndon . Johnson, 
backed up by Secretary of State 
Dean Rusk and presidentiA 
adviser WaU W. Roatow.

Asked whether he thought it 
was too late now to achieve this 
aim by large withdrawals ol 
U.S. foroet, Harriman replied 
“ I just don’t know.”

He said that ahtle he felt the 
Communists would have re­
sponded favorably last January, 
when he repeated his recom­
mendations to the Nixon 
administration, he could not be 
certskin now because he had 
been out of the dlaouaaioaa for 
five months.

Harriman did not agree 
specifically with Clifford’s hme- 
tahlc for withdrawal, calliag for 
the puUout of 100,000 ground 
troops by the end of thia year 
and the racnaialng 100.000 to 
190.000 combat forcaa by the 
end of 1970.

Japan (U P I )—Dutch 
engineers pumped the seawsker 
from one of JafMn’s biggest 
lagoona in order to grow rice 
the nation no loogar needs.

Hachiro (tigh t sons) Lagoon 
constitutes one o f the most 
ambiliDUS land reclamation 
projects ever undertaken in 
Japan.

But it also poaes new 
problems in handling growing 
rice surpluses in a once hungry 
but now well-fed nation.

Dutch angineers, old hands at 
pushing back the sea, came to 
Japan and taught the Japanese 
how to build dikes against the 
pounding tides and pumping 
stations powerful enough to 
drain a lagoon.

Starting in 1958. they worked 
for 10 years emptying the 
water from Hachiro Lagoon, 
which opens into the Sea of 
Japan on the northwest coast of 
Honshu, largest u d  most 
populous of the 1- Jskpancse 
islands.

They pumped out all the 
water, uncovering a rectangu­
lar plain conUinlng 37,900 acres 
of sandy soil.

The Japanese first got the 
idea of draining Hachiro 150 
years ago. Its narrow neck to 
the sea made the lagoon appear 
ideal to dsun up and empty.

Engineers tried three times— 
in 1872, 1924 and 1941, but their 
techniques were not up te i t

Japan’s serious food shortage 
after World War II led the 
governmestt to seek technical 
assistance from  . the Nether­
lands and the work was started.

But Japanese farmers now 
are growing so much rice that 
government - planners may be 
forced to figure out new ways 
U> use the land uncoveree at 
the bottom of the lagoon.

“ Hachiro has become a 
dilemma.”  the Agriculture M i­
nistry says. “ We may hav* to 
find other uses for the land 
such as pastures for cowe. *

' The second law,' we believe, is no more subject 
Ifo amen'dment than the first. The majority might 
wink at *rf, try  to reconcile it with some base or un­
sound conviction. But that 'does not effect the law 
—only the peop’e who must live by ifi Uump'ng out 
of e Tive-story building to  flout the Tew ot gravity 
will hardly bring about e suspension of that law. 
Neither will disregarding moral law bring about its 

labolltlon.
Guide To Morality

Now, we have outlined our convictions In funda­
mental morel law, or fact.

Next, it is Incumbent upon us to state a single 
universal law or fact as we believe it ;

Persons, groups and governments ought rot 
■threaten to In’tlate force or use it to attain their 
ends. This would certainly mean. Thou shalt not steal 
individually or collectively. If no person or group 
«to!#. there would be no murder, no false witness, 
no adultery.

To express the belief positively, all Individuals or 
groups should get what they get in a manner that 
v/ould be profitable to all. Then all would respect 
the private property of others 100**. That would 

jbe true liberty and voluntaryism.
That is our interpretation of the Declaration of 

Independence. This Is the universal single standard 
of right we use as our measuring device of morality 
—̂ a yardstick of ethics.

rights to take moral action to make more secure 
his property which includes first his life , then his 
liberty and all he produces.

2. TTiat these rights are the endowment of the 
Creator and not the g ift of any government.̂

Since we believe these facts are expressed in this 
guide of human conduct, we do not believe any 
man has the moral right to curtail the rights of his 
brother. That Is, no man has the right to initiate 
(force against his brother. Every man, to be sure, 
!has the right to resist the Initiation of force, but 
should not initiate it.
j In all of recorded history, men have bandeci to- 
Igether for certain reasons— to hunt, to play, to 
trade, to build. In a voluntary association, such as 
'the one that publishes this newspaper, each man 
exercises his rights through the group. BUT, simply 
because each man is a member of a group, he 
cannot morally assume rights he did not possess as 
tan individual.
