blow to the cyclamate industry 
to have its product ordered off 
the market by HEW after 
concentrated doses apparently 
caused cancer in rats. But that 
doesn’t necessarily mean that 
cyclamates have no future.

Now that they are no longer 
being sold as artificial sweete­
ners, perhaps they can be used 
commercially for rat control.

This possibility occured to me 
as 1 was' reading some press 
releases telling of research 
being done by the Agriculture 
Department in the insecticide 
field.

In these experiments, the 
department is taking an in­
direct approach to insect 
control. Rather than kill bugs 
outright, it is seeking ways to 
do them in without causing the 
environmental problems that 
pesticides create.

The research 'h as  produced 
some rather bizarre results. 
Last summer, for instance, a 
couple of chemists working 
with pink bollworm moths 
produced a synthetic sex 
altractant that was stronger 
than the real thing.

In other words, the stuff they 
made in the lab would turn on 
a male pink bollworm moth 
faster than the female moth’s 
own natural lure.

The potential that this 
development offers for insect 
control is staggering, as the 
Agriculture Department was 
quick to point out.

“ Hexalure, the product that 
the scientists ended up with, 
smells like freshly cut grass to 
man,” It said. “ To male pink 
bollworms, it smells like 
romance and perpetuation of 
the species. But if enough 
males were attracted to traps 
with hexalure,  ̂ th# outcome 
would be self-annihilation. With­
out mates, female moths Coidd 
not produce fertile eggs and the 
pests would die out.”

Jeanne is an ex-model-turned- 
author whose first novel, “The 
Beauty Trap," d e^ _ w ith  the 
ups and downs — mosUy 
downs—of the modeling busi­
ness.

In the tradition ol all such 
books, her novel has its share 
of homosexuals, dipsomaniacs, 
scoundrels, fools and money- 
hunters. plot is minimal; 
the characterization is less.

But Jeanne’s purpose in writ­
ing the book was The Message.

Is history likely to repeat 
Itself in Germany? It te against

government at this early stage. 
For one thing, the Christian 
D e m o c r a t s  are still the 
strongest party in B<mn’s 
parliament.

Data Processing 'Brain Devours 
Facts, Figures Quick As A Flash

The first three articles in this 
series were written from ob­
servations at City Hall where 
the city tax, payroU and utilities 
departments have been busy 
preparing for a changeover 
from old-fasbloned methods of 
handling tax and payroU 
records and billing consumers 
for water, sewer and trash 
coUectlaa.

Today We move from City 
Hall to the Tri-State Data 
Processing offices at S12 W. 
KingsmlU where information is 
fed from City Hall to be 
prooesssd la the final step.

A data processing machine ti 
aa a n t e n a t t e  eleetroaic 

for performing simple 
#nd complex calculations ü d  
■olvlng m a t h e m a t l e a l  
p i^ lem s.

F r a n k  Smith. Tri-State 
manager and a W-T««. 
processing expert, explained

happens when information U fed 
to the processing office daily 
from City Hall.

There are three principal 
steps. First. It goes to the key 
punch machine; then to the 
calculator and finally to the 
tabulator.

There is a machine called the 
"interpreter," which InUrpreU 
hotes In the key punch c a r^  
and translates them Into 
English for Trl-SUte personnel.

S m i t h  says that daU 
processing tabulates, for in­
stance, dally Information from 
the book carried by a water 
meter reader and enables water 
bills to be sent out within three 
days Instead of the nearly 3b- 
day
period under the old system.

After information is received 
from the City HaU iitiUtles 
department, a master file is set 
up with the name, addreu, 
mater number, meter deposit 
and other necessary information 
on each water customer. This 
becomes » fi**<l permanent 
record. Some 47.000 IBM cards 
are involved in the. utUlUes 
master file.

“We can process watar 
statements at the rate of 1,000 
an hour," Smith said.

R e s u l t s  < of accounting 
operatioos are electronically 
typed out a t the rate of 100 
lines or 1,700 words per minute. 
Each line carries 88 characters.

Margin for error is as nil as 
the chances that two operators 
win make Identical errors In 
feeding Information Into the 
data processing system.

The transition already has 
been completed in the payroll 
and utilities department a t CJty 
HaU. Smith stated. The change­
over currently is proceeding in 
the tax and budgetary ae^ 
counting departments.

Tax Information will be fed 
to the processing office on a 
monthly basir.

"Just as soon as we get the 
tax rats at the and of the fiscal

year,*’ Smith explained, "we 
can have the tax nril completed 
and the tax statements ready 
to mail out within 24 hours."

When information comes to 
Tri-State's office from City Hall, 
records such as daily cash 
p a y m e n t s ,  meter readers’ 
books, transfers, water tum-ons, 
meter changes, etc., are pun­
ched into the master file. The 
print r e g i s t e r  records 
statensents and a  new master 
file is created for the next 
month.

About 2,000 cards are Involved

In the master file for the city 
payroll department. This file 
contains the name, social 
securjty number and pay rate 
for 'each  city employe. Time 
sheets and changes are punched 
into the master file and from 
this information the payroll 
c h e c k s ,  Texas Municipal 
Retirement System payments, 
social aecurity and other in

formation on each city worker 
is processed.

Currently in the utilities 
department, Tri-State is r 
water statements on four 
cycles. Within a month it will 
start running a cyjple for each 
meter reading boolp*

“It is this that will enkble 
water customers to receive 
their bills within two to three 
days after the meter has been 
read." Smith said.

Tri-State has IS machines that 
are used in processing the flood 
of information that comes from 
City HaU.

T h e y  ' c o n s is t  of tw o  
tabulators, tw o  reproducing 
punches, two v e r lf ie r S i three 
key punches, a calculator, 
collator. Interpreter and a 
sorter.

There are 100 program control 
panels which comprise the 
important key to the whole data 
processing operation.

"They have to be wired for 
their particular 'Jobs," Smith 
said, "and they tell the 
machines what to do. The 
program panel la the brain of 
the IBM calculator."

Smith said the transition at 
City HaU is expected to be 
complolod within a month in all 
departments with exception of 
the city tax office. "We expect 
to get started in July on the 
tax department and completion 
there wiU come at the end of 
the fiscal year when we start 
with the 1871 tax rate and tax 
roU," Smith stated.

Tri-State, which has been in 
business here for three years, 
has 15 cUents other than the 
city of Pampa. The others are 
in Pampa, Perryton, Canadian 
and Beaver, Okla.

WASHINGTON fUPI) - A  

stsarp controversy has arisen 
over whether President Nixon 
is, or is not, "jawboolaf ” in his 
efforts to curb inflation.

In last week’s radio address 
to housewives, or whomever 
chsmeed to be listening, Nixon 
repudiated the jawbone as an 
antl-ioflation weapon, saying his 
adsninistration was using back­
bone instead.

But in a speech to the 
Women’s Natiooial Democratic 
Club this week, economist 
Walter W. Heller Insisted 
Nixon’s letter urging business 
and labor leaders to use 
restraint was a form of 
toothless Jawboning known as 
‘‘gumming.’’

I was a bit confused by these 
osteochondrous terms as they 
relate to fiscal affairs and so I 
called up an economist I know 
to seek clarification.

"Just what Is Jawboning 
exactly?" I asked.

"Jawboning ts an economy 
theory that gets Us name from 
Dr. Lester P. Jawbone, a 17th 
century English banker who 
beUeved that Inflation wts 
caused by greed," my friend 
repUed.

I said. "If he believe Inflation 
was caused by greed, did he 
b e l i e v e  depressions were 
caused by philanthropy?"

"No, he beUeved depressions 
were caused by greed, too." .

I said, "Is that aU there is to 
the theory?"

"By no means. Dr. Jawbone 
also believed the people whose 
greed was causing inflation did 
not realize they were being 
greedy.

"It wM his theory that If 
these people were told ,they 
were being greedy, their 
avarice would be overcome by 
ttielr better natures and infla­
tion would be checked."
