Hunting, fishing bring

SHAMROCK - When Larry
Howe decided to leave the oil
Fatch he returned to what he

ved the most - hunting.

The Shamrock native left his
hometown almost two decades
ago to attend Texas A&M, where
he earned a degree in wildlife
science, but he was never able to
fully put that degree to work.
The lure of riches took him to
the oil fields after graduation.
He spent most of his time work-
ing out of Houston. When he left
the oil industry, he came back
home to do what he had always
dreamed.

“I came back to the country |
knew,” Howe said. “l raised
birds when I was young. I
always hunted and fished.”

That love of hunting and fish-
ing led him last January to join
with his father, Bill Howe, to
buy a place on the north side of
Shamrock and turn it into a
hunting preserve and rod and
gun club called The Mesquite
Canyon Hunting Lodge. The
site, overlooking Mesquite
Canyon to the west, provides
the setting for a club house,
rearing facilities for several
thousand game birds and a
planned fishing hole and RV
park.

The club house itself, along
with bird raising facilities, sits
on a 10 acre plot on US. 83
north of Shamrock. In addition,
they have 1600 acres leased near
Stratford and another 1600 acres
leased around Shamrock.

Howe said that, depending

said he recorded 0.90 of an inch
of rain Friday and Friday night.

The eggs that
he saved, he brought to Howe
and Wilson. They put the eggs
in an incubator. Four hatched. It
is these four wild turkey which
will be housed in the cage next
to the club house, Wilson said.

There is also a smaller cage
next to the house for golden
pheasant. These birds, Howe
said, are being bred for collec-
tors.

“They’re too expensive to
hunt,” he said, “but if some-
body wants to pay for them,
we’ll let them hunt ‘em.”

Domestic turkeys roam the
grounds between the pens of
quail and pheasant.

“Those are our pets,”
said of the gobblers.

Besides the turkeys, Howe
and company have the capacity
to raise 10,000 birds a month,
although they don’t expect to
produce that many the first
year. As Howe gets ready for his
grand opening Sept. 30, he has
15,000 birds on hand including
the brood flock.

“We have at least 2,000 of each
breed of bird on hand,” Howe
said.

They have bob white quail,
California valley quail, jumbo
bob white quail, Tennessee red
quail, Pharoh quail and white
bob white quail. They also have
pheasant, wild turkey and
chuckers, or red legged par-
tridge, along with guineas,
Dominicker and Rhode Island
Red chickens.

Next year, Howe said he plans
on producing about 75,000
birds, explaining that they are
also game bird breeders and
plan restocking services for area
farms.

“This will be a top of the line
hunt club,” Howe said.
“Members will be guaranteed to
see their limit. We can’t shoot it
for them.”

Man rescued from bin

GROOM — A man trapped in
a grain bin over the weekend
was back at work today.

“He’s back at work today,”
said  Tony  Treadwell of
Attebury Grain Elevator in
Groom. “He’s sore but lucky.”

The man was trapped
Saturday morning during rou-
tine bin cleaning operations at
the elevator, Treadwell said.

“Hg had us scared for a
while,” Treadwell said, “but he
wasn’t in any danger as it
turned out.”

Treadwell, who is also the
community’s fire chief and
heads up the emergency ser-
vices, said the man was in the
bin poking on grain that had
stuck to the side of the walls
when about a 1,000 bushels of
grain collapsed around him.

“He had his safety lines on
and everything,” Treadwell
said.

The grain rose to around his
chest, but his feet were still
touching the floor of the bin.

Emergency workers put the
back boards they carry in their
ambulances around him to

prevent more grain from clos-
ing in on him, Treadwell said,
then lowered a line from a
winch down from the tap of
the bin. The line from the
winch was attached to the
man while the grain was
drained away from the bot-
tom of the bin.

“We had to release some of
the pressure around him
before we could pull him
out,” Treadwell said.

Treadwell credited the
teamwork of emergency
workers and the man’s safety
gear with the successful res-
cue effort.

“Everybody worked good
together,” he said. “It could
have been a lot worse.”

There was some concern,
Treadwell said, because of a
report that the man was a dia-
betic. A medi-vac helicopter
was launched from Amarillo
but was not needed, he said.

“We had lots of good help
around,” Treadwell said, “but
thats why you do not go into
a bin without a safety har-
ness.”

Shuttle Endeavor returns to Earth today:

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP)
— After 11 days in orbit, space
shuttle Endeavour and its crew
returned to Earth today and
ended a trouble-filled science
mission.

Sunlight glinted off the shuttle
as it glided through a partly
cloudy sky and landed at
Kennedy Space Center at 7:38
a.m., shortly after daybreak.

Long before their flight began,
Endeavour’s five astronauts nick-
named themselves the Dog Crew
to relieve the tension and have
some fun. It’s a good thing: They
blasted off late because of O-ring
concerns and then had to contend
with numerous equipment prob-
lems in orbit, most notably a pair
of balky science satellites.

The good news was that repairs
made to Endeavour’s twin solid-
fuel rocket boosters were success-
ful and its O-ring seals were
unscathed. The reusable boosters,

which fall into the ocean a-few

Thermal insulation surround-

ing O-rings in the booster nozzles
was replaced before Endeavour’s
Sept. 7 launch to avoid the kind

of O-ring heat damage that
occurred during flights of two
other shuttles this summer.
Inspections over the past few
days showed that the new
method used to inject insulation
into Endeavour’s nozzle joints
worked well, said shuttle manag-
er Tommy Holloway.

Regarding Endeavour’s boost-

rs, “there were no gas paths to
the O-ring, no evidence of gas
reaching the O-ring, no soot on
the O-ring, so we had a very good
joint this time,” Holloway said at
a postflight news conference.

Similar repairs were made to
the booster nozzles of Columbia,
due to lift off next week on a 16-
day science mission.

“We're not concerned at all

Holloway said.

The booster repairs and a
Eﬁ er plant failure had delayed:

deavour’s flight by five weeks.

Norplant distributor studying drug.'

CLEVELAND (AP) — The dis-
tributor of the contraceptive
Norplant will study its long-term
effects and track side effects,
because of a lack of information
on the drug particularly on teen-
agers, The Plain Dealer reported.

Researchers at Wyeth-Ayerst
Laboratories asked for the
study, the newspaper said,
quoting corporate documents.
Margaret  Weber, = Wyeth-
Ayerst’s director of clinical
development, said the study
was “a way of enhancing our
knowledge of a product, for
looking at real world use.”

The small capsules are surgical-
ly implanted in the upper arm to
Erovide five years of continuous

irth control. Nearly 1 million

American women have used the
implants since 1991.

More than 200 lawsuits regard-

ing Norplant have been filed.
Allegations include inddequate
warnings of such potential side
effects as vaginal bleeding,
headaches, nausea, dizziness and
nervousness. Some women con-
tend their removals were
botched.

Last month, the Food and Drug
Administration said the contra-
ceptive is safe, and approved a
new Wyeth-Ayerst campaign
designed to help ensure Xatients
are adequately informed about
the drug.

Wyetﬁ-Ayerst spokeswoman
Audrey Ashby said today it is not
uncommon for drug makers to
conduct additional testing after a
product receives FDA approval.
She said she did not have details
on the new Norplant tests but
said the product has already been
extensively tested,

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WASHlNGTON (AP) - Retired

The former chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff, who is black,
has begun to reveal where he
stands politically as he begins a
national tour to -promote his
memoirs and probe the possibili-
ty of running for president, either
as an independent or a
Republican.

Small oil drillers hit dry
times in world’s first oll
field, sue major buyers

OIL CITY, Pa. (AP) - These are
dry times in the world’s first oil
field.

A major refiner that takes its
name from Pennsylvania is mov-
ing its headquarters from the
state. Many of the rugged drillers
who drive the industry are losing
money and barely hanging on.

To top it off, the price for Penn
Grade Crude, which yields prod-
ucts from engine lubricants .to
food additives, is about $5 shy of
what oil producers say they need
to make a profit.

Benny Landers and a handful of
other producers have decided to
fight back, suing the only three
places that buy their increasingly
scarce product — Quaker State,
Pennzoil and Witco. Landers wants
a little bigger piece of the profits he
says they earn from his toil.

“They’re sitting up there in their
Taj Mahals, and their employees
are living the best lives they can,
and meanwhile the oil producers
are barely holding on at the
poverty level,” Landers said.

Landers claims the companies
conspire to keep prices low. If true,
the practice would violate federal
antitrust laws, and the companies
could face stiff penalties.

“We have done nothing resem-
bling price fixing,” said Rufus
Oliver III, an attorney for
Pennzoil in Houston. Quaker
State and Witco, the maker of
Kendall motor oil, said they set
prices independently.

A federal judge in Erie recently
designated Landers’ lawsuit as a
class-action case. Thousands of
well owners in Pennsylvania,
Ohio, West Virginia and western

New York are eligible to join
Landers at a trial expected to
begin in 1996. A partnership . of
well-owning Philadelphia doc-
tors already has signed up.
Landers’ lawsuit says the refin-
ers’ oil buyers are an old-boy net-
work that fosters chummy discus-
sions of future prices “as a matter
of courtesy.” He alleges they once

ﬁlotted price strategies during a,

unting trip to North Carolina -
an allegation the refineries deny.

The public part of the court file
lacks a smoking gun, but many
more documents remain secret
under a judge’s order.

Refineries say they learn of
competitors’ price changes from
reporters or an Ohio association
that announces them.

Prices can Dbe volatile.
According to court papers, all
three companies changed their
prices within 14 minutes on April
27, 1994. Pennzoil altered its
price 300 times in 12 years.

Hard times have fed the harsh
feelings among sellers and buy-
ers, who were best of friends in
the go-go 1980s. The price per bar-
rel fell to today’s $15 from highs
around $36 in 1980 and 1990.

When the price was high, so
many oil speculators traveled to
northwestern Pennsylvania that
booking a room at QOil City’s
Holiday Inn was often impossible.

“It was an unbelievable
amount of investment. There
were Gucci bags here from Wall
Street and cowboy boots from
Texas, and it was overnight suc-
cess for a lot of people,” said
Timothy Weaver, a fifth-genera-
tion Oil City oilman.

Lawsuit says computer users
rights violated by police raids

CINCINNATI (AP) i’
Subscribers to an electronic bul-
letin board that was shut downin
a pornography raid are in a
showdown with local authorities
over obscenity laws and privacy
rights of computer users.

The lawsuit in U.S. District
Court seeks unspecified damages
on behalf of anyone whose files
were seized or lost information in
raids on June 16. The lawsuit asks
a judge to declare it a class action.

“The point of our lawsuit is to
vindicate the rights of people
who use computer systems,” said
Scott Greenwood, lawyer for the
subscribers.

He said it is impossible to
know who all of the affected
users are because authorities
have not released the system
owner’s records.

The computer users contend
the raids by a task force, led by

Hamilton County Sheriff Simon
Leis Jr.,, violated the federal
Electronic Communications
Privacy Act as well as their con-
stitutional rights of free speech
and the protection against unrea-
sonable searches and seizures.

Greenwood’s co-counsel, Peter
Kennedy of Austin, Texas, said
legal precedent could help the
computer users.

On March 1, 1990, the Secret
Service raided the offices of Steve
Jackson Games, a small Austin
start-up companfy which
designed and made fantasy role-
playing books and games.
Kennedy represented the compa-
ny in a resulting lawsuit.

A judge ruled that seizing the
e-mail or other electronic com-
munications of individuals not
suspected of any crimes, violated
the Electronic Communications
Privacy Act.

Family pal charged in death of Conroe youth

CONROE, Texas (AP) -
Twelve-year-old Samuel McKay
Everett would not have thought
twice about letting Hilton Lewis
Crawford into his family’s home.

Yet Crawford, a close family
friend and the man McKay called
“Uncle Hilty,” has been charged
with abducting the boy from his
Conroe home. On Sunday,
Crawford directed -pelice from
his jail cell to McKay’s remains -
some 250 miles away.

Early Sunday, police recovered
McKay’s body, hidden by high
weeds near Louisiana’s
Atchafalaya Basin off Interstate
10 west of Lafayette.

Crawford, charged Friday with
aggravated kidnapping, has not
admitted to the boy’s killing or
kidnapping.

But initial evidence points to
Crawford’s masterminding an
apparent kidnapping scheme to
pay off mounting debts.

The ordeal for McKay’s par-

ents, Carl and Paulette Everett,
began Tuesday night when they
returned home from an Amway
meeting in Conroe to find their
only child missing. Mrs. Everett
sells Amway products; Everett is
a local builder.

Hours after McKay’s abduction,
his family received a call from a
woman demanding a ransom of
$500,000 in $100 bills, police said.

The Everetts did not pay it and
went public with their plight on
Thursday.

Authorities do not believe the
family’s failure to pay the ransom
led to the boy’s death.

“I don’t think that had any-
thing to do with it,” Montgomery
County Sheriff Guy Williams
said.

Police will not say what led
them to arrest Crawford on
Friday. But they did say
Crawford lied about several
points of fact when he was ques-
tioned about his whereabouts

leading up to and shortly after
McKay’s disappearance.

Court records relating to the
matter show Crawford checked
into a Beaumont motel at 4:30
a.m. Wednesday - less than 12
hours after McKay’s kidnapping
— about 100 miles east of Conroe.

The records also reveal that
investigators were told Crawford
had telephoned Mrs. Everett at
home to determine whether she
planned to attend the Tuesday
night meeting.

Crawford, who served a three-
year stint as a Beaumont police
officer during the early 1960s,
also filed for bankruptcy last May
with debts totaling some
$300,000.

On Saturday, another suspect
in McKay’s disappearance - Irene
Flores - was arrested and
charged with aggravated kidnap-
ping. She was the voice that
demanded the random money
from the Everetts, police say.

Nanny state now

tutors English

As if it needs restating, let us say for the record that
English, as the principal language of the United States and
the primogeniture of much of our culture, is virtually indis-

Which is why it was so disturﬁing that a Texas judge who -
true story - ordered a native Spanish speaking mother to use
more English with her daughter. At a child custody hearing
in Amarillo earlier this summer, according to a court tran-
script, District Court Judge Samuel C. Kiser characterized
Marta Laureano’s predominantly Spanish relationship with
her five-year-old daughter as “child abuse.” In an Aug. 16
court order, Kiser did not bar Spanish in Laureano’s home
but required her to sEeak English alongside Spanish.

Laureano’s ex-husband, who had sought the hearing to
expand his visitation rights, had mentioned incidentally that
he didn’t think the girl was acquiring enough English to
enter kindergarten. Others who are friends of the family
have disagreed, saying the girl’s English skills were coming
along. The parents apparently had agreed before their
divorce to the father speaking English and the Mexican-born
mother, who’s now a naturalized citizen, Spanish to the girl
so that she could gmbrace both cultures.

The judge, defending his position to the media, contended
that his order would better assure the child’s ability in two
languages rather than just Spanish. “I do feel it is necessary
for a parent to facilitate their child’s education and stand by
my ruling that this child be truly bilingual.” At the hearing,
the judge had said he feared the child would be poorly pre-
pared for school, adding, “There’s lots of abuse and in my
opinion, Ms. Laureano, you’re abusing your child.”

Not surprisingly, the incident, has hit a nerve in the heavi-
ly. Hispanic community organizations have deluged the
judge’s office with calls of protest and some are calling for
his ouster.

But the biggest issue here isn’t so much one of Anglo chau-
vinism on the bench (the judge himself reportedly speaks
fluent Spanish), or of what'’s best for the child in terms of a
linguistic environment. Indeed, purely as an issue of child
development, the judge may well have a point if it turns out
the girris facing a language deficit once she goes to school.
On the other hand, as generations of immigrants and their
children can attest, youngsters have a singular ability to
sponge up new languages.

The real problem with all of this is that the state has the
audacity to interpose itself between mother and child on so
personal a level and to deign to invoke the shopworn buzz-
word “abuse” in a case where there’s likclg" only love. It

It’s not the state’s rightful role to cﬁ*cree any “official lan-
guage” beyond the practical need to conduct the affairs of
government’s basic functions in a common language all
involved can understand. Certainly, it’s not government’s

- place to impose an officially authorized language on private

citizens in their dailf' lives. That, in a truly free society, is
best left to individuals, businesses and other voluntary orga-
nizations to decide for themselves.

Above all, that original social institution - the family -
should be off-limits to any such governmental meddling.

ble education for their children, including ensuring them of

“1anguage skills that will help them succeed in life. And, the

vast majority of loving parents do just that, including in mul-
tilingual families, which meore-often than not provide their

More than a century ago, one Dennis Kearney
organized a white working men’s party that used
the slogan, “The Chinese must go,” pressing his
cause with speeches that inspired mobs to destroy
Chinese laundries and homes in San Francisco. The
movement he led helped bring about the Chinese
Exclusion Act of 1882, which banned immigration
from the Middle Kingdom for a full decade and
forbade the naturalization of Chinese already here.

Thus was America made safé for Americans -
and for arrivals from Ireland, such as Dennis
Kearney.

Scratch an American, and you'll find a descen-
dant of immigrants, if not an actual immigrant,
who likely as not still feels a certain affection for
the old sod. Scratch a little deeper, and chances
are, you'll find an opponent of immigration. A
1992 J)oll of Hisnamc‘ Americans, whose ranks
include nearly a third of the foreign-born popula-
tion, found that two out of three think the United
States accepts too many foreigners. Anti-foreigner
sentiment is waxing among other groups, too.

One reason is that immigration levels are higher
than in the recent past, creating dark fears that Bruce
Springsteen’s next hit will be entitled “Born Outside
the US.A.” Another is that the economy has been
growing only slowly, making Americans wary of
admitting anyone who might snatch away one of
the few jobs being created. World Trade Center
bombing has stirred other fears: Sheik Omar Abdel
Rahman is not the ideal salesman for open borders.

Advocates of tighter controls are right to note that
Emma Lazarus, author of the wards on the Statue of
Liberty, was writing poetry, and laws on immigra-
tion belong to the mundane realm of prose. Since we

Some of the opposition to immigration reflects a
simple distaste for anything foreign or different,
especially if it comes in a yellow, brown or black
container. Patrick Buchanan, the voice of
nativism, cannot abide the sound of bongo drums
in the nation’s capital. Much of the alarm, howev-
er, stems from simple misunderstandings.

It's widely assumed, for instance, that new
arrivals doom Americans to the dole or, at least,
push wages down to Dickensian levels. But the
evidence is that immigrants create more jobs than
they take, that they add to economic growth by
doing work few Americans want and that they
have little or no impact on the earnings of
American workers. Even the expert most often
invoked by the closed-borders crowd, University
of California at San Diego economist George
Borjas, has to concede that immigrants account for
a tiny fraction of welfare costs and barely cause a
ripple in the labor market.

It's a populist myth that only blue-collar work-
ers face competition from foreigners: In recent
, those admitted from abroad have been
more likely than Americans to have college
degrees and managerial or professional skills.
Asians, who made up 43% of those accepted in
the 1980s, have been described by one authority

as “the most highly skilled of any immigrant

group we’ve ever had.\Jyy Leaguers, beware.
Recent immigrants areyoften accused of a mul-
ish refusal to assimilate. JA fact, while assimilation

takes time for immigrants, it’s automatic for their
kids. Two-thirds of Hi ics born here speak no
Spanish or speak it less fluently than English.

Rising crime is also supposed to be the fault of for-
eigners - as when some i ics took in 1992's
Los Angeles riots. But those Hispanics had plenty of
gatrioﬁcnaﬁvstokeepthemoom y. Economist

tephen Moore of the congressi Joint Economic

Committee notes that urban crime rates don't rise
with the influx of the foreign-borm: Many of the
most violent cities (Atlanta, Tampa, St. Louis) have
few, while many of the mpst tranquil (San Jose,
Anaheim and Santa Ana, Calif.) have a lot.

The problem is that the burdens of immigration
- most conspicuously in schools and public hospi-
tals - are often immediate and local, while many
of the rewards are long-term and national. That’s
an argument for insisting that Washington pro-
vide more help to places that have to absorb lots
of foreigners, but not for slamming the door.

Americans have alwa(s been leery of entrants
from abroad and have always ended up better off
for letting them in. It's no tribute to our ability to
learn that each generation feels a keen urge to

repeat the errors of Dennis Kéarney.

When good guys become bad guys

The police used to walk me home at night. I was
attending college in the Bronx, and sometimes
during my nightly walk from the campus a pair of
police officers would offer to escort me. I was glad
of their presence, glad to live in a neighborhood
populated by so many men and women in blue.

Since I was a child, police have been a reassur-
ing sight to me. They were the people my mother
instructed me to contact if anyone ever gave me
trouble. They were the people who would keep
trouble from coming at all. ’

I wished, for example, that there had been a
police officer nearby on a particular London
night, when my roommate and I went grocery
shoEping. Ruth and I had been living in London
with our roommate Barry for several months, and
shopping was a chore we all shared. There was
only one time that Barry did not go shopping
with us, and it was the one time we had problems.
That night Ruth and I were subjected to nas?r
comments and leering looks. A group of men fol-
lowed us; another man calmly walked up to us
and pulled our hair.

Now, no one was hurt. It was just a scare, like
many others we’d had before. But when we told
the story to Barry he stared back stony-faced. It
wasn'’t that he didn’t have compassion, it was sim-
ply that he had no way to relate to what had hap-
pened. How could he? If he had been there we
would have never been harassed. Men have no

way of knowing how it is to be a woman who is
unaccompanied by a man, because the minute they
are in the picture, the woman is no longer unac-
companied? They simply don’t know the of it.

I tell this anecdote, not to whine about a minor
incident of long ago, but because recent events
have made me aware of my own blind spot.

I have been floored, simply floored, by the com-
ments from the Mark Fuhrman tapes. The record-
ings of the former Los Angeles police detective
telling screenwriter Laura Hart McKinny of the
brutal and systematic racist behavior in which he
engaged are astonishing. Even though the video-
tapeg image of the Rodney King beating remains
clear in my mind, I still find it unfathomable that
anyone, much less a police officer, could say such
things.

“When I came on the job,” Fuhrman told

McKinny, “all my training officers were big guys
and knowledgeable. Some nigger'd get in their
face, they’d just spin ‘em around, choke ‘em out
until they dropped.”

The tapes, as most people know, are full of atro-
cious statements like this. And white people
across the nation are saying that they are
“shocked,” “stunined,” “horrified.”

Our outrage must sound a tad disingenuous to
many blacks, who say that Fuhrman’s words are
not particularly surprising, that this type of
behavior has been going on for years and whites
either couldn’t or wouldn’t believe it.

The African-Americans who witnessed these
hate crimes were surely not surprised. The black
men who were handcuffed and pushed down a
flight of stairs didn’t need the tape to tell them
what happened. Nor did the man who watched
Fuhrman rip up his driver’s license for no appar-
ent reason. Nor did the victims of Fuhrman’s fal-
sified evidence.

The Los Angeles Police. Department says
Fuhrman is an aberration, that he is not represen-
tative of the L.A.P.D. or of police officers in gener-
al. I hope not. I hope the police officers who were
so kind to me were not capable of being so hate-
ful to my black neighbors. .

But I can’t help but wonder- if the aberration is
Fuhrman himself, or the fact that white people
now know what he’s done.

documents to get their jobs.

Although many of the people picked up are sin-
gle adults working here while their families remain
in Mexico, with spouses and children also
got caught in the sweep. INS gives those peo-
ple a chance to make arrangements, Dudley said.

“Yesterday a guy we arrested wanted to know if
he could take his wife with him,” he said. “We
accompanied him to his house. He got his wife and
baby and a lot of their belongings and they all went
together.”

Another child, age 5 or 6, also made the trip
Tuesday with a deported parent, Dudley said.

Of the approximately 450 people deported by
Wednesday, only those two advised authorities that
they had children here, said Gary Renick, assistant
district director with the INS.

People being deported often are afraid to
acknowledge families, even when the children are
US. citizens, said immigration lawyer Barbara
Hines.

“Generally their children stay here,” she said.
“Then the parent makes the decision whether they
come back or whether to send the children home
(to Mexico).”

Almost all those arrested last week are citizens of
Mexico, immigration agents said. '

Deported parents call relatives as soon as possi-
ble and ask them to watch over their families, said
Guerrero, a self-employed fruit vendor and former
taco stand operator who lives legally in the United
States. If ';:arents don’t have a chance to call until
they reach Mexico, relatives or friends often learn
of the arrests by going to their job sites when the
parents don’t return home at the end of the day.

Guerrero said parents who are being deported
often waive their right to court proceedings so they
can get into Mexico and return to their families in
Austin as soon as possible.

The parents protect their children from immigra-
tion officers*because it is more difficult to make
their way back with their families. It takes deport-
ed parents anywhere from two days to two weeks
to return to Austin, Guerrero said. Parents who
know how to ride undetected on trains can be back
in as little as 12 hours, he said.

Guerrero also said parents don’t want to inter-
rupt their children’s education. “The primary con-
cern of the parents is for their children to get a good
education,” he said.

Lean meats offer source for good nutrition

Lean meats are still a top choice

.. for consumers planning healthy
- diets with
. stock pr

t taste! From live-
ucers to feeders to
racker to retailers, the meat
ndustry has declared war on fat

" in beef, pork and lamb products.

Because consumers are demand-
ing leaner meat, virtually all
phases of the food chain have
responded by producing and
marketing meat products tailored
to consurher preferences.

This trend is most obvious in
the meat counters of grocery
stores. In 1986, the average beef
cut had 1/2 inch of external, trim-
mable fat. By 1988, the average
cut had only 1/8 inch of trimma-
ble fat. Pork and lamb cuts have
followed similar trends. Totally
trimmed cuts at the meat counter
are now also being provided. In
addition, consumers are trim-
ming the fat at home!

Not only has the retailer
responded to consumer demands
for lean meat, but animals are being
marketed before they become over-
ly fat. Thus, the amount of “intra-
muscular” fat, or fat within the
muscle, is reduced. This is impor-
tant because it is the type of fat that
you cannot trim away. And more
fat is being trimmed from the ani-
mals at the packing plants before it
is sent to the retailer.

To provide the kind of animal
demanded by the packers and
retailers, many ranchers and
farmers are producing animals
with superior trimness and
muscling. Livestock producers
are also closely examining the
genetics of their herds and flocks,
trying to identify those individu-
als that will produce offspring
with a minimum amount of fat
and maximum amount of taste

today’s meat animals and the
dietary guidelines of most health
organizations, lean cuts of meat,
eaten in recommended amounts,
have a place in a balanced diet
made up of a variety of whole-
some, nutrient-dense foods.
Meats are nutrient-dense because
they provide a high proportion of
nutrients to calories. The nutri-

ents found in meat include pro-
tein, iron, zinc, thiamine, Vitamin
B2 and Vitamin B12.

According to the Dietary
Guidelines for Americans, the
average 23- to 50-year-old
woman consumes 2000 calories
per day and the average man
about 2700 calories. The
American Heart Association rec-
ommends no more than 30 per-
cent of the calories come from fat
and that less than one-third of
these fat calories should come
from saturated fatty acids. The
USDA Food Guide Pyramid rec-
ommends two servings from the
meat group per day - each serv-
ing is two to three ounces of
cooked meat.

A three-ounce serving of
cooked lean beef with the fat
trimmed provides only 78 calo-
ries from fat with 30 of these

coming from saturated fatty
acids. The some amount of
cooked lean pork provides 100
calories from fat, with 34 from
saturated fatty acids. Cooked
trimmed lamb contains only 73
calories of total fat with 24 in sat-
urated fatty acids.

One three-ounce serving each of
beef, pork, and lamb contributes
less than 10 percent of a 2000 calo-
rie diet, while providing much
higher proportion of other nutri-
ents. Therefore, today’s lean meat
is an excellent nutritional buy!
You get more nutrition for a lower
“cost” in calories from fat and
calories from saturated fatty acids.
In addition to its nutrient density,
96 percent of meat is digested
with the nutrients being almost
comﬁlctely absorbed by the body.

When reparing  ‘meats,
remember these basic tips: (1)
Select trim, lean cuts or extra lean
ground meats; (2) trim. away
excess fat from meats and remove
skin from poultry before prepar-
ing; (3) broil, roast or bake meats;
(4) skim fat from stews and soups
before eating; and (5) serve in 2-3
ounce size portions.

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WASHINGTON  (AP) -
Nothing less than the future of
government involvement in the
nation’s agriculture is at stake
as Congress nears key decisions
on the 1995 farm bill.

Even within the ranks of
Republicans who control - the
House and Senate, there are
deep divisions based on how
crops in different parts of the
country are treated in the vari-
ous farm bill proposals.

But the GOP is driving to bal-
ance the budget by 2002, and
$13.4 billion must be sliced
from farm programs.

In the House, Speaker Newt
Gingrich, R-Ga., has whole-
heartedly  endorsed the
“Freedom to Farm” proposal
offered by House Agriculture
Committee . Chairman  Pat
Roberts, R-Kan.

The measure would scrap the
current system of crop subsidies
in favor of a direct, declining pay-
ment to qualified farmers and
would allow them great freedom
to plant the crops they want. Crop
set-asides now used to control
supplies would be abolished and
the payment would not be tied to
commodity price or production.

“This legislation, in our judg-
ment, would substantially
reduce the government’s role in
agriculture and extend more
freedom to America’s farmers,”
Gingrich and other House lead-
ers wrote to ‘Roberts. “It is con-
sistent with the goals of the new

Republican Congress.”

Farm subsidies face key
decisions in Congress

Roberts has scheduled -an
Agriculture Committee vote for
Wednesday to place his legisla-
tion into the farm spending por-
tions of the overall budget “rec-
onciliation” bill scheduled for
completion by the end of the
week.

Since no amendments are
Eermitted on the reconciliation

ill, this could be the key vote
on farm legislation.

“It's important to make
Freedom to Farm the blue-
print,” Roberts said. “Clearly,
there is some thought on the
committee that Freedom ' to
Farm is not the way to go. |
don’t think they’re in the major-
ity.”

The Roberts bill .has received
an endorsement from Senate
Agriculture Committee
Chairman Dick Lugar, R-Ind.
But Lugar said so far, his com-
mittee doesn’t have enough
votes to approve any bill when
it meets Tuesday.

“I've commended
Congressman Roberts’ plan,” -
Lugar said. “I hope that he will
have success with his plan.”

But some Republicans on the
House panel oppose the
Roberts bill. Reps. Bill Emerson
of Missouri and Larry Combest
of Texas have proposed an alter-
native that would keep the sub-
sidies intact. Most of the sav-
ings would come by doubling
the amount of acreage exempt-
ed from farm payments from 15
percent to 30 percent.

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — Listen up, all
you Super Bowl wannabes. The Dallas
Cowboys believe there is only one team that
can beat them, and that’s the Dallas
Cowboys.
