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Serbs down warplane
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A French warplane par­

ticipating in NATO air attacks on Serb positions in 
Bosnia was shot down today east of the Bosnian 
capital, a Clinton administration official said.

Two parachutes were spotted after the Mirage 
2000C fighter was hit, and the U.S. official, who 
spoke on condition of anonymity, saiii the two air­
men apparently had survived.

The United States has search-and-rescue crews 
in the area, but it was not immediately clear 
whether they were headed toward Pale to try to 
retrieve the two French airmen.

The shootdown was the first reported U)ss by the 
allied air forcijs, which are pounding Serb posi­
tions around Sa^jevo. The U.S. official said the 
incident cKCurred at 10:18 a.m. CDT.

The French plane was hit by Serb air defenders 
about 20 miles south of Pale, the Bosnian Sc'rb 
stronghold east of Sarajevo, the official said.

France has a variety of aircraft based with other 
allied planes in Italy, a central launching pc>inf tor

the ongoing NATO air attacks in Bosnia'. These 
include reconnaissance planes. Mirage 2000C 
fighters. Jaguar gnmnd attack aircraft, and L-3F 
early warning planes.

Dozens of warplanes from NATO countries 
unleashed br)mbs on Serb targets around Sarajevd 
today in the biggest assault in the alliance's histo­
ry. Bosnian and Western leaders hoped the open- 
ended strike would finally force the rebels to make 
peace. (Stv related story. Page 6.)

The NATO assault, backed by the heavy guns of 
the U.N. rapid reaction force, was in retaliation for a 
Serb mortar attack on a Sarajevo market that killed 
37 people Monday. NATO chief Willy Claes said the 
offensive would continue and possibly grow more 
severe until the St*rbs are brought to hcvl.

More than 60 aircraft from several NATO coun­
tries flew from bases in Italy and the aircraft carri­
er USS Theodore Roosevelt to carry out the attack, 
said Maj. Panagiotis Theodorakidis, a NATO 
spokesman in Naples, Italy.

Orr discusses strategic pianning for Goais 2000 objectives

Local schools have not been directly 
involved in the Goals 2CKX) movement, but 
a process begun in 1988 of strategic plan­
ning has resulted in some of the same 
objectives, Pampa Superintendent Dr. 
Dawson Orr said TuesiWiy night on the 
KACV show Perspective.

Orr, interim Amarillo Superintendent 
Bob Moore and River Road 
Superintendent Marian Fikac joined 
Perspective host Cathy Teague on the live 
in-studio discussion.

Orr said that the strategic planning 
involved a 125-member committee 
including community members and 
teadters. Items discussed by the commit­

tee included high academic standards, the 
drop-out rate, graduation rate and ways 
to help students and parents feel welcome 
in the schtKvI. ^

Also discussed on the bmadcast was the 
Goals 2000 objective of tracking students.

Orr said there has been a great deal of 
emphasis on the idea of measuring stu­
dent progress, something he termed "pos­
itive."

"That's not always been the case in edu­
cation," he said.

The TAAS test is a useful measure of the 
curriculum delivered by the PISD system, 
but it is not designed to show how students 
measure on an hitemational scale, another 
objective of the Goals 2000 program.

"We are not actively involved in mea­
suring our perfbrmancie ms a xns with

stduents in Germany or students in 
Finland," Orr said.

The school does measure performance 
on a national scale, though, he said, citing 
reading tests for nine year olds and math 
tests for 13 year olds.

Another goal of the federal education 
program has been to ensure that all stu­
dents are ready to begin school when they 
attend their first classes.

Teague asked the panel if that goal was 
unattainable and too broad.

Orr responded, sayinj^ "A goal helps us 
to recognize the cnallenge that is out 
there."

Another mission of Goals 2000 is a 90 
percent graduation rate. Teague 'asked 
what programs locally are being used to 
attain that percentage.

Orr cited the Pampa Learning Center as 
"making a difference" as a drop-out 
recovery program. He agreed with AISD's 
Moore that preventing drop-outs is a 
"studenl-by-student issue."

Drop-t»uf rates involve many factors 
besides academic considerations, Orr 
said, including a lack of a sense of belong­
ing in the sch(X)l environment, family 
needs, work mx'ds and teenage pregnsn-

Overall drop-out rates in Pampa went 
down last year, though Hispanic rates 
rose to 7.2 percent, causing PiSD to be 

laced on the state's low-performance 
ist.

Allied Occupation marked 
start of Japan's recovery

TOKYO (AP) — TIA rumors 
sounded all too plausible to 19- 

ear-old subnaariner Hiyoshi 
keda; the arriving Americans 

would castrate Japanese officers 
and enslave his nation.

Like millions of other 
Japanese, the young lieutenant 
viewed the start of the postwar 
Allied occupation- which began 
with Gen. Douglas MacArthur's 
arrival 50 years ago today -with 
fear and panic.

So he and fellow crewmen 
came up with a plan: th ^ d  seize 
their submarine, sail to the South 
Pacific, and live as underwater 
pirates for the rest of their days.

Their captain, hearing of the 
plan, gave the plotters some 
blunt advice: Japan was defeat­
ed. Learn to live with it.

A half-century later, Ikeda, 
now a college professor, can 
smile at the memory.

"1 have three grandchildren 
now," he said. "I haven't asked 
them, but I'm sure they are all 
glad I didn't wind up a pirate.''

Ikeda's life after the war -  get­
ting an education, building a 
career -  mirrored the recovery of 
Japan, which rose from the ash» to 
become an economic superpower.

The seeds of that remarkable 
comeback were sown during the 
seven-year Allied occupation 
that began with the arrival of 
MacArthur and a small van­
guard of troops at Atsugi, an air 
base southwest of Tokyo that is 
now a joint U.S.-Japanese facility.

Jewish settlers arrested for 
assaulting Palestinians

JERUSALEM (AP) — Police 
arrested four Jewish settlers 
early today for assaulting 
Palestinians, officials said.

Settlers pelted the officers with 
stones when they entered the 
West Bank settlement of Yitshar, 
and three were arrested for 
assaulting police. The settlers 
accused the police of beating res­
idents and refusing to show war­
rants or explain the arrests.

Police spokesman Boaz 
Goldberg said the four settlers 
were wanted for "rioting and 
breaches of the peace against 
Arab residents." He refused to 
give details, but said they will be 
brought to court later this week.

A resident of the nearby 
Palestinian village of Burin said set­
tlers from Yitslw burned the vil­
lage schcx>l two weeks ago. Amar 
Ismail told The Associated Press 
that settlers also had burned a clin­
ic and an electric generator in Biuin 
and thrown stones at villagers.

"In the past few weeks they 
have imposed a siege on the vil­
lage," Ismail said. "It was clear 
they wanted us to leave the vil­
lage so they can settle there."

Yitshar resident Rivka 
Bernstein told Israel Radio that 
police had burst into homes in 
the settlement without search 
warrants, waking up residents 
and pointing guns at suspects.

"Some were without name- 
tags, or even uniforms," she said. 
"It was the ones in civilian 
clothes who beat (residents). 
They refused to give their names. 
They punched.without cause."

But Chief Superintendant 
Dudu Peretz told Israel Radio 
that the officers had warrants 
and knocked on the suspects' 
doors before entering.
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Neighborhood bash Women’s forum organizers vow to ignore; 
restrictions on speech during conference::

BEIJING (AP) -  The biggest 
meetirtt ever of the world's wcmien 
offidalfy opened today, doggra by 
a diqmte between women activists 
and the Chinese government over 
freedom of expiessicm.

"It is my m a t  pleasure and 
honor to declare our celebration 
open," senior organizer Irene 
Santiago proclaimed to a mostly 
fenaale crowd of 18,000 in a 
B ^ in g  stadium.

In e  audience swayed and 
clapped as an all-women Chinese 
orcnestra played Beethoven's 
Ode to Joy. Women from around 
.the world issued a ¿all to gather 
in six lan^ages, with the English 
speaker declaring, "Let us cele­
brate women's power -  our 
strength."

The ceremony opens a 10-day 
meeting of more than 20,000 
actfvists from private groups 
around the world. It is known as 
the NGO Forum because the 
groups are non-governmental 
organizations.

A few hours earlier, conference 
organizers said they will defy 
Chinese restrictions on holding 
protests and allow freedom of 
expression throughout their gath­
ering site.

The organizers' tough stand

could put participants on a colli­
sion course with the Chinese gov­
ernment, which has imposed 
strict security and declared that 
any demonstrations will be limit­
ed to a small school inside 
the conference grounds.

Chinese officials have said that 
protests criticizing China are not 
allowed.

Mrs. Santiago, forum executive 
director, told a news conference 
that the Chinese never told the 
organizers of any such restric­
tions.

There is "no such instruction -  
nor will such instruction ever be 
given," she said.

The letter of agreement signed 
by the Chinese government gives 
organizers juridiction over the 
site allocated to them in Huairou, 
a town near the Great Wall an 
hour's drive north of Beijing, 
Mrs. Santiago said.

The Chinese government ini­
tially angered many participants 
by suddenly moving the forum 
out of Beijing, cutting partici­
pants off from delegates to the 
official U.N. sponsored Fourth 
World Conference on Women 
whom they hope to lobby.

There have also been protests 
about China's decision to bar

entry to individuals approved by!

Notorious death row inmate 
October execution date

State troopers warn Texans to buckle up

HUNTSVILLE (AP) -  Henry 
Lee Lucas, one of Texas' most 
notorious death row inmates, is 
set to die on Oct. 2.

State District Judge John 
Carter, who presided over the 
trial that resulted in Lucas' 
death sentence, on Tuesday set 
the date at the request of 
Williamson County District 
Attorney Ken Anderson.

Lucas learned last week his 
latest appeal was rejected and 
prosecutors promised they 
would seek a swift execution 
date.

According to Texas law, the 
inmate must have at least 30 
days notice of an execution 
date.

Lucas, who has been on death 
row just outside Huntsville 
since 1985, still has some feder­
al appeals avenues.

At age 59, he would become 
one of the oldest people ever to 
be put to death in the state, 
which leads the nation with 98 
executions since 1982.

Known as the one-eyed 
drifter because of a glass left 
eye, Lucas was convicted in 
1984 of strangling an unidenti­
fied woman hitchhiker near 
Georgetown, about 30 miles 
north of Austin.

The case became known as 
"Orahge Socks" because that 
was the only clothing on the 
w om an's sexually assaulted

body when she was found in 
October 1979.

Convicted of 10 other slay­
ings mostly in Texas, Lucas 
once confessed to as many as 
600 slayings nationwide. He 
later recanted all of those con­
fessions. The Williamson 
County case is the only one for 
which Lucas has been sen­
tenced to die.

Last week, the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals rejected 
claims Lucas made at a special 
hearing earlier this year that 
prosecutors had concealed 
another suspect in the "Orange 
Socks" case.

Lucas earlier this year had a 
March 15 death dale but it was 
blocked by the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals.

AUSTIN (AP) -  State law 
enforcement officials have issued 
a warning to Texans plaruiing to 
travel over the Labor Day week­
end: buckle up or risk becoming 
one of the 31 people Expected to 
die in automobile accidents.

"Buckling up makes a big dif­
ference in the ability to maintain 
control of a vehicle in an accident 
situation," Lt. Col. Dudley 
Thomas, assistant director of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety, said Tuesday. "It can 
mean the difference between 
being hurt and being killed."

The DPS estimates that 31 peo­
ple will be killed on Texas roads 
from 6 p.m. Friday through mid­
night Monday.

During the same period last 
year, 45 people died as a result of 
automobile accidents. Of those, 
38 were in vehicles with safety 
belts, but 22 people weren't 
wearing them, Thomas said.

The percentage of drivers using 
safety belts has more than quadru­
pled since liexas implemented its 
seat belt law 10 years ago Friday.

An 18-city study by the Texas 
Transportation Institute shows the 
average percentage of drivers using 
safety belts rose from 15.2 percent 
in 1985 to 77 H percent in 1994.

During that period, the death 
rate on Texas roads dropped from 
2.6 per 100 million miles driven to
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1.8 per 100 million miles.
But the numbers aren't gcxxl 

enough, Thomas said.
"Statistics show that the chance 

of being killed in a car accident is 
more than 11 times as great for 
persons not wearing seat belts as 
for those wearing seat belts," he 
said. "Yet statewide, only about 
71 percent of the population 
buckles up.

"Our charge today, and in the 
future, is to try to increase that 
percentage."

John Devenport, of the Texas 
Automobile Dealers Association, 
said the advent of automobile 
safety devices such as air bags 
has made people less likely to 
wear their seat belts.

"Once they get in a car with an 
air bag, they think they no longer 
need to wear a seat belt," 
Devenport said, adding that 
without a seat belt, an accident

victim mav not be in the car to be 
protected by its air bag.

"It's 3S important as ever that 
we buckle up," he said.

In addition to saving lives, 
wearing seat belts can save the; 
state money, said Susan Bryant, 
traffic safety director of the Texas 
Department of Transportation.'

In 1992 and 1993, the cost of 
automobile related injuries for 
people not wearing seat belts was 
$56,000 more per person than for! 
people who were buckled, Ms! 
Bryant said. During those twcl 
years, the total cost of being 
unbelted was $11 billion.

Thomas said Texans planning* 
to travel by automobile over tji^ 
holiday weekend should prepare 
in. advance by getting plenty of 
sleep. Once on the road, drivers 
should make numerous rest stop^ 
and be sure not to drive wWIe 
fatigued.

Networks try to ignore Whitewater
The Whitewater hearings are over for now. I^ ou

Staff writer Robin Toner of The New York Times notes and 
seems bemused by an apparent sea change in Congress's atti­
tude toward federal welfare programs. The only defenders of 
the current program seem lonely and embattled, and some 
rhetoricians are even so bold as to make the argument that 
ending welfare as we know it would amount to doing poorer 
people in this country a favor.

t he most plausible explanation the writer can find is that 
more voters live in the suburbs and see the "urban under­
class" as "distant' and alien." But a look at the welfare num­
bers might otter more plausible reasons tor the increasing 
number of people who believe that almost anything would be 
better than the current system.

The federal government currently operates 77 major interre­
lated anct overlapping welfare programs. Many states operate 
additional programs. In fiscal year 1993, total federal and state 
welfare spending reached $324.3 billion, with $234.3 billion 
coming from federal funding and $90 billion from state or 
liKal funds. That amounted to $3,357 in taxes from each 
household that paid federal income tax in 1993.

Since 1965, when federal welfare spending exploded under 
President Lyndon Johnson's "war on poverty," taxpayers have 
spent $5.4 trillion on welfare (in constant 1993 dollars). That's 
70'’'<> more than it cost to defeat Japan and Germany in World 
War II (adjusting for inflation), or enough to purchase every 
factory, office building, airline, railroad, trucking firm, and 
commercial ship, every telephone, television, and radio com­
pany, every power company, hotel, and retail store in the 
country - and ha\1i money left over.

Surely, after all that spending, victory ought to be in sight?
Hardly. According to the Congressional Budget Office, 

under existing law federal, state, and IcKal welfare spending 
will continue to rise, reaching a combined total of $551.7 bil­
lion in the year 2000.
■ Why has all that spending not brought more people out of 
poverty? Why has it, in tact, made the "urban underclass" 
jarger and more visible, more hopeless, and more intractably 
mired in poverty than was the case in 1965?

For 30 years, the welfare system has paid people not to work 
and not to form families. When the "war on poverty" began, 
about one black child in tour was born out of wedlcKk; now 
two of three are. Rapid increases in illegitimacy are CKCurring 
among low income white people. The causes could well be so 
complex that no single factcir can be isolated as the only cause, 

■ but surely the tact that teenagers are encouraged to "marry 
the state" has had something to do with this phenomenon.

But it turns out that illegitimacy is more closely asscKiated 
with continuing, generation-after-gencration poverty than 
tiny other single scKial factor. Family disintegration is also a 
leading cause of crime. So the welfare system as it exists today 

! pays people enough to survive, but, in essence, bribes them 
; not to do any better tor themselves. The cycle of dependency 

is tragic and scKially devastating.
The most useful reform - short of ending the federal govern- 

! ment's role in welfare entirely, which would be defensible but 
'hot yet politically feasible - would be unrestricted block 
grants to the states, which would allow those closer to the 

• problem to try an array of reform approaches and give differ- 
’ ent states the chance to learn from one another.

At the same time. Congress should also move quickly to end 
corporate welfare, which costs taxpayers almost as much and 
harms economic productivity and efficiency.

Tallying the independent candidates
Any American who has recently said, or even 

thought, that he's sick and tired of both parties 
and Wouldn't mind voting for an independent 
presidential candidate must feel a little like the 
farmer standing in his flooded field, who looked 
up at the sky and said, "Dear Lord, I know I 
prayed for rain, but this is ridiculous."

You wanted an independent presidential candi­
date? Have six of them: Bill Bradley, Steve Forbc*s, 
Jesse Jackson, Ross Perot, Colin Powell and 
Lowell Weicker. None of them has officially 
thrown his hat into the ring yet, but all of them 
have let the media spread the impression that 
they might be interested in making the race.

Why this sudden plethora of independent can­
didates? The conventional wisdom, in 
Washington anyway, is that the voters are - even 
more than usual - "fed up" with both parties, and 
ripe for a little old fashioned rebellion. Yet the vot­
ers went to the polls just last November, and on 
that occasion they certainly seemed ready to pve 
the Republicans a chance to show what they 
could do. And while much remains to be done, it 
is far tcx) early to say that the GOP has blown file 
chance.

More likely the voters are ready to oust Bill 
Clinton if they are given a reasonable alternative, 
but aren't all that impressed by any of the 
declared contenders for his job. '^ at's enough to 
make a good many public personalities gaze in

president smiling back at them.

But, to be frank, most of the undeclared possi­
ble independent candidates aren't much more 
charismatic than the declared seekers of the two 
parties' nominations. Jesse Jackson e^ ntia lly  
represents just a threat to withhold a portion of 
the black vote from Mr. Clinton if he strays too far 
from his base. Ross Perot peaked at 19% in 1992, 
and has no reason to expect he would do better 
(or even as well) this time. Bill Bradley and Steve

Lowell

Kennedy's views, which ought to dispose of him.
Of the six, only Colin Powell would look good 

on horseback, either literally or figuratively, and 
even he is attractive laigdy l^ au se we can all pro­

ject our wish-fantasies onto him, fondly imagining 
that he agrees with us personally on everything.

Then too (if I may get disagreeably technical for 
a moment), it's one thing to declare your inde­
pendent candidacy for president, and quite 
another to get on the ballot in all 50 states. Each 
state's requirements are unique, and some of 
them are fiendish. Twenty years ago, when I last 
researched the subject, the filing deadlines varied 
from February to C^tober; some states demanded 
the creation and registration of a new party; oth­
ers insisted upon a ticket naming candidates for 
both president and vice president; and practically 
all required nominating petitions signed by huge 
numbers of voters.

With lots of money, some of these problems can 
be solved, but not all of them. And once the candi­
date is well and truly on all 50 ballots, lots more 
money will be needed to wage a winning campaign 
against the Republican and Democratic candidates, 
each of whom will start with $40 million provided 
by the federal government. That will make every- 
bixly else think twice except Rcfes Perot.

So we can, I believe, expect a gradual thinning 
out of file ranks of potential independent candi­
dates as 19% draws nearer and the obstacles 
become more apparent.

Attorney General announces task 
force to help combat child abuse

AUSTIN (AP) -  Every three days 
in Texas a child is killed by a parent 
or guardian. Every y ^  the state 
confirms 60,0(X) chUd abuse cases.

Texas Attorney General Dan 
Morales announced a program 
Tuesday to combat those statistics. 
• 'T h e  challenge is clear. We 

m ust improve our prevention 
and intervention efforts," 
Morales said.

In a combined effort with the 
Texas Medical Association and 
Texas Court Appointed Special 
Advocates, a group that protects 
children in court cases. Morales' 
office has created the Texas Child 
Abuse Prevention Task Force.

The task force, comprising 
medical professionals, educators, 
social service providers and law 
enforcers, will create an informa­
tional campaign outlining the 
public's responsibility to recog­
nize and report child abuse.

"The ability of our prosecutors 
td win convictions against abusers 
often depends upon the ability of

doctors, nurses, teachers, coun­
selors and others to recognize the 
signs," Morales said, adding that 
child abuse cases are among the 
most difficult to prosecute.

"Early notice of child abuse is 
critical t6 reducing the number of 
fatalities and the severity of abuse 
in thousands of cases," he said.

Early action also is necessary to 
end the vicious cycle of abuse 
and crime.

"An abused child often grows 
up to be an abuser," he said. 
"And there is statistical evidence 
that abused children have a 
propensity toward criminal 
behavior and violent behavior.

"Young criminals often start 
out as scared, neglected chil­
dren," he said.

Texas law requires any person 
who believes a child is being 

.abused or neglected to report 
those concerns to local law 
enforcement officers or the Texas 
Department of Protective and 
Regulatory Services.

Town rallies as 16 injured by lightning striking football field
FORNEY (AP) -  Like other small Texas 

towns, everyone knows when something 
happens in this community of 4,200 -  espe­
cially when it involves the high school foot­
ball team.

So it was no surprise that Forney residents 
rallied immediately after a lightning bolt 
struck a practice field Tuesday afternoon, 
critically injuring a 15-year-old and sending 
15 other people to hospitals.

Some went to the school to comfort and 
console students. Others, including 
Superintendent Chester St. Clair, made the 
20-mile drive west to Baylor University 
Medical Center in Dallas to'support the 
friends and family of those who were hurt.

“Forney is a small town, we're really sup- 
jxirtive," said Jennifer Lawrence, a 17-year- 
old drill team member at the high school, 
who was reluctant to talk to reporters.

“If you're not from there, it's kind of hard 
to understand how it is," she said. “Once 
something happens to someone, everyone 
supports, everyone helps."

About 100 varsity and junior varsity play­
ers began working out at 3:30 p.m. on the 
small field of Forney High, home of the sixth- 
ranked Class 3A Jackrabbits. Cows grazed in 
the nearby pasture and two John Dwre trac­
tors sat just outside the school's main field.

A storm was approaching, but coaches did­
n't fear.

"It is ironic that the first com- 
ilaint would be filed against the

Cfoldman, a lawyer for the Sierra 
Club Legal Defense Fund in 
Seattle.

The Sierra Q ub and the other 
groups were filing their com­
plaint today with the North 
American Commission for 
Environmental Cooperation in 
Montreal.

The logging provision sus­
pends the Endangered Species 
Act and other laws to expedite 
harvests of salvage timber in an 
effort to reduce wildfire threats in 
federally owned forests.

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House Republicans setting records 
in raising campaign contributions
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Led by an aggressive 

freshman class, the new Repulmcan-controlled 
House is eclipsing all records in raising campaign 
cash and proving the Washington adage that money 
follows power.

Overall, House members of both parties raised 
$43^ million through the first six months of this 
year, the beginning of a two-year election cycle, 
aocofding to the Fédéral Election Commission.

That represented a 38oercent increase over the 
compaiane period in 1993, when incumbents raised 
$31.5 millkm, and was the highest total in the 20 
years records have been kept.

The increase is attributable to industrious money 
raising by Republicans, who raked in $275 million 
'as they retired debts firom last year's campaign and 
built political bank accounts to defend their majori­
ty in 19%. TliBt is more than twice what they raised 
as a mincnity.

"Fund raising in general is a lot easier" now that 
theGŒ’ hastaÎæn over, said Dan Morgan, who rais­
es money for about 40 House Republicans including 
Majority Leader Dick Armey of Texas. 'Teople are 
retumii^ my calls, saying, 'Let me find the money 
to do that'" '

Comparing raising money for Armey when he 
was a mid-level leader in the minority with now, 
when he ranks No. 2 to Speaker Newt Gingrich, 
Morgan said, "It's like night and day."

"Among some PAC groups, there's bee» a sense 
of panic because they had invested so much in 
Democrats," said Steven Stockmeyer, a Republican 
who runs an association of business political action 
committees. "Now they are playing catch-up, 
unashamedly. That's one reason you're seeing the 
big numbers."

^ 1 ,  the person leading the fund-raising list was a 
Demcxrat, House Minority Leader Dick Gephardt 
of Missouri, who amassed $1.2 million in the first 
half of the year. That figure included a $250,000 
transfer from another committee. Gingrich was sec­
ond, collecting nearly $885,000.

In all, 36 of the top 50 money-raisers were 
Republicans. Two years ago, when Democrats con­
trolled the House, just 15 of the top 50 came from the 
GOR

It was not veterans, however, but freshman law­
makers who accounted for most of the increase. The

average GC^ fteshman raised $142,000 in the first 
six mrmths after being elected, compared with just 
under $78XXX) for the average freshman Democrat. 
Ten first-termers, all Republicans, made the 50 
list.

'I t  raised a few eyebrows in the PAC community," 
Stockmeyer said. "Vou wonder where this ends."

John Ensign, R-Nev., a member of the tax­
writing Ways and Means Committee, and Daniel 
Frisa, R-N.Y., a Commerce Committee member.

Among Ensign's $1XXX) givers were the National 
Restaurant Association, which has pushed for high­
er tax deductibility of business meals; Boyd 
Gaming, which like other rambling companies 
wants to avoid higher gambling taxes; and the 
American Chiropractic Association, which hopes to 
avoid getting nicked by GOP Medicare cuts.

Frisa collected similar contributions from tobacco 
companies, which are re fla ted  by his conunittee; 
cable television, and cellular, local and long-distance 
telephone companies, all affected by a massive 
rewrite of teleconununications law the panel pro­
duced; aixl health care, insurance and securities 
interests, all of which depend on the Commerce 
Conunittee.

"Obviously with a Republican majority you've 
got a two-fer situation," said Stockmeyer of his busi­
ness PAC clients. "You can not only support those in 
power, but you also can support t lv ^  you agree 
with."

GOP fund-raising experts said the aggressive 
level of activity this year comes in part from 
Gingrich and his top lieutenants, who, like the 
Democrats before them, have sought to turn their 
majority status into fund-raising advantage.

TTie National Republican Congressional 
Committee earlier this year put together a friends 
and enemies list, showing how PACs split their giv­
ing between the parties. Leadership officials also 
have used their clout to encourage interest groups to 
help freshmen retire debt.

Solution found for bobbing traffic lights

LUBBOCK (AP) -  Out in a 
thorny field where jack rabbits 
play, nowhere close to any 
streets, Texas Tech University 
researchers put up a traffic light.

Then they tackled an engineer­
ing enigma: Signal lights that 
bounce,in the wind.

Tech's Institute for Disaster 
Research spent three years and a 
$280,000 state grant to study 
wind stress on traffic lights. That 
work wrapped up last month 
with a report identifying a solu­
tion toutra as practical and eco­
nomical.

Researchers say that a flat 
metal plate -  attached a few inch­
es above the light -  changes the 
air flow and virtually stops the 
bouncing.

"It's a relatively simple solu­
tion to a complex problem," said 
institute director James 
McDonald. "This will cut it down 
to almost zero."

Tim Dradberry, senior design 
engineer for the Texas 
Department of Transportation in 
Austin, said he expects the solu­
tion to be widely adopted. Tech 
mailed 145 copies of its report to 
state and federal agencies across 
the country.

Sideways vibration on a traffic 
light is called buffeting.

But it is the vertical vibration, 
called galloping, that distracts 
motorists and causes cracks in 
light poles. McDonald said gal- 
Icming occurs under a narrow set 
or circumstances depending on 
the light's shape and the way it 
hai^s.

"They knew the problem was 
there and they were concerned it 
would increase," he said. "They 
didnT know what to do about it."

McDonald said a traffic light 
fell in Dalhart just as Tech started 
its study in 1992.

"A  rare occurrence," Drad­
berry said, "but it is something 
that concerns us."

49ers set sights on another Super Bow l

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — An obses­
sion with overtaking the Dallas Cowboys 
helped carry San Francisco to its fifth 
S u ^ r  Bowl title last season. This year, the 
act the 49ers are trying to top is their own.

"It's just as demanding, but the weight 
of what we face is really our own past," 
said Steve Young, who's going for a record^ 
fifth straight passing title. "There's no one 
else, no other team. It's just ourselves. We
just have to go out and extend ourselves 
beyond who we were last year."

The 49ers were a special team in 1994. 
Young set an NFL record for passing effi­
ciency and won a second MVP award. 
Jerry Rice became the league's car^ r 
touchdown leader and the team scored a 
club-record 505 points, fourth most in 
NFL history. Meanwhile, a collection of 
marquee free agents led by Deion Sanders 
turned San Francisco's defense into one of 
the league's top units.

The fortified 49ers denied Dallas an 
unprecedented third straight Super Bowl 
crown by defeating the (Cowboys in the 
conference championship last January. 
The 49ers then beat San Diego 49-26 for a 
record fifth Super Bowl victory.

In bidding to repeat as league champi­
ons, the 4^ rs  are taking a more busi­
nesslike approach. Young said the desper­
ation that drove the team in 1994 has been 
replaced by a quiet resolve.

"I think it'll be more professional and 
more dedication than obsession,"., club

Eresident Carmen Policy said. "It'll be 
ind of like the Cowboys in '93. They won 

the Super Bowl in that magical year of '92 
when many thought they should've come 
to Candlestick and gotten beat, and they 
didn't. In '93, they felt a commitment to 
purpose and that professional dedication.

"I'd like to see a duplicate. We win two, 
and then in '96 let's decide who's the team 
of the decade."

There are significant differences 
between the 49ers of 1995 and the 49ers of

'94. Chief among them is whether free 
agent comerback Sanders re-signs with 
San Francisco or opts to play elsewhere. 
Dallas is among the teams competing with 
the 49ers for Sanders' services.

"1 don't think that we must have him," 
San Francisco coach George Seifert said. 
"But with the expectations and the things 
we have to do, you want to get all the tal­
ent you possibly can, whether it be Deion 
or any other player. "

"We'd like to think that we're capable 
coaches. But we're all in this business long 
enough to realize the team that generally 
has the most talent and is put together 
best has the best opportunity to win this 
thing."

Ricky Watters, San Francisco's rushing 
leader the past three seasons, is among the 
talent the 49ers lost. Watters went to 
Philadelphia through free agency.

Both coordinators are newcomers. Marc 
Trestman replaces Mike Shanahan, who 
left to coach Denver after three years as 
San Francisco's offensive coordinator. Peté

Carroll, fired as New York Jets coach'at the 
end of last season, succeeded Ray Rhodes, 
who ascended from defensive coordinator 
to take the Philadelphia Eagles' coaching 
job.

San Francisco also has 16 new players, 
including top draft pick J.J. Stokes. 
UCLA's career receiving leader, Stokes is 
expected to miss the first month of the sea­
son with a broken right hand. '

"1 think any time you have that type of 
change, there's a change in the chemistry 
of the team. All of that remains .to be 
seen," added Seifert, a twd* t̂ime Super 
Bowl winner as head coach who begins 
the season with an 84-24 career mark, the 
best winning percentage (.778) in league 
history.

'The frontline players, with the excep­
tion of Ricky Watters — and nobody 
knows what's going to develop with
Deion — our team is intact from a year 
ago and I think we've helped ourselves 
with some of the fellows we've picked 
up," Seifert said.

PELL CITY, Ata. (AP) -  Sara 
Jane Tackett is a Christian conser­
vative and a fiscal conservative. 
And a dispirited Dennocrat.

Her husband, Jim, says he's a 
Democrat, too. An Alabama 
Democrat anyway. "The national 
Democratic Party has left a lot of 
good people in Alabama," 
Tackett laments.

At the Ark, a roadside seafood 
shade 40 miles east of Birming­
ham, talking politics is as popular 
as Miss ^ Iv ia 's  fried shrimp aikl 
catfish. But the once-dominant 
Democratic Party has fallen out of 
favor. As has its leader.

Jim Tackett says it isn't pxn'son- 
al.

"I like Bill Q in ton ," he says. 
"But we got whacked locally in 
the last e la tio n  and we need to 
get back what we lost. Because 
mere probably will be a Bill 
G inton stigmatization here, we 
have to work for our local can­
didates as a primary concern."

Clinton dion't have much of a 
prayer in Alabama anyway. But 
witn the president in had  shape 
here, aiul across the South, other 
Denwerats have more to worry 
about. An anti-Clinton mood 
often can carry down the ballot, 
as it did last year; and if Clinton 
knows he can't win a'state, it will 
get less national Democratic 
m o i^ , making it tougher to win 
local races.

And then there are the issues.
An evening of dinner talk with 

five Alabama couples, and inter­
views with voters in more than a 
dozen other states, offers a por­
trait of a party in deep trouble, 
still far from recovered from the 
shellacking it took in 1994. If they 
aren't dispirited. Democrats are 
likely to be defensive.

"1 don't like being branded a

liberal because I am a DemocraL"
said Terry Bain, an iron worker 
and local labor ofHdal. "I don't 
like people saying that because 
you are a Deniocrat you can't be 
for prayer in sdiools. Dr because 
you are a Democrat you are for 
gay rights, or gun control."

buch sentiments of discontent 
are not lost on the Qinton camp.

O n e'  of Q inton 's pollsters, 
Stanley Greenberg warned the 
president in a recent memo that 
ne was "futKlanoentally ntisposi- 
tioned for 19% " anwng "woridng 
class, non-college white voters." 
Greenberg said these voters do 
iK)t believe Qinton is working to 
address their "lives and daily 
struggles."

More proof comes in the early 
Qinton electoral targeting. Senior 
political advisers say foat, e x c ^  
tor Arkansas, foey are not counti^ 
on wiiming any of the Soufoem 
and border states Qinton carried 
last time: Georgia, Louisiana, 
Tennessee ar»d Kentucky.

At the Ark, teacher Thelma 
Jones predicts things might be 
different had Qinton and tne for- 
nrer Democratic Congress not 
fought so much — alieruiting 
even Denwerats in the process. 
Yet such feuding hasn't stopped. 
"They should be supporting 
President Q inton," she says.

Bain says the Democrats' liber­
al label sticks because of signals 
sent by Clinton and other nation­
al Dernocratic Party leaders, leav­
ing little choice for Democrats 
who want to be successful in 
these parts but to distatKe them­
selves from their own party.

Or leave altc^ther.
' More than 100 elected officials 

have switched from the Demo­
cratic to Republican Party since 
Q inton was elected president, 
the bulk of them here in the 
South. Not to mention the defect­
ing voters.

Police sweep homeless 
from Golden Gate Park

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) -  
Police swept into Golden <3ate 
Park to clear the 1,000-acre area 
of homeless people Tuesday, only 
to find many squatters already 
had fled, leaving tents, bedding 
and trash behind.

The sweep was prompted by 
an incident Aug. 18 in which a 
transient walked into a park 
encampment and allegedly shot

the midst of a tough re-election 
battle, watched as officers on 
horseback and nr»torcycles and 
in squad cars made good on his 
promise to rid the park of squat­
ters.

"We've given them all the time, 
the warnings, and now we're 
telling people today it's time to 
move," M  said. "You can take the 
hotel or the shelter we're giving 
you, but we cannot allow you to 
stay in the park under these con­
ditions."

Estimates of the park's over­
night population have ranged

from 100 to 500 people, but police 
found only about 15 squatters 
T\iesday.

Bulldozers and park employ­
ees worked to clear away the 
debris.

Police made no arrests but 
issued citations to campers who 
balked at leaving and refused 
referrals to homeu»s shelters or 
low-rent hotels.

Homeless advocates called the 
cleanup a heartless political ploy, 
noting that San Francisco has an 
estimated homeless population 
of more than 10,000 but only 
1,400 shelter beds.

"M ayor Jordan's flurry of 
activity in ^ I d e n  Gate Park is 
designed to give voters the 
impression he is taking decisive 
action to solve the problem of 
homelessness in our city," said 
Sister Bemie Calvin of Religious 
Witness with Homeless People.

"In reality, Jordan has merely 
squandereef millions of taxpay­
ers' dollars and added untold 
misery to the lives of homeless 
people."
