A suspect in a Pampa sexual assault
was being pursued on foot by Oklahoma
law enforcement officers today near the
Oklahoma-Texas border around Interstate
35 after being shot off the road.

An unidentified 26-year-old woman
told police Monday evening that she and
her two children were abducted from her
house in southwest Pampa at gunpoint by
Jody Edward Brunson and taken outside
city limits, where she'says she was raped
and then released.

The suspect fled the scene and traveled
to Oklahoma.

“Our officers began their pursuit from
our city around 5 a.m.” said Officer
Cathy Nolen of the Ardmore Police
Department, who said that her depart-

ment got word of a possibly armed sus-
pect from the Pampa department.

Brunson reportedly traveled south
toward Love County. His pickup was shot
off the road by Ardmore police and
Oklahoma Mighway Patrol officers two
miles north of Marietta, approximately 20
miles north of the Texas state line, accord-
ing to Gray County District Attorney John
Mann. Brunson then fled the scene on foot.

He was being pursued this morning by
Ardmore police officers, Love County
sheriff deputies and Oklahoma Highway
Patrol officers with canine units and heli-
copters.

Brunson, 23, is described as a white
male, 5 feet 11 inches tall, 160 pounds,
with blond collar-length hair and green
eyes. He has a tattoo of three feathers
from a tomahawk on his right shoulder.
He is considered armed.

He was driving a maroon 1994 Ford
Ranger pickup.

Gray County  Assistant  District
Attorney Bill McMinn and officers from
the Pampa Police Department and Gray
County Sheriff’s Office left this morning
for Oklahoma, where they will process
evidence in the pickup, according to
Mann. Pampa PD representatives include
evidence technician Morris Burroughs.

Mann said that when Brunson is cap-
tured, he is expected to be arraigned in
Oklahoma. He added that the local repre-
sentatives will then find out if Brunson
wishes to waive extradition to Texas.

The victim told police that she and her
children were entering their residence at
2:30 p.m. Monday when they were con-
fronted by Brunson, apparently an
acquaintance of the victim.

The police report said he entered her

residence through the garage door some-
time after 4 a.m. Monday.

She said he held them at the residence
for a period of time, then forced them into
his pickup and ordered her to drive. He
followed them in her car after threatening
to open fire it he saw any law entorce-
ment.

They drove to an unknown location
outside the city limits. He then took her
back to her car and allegedly raped her
while her children were in his pickup.

After the assault, the victim and her
children were released and came back
into town, where the victim reported the
incident to the police.

The victim’s name and address were
not made public. The incident is listed in
the police records as a burglary of a habi-
tation reported by Susan Michaels at 1194
Mesa Drive.

Lefors sets Aug. 12

LEFORS - A special election to
replace two Lefors city council
members has been set for Aug.
12, according to City Secretary
Phyllis Crutcher.

The election will fill seats
vacated by Leonard Cain and
Derl Boyd.

Cain resigned recently because
of health reasons, Crutcher said.

Boyd ascended to the city
mayor position after former
Mayor J.W. Franks resigned
effective June 27 in a letter read
at the council’s July 10 meeting,.

One elected city official felt
Franks’ resignation was related
to the city marshal flap that
began at the June 12 city council
meeting.

At that meeting, City Marshall
Max Kellison resigned his post,
and a letter from Gray County
Judge Richard Peet was read
that informed the council that
the county commission was
reviewing the stipend paid to
the city to help pay for a mar-
shal.

The council put off a decision
to hire a new marshal at that
time, but two weeks later, some
members decided a marshal was
needed for the approaching July
4 holiday.

Franks said earlier this month
that he felt that the June 27 meet-
ing in which Rocky Stewart was
hired as part-time marshal was
held illegally.

City Attorney Rick Harris dis-
agreed, and Franks decided to
resign, saying, “There’s no rea-
son for me to be down there if
there’s going to be this kind of
stuff going on.”

The special meeting  was
attended by council members
J.C. Callaway, Danny Gilbert
and Bovd, who presided over
the meeting as mayor pro tem.

Bovd also appeared in Franks’
place at the June 29 Gray County
Commissioners Court to discuss
the county supplement for the
ut\ marshal.

Gray County had paid $1,000
monthly toward employment of

*a city marshal, but the commis-

sioners decided to pay $375 to
defray employment expenses
through the end of 1995 or until
a full-time marshal is hired.

Lefors officials agreed to pay
Stewart $600 per month plus car
and gasoline for his services,
which began July 2.

Franks had served for over a
year as mavor before he
resigned. Prior to that, he had
served 13 years on the city coun-
cil and another two-year term as
md_\/nr.

House Republicans mark
their first ‘Corrections Day’

WASHINGTON (AP) - House
Republicans marked their first
“Corrections Day” by passing a
bill today that exempts the city
of San Diego from a costly
sewage treatment procedure that
scientists say is unnecessary.

Democrats said “Corrections
Day,” instituted by House
Speaker Newt Gingrich to target
ridiculous federal laws and reg-
ulations, was a political side-
show and that San Diego didn’t
need the exemption.

The bill, passed 269-156 and
sent to the Senate, would perma-
nently exempt the California city
from secondary treatment stan-
dards set under the Clean Water
Act. “Corrections Day” bills
need a 60 percent majority to
pass in the House.

Under the act, cities must carry
out primary treatment to filter
out solid waste, and secondary
treatment, a chemical process to
remove bacteria and suspended
solids.

Scientists from the National
Academy of Science and the
Scripﬁs Institution of Ocean-ogra-
phy have stated that secondary
treatment may not be helpful in
coastal cities such as San Diego
with deep ocean discharge.

Rep. Bob Filner, a Democrat
representing part of San Diego,
said the city is being “forced to
pay billions of dollars to meet a

requirement  that
makes no sense.”” Rep. Ron
Packard, a Rcepublican from
southern California, said the bill
“signals the peoples” triumph
over silly, obsolete rules.”

Another California Democrat,
Rep. Norman Mineta, said it was
wrong to single out San Diego
for special treatment. “It is an
injustice to the majority of com-
munities and citizens that all of
us represent and it is motivated
solely by politics.”

The White House also voiced
its opposition to the legislation,
saying the bill “would set a bad
precedent by treating San Diego
differently than every other city
by legislating a rollback of envi-
ronmental protection on a site
specific basis.”

Opponents noted that the
Clean Water legislation passed
last year gives San [)lvgo the
right to apply for waivers from
secondary treatment require-
ments, and the Environmental
Protection Agency last month
gave preliminary approval to San
Diego’s request. That EPA waiv-
er, unlike in the bill passed today,
must be periodically renewed.

The House voted last month to
set aside two days a month
where lawmakers could intro-
duce legislation to reverse what
was considered to be senseless,
unneeded laws and regulations.

Prominent rancher’s wife dies in copter crash

AMARILLO (AP) - A heli-
copter crash that killed the wife
of a prominent Panhandle
rancher may have been weather
related, a relative said.

Jeanne Whittenburg, 60, was
killed and her husband, J.A.
“Jimmy” Whittenburg III, was
injured when their helicopter
crashed in a field just north of
Panhandle, about 20 miles east
of Amarillo.

Whittenburg, 62, was in criti-
cal condition Monday at
Parkland Memorial Hospital in
Dallas, a hospital spokeswoman
said.

The cause of the Saturday
night crash still was being
investigated Monday. However,
the Whitten-burgs’ son-in-law,

Bob Latimer, theorized that
high winds played a role.

“I would bet it was weather-
related,” Latimer said. “The
winds were blowing upward of
50 to 60 miles per hour. It was-
n’t raining, But there was turbu-
lence. That turbulence, upward
and downward bursts,
upturned the craft.”

The Amarillo couple, who
had flown together regularly
since 1952, were flying to their
Turkey Track Ranch, northeast
of Borger, when the 6 p.m.
Saturday crash occurred.

Carson County Sheriff Loren
Brand said the Bell Jet Ranger

xploded on impact, and
Whittenburg stumbled from the
wreckage to a road a quarter-

mile away, where an oil-field
worker picked him up.

Whittenburg was taken to
Northwest Texas Hospital in
Amarillo in critical condition,
then transferred to the Parkland
burn unit late Saturday.

A memorial service for Mrs.
Whittenburg is scheduled for 2
p-m. Wednesday at St
Andrew’s Episcopal Church in
Amarillo.

Whittenburg is a descendent of
pioneer Texas Panhandle ranch-
ing families. '"His uncle, S.B.
Whittenburg, was owner and
publisher of the Amarillo Daily
News and Amarillo Globe-Times
until its 1972 sale to Morris
Communiations Corp. of Au-
gusta, Ga.

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WASHINGTON (AP) - With a Senate
confrontation brewing over whether
ethics charges against gen. Bob Packwood
should be heard in open session, Texas’
two senators aren’t clamoring for public
hearings against a fellow Republican.

Sen. Barbara Boxer, D-Calif., is seeking
to force public hearings on allegations that
Packwood, the Oregon lawmaker who
chairs the powerful Senate Finance
Committee, committed sexual and official
misconduct.

Ethics Committee Chairman Mitch
McConnell, R-Ky., opposes public hear-
ings and has refused to convene his panel
to deliberate the matter.

Republicans have warned Mrs. Boxer
that if she proceeds, they will reexamine

vote calling for ublic hearings.
Spokesmen for Texas Sens. Phil Gramm
and Kay Bailey Hutchison said Monday
their bosses don’t support such a move.

“Sen. Gramm will consider any argu-
ments that are made but he is disinclined
to second-guess the ethics committee,”
spokesman Larry Neal said.

Hutchison spokeswoman Missi Tessier
said the senator “will not support any
attempt to bypass the ethics committee.”

Mrs. Hutchison’s silence on Packwood
is a departure from last year when she
played a high-profile role in the Senate’s
review of the Tailhook scandal.

The rampant sexual misconduct that
occurred at the 1991 Tailhook convention
was dredged up during consideration of

ing against Kelso's retirement at the high-
er grade. She argued that he bore some
responsibility for the scandal and its sub-
sequent investigation.

The Kelso vote marked the first time
that Mrs. Hutchison, who came to the
Senate in mid-1993, joined forces with all
of her female colleagues.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
farm-state coalition in the House
proved it is still a force to be reck-
oned with in the debate over agri-
culture spending for next year,
House Agriculture Committee
Chairman Pat Roberts said.

“We are alive, we are well and
we are kicking,” Roberts, R-

Kan., said of the farm-state
group. :
The “aggies,” as the loosely

defined bipartisan group of
House members is known,
fought to prevent the Appro-
priations Committee from
slashin% more money than the
Agriculture Committee had
expected for next year. Over
seven years, the total cut could
have reached $3 billion, includ-
ing $400 million next year.

The farm-state group also turned
back efforts at imposing reform
through the annual agriculture
spending bill, such as an amend-
ment that would have cut off farm
payments for anyone with $100,000
or more in off-farm income.

Roberts had hoped to have
the farm bill on the House floor
by the end of July, but the
appropriations  turf Dbattle
changed that. He now hopes to
have the reauthorization of
farm programs ready for floor
consideration in September.

While savoring the votes over

Farm spending battle bodes
well for farm bill, Roberts says

the spending bill, Roberts said
he expects many farm program
critics to again attempt major
changes in the farm bill.

“We have a very tough chal-
lenge on our hands,” Roberts
told reporters Monday. “I think
we’re going to have to have an
effort at least as significant and
aggressive if we're going to
pass a farm bill.”

The shape of that farm bill is
still very much in flux.
Consideration is being given to
having the 1995 version cover
seven years instead of the tradi-
tional five years, in keeping
with Republican plans to bal-
ance the federal budget by 2002.

“We haven’t made a final
decision on that. For simplicity
E:rposes perhaps seven is a

tter number,” he said.

The budget resolution passed
by Congress earlier this year
calls for cuts in farm programs
of $8.4 billion over five years
and $13 billion'over seven years.

Meanwhile, Roberts and
other GOP leaders are seriously
working on their own major
overhaul in farm Fayment pro-
grams. The so-called “Freedom
To Farm Act” would scrap all
set-asides in favor of a single,
fixed annual payment for farm-
ers who have received subsidies
in three of the past five years.

Regulatory red
tape redefinition

_Dole has brought S.343, a broad but modest measure to reform

the federal regulatory process, to the floor of:the Senate, and pas-
sage of some version seemed likely earlier this month. The case
for such reform is compelling.

Many federal regulations are well intentione d efforts to protect
people from health and safety risks, to improve the condition of
the natural environment, to increase economic fairness, or to facil-
itate the work of regulators themselves. But even granting good
intentions on the part of regulators, America’s regulatory regime
has grown out of control, creating more social costs than social
benefits and often hamstringing people who try to achieve the
goals of regulations in a way even slightly different from those
dictated by the regulators.

The total cost of these regulations, over and above the direct
cost of keeping the regulatory agencies in business, is usually hid-
den, but scholars have made efforts to estimate the aggregate cost
to the American economy.

I'homas Hopkins of the Rochester Institute of Technology
places the total cost of federal regulations in 1994 at about $600
billion. The biggest piece of the cost, $200 billion, is attributed to
“process regulations” - government mandated paperwork.

Economist William Latter has developed a model that tries to
take into account the secondary costs of regulations - not just the
time and money spent directly on compliance, but the lost pro-
ductivity involved.

He estimates the annual cost of federal regulations at between
$800 billion and $1.1 trillion per year.

By way of comparison, the federal government plans to spcnd
directly about $1.6 trillion this year. It would help individual taxpay-
ers and the private ecopomy if that spending were reduced, of course.

But reducing the burdens imposed by regulations might do as
much or even more to free up money (and time and creative
thought) for productive investments that would create new jobs
and opportunities

Many tederal regulations are based on “junk science” - see the
Food and Drug Administration’s ban on breast implants - or man-
date the most expensive technology rather than technology suffi-
cient to do the job. Many regulatory laws specifically forbid
weighing the economic cost of regulations against their benefits.

$.343 would seék more sanity in the process by requiring that
regulations be based on the entirety of scientific data available,
not just a few selected studies. It would require regulatory agen-
cies to identify and try to quantify all the costs - to state and local
governments and to private businesses - and weigh them against
the benetits a regulation seeks to achieve. It would give victims of
over regulation more access to the courts to seek review of regu-
latory agency actions.

Defenders of the regulatory status quo, however, have forced
some unwise concessions. The Senate voted to exclude regula-
tions from heightened cost-benefit scrutiny if their economic
impact is less than $100 million. That would reinforce the bias
against small businesses that is one of the more obnoxious aspects
of federal regulations.

The move reinforces the need to go beyond broad efforts to
reform future regulation and zero in on existing regulations that
impose unnecessary and invidious costs on small businesses.

Congress could hold hearings at which both victims and schol-
ars of regulation are invited to testify. Such hearings should pro-
vide solid information and political support for the more difficult
job of thoroughgoing structural reform - and in some cases the
abolition - of the regulatory agencies that cost Americans the most.

Few government actions would do more to improve economic
productivity and create jobs.

Censorship the Washington way

Sen. Kent Conrad, the North Dakota Democrat
behind legislation to require a “V-chip” in every TV
to block offensive programs, insists that “parents are
increasingly unhappy that they have limited ability
to control what their children watch on television. ...
Parents are fed up with the fact that their children
are likely to be exposed to 200,000 acts of violence,
including 40,000 murders, by the age of 18.”

Well, of course they are. It is extremely frustrating
to be hog-tied, gagged and locked in a closet for hours
every evening while your kids are madly channel-
surfing through one scene of slaughter after another.
Which is what must be happening to millions of par-
ents if they are helpless to prevent Junior and Sis from
personally witnessing 40,000 televised murders dur-
ing their brief journey through childhood.

If parents are truly concerned about what their
children see on the tube, they have lots of options.
They can get rid of the TV. They can limit their kids’
viewing hours. They can monitor the programs they
watch. They can avoid subscribing to cable channels
that offer too much flesh or too much blood.

They can also get devices, universally offered
by cable TV operators for free or at a nominal cost,
to darken individual channels for specified times.
How many current subscribers order these gad-
gets from their cable companies? The National
Cable Television Association says “very few.”
Conrad is demanding a new, government
imposed method of controlling what our children
see when we are not using the highly effective
ones already available.

He cites a USA Weekend survey - which didn’t
pretend to use scientific methods - showing that 90
percent of Americans want the V-chip, with 83 per-
cent supporting a ratings system for TV programs
like that for movies.

Time/CNN poll found that 69 percent also oppose
government censorship to reduce sex and violence
on the tube, with 81 percent preferring “voluntary
self-restraint by entertainment companies” and 93
percent favoring “tighter parental supervision.’
Conrad’s proposal, which was endorsed by
President Clinton after it passed the Senate,
involves as much censorship as self-control. It
would force manufacturers of TV sets to build in
a special electronic device, which would read a
rating signal that broadcasters would presumably
have to transmit with each program. So if you
wanted to block all violent shows, regardless of
channel or time of day, the V-chip would do it.
The bill gives broadcasters a year to come up with
a ratings system, but if they decline, the Federal
Communications Commission will do it for them -
categorizing each program that goes out -over the
airwaves for violence, nudity and language. Each
show would come with a government seal of
approval - or a government message that it is “objec-
tionable.” Unlike movie ratings, which are volun-
tary and handled entirely without federal pressure,
this one would be mandatory, with bureaucrats
decreeing what is offensive and what is not.

As Washington civil-liberties lawyer Robert Peck
writes, “Rating some television programs as violent
or objectionable certainly places a pejorative label on
them and, through the mechanism of the blocking
device, ‘substantially narrows their potential audi-
ences.” The V-chip legislation “may only be seen as

-facilitating the suppression of governmentally disfa-
vored speech and thus is subject to constitutional
attack.” Imagine a McCarthy-era law rating shows
for communist sympathies, and you see the problem

The bill concocts a heavy-handed government
solution to a problem already being addressed by
the private sector. Broadcasters, TV manufacturers
and cable operators, who have every interest in
accommodating dissatisfied parents, have been
working on a voluntary rating system of their own
for three years. The Electronic Industries Association
says legislation will mean putting these plans on
hold for months or years, until the courts rule on the
constitutionality of the government mandate.

The problem, incidentally, is greatly exaggerated.
Conrad and Clinton have somehow failed to notice
that TV mayhem is not waxing but waning. The top
10 primetime shows for a recent week were as
peaceable as a Quaker meeting house, from Friends
and Seinfeld to 60 Minutes and the movie Fried Green
Tomatoes. Only the No. 10 program, Janek: Terror on
Track 9, could be called the least bit violent - and
even it was too tame to carry a network advisory.

What the Nielsen ratings demonstrate. is that
Americans are perfectly capable of controlling
what they and their children watch without the
interference of federal employees determined to
sanitize the airwaves. The kids who are gorging

tion.”

Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C, has a talent for getting
under the skins of liberals.

When he retires, North Carolina ought to build a
monument in his honor if for ho other reason than that
he has caused $40 million or so liberal dollars to be
spent in North Carolina in unsuccessful attempts to
defeat him. That’s a nice boost for the Tarheel econo-
my, since most of those dollars came from other states.

But aside from causing liberals to spend money
in North Carolina, he mainly prm'ldvs them with
an opportunity to demonstrate how far they will
go in distorting what the man says.

The latest example of distortion, most of which
one must conclude is deliberate, resulted from his
move in the Senate to reduce special funding for
AIDS treatment and research.

In making his case, he said it was a disease
largely the result of voluntary acts. He described
them as “disgusting and revolting,” and that sent
the homophiles-into-orbit:

Let’s dispose of that minor issue first. How one
would describe the physical acts homosexuals per-
form is a matter of opinion. Helms chose “disgust-
ing and revolting.” ‘lﬁat's his opinion. He’s entitled
to it. Some would agree and some wouldn'’t, though
if an honest description of the acts were published
and an honest public opinion poll taken, I think
more would agree with Helms than with his critics.

But here’s the first distortion. Helms said the
acts - not homosexuals - were disgusting and
revolting. There is a difference.

T'he second distortion was to scoff at Helms for
allegedly thinking AIDS is a homosexual disease.
He didn’t say it was, but those who imply that AIDS
is a disease that threatens heterosexuals equally with
homosexuals are not telling the truth in regard to the
United States. Let's consult the statistics of the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

The cumulative total of AIDS cases, according
to CDC, through December 1994 breaks down as
follows: men having sex with men, 53 percent;
injecting drug use, 25 percent; men who have sex
with men and inject drugs, 7 percent.

So 60 percent of all cases are definitely related to
homoséxual behavior; when you add dru§; users,
you are up to 85 percent. So 85 percent of all the
AIDS cases cumulatively reported as of December
1994 are a result of voluntary activities.

What about the other 15 percent? Seven per-
cent are categorized as heterosexual contact,
but virtually all of that heterosexual contact is

distorted

with drug users, bisexual males or HIV-infect-
ed people whose risk category is unknown.

Only 1 percent of the cases are hemophiliacs,
and only 2 percent are people who became infect-
ed with blood transfusions. But then what is the
source of the contamination of the blood supply?
Most likely the homosexual community. What
percent of those whose risk factor is unknown is a
result of contact with the homosexual/drug-use
community? We don’t know.

But anyone who tells you AIDS in the United
States has nothing to do with homosexuality is
full of baloney.

So let’'s move on to dlstortmn No. 3. Why punish
AIDS patients? Helms was not proposing to punish
them. He was proposing that appropriations for
AIDS be reduced because it has been artificially
inflated by politics. Congress set up a program that
will ultimately provide $2 biltion for the treatment
of AIDS patients. No other category of patients is
the beneficiary of such special treatment.

A person with AIDS is entitled to the same
Medicaid, Medicare and disability payments as
everyone else, in whatever amourft may be appro-
priate. No existing program discriminates against
AIDS patients. None should, but AIDS patients don’t
deserve special treatment either. AIDS in the United
States kills fewer people each year than accidents.

Navigating affirmative action turbulence

It is a tense and turbulent time for blacks.
Everything that’s changing America, and then
some, is coming on with a rush in the black com-
munity. But if Americans are smart - and gentle -
turbulent need not mean bad.

Affirmative action is the eye of a larger storm.
Critics say it has turned into a de facto quota sys-
tem. It now appears likely that a referendum on
AA will be on the California ballot on Election
Day 1996. That guarantees a hot national debate.
Because Americans hate quotas, such a wetting of
the issue will likely yield (at least) a diminishment
of affirmative action as now practiced. Short-term
pra)-ﬁnosis: not good for blacEs

e broader climate also seems tough for blacks.
Democrats want to “reinvent” government, cutting
jobs. Republicans want to “reduce” government,
cutting more jobs. Neither plan is designed as race-
specific. But each has that effect. Blacks are twice as
likely as whites to be employed by government.
Short-term prognosis: not ﬁ)ood for blacks.

Or take the military rollback. (Democrats want
to cut more than Republicans do.) It wasn’t
designed as race-specific. It is. Blacks are more
than twice as likely as whites to serve in the mili-
tary. Short-term prognosis: not good for blacks.

Ifare will get (Democratic) or cut
way back (Republican). Again: race-specific.
Blacks are more than four times as likely to
receive welfare as whites.

New federal crime laws will increase the time
criminals spend in prisons. Again: race-specific.
Blacks make up 12 pencent of the American popu-
lation and 48 percent of all prisoners.

The well-educated have always made out better
than the less well-educated. Future economic
changes will likely make that more so. Race-spe-
cific: Whites are better educated than blacks.

There is enough apparent bad news to fuel con-
spiracy theories that would pin the blame on
racism. That, in turn, can lead to disruption or vio-
lence, which can make the conspiracy theories
self-fulfilling. The flash point would likely be affir-
mative action which, by definition, is race-specific.

There is another way of looking at the situation.
No group in America will gain more than blacks if
predators are taken off inner-city streets. The vast
majority of blacks are law-abiding citizens, and are
disproportionately likely to be victims of crime.

A tightening of eligibility for welfare may well
help break up the welfare trap and its ap arent
side effect: illegitimate birth. Today, about
cent of black babies are born out of wedlock lf
instead, 70 percent were born to married couples,
the most damaging part of the current black situ-
ation could well dissolve. .

Blacks in the military have generally served with
distinction. They have achieved, success through
individual merit, and will likely succeed as civil-
ians, without affirmative action. As they leave mil-
itary duty they will form a new battalion in the
already growing ranks of the black middle class.

A phase-out of AA could lead to tougher
enforcement of anti-discrimination statutes, or
stronger statutes, either of which may help blacks
as much as preference ever did. It should also lead
to upgraded education in the inner city, based on
tougher academic standards.

e mood is rhetorically tense. Rev. Jesse
Jackson apocalyptically compares the 1990s to the
1890s, when blacks were reoppiessed after the
Civil War. With affirmative action high in the
headlines, how can we all best navigate through
the turbulent seas?

We can begin by recognizing up front that it's
an emotional issue, and lower our voices.

We can stop attacking other people’s motives
and notice facts. Blacks should recognize that
whites opposed to AA are not racists. Policies
about government, the military, crime or welfare
are not aimed at blacks. Whites should recognize
that blacks favoring AA are not perpetuating a
scam. Whites should recognize that the black
community faces a bum zly patch.

It seems clear that affirmative action policies
will be changed. Let us design change to be both
decisive and slow. What counts most now is direc-
tion, not speed. AA can be phased out in a year, or
three or five. .

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Tobacco studies targeted third graders, a congressman charges

WASHINGTON (AP) - Tobacco giant Philip
Morris tracked Virginia third-graders as potential
future customers and gave electric shocks to col-
lege students to see if the resulting anxiety would
make them smoke more, a congressman charges.

Research documents also show the world’s largest
tobacco company found hungry smokers crave nico-
tine more than food, and considered the chemical
addictive a decade before the surgeon general did,
Rep. Henry Waxman, D-Calif., said Monday.

Waxman, who uncovered the records during a
congressional investigation, submitted the docu-
ments for publication today in the Congressional
Record. He read aloud portions of the dozens of
records on the House floor.

“These documents make it crystal clear that
we need regulation of tobacco to protect our
children from becoming addicted to a life-
threatening drug,” said Waxman, ranking
Democrat on the health subcommittee of the
House Commerce Committee. “’I hope they will

any legislative effort to block that regulation.”

The Food and Drug Administration and the
White House are discussing ways to curb child-
hood smoking, including banning cigarette vend-
ing machines and advertising attractive to children.
Tobacco-state lawmakers are mobilizing to block
such regulation, but did not immediately react to
Waxman’s statements.

Philip Morris officials refused to discuss
Waxman’s charges, saying they hadn’t seen the
documents. But, “Philip Morris has always said
that it studied why people smoke,” the company
said in a statement. “Nicotine, which is an impor-
tant component of the taste and flavor of cigarettes,
is believed to be one of many reasons.”

According to documents Waxman cited:

—Philip Morris scientists began a study on
hyperactive children as “prospective smokers” by
tracking third-graders in Chesterfield County, Va.,
in 1974. The goal was to see if they later smoked as
teenagers as a way to calm down without prescrip-
tion medication.

Researchers wrote that they hoped ultimately to
track 60,000 elementary school children, and in
1977 enlisted pediatricians who treated hypera(tlve
children. Company scientists wrote that “it would
be good to show that smoking is an advantage to at
least one subgroup of the population,” Waxman
read.

The study ended in 1978 when school officials
declared access to students’ school and medical
records violated their privacy, the company records
said.

—A series of studies titled “Shock I-V” adminis-
tered electric shocks to college students, beginning
in 1969, to see if student smoking increased under
stressful conditions. The study ended in 1972
because “fear of shock is scaring away some of our
more valuable subjects,” researchers wrote.

—In 1977, the company wrote that it had reached
an agreement with a university hospital to inject
nicotine into people to measure their reactions, par-
ticularly brain waves. It was unclear whether those

—In 1976, college students were given low-nico-
tine cni arettes to see whether they smoked differ--
ently, by inhaling more deeply and holding the
smoke longer, to compensate for the lack of nico-
tine.

Philip Morris chief William Campbell testified
before Congress last year that tobacco is not addic-
tive.

But Waxman said the documents prove the com-
pany knew that nicotine is addictive a decade
before the surgeon general made that declaration.
He read a 1969 company report for Philip Morris’
board of directors that concluded smokers need the
“pharmacological effect” of tobacco.

(ompany scientists wrote that the craving was so
great, it “pre-empts food in times of scarcity on the
smoker’s priority list.”

And in 1974, Philip Morris executive Thomas
Osdene wrote that. stopping smoking produces

Lawyer says Smith fears.

blood evidence: EDTA

LOS ANGELES (AP) — After
watching many of their witness-
es crumble under cross-examina-
tion, O.J. Simpson’s lawyers
came up with a contender at last
— a scientist who spelled out the
defense answer to blood evi-
dence in four letters: EDTA.

Toxicologist Fredric Rieders gave
little ground to prosecutor Marcia
Clark as she challenged his creden-
tials, methods and conclusions.

Rieders said EDTA, a chemical
preservative used in the police
crime lab, was present on crucial
evidence: a bloody sock found in
Simpson’s bedroom and blood
found on the back gate of his ex-
wife’s condominium.

Defense lawyers contend the
preservative is proof of a frame-up.
The police lab stored blood from
Simpsonand his slain ex-wife in vials
with EDTA added to prevent clot-
ting. That blood was then tested
against evidence collected in the case.

If police wanted to frame
Simpson, defense attorneys say, all
they had to do was smear some of
the blood samples on evidence to
incriminate Simpson in the mur-
ders of his ex-wife and her friend.

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
Senate agreed on a compromise
bill that would require more lob-
byists to reveal their clients, how
much they are paid and on what
issues they are lobbying.

The consensus language, craft-
ed during daylong negotiations
on Monday, received an over-
whelming 98-0 endorsement.
Final passage of the overall lob-
bying disclosure bill, including
several tangential amendments,
was expected today.

Supporters of the reform legis-
lation hoped the bipartisan vote
would boost chances that
stronger disclosure requirements
would ultimately win . final
approval from Congress this
year.

The House has yet to act, and
the issue has a 50-year history of
gridlock. Current lobbying laws
are regarded as virtually worth-
less because of their loopholes
that make registration essentially
voluntary.

Reaching for a middle ground
with Senate Republicans, Sen.
Carl Levin, D-Mich., agreed to
exclude “grassroots” lobbying
contacts from reporting require-
ments and increase the exemp-
tions for part-time paid lobby-
ists.

Levin also axed a proposed
new government agency that
woulf have enforced the new
requirements, leaving that task

Senate overwhelmingly
endorses lobbying reform

to congressional clerks, and
limited reporting of executive
branch lobbying to contacts
with senior political
appointees.

It was less clear what would
happen to a proposed ban on

ifts to members of Congress,
including free vacations, meals
and entertainment provided by
lobbyists. Levin said there had
been virtually no progress
toward compromise on that bill,
which was due to be debated but
with no indication of when votes
might occur.

“The lobbying laws are a joke,
and they’re a bad joke,” said
Levin, as the Senate debated the
lobbying bill Monday. Both the
House and Senate passed a
strong lobbying disclosure bill
last year, but it-died in a late
GOP-orchestrated lobbying bar-
rage

In one twist on the lobbying
bill, Sen. Alan Simpson, R-Wyo.,
seized the opportunity to needle
his favorite target, the American
Association of Retired Persons.

On a largely party-line 59-37
vote, the Senate approved
Simpson’s amendment to cut off
all federal grants to certain tax-
exempt groups that lobby the
federal government. The 33-mil-
lion-member AARP is among the
largest such organizations in the
United States, and it receives $86
million a year in federal grants.

Consumers blast Bomer proposal

AUSTIN (AP) - Consumers
advocates are blasting a proposal
by the Texas Department of
Insurance that they say would
give insurance companies nine
months to increase rates before a
proposed rollback goes into effect.

“In other words, companies
raise rates now and cushion any
rate rollback in the future,” Rob
Schneider of the Southwest
Regional Office of Consumers
Unions said Monday.

The rollback proposal, submit-
ted for public comment on
Monday, is the result of a law
approved by the Legislature
requiring Insurance
Commissioner Elton Bomer to
determine across-the-board rate
reductions for liability insurance.

The law aims to pass-to con-
sumers some of the savings that

insurers will see due to changes
in the state’s civil court system.

However, Schneider said the
insurance department’s proposal
does not reflect the intent of the
Legislature, o

Under the agency’s proposal,
the rollback would affect rates
after Jan. 1. The Legislature’s
mandatory rollback, which kicks
in only if the commissioner fails
to enter a rollback order, would
reduce rates that were in effect on
April 1.

“The proposal falls short of
making the insurance industry
return the savmg< it promised to
consumers,” Schneider said.

Bomer disagreed, noting a final
decision on the amount of the
rate reductions and method of
implementation is not due until

Oct. 1.

U.N. rushes to intervene on civilians behalf
following word of government surrender

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-
Herzegovina (AP) - Concerned
for thousands of civilians, the
United Nations rushed a team of
negotiators to the eastern enclave
of Zepa today following word
that government troops had
agreed to surrender to the Serbs.

It was not immediately clear
whether a surrender agreement

had been concluded. Prime
Minister Haris Silajdzic told
reporters in Sarajevo that his
government would be prcparvd
to yield Zepa if the United
Nations could arrange the safe
evacuation of everyone.

U.N. spokesman Alexander
Ivanko, citing Ukrainian peace-
keepers in Zepa, said earlier in
the day that government troops
acwpted Serb terms of surrender
Monday night.

“The first word we got from
the Ukrainians was it appears
that an agreement has been
reached,” Lt. Col. Chris Vernon,
another U.N. spokesman, later
told reporters in Sarajevo.

Zepa’s surrender would leave
just one eastern Muslim enclave,
Gorazde. Bosnian Serbs captured
their first U.N.-protected zone,
Srebrenica, on July 11, and the
fall of Gorazde would give them
a clear path between Sarajevo,
Bosnia’s capital, and Serbia.

In The Hague today, ‘the
Yugoslav. War Crimes Tribunal
indicted Bosnian Serb leader
Radovan Karadzic and the
rebels’ army commander, Gen.
Ratko Mladic, for war crimes and
crimes against humanity.

Also indicted was Milan
Martic, leader of rebel Serbs in
Croatia, as well as 21 others.

Zepa has been under bombard-
ment for nearly two weeks.

Sixteen nations vowed on
Friday to get tough against Serb
aggression, but the United
Nations has virtually ruled out
airstrikes to defend Zepa. NATO
planes have flown over Zepa just
once in the past few weeks.

U.N. spokesman Lt. Col. Chris
Vernon said Monday there could

be no airstrikes because the
Ukrainians do not have the means
to direct alliance gunners to their
targets in Zepa’s rough terrain.

The United Nations peace-
keeping force helped to mediate
an agreement on the cease-fire
and evacuation of the civilian
population from Zepa, which
would start today, senior U.N.
envoy Yasushi Akashi said in
Zagreb, Croatia.

Ivanko said if a surrender
agreement was reached, U.N.
peacekeepers did not have a
hand in it. “This agreement does
not make us happy,” he said.

Under terms of the reported
accord, government troops in
Zepa promised to turn over their
equipment and weapons to the
United Nations, clear all road
mines and let women, children,
the elderly, sick and wounded
leave, U.N. officials said.

Silajzdic said weapons would
not be turned over to the United
Nations until residents, includ-
ing Zepa’'s men, were safvly
evacuated.

Under a Bosnian Serb ultima-
tum outlined last week, all men
in Zepa were to be detained as
prisoners of war. But there were
serious concerns for their safety
t’ullowing the fall-of Srebrenica.

The U.N. special envoy for
human n;,hts on Monday cited

“barbarous” acts of terror on an
enormous scale by Bosnian Serbs
after they marched into
Srebrenica. Serbs deported thou-
sands of women and children,
but about 7,000 people are miss-
ing.

U.N. officials in central Bosnia
said city officials in g,ovcrnment-
held Zenica were preparing to
accommodate up to 5,000
refugees from Zepa.

Zepa’s population is believed to
be from 10,000 to 16,000. The Serbs
put the population at 7,000.

Silajdzic said most civilians have
withdrawn into the woods around
Zepa because of heavy shelling.
He said President Alija Izetbegovic
had written to the U.N. Security
Council requesting a U.N. evacua-
tion and the use of force if refugee
convoys were attacked.

“That is the minimum that the
United Nations can do for those
who have endured unbelievable
things for the last three years in
Zepa,” the Bosnian prime minis
ter said.

Zepa was reported quiet thjs
morning. It had been rocked by
shelling Monday and there were
reports of heavy firefights
around the town.
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K1 Some 300 British and French forces
from the newly deployed U.N. Rapid
Reachon Force will try to take out Serb
weapons that target peacekeepers and
convoys using the Mount Igman road.
Another convoy remained In Vitez.

In unconfirmed reports, Monday, a
French Mirage 2000D dropped a laser-
guided bomb on a residence near that
of Bosnian Serb leader Radovan
Karadzic in Pale.

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Cowboys grab Wilson as Aikman’s backup

AUSTIN (AP) — When Wade Wilson
saw his role turn from starter to backup,
he decided to see if the team he idolized
was interested in him.

“Why not back up the best?” Wilson
asked of his new role behind the Dallas
Cowboys’ Troy Aikman.

Wilson, who is beginning his 15th NFL
season after stints with Minnesota, Atlanta
and New Orleans, was first courted by the
Dallas Cowboys in 1993.. But he wanted
another chance as a starter and took a two-
year, $4 million deal with the Saints.

He started the 1993 season and led the
Saints to a 7-7 record before suffering a
knee injury. He lost the starting job to Jim

Everett last year and thought about retir-
ing after the season.

ut he asked his agent to see if the
Cowboys were still interested. For Wilson,
it was the perfect opportunity — he’s a

lifelong Cowboys’ fan who has made his -

home in Dallas since graduating from East
Texas State in 1980.

And then there’s the shot at a Super
Bowl.

“At this point in my career, if | am going
to be a backup, I want to finish up here,”
Wilson said. “I have accompllshe(f a lot of
things in my career, and the Super Bowl is
the thing that I lack. I would love to have
that.”

In 11 years with Minnesota, Wilson led
the Vikings to three playoff berths, includ-
ing the NFC championship game in 1987.

“We tried for two years prior to this to
get him in here,” said Cowboys owner

Jerry Jones. “He is a proven big-game win-

ner who has won big playoff games.

““He’s got a big arm and certainly knows
how to make some good decisions out
there, so we couldn’t be happier. This is
the best shape our quarterback situation
has been in since we've been here.”

The Cowboys’ backup quarterback posi-
tion has been a revolving door in recent
years. There was Steve Beuerlein, Hugh
Millen, Bernie Kosar and Rodney Peete.

Wilson, who has completed 1,276 of
2,236 passes for 15,960 yards in his career,
signed a three-year, $1.4 million contract,
and says the Cowboys are his last team.

“The guys who preceded me kind of
used the job as a stepping stone for bigger

and better things,” Wilson said. “But I am
very content to finish up my years here as
a backup. This is my last stop. Whether it’s
one, two or three years, it’s as far as | am
going.”

Dallas coach Barry Switzer says Wilson
has impressed him:

“He 1s a true professional and a veteran
in this league,” Switzer said. “He brings a
lot of knowledge to our team.”

Wilson could be essential. Aikman has
missed 15 career starts because of injuries.

Aikman, who has repe atedly stated he
doesn’t care who backs him' up, said,
“From a team perspective, Wade certainly
brings in some stability.

“Hopefully nothing will happen to me,
but if it does, I'm confident that he’ll be
able to come in and do a good job.”

Pampa golfer provided Tri-State
Tournament with historic moment

PAMPA — It was one of the
most memorable moments in Tri-
State golf history.

Pampa’s Elmer Wilson sank a
three-foot putt to beat Amarillo’s Joe
Bob Browning in a playoff last year
to become the first Pampa golfer to
win the Tri-State Seniors title since
the tournamerit began in 1935.

Wilson had built what appeared
to be a comfortable six-shot lead in
the final round, but his putter
failed him on the back nine and
Browning was able to catch up.
With the pair tied after the regula-
tion three rounds, Wilson was able
to edge Browning by one stroke on
the first playoff hole.

“I almost choked,” Wilson
recalled. “I wasn't playing with a
whole lot of confidence at the time.”

Wilson is getting ready to defend
his championship and has been
practicing about once a week at the
Hidden Hills course. The 61st annu-
al tournament tees off Wednesday
with the first round of match and
stroke play at the PCC course.

“I feel like I'm ready,” Wilson
added. “I'm going to play a prac-
tice round Monday at the country
club, so I'll have the opportunity
to take a good look at the course.

The country club course has a few
more trees than Hidden Hills
does, so it causes you to think a lit-
tle bit more.”

Before Wilson's championship,.

only one Pampa player had fin-
ished as high as second in the Tri-
State tourney. Pampa’s C.F
McGinnis was runnerup to Tri-
State champ David Goldman of
Dallas in 1966. Three Pampa
golfers — Frank Mitchum Sr., 1945;
Dr. Joe Donaldson, 1974, and Scott
Hall, 1982 — have been medalists.

Judge considers live TV
coverage of Mankins’ trial

BEAUMONT (AP) - A judge
has given lawyers until Sept.1 to
decide if they will aF'cc to live
television coverage of the capital
murder trial of a Kilgore man
charged in the so-called
Kentucky Fried Chicken slay-
ings.

The trial of James&arl Mankins
Jr., 42, has been moved from Rusk
County to Beaumont because of
extensive pretrial publicity.

Senior District Judge Larry Gist
said Monday he sent a letter to
defense and prosecution lawyers
telling them to gick whether the
hearings can be broadcast.

Gist says he will not permit live
covera;;c if either side objects.

He also set Sept. 1 as the dead-
line for filing Frotrial motions,
and said he will set a trial date
later.

Mankins is accused in the 1983
robbery and execution-style slay-
ings of five people who were
abducted from the now closed
fast food restaurant in Kilgore.

The bodies of three women and
two men were found on a dirt
road on an oil lease near
Henderson, about 14 miles south
of Kilgore, on Sept. 24, 1983, one
day after they were discovered

missing.
World

Authorities allege Mankins
robbed the restaurant of about
$2,000 and then abducted the five
people, including three restau-
rant workers, an off-duty restau-
rant worker and another man.

The victims were restaurant
employees Opie Hughes, 37,
Joseph Johnson, 20, and David
Maxwell, 20; restaurant assistant
manager Mary Tyler, 37; and
Montgomery “Monty” Landers,
20.

Although it was more than 11
years before Mankins was indict-
ed in the slayings, he was a sus-
pect early in the investigation,
authorities say.

They said a torn fingernail was
found clinging to Johnson's
clothing durinF an autopsy.
Authorities earned that
Mankins, the son of a former
state representative, was missing
a fingernail on the third finger of
his right hand.

The five capital murder indict-
ments against Mankins were
returned after scientists conduct-
ed DNA testing of blood found
on the torn fingernail and also
conducted DNA testing of a
blood sample taken from
Mankins, according to court
records.
