"Baseball sized hail was as big 
as 1 saw," said Ronda Aduddell 
with the Armstrong County 
Sheriff's Office. "It got the wind­
shield in my Suburban. "

She said the large hail also 
broke the windshield in one of 
the jailer's cars, but there was no 
damage reported from the torna­
does that dipped down out of 
the clouds beginning about 8 
p.m. Sunday.

Aduddell said there were 
reports that four funnel clouds 
were sighted Sunday night, but 
only two of them touched 
ground, both in open country.

The National Weather St*r\ ice 
today confirmed at least three 
tornadoes. The first touched 
grt)und about five miles south of 
Washburn shortly after 8 p.m. 
Sunday giving travelers along 
Interstate 40 and U.S. 287 a spec­
tacular view in the late afternoon 
sun, dangling from the heavy 
clouds like a cotton string. The 
second tornado touched down 
about eight miles south of 
Claude.

A storm later in the exening 
south t)f Shamrock dropped 
dime to marble sized hail, 
according to Collingworlh 
County officials.

"There wasn't much rain at all 
here in town," Collingsworth

said today.

Law yer ad rules taking effect
AUSTIN (AP) -  New rules on 

advertising by Texas lawyers 
take effect July 29, and the State 
Bar of Texas says they will be 
good for consumers.

The new rules are designed to 
protect the public from false and 
misleading advertising, the bar 
said Monday.

Dickie Hile, who chairs the 
bar's advertising review com­
mittee, said the most common 
violations in lawyer advertis­
ing "relate to statem ents of

board certification and claims 
of being a specialist, failure to 
state how contingency fees will 
be calculated and failure to dis­
close that cases or matters will 
prixbably be referred to another 
lawyer."

Among the bar's rules are pro­
hibiting lawyers from making 
claims that can't be substantiat­
ed; requiring lawyers to honor 
advertised fws; and requiring 
that written solicitations clearly 
be labeled advertising.

Chiapas talks continue despite little hope for agreement
SAN CRISTOBAL DE LAS 

CASAS, Mexico (AP) -  Rebels
and government representatives 

about how toare still talkini 
talk as they begin the fifth 
round of negotiations today to 
end an IS-month-old Indian 
uprising in southern Chiapas 
state.

Government 
negotiators flew in from Mexico

Agent says Koresh was tippecd to raid
WASHINGTON (AP) -  An 

undercover agent told lawmak­
ers tixiay he was sure he had 
made clear to his supervisors that 
Branch Davidian leader David 
Koresh had been tipped that fed­
eral authorities were about to 
raid his compound in February 
1993.

Opening the second week of 
Waco hearings, two GOP-led 
House subcommittees were try­
ing to determine how a raid 
ostensibly hinging on the ele­
ment of surprise could go for­
ward even after the warning by 
undercover agent Robert 
Rtxlriguez.

Rodriguez, who spoke with 
Koresh shortly before the 
botched raid, testified for the first 
time tixiay.

"There was no question in my 
mind that Koresh knew we were 
coming," he said. Asked whether 
he had clearly informed his supe­
riors at the Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and Firearms of that, 
Rodriguez replied, "Sir, there's 
no question in my mind that they 
got the message."

"As I sit here, 1 told them what 
happened inside the compound. 
I advised them that they knew 
we were coming, that Koresh 
knew," he said. "I'll remember 
that, as long as I live. I'll remem­
ber those words."

Republicans say they aren't 
satisfied with the explanation of 
raid commander Phillip 
Chojnacki, who said he didn't 
know Koresh had real knowl­

edge of the raid because the cult 
leader frequently said the ATF 
was coming to get him.

Chojnacki said he took full 
respx>nsibility for deciding to go 
ahead despite the tipoff.

"I did not understand at that 
particular point in time that 
Koresh" had been told, 
Chojnacki said. "1 didn't see new 
information and 1 was in gix)d 
faith going forward with the war­
rant. ... I saw no reason for the 
raid to not go forward."

Dan Hartnett, who was the 
ATF's deputy director for 
enforcement but has since 
retired, reiterated his criticism of 
the Treasury Department report 
on the incident that said the field 
commanders had ignored com­
mands from Washington to aban­
don the raid if the element of sur­
prise was lost. Field commanders 
have disputed that conclusion.

"There were false statements in 
there, distortions," Hartnett said.

Asked whether the report was 
an attempted coverup by 
Treasury Undersecretary Ronald 
Noble, Hartnett replied, "Yes."

Hartnett testified today that 
while the element of surprise was 
important, he had never given an 
order to the field commanders 
that if that element was lost, they 
should abort the raid.

Roger Altman, the former 
deputy Treasury secretary who 
resigned last year over the 
Whitewater affair, was asked 
about a memorandum he wrote 
four days before the raid to then-

Treasury Secretary Lloyd Bentsen 
about the decision-to authorize 
use of tear gas against the 
Davidians.

Republicans aggressively Ques­
tio n ^  Bentsen on Friday about 
the memo, in which Altman 
warned of the risks.

"My point was just to reflect 
instinct that using such gas on 
the compound involved risks," 
Altman said today. "It was 
instinct."

Opening the hearing on a 
sharp partisan note, a Republican 
subcommittee chairman accused 
the Clinton administration of try­
ing to "ridicule, trivialize and 
discredit" the congressional 
investigation.

Rep. Bill McCollum, R-Fla., one 
of two chairmen overseeing the 
hearings, said Democrats were 
emphasizing child sex abuse and 
other violations by Branch / 
Davidian leader David Koresh to 
convince people that "these 
moral atrocities alone justified" 
the 1993 botched federal raid 
near Waco, Texas.

penny; heavy weight Select 1-3 
were 93.71, up 0.17, and light 
weight Select 1-3 were 93.16, up 
0.13.

Cattle on feed in the 13-state 
area were estimated late Friday 
at 9,558,000, five percent above a 
year ago and 11 percent below 
the number on feed last quarter.

Phillips’ Borger Com plex to recycle used oil

recycle used oil collected from 
more than 100 sites throughout 
the Texas Panhandle as part of 
the Panhandle Environmental 
Partnership (PEP).

PEP is made up of volunteers 
from local governments, busi­
nesses and organizations and is 
funded by grants from the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission and the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Commission.

The organization is taking on 
the environmental issues having 
the most effect on the Panhandle

region - one of the most impor­
tant being oil recycling.

Do-it-yourself oil changers 
have access to disposal sites 
throughout the Panhandle and 
can find the closest site by dialing 
1-800-SAVE-OIL. CEG Industries 
collects the used oil, and Phillips' 
Borger Complex recently stepped 
in to complete the oil recycling 
loop.

Already recycling the used oil 
generated on site, the Borger 
Complex will soon start accept­
ing used oil from CEG. That oil 
will be run through the same 
process as crude oil. By the

Environmental Protection Agen­
cy's definition, crude oil with a 1 
percent or less concentration of 
used oil is still considered crude 
oil.

The Borger Complex will accept 
no more than 2,000 gallons per 
week of used oil, and each incom­
ing load must be tested for conta­
minants before it is accepted.

The Texas Natural Resource
Conservation Commission says 
PEP is a prime example of the
programs it is trying to facilitate. 
The PEP program now serves as 
the standard for communities in 
other parts of the country.

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Woman on death row annoyed by media feeding frenzy

GATESVILLE (AP) -  Pam Perillo gets a 
date and triggers a media fren^.

The mail comes in bunches. The tabloids 
want to see the 5-foot-2 strawberry blonde.

'T get letters from people I don't know," 
the exasperated woman says. "They drive 
me crazy.

Her date is with death.
Perillo, 39, is in line to become the first 

woman to be executed in Texas in more 
than a century and just the second in the 
nation since the U.S. Supreme Court 
allowed capital punishment to resume.

"Everybody wants exclusive rights to 
my life story. I'm beginning to feel like my 
name is 'Money' instead of Pam. It's get­
ting pretty frustrating.

'Tm  not talking acxiut money for me. 
They're the ones making money on this. 1 
feel like a lot of people would love to see 
this go through and have the rights to the 
story."

Facing a Sept. 12 lethal injection, her 
attorneys this month managed to win at 
least a temporary repirieve from the 5th 
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals.

Gore listens 
to m ayors’ 
deficit fears

AUSTIN (AP) -  Vice President 
AI Gore has heard the fears of 
several U.S. mayors that deficit- 
reduction efforts in Congress 
would devastate their cities and 
says an alliance is needed.

"We want to enter into a part­
nership to help them get done 
what they need to get done,"
Gore said after meeting with 17 
mayors behind closed doors 
Sunday during the second day of 
the U.S. Conference of Mayors 
meeting.

The vice president agreed with 
the mayors, criticizing 
Republican-authored budget bills 
targeted to reach a balanced bud­
get in seven years.

"I wish I could assure them that 
it won't be devastating, but these 
mayors are dead right," Gore 
said.

'T h e  budget resolution now 
being considered in the Congress 
would, in fact, be devastating to 
the cities of America, and it does­
n't matter whether the mayor Is a 
Democrat or a Republican."

A bill approved by the Senate 
on Friday would chop $16.3 bil­
lion from housing, jobs and other 
programs.

Despite Gore's criticism. 
President Clinton, who had nego­
tiated an easing of some of the 
cuts with congressional leaders, 
was ready to sign the measure. 
Clinton's approval would come 
despite slashes contained in the 
bill to spending on national ser­
vice, education reform and some 
of his other domestic priorities.

Cuts in the measure include a 
$1 billion program that helps the 
poor pay utility bills, a $1.2 billion 
reduction in education aid for 
disadvantaged students and a 
$137 million slice from Head 
Start.

Gore announced a program 
that would encourage cities to set 
"performance benchn.arks" to 
help the administration and 
Congress understand the differ­
ing needs of cities and better tar­
get federal funding for local pro­
grams.

The program would help cities 
target problems such as teen

"Everybody wants the story," she says, 
talking to The Associated Press in her first 
interview about her case. "I don't feel like 
I'm anything special because I'm sitting 
on death row. But 1 do want to feel like I'm 
a human being and not just a number in 
TDC (Texas Department of Corrections) or 
for somebody to make money off of."

Perillo's story is the tale of a pre-teen 
who grew up too quickly on drug-infested 
streets in Los Angeles and turned to bur­
glary and robbery to support a heroin

The wild ride climaxed Feb. 24, 1980 in 
the midst of a cross-country hitchhiking 
tour with a couple of California friends in 
a Houston house. While on a drug- 
induced high and eager to flee with $806 
stolen from the place, she wound up yank­
ing the end of a rope wrapp>ed around the 
necks of two men until they were dead.

When the buzz from the speed she had 
injected into her body and the pills she 
swallowed wore off, she was in Denver. 
She surrendered to police, waived extradi­
tion to Houston and was tried and con­
victed of capital murder for killing Bob 
Skeens, 26, a mechanic from Houma, La. 
Skeens had been visiting a Houston

friend, Robert Banks, 30, who also was 
slain.

Her partner ^gging at the other end of 
the rope, James Michael Briddle, also is on 
death row. Briddle's ex-wife, Linda, 
received five years probation.

"Mostly, the main thing is 1 don't think 
it's fair to the victims' families to rehash, 
rehash, rehash," she says.

"I don't think it's fair to my family. I 
don't want to make people relive it and I 
don't like reliving it over and over and 
over. And I don't want to hurt the victims 
any more than I already have."

Nationally, she's among 49 women on 
death row. One woman, Velma Barfield, 
was executed in North Carolina in 
November 1984. ®

Texas, California and Florida each have 
six women on death row.

"1 know it's big news that a female will 
be executed," Perillo said. "But I don't 
ever want to be a star. I have no control 
over that, but I don't want cameras flash­
ing off in my face when I'm going in.

"All I can say is it's hard to live knowing 
what I did. 1 took two people's lives. I'm 
sorry it happened."

Perillo, wearing prison whites and

white jogging shoes trimmed with pink 
laces, says she's no longer the street-wise 
junkie who prosecutors labeled an amoral 
person with no conscience.

"If 1 didn't have a conscience, would 1 
have turned myself in?" she asks. "My 
God, if I didn't have a conscience, I would­
n't be here today."

A 6th-grade dropout who contends she 
was molested by a father depressed after 
the breakup of his marriage, Perillo was 
shipped to foster horned and joined the 
Los Angeles drug scene. By 13, she was on 
heroin.

"I came close to dying many times artd I 
believe God kept me alive for a reason," 
she says.

While in jail in Houston, a volunteer 
chaplain introduced her to God.

"My whole thinking changed," she says. 
"1 wasn't the same person. Then again, 
this case is 15 years old and when I'm talk­
ing about it. I'm' not that person any more.

"I'm at peace with God and myself. I'm 
not scared of the actual execution.' 1 am 
scared of people actually watching it hap­
pen. I'd rather it be in private. But 1 feel if 
God's ready for me to come home. I'm 
ready to go."

POTSDAM, Germany (AP) -  
George Bush, whose presidency 
witnffised the end of the Cold War, 
warned Americans today against a 
"new, selfish isolationism" in a 
speech at the Potsdam palace where 
the Cold War began 50 years ago.

Bush's speech focused on the 
role the United States played in 
defeating Nazism and rebuilding 
Germany. The United States 
must remain a European power.

'Throughout our history, trou­
ble in,Europe has meant trouble 
in America. I hope today my 
own countrymen do not forget 
this lesson," Bush said. "I must 
admit I do worry about a new, 
selfish isolationism in some 
quarters of America."

Earlier, Brandenburg Gov. 
MtUifred Stolpe took Bush on a 
tour of the red-carpieted, red-cur­
tained room in the Cecelienhof 
where U.S., Russian and British
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leaders met around a big red- 
draped table for two weeks in the 
summer of 1945.

On July 24,1945, Soviet dictator 
Josef Stalin, British Prime Minister 
Winston Churchill and President 
Truman reached a key impasse in 
their discussions on postwar 
Europe. Stalin unsuccessfully 
demanded recognition of the 
Soviet-installed governments of 
Hungary, Bulgaria and Romania, 
and Churchill used the expression 
"iron fence" to describe Soviet 
control over eastern Europe.

It was also* the day Truman 
gave the order to drop the atom­
ic bomb on Japan. Truman told 
the Soviet leader only that he 
planned to use a weapon of 
"unusually destructive force."

That night Stalin, ordered 
his aides to accelerate the 
Soviet nuclear program.

Neurosurgeon 
says twins must 
be separated

AUSTIN (AP) -  Twin infants 
with connected blood vessels 
will be sedated sometime in the 
next six weeks as doctors at St. 
David's Hospital prepare to sep­
arate them.

When Michelle and Nichelle 
Tejeda are asleep, two neurosur­
geons will begin cutting into the 
thin bone connecting the twins' 
heads and into their brains to 
separate them.

The operation has been per­
formed only five times world­
wide since 1991.

Experts estimate that as many 
as 70 separations have been done 
on twins joined at the head. 'IWo- 
thiids of the tjme, one or both 
children have died.

It's the unforeseen that con­
cerns Dr. Gordon White, the 
Austin pediatric neurosurgeon 
who will separate the premature 
infants with Dr. Lee Berlad, his 
partner in private practice.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Forty-two Republican sci­
entists and doctors have written to House Speaker 
Newt Gingrich expressing disnnay that the party is 
allying itself with the tobacco industry and ridicul- 
ing^anti-smokine efforts.

They said such actions as Gingrich's meeting last- 
year in West Palm Beach, Fla. with tobacco industry 
executives and his press secretary's characteriza­
tion of zealots in anti-tobacco ranks as "health 
Nazis" harm the conservative movement.

"We have observed instances where public health 
efforts to discourage smoking have been ridiculed 
by a number of your colleagues and we fear the 
Republican Party is increasingly viewed as a friend 
of the tobacco industry," the l^ e r  said.

Such a "rejectionist attitude" is a formula for 
defeat, it added. "It guarantees that liberals alone 
benefit from growing anti-tobaccp sentiment."

The letter was signed chiefly by medical school 
and science professors, who usually eschew 
involvement in political issues.

Tom Lauria, spokesman for the Tobacco Institute, 
declined to comment on the letter. "Speaker 
Gingrich is more than capable of addressing a pub­
licity stunt like this himself," he said.

Gingrich could not be reached. His press secre­
tary, Tony Blankley, said, "1 don't know who these 
people are or how misinformed they are. But there 
is a difference between supporting programs which 
encourage gcxKi health -  and that would include 
teaching children not to smoke -  and prohibition­
ists' intrusions into the private lives of others."

Blankley said that when he used the term "health 
Nazis" he was referring to "fanatical and intrusive" 
critics of smoking. He is a smoker; Gingrich is not.

The letter was written by Elizabeth Whalen, pres­

State parks find ways to finance^iperations
DALLAS (AP) -  There are T- 

shirts, postcards and pencils at 
Varner-Hogg State Historical 
Park; alligator coffee mugs at 
Brazos Bend State Park; surfing 
disk rentals at Monahans 
Sandhills State Park.

In a time of budget cuts to ease 
the stress on taxpayers, state 
parks are using capitalism to 
boost their finances in a time of 
falling legislative funding.

The effort to make parks eco­
nomically more self-sufficient is 
part of an overall strategy initiat­
ed by the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department, which 
manages 200 such areas.

The two-year-old program 
includes revenue enhancers like a 
mail-order gift catalog and a reser­
vations system to help increase 
stays at campgrounds and lodges.

"What we're doing, essentially, is 
operating as a private company

inside state government," said 
Andrew Sansom, the department's 
executive director. "We'ie borrowing 
from techniques that have long been 
utilized in the private sector, but 
which are very new to government."

The revenue-generating side­
lines constitute what the agency 
calls the "entrepreneurial budget 
system."

S(ime parks rent paddle boats. 
Others have formulated tours, 
like the annual "Cranefest" at Big 
Spring State Park or the regular 
"owl prowls" at Brazos Bend, 
near the Houston area.

Park superintendents are 
responsible for coming up with 
moneymaking ideas, said Ron 
Holliday, the department's pub­
lic lands division director.

"We have only one rule: No 
rubber snakes," he said, referring 
to ideas that could turn the rev­
enue producing ideas into cheap

schemes that smack of roadside 
tourist traps.

The $15.7 million raised last 
year, up from $14.3 million in 
1993, is just a fraction of the 
department's $130 million over­
all budget. But it covers 80 per­
cent of the parks' operating costs, 
up from 50 percent before the 
program was begun.

"Our goal is 100 percent -  to 
finance all of our operations out 
of revenues we raise," Sansom 
said is quoted as saying in 
Sunday's editions of The Dallas 
Morning News. "We might not get 
there, but that's the goal."

While money for parks from 
the state has decreased, demands 
on the system has grown every 
year since 1988.

The 26 million visitors in 1994 
were more than the combined 
populations of Texas, Oklahoma 
and Louisiana.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  House 
Republicans want to eliminate 
government support for centers 
that handle federal-court appeals 

. of death-row inmates, but judges 
and lawyers say the plan vvill 
slow executions and cost evW 
more money.

The proposal, approved by the 
House Appixipriations Committee 
last week, would eliminate all fed­
eral funding for the resource cen­
ters in 20 states that provide 
lawyers or other legal help in the 
federal-court appeals of more than 
half the nation's 3,000 death-row 
pristmers.

The withdrawal of federal 
funds from the centers would 
force the government to pay more 
private court appointed lawyers 
at higher rates to represent death- 
row inmates in the federal-court 
proceedings, a leading federal 
judge warned last week.

L^ath-row inmates file habeas 
corpus petitions in federal court 
after exhausting state appeals.

Circuit Judge Richard S. 
Arnold, who heads the budget 
committee of the U.S. Judicial 
Conference, warned in a letter to 
Congress that without the 
resource centers, the federal cost 
of providing attorneys tor indi­
gent death-row inmates could 
more than double next year, to as 
much as $31.1 million.

Arnold said the centers, which 
received $19.8 million in federal 
money this year, are the "most 
effective and least costly" way of 
complying with the law that 
requires the federal courts to 
ensure that all pending death 
penalty cases have legal counsel.

By ending government support 
for the centers, "we will experi­
ence significant delays in trying 
cases because it will be difficult 
to find qualified counsel for 
appointment in these cases," 
Arnold said.

In an audit released last 
week, the General Accounting 
Office found that the average 
cost of representing death row 
inmates in 1993 was $17,200 in 
cases handled by the resources 
centers, compared with 
$37,000 in cases handled by

private, court-appointi'd attomeyiv
Rogers, chairman of the appro­

priations subcommittee that first 
approved the elimination of thè 
centers, declined requests o\’er 
two days for an interview. But 
the full committee, in endorsing 
the subcommittee plan last week, 
said in its report that the centers 
"have become a vehicle for 
delaying the judicial prixess" in 
death penalty appeals.

The centers were authorized bv 
Congress in 1988 after studies 
concluded that resource centi*rs 
specifically geared to handle cap­
ital cases would be the best w.iv 
to speed up death penaltv 
appeals.

Esther Lardent, head i)f the 
post-conviction project at the 
American Bar Associati(>n, said 
the ABA endorsed the concept 
after a study initiated in resp»)use 
to complaints by a federal judge 
in Georgia that he could no 
longer find lawyers who would 
handle death penalty appeals.

"The processing of (capital) 
cases had virtually stopped," she 
said. "The choices facing federal 
judges if they couldn't find 
lawyers were either to delay or 
move ahead with unqualified 
counsel or no counsel and make 
decisions that afft*ct someone's 
life or death."

In Alabama and Texas, the 
resource centers are the onlv 
source of lawyers for indigent 
death-row inmates.

Withdrawal of federal support 
would force the Alabama center 
to close, said director Brvan 
Stevenson.

Stevenson said his center is 
involved in the appeals of all 140 
death-row inmates in Alabama, 
either directly representing them 
or providing resources to other 
court-appointed or private 
lawyers.

"For some in Congress, people 
dn death row are an easy political 
target because they have no polit­
ical power," Stevenson said. "It's 
a wonderful opportunity to look 
like you're saving money by cut­
ting back on federal programs 
and beating up on death row 
prisoners."

DEA agent listed in criticai condition after bacheior party ends in shootout
HOUSTON (AP) -  Three weeks 

from the wedding altar, a federal 
drug' agent was hospitalized in 
critical but stable condition early 
today after a shootout outside a 
topless club.

But the Sunday morning gun­
fire that put Pete J. Sinclair, 28, in 
Ben Taub Hospital's intensive 
care unit had nothing to do with 
his job as a criminal investigator 
for the Drug Enforcement 
Administration.

He got into a scuffle with a top­
less club owner during'his own 
bachelor party and now ques­

tions are being raised concerning 
the DEA's policy for agents who 
carry guns while off-duty, partic­
ularly when an agent is drinking.

Sinclair, by all accounts was 
drinking Saturday night when 
his "limo-bus" full of revelers 
landed at their third or fourth 
stop, the Ritz Plaza, a topless 
nightclub on the city's southeast
side.

After being told a $5-a-head 
cover charge had to be paid for 
admission, most of the party 
loaded back into the bus. But 
Sinclair lingered at the entrance

and began arguing with Ritz 
owner Stavros "Steve" 
Fotinopoulos, 38, and club man­
ager Lynn Clayton Turner, 39.

A scuffle ensued and by the 
DEA's own account, Sinclair fired 
off the first shots from his 9mm 
semiautomatic pistol. Five bullets 
landed in Fotinopoulos' neck, 
torso and one arm and he was 
listed early today in critical but 
stable condition.

Turner returned fire with a 
9mm he grabbed from the bar 
area and shot Sinclair twice. 
Sinclair, who had a kidney

removed, was listed early today 
in critical but stable condition.

Donald Ferrarone, the DEA 
Special-Agent-In-Charge in a 
special team from Washington 
flew to Houston to conduct an 
internal investigation into the 
incident, which appears to vio­
late the agency's policy for agents 
who carry guns.

"We are very clear on this," 
Ferrarone said. "You cannot 
drink to a point where you are 
impaired period and have your 
weapon."

Sinclair drew his own gun and

shot the owner five times. Turner 
grabbed another 9mm pistol 
from the bar area and shot 
Sinclair twice. Fotinopoulos iliil 
have in his possession a .22-cal­
iber Derringer. But it is not clear 
whether he threatened the agent 
with it before the first shots were 
fired.

Houston police spokesman 
Fred King said there was no indi­
cation that Sinclair ever identi­
fied himself as a DEA agent.

Curiously, Sinclair's gun is 
now missing, Ferranme con­
firmed.

More Korean officials arrested on bribery charges • D IS C O U N T  W O O D  R O O F SP EC IA LIST
SEOUL, South Korea (AP) -  

Prosecutors arrested three more 
city officials today on charges 
they took bribes to overlook safe­
ty violations at a shopping mall 
tiuit collapsed last month, killing 
458 people.

The June 29 cave-in of the 
Sampoong Department Store 
was South Korea's worst peace­
time disaster. About 900 people 
were injured, many seriously, 
when the five-story building col­
lapsed on about 1,500 shoppers 
and employees. Some 132 people 
ate still listed as niissing.

Lee Joong-kil, 60, and two 
other Seoul officials wete^ 
accused of accepting between' 
$2,600 and $4,000 in bribes from 
mall executives after authorizing 
the mall's operation in December 
1989. They worked in die city's 
Bureau of Industry and

Economy, which oversees opera- 
tions^pf factories and large shop­
ping malls.

Prosecutors also plan to ques­
tion SeouP Vice Mayor Kang 
Duk-ki, • who was the men's 
inunediate superior at the time 
and gave the final approval to the 
irutll's safety standards.

Four store executives and two 
city officials were-arrested earlier.

Police investigations have 
blamed the disaster on sloppy 
construction, frequent changes in 
design and violation of safety 
measures.

Relief operations have been 
marred by charges of sloppiness 
and bureaucratic inefficiency. A 
total of 132 people are listed as 
missing, but workers say they 
carmot find any more bodies at 
the collapse site.

About 80 bereaved family

members burned police trucks 
and exploded gas canisters dur­
ing proteins Sunday.

Twenty-five partial sets of 
remains have been recovered 
from a garbage dump where rub­
ble from the mall was taken, lead­
ing to charges that rescue work­
ers were not thorough enough.

Police have speculated that the 
number of missing may have 
been inflated by swindlers hop­
ing to receive compensation.

Yankees 
win over
Rangers

NEW YORK (AP) — Jack 
McDowell, the pitcher who 
waved his middle finger at boo­
ing fans after a bad outing, had to 
face those same fans just five 
days later.

From the sound of it, they for­
gave him. 47

McDowell encountered only a 
smattering of boos when his 
name was announced before the 
game, then heard nothing else 
negative from the crowd as he 
helped the New York Yankees to 
an 11-4 victory Sunday over the 
slumping Texas Rangers.

"The attention and pressure of 
the last five days nave been 
something. But the fans have 
been pretty positive for the most 
part," McDowell said. "1 don't 
nave problems with the fans or 
with New York. I just had a lapse 
of common sense. I think they've 
let it go."

Any bad vibes that were 
expected to come McDowell's 
way were turned into cheers for 
Don Mattingly, who has been 
waging his own battle for respect 
in the most unproductive year of* 
his career.

Mattingly's two-run homer in 
the sixth inning, only his third of 
the year, gave the Yankees a 7-4 
le^d and inspired the fans to toss 
hundreds of souvenir caps onto 
the field while they gave him a 
standing ovatipn.

"Don Mattingly has answered 
most challenges in his life. He's a 
warrior. Don't count out a guy 
who approaches life and baseball 
the way he does," manager Buck 
Showalter said.

Mattingly, the subject of unac­
customed criticism lately because 
of his lack of run production, 
responded with a curtain call.

"One of the things you can't 
forget when you play here is that 
the field is your oiUy weapon," 
said Mattingly, who has been sup­
ported by the majority of the fans.

"It was real nice, real cool. The 
fans have always supported me 
and have been positive and I'll 
never forget that," he said.

New York, which batted 
around in the first and sixth 
innings, went on to score four 
more runs after Mattingly's 
homer and won its fifth in a row.

Mike Stanley and Luis Polonia 
also homered, Stanley went 3-for- 
3, Bemie Williams went 3-for-4, 
Wade Boggs and Paul O'Neill 
were 3-for-^ and Mattingly and 
Tony Fernandez each had two 
hits. The Yankees finished with a 
season-high 18 hits and drew 10 
walks. The only negative was 14 
runners left on base.

Texas lost its season-high sev­
enth in a row, its longest slide 
since dropping eight straight in 
1991.

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Shrine bélatedly honors American sacrifices in Korean War
By JOE WHEELAN 
Associated Press Writer

The monument depicts 19 
American infantrymen, arrayed 
for combat. They represent the 
sweltering stand around Pusan, 
the amphibious counterattack at 
Inchon, the carnage at 
Heartbreak Ridge, Pork Chop 
Hill and Outposts Tom, Dick and 
Harry.

But these men are bundled up 
in cold weather gear, an icy wind 
to their backs. And when the 
Korean War Veterans Memorial is 
dedicated in Washington this 
Thursday -  belatedly, 42 years 
after the guns w’ere silenced -  
many will remember a cruelly 
cold place where a savage battle 

\ was fought:
The Chosin Reservoir. Frozen 

Chosin. Where the 1st Marine 
Division fought for 14 days in 
minus-30 temperatures against 
120,000 Chinese.

The 16,000 Marines and 4,000 
Army, British Royal Marines and 
Soutn Korean troops broke out of 
the deadly Chinese trap between 
Nov. 27 and lX*c. 11, 19.S0. They 
killed more than 40,000 Chinese 
while losing nearly 1,700 dead 
and 5,000 wounded.

Few battles have been waged 
under worse conditions. A one- 
lane dirt road through icy moun­
tains was the only link to sea­
ports 78 miles away. The brittle 
cold froze, blood from wounds 
before.it coagulated and turned 
guns, tanks, jeeps and food into 
blocks of ice. Stiffened corpses 
were stacked like cord wood.

"There were so many Chinese 
we used their frozen bodies for 
barricades, like sandbags," said 
Win Scott, who was a Marine pri­
vate and now heads The Chosin 
Few veterans organization from 
Waynesville, N.C.

The 4,800-member association 
has expanded awareness of the 
largely forgotten battle. Chosin 
Few members will join other 
Korean War veterans for the ded­
ication of the menwrial, across 
the Reflecting Pool from the 
Vietnam Veterans Memorial.

The $16 million monument is a 
tribute to the 54,246 Americans 
killed in Korea between 1950 and 
1953.

At Chosin, more medals were 
awarded than for any modern 
battle -  17 Medals of Honor and 
70 Navy Crosses. Probably never 
has a large U.S. force been so out­
numbered and triumphed.

"Forty years later, you get chills 
down your spirte thinking you 
were there," said Thomas Cassis 
of Spokane, Wash., a 7th Marine 
Regiment veteran.

"There's an old Marine saying: 
'They've got us surrounded; 
we've got 'em right where we 
want 'em," said Harold Dawe of 
suburban Denver, who was a 
lieutenant with the 5th Marines.

On Oct. 26, when the Marines 
and their X Corps allies came 
ashore in northeast Korea, North 
Korea's armies were retreating to 
the Chinese border. While there 
were growing signs of Chinese 
intervention, hopes ran high that 
the war would be over by 
Christmas.

But 300,000 Chinese troops 
had secretly massed in the 
mountains. On Nov. 27, they 
attacked the U.S. 8th Army in 
west Korea, and slammed the 
door behind X Corps' advance 
guard in the east.

Surrounded by 120,000 Chinese 
were 10,000 5th and 7th Regiment 
Marines at Yudam-ni west of 
Chosin; 3,000 Marines in Hagaru 
at the reservoir's south end; and 
3,000 7th Army Division troops 
northeast of Hagaru.

Korean War Veterans Memorial
Dedication July 26>29,1995
Authorized in 1986 to Ixmor veterans of the 
Korean War, particularty those who were killed 
in action, are still listed as missing in action or 
were held as prisoners of war.
The memorial will cost $18 million, raised 
largely by contributions of veterans, families 
and friends.
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The Chinese tried to destroy 
them piecemeal. ,

During Nov. 27-28, 60,000 to 
80,000 Chinese came out of the 
hills ringing Yudam-ni, blowing 
bugles, whistles and duck calls 
and banging cymbals to direct 
the assaults.

"They came in wave after 
wave. They were just going to 
overpower us with numbers," 
said retired Gen. Ray Davis of 
Stockbridge, Ga., who command­
ed a 7th Marines battalion.

"It was like we had kicked over 
an anthill there were so many of 
them," said Dawe, whose 54-man 
platoon battled 1,000 Chinese.

The Marines, many of them 
World War II veterans, killed the

Heat Wave Claims 
Five Victims in Italy

ROME (AP) -  At least five 
people died of heat-related caus­
es and hundreds were hospital­
ized as Italy's heat wave showed 
no sign of loosening its grip 
Sunday.

The mercury climbed above 95 
in most Italian cities. On Satur­
day, Milan registered a day's 
record of 100.

Sunday's toll included a 22- 
year-old policeman who died of 
heatstroke during a soccer match 
and a 42-year-old Swiss tourist 
who suffered a heart attack while 
waiting in the sun for hours to 
board a ferry.

The discomfort was com­
pounded by high pollution lev­
els in large cities including 
Rome, Milan and Genoa. 
Officials urged people not to use 
cars and advised tlw elderly and 
young children to remain

indoors during the hottest hours 
of the day.

Endangered Russian 
Scientists On Display
MOSCOW (AP) -  Their pay is 
peanuts and their jobs are on the 
endangered list. So three young 
science workers dramatized the 
plight of Russian scientists by 
spending Sunday in a cage at the 
Moscow Zoo.

"Sitting in a cage is a symbolic 
gesture. Many of our colleagues 
nave already thrown up their 
hands in despair," said Yevgeny 
Spiridonov, a lanky 27-year-old 
meteorologist standing behind 
the iron bars of an orangutan 
cage, dressed neatly and wearing 
a tie.

But Spiridonov and his cage- 
mates, computer engineer 
Vladislav Perlin and space tech­
nician ^ ktor Pekin, said their 11- 
hour "humanitarian action" isn't

a protest -  it's an affirmation of 
science meant to encourage other 
struggling young scientists.

"We want to show that we're 
alive, and we're working in sci­
ence e>^n though our institution 
closed," Spiridonov said.

Drought-Hit Africa 
Needs Tons of Food

HARARE, Zimbabwe (AP) — 
Drought-hit southern Africa will 
need to import more than 7 mil­
lion tons of grain this year, the 
Zimbabwe state news agency 
reported Sunday.

The Zimbabwe Inter African 
News Agency said a Harare- 
based research group of the 11- 
nation Southern African Develop­
ment Community calculated tM 
region's harvests will leave a 
shortfall of 5 million tons of 
com , the staple food, and 2 mil­
lion tons of wheat, rice and 
sorghum.

Chinese by the thousands, with 
rifles, machine guns, mortars and 
artillery. When overrun, they 
fought desperately with knives, 
shovels, rifle butts and fists.

Attack followed attack on the 
19-year-old Scott's machine gun 
position outside Yudam-ni. 
Convinced their time was up, 
Scott and another Marine got out 
their carefully hoarded cigarettes 
and candy.

"We lined up three or four cig­
arettes, then something with 
sugar," said Scott. During the 
next 12 hours, they smoked and 
a(e it all. Scott was hit in the back 
by shrapnel leaving the hill late 
that day.

At Hagaru, engineers, cooks.

clerks and truck drivers helped 
kill 1,600 Chinese. Bulldozer dri­
vers scraping out an airstrip 
climbed off their machines to 
shoot Chinese infiltrators -  then 
went back to work.

East of the reservoir, the Army 
troops were overwhelmed and 
lost more than 1,000 dead, includ­
ing 400 wounded abandoned in 
trucks that were grenaded and 
burned by  the Chinese.

On 5,(K)0-foot Toktong Pass 
overlooking the Yudam-ni-to- 
Hagaru road, Capt. William 
BarTCr and his surrounded 237- 
man company fought it out alone 
for five days against 3,000 enemy.

"We knew tney were going to 
pay a heavy price," said B am r, 
of Irving, Calif., who was award­
ed the Medal of Honor and was' 
wounded in the hip. His Fox 
Company lost 150 dead and 
w o u ^ e d .

Ordered to regroup in Hagaru, 
the Yudam-ni Marines broke out 
of their encirclement, bringing 
out all of their wounded and 
most of their dead, lashed to 
Jeeps and trucks.

About 600 Marines led by 
Davis relieved Fox Company 
Dec. 2 after a six-mile, cross­
country night march from 
Yudam-ni. Davis, who won the 
Medal of Honor for his leader­
ship, drove his men relentlessly, 
fearing they would freeze in their 
sweat in the windy 26-below- 
zero conditions if they stopped.

Exhausted and burdeneef with 
100-pound packs, the Marines 
foundered in the waist-deep 
snow and fell asleep on their feet.

"Officers and NCOs were 
walking up and down the line,

gabbing Marines, kicking them 
ck in line, forcing them to open 

and return fire," said Kurt Chew- 
Een Lee, a lieutenant who guided 
the successful march.

The other Vlidam-ni Marines 
reached Toktong Pass later that 
day. Among them was Sçott, tied 
to a trailer behind a Jeep ambu­
lance.

"T h ^  put me with the dead 
guys. Their arms and legs were 
stickily up in grotesque posi­
tions, nozen," he said.

The next day, Davis' bearded, 
filthy men lea the column into 
Hagaru -  marching in step. "It 
made a great impression," he 
said.

The Air Force airlifted 4,312 
wounded from Hagaru. Gen. 
Oliver P. Smith, the 1st Marine 
Division commander, rejected air 
evacuation for his men; he said 
they would come out on their 
own.

About 10,000 Marines left 
Hagaru Dec. 6 for the coast 64 
miles away. The Chinese attacked 
them from the ridges, but with­
out artillery. Sir support or fresh 
supplies, they were destroyed by 
intensive air and ground fire.

More than 1,200 Chinese died 
assaulting the rear guard at 
Hagaru. "They were stacked up, 
quilted uniforms smoking, bod­
ies all over the place," Dawe said.

Another 4,000 troops joined the 
column at Koto-ri Dec. 7, and 
four days later the breakout offi­
cially ended at Chinhung-ni. The 
Marines later were' evacuated 
from Hungnam with 100,000 
civilians.

After assessing his shocking 
losses, the Chinese field com­
mander offered to resign and a 
general reportedly threatened 
suicide.

A Chinese officer surveying the 
battleground later noticed snow- 

*men scattered in the fields and 
wondered why they were there.

Then he realized they were 
frozen Chinese soldiers -  hun­
dreds, thousands of them.

GOP split on plans to charge 
fee for child support services

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Republican drive to overhaul 
welfare promises a crackdown on 
deadbeat fathers and mothers, 
but GOP plans to balance the 
budget call for making millions 
of single-parent families pick up 
half the federal cost of enforcing 
child support.

As the Republicans try to make 
unprecedented cuts in the coun­
try's social programs, some law­
makers are arguing that a 15 per­
cent foe on child support collec­
tions will hurt low-income fami­
lies struggling to stay afloat and 
off welfare.

"This is just going to take des­
perately needed dollars from 
families that are really struggling 
to fund the administration of a 
system that, frankly, government 
ought to provide," said Rep. 
Nancy Johnson, R-Conn.

"Child support payments are 
court-ordered ... and in no other 
type of law enforcement situation 
do we require the victim pay the 
government to enforce the law."

But other Republicans say that 
in this era of budget-cutting, it is 
fair to ask consumers to pay for 
the services government provides.

An aide to the House Budget 
Committee, which drafted the 
plan, also says the proposed fee is

not nearly as steep as what pri­
vate collection agencies, charge -  
from 25 percent to 33 percent of 
the child support owed -  to find 
deadbeat parents and make them 
pay up.

The (General Accounting Office 
is on the committee's side, arm ­
ing that families not on welrare 
who need help collecting child 
support are not neces§ari^ poor, 
and that the costs of serving them 
have risen significantly over the 
last decade.

States charged these families, 
which number about 8.2 million, 
an average of about $4 each last 
year for child support services. At 
the same time, the costs of help­
ing them were $136 per family, or 
$1.1 billion total, according to fig­
ures from the congressional 
watchdog agency.

Under the GOP's balanced 
budget plan approved by 
Congress last month, $1 billion in 
yearly spending on child support 
enforcement -  about half to two- 
thirds of federal spending on the 
program -  would be replaced 
with a 15 percent fee on collec­
tions for non-welfare families.

Opponent^ say it doesn't make 
sense to shift the costs of funding 
child support to single-parent 
families at the same time law-

makers have made strengthening 
enforcement a cornerstone of 
welfare reform plans in the 
House and Senate.

According to President 
Clinton's estimates, a reralar 
child support check could lift 
800,000 people off welfare.

"In  the context of all this 
rhetoric about improving the 
child support system and making 
fathers responsible, why recom­
mend a two-thirds cut in the bud­
get of the agency responsible for 
making that happen?" asked 
Paula Roberts, a child support 
expert with the Center for Law 
and Social Policy, a liberal 
research and advocacy organiza­
tion.

Legislators who must write the 
budget blueprint into law can 
choose to ignore its recommenda­
tions on child support, but must 
then find the savings somewhere 
else.

And that could be tough 
because other social programs 
have already been cut as part of 
welfare reform, leaving child 
support a visible target. Johnson 
said last week that ^  proposal 
was still alive in the House, while 
an aide to the Senate Finance 
Committee said lawmakers there 
had yet to take up the issue.

Alabama makes rape victims pay for exam
MONTGOMERY, Ala. (AP) -  

Julie Lindsey was robbed, kid­
napped, handcuffed to a tree and 
raped. Then a hospital nearly 
sued her because she didn't have 
money to pay for her rape exam.

Alabama is the only state 
requiring most rape victims to 
pay for the exams needed to gath­
er the semen, hair and fiber sam­
ples used to prosecute rapists.

A bill to end the policy nearly 
died in the Legislature until 
media coverage set people talk­
ing and Gov. Fob James moved 
the bill to the top of his agenda 
for Monday.

"There's a lot of things about 
this crime that strike me as 
strange. This is just one of them," 
said Ms. Lindsey, who agreed to 
be identified for this article.

Rape is the only Alabama crime 
in wfdch the victim bears the cost 
of evidence collection, said Anita 
Drummond, director of the state 
Crime Victims Compensation 
Commission.

The- exams average $350 but 
can run as high as $1,200. A few 
police departments pay hospitals 
for the work; most do not.

Drummond, director of the 
state Crime Victims Compen­
sation Commission, wants law­
makers to allow her organization 
to pay for the exams.

lA^thout making that change, 
Alabama stands to lose its share of 
$35 million in law enforcement 
training money availaUe under the 
1994 Violence Against Women Act 

Just last week, Drummond and 
other supporters believed it

would take a miracle to get the 
bill passed this year.

But 'o n  Friday, after The 
Associated Press and The 
Montgomery Advertiser reported 
on the situation, Janies threw his 
weight behind the bill.

"I cannot think of anything 
worse than to require a victim of 
sexual assault to be forced to pay 
to prove they were wronged," 
James said.
