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Bush closes books on session

AUSTIN (AP) - Gov. George W. Bush
closed out the 1995 Legislature on
Saturday by signing a last batch of legisla-
tion, including one to roll back insurance
rates, and by removing about $14 million
from the state budget.

Facing a Sunday deadline to sign or
veto all remaining legislation from the
session, Bush signed more than 200 bills
Saturday.

Among them was a bill mandating
lower insurance premiums.

Supporters, who herald the law as a
coup for consumers, say liability insurance
costs will fall because of the state’s sweep-
ing tort reform laws and that the savings
should be passedon to consumers.

Under the new law, Insurance
Commissioner Elton Bomer will have the

backs, starting Jan. 1. Without such action,
automatic cuts will occur.

Opponents of the bill agreed that con-
sumers should see savings, but they con-
tended it is too early to tell what effect the
civil justice reforms will have.

“Insurance is a highly competitive busi-
ness, and the forces of the marketplace will
result in rate adjustments when the impact
of tort reform becomes apparent,” said
Jerry Johns, president of the Southwestern
Insurance Information Service.

Bush also signed bills to bar the state
trom factoring race and ethnicity into
adoption decisions and require a criminal
background check on those seeking to
adopt children.

The first bill prohibits state agencies
and child placement agencies from pre-

Western leaders
condemn bloody
war in Chechnya

HALIFAX, Nova Scotia (ADP) -
In a diplomatic slap, Western
leaders lectured Boris Yeltsin
face-to-tace Saturday to stop
Russia’s bloody war in
Chechnya. But an unrepentant
Yeltsin  insisted he had to
“destrov  those terrorists and
bandits.’

Summit leaders balanced their
criticism of Yeltsin with a strong
condemnation of Chechen
rebels’ taking of 2,000 hostages
in a southern Russian town

Goncern about the widening
war in Bosnia also hung heavily
as the leaders of the world's
seven largest industrial nations
wrapped up their three-dav eco-
nomic summit in this eastern
Canadian seaport

But in the end, the leaders
merely renewed calls for a cease-
fire, urged a diplomatic settle-
nent and condemned Serb forces
for taking U.N
shelling civilian populations

Yeltsin at first took the criti-
cism of his Chechnya crackdown
impassively, fiddling with the
sound volume on his headset as
Canadian Prime Minister Jean
Chretien expressed concern on
behalf of Western allies about
the loss of lite and urged a polit-
ical settlement

ing with President Clinton, the

Waving his arms and speaking
forcetully, Yeltsin denouonced
the rebels as “horrible criminals
with black bands on their fore-
heads.”

“Chechnva today is the center
of world terrorism, of bribery
and corruption and mafia,”
Yeltsin said angrilyv. “We couldn’t
act otherwise. We had to destroy
those terrorists and bandits.”

Yeltsin said he explained the
situation to summit leaders.
“They now much better under-
stand that this 1s reallv the only
wav that we can deal with these
criminal elements.” He suggest-
ed that Clinton, in particular,
was sympathetic with his views

Chinton appeared impatient at
Yeltsin’s  lengthy  outburst.
Chinton said he agreed with
other leaders “that sooner or
later — better sooner than later
the cvcle ot violence has to be
broken and ultimately in any
democracy there has to be a
political solution to people’s dif-
terences.’

Yeltsin’s tirade and slurred
speech raised speculation he had
been drinking. But a U.S. ofticial
well acquainted  with  the
Russian leader said, “"He was
very much on top ot his game

Lions Club gains grant for tornado victims

A $5,000 emergency grant for
assistance to families affected by
the June 8 tornado has been
announced by the Pampa Lions
Club

Kit Grice, Pampa Lions Club
president, said the grant had
been obtained from l,mns Club
International Foundation, the
charity arm of the International
Association of Lions Clubs. The
funds will be used for food,
clothing and medical supplies

“We would consider eye glass-
es as medical supplies,” Grice
said. “Eye sight 1s one of the
main causes of Lions Clubs.”

The funds will be adminis-

tered through referrals from Red
Cross officials. Grice said the
Red Cross was better able to find
the greatest needs. Upon receiv-
ing referrals, Lions officials will
issue vouchers to individuals.
Individuals will use the vouch-
ers at local businesses. The busi-
nesses will then tender the
vouchers through Lions District
2-Tl Governor Sid Shaw in
Hereford.

“As Lions, we feel fortunate to
help our community. In addition
to this relief grant, the Pampa
Lions Club presently has 51 chil-
dren sponsored through
LionsCare, a program that began

a year ago. In cooperation with
the Caring for  Children
Foundation of Texas, Coronado
Hospital, High Plains Baptist
Hospital, Shepherd’s Helping
Hands, Texas Department of
Human Services and Pampa
Independent School District, we
provide peace of mind to many
families who could not afford to
purchase health insurance for
their kids,” Grice stated.

Chechnya

After talks with Yeltsin, Clinton
squeezed in a golf game with
E‘Lreﬁen before returning home.

Despite the summit’s rebuke,
Yeltsin could take satisfaction
from the summit’s strong con-
demnation of ““the terrorist attack
in Budyonnovsk,” the southern
Russian city where Chechen
rebels took some 2,000 hostages.

““We call for their immediate and
unconditional release,” Chretien
said in a closing statement from
the summit of the United States,
Britain, France, Germany, Italy,
Japan and Canada.

“There was a great deal of sym-
pathz; for the hostages and the
terrible predicament President
Yeltsin finds himself in,” British

Prime Minister John Major said.

For his part, Yeltsin said, “The
storming of the hospital is contin-
uing. We have liberated 200
hostages. the operation is going
on. I am in constant contact with
our commanders.”

“I'm in complete control of the
situation,” Yeltsin said, rejecting
domestic criticism of his trip. “I
myself become a hostage to these
very same bandits by having to
go back there,” he said in
explaining why he didn’t cut his
visit short and return to Russia.

Yeltsin said “I’'m very glad that
my friend, Bill, understood” his
position.

While the annual economic
summit of Western powers is
usually a celebration of Western
harmony, there was an unusual
amount of bickering this year.

European leaders expressed
displeasure with Clinton about
his auto trade dispute with Ja
suggesting instead that it be cfealt
with through the newly created
World Trade Organization.

France’s  new president,
Jacques Chirac, was criticized by
Chretien and others for his deci-

sion to resume nuclear weapons
testing. The summit commu-

nique urged speedy completion
of treaties to ban testing.

In another slap at Russia, the

leaders opposed providing Iran
with nuclear reactors and related
equipment that
Tehran develop a

willingness to comply.

Study shows Texas community
colleges are a solid investment

Investment in Texas communi-
ty colleges is a win-win-win-win
situation - bringing healthy
returns to students, state gov-
ernment, local taxpayers and
society as a whole.

That’s the conclusion of a

“return on investment” study
released by the Texas Association
of Community Colleges (TACC).
The study, conducted by the inde-
pendent firm of Resource
Economics Inc. of Austin, sought
to measure the economic rate of
return from the approximately
80,000 students who leave Texas
public community colleges each
year with at least 24 semester
hours.
The findings were based on data
from a sample of more than
27,000 students who attended
state community colleges
between 1978 and 1988.

“We know that community col-
leges are of value to our students,
the state and our local communi-
ties,” said Dr. Bill Wenrich of
Dallas County Community
College. “We know it — but have
we been able to prove it? With
this report, we can point to a bot-
tom line and say with assurance,
that we are worth the investment
placed in us.”

Among the findings of the
report were:

The rate of return for students
in the form of increased earnings
minus their cost of education is
29.6 percent per year. Cost of
education included not only
tuition, books and fees, but also
wages lost while attending col-
lege.

The rate of return for state
government is 7.2 percent per
year in increased taxes collected
over and above state apf)ropria—
tions for community colleges

The rate of return for local com-
munity college district taxpayers
is 7.6 percent per year in terms of
increased taxes collected.

The rate of return to society as
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a whole - combining students,
state government and local tax-
payers —is 26.9 percent per year.

In calculating the rate of
return to government, the study
took into account not only tax
income, but also the fact that
investment in higher education
contributes greatly to economic
development. Income to the
state and its communities from
business and industry drawn to
Texas in part by its system of
community colleges was fac-
tored in.

According to the study, 74 per-
cent of college students who
leave with at least 24 semester
hours go to work in Texas within
one to five years following col-
lege. And they earn more — about
$318,000 in lifetime than people
with only high school diplomas.

The report shows that the
State of Texas is getting a lot
of bang for its bucks - currently
an average appropriation of
$4,600 per community college
students. The current total annu-
al investment in state appropria-
tions of $607.9 million will yield
a yearly profit in tax revenue of
$42.6 million.

The cumulative affect of Texas’
investment in community col-
leges is staggering. The increase
to state income generated by the
80,000 students addressed by the
study - and by all previous com-
munity college students - is cur-
rently $12.2 billion per year. By
the end of the century, that fig-
ure will grow to $15.9 billion.

The contribution of communi-
ty college studenfs to the gross
state product has increased from
six-tenths of a percent in 1970 to
2.7 percent currently.

Even though the state is
receiving such a healthy return
on its investment, the degree to
which that investment has been
made is declining. State appro-
priations, as a percentage of
community college education
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and general finding, has
decreased from 59.8 percent in
1985-86 to 46.2 percent in 1991-
92. The appropriation per con-
tact hour has dropped - from
$3.94 per hour in 1986-87 to
$2.87 in 1992-93.

“From my perspective, the
report continues to confirm
what what community colleges
have always knows,” said Dr.
Jimmy Goodson of The Victoria
College, president of the TACC.

“We are not really a cost to our,

state and community but are,
indeed, an investment that pays
handsome dividends to our stu-
dents, our local communities
and the state.

“Our programs not only
enhance the lives of our stu-
dents, but also play a significant
role in providing the work force
that is driving the current eco-
nomic recovery of Texas and will
continue to enhance our state’s
economic competitiveness.”

President,
senator spar
over budget

WASHINGTON (AP) - Presi-
dent Clinton said Saturday his
10-year plan to balance the bud-
get gradually will avoid “unac-
ceptable pain,” but a Republican
senator insisted the president
will have to make deeper cuts or
face continuing deficits.

In his weekly radio address,

Clinton said the new spending . |

plan he presented last week
would avoid the kinds of cuts
that would hurt senior citizens,
college students,
the poor tr\mg to move from
welfare to jobs.

Clinton said the budget could
be balanced in seven years, as
Republicans have proposed. But,
he added, “there’s no need to
impose the pain that would cause
or to run the risk of a recession.”

In the Republican response, Sen.
Spencer Abraham, R-Mich.,, said a
Congressional Budget Office
analysis found Clinton’s plan is
based on overly optimistic eco-
nomic projections and would not
balance the budget in a décade.

“It looks like he will 'have to
reduce more spending to end the
red’ ink,” said Abraham, a member
of the Senate Budget Committee.

Speaking from Halifax, Nova
Scotia, where leaders of the
world’s seven richest democra-
cies are meeting, Clinton did not
address the CBO study.

But his budget director, Alice
Rivlin, said Friday that the
administration’s economic as-
sumptions and deficit projec-
tions are “prudent, accurate and
consistent with mainstream pri-
vate economists.”

Even while he criticized the
degree of Clinton’s recommend-
ed cuts and acknowledged “sig-
nificant differences” between the
White House and congressional
plans, Abraham welcomed the
president’s initiative.

“It confirms that Republicans
were right in saying you can bal-
ance the budget and cut taxes at

the same time in order to help -

middle class families strengthen
the economy,” Abraham said.
For his part,
focused on contrasting his budget
blueprint to Republican proposals.

“Balancing the budget is not .

going to be a walk in the park. ...
It will cause real pain. But the dif-
ference between my plan and the
congressional plans is the differ-
ence between necessary cuts and
unacceptable pain,” Clinton said.

Free-market health
care is a keeper

It Americans need another reminder of why they’re better
oft with medical care provided by the private sector, here’s a
cautionary tale from just across the border in Canada, where
health care is largely funded and indirectly managed by the
central government

Simon Khawli, the 70-vear-old proprietor of a small family
business in the province of Ontario, had been told by a suc-
cession of physicians that he had a heart condition that was
“not amenable to surgery” and had a year to live. Then, as the
Toronto Globe and Mail reported recently, “. . . his family took
him to Texas last summer for what they believed would be
experimental surgery :

[here, doctors told him he didn’t need anything experi-
mental - just a regular triple bypass and aortic valve replace-
ment that could be done in Ontario.”

While in Houston, Khawli suffered a severe angina attack
that prompted doctors there to perform the procedure imme-
diately fearing the elderly man wouldn’t otherwise make it
home at all

All wekt well and Khawli has since returned to work back
home, where he reports feeling better by the day.

Ironically, it was Khawli’s angina attack in Houston that
ultimately saved his life. That’s not because of the well
known U.S. edge in medical science overall (also a product of
our relatively free market, by the way); indeed, the operation
was well within the grasp of Cangdian surgeons.

Rather, the Canadian system-itself, in which government
rather than the market decrees priorities for health care
expenditures, compelled physicians to determine Khawli
wasn’t worth saving. Yet the operation was considered rou-
tine on this side of the border, which is to say health insurers
here routinely pav for such procedures. It seems the calculus
of the free market s a lot more compassionate than its critics,
including the Clinton administration, have alleged.

A footnote: The bill from the Texas hospital ran over $80,000
- a sum that would have been substantially covered by any of
a number of insurance arrangements for probably most
Americans. It turns out that the same health ministry that had
stymied Khawli’s surgery in Canada is now refusing to pick
up the tab from the United States.

Congress’ budget debate would be much more
honest, and perhaps more fruitful, if we cleaned
up some of our thinking about what is a right and
what isn’t. People say they have rights to medical
care, decent housing and food, even if they can’t
pay for them. If these goodies aren’t forthcoming,
somehow, their rights have been violated. Let’s
discuss rights.

Imagine that | meet an attractive young lady. |
ask her to marry me. Sup(gosc she says no. Have
my rights been violated? Or, suppose I ask to live
in your house, and you say no. Have you violated
my rights to decent housing? Finally, suppose |
ask you for a job, and you say, “No! I refuse to hire
you because you're too tall, and I don't like tall
people.” Have you violated my rights? In any
meaningful sense of the term “rights,” none of
these acts constitutes a violation of my rights. -

True rights, such as those in our Constitution,
exist simultaneously among people. The exercise of
a right by one person does not diminish those held
by another and imposes no obligations on others
except those of noninterference. If I ask for a job, a
person is no more obliged to enter into a work con-
tract with me than they would be obliged to enter a
marriage contract with me. By contrast, if you and I
enter into a work contract, or ifa young lady agrees
to marry me, and a third party initiates force to pre-
vent the transaction, my rights have been violated.

To say people have rights to housing, medical

care and jobs is an absurd concept. Those “rights”
can be realized only by governmental imposition
of burdens on others. For government to guaran-

tee a “right” to housing, it must diminish other
people’s rights to their earnings. This modern
vision of rights, if applied to my right to speech,
worship and travel, would require government to
force (tax) others to provide me with an auditori-
um, church and airfare.

If, instead, we called these newfangled rights
wishes, I'd be in agreement with most other
Americans. I also wish everyone had decent hous-
ing, nutritious meals and good medical care.
However, if we called them wishes, there’d be
cognitive dissonance problems among people
making the preterise of morality.

The average American would cringe at the
thought of government punishing one person

because he refused to make someone else’s wish
come true.

If I simply had a wish for a five-bedroom house,
and Congress told its agents at the Internal
Revenue Service to take otier people’s money to
make my wish come true, you wouldn’t think
much of Congress. Americans would find it easier
to live with their consciences and find congression-
al initiation of force against others more palatable,
if it were said I had a “right” to a five-bedroom
house. After all, it'’s Congress’ job to protect rights.

We can compare rights and wishes another way.
Suppose someone initiated force to prevent another
from speaking, and Williams privately stepped in to
protect that person’s right to speak. Would I be
declared a hero or villain? Then suppose I saw a
homeless person and did privately exactly what
government does - initiate force to take someone’s
money to guarantee that homeless person’s “right”
to housing. What would you call me? In the first
case, most would probably call me a hero, and in the
second, I'd rightfully be called a despicable thief.

Separating wishes from rights has great rele-
vance to today’s federal budget debate. After all,
Congress’ making wishes come true constitutes
two-thirds of federal spending. The nation’s prob-
lem is there’s not a single member of Congress
who has the courage to point out that the moral
route to a balanced budget is for Congress to pro-
tect rights, not guarantee wishes.

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An example of constitutional disdain

A recent Supreme Court decision overturning a
federal law banning guns on school campuses
was not about guns or schools. It was about con-
stitutional limits on federal power.

The Constitution does indeed limit the federal
government’s powers and jurisdiction, though
you would never know it to hear a lot of politi-
cians and liberal commentators talk these days.

Of course, presidents, congressmen and sena-
tors know they are exceeding the limits of the
Constitution. The law in question - the one ban-
ning guns on school campuses was passed under
the excuse of regulating interstate commerce. The
polls claim that guns on campuses disrupt educa-
tion, which in turn has an effect on the economy,
which in turn has an effect on interstate commerce
- ergo, Congress could bar guns on state and local
school campuses under the guise of regulating
interstate commerce.

It was that bizarre reasoning that a majority of
the court rejected. No way, the justices said, can
you stretch the interstate commerce clause of the
Constitution that far out of shape.

What Americans should be concerned about is the
following: (1) Congress routinely thinks it can bend
the Constitution out of shape; (2) presidents routine-
ly think the Constitution should not stand in the
way of doing what they want to do; and (3) four
Sl:rreme Court justices and many other federal
judges agree that if they consider a social problem to

be serious enough, then pooh on the Constitution.

President Clinton, to show his disdain for the
Constitution and the Supreme Court, was
annoyed by the decision and said he would seek
new federal legislation.

As a quick aside, all this concert about guns on
schools is just federal political posturing. Forty of
the states have alneaj;) banned guns on school
campuses, and presumably the other 10 either
will or think they don’t have a problem. We
should always remember that crime is not uni-
formly distributed among the 50 states.

Without getting into legalistic arguments, the
truth is that the Constitution, like morals, is pro-
foundly pragmatic. The authors of the
Constitution conceived a great plan to divide the
powers of government with the goal in mind of
maintaining the maximum amount of liberty with
the minimum amount of order and unity.

Some duties and powers were assigned to the
federal government. States were barred from act-
ing in those areas. Other duties and powers - by
far the majority of governmental duties -
remained with the states. And the federal govern-
ment is barred - in theory, at least, by the

Constitution - from acting in those areas.

And that’s where the pragmatism comes in. No
one can micro govern the affairs of 260 million
people in a vast country while sitting in
Washington.

People ought to oppose centralized government
not only because it wasn’t the plan incorporated
in the Constitution, but also because it flat doesn’t
work very well. The evidence? The present state
of the country, and the wreckage left by the Soviet
government, a world-class experiment in central
government.

But as we try, through politics, to push the over
weight federal government back into its
Constitutional cage, we should not fall into the
delusion of thinking ourselves a victim. No con-
spiracy imposed centralized government on us.
We did it to ourselves.

Years ago, I used to tease a friend who was
manager of a chamber of commerce for being a
long-distance conservative. He was dead set
against federal spending in Seattle, but he was
forever trying to get federal spending for his
Florida community.

Even now it’s easy to observe people, including
newsgaper folks, complain one day about the feder-
al deficit and the next day scream when someone
proposes to trim the deficit by eliminating their
favorite federal goody. To paraphrase Pogo Possum,
“We have met the conspirators they are us.”

Selectivity of sleazy journalism: No boundary

Early last year, The New Republic attacked David
Brock’s American Spectator story by revealing that
Arkansas state troopers provided female conquests for
then Gov. Bill Clinton. In addition to an unfunny spoof
by “David Crock” and a critique by Michael Kinsley,
the magazine editorialized: * way in which David
Brock'’s tabloid sleaze infiltrated the mainstream media
is truly sickening.

Newsweek also
referred to Gramm’s “skin flick” in its

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Border Patrol considers
alternative to steel wall

EL PASO (AP) - U.S. Border
Patrol officials are considering a
proposal to build a chain-link
fence to seal off a volatile section

. of the border, instead of a contro-

versial steel wall.

Mexican authorities proposed
the fence, which they see as a
“less offensive” alternative to the
wall that the Border Patrol has
wanted to build. The idea is to
cut illegal immigration and cross-
border crime in an area between
Sunland Park, N.M. and the
Anapra section of Ciudad Juarez,
Mexico.

El Paso Border Patrol Chief
Agent Silvestre Reyes, whose ter-
ritory includes all of New
Mexico, was quoted in Friday’s
El Paso Times as saying the
Mexican proposal is a “suitable
alternative.” e .

Armando Ortiz, Mexico’s con-
sul general in El Paso, said the
fence would help reduce crime in
an area where the number of
assaults and robberies has risen
in recent years.

As proposed, the fence would
be set up along the Southern
Pacific Railroad track that runs
less than 50 feet from the border
in some areas. Southern Pacific
trains have become frequent tar-
gets for border bandits.

“There is a difference between a
wall or a fence installed on the

dividing border line, and this wire
fence installed along the tracks to
protect the railroad trains,” Ortiz
said. “Mexico will not negotiate
for a wall. The (government’s)
position is ‘no’ to walls and ‘yes’
to combat delinquency.”

DPS: Emissions tests need no repeat

FORT WORTH (AP) -
Motorists who submitted their
cars and trucks to emissions
testing at now-defunct central-
ized stations in December and
January will be exempt from
further tests for 1995 and 1996,
the Texas Department of Public
Safety said.

“We will work something out
in the next couple of days with
the TNRCC (Texas Natural
Resource Conservation Com-
mission) so that we will honor
that inspection and won’t make
the individual pay twice,” said
Maj. David McEathron of the
Department of Public Safety.

Responsibility for the testing
was passed from the state envi-
ronmental panel to DPS in
recent legislation that scrapped
the centralized program.

The measure calls for
motorists to return to the test-
ing program used in previous

years until the governor’s office
can negotiate a new system
with the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency.

The previous program called
for emissions testing to be done
during annual safety inspec-
tions.

In January, the short-lived
central program involved test-
ing at a separate location in
months when license registra-
tions were due, with certifica-
tion lasting for two years.

Details are being worked out,
McEathron said, but owners of
cars that passed the earlier
emissions tests probably will
present their certificates to
inspectors for exemption from
further testing through 1996.

Also, state officials will set up
a telephone line inspectors can
use to verify whether a vehicle
passed the centralized test.

“We will try to work it out as

smoothly as we can because we
don’t want to double-charge
anybody for  anything,”
McEathron said.

An estimated 65,000 cars
from three regions in the state,
including Fort Worth-Dallas,
were tested in December and
January at the centralized sta-
tions, said John Steib, director
of mobile sources division for
the conservation commission.
About 85 percent of the vehi-
cles passed.

“We made a commitment to
these motorists that, regardless
of what emission program were
to come back out, they had per-
formed their responsibility and
it would be respected,” Steib
said.

Motorists who passed the
centralized test will pay only
$10.50 for the safety inspection.

Emissions testing for all oth-
ers will resume July 1.

Bush signs open records bills

AUSTIN (AP) - Three measures
dealing with the availability of
public information were among
more than 200 laws enacted by
Gov. George W. Bush Saturday.. ¢

Under a revision to the Texas

Open Records Act, anyone seek-
ing public documents will be able
to obtain them on computer disk
or paper.
The law changes the term “open
records” to “public information”
and specifies that the law applies
to data held in computer memory
banks and in audio and video
form, as well as on )

The bill also limits what local
governments can charge for pro-
viding the information.

The bill was supported strongly
by advocates of open government.
Two other new laws, however,
were not.

One prohibits the dissemination

of any information from grand
jury proceedings, which areiagal-
y secret. Anyone releasing such
information can be fined up to
$500 and jailed for up to 30 days.

The law pertains to news orga-
nizations, despite court rulings
that have allowed the publishing
or broadcasting of grand jury
information obtained legally.

The second bill restricts access to
vehicle accident reports. News
organizations 0 this mea-
sure, saying it would hinder the
job of reporters who often check
police reports daily for newswor-
thy events.

Under the new law, members of
the public would not be allowed to
see accident reports unless they
had two of three identifying
details about an accident: the date,
the name of the person involved
or the location. :

SOUTHAMPTON, N.Y. (AP) — On this
day, Shinnecock Hills was so exclusive not
even par was allowed in. The leader after
three rounds at the U.S. Open was the golf
course.

Shinnecock showed its meanest side yet
in Saturday’s third round. The wind blew,
scores soared and only Tom Lehman was
able to tame the terrible links, shooting a
67 to share the third-round lead at 1-
under-par 209 with Greg Norman.

Norman had a chance to hold the lead
alone going into Sunday’s final round but
missed a 7-foot birdie putt on the last hole.

P’hil Mickelson and Bob Tway, who both
shot 72, were a stroke behind at even-par
210. Nick Price, Steve Stricker, Corey
Pavin, lan Woosnam and Scott Verplank
were three back at 212 going into Sunday’s
final round.

“You can’t tame this course, you just
survive,” Lehman said after his four-

birdie, one-bogey round. “It’s very, very
easy to shoot 75 on a day like today.”

That's almost what Greg Norman did.
The second-round leader, trying to win his
first major championship in the United
States, shot a 74 and it was anything but
easy. In fact, it was par on a course that
averaged 74.2 in the third round.

If not for some very good putting and
rather incredible chipping, Norman
would have shot an 80, or worse.

“I was working so hard, rarely in my
career have | worked so hard,” Norman
said.

It was a truly gutsy survival test in
which he missed fairway after fairway
and hit only five greens, making a 20-foot-
er on No. 1, a 10-footer on 2, a 10-footer on
11 and a 12-footer on 17 — all to save par.

He had 10 one-putt pars and a one-putt
bogey in one of the best bad rounds of golf
imaginable. It seemed like every time you
looked up, there was Norman knee-deep
in rough, blasting back to the fairway and
then scratching out a par with an incredi-

ble chip or gutsy putt.

“She was an absolute bitch,” Norman
said about the course.

The already difficult Shinnecock layout
was made even tougher by wind that
dried the course into a lightning-fast track
and knocked around shots with 22 mph
gusts.

“It was such a hard, steady wind that it
was affecting the ball on the greens,”
Mickelson said. “There is a really good
chance no one will make par for the tour-
nament.”

Of the 73 golfers, only Lehman,
Woosnam with a 69 and Gary Hallberg,
also with a 69, broke par on Saturday.

“I played extremely well,” Lehman said.
“It's playing very difficult because the
wind is a two-club, maybe three-club,
wind.”

Norman, who said he has spent the last
year working on controlling himself,
showed great patience on Saturday.

WICHITA, Kan. - Hugoton
Ener Corporation and
Consolidated Oil and Gas Inc., a
privately owned oil and gas com-
pany with headquarters in
Denver, Colo., have signed a
definitive agreement whereby
Hugoton will acquire Consoli-
dated in a transaction valued at
approximately $110 million.

Hugoton will pay $3.0477 per
share in cash and will issue
0.7961 of its common shares for
each of the 11.5 million shares of
Consolidated Oil and Gas, Inc.
currently outstanding. Following
the completion of the transaction,
Hugoton will have 19.7 million
shares outstanding. The purchase
requires the approval of the
shareholders of Hugoton and of

certain  regulatory  bodies.
Closing is expected to occur in
September.

Floyd Wilson, chairman and
chief executive officer of
Hugoton Energy Corporation,
stated, “This attractively priced
acquisition is a strategic transac-
tion for us.

component from 18 percent to 34
percent at a very opportune
time,” Wilson continued. “Con-
solidated’s fine staff will add
proven expertise in these new
basins. We will continue our
aggressive drilling, exploitation
and acquisition activities with a
commitment to intelligent
growth and increasing share-
holder value. It is significant to
note that employees will own 25
percent of the combined compa-
ny.”

This acquisition will extend
Hugoton’s operations into sever-
al basins outside of the Hugoton
Producing Area. Nearly 90 per-
cent of the combined reserves are
located in the four states of
Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas and
North Dakota. Several hundred
drilling locations have been iden-
tified on the combined acreage
holdings.

CANCUN, Mexico — The flow
of live cattle from Mexico into the
United States in recent months
destroys trade as a two-way
street under the North American
Free Trade Agree-ment, the presi-
dent of the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association told members of the
Mexican~ National Cattlemen’s

Association at their annual con- ~

vention last week in Cancun.
Chaunce 0. Thompson Jr., a
rancher from Breckenridge and
president of the 118-year-old
Texas cattle association,
acknowledged and sympathized
with Mexican cattlemen over the

worst drought in northern
Mexico in 40 years.
The drought has killed hun-

dreds of thousands of Mexican
cattle and forced the liquidation
of 1.5 million head, of which 80
gercent are finding their way into

exas, TSCRA officials said. Also
driving the cross-border migra-
tion of cattle and dollars is
Mexico’s devalued peso and aus-
terity program, which have
severely limited imports of US.
beef into Mexico.

Bruce Cobb with the US. Meat
Export Federation said exports to
date this year are 51 percent of
last year. He projected the year’s
total beef exports to Mexico to be
about 45 percent of 1994.

“Feeder cattle imports from
Mexico are up 68 percent from a
E: ago and slaughter cow num-

are up an astounding 2,000

percent,” Thompson said.

Thompson empha-
sized that Mexico
needs Texas and
Texas needs Mexico
in cattle and beef
trade but ways must
be found for both
sides to prosper.

Historically, Mexico sends
about one million head of cattle to
the United States annually, but
some estimates put this year’s
number at 1.5 million or higher.
The increased numbers of cattle
coming into the US. has hel
to drive cattle prices down while
tlll_e peso tec(lieva uation has all but
eliminated a growi rt mar-
ket for US. produced beef

According to U.S. -ment
of Agriculture figures, 904,515
head of feeder cattle had been
shipped into the US. this year
from Mexico by the week endi
June 3. That compares to 576,8%
head for the same time last year.

More than 53,550 slaughter cat-
tle were imported from Mexico
this during the same time
frame. The USDA did not record
numbers of slaughter animals
coming to the US. from Mexico
was not kept until September,
1994, because the number was so
low, officials said.

And, yes, there are swimwear-,
clad California sand bunnies
decorating outdoor scenes.

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The Market Forecaster

WHEAT - (BULL/BEAR)

Outlook: Last week, we dis-
cussed the world’s population
growth and I'd like to repeat a
startling statistic — the world is
adding 95 million people each
{ear. This is more than the popu-
ation of Mexico, and wheat’s the
world’s food grain. China alone
has a demand base larger than
Russia’s ever was.

With the world supply of
wheat statistically the tightest
since World War II, the long term
price outlook is very bullish in
my opinion. For right now, how-
ever, we're just waiting for the
seasonal tendency for wheat
prices to drop into harvest to set
up our buying opportunity.

Strategy: Hedgers: We currently
own July 360 and 370 puts in the
11-13¢ range. Puts allow for
unlimited upside price potential
if prices continue to move up, but

ive you the assurance of a price

oor below the market if we see
harvest selling pressure into next
week. The decision to roll these
forward will be based on price at
the time of expiration.

Traders: We're on the sidelines
for now, with the intention of
making a major purchase in the
June 20th to July 4th time frame.
CORN - (BULL)

Outlook: You know I've been
bullish corn for over five months
now, and the market has
responded. Last week, we stated,

is market may have gotten a
little ahead of itself this early in
the season, but I'd look at signifi-

cant price breaks as substantial
buying opportunities.”

As of this writing, the market
has corrected about 10¢ from the
recent highs. Looks like this could
be close to a new buying oppor-
tunity. Remember, the acreage
will be lower than anyone expect-
ed this year. With the tightest sup-
ply in terms of usaﬁe perhaps
ever, and the bulk of the growing
season yet to come, it doesn’t feel
as if the bull move is over yet.

Strategy: Hedgers: We recom-
mended the sale of cash corn
months ago with simultaneous
purchase of call options to main-
tain ownership. We recently sold
our July calls for 17¢/bu. and
used this money to roll to the
September 2.70s. The interest and
storage savings have provided
additional gains. If you're still
holding old crop, this risk reduc-
ing strategy still looks sound.

If you've
been following our past sugges-
tions, you previously bought the
June 68 puts for less than $2 and
were able to cash them in for
about $6. In money terms this
added about $1600 gross profit
per 40,000 pounds of cattle.

These option profits can be
added to your bottom line mak-
ing your cattle more valuable to
you than what the cash market
offers. More recently we pur-
chased the August 61 puts pur-
chased for about $2, and bought
additional protection using some
of our June profits. Remember,
puts give you unlimited down-
side protection, for a predeter-
mined cost, yet leave your upside
potential open.

Cow]calf operators: Hedgers
own the August and the
September 66 puts, bought for $2
or less.

Traders: The market rallied
higher than I thought it could last
week, and many of you are now
in and out in a quick trade.
Currently, we're on the sidelines.
I think the market’s a sale, but
want to see weakness to feel
more comfortable before entering
again. Go short August on the
first close under 6150.

Complete ny'cling of nutrients and reclamation
of thousands of acres of depleted soil were the fac-
tors that ti the scale in favor of Heritage Beef
Cattle Co. near Wheeler, making it the 1995 winner
of the TCFA Environmental Stewardship Award.

Heritage Beef Cattle Co. is a 30,000-head feed
yard, supported b{ a 5,000-acre grazing operation.
Operated by Joe R. Weatherly and his son, Rod,
Heritage Beef was established in 1969. From the
very beginning, environmental stewardsmr
including reclamation of the sandy soil surround-
ing the feed yard and wildlife habitat preservation
has been standard operating procedures.

“When we established the feed yard, much of the
surrounding land had been farmed out and the sandy
soil was full of blow holes where wind and water had
eroded the soil,” Joe Weatherly remembers.

Shortly after the feed yard was built, Weatherly
began acquiring the surrounding property to hold
cattle before they came into the feed yard.

He immediately set about reclaiming the land, using
the feed manure to build humus and to restore
biological activity in the soil, Over time, the outside
grazing operation has expanded to 5,000 acres - 2,000
acres in improved pastures and 3,000 acres in native
E:lﬁe- The improved is all reclaimed farm-

, once highly erodible, now securely anchored by
feed yard manure and health plant populations.

And thanks to a cooperative research project, the
manure harvested at Heritage Beef Cattle Company.
is better suited for land application. Working with -
the Texas Agricultural Extension Service, South- -
western Public Service Company and TCFA,
Heritage Beef experimented with fly ash as a pen
surfacing material. The experiment found fly ash, a
by-product of coal fired power plants, prevents soil
erosion in the pens and allows the feed yard to har-
vest a (rune product, ready for field application. :

In addition to recycling all their manure, Heritage -
Beef Cattle Company recycles all the waste water
generated by the feed yard. Waste water flows
through several settling ponds before it’s collected
in a final retention pond. From there, the water is
pumped through a center pivot sprinkler system to -
irrigate a portion of the improved pastures.

Wildlife habitat development has been a key part
of the management plan on the 3,000-acre native pas-
ture ranch. Many ponds have been devel on the
ranch, which provide water for livestock and wildlife
as well as being stocked with a variety of fish.

As the 1995 TCFA winner, Heritage Beef Cattle Co.
has been nominated for regional and national recogni-
tion in the National Cattlemen’s Association
Environmental Stewardship Award am. The
NCA regional award winners will be announced dur-
ing the NCA Midyear Meeting on July 19-22 in Denver.

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Livestock owners urged
to be on lookout for virus:

Texas livestock and horse own-
ers are being urged to be on the
lookout for animals with exces-
sive salivation, loss of appetite,
blisters or lesions around their
mouths, tongues, hooves or teats,
a sign that their livestock has
been affected by the virus, vesic-
ular stomatitis.

Vesicular stomatitis, which is
usually not fatal, has been con-
firmed in horses in New Mexico
in three regions: in a 15-mile area
around Las Cruces, and in 30-mile
areas around Albuquen}ue and
Silver City. A task force from the
U.S. Department of Agriculture,
Veterinary Services has been dis-
patched to the state to assist state
personnel with diagnosis and
quarantining of infected animals.

In Texas, the Texas Animal
Health Commission (TAHC) is
urging producers to be alert to
signs of the infection, so that
immediate action may be taken
to halt the spread of disease,
which has an incubation period
of two to eight days.

If compatible symptoms are
noticed in any animals in a herd,
veterinarians or owners should
call their TAHC area office, or the
headquarters in Austin at 512-
719-0700, or the USDA at 512-482-
5555. An animal health inspector
or veterinarian will be sent to the
premise to assist in making a
diagnosis. Affected and exposed
animals will be quarantined for
30 days after the last lesions heal.

Vesicular  stomatitis  has
occurred with varying frequency
in North and South America.
Typically, the infection affects
cattle, horses or swine, but sheep
and goats, deer, bobcats and rac-
coons can also become infected.
Initially, an outbreak may be
caused by insect vectors, but then
the virus can move from animal
to animal by contact with the
fluid from ruptured lesions or
saliva. Persons who handle

potentially infected animals
should wear rubber or latex
gloves, as they can contract the
virus and develop symptoms
including fever, muscle aches,
and headache.

Infected animals develop
painful blisters that swell and
break, leaving raw tissue that
cause them to refuse water or
food. The blisters also may appear
around the top of hooves, result-
ing in temporary lameness. Severe
weight loss accompanies the infec-
tion, and in dairy cattle, a dramat-
ic drop in milk production occurs.

“Affected animals will usually
recover in about two weeks from
Vesicular Stomatitis,” said Dr.
Max Coats, state epidemiologist
for the TAHC. “There is no spe-
cific treatment or cure, except
preventing a secondary infection
where the blisters have broken.”

“A major concern about vesicu-
lar stomatitis is that the signs in
cattle, sheep and swine are similar
to the dangerous foreign animal
infection, foot-and-mouth disease.
Only laboratory tests can deter-
mine which virus has infected an
animal. We are always on guard
against foreign animal diseases,
and that's why it is very important
to know which disease has affect-
ed a herd,” Dr. Coats said.

In New Mexico, state and fed-
eral personnel are investigating
37 reports of affected animals.
The team is advising livestock
owners to avoid congregating
animals to prevent the spread of
infection. A number of horse
shows, rodeos and livestock
exhibitions in southern New
Mexico have been canceled.

“Animals with any vesicular
stomatitis symptoms should not be
moved from the premise, as this
could spread disease to other farms
and ranches. The owners or veteri-
narians should call the TAHC or
USDA immediately for diagnostic
assistance,” Dr. Coats said.
