County officeholders
get personnel update

Gray County commissioners
listened intently Thursday to a
representative of the Texas
Association of Counties who
conducted a training session for
them and other officeholders on
the ins-and-outs of the
Americans With Disabilities
Act, the Family Leave Act,
Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity Act, the Whistle Blower’s
Act, sexual harassment and
overtime policies.

Gene Schaeffer of the Texas
Association of Counties,
Austin, told officeholders Texas
is number one in the nation in
EEOC complaints, while com-
pliance with the three and a
half year old Americans With
Disabilities Act is the number
one problem counties face.
Termination is the number two
trouble spot for counties
because when someone is ter-
minated, their entire existence
is threatened, Schaeffer said.

When counties decline to
hire someone, that creates the
number three source of prob-
lems, Schaeffer said.

In the morning meeting,
County Judge Richard Peet

told the court he had begun a
study of the courthouse’s
physical compliance with
ADA. During the afternoon,
officeholders learned what
they must do to comply with
the act.

Schaeffer told officeholders
that any agency with more
than 15 employees is subject to
the act and cautioned them
they must accommodate the
disabled with reasonable
accommodations. Most accom-
modations are free or nearly
free and may include building
modifications, like widening a
doorway, or reassigning a dis-
abled employee to another
shift, even if it means an
unpopular assignment for a
non-disabled person.

Sheriff Randy Stubblefield
asked Schaeffer what protects a
worker who is forced to give
up his preferred job assign-
ment for the handicapped.
Schaeffer responded that an
outside agency with greater
authority requires him to make
the accommodation “or it will
come back to haunt you.”

Schaeffer encouraged the
county to proceed with its per-
sonnel policy manual which
will serve to protect the county

against claims of discrimina-
tion. He stressed that hiring
qualified people is the best
protection against allegations
of favoritism or discrimination.
Exceptions to stated personnel
policy are extremely danger-
ous, he said.

Policy should cover hiring
practices such as hiring, job
transfers within the county,
sick leave and job descriptions,
Schaeffer explained.

Sexual harassment takes two
forms, including quid pro quo,
where favors are solicited for
the job or status improvement,
and hostile environment,
where employees are offended
by jokes, vulgarity or other
personal behavior, he said.

Supervisors must take imme-
diate action to stop the offen-
sive behavior and investigate
the complaint discreetly,
Schaeffer said.

“We have the right to come
to work today without fear of
intimidation,” Schaeffer said.

Because the county may
experience limited turnover,
officeholders may not be up to
date on questions they may
legally ask or not ask an appli-
cant, Schaefer explained.

City, county estimate recovery costs

City recovery costs from last
week’s tornado have almost
reached the $100,000 mark with
county figures nearing $61,000, a
state public assistance assessment
team was told Thursday.

The team was in town to
review both the city’s and coun-
ty’s estimates of costs thus far in
the recovery effort. Team mem-
bers also reviewed the budgets of
both entities to see if an end-of-
the-year balance could possibly
cover the costs.

The team was the second state
assessment group to visit in the
past week. Findings from both
teams will determine if the cit
and county get state and/or feJj
eral assistance.

City figures as of Wednesday
are broken down into the follow-
ing:

e Hours - 5924 regular and
overtime

* Equipment operating costs -
$12,140

e Materials and supplies
$3,646

County  figures as  of
Wednesday:

e Hours - 2,456 regular and
overtime

* Equipment operating costs -
$26,053.75

All of these figures will be ris-
ing, say city Finance Director
John Horst and County Judge
Richard Peet.

Peet said that if a federal disas-
ter is declared, only overtime
manhours will- be paid. He
emphasized that nothing is defi-
nite about the city or county
receiving any outside funds.

None of the figures include vol-
unteer hours and equipment
costs.

Inmates and staff members
from the Jordan Unit have logged
a number of hours as well.

AUSTIN (AP) - It's back and it’s
biting: Texas Monthly magazine’s
list of the best and worst legisla-
tors of 1995.

Among the best are the West
Texas Democrats who shared the
trying task of writing the state’s
spending plan and the East Texas
education gurus who tackled the
catch-phrase “local control” and
rolled it into a new school code.

The worst list includes two
brand-new Republican senators
and the longest-serving member
of the Texas House.

The biennial report card, com-
piled by Texas Monthly Executive
Editor Paul Burka and freelance
writer Patricia Kilday Hart for the
magazine’s July issue, has been
published since 1973.

And, though they may not
admit it, it's something all legisla-
tors are aware of.

“It is a distinction that is both
coveted and feared,” Sen. Rodney
Ellis, D-Houston, said Wednesday.
Ellis was one of the 10 legislators
named to this year’s best list.

Rep. Warren Chisum, who was
named one of the nine worst legis-
lators, sees it this way: “This is an
editorial judgment of the Texas
Monthly staff. It hasn’t got any-
thing to do with the people of

Texas or how the people of Texas

think.”

Chisum, D-Pampa, head of the
Texas Conservative Coalition, be-
lieves the list reflects a political
preference by the magazine’s edi-
tors.

“They generally pick the more
liberal members to be on their best
list and the more conservative
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‘Texas Monthly’ releases its annual
legislators list; Chisum among worst

members to be on their worst list,
so that ought to say something
about it,” he said.

In its article on Chisuin, the
magazine states, “He calls to mind
the description of a turn-of-the-
century English  policeman:
‘Dangerous as an enemy, untrust-
worthy as a friend, fatal as a col-
league

Of the 10 best legislators, eight
are Democrats and two are
Republicans. On the worst list
there are four Democrats and five
Republicans.

So how does one get picked for
either list? Burka explains in the
article’s forward.

For the best list, he wrote, great
weight was placed on “integrity,
effectiveness, fairness, and a will-
ingness to put public policy ahead
of partisanship and personal
ambition.”

“But we also looked for legisla-
tors who far surpassed the level at
which they were expected to per-
form,” Burka wrote.

“On the worst list, we looked
first for legislators who did great
harm. ... What we did find was a
lack of respect for the basic values
of politics: compromise, good faith
and a commitment to the public
trust.”

Included on this year’s best list
are Rep. Rob Junell, D-San Angelo,
and Sen. John Montford, D-
Lubbock, the state’s chief budget
writers. Also named were Sen. Bill
Ratliff, R-Mount Pleasant, and
Rep. Paul Sadler, D-Henderson,
who led the rewrite of the Texas
education code.

Among those named to the
worst list were freshman Sens.
Michael Galloway, R-The
Woodlands, and Drew Nixon, R-

In London the other day, during an editorial
luncheon at the Sunday Telegraph, Sir Peregrine
Worsthorne asked a refreshing question, setting a
precedent that we all might follow in our heated
political discussions.

Government is a blunt instrument, rarely delicate in
dealing with human problems, always expensive and
inefficient. Whatever community and social arrange-
ments can be arrived at by the citizenry independent
of government will always be superior to those
arrived at by government involvement. Government
is often a good cop, but always a lousy nanny.

Perhaps now is an appropriate time to ask our-
selves why we are paring back government. The cav-
alcade of atrocities now accumulating as a conse-
quence of the federal government’s enforcement of
the Americans with Disabilities Act ought to remind
us why government’s involvement in our lives
should be limited. Passed into law in 1990 by an
alliance of high-minded Democrats and Republicans
led by President George Bush, it sought to grant dis-
abled persons full participation in American life, as

though their disabilities could be removed by law. In
other words, the legislators attempted to &y God.
The law defined a disability as “(a) a physical or
mental impairment that substantially limits one or
more of the major life activities of such individual; (b)
a record of such impairment; or (c) being regarded as
having such an impairment.”

Bring on the bureaucrats. Bring on the lawyers.
And incidentally, is there anyone out there who
does not meet the above mentioned qualifications
for suing a fellow citizen into the poorhouse? The
ADA is costing the American economy tens of bil-
lions already in construction costs, lawsuits and
lost time. National Association of Counties
estimates that county governments alone will
spend $3 billion to have their facilities built in
accordance with this idiotic law. If we reall
sought government’s assistance in easing the dif-
ficulties of the disabled it would be much more
economical (and more_gensitive to each disabled
person) to give them personal financial aid.

As the law is written now, allergies and halito-
sis might qualify one for being categorized as dis-
abled. The EEOC has yet to issue meaningful
guidelines. And so the idiotic stories of govern-
ment excess and lawyerly exploitation mount, as
the writer James Bovard has masterfully chroni-
cled in an issue of The American Spectator.

In August of 1993, the EEOC divined that obesity
qualifies as a “protected” disability. In Rhode Island,
a 300-pound woman wanted to be a nurse’s aide.

The hospital afflicted by this woman insisted that
she would not be able to fulfill the job requirements
and that obesity was voluntary. The respond-
ed that “Voluntariness is irrelevant when determin-
ing whether a condition constitutes impairment.”
Thus, rather than shed a hundred or so pounds and
improve her health, this elephantine nurse i_s bump-
ing her way through a Rhode Island hospital with
the full power of the federal government behind her.

The comedy is picking up. A 410- Bronx sub-
way cleaner has sued the New York Transit Authori
for refusing to promote him to train operator, thou,
hisgirthmakshimmanifmtlyunﬁt.lnlmmﬁzl:z:,
the Odd Ball cabaret, a strip joint, had to close a -
er stall on stage because it was not accessible to a
‘stripper in a wheelchair. The business was accused of
discriminating against handicapped women.

A deaf women in Santa Monica, Calif., has sued
Burger King for having drive-in windows that do
not take her impairment into account. Even law-

breakers can claim the benefits of the ADA. In

Connecticut, a high-school guidance counselor,
fired after a cocaine arrest, claims the school dis-
criminated against him because he was disabled
by cocaine dependence. At Boston University, a
professor who was fired for allegedly sexually
assaulting a female professor, sexually harassing
students and giving students alcohol is charging
the school with violating the ADA because his mis-
behavior resulted from his use of a medication.

Thus, this preposterous law has elevated social
pathologies to the condition of civil rights.
Nothing stands in its way other than Newt's rev-
olution. And so, we are reminded of why it is that
we yell for limited government. Thanks for the
question, Sir Perry.

President Clinton, who can be relied upon to be
all over the map, has endorsed changes in immi-
gration law in response to recommendations from
the Commission on Immigration Reform.

It’s difficult to guess why the president endorsed
the minor adjustments in numbers and eligibility
that the commission proposed - but this much is cer-

tain, the debate over immigration will not endhere.

Like all of the important intellectual debates
currently engaging serious people, the debate
over immigration is being waged not by conserv-
atives against liberals, but by conservatives
against other conservatives.

That is not to say that there isn’t a liberal position
on immigration. There is. It amounts to this: If people
do not have a constitutional right to move to America,
they are entitled to all of the benefits of our welfare
state the minute they arrive. Further, immigration is
good for America because it promotes diversity.

Among conservatives, the debate looks a little
different. Most conservatives, like House Majority
Leader Dick Armey, are energetically pro immi-
gration, believing that immigration adds a con-
stant fuel of economic vitaﬁty, patriotism and
energy to the American mix. Immigration enthu-
siasts point out that immigration is self-selecting -
that is, the indolent and stupid don’t have what it
takes to get here. And they cite the brilliant her-
itage of this country as a haven for the oppressed.

Carrying the anti-immigration standard is
National Review, the conservative flagship magazine,
and Forbes editor Peter Brimelow, au of Alien
Nation: Common Sense About America’s Immigration

Disaster. Both Brimelow and John O’Sullivan,
National Review's editor, are British-born, and though
it may seem cheeky for new immigrants to criticize
immigration policy, Brimelow’s response is that
immigrants always do the dirty work in America,
and today, the dirty work amounts to challenging
ill-founded assumptions about immigration.

Few Americans recognize that, even leaving
illegal immigration aside, we are now in the midst
of the greatest wave of immigration in our histo-
ry. The last great peak, 1,285,349, came in 1907. In
1991, we accepted 1,827,167. Yes, our population
is larger today, but as Brimelow notes (and as any
resident of Miami or San Diego can attest), immi-
grants do not spread themselves evenly around
the country but rather cluster in certain cities.
Moreover, nearly all immigrants who come to
America these days are staying here. That wasn't
true of the great wave of 1880-1925. As many as
one-third o?fhe immigrants who came during
that period eventually went back home.

immigration reform

Indeed, throughout American history (the
decades of the late 19th and early 20th century bein
the exception), immigration has ebbed and flow
depending upor many factors, including economic
conditions in the United States. But since 1965,

immigration, legal and illegal, has gone steadily up.
Why? Well, welfare state, explains Brimelow.

The image we have of hard-working immigrants
making a go of it in the New Land with long

and steady toil is no | accurate, he claims.
Immigrants have becon(;‘ﬁgavy users of welfare.
According to Brimelow, immigrants consumed 6.7
percent of all welfare cash benefits in 1970 but 13.1
percent in 1990. And word has spread about what is
obtainable here. Two-thirds of the births in Los
Angeles County are to illegal-immigrant mothers.

One needn’t endorse Brimelow’s conclusion (he
wants a complete moratorium on immigration for
a few years and then a reappraisal of immigration
policy) to agree that the questions he raises are
worthy of debate.

I believe that the traditional image of the hard-
working immigrant is still true for most, but if even a
significant minority are dmg from that model, it
means trouble. Ul we e again a nation that
insists upon hard work and self-reliance, a nation that
proudly asks immigrants to “Americanize” rather
than hang on to their native languages and customs -
the New York school system now instruction in
100 different languages - we cannot hope to assimi-
late the numbers of immigrants we are now accept-
ing. And unassimilated minorities can be a very seri-
ous matter. Just look at Bosnia.

It could be taken up on the
floor for a vote in July.

The House bill would pmwde
fewer price protections for cable
customers and it removes far
more restrictions contained
under existing laws and regula-
tions on the ownership of media

The Senate bill included
sweeping provisions that would
ban smut on computer services
and visions that would let

e block violent and other
objectionable programs from
their TV screens.

Tomb described as ‘the most
beautiful’ now open to public

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) - The col-
orful tomb of Queen Nefertari,
which the top Egyptian antiqui-
ties official called “the prettiest in
Egypt,” will open to the public
this fall for the first time since its
discovery in 1904.

Nefertari, whose name trans-
lates as “the most beautiful,”
was the favorite wife of Ramses
11, who ruled from 1304 to 1237
B.C. and whose reign was char-
acterized by a massive building
campaign.

The tomb of Nefertari is in the
Valley of the Queens across the
Nile River from the town of

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Price grabs first-round lead in U.S. Open

SOUTHAMPTON, N.Y. (AP) — The
scorecard said it was a bogey. Nick Price
said it was a par “that felt like a birdie.”

Whatever it was, the 5 he scored on the
12th hole was a critical part of the 4-
undex:rgar 66 that provided him with the
lead Thursday in the first round of the
U.S. Open.

It also was indicative of the toll extract-
ed from 156 of the world’s best players
by historic Shinnecock Hills, one of the
first. five members of the U.S. Golf
Association and site of the centennial
anniversary of the American national
championship.

Take, for example, Bill Murchison, who

travels the Nike tour with his wife and
eight children. He had a share of the lead
at one point, but played the back nine in
43.

Or Fred Couples, who struggled to a fat
77. '
Or Phil Mickelson, who could onl

explain “it’s part of the game,” after a 16t
hole double- gey 7 dropped him out of

sole control of the lead.

And this was Shinnecock at its most
benign.

“I think the golf course is playing the
easiest we're going to see it this week,”
Jeff Maggert said Thursday after gaining a
place among the leaders.

A sharp change in the weather had a lot
to do with it. After four days of rain,
bright, sunny skies appeared, with tem-
peratures in the 60s and relatively light
winds.

But “it's still a very difficult golf
course,” Price said. “If the winds stay as
they are and we don’t have any more rain,
[ think the USGA will be very pleased by
the weekend.”

As evidence of the course’s current
severity, the group at 74, 4 over par,
included defending title-holder Ernie Els
of South Africa, Bernhard Langer of
Germany, Payne Stewart and Seve
Ballesteros of Spain.

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) —
Kansas City manager Bob Boone
just laughs when asked about the
novelty of his four-man pitching
rotation.

“For 100 years, that’s the way it’s
been done,” Boone said. “1 felt it
should have been done more often,
but I was never in control of it
before. Problem is now, (the five-
man rotation) has been in place so
long, it’s the thing that fired man-
agers are made of.”

Mark Gubicza, one of Boone’s
four starters, pitched the first one-
hitter of his 10-year career
Thursday to beat the Oakland
Athletics 7-0.

Gubicza was among baseball’s
hardest throwers in the 1980s
before rotator. cuff surgery set him
back in 1993. He started this season
14, and Boone had a one-to-one
talk with him about a month ago.
Since then, Gubicza is 3-1 with a
2.11 ERA in the five starts.

“He basically told me to go after
people,” Gubicza said. “He believed
in me. It built my confidence.”

In other games, Detroit defeated
New York 9-2 and California beat
Chicago 5-1.

The Royals’ foursome of
Gubicza, Kevin Appier, Chris

and Tom Gordon have all
contributed to the team’s season

high six-game winning streak.
