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Banks pledge to help victims

Pampa bankers and the Pampa
Economic Development Corpora-
tion were moving ahead today
with their plans for interest free
loans for businesses damaged by
last week’s tornado.

“We've got the applications
being worked up,” PEDC
Executive Director Jack Ippel said
today. “We expect to have people
coming in and start filling them
out today.”

“We're ready to go,” said Larry
Orman, president of Citizen’s
Bank and Trust, today.

Don Babcock, president of
Boatmen’s First Pampa Bank
Center, said today that loans
would be tailored to fit the needs
of qualifying victims of the torna-
do.

“We're ready to move ahead,”
said Ben Shackelford, president of
the National Bank of Commerce.

The PEDC Tuesday unani-
mously approved interest free
loans of up to $10,000 for a period
of 90 days for businesses dam-
aged by the tornado while Pampa
banks joined them in offering dis-
aster loans.

The economic development
board also formed a loan board
consisting of PEDC board mem-
bers with any two members,
along with Ippel, needed to
approve loans.

The Pampa City Commission,
which adjourned from a work
session to join the economic
development group Tuesday
afternoon, approved the loan pro-
gram and set a limit of $400,000 in
development funds that could be
used for loans.

“We just wanted to come over
and provide support any way we
can,” Pampa Mayor Bob Neslage
told the PEDC board.

The PEDC board also said it
would make its offices available to
the Small Business Administra-
tion or any other agency as a clear-

ing house for disaster relief aid.

“We're here to consider the situ-
ation resulting from our torna-
do,” Bill Waters said, opening the
Tuesday afternoon meeting. “We
need to consider emergency short
term lending and what other ser-
vices we can render to those who
suffered damages due to the
storm.”

The economic development
grganization had already made
available to businesses affected
by the storm' a list of buildings
that could be used for relocation.

Waters noted that the PEDC
cannot by law lend to homeown-
ers.

Bank presidents from Boat-
men’s First, Citizen’s Bank and
Trust and National Bank of
Commerce, however, said they
would provide interest free loans
or reduced interest loans to both
businesses and individuals who
suffered damages in the tornado.

“Our bank will make available
zero interest loans to qualified
borrowers for up to 180 days,”
said Babcock.

He said the loans would be
available to both businesses and
individuals.

“What we're offering is a ready
cash loan up to $1,000, zero inter-
est up to 18 months, and also
auto, home, business loans at
reduced rates,” said Orman.

Shackelford said his bank
would offer zero interest loans for
120 to 180 days for those in the
area hit by the tornado. He said
the bank would also offer interim
construction loans and possibly
real estate loans,

“We came here together to help
the community,” Shackelford said
of the three banks represented at
the PEDC meeting.

Shackelford, who is also presi-
dent of the Pampa Chamber of
Commerce this year, told the
PEDC board that the chamber
was setting up a committee to
make decisions concerning their
disaster fund. He said applica-

Even companies that
were fully insured would need
interim funds until settlements
could be reached, he said.

Ippel said they would try to get

the money into the hands of busi-
ness people as early as today or
Thursday.

“It would be a godsend,” said
Mike Edgar of Howard
Compressor, one of the more than
two dozen people attending the
Tuesday afternoon meeting.

The company, located on
Milliron Road, sustained little
damage compared to some of its
neighbors, Edgar said, but he
praised the coming together of
the community to support the
businesses in the area.

Disaster team inspects stricken areas

Gray County officials should
know within the next three weeks
whether or not the county will be
eligible for state and/or federal
disaster relief funds, officials said
today following Tuesday’s inspec-
tion by a disaster inspection team.

The team toured Pampa Tues-
day afternoon examining the dev-
astation caused by last week'’s tor-
nado that ravaged the west side of
town.

Moises Dugan of the Texas
Department of Public Safety’s
Division of Emergency Manage-
ment said he and representatives
from the Federal Emergency
Management Agency and the
Small Business Administration
were visiting with business and
home owners about how much
damage they sustained and how
much insurance they had.

The team determined damage
assessments and compared those

figures to the city’s figures. The
city’s were actually a littie lower
than the team’s figures, said
Dugan, but he added that he was
pleased with the accuracy of the
city figures given the time frame
city officials had to work in.

Those figures will be compared
to figures from other state disas-
ters to determine what amount of
state funds will be offered

The federal representatives on
the team were here on Dugan’s
request to “expedite the process”
of requesting federal funding
Normally, a state team like
Dugan’s would turn in its esti-
mates to a federal team which
would then perform its own
inspection.

In this situation, federal repre-
sentatives were able to make their
own assessment at the same time
as the state team.

Federal funds would be neces-
sary if the amount of state funds
available would not be enough to
cover the cost of the disaster.

The team took a slow, block-by-
block tour of the disaster site,
starting at Western Street in the
industrial area west of town. They
wound through the area between
Browning and Lincoln Streets and
then examined some ot the busi-
nesses damaged on Hobart Street.

While they were being shown
the residential damage, County
Judge Richard Peet, who followed
in another car, described the dam-
age and the relief operations.

The team eventually saw dam-
age on the east side of town and
some damage in a rural area east
of lvﬂnp 171.

The team will also inspect
storm damage in  Wheeler,
Parmer and Wilbarger counties.

Next week, another assessment
team is expected to took at the pub-
lic assistance work here. Ken Hall,
emergency management coordina-
tor, said the county is seeking help
with the “extraordinary expenses”
occurred, including overtime,
equipment and supplies.

Damage total lowered from initial estimates

Damage estimates released
late Tuesday for last week’s tor-
nado totaled $9.5 million, a fig-
ure considerably lower than
reported earlier but not altogeth-
er unexpected by city officials.

“This is not replacement fig-
ures, just appraisal figures,” said
City Manager Bob Eskridge,
indicating that the numbers were
property appraisals that did not
include inventory or personal
property costs.

The final numbers should be
substantially higher, according
to Eskridge.

Industry damages made up
the bulk of the figures compiled
by the Gray County Appraisal
District office with a total of $8.6
million.

e Industrial, $8,633,342

* Residential west of Hobart,
$501,599

e Residential east of Hobart,

“We're looking at value lost
based on the appraisal value as
of Jan. 1 of this year,” said Chief
Appraiser Pat Bagley.

Replacement costs will be much
higher, says Bagley, citing costs for
upgrading  technology  and
rebuilding and repairing the older
buildings damaged in the storm.

The accused and his 13- and 14-
year-old friends told the jury the
accused was last to follow the
officer’s orders to get to the
ground, but did not turn on the
officer to fight.

Trading slow in area cattle feedlot markets

The cattle trade in Texas Panhan-
dle and Western Oklahoma feed-
lots was slow early today with only
400 cofifirmed sales.

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Effort to cut property

rates may backfire

HOUSTON (AP) - Taxpayers in
some school districts may end up
aying higher property rates
ause of the state’s new educa-
tion bill despite lawmakers having
voted against any tax increases.

“It really is a perplexing prob-
lem,” said Greg Hartman, a
spokesman for Texas
Comptroller John Sharp. “It’s one
of those deals where the protec-
tion is done away with, and if
you try to protect yourself, you
get hurt even worse.”

Lawmakers had sought to give
voters more power by preserving
automatic rollback elections,
which would allow them to reject
school tax increases they believe
are too high.

They ended up adding a provi-
sion that says when a school dis-
trict loses a rollback election, it can
then use a new, enrollment-based
formula to compute its tax rate,
the Houston Chronicle reported.

In fast-growing districts, the
new formula could produce a tax
rate much higher than the rate
rejected at the polls.

“They goofed,” Craig Foster,
director of the Equity Center, an
advocacy group for property-
poor school districts in Texas,
said Tuesday. “They were writ-

ing in a hurry very near the end
of the session, and they got
things mixed up.”

Hartman said, in effect, some
districts will wind up with “roll-
up” elections, where, if you win,
you end up with even higher
rates.

An example he gave is the
Round Rock school district in
fast-growing Williamson County,
north of Austin.

It has a tax rate of $1.42 per
$100 of property value. If the
school board raised taxes above
$1.50, there would be an auto-
matic rollback election.

But if voters turned down the
tax increase, and if the district was
growing at a rate of, say, 16 per-
cent a year, the new formula
would allow the school board to
raise taxes in this example to $1.92.

Rep. Steve Ogden, R-Bryan,
said about 50 districts around
the state would be affected
because the growth of their

property values are not reflected |

in the state’s disbursements of
cash to schools. That lag leaves
them short of revenue.

But while he acknowledged the
problem in the rollback provisions,
he defended what he and other
lawmakers were trying to do.

Ethics complaint dismissed

WASHINGTON (AP) - House
Majority Leader Dick Armey has
won dismissal of an ethics com-
plaint because he promised there
would be no further improper uses
of his office stationery, sources
report.

Congressional sources, speak-
ing only on condition of
anonymity, said the House ethics
committee took note of Armey’s
admission of a technical viola-
tion. The Texas. Republican
acknowledged June 2 that he
allowed an outside group to cir-
culate a political letter he signed
on his office stationery.

Armey said in a brief interview
that the mistake was inadvertent.
He said he checked the stationery
before signing the letter and saw
it did not contain the official
eagle symbol - but overlooked
the words “Congress of the
United States” on the letterhead.

House rules prohibit the use by
outside groups of stationery
imprinted with the words
“Congress of the United States”
or “House of Representatives.”

“It was inappropriate and I told
the committee it was inappropri-
ate and I won’t do it again,”
Armey said in the interview.

Bosnian quagmire
deteriorates further

In Bosnia, a war zone continues to look like a war zone. Three
French journalists seeking to cover United Nations efforts to
reopen a road to Sarajevo were injured when gunfire sent their car
out of control while driving on the very same road. Bosnian Serb
leaders dropped hints that more of the U.N. soldiers being held
hostage might be released. Various spokesmen were being cagey
about whether a promise to end NATO air strikes has been the
cost of their (potential) release.

Meanwhile, back in Washington, the world’s remaining puta-
tive superpower continues to scramble in search of a coherent
policy Clinton administration mouthpieces offer four different
scenarios under which U.S. troops might be sent into harms way
in one of the more persistent civil wars of our time. Congress begs
for answers, but Secretary of State Warren Christopher announces
he can’t cancel a trip to the Middle East to talk to Congress.

Can anyone imagine that the Bosnian Serbs don’t think what
Mao Zedong used to think - that the United States is a paper
tiger?

gThe problem is that American diplomats, horrified by the ongo-
ing civil war, have indulged in wishful thinking for years. Those
Bosnian Serbs, the nastiest war criminals since - well, name your
villain - were to be brought under control by firm warnings and
escalating threats. So their atrocities were deplored, and vague’
promises made that sometime soon we would get really upset -
maybe upset enough to settle their nasty hash.

For such visible expressions of disapproval to hold water, how-
ever, those who make them should be prepared to back them up
with massive, convincing force. If they’re not, they shouldn’t
make declarations of solidarity with the NATO or United Nations
”peacekee(ring” mission.

It would have been better to have recognized reality years ago
- that the various forces in Bosnia don’t seem amenable to having
a solution imposed by the “world community,” that no core inter-
ests of the United States are at stake, that any attempt to impose
a solution by force would require more massive force and more
casualties than U.S. citizens are likely to tolerate. Given those real-
ities, U.S. leaders would have been free to deplore atrocities, but
cautious about making promises or commitments.

Now, however, common sense is likely to look like backing
down, “abandoning” NATO allies, or “giving in” to aggression.
At least one American pilot has been shot down. It will take more
skill than seems visible in the nation’s capital for him to be the last
American to die in this quagmire.

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So now it's Bob Dole, senator and presidential
candidate, who is blasting the entertainment
industry. “We have reached the point where our
popular culture threatens to undermine our char-
acter as a nation,” Dole declared in his speech. “A
line has“been crossed - not just of taste but of
human dignity and decency.”

When Dole, Bill Clinton, Al Gore and Dan Quayle
agreeon something, it’s got to be pretty obvious. So,
why do so many in the entertainment community
continue to resist the call for reform? Lara Bergthold
is the executive director of the liberal, hyperfeminist
Hollywood Women’s Political ommittee.
“Unbelievable hypocrisy,” Bergthold said of Dole’s
remarks. “It's always easier (for politicians) to
blame fictional characters than to blame themselves
for their inability to take guns off the streets.”

Blame the NRA instead. This is this week’s
defense from Hollywood. It’s the latest in a string
of vacuous arguments that, in total, carry as much
credibility as Clinton’s Bosnia policy. What else
do we hear from the defenders of the status quo?

Hollywood is onl ting reality. William Bennett's
Index of Leading %lﬂ:cml zIzndicatms shows that the
average child watches up to 8,000 television murders
and 100,000 acts of TV violence by the end of grade
school. This is not reality, and while social scientists
can debate the extent, certainly no one can dispute
that Hollywood desensitizes the young to violence.

Entertainment is only make-believe. That’s another
contradictory defense. Implicit in this argument is
that the audience can - should - reject messages in
movies and on television as fantasy. Truth be told,
Hollywood is far more influential than I suspect it
ever wished to be. In a landmark study by the Girl .
Scouts, children were asked to name their heroes.

Not 1 percent named their parents or their teach-
ers or their ministers - almost 70 percent named
entertainers. What their idols champion on the
screen is what children emulate in real life.

Our freedom of expression is protected by the First
Amendment. Hollywood claims this as it falsely
yells “Fire!” in a crowded theater. The argument
sidesteps the crucial truth that freedom is not an
end but a means. What one does with this freedom
matters, and Hollywood is, quite simply, abusing
it. Parents used to be able to trust the entertain-
ment industry not to be an enemy of family values.
They cannot do so anymore, and that’s a shame.

There’s a market demand for the products. There’s a
market for cocaine and pornography, too. It is only
the irresponsible libertarian fringe that asserts that
because there’s a demand for X, X is ipso facto a
good thing. This argument is Hollywood in a nut-
shell: greedy and value-free. If it will sell, put it
out, and the hell with the consequences.

Censorship! This is perhaps the silliest response
of them all for the claim employs a spurious defi-
nition of the term. Not Dole, not Bennett, not
Quayle - not any thoughtful critic of Hollywood

has called for the entertainment industry to sub-
mit its product to the government for approval.
Censorship is abhorrent, but self-restraint is a dif-
ferent matter altogether. If calling on Hollywood
to voluntarily control itself is an attempt at “cen-
sorship,” someone needs a dictionary.

Before long, the u over Dole’s speech will
fade, but then%attle - Hollywood vs. America, to use
Michael Medved's formulation - will continue.
Consumers have options and responsibilities. The
public ought not to support, as an investor or even
as a consumer, entertainment corporations that mar-
ket repugnant products. Eliza Dole did the right

According to Associated Press, since 1987,

Sen. Dole has received at least $21,000 in cam-
paign contributions from Time Warner and its
predecessor companies. Dole has declined to
return this money, citing his speech’s denuncia-
tion of Time Warner as evidence he cannot be
bought. That's trite and too cute by half; Dole is a

national leader with a responsibility to set an

example. Send it all back, Senator.

There are other options. Pressure can and should
be brought to bear on advertisers who make televi-
sion programs possible and on studios that pro-
duce the offensive products; even celebrities them-
selves, the role models for the young, need to hear
the voices of outrage. Will they listen? Absolutely.
If I'm wrong about it, take Hollywood’s final line of
defense: You have the power not to watch the
show, see the movie, listen to the recording. But
when we reach that point, we've resigned our-
selves to having the entertainment industry as an
enemy of society. I'm not ready to do that.

Is Senator Bob Dole really a hypocrite?

The fallout from the great Bob Dole confronta-
tiort with Hollywood has been fascinating. One
might have thought, that raising moral objections
to music that celebrates the disgusting, the
unspeakably vulgar and the violent would be a
no-brainer for all men of goodwill.

But apparently itisn’t. %he smart set has rushed
to the defense of 2 Live Crew, Nine Inch Nails and
the rest, and has been particularly solicitous about
those poor, defenseless executives of multibillion-
dollar Time Warner.

Judge upholds ‘don’t ask, don’t tell’

ALEXANDRIA, Va. (AP) - The
“don’t ask, don’t tell” policy on
gays in the military is an appro-
pnate and constitutional attempt
to preserve military readiness, a
federal judge ruled.

US. District Court Judge
Claude M. Hilton ruled the
Clinton administration policy
does not violate* service mem-
bers’ free speech or equal protec-
tion guarantees. Hilton threw out
the case of a homosexual who is
being forced out of the Navy.

Lt. Paul Thomasson’s lawsuit
said the policy is based on preju-
dice and cited his sterling service
record as evidence his sexuality
has no effect on his fitness as an
officer.

“The policy, however, is not
based on prejudice but on the
military’s need to address the
legitimate concern that service

by homosexuals in the military |

will adversely impact upon unit
cohesion and military readi-

.ness,” Hilton wrote.

The ruling Friday is at odds
with a New York federal judge’s

Disaster Response 1
Program

Member FDIC

ruling in March that the golicy is
unconstitutional. In both cases,
service members declared their
homosexuality and asked the
courts to bar their ouster.

Both cases are under appeal
and one or the other is expected
to reach the U.S. Supreme Court.

Hilton refused to stop the
Pentagon from discharging
Thomasson and granted its
request to dismiss the case.

Under the 1993 policy that
modified a previous ban, gays
can serve in the military as long

- as they keep their sexual orienta-

tion to themselves and don’t
engage in homosexual sex acts.
Otherwise, they can be honor-
ably discharged. Commanders
may not ask a service member
his or her sexual orientation.

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herze-
gz:l;:i\a (AP) - More than 15,000
an army soldiers massed
north and northwest of Sarajevo
today, signalini government
plans to try to break the Serb
encirclement of Bosnia’s capital,
U.N. officials said.
. UN. forces restricted in their
movement by both sides are not
in a position to say when or
where the soldiers could attack
the Serbs who surround
Sarajevo, said Lt. Paul D’Orson-
nens of Canada, based northwest
of the city at Visoko.

“We do not see any immediate
sign of a inning of opera-
tions,” he said, reporting 15,000
men or more massed in the area
around llijas, some 7 miles north
of Sarajevo, and fanning west
toward Visoko.

Both politicians and military
men with Bosnia’s Muslim-led
government have repeatedly

ised to break the three-year

siege before fall, saying they
are weary of waiting for the’
world to do it for them.

Bosnian Serbs are expected to
tarﬁet Sarajevo with heavy
artillery in reaction to any gov-
ernment offensive. On Tuesday,
city residents piled more sand-
bags in front of windows and
other vulnerable sites.

The United Nations, keen to
stop any outbreak of heavy fight-
ing, is resorting to increasingly
desperate tactics to try and keep
the city meagerly fed and sup-
plied despite Serb blockades of
aid and severance of utilities.

Today at dawn, six U.N. trucks
carrying high-protein biscuits
and ready-to-eat meals arrived in
the city after crossing the airport
runway in defiance of repeated
Serb threats to shoot at any vehi-
cles using that route.

The food had been given to
non-U.N. charities, but was stuck
at the U.N.-controlled airport for
weeks when Serbs refused to

give permission for it to get into ’

the Bosnian capital.

The convoy was “another last
resort measure to feed people,”
said Mark Cutts, a spokesman for
the U.N. aid agency.

Also in Sarajevo, one man was
seriously wounded in heavy snip-
ing near the presidency’s building.

On Tuesday, Bosnian Serbs
announced they were freeing all but
15 of the UN. they had
held since NATO bombed Serb
ammunition dumps May 25-26, and
the Serbs struck back by taking
more than 370 U.N. soldiers captive.

On Tuesday, Bosnian Serb
leader Radovan Karadzic pro-
claimed a lessening of tensions.
“We hope there will be no more
crises of this kind,” he said. “We
don’t want to fight. ...

But the Serbs clearly would
retaliate to any U.N. use of force
to get aid through Serb-held ter-
ritory.

“I doubt anyone would or should
repeat any hostile action against the
Serbs,” Karadzic said.

HOUSTON (AP) — It has taken an
unprecedented playoff run and a 32-year-
olcr player with a yearning for a champi-
onship for the Houston Rockets to get a lit-
tle respect and admiration.

Beating the New York Knicks last year for
the NBA title didn’t do it. Trading for Clyde
Drexler in February didn’t do it. And enter-
ing the playoffs as the Western Conference’s
sixth seed certainly didn’t do it.

But with a win tonight in Game 4 of the

NBA Finals, the Rockets can sweep Shaquille
O'Neal and the Orlando Magic and enjoy the
recognition that didn’t come their way dur-
ing a year s reign as champions.
% J:mk the country IO\F/,es this team, and
what we represent and the way that we do
things,” Houston coach Rudy Tomjanovich
said Tuesday. “Being down and sticking
together and coming back, we should be
admired for the way we do things.”

The Rockets can set NBA records by
becoming the first sixth seed to win a
championship and by getting past four
teams with 50-plus wins. They’ve already
made history by winning a record seven

consecutive playoff games on the road.

What the series between the veteran
Rockets and the youthful Magic has
shown more than anything else isn’t that
you have to pay your dues. It’s that the
process of paying them makes you
stronger.

Now Orlando knows.

“We can take something from this,” said
John Gabriel, the team'’s vice president of
basketball operations.

The Magic’s talent has gotten them fur-
ther tlin most thought. But talent, it
seems, I no match for experience when
the experience is not all happy memories.

The Rockets are still stinging’ from the
heat they took in last year’s for play-
ing the Knicks’ low-scoring, grind-it-out
kind of game. And when they played it well
enough to win, it was dismissed as a fluke.

“It's something I don’t understand,”
Tomjanovich said. “We took on all the
good teams last year. I know how hard it
was, | know where we came from, I know
the personnel we had. To come out on top
of a great league and have people say it
was an off year, that (Michael) Jordan was-
n’t there, that bothers me.”

The unpopular finals was followed by
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the unpopular trade of Otis Thorpe for
Drexler, a deal even most of the Rockets
didn’t like. And by the time Houston got to
the playoffs with all of 47 wins, the team
found it had a lot to play for and a lot to
prove.

“It's been so much fun kicking all those
doubters,” forward Robert Horry said.
“Now they can’t say anything, because we
weren’t even supposed to be here.”

What the doubters didn’t accomplish,
Drexler’s desire for a title did.

After missing an NCAA championship
with the University of Houston and miss-
ing two chances at an NBA title with
Portland, he quietly has picked up the
Rockets every time they were in danger of
hitting a lull. He’s rebounded and led the
fast break, leaving behind the twen-
tysomething Magic players.

“I think he’s the guy that’s really given
them the spirit and the energy to carry the
team through this whole playoff run,”
Orlando coach Brian Hill said.

Perhaps if the Magic had been playing
another team, one without so much to
prove, things would have been different.
Now they have a sense of the Rockets’ mis-
sion, O’Neal and his teammates are show-

ing little sign of the exuberance that car-
ried them past Chicago and Indiana.

A deflated-looking O’Neal acknowl-
edged that youth hasn’t given Orlando
resiliency.

“We haven't played well and | don’t
think that we have recovered from the first
loss,” he said, referring to a game in which
the Magic led by three with 10 seconds left
in regulation. -

“That first game, we were explosive and
aggressive,” point guard Anfernee
Hardaway said. “Ever since the second
half of that first game, nothing has seemed
to go right for us.”

To a man, the Magic deny that lack of
experience is the main factor in a finals
that looks to be much shorter than they fig-
ured. They point to poor outside shooting,
problems with transition defense and the
defensive dilemma posed by Hakeem
Olajuwon.

But Orlando’s veteran, Horace Grant,
sees the look of a champion in Houston’s
eyes — and something else in his team.

“For the younger guys, being down 0-3,
they have a tendency to be a little anxious,
to play a little tight,” he said. “It just comes
from being in this situation before.”
