"It dries fast," he said, "and it's not as messy as enamel."
After growing up in McLean and graduating from then Texas 

State Technical Institute in Amarillo with a degree in commercial 
art in mid-1970s, Thompson went to work at Colony Catherine in 
a silk screening operation.

When the company sold, he decided to strike out on his own in 
the world of fine arts.

"Me and 300,fK)0 others," he said. "1 had no luck with it at all."
But fate stepped in when he received a call from Dixie Crcnkeft 

at Crockett Motel and Exxon. She needed someone to paint 
"Texhs " on the side of motel that she and her husbaiuJ had in 
Alanri*t'd.

"That was eight or nine years ago," Thompson said. "From there 
on it just took off."

People had been helping themst*lves to some of the painting 
hanging in the motel rooms, so the Crocketts had Thompson paint 
scenes on the walls of the rooms. Needless to say, no one has stolen 
the fi>ur by five foot paintings.

"They haven't been vandalized, either," Thompson said.
Ihe real turning point, however, came when Thompson was 

asked to paint thrw exterior walls in downtown Shamnnk. A 
building had burned and the city was clearing the area and asked 
if Thompson could paint the surrounding walls with an Irish 
motif. The result was a mural depicting an Irish village.

"The Irish Village at ShamriKk changed my life," Thompson 
said.

Since then, Thompstm's work has spread out over walls in 
McLean, Clarendon and ShamrtKk.

Serbs appeal to U.N. as Coats launch new offensive

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-

peacekeeper hostagt‘s or even let 
the Red Cross visit them.

The U.N said Bosnian Croat 
and Croat forces launchr*d a new 
offensive ovr*r the weekend ami 
weiv within shelling range of 
Knin, the self-dtvlan*d capital of 
Serb-held Croatia, and the main

road linking it with Serb-held 
Bosnia.

U.N. special envoy Yasushi 
Akashi said Croatian fx’rb leader 
Milan Martic asked for U.N 
intervention and threatened to 
rm'ket Cmatian cities in ivtalia- 
tion.

The U.N. said Croat forces 
attacked Serb positions Sunday 
around Mount Dinara, a peak in 
the Dinara range of mountains 
along Croatia's border with 
western Bosnia, and shelled the 
Serb villages of Unista and 
Cetina The attacks eased today

The Belgrade daily Politika 
quoted Dusan Babic, head of

Knin's hospital, as saying that 26 
Croatian Serb soldiers were 
wounded in the fighting, and 
one of them later died.

Akashi said he spoke with 
Serbian President Slobodan 
Milosevic, the region's power 
broker, "who also expresst'd very 
grave concern" about the fight­
ing in Croatia.

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Borger woman wants 
answers in son’s death

HOUSTON (AP) -  Vina Payne 
isn't satisfied by explanations that 
prison guards were legihmately 
busy elsewhere in the Terrell Unit 
when her 23-year-old son was 
beaten to death by other inmates.

The Borger woman still won­
ders why guards didn't save her 
son, Randy, during his nearly 
two-hour assault last summer.

Mrs. Payne's disappointment is 
shared by State Sen. Teel Bivins 
of Amarillo.

Bivins, who was among those con­
tacted by Mrs. Payne in a national 
campaign to draw attention to the 
case, has called on Texas Department 
of Criminal justice offkiak for an 
expUmation of Payne's deatK

"It is a very troubling occurrence," 
he said. "Any time you have some­
one killed inside a state institution it 
is a cause for major concern."

Payne was serving a 15-year 
term for having sex with a minor.

Dozens of inmates had approached 
Payne and they demanded sex 
and protection money.

When guards were away, pris­
oners surrounded Payne and 
beat him with their fists, pad­
locks placed inside socks and 
possibly steel-toed boots. He 
later died of his injuries.

"Imagine what was running

through the boy's head for two 
hours, hoping and praying that 
the guards would intervene on 
his behalf," said Mrs. Payne, 45.

A prison system lawyer said 
guards were legitimately occu­
pied-elsewhere in the prison dur­
ing the attack.

Ray Montgomery, an attorney 
with TDCJ's Special Prison 
Prosecution Unit, which handles 
felony cases occurring within 
prison walls, said investigations 
by his q|fice and the internal 
affairs division cleared guards of 
negligence or wrongdoing.

Two guards assigned to 
Payne's unit had been called to 
another unit to escort an injured 
prisoner to the infirmary, he said. 
A third guard was distributing 
mail in another unit.

The unit's picket boss, who 
oversees cell blocks from an ele­
vated office, might have been 
preoccupied with other duties or 
unable to see the site of the 
attacks, Montgomery said.

"Given the fact that inmates were 
watching the movements of the offi­
cers, they were able to assault 
inmate Payne at various times in 
various locations out of sight of the 
officers," said Wayne Scott, director 
of the TDCJ's Institutional Division.

Volunteer forced to forfeit vacation time
DALLAS (AP) -  DaUas firefight­

er Fletcher Dahman got a hero's 
treatment during the two weeks 
he spent leading a team of rescue 
workers in the rubble of the feder­
al building at Oklahoma City.

But that sort of treatment 
ended when he returned to 
Dallas and discovered that the 
city will force him to use his 
vacation time as compensation 
for his work in Oklahoma City.

He can't be paid his salary for 
those two weeks and still be 
granted extra vacation time 
because he went to Oklahoma 
City at the request of his Air Force 
Reserve unit instead of the city.

"I didn't expect a hero's wel­
come when I got back to Dallas," 
Dahman, 39, told The Dallas 
Morning News Sunday. "But 1 
also didn't expect this."

The Fire Department did not 
intend to punish Dahman for his 
good work, said assistant chief 
Danny Millaway. Instead, he 
said, officials are looking for a 
way to solve the problem.

"The policy won't allow us to 
give away time, but we're trying 
to see what other benefits are 
available," Millaway said. He also 
pointed out that Dahman collect­
ed two paychecks, one from the 
city and one from the Air Force

Reserve, and he was not forced to 
go to Oklahoma City.

"What is the harm?" Millaway 
asked. "He hasn't lost any money. 
He hasn't lost any seniority. He 
only lost some vacation time."

Dahman said that when he 
returned, he and his supervisor 
wrote dty officials askirg them to 
make an exception to the usual mies 
on vacation and military leave.

They supported the request with 
a letter from President Clintoa 
who urged executive departments 
and agencies not to charge their 
time in Oklahoma City to leave or 
cause them to lose any pay for the 
time they spent there.

Trade w ar w o uld  
prove detrim ental

Probably the best we can hope for is that the threat to impose 
100-percent tariffs on 13 models of Japivnese luxury cars is, like so 
mam Clinton administration initiatives, simply a whim of the 
moment th,it will never acfuallv be implemented. If has served to 
divert at least some attention from the decision to appoint a spe­
cial prosecutor to look into the business dealings of the secretary 
of commerce, from Mr. Clinton’s appallingly partisan efforts to 
exploit the Oklahoma City bombing, and from news that 
Congress is starting to investigate Whitewater.

Viewed strictly as a short-term political lightning rod, then, per­
haps the macho posturing over trade has been effective. And it 
has served to send friendly signals to the United Auto Workers 
and the Big Three auto companies that might translate into cam­
paign contributions or support come 1996.

But surelv even the Clintonistas can see that this threat, while hav­
ing some utility in Washington's never-ending political game-play­
ing, would be simply horrible for this country as an actual policy.

The first terrible effect would be visited on American con­
sumers, always the real targets when the government claims to be 
punishing some foreign manufacturer. If these tariffs go into 
effect, not only would the price of certain Japanese luxury cars 
rise, but upward pressure would be exerted on the price of every—  
automobile sold in the United States.

Sellers would be templed to hope consumers will view a price 
increase of 10 or 20 percent for American and European luxury 
cars as a bargain compared to the 100 percent increase for Lexus, 
Infinite and Acura. With the cyverall supply of cars reduced, even 
less-expensive cars would not be immune to higher prices. And 
the pressure from overseas competition that has induced 
American auto companies to improve quality and perform.mce in 
recent years would be alleviated, tempting American companies 
to slide a little, as protected industries have always done.

The next level of harm would befall American business people 
who have invested in dealerships and the people they employ, as 
well as the Americari sales and promotion staffs for the Japanese 
luxury models.

Some have suggested that job loss in some particular areas 
could be as high as 1,500, but the fallout will be wider. Fewer tele­
vision commercials could mean layoffs abadvertising agencies, as 
well as at auto dealerships. And on and on.

Then there's the loss of respect for the United States as a fair 
frader. The Clinton administration just pushed the General 
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) agreement through 
Congress last year, and now it is poised to violate it with unilat­
eral sanctions.

And why?
The sticking point was concrete numbers; U.S. trade negotiator 

Mickey Kantor wanted the Japanese government to commit to 
forcing the Japanese private sector to assure that a certain number 
of dealerships would be established, a certain dollar value of auto 
parts would be bought.

The U.S. auto industry has gotten semi-serious about the 
Japanese market only in the last few years and has actually made 
some real progress. But the administration couldn't wait for the 
market to work; it wanted to impose managed trade targets and 
quotas - the very antithesis of free trade.

All in all, the tariff threat represents terrible policy. The best

"dead on arrival" by the Democrats, who still con­
trolled the House of Representatives.

"The Democrats, instead, proposed sharp cuts in 
defense spending, which Mr. Reagan finnly ruled 
out, and called for tax increases, which he also 
largely rejected. One result, thanks to the relative­
ly low taxes, was the longest boom in post-war 
U.S. history. Another, thanle to the defense expen­
ditures, was the collapse of the Soviet Union. But 
a third, thanks to the unrestrained domestic

spending, was a huge annual deficit and a corre­
spondingly vast increase in the national debt.

Because these deficits became especially notice­
able in and after 1980, when Mr. Reagan was first 
elected, the Democrats have tried to put the entire 
blame for them on Mr. Reagan - slyly ignoring the 
fact that every federal nickel spent during his 
administration first received the blessing of the 
Democrat-controlled House of Representatives.

In any case, the day of reckoning is now at hand 
-t)r so close that it can no longer be ignored. Huge 
subsidies to the poor, the elderly, the farmers, the 
students, the veterans, the disabled, the artistic, 
etc., are approaching bankruptcy, either collec­
tively or individually. /

And what has been the response of the politi­
cians? President Clinton, having flatly pledged in 
1992 to bring the budget into balance within five 
years, has confirmed the cynics' pessimism by 
submitting a spending plan that, on the contrary.

would produce $200 billion annual deficits as far 
as the eye can see.(Luckily the Senate, forced by 
(Jre Republicans to vote on it, rejected it 99 to 0.)

But the Republican members of the House of 
Representatives, having found themselves in the 
majority this year for the first time in 40 years, 
courageously sKtrore to cut taxes and reduce the 
increase in the rate of spending sufficiently to bal- 
aiKe the budget by 2002.

Loud were the chuckles among the cynics. But 
lo and behold, that is precisely what the fiscal 
plan unveiled by the House Republicans this 
month would do, and it seems likely that the 
Republican Senate will go along with it after var­
ious nips and tucks.

Almost everybody would get pinched to some 
degree by the Republican budget plan - those 
most addicted to government aid feeling, as you 
might expect, the sharpest pinches. The 
Democrats, still cynically refusing to propose any 
cuts of their own, are confident that the voters' 
greed is boundless. In the words of one ranking 
House Democrat (Vic Fazio), "We're going to con­
centrate on [the Republicans'] vulnerabilities. The 
average American will reject it."

Perhaps so - in which case democracy will be 
just another failed political system. But I give 
most Americans credit for more sense and guts 
than that. As Abraham LiiKoln said during a cri­
sis equally great, "We will nobly save, or meanfy 
lose, the last, best hope of earth."

Vicars brothers move “out West”

In 1890 Joseph Clark Vicars 
was the principal of Sugar Tree 
High School in McConnell, 
Virginia. Highly skilled in math­
ematics, he was adept in algebra, 
geometry, trigonometry and cal­
culus. He was also proficient in 
English grammar and declared 
that if Harvey's Grammar (stan­
dard text of the time) were 
burned to ashes, he could repro­
duce it word for word, syllable 
by syllable, letter by letter.

In 1906 Joseph Clark Vicars 
and his brother, Augustus, were 
coaxed by another brother, 
James F., to leave Scott County, 
Va., and move "out West." They 
spent two years in Pond Creek, 
Okla., before James F. became 
convinced that the Texas 
Panhandle offered greater 
advantages. The promoters of 
the White Deer Land Company 
were offering attractive incen­
tives to lure settlers into their 
vast domain.

The three brothers bought land 
and built homes in Pampa. 
Eventually James F. Vicars 
moved to San Jose, Calif. 
Augustus Vicars was killed in a 
run-away team and wagon acci­
dent in 1909.

The family of J. C. and Mattie 
E. Vicars moved from Pond 
Creek to Pampa in 1908. They 
came by train, but their,belong­
ings, which included three hors­
es and a cow, were shipped in a 
boxcar.

They bought an 8-acre tract in 
west Pampa, and their children 
were reared in a two-story, four- 
gabled house on Market Street 
near the intersection of Wells. 
Family members had to carry 
water from the James F. Vicars 
home one block north until their 
own well was drilled.

The five children of J. C. and 
Mattie Vicars were born in 
Virginia: De Lea in 1891; Edwin 
Sedley in 1895; Georgia in 1897; 
Bobbie in 1900 and Kermit in 
1904. Georgia and Bobbie mar­
ried and moved from Pampa. 
Kermit spent most of his adult 
life in California, but De Lea and 
Edwin were permanent resi­
dents of Pampa except for 
Edwin's times of service in the 
armed forces.

De Lea, nearly seventeen years 
old when his family moved to 
Pampa, attended the school at 
513 East Francis for the 1908- 
1909 school term. He "finished" 
in 1909 — that was all anyone 
did then.

The entertainment at that time 
consisted of attending parties, 
box suppers, baseball and foot­
ball games and going to the

depot in the evenings to watch 
the activities when passenger 
trains arrived and departed.

On May 25, 1909, exactly one 
year after Pampa's first bank 
became the First National Bank, 
De Lea eagerly started work 
there as the boy who swept the 
floors. His first salary was $15 a 
month. Then he drew $25 a 
month while the president of the 
bank drew $10t) a month. He 
worked his way up through the 
ranks, and in \934 he became 
president of the bank and held 
that position until 1944.

As long as he lived, De Lea got 
excited about the bank robbery 
of March 31, 1927, when five 
men took $32,542 from the bank 
after herding employees and 
customers into the vault and 
closing the door.

For 20 years De Lea served as 
chairman of the Selective Service 
Board for Gray, Donley, Roberts 
and Wheeler counties. He 
received a presidential citation 
from President John F. Kennedy 
in 1962.

De Lea was a charter member 
of both the Rotary Club and the 
Pampa Country Club. He was 
director and vice-president of 
Security Savings and Loan and 
past master of the Pampa 
Masonic Lodge 966. He was past 
president of Pampa Chamber of 
Commerce and gave generously 
to support numerous civic and 
charitable organizations.

In 1952 De Lea was treasurer of 
the committee that planned and 
executed the 50th anniversary 
celebration of Gray County and 
Pampa.'

On Nov. 30, 1921, De Lea 
Vicars and Beryl Wynne were 
married in Amarillo. Their home 
at 303 North Frost was built in 
1921. They had no children.

Beryl was the daughter of J. S. 
Wynne and Minna (Davies) 
Wynne. She and her sister Alice 
were among the ten pupils who 
attended the first Pampa school 
in 1903-1904.

Beryl taught Sunday School in 
Union Church which met in the 
school building, and later she 
taught Sunday school and Bible 
classes in First Christian Church 
for more than 40 years. She 
helped with the first library, 
located on the second floor of 
the First National Bank building, 
and with one of the first day 
nurseries in Pampa.

As an efficient record keeper 
and history buff. Beryl had a fan­
tastic collection of pictures, 
newspaper clippings and memo­
rabilia of the Texas Panhandle 
which she gladly shared. The

In World War II, he enlist­
ed in October 1942, and came 
back in March 1945. He attained 
the rank of Lt. Colonel in the U. 
S. Air Force.

Edwin was a charter member 
of Pampa Country Club and the 
Kiwanis Club and had a perfect 
attendance record of 52 years in 
Kiwanis. He was vice-president 
and cashier of the First National 
Bank when he left to go into ser­
vice in 1942. When he returned 
he worked for the City of Pampa 
from 1945 to 1960 and was city 
secretary for the last several 
years. He was past master of 
Masonic Lodge 966.

On May 10, 1923, Edwin mar-

ried Nina Daugherty, sister of 
Mrs. Rufe Thampson. Their 
home was at 608 West Buckler. 
They had an adopted son, James 
Edwin, who became a research 
scientist in California. Nina died 
in 1955; Edwin died in 1988.

Edwin liked to tell the story of 
the head-on collision of the cars 
of Dr. Brunow and Brady Cobb 
when the cars were the only two 
on the road in Gray County. He 
often complained that he always 
seemed to miss the most exciting 
events and regretted that he was 
at home eating lunch when the 
memorable bank robbery 
occurred.

DALLAS (AP) — The
membership of the College 
Football Association voted 
Sunday to k^ p  the organiza­
tion intact despite the loss 
of some of its television 
contracting powers.

The CFA's viability had 
been questioned since many 
of the association's affiliat­
ed conferences had negoti­
ated their own television 
agreements beginning in 
1996.

The 19th annual meetings, 
which ended Sunday, had 
focused largely on gender 
equity issues and football 
coaches' need to help devel­
op "practical" tests for com­
pliance to the Title IX law.

Among the propositions 
the CFA membership will 
make to the NCAA at ifs 
1996 convention is the con­
cept of one vote per 
Division I-A member. The 
CFA also supported the cre­
ation of an allied member­
ship category for I-AA 
schools.

Other proposals the CFA 
will make to the NCAA are:

—To abolish the restricted 
earnings coach category in 
all sports in favor o f use of 
graduate assistant coaches.

—Allow one football vic­
tory against a Division I-AA 
opponent to be considered 
applicable to the six-win 
requirement for bowl 
games.

— Allow students to 
receive athletically-related 
financial aid the summer 
prior to their first term of 
enrollment.

— Encourage opportuni­
ties for minorities as gradu­
ate assistants in football.

The CFA was formed in 
1977 to serve as a forum for 
athletic administrators and 
coaches to discuss matters 
unique to major college 
football. It was not until 
1984 that the association 
became involved with the 
negotiation of television.

Orlando overpowers Indiana in Game 7

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) — Shaq's shack 
remains the Magic's kingdom.

With a dominating performance at 
home, the Orlando Magic won the biggest 
game in franchise history Sunday. 
Shaquille O'Neal had 25 points and 11 
rebounds to spark a 105-81 victory over 
Indiana in Game 7 of the NBA Eastern 
Conference finals.

"Next season," Pacers guard Mark 
Jackson said, "we have to establish that if 
tH§re's a Game 7, it's in Indiana."

The Magic 'Will have the home-court 
advantage again for their first appearance 
in the NBA Finals. They face defending 
league champion Houston beginning 
Wednesday at the Orlando Arena.

The rout of Indiana was serenaded by a 
deafening sellout crowd of 16,010.

"They were super," said Magic guard 
Anfernee Hardaway, who scored 17 
points. "They were the real sixth man for 
us."

The home team won every game in the 
series. That made the difference for the

Magic, whose 39-2 regular-season home 
record was the NBA's l^st. The Pacers fin­
ished the season with a record of 0-6 at 
Orlando, including 0-4 in the playoffs.

Following Indiana's 123-96 victory in 
Game 6, O'Neal issued a plea for Magic 
fans to make plenty of noise Sunday. They 
did just that, and as Orlando's lead 
increased, so did the decibel level.

"Shaquille came to me and said, 
'They're not loud enough,'" Hardaway 
recalled with a laugh. "I couldn't hear him 
say, 'They're not loud enough.' He had to 
repeat himself. So they were great."

The young Magic weren't bad, either. 
Playing in a Game 7 for the first time in 
the franchise's six-year history, Orlando 
shot 57 percent and limited nemesi 
Reggie Miller to 12 points, 16 below hi  ̂
average for the series. The Magic startei 
outscored Indiana's 89-51.

'̂I don't know when I've seen a team 
play better in such an important game," 
Pacers coach Larry Brown said. "They 
were sensational." '

The bottom line: a 51-point turnaround 
from Friday's game.

"Whenever we get our brains beat out

like that, we respond to the challenge," 
Magic forward Horace Grant said. "I 
think it was the best thing that could have 
happened to us."

O'Neal Itxiked unstoppable at times in 
the biggest game of his career. The 7-fcx)t- 
1 center hit ll-of-15 shots after a night of 
little rest.

"It was hard for me to sleep," he said. "I 
was just dreaming about what I had to do. 
I called (teammate) Dennis Scott a couple 
of times and he just said, 'Relax, man, let 
me sleep.'"

Giving the Pacers fits at the other 
end of the court was Nick Anderson, 
whose defense cooled off Miller. The 
Indiana guard took only 13 shots, 
missed eight and never reached the 
free-throw line.

"I take the burden for this loss," Miller 
said. "I feel bad for the guys because I did­
n't play particularly well. They should 
have nothing to put their heads down 
about. This is definitely Reggie Miller 
blowing it for them."

The other Pacers failed to comp>ensate.
Indiana shot just 37 percent. The Magic 

did better than that from 3-point range.

hitting 13-of-27, including 5-of-7 by Scott
"They were making shots and the 

crowd got behind them," Indiana forward 
Derrick McKey said. ^

For the second consecutive year, the 
Pacers fell one game shy of the finals. A 
year ago today, Indiana lost to the N'ew 
York Knicks 94-90 in Game 7 of the con­
ference finals.

"This is probably a little more disap­
pointing," Miller said. "Last year a lot of 
guys were just excited to be in the Eastern 
Conference finals."

This year's elimination -left the Pacers 
bitter. Jackson complained that the Magic 
kept their starters on the court even when 
the outcome was evident.

"It's a total lack of class, lack of respect, 
to leave your guys in the game until 52 
seconds to go, up 25 points," Jackson said. 
"You just don't do that."

Magic coach Brian Hill declined tt> 
respond. Hardaway shrugged off 
Jackson's complaint.

"W e're a young team, and coach just 
wanted us to enjoy it," Hardaway said. 
"T h at's  not anything to get mad 
about."

Astros sweep over Braves

"They have a great team. Their 
pitdiing staff is one of the best in 
the National League," said 
Biggio, who had a home run in 
the Astros' thiree-nin fifth 
inning.

Glavine overcame his usual 
first-inning jitters by striking out 
the first th m  batters. He loaded 
the bases in flie second with no 
outs befixe forming three more.

Then E>erek Bell singled in two 
runs in the third. Biggio led off 
the fifth wito his fourth homer, 
and Bell later singled before 
Luis GoA2alez hit his fifth 
homer of the year for a 5-0 lead! '

Glavine (4-2) allowed nine 
hits and five runs in five 
innings and dropped to 5-10 in 
his career against Houston, 
which swept three games in 
Atlanta for the first time since 
1989.

"If  someone had told me we'd 
beat John Smoltz, Greg Maddux 
and ibm  Glavine, I would have 
told them they were absolutely 
crazy," Houston manager Terry 
Collins said.

Cherry Jones who plays the 
cruelly deceived title character 
was named best actress in a play, 
she exulted as she picked up the 
prize.

Frances Stemhagen, a veteran 
character performer who plays a 
flighty, fiagety aunt, was chosen 
best featured, or supporting, 
actress. Gerald Gutierrez won as 
best director for The Heiress and 
the play won in the best revival 
category.

The 1927 Jeroirre Kem-Oscar 
Hanunerstein musical. Show Boat, 
won five Tony Awards, for best 
revival of a musical; best direc­
tion, Harold PriiKe; best featured 
actress, Gretha Boston as

actress, Gretha Boston as 
Queenie; best costume design, 
Florence Klotz; best choreogra­
phy, Susan Stroman.

"Here's to life on the wicked 
stage," said Stroman, quoting a 
song in Show Boat.

The Tony Awards were pre­
sented in the Minskoff Theater, 
against Norma Desmond's lavish 
living room for Sunset Boulevard.

The musical received Tony 
Awards in two categories where 
it had no comp>etition, score of a 
musical for composer Andrew 
Lloyd Webber and lyricists Don 
Black and Christopher Hampton, 
and book of a musical, for Black 
and Hampton, who adapted the 
famous Billy Wilder film.

Other Tonys for Sunset 
Boulevard were won by George 
Hearn, best featured actor in a 
musical; John Napier, scenery, 
and Andrew Bridge, lighting.

Jurors to view graphic pictures of victims
LOS ANGELES (AP) -  The jumble of numbers 

and letters that dominated testimony during the 
DNA testimony in the O.J. Simpson trial gives way 
today to grim autopsy pictures and coroner 
descriptions of killing knife wounds.

The chief coroner for Los Angeles County returns 
to the witness stand to discuss the autopsies on the 
knife-slashed bodies of Nicole Brown Simpson, 35, 
and her 25-year-old friend Ronald Goldman.

Coroner Lakshmanan Sathyavagiswaran is 
expected to show jurors photos from before and
during the autopsies -  photos that the defense had

The prosecution also is counting on the pictures and 
die erudite testimony of the resperted coroner to divert 
attention from flawed autopsies performed in the case. 

Sathyavagiswaran admowledged recently that

one of his pathologists. Deputy Medical Examiner 
Irwin Ckilden, made errors in ^  autopsies.

Golden, who is expected to testify after 
Sathyavagiswaran, emerged as a poor witness dur­
ing the preliminary hearing. In audition to an edgy 
manner on the stand, he waffled in his testimony 
about what weapons were used.

Robert Pugsley, a law professor at Southwestern 
University, said he expects the prosecution to rely 
on Sathyavagiswaran and the photos to defuse the 
defense's criticism of Golden.

"What it will do is preoccupy the faty  with the 
emotional photographic evidence of what they're 
seeing," Pugsley said.

The defense contends that Golden's bilure to 
save Ms. Simpson's stomach contents eliminated 
one way of doubIe<heddng the prosecution's esti­
mate ot the times'bf the murders» pinned at about 
10:15 p.m. last June 12.

Thé defense has suggested the killings occurred 
later.

Golden also failed to note some of the vk U m f 
wounds in lüsautop^ reports» and an inlemd coro­
ner's office memorandum Usted a number of oiier 
potential problems with ttie way evidence was han­
dled.
