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Pampa man killed

Grand jury indictments were
expected today for two men
held in police custody after a
deadly south-side shooting
spree on Wednesday.

Sanford La Craig Kelley was
pronounced dead at Coronado
Hospital by Dr. W.E. Bowles at
2:40 p.m. Wednesday. A police
incident report indicates he
suffered gunshot wounds to
the torso and legs.

Pampa Police Chief Charles
Flemins said an autopsy is
being performed today in
Lubbock on Kelley's body to
pinpoint the cause of death
and gain forensic evidence.

Injured in a related incident
was a l4-year-old female who
suffered a gunshot wound to
the upper right Carm.
Emergency workers transport-
ed her to Coronado Hospital,
where she was treated and
released.

Held in police custody are
James Wilbon III, 17, and
Kerrance Ramone Brown, 25,
both of Pampa.

Chief Flemins said police
received a call at 2:30 p.m. that
a fight and shooting had taken
place at Prairie Village Park.
Officers arrived and discov-
ered Kelley with multiple gun-
shot wounds approximately
150 teet from the park’s basket-
ball court. Reports indicate
Kelley was shot in the park and
walked to a yard at the inter-
section of Prairie Drive and
Crawford

Witnesses told police the
incident ignited from a dispute
during a pick-up basketball
game in Prairie Village Park.
“The fellows in the basketball
game got mad at each other. .
One of the fellows went and
got a gun and came back and
started shooting,” Flemins
said.

Witness statements given to
police indicate Wilbon alleged-
ly shot Kelley following the
dispute on the basketball
court. Brown allegedly left and
returned to the area with a
gun, upset over the shooting ot
Kelley.

Gunfire then erupted around
the intersection of Huff Road
and Crawford. A l14-year-old
female not involved in the dis-
pute was shot in the arm while
she was inside her home in the
1000 block of Huff Road.

Brown allegedly committed
the injury to the juvenile
female and allegedly fired at
three people during the fray,
Flemins said.

Wilbon, who allegedly com-
mitted the homicide, turned
himself into police at the scene.

Gray County Sheriff Randy
Stubblefield and Texas Ranger
Gary Henderson arrested
Brown after a foot chase.
Flemins said the two officers
arrived as backup when wit-
nesses pointed out Brown, who
still had a gun. Brown then fled
the scene with Stubblefield and
Henderson giving chase.

“These are two separate
shootings,” Flemins said. “This
was not a drug-related situa-

tion. It was two boys who got
into a heated argument in a
basketball game. So it’s an iso-
lated incident, and it’s not con-
nected with anything that has
occurred down there.”

“We had a tremendous
amount of witnesses come
forth and give affidavits,”
Flemins said.

Police confiscated two 9 mm.
semi-automatic hand guns.
Flemins said police did not
know how many rounds were
fired but some houses had bul-
let holes in them.

Police  gathered evidence
from three residences, the
park’s basketball court and a
vehicle near the park.

Flemins said he expected
District Attorney John Mann to
present evidence to a  grand
jury panel previously sched-
uled to convene today. Both
suspects  would  then be
arraigned before 31st District
Judge M. Kent Sims. A
spokesman for the 31st District
Court said the arraignment
hearings would likely take
place in two to three days.

Mann was unavailable
comment. >

Services for Mr. Kelley, a
1988 graduate of Pampa High
School, will be at 2 p.m.
Saturday at the First Church of
God in Christ Church in
Carthage, Texas, where he was
born.

He is survived by his par-
ents, two sisters, two brothers,
his common-law wife, a son,
two daughters and a step-
daughter.

PEP agency setting up oil collection sites

The Panhandle Environmental
Partnership is setting up a net-
work of used oil collection sites
in the top 26 counties of the Texas
Panhandle.

The Partnership is a program
of the Panhandle Regional
lldnning Commission (PRPC)
and the Texas Natural Resources
Conservation Commission
(TNRCC), which made the pro-
gram possible with a grant of
almost $300,000.

The Partnership is opening the
sites in cooperation with the
region’s local governments, giv-
ing “do-it-yourselfers” conve-
nient locations to dump used
motor oil.

Dumping used oil in unautho-
rized places is illegal. Oil can
seep into soil and contaminate
underground supplies of water,
thus endangering the health of
thousands of area residents who
depend on underground water
for drinking and agriculture.

While some area residents
already have access to used oil

roc_vcling centers, others do not.
Until now, many residents in
smaller communities have had to
carry used oil to distant or incon-
venient recycling stations.

“Rural residents are no less
environmentally conscious than
urban dwellers, but recycling has
been slow in coming to many
rural communities because of the
high cost of implementing pro-
grams,” said Gary Pitner, PRPC
executive director. “But through
cooperative efforts, we can offer
rural communities the same con-
venient oil-recycling facilities
found in larger areas.”

The recycling stations consist
of one, 465-gallon fiberglass tank
that sits inside a small fenced
area. “Do-it-yourselfers” can
pour oil directly into the tank
and deposit used oil filters in a
nearby container.

Borger-based CEG Industries
will collect the oil and filters
when containers are full. CEG
will then deliver the waste oil to
the Phillips 66 Co. refinery in

Borger, where it will be re-refined
and recycled back into petroleum
products. All this is free-of-
charge to residents.

The network will consist of
more than 100 stations in the 26-
county area, all within easy
access of almost every Panhandle
community. In some towns, the
Partnership is setting up stations
at community recycling centers.

The hours the stations will be
available will be set by local
governments and postedy at the
sites.

To hear more about the net-
work, area residents with touch
tone service are encouraged to
call 800 SAVE OIL, a toll-free
number that accesses a 24-hour,
computer-assisted hotline. Resi-
dents with rotary service should
call that number between 8 a.m.
and 5 p.m. Monday through
Friday.

Official predicts more arrests in bombing

WASHINGTON (AP) - A top-
ranking Justice Department offi-
cial said today there might be
more arrests in the Oklahoma
City bombing case and expressed
confidence that authorities will
apprehend everyone involved.

Deputy Attorney General
Jamie Gorelick also raised the
possibility that John Doe No. 2,
the subject of three FBI sketches
and a nationwide manhunt, may
not have been an active partici-
pant in the April 19 bombing that
killed 168 people at the Alfred P
Murrah federal building.

“We have plenty of leads. |
would not foreclose the possibili-
ty of additional defendants at
some time in the future”
Gorelick told a news conference.
“But 1 would not predict when
that might be or with any cer-
tainty whether that will occur.”

“I'm confident that at the end
of the ... (case) we will have
everyone who participated in
this event,” said Gorelick, the
No. 2 official at the department.

Only Timothy McVeigh and
Terry Nichols, two former Army
buddies, have been charged in
the case. Another Army buddy,
Michael Fortier, who associated
with McVeigh in Arizona in
recent years, and McVeigh's sis-
ter, Jennifer, also have been ques-
tioned but not charged.

Fortier has told authorities he
and McVeigh traveled from
Arizona to Oklahoma City before
the blast. Fortier said he helped
scout the building as a potential
bombing target, according to a
senior  federal official in
Washington.

A second federal official said
this week that prosecutors want

more information from Fortier
before they offer him a deal.

This source said authorities
believe they have enough evi-
dence to charge Fortier in con-
nection with the bombing.

“He was involved and they’ve
got some evidence on him. He
was involved in the test explo-
sions. There’s enough there to
say that he is a serious candidate,
a second-tier conspirator,” the
second official said.

Gorelick would not discuss
whether any negotiations were
under way in the Oklahoma City
case, but said that plea bargains
with conspirators to gain evi-
dence were a necessary and use-
ful part of federal criminal law
enforcement so long as the con-
spirators agreed to plead guilty
to charges appropriate to their
conduct.

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Bosnian Serbs seize United Nations official

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herze-
govina (AP) — Defiant Bosnian
Serbs seized a U.N. civilian offi-
cial, increasing the number of
U.N. personnel held hostage
since NATO airstrikes, and heavy
fighting was reported today
around . two U.N.-protected
enclaves.

Bosnian Serb police seized the
civiian U.N. employee - from
Sweden in the northern rebel
stronghold of Banja Luka on
Wednesday, a U.N. spokesman
said today. It’s the first time the
Serbs have detained a U.N. civil-
ian employee since they began
taking hostages last week.

The U.N. official handled civil-
ian issues in Banja Luka, a hotbed
of Bosnian Serb nationalism.
Three U.N. military observers,
stationed at the Banja Luka air-
port, have been restricted to the
base for days, said the U.N.
spokesman, Chris Gunness.

The Serbs began grabbing U.N.
peacekeepers after NATO war-
planes attacked Serb ammunition
bunkers Thursday and Friday
outside Pale, the Bosnian Serbs’
headquarters nine miles east of
the capital, Sarajevo.

U.N. officials say about 370
peacekeepers are being detained
or surrounded by the rebels
throughout Bosnia.

Efforts to free the hostages
have been stymied by the intensi-
ty of bad blood between the
Bosnian Serbs and U.N. officials.
The Bosnian Serbs believe the
United Nations is biased against
them.

Secretary of State Warren
Christopher today dismissed a
Bosnian Serb overture for inter-
national talks on U.N. hostages,
saying the Serbs’ proposal
appeared to be inyiting conces-
sions on the part of the allies.

“We are not prepared to go into
talks on that basis,” Christopher
said at a news conference in
Lisbon, Portugal.

The U.S. rejection came a day
after a significant policy shift:
The Clinton administration said
Wednesday that it was now pre-
pared to send U.S. ground troops

to help reposition U.N. peace-
keepers.
American troops must be

allowed to carry out their mis-
sion and use force to defend
themselves, the chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff, Gen. John
Shalikashvili, said Wednesday.

The United States also sent an
envoy back to Belgrade to try to
persuade the Bosnian Serbs’ for-
mer patron, President Slobodan
Milosevic of Serbia, to recognize
Bosnia and break off remaining
links to the Serb nationalist
movement he inflamed there.

The Serbs offered “urgent talks”
Wednesday to an old proposal:
They will release the U.N. person-
nel in exchange for promises of no
more NATO airstrikes.

Serbs also demanded that all
six U.N. “safe areas,” which com-
prise most of government-held

territory, be demilitarized and
the United Nations ensure that
illicit weapons shipments to the
Bosnian government end.

The offer for talks came after
Serbs refused to let a Red Cross
delegation see the captiyes.
Relatively little is known of their
conditions.

On a mountain road leading
into Sarajevo, Bosnian Serbs shot
at two British armored vehicles
today but there were no casual-
ties or damage, said Maj. Guy
Vinet, another U.N. spokesman.

U.N. officials today said Serbs
and Bosnian government forces
were battling for control of all but
one of the nine U.N. observation
posts vacated in the Gorazde area
by retreating or kidnapped
peacekeepers.

Some 350 shells hit the area,
wounding at least 13 civilians,
said spokeswoman Maj. Myriam
Sochacki. The building housing
U.N. mililary observers was hit
by seven rounds late Wednesday,
but there were no casualties.

Investigators look into crash of Air Force jet

WICHITA FALLS (AP) -
Chunks of chromate-green metal
littered the parking lot where Air
Force investigators today contin-
ued picking through clues to a
training jet’s fiery crash.

Two people were killed and
about 20 hurt Wednesday morn-
ing when a T-38 from Sheppard
Air Force Base crashed into an
apartment co CI)lex. The two
pilots ejected and suffered minor
scrapes, officials said.

Just two or three minutes after
takeoff, the twin-engine aircraft
hit the Amber Falls Crossing
apartments and engulfed one
brick building in flames.

The impact shook the neigh-
borhood’s schools and homes,
witnesses said. They described a
ball of fire and billowing smoke.

“l thought it looked like a
bomb dropped,” said nearby
tenant Linda Thornton. “There
was so much smoke you could-

Bush signs

ARLINGTON (AP) - Gov.
George W. Bush credits his moth-
er, Barbara Bush, with many of
the elements he made sure went
into the overhaul of the Texas
juvenile justice system.

“I was raised by a pretty strict
mother, and she taught me that
discipline and love go hand in
hand,” Bush said after signing
the bill Wednesday during a cer-
emony at the Arlington YMCA.

“We've got children ... break-
ing the law over and over and
over again and nothing’s hap-
pening. The prior system rein-
forced bad behavior.”

In signing the bill, Bush ful-
filled a campaign pledge to get
tough on violent youths.

“All of us can be proud of say-
ing we heard the request of
Texans. We listened to Texas and
we have delivered ... tough love,”
Bush said. “Inherent in this bill is
the fact that we love our children.

But our children must
understand that there are conse-
quences both good and bad, for
different kinds of behavior.”

Bush said the new law will
help restore public confidence in
the criminal justice system by

n’t see the building.”

Police spokesman Melvin Joyner
identified the dead as Joseph
Robert Wolfe, 77, and Edelmira
Corbett Wolfe, 83, of Wichita Falls.
They were outside the complex,
knocking on doors for a local
Jehovah'’s Witness church.

Wolfe died on the sidewalk
when three cars in front of him
exploded. His wife burned to
death near the couple’s car.

Most of the injured suffered
smoke inhalation and bruises.

The base said the airplane had
developed some sort of mechani-
cal problem that caused the pilots
to parachute into a softball com-
plex.

Witnesses said the plane, trail-
ing smoke and dropping in
pieces, just missed two schools
and a day-care center.

The unnamed pilots were
assigned to the 80th Flying
Training Wing, based about four
miles away, at Sheppard.

Lt. Col. Mike Laughlin, a base
spokesman, said both pilots are

part of a Euro-NATO Joint Jet
Pilot training program. The
instructor was from the Royal
Netherlands Air Force; the stu-
dent was American, Laughlin
said. No further details were
given about them.

“The pilots are extremely dis-
tressed about what happened,”
said Air Force Col. Bill Orcutt, the
crash investigation commander.
“But from what we know, it was
a mechanical problem. There was
nothing they could do.”

Orcutt and others discounted
some witness reports that the T-
38 twin-seater clipped the wing
of another plane mid-air.

“It was not possible,” said Sgt.
John Bisio, an Air Force
spokesman. “We have confirmed
there was only one Air Force
plane in the air at the time.”

Debris was scattered over
about two blocks.

A'large hunk of fuselage rested
among the hulls of several
burned-out vehicles. Windows
were blown out of the charred

and splintered apartment build-
ing, directly in front of a grassy
playground.

Neighbors stood across the
street Wednesday and marveled
that the destruction wasn’t worse
at the busy complex.

Barbara Harrell said the fire
burned everything in her moth-
er’s apartment. But there was one
bright side: Her mother wasn't
home when the plane hit at about
10 a.m.

“She would’ve been in bed or
up drinking coffee,” Ms. Harrell
said. “It makes you feel relief.”

Sheppard officials said this was
the base’s first crash since 1991,
when two pilots hit a flock of
birds and went down. Both were
killed.

Officials expect this investiga-
tion to take several months.

Col. Bill Orcutt, the crash
investigation commander, said
the T-38 was the first from
Sheppard to crash since 1991.
That plane went down on the air
base after striking birds, he said.

juvenile justice system reform bill

combating the rising number of
teen-agers committing crimes.
The juvenile crime rate in
Texas has almost quadrupled
since 1987. In 1993, more than
77,000 youths were arrested.
“This bill is good for Texas. It's
good for our future,” he said. “It
will make Texas a safer place.
Rep. Toby Goodman, R-
Arlington, who helped write the
measure, called it “the best piece
of legislation on juvenile law in
the United States of America.”
“It has intervention in it, it has
prevention in it, it has diversion
in it and it has rehabilitation in
it,” Goodman said. “And it gets
tough on the kids we need to get
tough with.”
Sen. Chris Harris, R-Arlington,
who also helped write the bill,
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said he is particularly pleased
with the portions of the bill call-
ing for early intervention with
young offenders.

He said the average juvenile in
the past has committed 15 to 17
felonies before the juvenile sys-
tem really went into action.

The law stiffens penalties and
sets maximum and minimum
sentences for serious crimes at
from two years to 40 years. The
current average stay at juvenile
facilities is about eight months.

Under the new law, the num-
ber of detention beds for youths
will increase from 2,500 to 6,300
over the next four years. The pro-

posed 1996-97 budget, awaiting
Bush’s signature, includes a $218
million increase on juvenile jus-
tice programs to help fund the
expansion.

The law expands from five to
12 the crime categories under
which violent teens are eligible to
be sent to the adult prison sys-
tem. Those categories include
murder, aggravated assault, cer-
tain drug offenses and sex crimes.

It also lowers the age at which
a juvenile can be tried as an adult
from 15 to 14 and the age at
which juveniles are eligible for
transfer to adult prisons from 18
to 16.

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HUNTSVILLE (AP) - As
thunder boomed and lightning
crackled outside the execution
chamber early today, a double
murderer expressed love for his
family and gratitude to his
attorneys.

“And to my brothers on death
row who died and are still there,
y’all hang in there,” ‘said
Fletcher Thomas Mann.

Minutes later, he became the
ninth inmate executed by injec-
tion in Texas this year. His
mother and-two sisters, sobbed
quietly a few feet away.’

Mann, 34, was convicted of
the September 1980 shooting
death of Christopher Lee Bates,
22, at a Dallas apartment.
Barbara Hoppe, also 22, was
raped,-stabbed -and strangled.
Another man, Robert Matzig,
was shot and left for dead, but
survived.

Police said Mann and an
accomplice, Martin Verbrugge,

Kentucky man executed

broke into the apartment where
the three were watching a foot-
ball game in search of money
and cocaine. Verbrugge was
convicted of attempted murder
and received a life sentence.

At Mann’s trial, a witness
who was jailed with the
Kentucky native said Mann
bragged about the killings and
expressed admiration for ‘cult
murderer Charles Manson.
Defense attorneys called no wit-
nesses.

The jury took one hour to con-
vict Mann and two to sentence
him to death.

The U.S. Supreme Court
rejected arguments that Mann’s
13 years on death row amount-
ed to cruel and unusual punish-
ment.  Gov.—George W. Bush
refused to delay the execution
for 30 days so Mann’s family
could attend the high school
graduation Wednesday of a rel-
ative in Kentucky.

Law will permit
outrageous fees

Normally, reports that open records legislation is proceeding
through the Texas Legislature would be good news.

I'hat's partially true for HB 1718, an open records bill by Rep.
Sylvester Turner, D-Houston, that would - among many points -
require uniform charges for public records or information.
Guidelines by the General Services Commission would govern
what public agencies could charge for copies of public records.

By setting such standards, it would ensure that governments
wishing to restrict distribution of public records could not charge
exorbitant rates that would deter those seeking the information.

But along the way, Rep. Ron Lewis, D-Mauriceville, tacked on
an amendment that would enable local governments such as
schools, counties and cities to determine their own charges for
public information. That amendment, if allowed to become law,
would have gutted the legislation at every level except state gov-
ernment.

On the final vote in the House, Turner persuaded fellow law-
makers to cap the local government charges at 50 percent more
than the rate state agencies could charge.

While that obviously is better than the way Lewis wanted-it,
it is not a good compromise. Simply put, the whole idea of
allowing local governments extra leeway in the records charges
is objectionable.

The only case we see that legitimately could be made is that what
a person is required to pay for a public record should reflect the actu-
al reproduction cost. And, the cost of a copy should be the same or
within pennies, no matter if it is made ona “state” ora “city” copier.

Beyond this, the only variance that should be allowed would be
in the case of requests for an extraordinary amount of records that
would take office workers away from their normal duties for
hours or days. In such cases, the person requesting the record
should have to pay for that time at the same rate that the clerk
involved is being paid.

None of this, incidentally, should be allowed to get in the way
of actual access to a record. Many times those asking for access do
not need copies; they just need to see what is “on record” and
nothing should be allowed to stand in the way of being able to do
so without delay.

At any rate, the amendment allowing local governments to levy
charges that exceed the maximum for state agencies doesn’t serve
anyone except various levels of government bureaucracy that
wou'd be able to generate extra revenue and make it harder for
the public to determine what’s going on.

The legislation, in its amended form and under study by the
Senate, sets double standards and confuses the whole issue... which
supposedly is to allow better public access to open records. Uniform
and fair charges should be determined and enforced at every level
of government, if for no other reason than to prevent abuse of office
by those officials who don’t like, or can’t stand, public scrutiny.

There may be hope for Social Security

Young people these days are a gullible lot, judg-
ing from a recent poll. Among Americans aged 18
to 34, 46 percent believe that UFOs are real. But
there are some fairy tales even they can’t swallow:
Only 28 percent expect Social Security to be around
when they retire. So | guess any Generation X-er
who meets up with space aliens will open the con-
versation by asking, “How’s your retirement plan?’

It's bound to be better than what young people
can look forward to on this patch of the Earth.
Social Security, like most pyramid schemes,
proved to be a windfall for the people who got in
early and a swindle for those who came late.

In 1980, the average retiree could expect to get
back all the money she had paid in over her work-
ing life, with interest, in just three years. By 1993,
the payback period was 10 years. By the time
today’s young workers are ready to punch out for
the last time, they will have to survive another 18
years just to recoup their “investment.”

Social Security has two major problems, neither of
which politicians want to acknowledge. The first is
that it’s too stingy. Future retirees will get a much
worse deal than their predecessors and a much worse
deal than they could get from private investments.

The second, however, is that it’s too generous.
The benefits the system will have to pay in the
next century will require a huge increase in taxes.

Given current trends, a bipartisan commission
reported last year, entitlement programs (of which
Social Security is the largest), combined with
interest on the national debt, will consume every
nickel the federal government collects in taxes -
leaving nothing for defense, education, law
enforcement, national parks or anything else.
Because the number of people collecting retire-

ment benefits is going to rise much faster than the
number of people working, the system will go
broke by 2030 unless taxes rise dramatically.

Taking excessive amounts of money from work-
ers and converting them into measly benefits for
retirees - it’s the sort of trick that only the govern-
ment could manage.

Republicans in Congress, like the administra-
tion, have refused to address the issue, because
they fear the wrath of Grandma. But young peo-
ple have realized that the sign in the dentist’s
office - “Ignore your teeth and they’ll go away”
has a parallel in Social Security. If the system’s
flaws aren’t fixed soon, they won’t be fixable later.

Trouble is, lightening the future tax load
requires trimming benefits in one way or another.
And that would mean giving future retirees an
even worse deal than they're going to get anyway.
Correcting one problem makes the other worse.

But there is a way out of the box. Sens. Bob Kerrey,
a Nebraska Democrat who chaired the entitlement
commission, and Alan Simpson, a Wyoming
Republican, have introduced a bill that would
improve the prospects of future retirees without

punishing today’s workers. As Kerrey said, it's a
“tax cut with the p of endowing our future.”

The central idea is this - it would allow workers to
take up to 2 percentage points of their Social Security
taxes and put them into a private retirement account.
In exchange, they’d have to accept lower Social
Security benefits when they retire. But the higher
return they could expect on the money they invest
themselves would make it a winning trade.

Like any plan to assure the solvency of the trust
fund, this one demands an increase in the retire-
ment age, as well as some tinkering with cost-of-
living adjustments. The more important part,
though, is encouraginﬁrzorkers to do what Social
Security only pretends/to do: invest money in real
assets to pay for retirement.

That would have several benefits. It would give
today’s workers more money when they grow old:
Funds put into a broad portfolio of stocks, for exam-
ple, have consistently yielded a return of nearly 7
g;cent over the long run - while contributions to

ial Security provide a return of less than 2 per-
cent. It would an boost our declining savings rate.

Eventually, it might allow us to move toward an
entirely private pension system, with workers
required to put a portion of their earnings into retire-
ment accounts instead of paying Social Security
taxes. Chile did just that in 1981, generating an
exceptionally high savings rates and giving workers
an average real return of 14 percent per year.

Under the Kerrey-Simpson plan, or under full
privatization, workers would be better off in their
working years and better off in their retirement
years. That's an improvement on the status quo,
which overburdens Americans when they work
and short changes them when they stop.

NRA'’s fundraising letter provides yet another red herring

The National Rifle Association is in hot water for
the melodramatic language it used in a fundrais-
ing letter. That's no surprise. The NRA has lots of
enemies in Washington and in the news media,
itching for an excuse to bash the organization that
wholeheartedly supports the Second Amendment.

In fact, though, fundraising letters from most
organizations use melodramatic language, exag-
geration and the-sky-is-falling  scenarios.
Professionals in the fundraising business have
determined that the only way you can pry money
out of people these days is to scare them.

A fundraiser for Democratic congressional can-
didates, for example, described House Speaker
Newt Gingrich as “one of the most dangerous
political figures of our lifetimes.” Ha. You won’t
find a more Establishment guy than Gingrich. _

What the NRA should have said, of course, is
that some federal agents have acted like thugs in
some instances, but apparently no one thinks you
can raise money by describing problems correctly.

Hence, the word from all organizations wanting
money is not only that the world is a terrible
place, but it will immediately become like hell and
Armageddon -unless, o course, you send them a
check, in which case, they will fix it, and the plan-
et will once again be hunky-dory-peachy-creamy.

Don’t we all wish a $25 check could do such
wonders? Instead, all it gets us is a new place in

the fundraising database and a zillion more com-
puter-written letters describing the soon-to-be
end of all we hold dear, whether that’s the envi-
ronment, Democrats in office, the spotted owl or
the right to keep a six-shooter.

That most public discourse is conducted these
days in screams and shouts is largely money-driven.
Organizations scream and shout to raise money;
bureaucrats scream and shout to save their jobs; spe-
cial interest groups scream and shout to defend their
favorite federal gold mines; and lawyers scream and
shout to get their clients off or rewarded, depending
on whether it’s a criminal or civil matter.

Many of us, I think, are tired of loud voices. I
routinely toss fundraising letters, including those
from the NRA. Some organizations do nothing
but fundraise.

It’s beginning to look as if we cannot discuss
any public matter without resorting to dema-
goguery. In its letter, the NRA implied that all fed-
eral agents misbehave; the government, in its
response, implied that no federal agents misbe-
have. Both propositions are false. The NRA final-
ly apologized for the language in the letter, but (a)

it shouldn’t have been there in the first place, and
(b) the apology should have come sooner.

It is a fact that in some cases, some Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms agents have raided the
wrong places, shot innocent people and acted in a
boorish manner. Rep. John Dingell, a liberal
Democrat from Michigan, once called its agents
“jack-booted American fascists.”

It is also a fact that the majority of ATF activities
are carried out without incident. I have heard peo-
ple in the gun business speak well of the ATF agents
they know. The truth is generally found to be in a
neglected spot between extreme partisan claims.

But the journalist-politician instigated flap over
this fundraising letter is a red herring. This is an
NRA public relations blunder, not a national prob-
lem. It hurts only the NRA.

The NRA is a long way from the top five lobby-
ing organizations in political clout. And it is pro-
government, pro-Constitution and pro-law
enforcement. What it and most Americans oppose
is the Clinton administration’s double standards
(local cops prosecuted for bopping with a night-
stick, feds exonerated for killing with sniper rifles.)

In the meantime, real issues like immigration,
foreign aid, botched foreign policy, government
corruption, budget cutting and stupid trade poli-
cies are ignored. It's an old trick: Focus public
attention on nonsense, not on the real issues.

How the system, even on an international scale, lets women down

Several years ago, while traveling in Spain, I
met a young Brazilian woman at a youth hostel.
Elaine and I became what author Douglas
Coupland calls “Eurofriends.” We were travel
buddies, whose friendships were formed as
quickly and effortlessly as they dissolved.

Although Elaine’s life seemed vastly different
from mine - she was a teacher in a one-room
schoolhouse; | was a struggling writer working
odd jobs in New York City and London - the cul-
tural differences between us seemed minimal. In
many ways she seemed as American as any of m
friends back home. She was outspoken and styl-
ish, good at reading maps and eager to debate
politics. Any image I had of the timid Latina, one
who walks gehi her man and speaks only when
spoken to, was completel defiecr?;' Elaine.

But a trip to seaside brought out our differ-
ences. We were hiking along the Basque region’s
jagged coast when Elaine announced that we had
to go back, that there was a policeman nearby.

I was confused. Were we doing anything ille-
gal? Were we trespassing?

No, she explained. In Brazil a policeman just
couldn’t be trusted, and a woman (or two
women) alone in his presence wasn’t safe.

It was jarring to scurry away from a policeman,
the way | would a criminal or a crazy person. But
once we were back on the train, discussing
American bands and TV shows, I put the incident
out of mind. ‘

But recently my memories of Elaine have come
back.

It started with all the O.J. hype, the only positive
result of which is that, for about 12 nanoseconds, the
media swiveled its spotlight to that dark, unswept
corner of American life, domestic violence.

Then there was the far less publicized, but perha
even more disturbing, case KennethPeacock,wg
was sentenced to a mere 18 months for killing his
wife after he found her in bed with another man.

The judge said that he felt obligated to impose
prison time “only because | must do it to make the
system honest.”

Our “honest” system is only slightly less bar-
baric than Brazil’s, where men can feel free to kill
a cheating spouse without the nuisance of such a
token response. *

Up until this decade, this was accomplished
through the “honor clause,” a nervy bit of wording
that got 80 percent of all murderous husbands who
used it off the hook, according to Americas Watch,
a human rights organization. The argument was
that if a man killed an adulterous wife, he was act-
ing in self-defense. He was defending his honor.

is clause was stricken in 1991, but it has
essentially been replaced with the insanit
defense. So long as the murderer checks himself
into a psychiatric hospital after the killing, he can
lead that the victim’s adulterous behavior drove

im past the brink. Over the years, Brazilian men
have bludgeoned, stabbed and set fire to their
wives, and then walked away scot-free.

Though this is arguably the most vile, there are
other women'’s rights abuses to Brazil’s shame:

* Politicians frequently buy women’s votes in
exchange for sterilization, reports Ms. magazine.
This radical form of birth control, which is illegal
in Brazil, is sought by women because more con-
ventional methods of family planning are so diffi-
cult to obtain. In fact, sterifization is the most
prevalent form of birth control in the poorer,
northeastern regions of the country.

¢ The Demillus Co., an underwear manufacturer,
was caught strip searching its female employees at
closing time. Roseane Reis, a legal counsel for the Rio
state women’s council, told U.S. News and World
Report that the practice is common throu, t Brazil.

* The London-based Manchester Guardian
#eported on an organization that auctioned young
girls to the highest bidder. The victims, who were
sometimes as young as 9, were “recruited” in the
poorer areas of the country and told they would be
given well-payinﬁ:ork in the country’s goldmin-
ing settlements. girls were then sold as virgin
prostitutes. Police corruption was cited in the case.

Women's rights activists in Brazil have seen
some progress recently. Last November,
Brazilians in some of the country’s most male-
dominated regions elected women to represent
them. Feminist efforts also brought about a num-
ber of women’s police stations, which are staffed
entirely by female officers who focus on sexual
assault and domestic violence.

Hopefully, these stations are enabling women like
Elaine to have some faith in the law, or at least keep
them from running scared each time they see a uni-
form. But since I lost touch with Elaine, I can’t say
for sure. Now, when I see such , | think of my
former travel buddy, and | wonder if she’s all right.
