Under new regulations that took ef-
fect upon enactment of the fiscal 2000
agricultural spending bill, a Step 3 im-
port quota is triggered when the spread
between the average weekly price for
the cheapest U.S. cotton in northern
Europe and the Cotlook A index is above
1.25 cents per pound for four consecu-
tive weeks.

Previously, the Step 3 trigger was
3.00¢ and the period was 10 consecutive
weeks. The average weekly northern
European price, calculated through Fri-
day, is 55:40c.

An adjustment to that value, using last
week’s 8.6¢ payment under the USDA

Step 2 cotton user provision, is required
by law.

The difference between the adjusted
value and the weekly A index through
Friday, at 46.95c, is less than the 1.25¢
trigger, indicating that the quotas should
stop for now.

Even with no new quotas in the next
four weeks, plenty of opportunities still
exist for merchants and mills to import
cotton. A total of 26 Step 3 quotas
continue to be open. With each quota
allowing about 197,000 bales of cotton
to enter the US, total quotas amount to
about 5 million bales.

The latest quota, announced Oct. 28,
took effect Friday and will expire May
l.

Very little foreign cotton actually
entered the United States through these
quotas. Less than 100,000 bales are
estimated to have been broughtin using
Step 3.

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Treadway sentenced to death

The jury in the capital murder trial of Micheal Treadway, accused of
killing Texico businessman “Red” Prather, decided Friday that the 20-
year-old should be sentenced to death.

Treadway changed his pleato guilty during the trial after the court visited
the site of the slaying, Bordertown Playorama, just west of the railroad
tracks at the state line in Texico.

The Roosevelt County jury still had to decide whether Treadway, of
Farwell, would face the death penalty or life in prison.

District Judge Bill Boneum set Treadway’s execution for Jan. 27, but
appeals are automatic in death-penalty cases.

Recall election set for Dec. 14

A special election has been scheduled for Dec. 14 so Clovis voters can
decide whether to recall City Commissioner John Schuller, who represents
the Colonial Park area of northeast Clovis.

The election is the result of a petition drive by developer Bobby

Petitioners needed 394 valid signatures in order to force the election in
Schuller’s case, and City Clerk Don Clifton certified 404 of the petition
signatures.

City Commissioner Steve Muscato said the Schuller petition drive also
was falling short until, just before the petition deadline, Schuller voted in
favor of building a water park in a minority neighborhood of southwest
Clovis.

Commissioners who supported the proiect said it was a symbol of the
city’s commitment to the west side.

The Clovis News Journal reported Nov. 4 that responses to its Commu-
nity Comment line have run 50-1 against locating the water park where it

is proposed.

If you have diabetes, what you eat is especially important

(EDITOR’S NOTE: The follow
ingisthe firstinaseriesof columns
on diabetes written by Bailey
County Extension Agent Gail
Gladden.)

[f you have diabetes, you want
to take the best possible care of
yourself to stay healthy and avoid
problems.

[t is very important to follow a
healthy meal plan, meaning two
things — the right kind of food and
the right amount of food.

Having diabetes means your
blood sugar can go too high. Food
turns into blood sugar. Some foods
can make the blood sugar go very
high. To stay healthy, everyone
needs a meal plan that includes
different types of food. This way
the body can get what it needs

What kinds, or groups of foods,
should you eat every day? Milk
products; vegetables and fruits;
breads and starches; meats, fish,
poultry, dried beans, cheese; fats,
oils and margarine, but in very
small amounts. Do not eat fried
foods.

Remember, eating too much of
any food will make you gain weight
and make your blood sugar go too
high. Sweets cause the blood sugar
to go up very fast. Why is being
overweight or gaining weight so
dangerous? Blood sugar can go
out of control when you are over-
weight. When you are at the correct
weight, or are losing weight, blood
sugars are easier tomanage. Blood
sugar comes from the food we eat,

and we all need a certain amount
of sugar in the blood. If you take
insulin or diabetes pills, the blood
sugar can drop too low if you do
not eat on time, or if you skip a
