
Cattlemen Convene At Gail

HILMAR G. MOORE 

President of TSCRA addresses 
Cattlemen

Legislation
Important

Delivering the Keynote ad­
dress at a Regional Membership 
Meeting of the Texas & South­
western Cattle RaisersAssocia- 
tion at Gail Saturday Hilmar 
G. Moore stressed the impor­
tance of Legislation concerning 
the cattle Industry.

Mr. Moore strongly pointed 
out the necessity of cattlemen 
taking an active part in poli­
tics “ whether we like it or 
not.”

“ TSCRA has over 15,000 mem­
bers rendering over 2 million 
head of cattle in Texas,”  he 
said, “ and as an organization 
can wield more influence in Aus­
tin and Washington than as in­
dividuals.”

“ Of the more than three thou­
sand bills that were introduced 
in the Legislature, the Asso­
ciation audited each and every 
bill to determine its impact on 
the agriculture industry,”  Moore 
said. He pointed out that the 
organization only works on bills 
that affect the industry, but that 
it is necessary to delve into 
each bill to determine the exact 
nature.

to fund a school district’ s pro­
gram, ad valorem taxation be­
came quite an important topic 
this session. Mr. Moore point­
ed out that “ the Association 
worked to make sure that the 
local taxing authorities still have 
the ability to make their own 
decisions and tax their own peo­
ple the way those people wished 
to be taxed and secondly, to 
make sure that the methods pro­
vided for an equal and just taxa­
tion.”

“ Several bills were introduced 
that would allow a much fairer 
valuation be placed on agricul­
tural lands based on its capa­
bilities to generate income from 
the agriculture endeavor. One 
of those bills, H. B. 1535, has 
passed and will become law if 
Article 8 of the new proposed 
Constitution passes in Novem­
ber. This bill and this method 
of valuation will place a value 
on all agricultural land that cor­
responds to its ability to produce 
income and thus more justly 
tax such land so that land can 
remain in agricultural pursuit.”

“ It should be noted that gen­
erally both Houses of our Legis­
lature recognize that agriculture 
land, in order to remain such, 
must be taxed at a more just 
rate than on its true market 
value if that land is to re­
main in agriculturel

I would like to note that 
Article 8 of the new proposed 
Constitution must be passed be­
fore this valuation method can 
be used,”  Moore cautioned.

“ Today we are plagued by 
land use legislation, pressure 
from consumers groups, gov’t, 
interference - Brucellosis, EPA, 
etc.

Mr. Moore blasted the En­
vironmental Agency for their 
many ridiculous and unrealis­
tic regulations concerning the 
cattle business. He pointed out 
that there were five bills intro­
duced that would provide any 
private citizen the right to bring 
a suit against any other person 
whom they thought was causing 
some type of pollution. “ For­
tunately,”  he said, “ these did 
not pass.

“ There were three bills,”  
Moore continued, “ that would 
have created a regulation of 
certain areas—those being scen­
ic rivers, specifically endanger­
ed areas and wilderness areas. 
These three bills actually con-

Economist 
Speaks To
Ranchers
Dr. Willard Williams, De-n 

of Agricultural Economics at 
Texas Tech, was the featured 
afternoon speaker before a group 
of area stockmen assembled at 
Gail Saturday.

Dean of Agricultural Econom­
ics at Texas Tech, Dr. Willard 
Williams spoke to stockmen 
assembled at Gail on “ Cattle 
Economics.”

form erly  a rancher from 
Oregon, Dr. Williams received 
his education at Oregon State 
University, University of Cal­
ifornia, and Purdue University. 
Aside from teaching, Dr. Wil­
liams has his own firm which 
works constantly on livestock 
marketing, economics and fore­
casting. He is a publisher and 
has recently published a small 
book entitled “ The TARA Hand­
book for Hedgers.”  He also 
publishes the “ Weekly Cattle 
Letter.”

Showing graphs as an aid in 
explaining the present economy, 
Dr. Williams asked “ Can we 
expect prices to improve grad­
ually and consistently back to­
ward levels of the early 1970’s 
or are prices going to plunge 
back toward levels realized last 
year?”  “ In general,”  he said, 
“  my answer is that we definite­
ly cannot expect fed cattle prices 
to continue holding at current 
record high levels. At the same 
time, the worst, it seems to 
me, is over. The industry 
probably is trading improved 
prices and conditions during the 
remainder of this year for lower 
prices and incomes again next 
year.”  Predicting to be “ over 
the hump,”  Dr. Williams cau­
tioned that we won’t go back 
to where we’ve been nor will we 
level off until 1977.

CYCLE IS STILL WITH US

“ The Cattle cycle is regular 
and predictable,”  he said.

“ In one article for the Cattle­
man, I characterized the cattle 
cycle as a monster that raises 
its head out of the swamp every 
10 years or so and begins looking 
for a meal. The old monster 
has a well-developed taste for 
cattle feeders and cattlemen but 
when especially hungry, gobbles

up anything in sight including 
hog producers and sheep men. 
The monster fed heavily on cat­
tle feeders beginning late in 1973 
on through 1974. About a year 
ago, however, he began gobbling 
up cow-calf producers and 
others. Temporarily satisfied, 
he backed off about March of 
this year and presently is sleep­
ing off a heavy meal. He will 
be back with us presently.”  

“ Actually, of course, the cat­
tle cycle is in operation contin­
uously. The cattle cycle consists

Advertising Necessary

O. J. (Jim) Barrow of Spur, 
Texas, wound up the ali-day 
membership meeting of the 
TSCRA with an address con­
cerning “ The Check-Off System 
for Promotion of Beef.’ ’

Air. Barrow discussed the need 
for ranchers to help advertise 
beef and discussed a task force 
that is undertaking their project.

As chairman of the American 
Nat’l ’s “ Beef Development Task 
Force,’ ’ Mr. Barrow pointed out 
that the industry needs from 30 
to 40 million dollars annually 
to do an adequate and competitive 
job of advertising beef products. 
“ Today,”  said Mr. Barrow,“  the 
per cent of gross sales spent or 
promotion in the beef industry 
is only .015% as opposed to 
the Nat’ l Prune Growers As­
sociation, for instance, who 
spends 2.1a.% annually - or 
2.300% spent by the Florida Cit­
rus Association. The money 
will be allocated as follows: 
Market development 50%, Con­
sumer education and research 
40%, and foreign market devel­
opment, 10%.

In order to have a nationally 
funded organization Mr. Barrow 
has spent a great deal of time, 
in Washington this year. Due 
to his efforts and those on his 
committee, Legislation was in­
troduced in February as House 
Bill 3718 and Senate Bill 772.

Mr. Barrow explained, “ This 
legislation is necessary in order 
to have a uniform means of 
collection. A Beef Board will 
be set up, represented by mem­
bers from the ANCA, Nat’ l L ive­
stock Feeder Association, Dairy 
Industries, The Pakers Associa­
tion, and Nat’l Cowbelles Asso­
ciation. The Cattlemen will 
have 68 members on the board,
6 from Texas.”

In order to fund their program, 
Mr. Barrow explained a means 
of collection devised by the Board 
as follows: Each purchaser 
will deduct 0.3% on the sale 
of each animal. This will in­
clude the producer, feeder,
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packer, etc. The collection point 
will be each sale. There will be 
a refund provision written in 
making this a voluntary action 
on the part of any seller.

Mr. Barrow lamented the fact 
that this type of organization and 
legislation has become neces­
sary. He cited the fact that 
price controls, beef substitutes, 
the E.P.A., and boycotts have 
brought the cattlemen to a point 
where they can no longer de­
pend on beef selling itself and 
are forced to get into the business

A rancher from Spur, Texas, 
Mr. Barrow is also President 
of the Cattle Feeders Associa­
tion and a committee member 
of the American Nat’ l Cattle­
men’s Association.

have to receive licenses and 
permits from these State agen­
cies in order to do any type 
of ranching or farming in these 
areas. The Association has 
always worked in the area of 
environment for the reason that 
the Association feels that its 
members are actually the pro­
tectors of the environment be­
cause the natural environment is 
what determines whether or not 
they can survive in this industry.

The Association tried to de­
termine the bills in legislation 
that would adversely affect the 
industry in its ability to con­
trol its own environment rather 
than someone else controlling 
it for them.”

As to the land use bills, Mr. 
Moore said, “ The Association 
has been very interested in the 
local method of land use regu­
lation wherein the control is 
kept at the county level and 
not interfered with by persons 
who are unknowledgeable about 
the county activities.”

Mr. Moore also strongly ad­
vised the USDA to take a realis­
tic look at the Brucellosis 'pro­
gram. Although the TSCRA 
thinks the disease should be 
controlled, it is their opinion 
that it is impossible to eradi­
cate because of inadequate tests 
available. He contended that 
the cattlemen would control his 
own herd for survival and that 
it is not a “ health hazard” as 
the USDA maintains.

During Mr. Moore’s address 
he commended Senator Kent 
Hance, who was in the audience, 
for the new legislation that he 
introduced on estray cattle.

In conclusion, Mr. Moore stat­
ed that “ the TSCRA is working 
with the ANCA toward a more 
expansive and effective adver­
tising program for the cattle 
industry.”

Hilmar G. Moore of Richmond, 
Texas, President of the Texas c 
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers , 
Association, and serving in his 
twenty-seventh year as mayor 
of Richmond, Texas, has owned 
cattle continuously since he was 
six years old. Moore comes 
from pioneer families, as three 
of his ancestors lived in Texas 
during the time of the Republic.

He is a member of the Board 
of Directors of the National Live 
stock and Meat Board, replacing 
Governor Dolph Briscoe of Tex­
as, representing the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers As­
sociation, and is a member of 
the Beef Industry Council of 
the Meat Board. He is a mem­
ber of the Board of Directors 
of the Santa Gertrudis Breeders 
International, a charter member 
of the American Quarter Horse 
Association, and a member of 
the Board of Directors of the 
First National Bank of Richmond.

Moore has been active in the 
Texas and Southwestern Cattle 
Raisers Association and other 
livestock organizations for many 
years, chairing numerous com-

of two principal phases, the 
buildup or accumulation phase 
and the liquidation phase. In­
ventories tend to build up for 
3-5 years after a low is reached. 
Prices during this period are 
rising rapidly and there is in­
creasing talk of shortages. Mar­
ketings and slaughter are down 
because producers are holding 
as many cows as possible and 
withholding heifers in larger 
numbers. This adds to the up­
side pressure on prices. Late 
in the expansion phase, everyone, 
it seems, is interested in expand­
ing cattle numbers.
This is when the doctors and 
the lawyers and the movie stars 
begin feeding cattle or buying 
ranches. These were the con­
ditions for 1949-53, for 1958- 
62, and again for 1968-73.”

“ As inventories rise, they 
finally reach a point where mar­
ketings and slaughter can in­
crease even though producers 
continue holding large numbers 
of cows and heifers for breed­

ing purposes. This results in 
a downside break in prices. Whei 
prices break, then producers 
begin withholding fewer heifers 
and marketing more cows. Nor­
mally, feedlots at this time also 
are full with marketings trend­
ing higher. Prices plunge to 
disastrously low levels. In each 
of the past three cycles, prices 
have broken about two years 
prior to the peak in cattle num­
bers. For example, prices broke 
in 1953 with inventories topping 
out in 1955. They broke again 
in 1963 with inventories peaking 
in 1965. They broke again late 
in 1973. Normally, however, 
they probably would not have done 
so until 1974. The consumer 
boycott and price ceilings of 
1973 triggered the break six 
months or a year early. Ac­
cordingly, inventories may take 
an extra year to peak out. They 
probably will be up slightly from 
a year earlier on January 1,1976 
but this is likely to be the peak. 
We expect a downturn for Jan­
uary 1, 1977.”

' “ We are in the midst of the 
liquidation phase of the cattle 
cycle and this phase will con­
tinue on through next year and 
into 1977. So long as this phase 
persists, high volume slaughter 
marketings of cows, bulls, and 
forage fed steers and heifers, 
as well as calves, will continue.”  
Dr. Williams explained.

Continuing, Dr. Williams said, 
“ Total cattle numbers in the 
nation cannot be reduced until 
the annual slaughter of cattle 
and calves rises to a level in 
excess of total calves saved. The' 
calf crop this year will be 52.2 
million head. Last year, total 
cattie and calf slaughter was 
slightly under 40 million head. 
It probably will not exceed 44 
million head this year.”

With the liquidation of cattle 
numbers over the hump by Jan­
uary of 77, Dr. Williams pre­
dicts the years of 197t to 
to be good. “ Then watch out 
in 1983--that old monster the 
cattle cycle will rear it ’s head 
again.”  When everyone starts 
getting into the act, the 
cattleman will run counter­
point, Dr. Williams warned.

Everyone seems to be talking 
about psychic phenomena these 
days. Frankly, I have no idea 
what they are talking about. — 
D. T „  Dallas.

Simply stated, psychic 
phenomena are events and 
occurrences that are beyond 
normality. That is, they cannot 
be explained by physical 
processes or science.

The word “ psychic”  comes 
from the twenty-third letter of 
the Greek alphabet, psi, which 
is the root of the Greek word 
“ psyche” meaning “ mind”  or 
“ soul.”  The term “ psi”  is now 
used to describe all forms of 
psychic phenomena.

Most psychic researchers 
divide psi into three categories: 
ex transensory  percep tion  
(ESP), psychokinesis (P K ) and 
survival phenomena.

Extrasensory perception 
involves phenomena in which 
information is transmitted 
through channels other than the

five senses. Sometimes called 
the “ sixth sense,”  ESP includes 
psychic events such as 
te lepa th y , c la irvo ya n ce , 
precognition and retrogression.

Psychokinesis is defined 
essentially as mind over 
matter. P K  involves 
phenomena in which animate or 
inanimate objects are moved or 
physically a ffected  without 
direct contact with the object 
and without using any known or 
explainable force. PK  includes 
phenomena such as te le­
portation, levitation, materi­
alization, dematerialization, 
psychic healing and astral (out- 
of-body) projection.

Survival phenomena are 
those possibly caused by the 

dead. They include hauntings, 
apparitions of the dead, spirit 
possession, reincarnation and 
medium ship.

Some psychic researchers 
claim that Unidentified Flying 
Objects (UFOs) are a psychic 
phenomenon. However, a 

majority of the researchers 
believe that there are not 
enough correlations between 
UFOs and psi to warrant UFOs 
being listed as a psychic event.

Aimed At

Saving Millions O f  Acres

LUBBOCK—Rangelands across 
Texas have supported some of 
the finest grasses in the country 
for livestock and wildlife for hun­
dreds of years. Today, much 
of this land is literally, being 
choked to death, overrun by mes- 
quite prickly pear and scrub 
brush of various sorts. Mil­
lions upon millions of acres 
in Texas are infested, about 
56 million in fact. This includes 
open ranges, hill country, rolling 
plains and productive farmland.

A team of brush control scien­
tists with the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station are working 
14- to 16-hour days when weather 
allows on ranches and farms 
throughout the state to find ef­
fective and economical ways to 
reduce these infestations. Their 
research is the result of an 
expanded program started in 
1968, based on needs expressed 
by ranchmen.

The team of scientists consists 
of six men from three researct 
centers and satellite field sta­
tions, They include H.T. Wiede­
mann, Jonn H. Brock, Bobby 
Cross, and Virgil Jones, all 
of Vernon, and C.H. Meadors 
of Spur.

They are led by Charles E. 
Fisher, a Lubbock-based scien­
tist who has invested over 40 
years in agricultural research.

“ Mesquite is probably our 
toughest target,”  Fisher says. 
“ Roots of this species reach 
down in the earth over 30 feet 
to absorb moisture. That’s why 
mesquite will thrive on land 
where little else will grow* 
Prickly pear is bad too, because, 
its growth is prolific. Scrub 
brush of a hundred varieties 
also get to be a problem.

“ We don’t want to rid Texas 
of this plant life ,”  he empha­
sizes. “ Our wild game as well 
as our livestock need shelter

and food, much of which comes 
from brush that some might 
consider useless. This plant 
growth. also serves to hold the 
soil together and prevent ero­
sion.

“ What we do want to come up 
with though, are some effective 
and economical methods of con­
trolling undesirable brush when 
land is overrun and made unpro­
ductive.”

Ranchmen' consider brush 
their main cattle problem, he 
notes. Choking out valuable 
grasses and providing a secret 
maze of hideaways for livestock, 
a jungle of mesquite and scrub 
brush can make efficient labor 
and management impossible on 
a large ranch. Cattle work­
ing that would take four hours 
in a cleared pasture could take 
up to two weeks in a brush- 
infested pasture and still leave 
cattle in the brush.

“ Some Texas ranches are in­
fested so thickly with brush that 
only the experienced eye of a 
veteran cowman can pick out 
a cow or a calf.”  says Fisher. 
“ That land is often rendered 
unproductive.”

The TAES brush control field 
team has gauged a variety of 
control measures, ranging from 
combinations of chemical spray, 
chaining and root plowing to 
roller chopping, discing and re­
seeding with a newly developed 
rangeland drill in effort* to come 
up with brush control techniques.

Their techniques will appear 
in future editions.

product development.

Unless a few House members 
blink and take a second look 
at this bill the public doesn’t 
seem to want, it can only be 
stopped by a presidential veto.

A few days after you read this, 
the House of Representatives 
is expected to pass a bill creat­
ing the Agency for Consumer 
Advocacy. It has alreadypassed 
the Senate.

Who wants this repackaged 
version of the Consumer Pro­
tection Agency bill defeated last 
year? Ralph Nader and his 
friends, the professional con- 
sumerists and Sens. Jacob Ja- 
vlts, Abraham Ribicoff and Char­
les Percy are its most ardent 
supporters.

Who doesn’t want it? Most 
Americans, according to a re­
cently published survey by Opin­
ion Research Corp.

It found that 75 per cent of 
the people do not favor efforts 
to create such an agency. Only 
13 per cent do. And, more 
than half of those changed their 
minds when told that it would 
cost some $60 million in tax 
dollars over the next three years.

In the same survey, 59 per 
cent said they were “ usually”  
treated fairly in the marketplace, 
and another 27 per cent went 
further, saying they were “ al­
most always”  treatecj fairly. 
Only 13 per cent said they had 
been treated “ unfairly”  as con­
sumers.

Despite this evidence, the 
b ill’ s chief pushers forge ahead. 
Ostensibly, it would create an 
independent consumer voice in 
other government agencies’ pub­
lic hearings. The argument 
is that. the . existing agencies 
responsible for watching out for 
the public interests aren’t really 
doing so.

If that’s so, Congress could 
make any changes it wishes in 
the laws governing these exist­
ing “ watchdogs”  in order to im­
prove them.

If you owned a retail chain 
and one store was doing poorly,- 
you might change managers, 
sales clerks, prices, advertis­
ing, decor, store hours or pro­
duct lines, but you certainly 
wouldn’t cure the problem by 
opening up a competing store 
across the street.

Yet, that’s just what Congress 
is about to do. It means ano­
ther big bureaucracy which is- 
bound to mushroom (don’ t 
they all?). How will it de­
termine what the consumer’s 
viewpoint is when it is supposed 
to represent some 210 million 
Americans? That’s easy: the 
bureaucrats will simply equate 
their own opinions with those 
of all consumers.

Their opinions become yours 
whether you agree or not.

And who are the agency’s 
spokesmen to be? .Consumer- 
ists, if the professional con- 
sumerists have anything to say 
about it (and they are the ones 
who have persistently . pushed 
this "legislation for several 
years).

One of the duties of this new 
agency would be to monitor the 
cost and quality of the goods 
we buy. Organized labor’ s ac­
tions certainly have a direct 
bearing on such matters, but 
labor has been specifically ex­
empted from the bill. That’s 
not surprising, considering the 
heavy political debt many con­
gressmen owe to labor’s hier­
archy for campaign support.

The bill has an Orwellian twist, 
too. The agency could demand 
from private businesses confi­
dential information and trade 
secrets which it could make 
public.

Consumerists, who are ob­
sessed with, the idea of con­
trolling the economy and pro- | 
duction, couldn’t have dreamed

Borden County will sponsor a 
blood drive at Gail, Texas. 
Time and date will be decided 
later.
Our Community Blood Center, 
Blood Services of Lubbock, 
serves 37 hospitals in the South 
Plains Area and the approxi­
mately 4,000 patients who have 
blood transfusions in that area 
require approximately 15,000 
pints a year. There is a 
shortage of voluntary blood don­
ors nationwide and this shortage 
exists in the South Plains as 
well. In fact, it is getting 
more critical all the time.
In addition to there being a 
shortage of voluntary blood don­
ors, there is a growing need 
for blood as the medical fac­
ilities of Lubbock and the South 
Plains increase, i.e. the expan­
sion of Methodist Hospital, High­
land Hospital, and others in the 
South Plains, the construction 
of new hospitals such as the 
Medical School Hospital, West 
Texas Hospital, Seminole Hos­
pital and others in the area. 
Blood is needed to literally save 
the lives of people in the com­
munity.
