
Hijackers demand talk with Kissinger

PARIS (AP) — A band o i Croatian 
nationalists wtw hijacked an American 
^ lin e r  landed in Pans on Saturday and 
demanded to speak to President Ford. 
Secretary of State Henry A Kissinger or 
A m b a ssa d o r K enneth R ush. U S 
ambassador to France 

A W hite House statement issued m 
Washington reported the demand and said 
that since Ambassador Rush is m Paris 
he is the person most appropriate to 
communicate w ith the plane "

French o ffic ia ls  said the a irc ra ft w ill 
not be allowed to leave the airport "

The plane's engines were turned off. 
which meant those aboard had no heat in 
the cool and rainy Pans night 

The hijackers took over the plane hYiday 
night, setting o ff a chain of events that 
killed a New York poHceman and in jire d  
three others and showered Pans and 
London w ith propaganda leaflets Leaflets

were also dropped over New York and 
Montreal

The hijackers said to number fo ir  or five 
men and a woman, some of them wired 
with explosives, held more than 50 hostages 
aboard the Trans World Au’lines Boeing 777 
when I t  landed a t Charles de Gaulle 
A irp o rt Arm ed French n o t police 
inc lud ing  a crack antite rro rist squad 
massed along a road nearby out of sight of 
the plane

A irport sources said French o ffic ia ls 
Parted negotiations by radio w ith the 
hijackers about 2 'i hours after the plane 
landed Sources said two vehicles were 
parked in front of the plane to prévo it it 
from  taking o ff agam.

Inform ed sources said the hijackers were 
keenly interested in whether a 1.60(>'Word 
communique and a 2.500-word declaration 
of Independence of the Croation people be 

ablished in the New York Times, the Chi 
< fco-Tribune, the Los Angeles Times, the

Washington Post and the international 
Herald Tribune in Pans 

The Post carried both The New York 
Times, Chicago Tribune and l» s  Angeles 
Times published the commuruque but not 
the declara tion  The Knglish language 
Pans paper said the demand came too late 
for Its Saturday edition and it does not 
publish on Sunday The paper said a 
decision would be niade Sunday on whether 
to publish either of the communications 
.Monday

The h ija cke rs  warned tiia t if the 
communications were not published, a 
bomb would go o ff somewhere in the United 
States in the same manner as one found in 
•New York s Grand Central Term inal It 
k illed  one policeman and injured three as 
they tried  to disarm  it at a firin g  range 

In  Washington. President Ford said 
through a spokesman that he was deeply 
concerned for the safety of those aboard 
the plane

A Boeing 707 which escorted the 777

across the A tlantic dumped thousands of 
pink leaflets over London and Pans and 
also landed here The leaflets called for 
independence from  Yugoslavia for Croatia, 
a Balkan region w ith a bloody history of 
groups f ighting for its  autonomy

The plane was commandeered Friday 
night on a fligh t from  New York to Chicago 
It was diverted to Montreal, then Gander 
.Newfoundland, where 35 passengers were 
released before the plane set out across the 
A tlantic Word of the Grand Central bomb 
was sent back to New York from  Montreal

The freed passengers were flown to 
Chicago on Saturday morning w ith a slop in 
M ontreal, where 'W A  spokesmen said a 
load of leaflets was le ft to be pul aboard a 
helicopter and dropped over downtown 
Montreal Tne a irline  said it had promised 
the hijackers to make sim ila r drops over 
.New York and Chicago

French Prem ier Raymond Barre was 
reported  to  be personally d irecting

operations concerning the hijacking after 
the planes reached FYance 

Canadian offic ia ls said during the stops 
in Canada that the hijackers eventual 
destination was Yugoslavia, but a irport 
sou-ces here siud there was no immediate 
plan to refuel the plane 

Vehicles parkeid near the a ircra ft were 
pulled back a few hundred yards at the 
insistence of the hijackers 

Witnesses said the escort plane had flown 
over the Champa Klysees in Pans at less 
than 1.000 feet and dumped leaflets out of 
the rear A strong wind scattered the 
leaflets over nearby streets and rooftops

In London, the 707 also swooped low 
cu rlin g  St Paul s Cathedral and passing 
the Houses of Parliament

The leaflets were headed Declaration 
of the headquarters of the Croatian 
National Liberation Forces ' and said in 
part Croatia is not up for bids in an 
international auction block but rather plays

an integral part ui the destiny of the world. 
We Fight fo r Croatia

W hile the plane .was refueling al 
Keflavik. Iceland before fly ing  to London, 
airport o ffic ia ls  said the hijackers ordered 
a package co n ta in in g  the leaflets 
transferred from  the 727 to the 707. which 
TWA had flown to  Newfoundland to guide 
the shorter range 727 across the A tlantic.

It was not known how the hi jackers got a ll 
of the leaflets and the ir explosives through 
se c irity  at La Guardia A irport in New York 
and aboard TWA Flight 355 on Friday 
night A TWA spokesman said the nor­
mal precautions were in effect X-raying 
c a r r y - o n  lu g g a g e  a n d  u s in g  
m e ta l-^e c tu ig  devices on passengers

Radio Belgrade said Yugoslavia had 
ordered its envoy to Washington to protest 
d istribution of the statement published in 
The New York Times, the Chicago Tribune, 
the Los Angeles Times and the Washuigton 
Post

D river of the other vehicle 
was Leon H arry .McNair, 54 of 
Skellytown His wife was treated 
in the em ergency room of 
Highland General Hospital and 
released

Trooper Stubbs said Mr 
H e n ry  B e rn a rd  W in k le r 
apparently died of head in jirie s  
He reportedly was traveling

north and failed to yield right 
of way at the stop intersection to 
M cNair who was traveling east 
on Texas 152

Mc.Nair was driving  a pickup, 
and M r W inkler was in a late 
model automobile

The accident occurred about 3 
p m M r W inkler s son, Henry, 
was about two miles behind his 
father He was in the process of 
moving the older W inkler to 
Stinnett

I came upon the scene w ithin 
two or three minutes and knew 
im m ediately who it was when I 
saw the car tags, the son said 

Mom died last February and 
we were moving his firn itu re  
for storage the son said He 
1 the fa th ^  I had planned to go to 
C alifornia and visit my brother 
for a w hile '

.Mr W inkler was reared on a 
farm  near Canute, seven miles 
east of E lk C itv. Okla

He fa rm e d  u n t il h is  
retirem ent 15 years ago

He was a member of the 
Church of Christ at B irns F lat 
near Canute

The son said his father had 
emphysema very badly and was 
having d iffic u lty  breath ing 
before he reached the hospital

Gray County Deputy Sheriff 
Kandol Nichols assisted with the 
investigation.

A nurse at Highland General 
said M r W inkler was ta lking 
when he arrived at the hospital

Local arrangem ents were 
hand led  by C arm ichael 
Whatley Funeral D irectors The 
body was taken to  M artin 
Funeral Home in E lk Q ty, 
Okla . for services and burial

Survivors include two other 
sons. Harold of W hittier. C a lif. 
and James of Sunrav

Hutchison wins GOP leadership
AUSTIN 1 A P i — Rep Ray Hutchison of Dallas 

regarded by many as the brightest mind and most 
adept compromiser in the legislature, won a close 
race S a lirday for re-election as chairm an of the 
Texas Republican Party

Delegates to  the party 's su te  convention gave 
Hutchison an M3 to 792 victory over form er Rep 
Ray Barnhart of Pasadena, leader o f Ronald 
Reagan's presidential prim ary campaign in 
Texas

Hutchison. 42. was elected to guide the party for 
the next two years

He is not seeking a th ird  term  in  the Texas 
House, but is viewed as a potential candidate for 
governor in 1978

As chairm an of the House Committee on 
Constitutional Revision, he was credited w ith 
salvaging the slate charter drafted by the 1974 
c o n s titu tio n a l convention The proposed 
constitution was submitted by the 1975 legislature 
and failed at the polls

The state Republican executive comm ittee 
u itia lly  chose Hutchison, a Dallas bond law­
yer. as chairm an 14 months ago a fte r Jack 
W arren of Tyler resisted

The convention re-elected vice chairm an Polly 
Sowell o f McAllen a fter Dorothy Doehne of San 
Anlonk). who had been a Reagan regional 
coordinator, dropped out of the race

Barnhart and Hutchison made a show of un ity, 
appearing together on a convention stage and 
later at an inform al news conference Neither 
would assess the role played by iomer Texas Gov 
John Connally in Hutchison s victory Connally 
had endorsed Hutchison and had cam pa i^ed  for 
him  w ith individual delegates 

.Much of the convention consisted of pep ta lks to 
inspire Republicans—many of whom s till sm art 
from  Reagan s defeat ui Kansas C ity — to work 
hard for the Ford-Dole ticket 

Connally. Texas manager of the Ford-Dole 
campaign, was cheered lustily  when he lapped 
the national Democratic ticket on one of its  top 
issues

S ixty per cent of the unemployed have never 
been employed — they are new people coming 
into the work force And there are many of them 
that if you offered them a job. they'd s till be 
unemployed because they don't want it. " Con­
nally said

Kansas Sen Bob Dole, the GOP vice 
presidential nominee, was interrupted repeatedly 
by applause and received a standing ovation fo r 
an ^d re s s  that sought to reassure Reaganite 
delegates of the conservatism of the national 
ticket

He attacked Democrat Jim m y C arter's tax 
reform  stance Carter s claim s of reorganizing

Georgia government and his selection of libera l 
Sen W alter Mondale as his running mate

You won't see much of .Mr .Mondale in the 
South They won't bring the man who wanted to 
increase th is year's de fic it by 19 b illion  to the 
South They won't bring the man who consistently 
votes to slash the defense budget to the South 
And th is is the man that M r Carter says stands 
fo r the same things he does ' Dole asserted 

Dole to ld  reporters he saw no s ip i of a party 
sp lit during his 24 hours in Texas 

B arnhart's supporters arrived early at the 
convention, taped several large posters to the 
M unicipal Auditorium  walls and made sure tlia t 
each delegate had a copy of a le tte r in which 
Reagan purportedly endorsed Barnhart for 
chairm an

James Lyon of Houston, a Barnhart leader, 
gained more exposure for his man by winning 
voice vote approval for le tting each candidate 
speak 10 minutes instead of the o rig ina lly  planned 
three

Appealing to Republicans who feel the party  is 
dominated by an elite that is out of touch w ith the 
rank and file . Barnhart said he would make it a 
party of people, not a party of bosses "

I can do a betto ' job of bringing out the 300.000 
new voters th is party was able to a ttract (through

the presidential pnm aryi in May. " Barnhart 
said.

Barnhart asserted he had worked in party 
a ffa irs  not out of political opporturusm but out of 
a comm itment to a ph iloso^y that is shared by 
many of yo u ."

He assired the dele^ites that he has been 
working for the election of Gerald Ford and Bob 
Dole arid a ll the rest of our candidates "

Hutchison, a stale representative who has 
been chairm an for 14 months, said a po litica l 
party's purpose is to influence government by 
electing candidates

I should be your state chairman because I can 
better a ttract the two m illion people who are 
necessary to win in Texas in November. ' he said

" I t  is not a reasonable alternative fo r us to 
continue ta lking to each other very much longer 
We should be talking to Democrats and Inde­
pendents We can defeat Carter-Mondale and 
that can be done if we stop ta lking to each other

Hutchison was interrupted by a man who 
shouted. "G ive me my vote back — an apparent 
reference to the state Republican executive 
com m ittee's approval of a one delegate-cne 
vote" rule

Hutchison allowed a standing vote on whether 
to restore the June con'venlion voting pattern

big fence He is not the only a rtis t involved 
in projects o f such gargantuan proportions 

M ichael Heizer re c t^ y  had a showing of 
las latest work. "Complex One. " which is 
located in  an inaccessible portion of 
Nevada, weighs about 500 tons and cost 
1100.000 to make ’The creation is 140 feet 
long and consists of a rectangular mound of 
earth fram ed by a set of vertica l and 
h o rizo n ta l concrete columns w ith the 
arch itectura l flavor of ancrient Egyptian 
tombs, according to a description in a 
recent issue of ’I V  Wall Street Journal.

W alter De M aria reportedly is w irk in g  
on an a rt project involving a m ile square 
gnd of steel poles in the Nevada desert 
E ntitled "L igh tn ing  F ie ld ." De M anas 
work IS expected to  be most s trik ing  when 
observed d irin g  an electrical storm

’There have been other artists and other 
projects involving the moving of maaaive 
boulders or tons d irt . Such m deavors are 
called earthworks or earth a rt Christo's 
c trta in  and fence are not classified *as 
earthworks, but they are akia

The question s till haunts, however. 
"W hat are these fellows up to '"

There is. probably, only one person in the 
g re a te r Panhandle area qualiFied to 
elucidate on the subjetX — Slaidey Marsh 3 
of A m arillo

Marsh is  known by many area lovers of 
massive a rt fo r Ms construction o f ’Ih e  
w orld ’s largest soft ptanlom  pool tab le .’ ’ 
w h ich  c o n s is ts  o f te le p h o n e  pole

proportioned cue sticks and appropriately 
S Iz^ balls and rack

It s hidden and it s moving. Marsh 
said It could turn up in your front yard or 
in a football fie ld

M arsh likes the su rp rise  element 
involved in his projects and no greater 
proof o f that is needed than is evidenced in 
his current project

I'm  making a poj^upStatueof Liberty, 
he explained It w ill be 151 feet ta ll out of 
industria l white plastic I I I  Fill it up with 
big fans — It w ill be inflatable — and put it 
on a barge and take it to San Francisco in 
the night T V n  people w ill wake up in the 
morning and look out at the bay arid see it 
and they II th ink they are on the wrong side 
of the country

It w ill cause in the mind of the beholders 
what Marsh refers to as an indelible 
memory

It IS a memory you can't get nd of. one 
that burns itse lf into your mind forever

He fu rthe r explained that if  an indelible 
memory is a pleasant one created by 
someone's e fforts, then that someone has 
done you a favor for the rest of your life  '

Marsh said that he has never met 
Christo, but. " I  once wrapped a haystack in 
white plastic in his honor "

That was some tim e after Christo had 
completed- Ms firs t spectacular a rtis tic  
endeavor — wrapping some c liffs  in 
Australia Christo wraps sm aller things as 
well and he sells some of them private ly

"There are a lot of funny stories. Mhrsh 
commented And he told one of a Christo 
work a rriv in g  at a gallery when only a 
rig h t watchman - custodian was on duty 
and the fellow  thought he was dnng his job 
by unwrapping the work of a rt

In the p io t fo ir  years Christo has spent 
about S2 m illion  on the ru n in g  curtain - 
fence project There were many legal 
battles and public hearings None of the 
recent w ire  sto ries about the fence 
explained where the V  m illion  came from

"He's supposed to hove a wife who’s real 
at making money." MarA said of 

Chrislo

And he explained that wealthy New 
Yorkers chip in sizeable sums for Christo 
projects in exchange for something like  a 
piece of the m aterial or a length of rope, 
anything that was a part of the a rt work 

There are  many artists who share 
Christo's pMlosaphy and a growing number 
of those who support the artists 

T h e re  is a whole sub - cu ll of it ."  Marsh 
commented

He told of an a rtis t named Leo Wyoming 
who IS planning a work be calls "The Great 
American Ranch Hand

He w ill fence o ff a corral. GOO or 800 feet 
long in the shape of a hand and Fill it w ith 
cattle. Marsh said "He is also planning a 
work called The Great American Farm  
l^ n d  Crops w ill be planted in a fie ld  in the 
shape of a hand "

Marsh has a group of friends in A m arillo  
who have an orgafuzatnn they call the Ant 
Farm  Marsh donated the use of some land 
near A m arillo  for an Ant Farm  a rt project 
called Cadillac Ranch About 10 of the 
luxury autos are p a rtia lly  buried w ith back 
ends angled skyward 

Marsh said that Cadillac Ranch is an 
unan tic i|^ted  reward for travellers on 

the nearby road who ha ppm to  see it.
" I t  is a beautiful thing because you don't 

expect it to be there If you go into a 
museum you expect to see stuffed buffalos 
and wax Induns There is no surprise But 
if you went in your garage to get a tire  tool 
and saw a stuffed buffalo it would be 
wonderful "

Marsh explained that the person who w ill 
get the m ost value from  C hris to 'a  
C alifornia c irta in  - fence w ill be tom e 
camper - h iker who h a n 't heard about the 
project and who sim ply stum blei onto H.

"He will never be quite the same." MarMi 
predicted

A t th e  R epub lican  co n ve n tio n , Sen. H ow ard  B ake r asked 
these questio n s : How m uch gove rn m en t is too m uch gov­
e rn m e n t?  How m any law s a re  too m any law s?  How m uch 
ta x a tio n  is too  m uch ta x a tio n ?  Ilo w  m uch co e rc io n  is  too 
m uch coerc ion?

T a k in g  th e  la s t question  firs tv .a n y  co e rc io n  of peace fu l 
people is  too m uch coe rc ion . Such a c tio n  has no p lace in  a 
so c ie ty  o f fre e  m en.

I f  a fre e  so c ie ty  w ere to  be equated w ith  so c ia lism  and its  
m ore  b e llig e re n t b ro th e r com m un ism . And i f  such equa tion  
w ere p u t on th e  sam e basis o f seeking  s u p p c t by a d is re g a rd  
fo r hum an re a c tio n , a tr ite  answ er w ou ld  be, “ any o f the  
above is  too m u ch ."

B u t i f  we shou ld  say, m ost any o f the  aboye is  too m uch and 
w ould be w illin g  to  m ove m ore and m ore in  the  d ire c tio n  o f 
se lf re s p o n s ib ility  as in d iv id u a ls , to  seek m ore and b e tte r ' 
w ays to  use v o lu n ta ry  m ethods to  m eet eu r d e s ire s , then  we 
w ould leave  the  a rea o f d is re g a rd  fo r hum an re a c tio n  and 
w ou ld  be head ing  in  a d ire c tio n  th a t w ould  b rin g  us less 
g o ve rn m e n t, less law s and less ta x a tio n .

As w ith  th e  Ten C om m andm ents, to ta lity  in  the  concept o f 
fre e  in d iv id u a l e n te rp ris e  is  a goa l to w a rd  w h ich  one s triv e s . 
I t  canno t be ach ieved  by fo rc e , co e rc io n  on e d ic t. N or w ill it  
be a tta in e d  by p o litic a l m eans.

U iflik e  s o c ia lis m , fre e d o m  in  in d iv id u a l e n te rp ris e  ( p r i­
va te  e n te rp ris e , i f  you p lease) o ffe rs  no fre e  lunches, no

B u t the  m ove th is  
n a tio n  m ade to w a rd  a re la tiv e ly  fre e  p riv a te  e n te rp ris e  sys­
tem  has ach ieved  th e  h ighest le v e l o f liv in g  fo r the  g re a te s t 
pe rcen tage  o f th e  p o p u la tio n  e ve r to  be ob ta ined  on th is  
g lobe.

P erhaps as the  “ fre e  lu n ch ”  synd rom e fades in to  th e  m ir ­
age i t  is , m ore  o f us w ill ta ke  th e  freedom  pa th  anew . Who 
know s how fa r  it  cou ld  ta k e  us? B ut the  s ta r t m ust be m ade to  
see how  lit t le  we re a lly  need o f b ig  g o ve rn m e n t, heavy taxes 
and la w s  p ile d  upon law s.

Will tax solar energy
Before solar eno-gy is even 

out o f the experim ental area 
p o litic a n s  are already busy- 
try ing  to  figure some way to tax 
the use o f sun ligh t. Some 
C a lifo rn ia  le g is la to rs  are 
attem ptuig to implement this 
idea by p lac ing  a ta x  on 
equipment used

I t  is  not unusual fo r the 
po litica l to eye every successful 
p r iv a te  en d e a vo r fo r its  
p o te n tia l as ta x  fo d d e r 
Inh ib iting  to  theecononiy as th is 
may be. the idea of taxing a 
budding new industry' is almost 
tantamount to stealing part of 
the  m ilk  supply from  an 
unweaned baby

Solar energy has fa r to go 
before it w ill reach the stage 
where it can compete w ith o tte r 
fuels fo r energy This nation is in 
a precarious position through 
ou- dependence on the whims of 
other nations in the supply of 
petroleum  which is our prim ary 
source o f energy

H ighly percent of our own 
energy reserves rest wUh.coal 
Only i8  6 pe r cent of ow  energy- 
needs w ill be met from  our great 
coal deposits th is year We find 
ourselves in this* position due 
m ostly to a rb itra ry  taxation, 
u n ió n  d e m a n d s  a n d  
p r o l if e r a t in g  p o lit ic a l 
regulations

Federal and state regulation 
of the natura l gas industry- has 
been a two edged sword slicing 
away at energy- independence 
P irst It kept down the incentiv-e 
to seek more gas wells. And

second it kept coal in a bad 
com petitive position w ith gas

Had the petroleum industry 
been allowed a more rea listic 
p rice  fo r its  product, coal 
u s ific a tio n  m ight now be a 
factor in our s i ^ y  of energy-. 
But politians have been well 
aware that there are more \-otes 
a m o n g  co n s u m e rs  th a n  
producers w ith anv ind i» tr\-.

G etting back to the idea of 
taxing the use of the sun's

The planes were cruising in a 
clear sky at 32.800 feet, in one 
of the busiest a ir corridars in 
the world.

Abandoning the V iking I 
lander — which has been put 
on stand-by a fter weeks of ex­
am ining the planet's surface — 
the V iking I mother ship began 
an expedition of its own. its 
cameras and other instruments 
ready to probe the farthest 
reaches of .Mars

Meanwhile. V iking 2's lander 
was to  begin man's second

search fo r traces of life  on 
Mars On Sunday, the robot's 
arm  was to  reach out to the 
rocky Utopia plain, scoop up a 
handful o f Martum soil and 
dump it in to  m iniature latxira- 
tories fo r chemical analysis

The V iking I orb iter fired  its 
engines fo begin shifting its  o r­
b it aroufid the planet in jumps 
of 40 longitudinal degrees each 
day and is to complete the tr ip  
in n im  days

Then, in  what scientists ca ll a 
"com plex operational period." 
it w ill position itse lf above the 
Utopia plain where the V iking 2 
lander w ill be well into its  
quest fo r life , and take charge

of the lander's communications 
w ith earth.-

The maneuver w ill free the 
V iking 2 o rb ite r to begin its 
own swing around the planet 
and scan the polar caps, a re­
gion of p a n i^ a r  iite re s t to 
scientists

The scientists have specula­
ted that Mars once had an 
E arth-like atmosphere which 
has been froaen and is now 
bound up in the polar caps in 
the form  of ice and solid car­
bon dioxide

The focus of V iking 2's probe 
w ill be the search for organic 
m a t e r i a l s — carbon-based 
molecules found in every liv ing 

'  thing on th is  planet but not de­
tected by V iking Is  ex­
periments on the Chryse plain. 
4.600 m iles away

V iking I's  firs t biology probes 
detected chem ical ac tiv ity  that 
hinted a t the existence oif life , 
but scientists were baffled by 
the lack o f evidence of organic 
chemicals.

Chief sciential Gerald &>ffen 
said he had been prepared for 
the possib ility o f organic chem­
icals w ithout life , b u  the sug­
gestion o f life  without organics 
on Mars was to ta lly  unexpect­
ed

I f  the second lander can find 
some trace  of organics in the 
rocky soil. V iking I's  findings 
w ill be less puzzlir«. The ex- 
planatioa could be that there 
were organics a t Chryse. but 
not w ith in  the handful o f soil 
scooped up by V iking I's  tele­
scoping shovel arm.

The economy in  Texas is 

strong and getting stronger, but 
in fla tion  is  s till a serious 
threat, says the Texas Busicss 
Review.

Most indicators show that 
Texas is  ahead of the overall 
national pace of economic re- 
c Q V e r  y . from  employment 
through construction and farm  
prices.

The unemployment fig ire s  
(or June showed 6.1 per cent of 
Texans out of work as opposed 
to 6.3 per cent in June 1975

Whiiie th is figure was heart­
ening. economists pointed out 
that the consumer price index 
w ill probably hold steady on a 
course tha t would finish the 
year w ith  a six per cent in­
crease This figure was an im ­
provement over I975's nine per­
cent increase, but the six per 
cent rate o f inflation “ cannot 
be other than disastrous over

an extended period o f tim e ." 
the magazine said.

The overa ll stage in  the econ­
omy was attributed to  an in ­
crease in consumer conTidence. 
This increase showed up in con­
struction. capital expansion and 
farm  prices.

The construction im kistry has 
overcome a decline in nonresi- 
dential building to re ^s te r an 
overall 34 per cent gain in per­
m its issued over 1975.

C apital expansion was also 
reported on a solid upward 
course, but a curtailm ent of 
funds nationally could alter 
that situation Some restraints 
on the money supply have been 
reported, and a slight increase

in interest rates was ‘ 'as­
sured." the magazine said.

I f  such incresses rem ain 
N ight, the forecari would c r il 
fo r continued improvement o f 
business condHions despite a 
continuation of in fla tio n ..

Spending fo r d ira b le  goods 
was in g o ^  shape, w ith new 
orden  exceeding shipments, 
creating a backlog of orders. 
That backlog, which economists 
ca ll a healthy s if i.  was nearly 
30 per cent above the ngure for 
June 1975.

Fanners' prices were report-' 
cd up I I  |» r  cent from  last 
year: prices paid by farm ers 
rose only five  per cent during 
the same period.

Home is sweet to Smiley and Betty 
Henderson

"W hen I th n k  o f the Findley house, I 
th ink o f warm  m em ories." said Mrs. 
Henderson.

The elegant, solid • looking white fram e 
house a t 411E. Faster has only known two 
fam ilies — the Findleys who bu ilt the house 
in 1914 and the Htmdersons who live  there 
now. The transitHxi between the two was 
easy and com fo rtab le : the fam ilies 
overlapping fo r many years.

The house was bu ilt by B.E. Findley-, a 
form er president of F irs t National Bank.

As a high school student in Pampa. 
Henderson knew the Findleys who had a 
son. W a irea  his age He had come to 
Pampa in  198Z to  live  wHh his brother and 
sister.

In 1939. he lived upstairs w ith W arren 
The young Findley worked at the F irst 
National Bank and Henderson worked in 
the tax office.

"W e were the young bachelors in town at 
that tim e ." he remembered.

A fte r that came World War I I  and after 
the war. " I  came back to  m y hom e." 
Henderson said.

W arren had died in a plane crash in 1943 
and the Findleys were happy to keep the ir 
home open to the ir dead son's friend. 
" T h e y  took me in . "  H enderson 
remembers

M r Findley had died in 1934 at Harvester 
S tadium  during a Pampa - A m arillo  
football game

Other members of the Findley fam ily  
were F lora Deen. the younger daughter, 
and Frances.

"They were like sisters." Henderson 
recalled. "E ven then we used the back 
yard fo r croquet, and we had friends over 
in the game room. Our children used the 
same game room ." ____ _̂__________

When the Hendersons were m arried in 
1945. they lived in an apartment for a few 
nwnths. Then Mrs. Findley decided to  v is it 
in C alifornia and the Hendersons moved in 
to look a fte r the house

They are s till there
The longer Mrs Findley stayed in 

C alifornia, the more the house became part 
o f the  Henderson fam ily. When she 
returned fo r periods of tim e. Mrs Findley 
made the one - room  upstairs  her 
apartm ent.

"$he was a tremendous influence on our 
- whole fa m ily ." Mrs. Henderson said "We 

always called her our second mother She 
was always a respected member of the 
fa m ily "

L ike Mrs Findley. Mrs. Henderson is a 
teacher. The form er moved to Pampa to 
tu to r the T D . Hobart ch ildren. The laner 
teaches math at Panripa Junior ' High 
School

"M rs. Findley had an old maid sister who 
would speéd the summers here." Mrs. 
Henderson recalled. Roy Tinsley played 
the vio lin  and he and "A unt N e llie " would 
form  duets to entertain the fam ily

.Mrs. Henderson also recalled that Mrs. 
Findley was a health food enthusiast long 
before it became the popular.thing to do. It 
was her way of life  and she raised her 
children that way. Mrs. Henderson said.

.Mrs. Findlev died last August at the age 
of94

She used to make yogurt in a big brown 
kettle in the same kitchen the Hendersons 
use The kitchen, and the whole house, has 
changed little

The kitchen has been remodeled to 
include modern appliances. A re frigerator 
stands in  what was the F indley's bread 
baking comer The linoleum was taken up 
to show o ff the original hard wood kitchen 
floor and the several new cabinets were 
bu ilt and varnished to match the rest o f the 

 ̂ natu ra l woodwork in the house.

M r Findley built the house him self ...no 
contractor, no builder "He wanted it done 
his way so as it was built he paid the bills. 
He had it done the way he w anted." 
Henderson recalled

F in d le y  designed the unilsual light 
fix tu res w id had them made in Kansas. He 
made sure a ll the hard wood floors were 
edge grained f i r  or oak Not a knot can be 
found anywhere in the natural varnished 
woodwork throughout the house. The house 
was bu ilt and wired for e lectric ity  before 
the c ity  of Pampa even had e lectric ity .

Findley also installed a p riv lte  w ider 
system w ith softening w its  for his house 
That was before Pampa had a c ity  water 
system A storage tank in the basemeht 
held water fo r fam ily use

The house was heated w ith  coal 
'Hendersons s till use the same furnace 

system only they converted it to n a tira l 
gas several years ago. ■

M r Findley started a file  on his house 
and the Hendersons have kept it up when 
they bought it

Henderson compared costs In 1939. N.B. 
E llis  bid $148 to paint two coats on the 
house and window screens. In  1975. 
Henderson had one coat spread on the 
house at a cost of $1.800

His file  contains original receipts and 
deeds The firs t is dated Dec. 13.1905. and 
transfers the property from  Frederic de P. 
Foster to Minnie W Hobart, w ife of T.D. 
H obart. The second, dated in  1913. 
transfers the property to Findley.

The house was buih structura lly sound 
w ith plenty o f good m aterial put into it. 
Henderson said It has been easy to keep up 
and the flavor of the house has changed 
little

Mrs. Henderson's fam ily fu m itire  — a 
G v il War vintage Lincoln rocker and Great 
G rand fa the r Weatherby's chairs from  
Kansas — retain the antique, homey 
environm ent.

Jo Ann L inv ille  spent» 15 years as a 

volunteer nurse caring fo r hundreds of 
patients in Gray County but she has slowed 
her pace some recent ly —doctor's orders.

On Feb. 4. when she was a patient a t 
Highland General Hospital.’ Mrs. L in v ille  
overheard her doctor te ll her husband. 
"She's been in high gear a ll her life . Now 
she'll have to settle down."

M rs. L in v ille  is scheduled for an 
arteriogram  and an a rte ry repair a t St. 
Anthony's Hospital in  Oklahoma G ty  on 
Sept 20.

" I  had been so busy I d iife i't have tim e  to  
w orry about m yse lf." she said. " I  checked 
everyone else's blood pressure— but d idn 't 
have tim e  to th ink about my own."

Mrs. L in v ille 's  surgery w ill take place in 
the hospital which sponsored the school of 
m rs ing  from  which she graduated in 1953.

"T h a t's  coincidence." d ie  said.
D uring her years as a volunteer nurse. 

Mrs. L in v ille  worked w ithout pay fo r the 
Red Cross and the Gray County welfare

"H und reds of fam ilies w ith  cancer 
patient re latives called fo r he lp ." she said.

She said many cancer ^ ie n ls  who 
linger fo r months and yean  use a ll. 
Insurance benefits'andcan no longer afford

hospitalization.
" I'v e  gone into homes to  adm inister 

intranvenous solutions, change dressings 
and give ’whatever aid I could. "  she said

V it was a fu ll tim e job — a ll hours of the 
day and n ig h t." she added

M rs L in v ille  started her own loan closet 
for cancer patients 12 years ago w ith a 
wheel cha ir given by the Ed M yatt fam ily. 
Other equipment soon became available 
including walkers and beds.

The Am erican Cancer Society and the 
Gray County Chapter of the American Red 
Cross also assisted

Speaking of her own illness. Mrs L inv ille  
said:

" I'v e  been as healthy as a horse a ll these 
years and a ll o f sudden I was h it w ith high 
blood pressure."

As soon as she recovers from  surgery in 
Oklahoma G ty . she is scheduled to  undergo 
additional surgery at Highland Général 
Hospital here.

" I'm  just anxious to get it  a ll o ve r." she 
said.

The form er Miss Jo Ann Oswalt and R.QT. 
L in v ille  where m arried in 1953 a fte r she 
graduated from  nursing schn i.

" In  those days no one n ia rried  during 
nurses' tra in in g ." slie said

The U nvilles moved to  Pampa where he 
is d is tric t nuuiaÿer fo r Welex. ,

.Mr and Mrs L inv ille  have two children. 
Randy. 20. who is a th ird  yeajvsfudent at 
Oklahoma State UniversityvOtSuDwater. 
and Jana Kay. 12. a s e \ t ^  grader at

Mrs L in v ille  was instrum ental in the 
organization o f a Licenaed Vocational 
Nursing School in  Pampa in 1965 She was 
the d irecto r fo r the firs t class from  which 
15 students graduated in 1966

"The LVN school was something we had 
wanted and needed fo r a long tim e ." she 
said

M edicare  requirements had become 
more s tric t and the demand for mrses was 
greater than the supply, she commented

Mrs L in v ille  enjoys working w ith  a ll 
ages but she says the elderly are her 
favorites

"Y ou learn so much from  them — you 
gam fa r more than ̂  g iv e ." she said

A native o f Purcell. O k la . she is  the 
dM ighter o f M r. and Mrs J.E . OswaH. who 
s till live  on a fann  near there

M rs. L in v ille  cu rren tly  is disaster 
nursing chairm an for Gray County and the 
surrounding area.

When the McLean General Hospital 
opened, she set up the nursing service.

DEAR DR. LAM B -  Could 
you te ll me a t w hat age a 
w o m a n  q u i t s  b e a r i n g  
ch ild ren?  Can she become 
pregnant when she is going 
through the change o f h ie  and 
m ore than 51 years old? Can a 

I  ̂ woman a t th k  age get preg­
nant when she hasn’t  had a 
m o n th ly  p e rio d  fo r  tw o  
m onths o r m ore? I ’ l l  be 
w a iting  to hear from  you real 
soon.

DEAR R EADER — This is 
a frequent question. To s ta rt 
w ith  there is no record of any 
woman ever having a baby 
a fte r age 56. G unge o f life  
babies are frequent because 
women w rongly th ink they 
can no longer get p re g u n t.

Y our doctor can give you a 
be tte r idea in your own in ­
d iv idua l case. You shouldn't 
assume on your own tha t you 
cannot get pregnant unless 
y o u  a re  t h r o u g h  th e  
menopause and have not had a 
period fo r two years. Some 
doctors th ink one year w ithout 
periods is su ffic ien t, but i f  you 
don’t  want to fo llow  the two 
year in te rva l I  would suggest 
you ask your doctor in  regard  ̂  
to your own p a rticu la r case. 
He may be able to te ll you 
m ore on the basis o t an ex­
am ination

From  what I ’ve read on the 
subject I  th ink the ch ild  is too

sm all to  stand such ah opera­
tion. But how long could she 
live  w ithout it?  What can you 
te ll me about th is problem ? I 
read she should be a t least 5 
years old and weigh 40 pounds 
before surgery.

D E A R  R E A D E R  -  
Tetra logy of F a llo t is a b irth  
defect o f the heart and one of 
the  best know n types o f 
defects. The tw o m ost typ ica l 
aspects o f the defect are 
obstruction o f the pulm onary 
a rte ry  tha t ca rries blood to 
the lungs and an opening 
between the rig h t and le ft side 
o f the heart (ve n tricu la r sep­
ta l de fect). This, w ith  some 
other varia tions, causes unox­
ygenated blood to be shunted 
to the le ft side o f the heart and 
causes the blue discoloration 
called cyanosis.

Now it  is nice to  be able to 
w a it u n til the ch ild  is  optim al 
in  size but the degree o f the 
d e f e c t  m a k e s  a l o t  o f  
d ifference on the decision the 
d o c to rs  have to  m ake. I 
presume the obstruction to 
the pulnKMiary a rte ry  is from  
an overgrow th o f tissde ju s t 
k in rn th  the valve, and the 
p r o g r e s s i o n  o f  t h i s  
overgrow th is increasing the 
obstruction . To make the 
point c lea r, i f  the obstruction 
were to ta l, there vrould be no 
way c ircu la tio n  could be con­
tinued. So na tu ra lly  the doc­
tors are concerned w ith  the 
d c^e e  o f obstruction. The 
m ore severe the obstruction 
the m ore unoxygenated blood 
is shunted to  the le ft side o f 
the heart.

The location and severity 
de te rm ine  the course and 
tim e  fo r trea tm ent. I would 
suggest you tru s t the doctors’ 
judgm ent as they have a lo t o f 
com plex in fo rm ation  that has 
suggested the best course of 
action to them . In  some types 
o f defects i t  is necessary to 
operate a t ‘ once, soon a fte r 
b irth , so there is  no hard and 
fast ru le  on age o r size as you 
have read.

How to live to be 100

From 1970 to 1975 an Am eri­

can anthropologist. D r. Sub 
Benet. made frequent trip s  — 
some lasting as 1̂  as fo ir  
months — to do fie ld work in 
the Soviet Caucasus. That re­
gion o f the world, a bridge be­
tween A sb  and Europe, b  
known fo r the longevity of 
many of ib  people. As D r. Ben­
et notes, in  1974 she had the 
p leasire  o f meeting and know­
ing a de lig b fu l Caucasian 
woman 139 years old — prob­
ably the oldest woman then 
alive.

In a new book. "How To Live 
to Be 100." D r. Benet discusses 
the factors that make fo r the 
kx ige rity . She w rites that th is 
group's "rhythm ic  regu larity of 
life "  and U irir concerned fam i­
ly  reb tionsbps seem im por­
tant. In her studies she found 
that. "O rder in da ily routines 
and in the entire arc o f life  
from  cradle to  grave contrib­
utes to the security of the ind i­
vidual and the group Contin­
u ity  and regulations in diet, 
w o iii. sex life  and leisure ap­
pear to lessen the strain on the 
body by avoiding sudden dis­
continuities and changes .

"C hildren, adulb and old 
people a ll consume the same 
diet and seem to have no in te r­
est in try in g  new foods It b  
not a m atter of haring no a l­
ternatives. or being confined to 
locally grown foods; they tru ly

love th e ir trad itiona l foocb and 
see no reason for changes or 
v a rie ty "

She found that the long-living 
persons eat moderately and 
have "an  extrem ely high aitake 
of natura l rita m in s " from  fresh 
vegetables, both cultivated and 
w ild  She discusses (he ir wide 
use of beans as a high-protein 
food; th e ir extensive use of 
spices and herbs — some cu lti­
vated and some w ild ; the ir 
common use of nub and yb-

The projections are a part of a 
Texas Tech effort to supply 
advanced inform ation about 
m arket conditions to  pork 
producers

Production and prices go 
through a cyclica l process The 
industry calls it the hog cycle.’ 
I f  the hog sector uses our 
projections, eventually it w ill 
help, in reducing the price and 
production fluctuations This 
w i l l  be benefic ia l  to the 
consumer and the producer as 
well. ' Rov said 

The Texas Tech professor has 
s ta t is t ica l ly  analyzed data 
beginning from  the M s through 
the 70 s Using computer models 
and econometric techniques, he 
has developed a number of 
complex sta tistica l equations 
The equations w ill help him 
isolate m a jo r factors that 
influence pork demand 

Rising incomes, beef and

poultry prices and consumption, 
and consumer attitudes were 
some of the factor. Roy said, 
affecting pork demands

The effect o f rising income 
was o u r biggest "concern 
E a rlie r studies have indicated 
that ris ing  incomes reduced 
pork consumptioa Although our 
investigation confirmed that, we 
also found that more recently 
rising income has resulted in an 
increse in pork consumption. 
Roy said.

D u r in g  1950-39. when 
consumers per capita income 
rose by 10 per cent, pork 
consum p t ion  appeared to 
decline by two per cent But 
during 1964-73. for the same rise

in income, it increased by five 
percent

Pork is no longer the meat 
for low income fam ilies, and 
fu tiré  consuifiplion w ill most 
l ike ly  increase along with 
income. ' Roy remarked

P o p u la t r io n  is ano ther 
im portant factor. Roy said Due 
to the decreasing growth rate, 
popula tion w ill not exert a 
s i g n i f i c a n t  i m p a c t  on 
consumptioa

The effects of beef prices on 
pork consumption seem to have 
declined considerably in recent 
periods During thè last five 
y e a rs ,  po rk  consum ption  
increased only one per cent, 
when beef prices went up by 10 
percent. Roy said

The production and sale of 
chlordim eform . an agricu ltura l 
insecticide used in the U.S.
