Varsity Game

School rivalries often bring 
out the best and worst.

The best part about Friday 
night’s game with the Ira 
Bulldogs was that it was not a 
district matchup.

The worst part was losing 
to a team that obviously plays 
the Borden County tilt as if it 
were the Super Bowl.

Ira used its speed and a 
surprisingly effective defense 
to prevent BHS from winning 
its third consecutive game 
Friday 'in Ira, 30-8, as the 
Coyotes were only able to 
score one time—a 38-yard 
run by sophomore Derek 
Rodriguez with 1:50 left in 
the third period.

Rodriguez’s run came the 
play after senior T.J. Sharp 
had finally given BHS a 
spark with a 41-yard burst 
from the team’s own 1-yard 
line.

Those two runs along with 
senior Talin Pepper’s four 
catches for 63 yards were 
basically the only offensive 
highlights of the evening as 
the Bulldogs invaded the 
Coyote den numerous times 
in the game.

The Coyotes lost yardage 
five times in the contest as 
speed overcame strength.

BHS was also hampered by 
five turnovers: four intercep­
tions and one fumble.

Still, considering those 
turnovers, the Coyotes held 
Ira several times to keep the 
game close.

When Rodriguez did score 
in the third period, the gap 
had been closed to 22-8, and 
it appeared that the Coyotes 
had put themselves back in 
the game.

As the fourth quarter 
started, the BHS defense had 
Ira backed up on fourth and 
long on more than one series, 
but Ira found openings and 
converted.

One of those occurred with 
9:49 left in the game as the 
Bulldogs scored on a 15-yard 
pass play to make it a 30-8 
game.

Raul Rodriquez #7 takes 
the hand-off from quarter 
back Brionne Jackson #12.

That score held up as 
neither team made it into the 
endzone for the final minutes 
of the fourth quarter.

Senior Raul Rodriguez and 
junior Andy Lozano made the 
highlight film with their 
defensive play throughout the 
game.

Rodriguez had a key first 
quarter sack at 5:09 that 
prevented an Ira score and 
could have given the Coyotes 
momentum were it not for a 
turnover on the following 
offensive series.

Rodriguez finished with 
two solo tackles, 7- assists, 
and two hurries.

Lozano, making his mark in 
his first year to start on 
varsity, led the Coyotes with 
six solo tackles.

Countering Ira’s speedy 
offense, Lozano added 8 
assisted tackles and broke up 
a pass play with a big tackle 
early in the game.

Kyle Pinkerton, another 
junior, continued to improve 
play in only his second game 
back since an injury.

Pinkerton recorded one 
sack, one hurry, four solo 
tackles, and six assists.

One solo tackle coming in 
the final period stopped an 
Ira runner head on.

Other defensive contribu­
tors were Adam Carter (three 
solos, three assists), Pepper 
(four assists, one solo), D. 
Rodriguez (four assists, three 
solos, one sack, one hurry), 
Sharp (six assists, four solos, 
and two sacks). Dusty 
Gwinn, junior, made one solo 
hit.

Final stats from the
offensive side of the ball are 
as follows: rushing—-Sharp 
(5/55), Carter (1/1), D.
Rodriguez (5/85, 1 TD);
Passing—Brionne Jackson 
(6-15-3 for 63 yards), Shane 
Tarleton (0-1-0), Sharp (0-1- 
1); receiving—Pepper (4-63 
yards); Pinkerton (1-1).

Jackson also had three
punts for a 27-yard average.

The Coyotes face a 
Wellman team that is coming 
off a big win over, a district 
opponent for BHS this year.

Unlike the varsity game, 
the JV meeting between Ira 
and Borden County was back 
and forth scoring coming 
from all angles: defense, 
special teams, and a little 
offense thrown in for good 
measure.

BHS took the game, 42-30, 
sealing the win with 
freshman Derek Gwinn’s 
fumble recovery with less 
than a minute to play.

From the opening kickoff, 
the Coyotes were in a moving 
mode as sophomore John 
Wilson’s block gave 
teammate Ben Griffin room 
to ran for 21-yard kickoff 
return to mid-field.

Despite the good field 
position, BHS’s offense 
stalled with consecutive 
losses on rushing plays and 
an incomplete pass.

Ira faced the same problem 
on their first possession, as 
Tyler Wallace, Garrett 
Thomas, Billy Roper, and 
Andrew Lamming teamed up 
to apply some heavy rushing.

Griffin and Wilson went to 
work on 4th and 8 and forced 
the Bulldogs to throw 
incomplete.

With the ball over on 
downs, the Coyotes went to 
Gwinn for some spark.

Taking the handoff from 
Griffin, the tailback rushed 
for an 8-yard gain, but that 
would be the only plus 
yardage on the series as BHS 
punted—a 20-yard effort by 
Lamming.

Ira looked to capitalize on 
their defensive hold, but the 
Coyotes had some defensive 
magic of their own on the 
very next play.

With 1:32 left in the

opening period, the Bulldogs 
fumbled after a great hit by 
Roper.

Wilson, lurking and ready 
to roll, took the fumble in the 
air and .scampered 15 yards 
for the first points of the 
game.

J. Ryan Gicklehom’s PAT 
kick was good for an 8-0 
Coyote lead.

Ira would answer back in 
the closing minutes of the 
first period despite Thomas’s 
tackle at the 33-yard line to 
save a TD. '

With 7:28 in the second 
quarter, the visitors did 
connect on a 12-yard pass 
play to make it an 8-6 game.

Lamming and. Griffin 
penetrated to muffle the kick 
to prevent Ira from tying the 
score on the PAT.

Special teams for BHS 
answered the call as Thomas 
found the open hole provided 
by Griffin and Roper to go 75 
yards for a kickoff return 
touchdown.

Gicklhom was good again 
on the PAT: Coyotes 16, Ira 
6.
The seesaw contest was just 

beginning as fans discovered 
when Ira broke for a 60-yard 
touchdown run at the 6:25 
mark. Once again, BHS 
special teams came through 
and blocked the PAT.

The Bulldogs attempted an 
onside kick, but Wilson fell 
on the ball on the Coyote 25- 
yard line.

Lamming had to punt for 
the Coyotes on the next 
possession (27-yard effort), 
but Roper and company held 
Ira on their next go-round.

Roper recorded a key sack 
forcing a 3,d and ten play 
which then resulted in an

incomplete pass as the 
Coyotes retained possession.

Right before halftime, the 
Coyote offense put a drive 
together.

Thomas rushed three times 
for a total of 26 yards, and 
Griffin’s 21-yard scoring 
strike to Gicklhom capped 
off the drive with :47 seconds 
remaining before intermis­
sion.

Griffin nailed the Bulldog 
return runner after a deep 
kick by Gicklhom.

After a great combination 
stop by Wilson and Gwinn to 
force a 3ld and 3 situation for 
the Bulldogs from their own 
32-yard line, the defense let 
up as Ira was able to punch in 
a score right before the half 
ended to make it a 22-18 
BHS lead.

After the break, Ira 
expected to take the lead, but 
Griffin had other plans as he 
made some big defensive 
plays in the first series after 
half-time.

With Ira facing 2nd and 
long, Griffin stripped the Ira 
runner of the ball though the 
Bulldogs did recover; how­
ever, the play resulted in a 
loss.

Griffin then broke through 
for a smashing hit to force a 
Bulldog punt with 4:58 left in 
the third period.

A clipping penalty on the 
Coyotes on the return was 
just a temporary setback and 
Thomas went back to work 
from the tailback position.

In two carries he rushed for 
39 yards, and then deferred to 
Wilson who surprised the Ira 
defense with an 18-yard end- 
around play that resulted in 
six more points for the host 
team.

The PAT was blocked as 
BHS took a 2S-1S advantage.

Gwinn and Caden Nowlain, 
members of Headhunters, 
Inc., covered the kickoff well 
and made convincing tackles 
on the return.

Still, Ira would not go 
down gently and broke 
another long run for a 43- 
yard score to close the 
margin to 28-24 as the PAT 
was once again blocked.

Variety' is the spice of life, 
according to Coach Trey 
Richey’s game plan, and his 
next offensive play-calling 
was proof of that.

Lamming (7-yard rush), 
Gwinn (10-yard rush), 
Thomas (2 rushes for 15 
yards) and then back to 
Gwinn and Lamming—as the 
third quarter came to an end, 
all three of those backs had 
touched the ball.

Griffin’s receiving corp 
increased as he went to 
Aaron Pigford in this 
possession, a screen pass that 
went for 23 yards and a first 
down.

Griffin then found Wilson 
on a 34-yard pass play down 
inside the five-yard line.

Gwinn punched the ball 
across for the score followed 
by Gicklhom’s PAT, increas­
ing the Coyote lead to 42-24.

With time running out, Ira 
went to work but against a 
new defensive look.

Lamming, Tarleton, and 
Nowlain forced an 
incomplete pass with their 
rush with 2:56 left in the 
game.

Tarleton then made an 
open-field tackle after a 
Bulldog 13-yard gain to stop

Back-to-school Wardrobe:
Keeping it in A+ Condition

The start of a new school 
year invariably means a new 
wardrobe. But, clothes that 
are bright and promising at 
the onset of the semester may 
soon fail to make the grade. 
While everyday wear and tear 
does take its toll, here are a 
few tips for helping keep the 
new school wardrobe in A+ 
condition.

Clothes that turn grey and 
dingy look old before their 
time. Improper laundry 
procedures, including insuf­
ficient detergent and water 
temperature that’s too low, 
are common culprits. 
Improper sorting (clothes that 
are not separated by color and 
by heavy soiled versus light 
soil) can cause dirt and dyes

to transfer from one item to 
another. If soil transfer 
occurs, rewash using 
additional detergent, the 
hottest water that’s safe for 
the fabric and a bleach that’s 
safe for the fabric. If color 
transfer occurs, don’t dry the 
item. Quickly rewash with 
detergent and a bleach safe 
for the fabric, or use detergent 
and a dye/color remover 
purchased from the grocery or 
discount store.

As preventative measures, 
use the recommended amount 
of detergent for the load size, 

properly sort laundry and use 
the hottest water that’s safe 
for the fabric. Also, consider 
using dye magnet laundry 
sheets or a detergent that’s

formulated to preserve colors. 
Dye magnet laundry sheets 
are embedded with dye 
catchers that grab and hold 
particles of dye and other 
foreign materials in the wash 
water. Detergents that 
preserve colors contain 
ingredients that bind or react 
with dyes so they cannot 
easily be redeposited onto 
fabrics in the load.

Color loss or fading is 
irreversible. Common causes 
are unstable dyes, water that’s 
too hot, improper use of 
bleach and applying undiluted 
bleach directly onto fabric. 
Unstable dyes most 
commonly occur with neon 
and fluorescent colors, as
