Will Those Who Have
Money Take A Chance?

As Economist John Flynn recently pointed out, one
of the things that is holding back business recovery
is the increasing reluctance of those who have money
to risk it except on sure things.

The old cycle of “three generations from shirt-
sleeves to shirt-sleeves” has been interrupted by in-
vestment devices and also by an inereasing timidity
among moneyed people

Perhaps the chances to make money are fewer
than they used to be, and perhaps increasing taxa-
tion and other factors have loaded the dice against
the man who puts up the money. But there is also
an increasing timidity, an increasing feeling that
“capital is entitled to a return,” whereas the prin-
ciple used to be that “capital is entitled to a chance
to make a profit.”

As Flynn so well noted, capitalism and free enter-
prise as a system depends just as much on the losses
as it does on the gains, and the continual wiping out
of accumulated capital is just as much fuel to capi-
talism's gas tank as the piling up of new.

That is why a recent advertisement is so fascinat-
ing. Oil stock promoters used to advertise sure things.
¥ou couldn't lose. Big money was just ahead by risk-
ing a pittance, only there was practically no risk.

The SEC and other things have put an end to
that. The advertisement in question is entirely frank.
A gamble is being offered. The promoter wants to
drill an oil well on some land he has acquired. He
hasn't the money. So he offers to take in some
partners who will take a chance. “If they (geologists)
are wrong, I am going to wind up with a dry hole
in the middle of just a cow ranch_1If they are right,
then we are headed for a discovery well. . . ."”

“If you are willing to take a gamble where you will
either lose every dollar you put in it or win up to very
many times what you put in, I am going to ask
you” . .. and so on.

That’s certainly fair enough, and refreshingly
honest in comparison with 1928 “come-on” ads for
oll stock. But will there be takers?

Don't forget that it was the unsung money tossed
into dry holes that built America, no less than the
well-lauded pioneers who hit oil. Step up, gents,
“you pays your money, and you takes your choice!”

Is the well-known pioneer spirit dead, the spirit
of Dan'l Boone and Davy Crockett, of Bill Cody and
Brigham Young, the spirit even of Steve Brodie? Hey,
Dollar! Come out from under that mortgage and
take a chance in Texas!

Those statements provide a picture of what
WPA really is and throw light on Mr. Roose-
velt’s renewed demand for more WPA money. In
fact, billions are being spent to support indigent
persons, many of whom are so destitute that they
own automobiles and have money enough to buy
gasoline and liquor. Any one who suggests that
WPA has become a loafers’ paradise is accused
of heartlessness and lack of human sympathy for
the unfortunate. The retort is supposed to e an
adequate answer to the demand that the ne'er-do-
wells and the political favorites be separated from
thair easy money racket.

Nothing that this country has ever known
matches the WPA as an instrument of corrup-
tion. Using the genuine victims of misfortune as

a screen for its dirty work, the administration
has spent the billions appropriated for charity to

buy votes and degrade men and women into' a
condition of permanent hopelessness. None of
the “other devices of the New Deal, not ecven

TVA, has been the equal of WPA as a corrupter.
One of its most vicious aspects is that revealed
by the Cleveland judges. The money which has
been spent to support the loafers has meant that
much less to be divided amqpg those whom the
appropriation was intended to benefit.

The new director of WPA, Jol. Harrington,
tppears to be aware of the evils in the organiza-
tion, but he proposes what amounts to an. inves=
tigation of WPA by WPA. Little can be expected
of such a venture. It recalls the proposal that
Commissar Murphy investigate the activities of
the communists in this country. There will be
no thoroughgoing inquiry into WPA and no efs
fective reform of the racket until congress takes
the matter in hand.

RELIEF FIGURES

The Los Angeles Times vditorially says that on
February 1, the number of unemployed receiving
the cash dole from the State Relief Administra-
tion stood at the all-time high of 307,303. In one
week, it had increased five per cent. In one
month, that is, since January 1, it had increased
25 per cent and that in the same period, the num-
ber of persons supported by the Federal WPA
incfeased 22 per cent.

These figures should cause any person, who is
self-reliant and wants to make his own way in the
world, realize that we have started something
that is very difficult, indeed, to stop. We have
spread the belief that people are not responsible
for their own sustenance, that they have a right
to be fed and clothed entirely at the expense of
others, and that they have the right to do the se-
lecting of what the support should be. Of course,
any trinking person knows that this cannot go
on. When people need not work, unless they can
get the rewards to which they themselves think
they are entitled, or to which some dreamer says
they are entitled, then that nation, so long as the
people believe this, is doomed to a decline in liv-
ing standards. The load becomes so heavy that it
discourages those people who are trying to sup-
port ‘themselves and are not living as well as those
whom the government is helping. Then, these
people added, steps the notch up so that more and
more people are added to relief.

This condition is a result largely of the Federat-
ed Council of Churches, preaching a doctrine that
wages need not be on the competitive basis and of
the Republican and Democratic parties teaching
that relief need not be local but that it is the duty
of the Federal and State government to furnish
jobs and sustenance.

It is truly a question of re-educating the peo-
ple.

WM EANING OF CONSERVATIVE AND LIBERAL

Since we see the word “liberil” used so often
nowadays and in a manner entirely different from
what it originally meant—namely, the liberty of
the individual to make decisions with the least
possible coercion from the church or the state—
it might be wall to really form an accurate opin-
ion as to what is meant when the word is used.

The nearest conclusion that I can draw, as to
what those people who so generally use the word
“liberal” mean when they use it, is that they are
liberal in their promises. They are so liberal in
their promises as to what they can do and acconi-
plish, that they promise much more than they
deliver. They are just the opposite from a conserv-
ative, who is conscientious in what he promises he
will do. And he usually tries to deliver more than
he promises. I think it is a safe conclusion to say,
that the people who use the word “liberal” now§
are people who are very liberal in their promises
and very careless in the fulfillment of them.

I have much more respect for the man who is
conservative in his promises and delivers more
than he promises than I have for the big promisers
—the modern liberals—who cannot explain how
they will deliver what they promise and invariably
never deliver, Beware of the modern “liberal,”
because he is a profuse promiser and a very lim-

ited performer.

ONLY ARGUMENT FOR AN INCOME TAX

The only argument of which I can think for
an income tax, is that it prevents any man from
losing a lot of wealth by mismanagement, on
which he does not, under the present taxing sys-
tem, pay his full share to the government for his
mistakes in using wealth.

This part of the income tax is splendid and if
anybody could ever devise a way whereby the
part of an income tax that taxes a man on the
income that he had which he was going to lose
later on by bad judgment, it would be a splendid
tax. But the trouble with the income tax is that
it not anly taxes a man who Joses his wealth by
bad judgment, but it taxes a man who uses his
wealth in a manner that reduces the cost of living.
And the cost of living, in the final analysis, is the
fraction of your life it takes to get the things you
want and need.

This is the great objection to the income tax;
because it treats the man who wastes wealth by
bad management, just the same as it treats the
man with the best judgment and the best charac-
ter, who is a great benefactor to humanity.

WASHINGTON—The diplomatic nut which has not
vet been cracked either here or abroad is whether
Japan is tightly united with Germany and Italy in
a military alliance against all comers or just merely
sailing along with them for mutual benefit.

Neither United States, England, nor France
has accepted as a fact that there is a military alli-
ance. There are reasons for Japan to hesitate. Her
alliance with Germany and Italy against communism,
which means against Russia, is a natural for her.
But joining a military alliance against any and all
enemies of Germany and Italy, is different,
Japan is disposed to tool along with the U. 8. on a
reasonably friendly basis and only a foolish diplomat
would think of trying to do that and fight England
and France at the same time.
MANY FACTORS ADD UP

These things are not matters of record but the
situation is evident to those who have an opportunity
to question authorities.

A true alliance would strengthen even further
Germany's position in Europe. Without such a tie-up
England and France can act more boldly in Europe.
The persuasive efforts of the U. 8. upon Germany and
Italy to preserve peace may also be more noticeable.

The Hainan seizure is being watched closely here
just now for an important reason: The pressure upon
Hitler to make a decisive move is reported to be in-
creasing.

A further pressure arises from within. Private
sources indicate that German note issues are increas-
ing. This variety of inflation has not been widely
advertised. German people know only of a mild in-
crease in prices and Hitler's statement that the
country must “expart (to get money) or die ”

How's Your
Health?

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

The “professors” — or medically
untrained advisers who guide the
public with health hunches—have
certain rules of hygiene which they
regularly recommend. They have to
dc with diet, with rest, with exercise,
with the care of the teeth, with
sleep, with chills and drafts, and
with many similar topics.

Living by rules, however, becomes
exceedingly monotonous. Frequent-
1y even the professors themselves re-
alize that they are not following
their own advice. This applies not
ouly to the sound advice, but also
to the kind of preposterous health
“information” circulated by heatlh
fanatics.

For instance, there is the sug-
gestion that a cold bath every day
will guard against all sorts of res-
piratory infections those courageous
persons who indulge in this perform-
ance,

This notion has been®so persis-
tent that scientists in several labor-
atories have made careful tests of
the effects of plunging a warm body
suddenly into a cold bath. There are
some reports that the immediate
after-effects are a lessened resis-
tance to infection and, in fact, a
gradually lessened number of the
protective cells in the blood.

Experiments have hardly been suf-
ficiently extensive or well-control-
led to make certain they are cor-
rect.

There is plenty of evidence,
however, on the basis of good ex-

.perience, that the people who are

strong enough to stand a persistent
indulgence in ice cold baths are
strong enough to resist almost «ny-
thing else as well. There is 20 evi-
dence that arny wesk Individual or
chronic invalid ever developed any
remarkable resistance by this per-
formance. ’

Another notion that has all sorts
of adherents has to do with the
amount of activity of the digestive
tract. There are followers of one
school ef thought who insist that
three actions daily are necessary for
health, and a minimum of two for
a reasonably sound physical exis-
tence.

The vast majority of doctors are
convinced that action once daily is
sufficient for the average man who
has made a bhabit of that frequency,
and that he might do himself a
considerable amount of harm by
éndeavoring to work out a different
system.

The activity depends, of course,
on the amount and kind of food.
People who eat one meal a day are
hardly likely to require the amount
of bowel action required by those
who eat three large meals.

Book A Day

To begin wiih, “The Tree of Lib-
erty” is an epic novel. Over the
period of some 50 years, Elizabeth
Page portrays no less than the birth
of America itself.

Her canvas stretches from the
smug, settled Tidewater of the At-
lantic to the shadows of the wilder-
ness of the Rockies. Her characters
are Washington and Jefferson, Mad-
ison and Hamilton, Henry and La-
fayette. With subtle hand, she traces
the strong vital cross-currents of.
American democracy itself, dramatiz-
ing the conflict between the “haves”
and the “have-nots” that the coun-
try has known from the first.

Miss Page spent five years writing

this book, many more in research.
It runs to nearly 1,000 pages. Farrar
and Rinehart are publishing it.at $3.
But you will read it avidly, for some-
how Miss Page has managed to knit
the warp and woof of yesterday's
America into every line.
The story begins on a suriny after-
noon in 1754 when young Matthew
Howard races to greet his frontiers-
man Uncle Reuben, long since given
up for lost while exploring the track-
less Ohio country. Thereafter you
follow the founding of a nation
through the life of young Howard
whose roots are deep in the Shenan-
doah valley.

Howard goes to school in Virginia
where he meets young “Tom” Jeffer-
son, later marries pretty Jane Peyton,
daughter of a Tidewater planter.
There the conflict between two
American traditions begins, Jane's
family at first opposing marriage to
a “landless nobody.”

Miss Page fills in her canvas with
broad, sure strokes from this point,
passing through the Revolution, the
setting up of the new government.
Matthew's sons carry on, the con-
flict between right and left con-
tinues, but in the struggle a fusion
of both the frontiersman and the
lidewater aristocrat produces a
wholly new American, as virile as
the expanding nation itself.

So grows “The Tree of Liberty.”
And though the book is burdened at
times by the sheer natural weight of
its theme, its scope and massive
backdrop, it is not teo much to call
it an enduring novel, perhaps even
a great one!—P. G. F.

Potato Cooking Told
Panhandle HD Club

PANHANDLE, Feb. 28-—In her
demonstration of the preparation of
Irish potatoes, and the production
of vegetables, for members of Pan-
handlé H. D. club Friday, Miss West-
brook stressed the importance of
cooking potatoes with the skins on
a8 most of the minerals are concen-
trated just beneath the skin of po-
tatoes, This valuable food is lost if
the potatoes are pared before cook-
ing or if the heavy skin is discarded
ed at the table when the potato is
baked. When potatoes are seasoned
with milk or butter, which adds cal-
cium and vitamin A, the potato be-
comess a very well balanced food.

In her discussion on “Frame Gar-
dens,” Miss Westbrook gave direc-
tions for making a frame garden
on a small plot of ground. The
frame should be four to six feet wide
and twenty or more fest in length.
The soil should be fertilized with
barnyard manure, and well pulver-
ized. The frame should be built
high on the north side and low on
south side to give plenty of sunlight
and protection from the north wind.

An official of the American
Federation of Labor said “the
Supreme Court decision in the Fan-
steel case is a justification of the
policies of the AFL with regard to
the labor board.”

Senator Burke (D-Neb) declared
the decisions were “excellent” and
saild they would bring support for
proposals to amend the Wagner
Labor act, under which the board
was set up in 1935.

The AFL would attempt to
set up legal safeguards against what
it terms the board’s partlality to-
ward the CIO.

The court delivered its ppinions
yesterday in the midst of efforts by
President Roosevelt to end the bit-
ter rivalry between the AFL and the
CIO.

Labor leaders on both sides specu-
lated on the possible effect of the
decisions on this movement, but
first opinions were that it would
not be of great importance, al-
though the NLRB long has been
an issue between the organizations.

Insofar as the pesce movement
itself was concerned, labor and the
administration alike awaited some
response from John L. Lewis, CIO
chief, to the President's appeal.
William Green, AFL president, al-
ready has appointed his negotia-
tors.
Meanwhile, it was expected that
Chairman Thomas (D-Utah) would
set a new date for the Senate Labor
committee to begin hearings on all
proposals to amend the Wagner
act. Thomas announced yestérday
that hearings had been postponed
indefinitely in the interest of CIO-
AFL peace.
Subsequently it was learned that
Green had protested to Thomas
and won assurances that the
postponement would not be indefi-
nite.
In one of the NLRB cases the
Supreme Court took oecasion to
condemn sit-down strikes. The
opinion reversed the labor board,
upheld the right of the Fansteel
Metallurgical corporation of North
Chicago, Ill., to discharge employes
who occupied two key buildings of
the Fansteel plant during a 1037
strike,
Chief Justice Hughes called the
seizure and retention of the build-
ings a *“high-handed p
without shadow of legal right.”

The bill, which would carry out a
major portion of President Roose-
velt's deferse program, would pro-
vide $300,000.000 for air corps ex-
pansion: $23750,000 for Paonama
Canal defense, and $35,500,000 for
“educational orders” to familiarize
maneuvers with army needs.

Benator Clark (D-Mo.) served no-
tice he would fight for an amend-
ment limiting the army to 5500
vlanes, the total voted by the House,
The Serate committee approved a
limit of 6,000.

Senator Johnson (D-Colo.) dis-
been removed by an army decision
to withdraw its support of a propos-
al exempting the “educational or-
der” from existing labor standards
legislation,

(The present law forbids govern-
ment contracts with manufacturers
who fail to observe designated labor
standards.)

John L. Lewis of the CIO called
yesterday on Senator Barkley, the
Democratic leader, to urge that the
army exemption be eliminated.

Despite indications of prolonged
debate, all conceded the bill would
be approved by a big majority.

Senator Nye said he would read
the Senats excerpts from debate in
the French Chamber of Deputies in
which the purchase of American
military planes was discussed.

He said the French debate indi-
cated some members thought the
planes had been purchased here
“for credit reasons” rather than for
military reasons.
