“New think'* economists con-
tinue to insist that higher taxes

flation. Their theory is that
inflated taxes reduce consumer
purchasing power " by leaving
people with less money with
which to buy goods and ser-
vices.

If this. theory should be
carried to its final conclusion,
we would have to decide that
the way to stop ' inflation
altogether is for the worker to
Jturn over all of his earnings
to governmenf, which would
then spend the country back
{hlo-."a- condition of - financial
stability. The theory holds that
in-
flationary but government
spending is non-inflationary.

Common sense boggles at this
concept. The main cause of the
inflationary trend that has been
going on sinceé the end of World
War II — and even earlier —
is excessive spending, deficit
spending, by the {federal
government. Higher taxes are
not a weapon against inflation,
for they must be added to the
cost of all goods and services.
