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United States Asks’ For Humane Treatment O f V/or Prisoners
UNITED N.ATIONS (UPD—I 

'Hie United' States urged the 
United Nations today to issue 
an “unequivocal and specific 
call” for humane treatment of 
American prisoners ot war held 
by North Vietnam.

Mrs. Rita E. Hauser, Per­
manent U.S. representative to 
the UN. Commission on 
Human rights, asked lit the 
Geneial Asaembly's ‘ Social. 
Humanitarian and Cultural 
Committee that all govern­
ments support Secretary Gener­
al Thant’s appeal to North 
Vietnam to let an International

humanitarian organization, such 
as the I^eague of Red Cross 
Societies, visit the prisoners.

Defense Department figures 
show at least 410 US. 
servicemen known to he held by 
.North Vietnam with another 918 
missing and believed captured. 
Mrs. Hauser said, “ thei-e is a 
vile, a child, a parent, who is 
cor.cerned with his fate. They 
are subjected to uncertainty 
and despair which grow as each 
day passes.

“Our concern in this matter 
is humanitarian, not piHtlcal. 
This concern was succinctly but

urgently eitpressed In the 
agonizing question put by the 
many wives who have gone to 
Paris to ask .the North 
Vietnamese lelegatlon to the 
Paris talks; ‘Please tell me If 1 
am a wife or a widow.’ ”

North Vietnam oantends that 
the 1949 Geneva Convention on 
protection of prisoners of war. 
to* which it acceded in 19S7, 
does not apply to the U.S 
captives because the Vietnann 
conflict 18 not a declared war 
and the prisoners are “war 
criminals."

Mrs. Hauser denied both

points and said the convention 
was designed to “let. children 
know if their fathers are alive, 
{«rents if their sons are well- 
treated.”

“ It requires that ‘immediate­
ly upon capture, or not more 
than one >/eek alter arrival at 
a camp, even if it is a transit 
camp, likewise in ea-se of 
sickness or transfer to hospital 
or to another canvp, every 
{vlsoner of war shall be 
etuMed to write directly to his 
family',” she said.

LOS ANGELES (NEA) — It’s 
liard to believe that it's the 
same street, day and night. 
Tourists call It “Sunset Strip.” 
Locals don’t. To them, it’s just 
“The Strip” if they speak of 
it at all.

In the daytime, it's just 
another Iiunk of main artery. 
Sunset Boulevard runs some 5 
miles, from the Pacific Ocean

on the west to downtown Los 
Angeles on the east. From the 
beach between Malibu ,and 
S a n t a  Monica due east, 
wriggling and squirming, past 
Dodger .Stadium until it dead 
ends into Union Station.

Twenty-flye_ miles, more or 
less. And maybe a mile and 
a half of that, at the most; is 
what they call The Sirip.

In the daytime, you would not 
look at it twice. It's an unat­
tractive assortment of buildings. 
A few high-rise office buildings, 
but mostly old, undistinguished 
and indistinguishable structures.

It’s a mish-mash of shops, 
beauty parlcws, restaurants, a 
couple of theaters, a hotel or 
two. And a bunch of night clubs, 
which is what made it famous

Tssrí«í>

to begin with.
In the old days this was the 

center of Hdlywood's night life. 
The clubs on The Strip were 
the best. The stars came down 
here every night to play. And, 
in the days when Hollywood was 
world famous for its glamor, 
the Sunset strip was the place 
where most of the glamor went 
nights to unwind.

No more. Except for an oc­
casional slumming trip, the top 
stars of today would not be 
caught dead on The Strip.

So there it is, in the daylight 
hours, pretty shoddy and 
shabby, it looks like a slice of 
your main street.

But at night it springs to life, 
like a caterpillar turning into 
a butterfly every 4 hours. It’s 
a pretty sleazy butterfly, but 
at least it flies.

At night, ’The Strip isn’t un­
distinguished any more. It is 
crawling with humanity, packed 
on the sidewalks, spilUng over 
into the gutter, dodging the 
bumper-to-bumper traffic of 
sightseers.

This is where the hippies — 
a dead term, but nothing has 
replaced it—live. The scene 
isn’t .San Francisco any more. 
Haight fell on its Ashbury. The

real hippies have dispersed into 
the countryside communes. The 
plastic hippies arc here.

Barefeet. Beards. ■ Miniskirts. 
Blue sunglasses even at night.
Guitars over their shoulders. 
Birds and dogs and white mice.

They come out of their pads 
in the hills at night and come 
tfbwn to the Strip. They walk 
around. They stand outside 
Whiskey-a-Go-Go and watch the 
tourists go in. They window 
ihop at the boutiques—The 
Psychedelic Conspiracy (“We 
have ,Su|)er Grass” ) and 
Pleasure Dome and Head East 
and The Ix>ok and Changes.

They stop the tourists and ask 
for bread. They sit on the 
sittewalk and talk about 
whatever it is they talk alMxit 
on sidewalks. They try to avoid 
the police, who are there in 
force, stopping the kids and 
asking for their IDs and 
breaking up fights between 
tourists who laugh and hippies 
who resent

Operation Is Necessity 
For Gallstoae Removal

WASHINGTON — One out­
standing Negro leader  ̂ has 
finally had the fortitude' and 
integrity to publicly denounce 
the steadily soaring black crime 
rate and the failure of black 
leaders to forthrightly condemn 
that.

This remarkable censure 
comes from Sterling Tucker, 
vice chairman of the Washing­
ton a ty  Council, Democratic 
national committeeman of the 
District of Columbia, and 
minister of the 19th Street 
Baptist Oiurch.

Citing the dire fact that thé 
capital now “ranks among the 
highest in ertme in the nation,” 
Tucker bluntly declared the 
time has come for black leaders 
to speak out clearly and for­
cefully. Their continued failure 
to do so, he asserted, “lays an 
intolerable burden on the black 
man himself.”

It is not enough. Tucker held, 
to place the blame on social, 
economic and other conditions. 
The validity of these charges 
is unquestionable. But they still 
are not the whole story.

“We know and we agree,” 
said Tucker, “ that in the last 
analysis at the root of crime 
are the desperate conditions of 
the ghetto, and fU the vicious 
forces that p u ^  the poor urban 
blacks outside of society. But 
while I’m deeply disturbed 
about the conditions that per­
petuate the ghetto and foster 
crime, there is something else' 
that also disturbs me.

“Our rate of crime Increase 
is triple the national average,” 
he pointed out. “ {Statistics for 
the first flx months of this year 
show robherlgs in the District 
were up 46 f>er cent, rape up 
50 per cent, and other crimes 
also were far above those of 
last year.”

.Wby? What caused the tre­
mendous increase in value in 
an admittedly beautiful gem, 
but one of several such stones 

existence?
It’s a question that can’t  be 

answered. As WuisUm said. 
•There is a mystery somewhere

and poor Richard Burton is the 
victim.”

Winston, who brought the 240- 
carat rough diamond from De 
Beers in 1966 and spent nearly 
eight months cutting it, had his 
own bid in at the auction. But 
it was much lower Chan the 
winner.

'T m  not going to pay twice 
what it is worth,” he said.

Winston, who sells gems to 
what royalty is left in the world 
as well as the untitled rich, says 
he has only once sold a stone 
for over 91 miUlon. That went 
to Greek shipping owner 
Stavres Niarchns. It was 420 
carats in the rough and yielded 
three perfect stones, a 123<arat 
pear-shaped stone known as the 
Niachos Diamond, • a 45-carat 
emerald-cut stone and a ' 27' 
carat marquis cut.

‘‘There’s a story behind the 
Cartier Diamond that we’ll 
never know,” he says. “But a 
dealer just doesn't pay ll.SOO 
a carat. Possibly they were 
buying it for someone who then 
welched That happened to me 
once. A woman called me,, a 
good customer, and asked bow 
high i  was planning to bid f<>r 
a certain stone at auction. When 
I told her. she asked if I would 
bid 15 to 20 per cent higher 
and she would pay me a five 
percent commission.

‘‘I got the stone and when 
she came to see it she said 
she didn't like it as much as 
she bad at the auction house. 
She didn’t take it. What are 
you going to do? Sue?”

Cartier exhibited the Burton 
diamond in its New York store 
for a week and drew an avwage 
of 6,000 people a day. Then it 
was taken to Chicago. Elizabeth 
•Taylor Burton will lake posses­
sion soon.

AUSTIN (UPI) -  “there’s a 

sucker bom every minute,” P. 
T. Eamum used to say. And 
Texas officials are convinced 
there are enough con men and 
just plain crooks to victimize 
every one of them.

The Texas Consumer Credit 
Commission reports an endless 
variety of schemes and “deals” 
in which thousands <A Texans 
are “taken” every year. They 
include:

•>- A smooth talking salesman 
gets $13.000 out of a lonely old 
lady for more dancing lessons 
than she could possibly live to 
use.

— A meobanic convinces un­
suspecting car owners that their 
auto transmissions are “ in hor­
rible shape" and collects $300 
from ea<^ after changing only' 
a few bolts.

— Con men flashing pictures 
of nonexistent dMtnltories and 
classrooms convince illiterate 
parents to fork oyer $600 to $1.- 
000 or sign notes to sepd their 
children to business college.

State laws give officials au­
thority to put the con men out 
of businoM once they are found 
out, but do little to help those 
who have already been Victimiz­
ed or to prevent the usnerupu- 
lous from moving into new rack­
ets.

liml(>Ml Action
“We’re limited now to getting 

an injunction to ¡wohUiit the guy 
from using the ' same scheme 
again, but these salesmen just 
move on into other things,’.’ said 
consumer credit commissioner 
Francis A. Miskcll.

Miskell's iwoposals for leglsla-

maod refunds tor shysters’ vic­
tims and to provide a three-day 
“ cooling off period” for people 
to cancel agreements with door- 
to-door salesmen did not win 
approval from lawmakers this 
year.

Another measure he sought 
without success would have al­
lowed courts to rev(4ce “ uncon­
scionable” contracts even when 
the agreements meet normal le- 
gab tests.

“This would allow us to do 
something about contracts that 
are just unreasonable on the 
face such as an 80-year-old 
woman who rigns up for 20 
years of dancing lessons,” Mis- 
kell said.

Some Refunds
In some cases threats of pros­

ecution and publicity have led 
to partial refunds for victims. 
Miskell’s office and local offi­
cials last year staged a state­
wide investigation into honoe 
improvement frauds and got one 
major (iaance company to can­
cel all its loans of $1.500 or less 
and refund part of the money it 
had collected.

“But when we get Into tliese 
things we're so late we’re sort 
of like the ambulance people go­
ing to a wreck — you’re never 
going to be the same after you 
get in the hands of one of these 
people,” Miskefl said.

One of *the biggest areas of 
complaints today is in the field 
of the so-called business schools.
