Combine one cup of flour, one
tablespoon of sugar, one-
fourth package of commercial
yeast, ‘and one-half cup of
water, Place this mixture into
the glass jar. Screw on the top
immediately.

, Set this equipment in & warm
place. Soon the dough will
rise. Remove the lid, punc-

ture the mound of dough, and
quickly seal it again, The gas
that caused the bread to rise
escapes into the tube that
leads to the limewater. If this
gas is carbon dioxide, the lime«
water will turn milky,

In any case
this is a dangerous combination
and one that has caused many
deaths in persons from all walks
of life.

-~ The installation ol two 2,000-
horsepower engines at Cities Serv-
ice Gas Company’'s compressor
station west of UlySses, Kans
is in full swing, and the company
expects the $1,100,000 project to be
completed sometime in October.

Addition of the two new engines
together with the five existing
units at the station brings the total
horsepower to 11,850 — making
the station the fourth largest on
Cities Service Gas Company's 7.-
000-mile pipeline system. Company
officials said that the two addi-
tional engines are being installed
in order to offset declining well-
head pressures and to increase
the volumes of natural gas moved
to the gas company's Hugoton sta-
tion 13 miles east of Ulysses and
then eastward across the state of
Kansas to cities and industries us-
ing natural gas from the pipeline
system.

The contractor on t he project |
has a crew of about 20 men on
the job. Inspection work on the
project is under the direction of
E. A. Komma, superintendent of
the Ulysses compressor station,
assisted by Everett Woods, com-
pany engineer from Hugoton sta-
tion, amd- C. W, Hayes, from)|
Straight station near Guymon,
Okla.

The new engines each weigh
about 87 tons, and were shipped |
from the manufacturer's plant at
Mount Vernon, Ohio, by rail, They |
will be housed in a 69-foot exten- |
sion being built on the end of the
existing engine room. Construction
of the addition requires the use
of some €25 cubic yards of con-
crete and approximately 40,000
pounds of reinforcing steel.

The Ulysses compressor station
was built in 1954 with two 1350

horsepower compressor engines. A |

third unit was added in 1955, a
fourth in 1958, and a 2000-horse-
power unn was mxulled in 1961,
