that the document is “acceptable
as a whole and can be proceeded
with as a vehicle for debate ™

He said a formal vote on the
general acceptability will  be
taken Tuesday. Then .the council
will proeeed with a chapter by
chapter debate on details of the
document

The spokesman said that most
of the ?-kcru today took the
position that the new draft or
“schema” is “a good foundation
on which to build’ and that
it will be “helpful to the ecumeni
cal movement.”

Especially is this true as regards
foreign policy. When President
Kennedy was in Germany recent-
ly he had conferences with Er-
hard, knowing that he will be
the man with whom Washington
must deal in the immediate fu-
ture. The view here is that Er.
hard will shape his course in line
with that of Britain and the Unit-
ed States. Although the parliament
of the Federal Republic ratified
the pact of mutual defense and
friendship with France, which had
long been the desiTé o both Ade-
naver and President de Gualle
of France, a sampling of opinion
here indicates that Erhard will

not let that lessen the relations
with the United States and Brit.

At the other extreme are cases
of individuals who have gone out
of their way to pour needless
money into a funeral.

An official at Forest Lawn
Memorial Park in Los Angeles
tells of a man who - committed

suicide by jumping into a volcano
in Hawaii,

At great expense, his relatives
recovered the body and flew it to
Forest Lawn for cremation. The|
ashes were then returned to H--j
waii and scattered into the same|
crater in which he had met death. ;

These examples illustrate how |
emotional distress distorts the
process of buying a funeral. When
the element of status is injected, |
the bargaining situation is thrown
further out of focus.

In her new book, ) 'The Ameri
can Way of Death,” Jessica Mit-
ford quotes one mortician as ask-
ing: “If a person drives a Cadil-|
lac, why should he have a Pontiac
funeral?’’ Another said “In keep-
ing with our high standard of liv-
ing, there should be¢ an equally |
high standard of dying."”

Funeral directors do not have
to be this blunt with their cus-
tomers, Most likely, the survivors
Already are thinking in those
terms

A widow, for example, may re
call the elaborate funeral of a
family friend and be determined
to provide something as nice for
her husband, even though she can-
not affort such an expense

The victims of this distorted
thinking are not the wealthy-who
could easily afford a funeral more
expensive than most morticians
could provide.

The victims are the griel-strick-
en widows and widowers with
children who see their insurance
money spent for an expensive
funeral that, in the final analysis,
adds little to the spiritual welfare
of the deceased.
