He
might have obtained it fairly or
unfairly, but the fact would be
that one man would lose while
the other man gained.

But this supposition is wholly
false. Wealth in the world is not
static. And the way to prove
this for yourself is to examine
the sum total of wealth avail-
able in the world in some prior
time and then compare that
with the wealth available today.

Take, for instance, the sum |
total of wealth in the world in
the time of Henry VIII. Henry
lived in a palace, commanded |
a great army, was able to col-
lect large taxes from his people, |
and lived as a king had to live
at that time. His palace, though
large, had few comforts as we
recognize them today. He had
no automobile, no television set,
no daily newspaper. The furni-!

Seen often these days is an
advertisement depicting the
mushroom cloud of an H-Bomb.
The caption reads: ““This is one
alternative to the United Na-

tions."

The implication—that nuclear
war i1s our only alternative to
the UN—is the ne reason we
remain in that body

We over K the fact that the
world has been at war almost
continually 1ce the UN vas
created. Directly or financially,
we have been Ived in much
of that war, Lives, billions of
dollars. and prestige were lost
in Korea. Right now, American
gsoldiers are dving in South Viet
nam. How can this be called an

alternative to war?

Worst qof all, the UN itself
started the Congo war. By force
of arms it punished Katanga
Province for seceding from the
" nightmare called the Congo. The
UN murdered civilians, fired up-
on marked ambulances, hospi-
tals and churches, and ter-
rorized the inhabitants of Eliza-
bethville. What sort of an alter-
native is this?

Today, we find the UN’s big-
gest guns aimed at South Africa
and Portugal — two countries
that have made no threatening
gestures toward othe™\ nations.
At the same time, there has!
been no single UN move to rec-|
tify the wrongs of the Soviet
massacre of Hungary. Neither
did the UN even consider Chi-
na's invasion of India, or India's!
invasion of Portugal. Is tyranny|
an alternative to war? |

If this is peace, war must
truly be “hell.”

In spite of all this, there are
still those who stoutly defend the |
UN. When literally millions of
Americans suggest we get out,

ture in the palace was rude and
uncomfortable — nothing with
foam rubber ‘or inner springs.
If he wanted to travel anywhere,
he couldn’t book passage on an
air line or train. He rode, un-
comfortably, in a carriage or
on horseback, josted and jolted
every foot of the way over roads
that were often little more than
quagmires.

And this
fact ought to be a matter of
common knowledge. But it isn't.
We still have people wandering
around and expressing opinions

which are as old-fashioned and |

incorrect as ideas once express-
ed about the shape of the world
we live in.

In the free market thé gain
of one is the gain of all. And
what is really important is the
recognition that a man of sub-
stantial wealth is not only not

| injuring anyone, he is assisting

everyone. For his wealth must
be invested if he is to obtain
maximum benefits from it. And
by investing it, he provides jobs
for others and increases the
total amount of goods and 'serv-
ices available for everyone.

One alternative would be to
adopt a program to extend the

! prosperous and peaceful capital-

ist system to the whole world
We should quit building up the
socialist and communist nations
of the world, and instead take
the chains off our own economy.
The resulting contrast between
capitalism and collectivism
would be an inspiration for peo-
ple everywhere to adopt free
enterprise and start moving
ahead.

We should allow our great
business geniuses the freedom
to spread capitalism’s abundant
secrets to all nations that want
it—but on a voluntary basis, not
by the forced ‘“peace corps” or
“foreign aid” way.

Our foreign policy should have
two prime objectives: (1) the
elimination of communism (the
chief threat to peace) by sus-
pending all U.S. government aid
to it and (2) the spreading of
capitalism throughout the world.

| The abundance created by the

great private enterprise system
is the only sure deterrent to
war ever devised.

But we must not overlook the
fact that American membership
in the UN stands in the way of
these objectives. Our foreign
policy is today created by the
Titos, Nkrumahs, and Sukarnos.
And the UN’s specialized agen-
cies drain our resources to build
socialism, not capitalism.

The first big step on the road
to peace will be passage of Con-
gressman Utt's bill-H.R. 427
to get the U.S. out of the UN.

WASHINGTON — Russia is
secretly preparing to fire a new
space shot that will shake the
world.

This jarring event, which
could lead to tipping the balance
of military power from the U.S.
to Russia, will be the orbiting
of a huge space platform

The launching of this first
space platform is scheduled to
take place before the end of
1963 — probably in December.
The platform, weighing several
tons, is to be put into an orbit
150 to 300 miles
earth,

That’s the jolting intelligence
estimate the House Aeronautics
& Space Committee has re-
ceived from administration au-
thorities.

Reliable committee sources
report that the estimate bluntly
warns the platform will be large
enough to house several cosmo-
nauts or nuclear weapons — de-
pending on how the Soviets plana
to use their deadly space ve-
hicle

One of the most exciting tech-
nological aspects of this space
exploration will be the maneu-
vering by other Russian satel-
lites to pick up and take off
cosmonauts from the platform

Already, the Soviets have suc-
ceeded in bringing two manned
satellites within six miles of
each other in space — a major
feat that the U. S. has not
been able to accomplish

U. S. Intelligence experts
stress that the Soviet space
platform launching is definitely
a forerunner to a Russian moon
shot. The latter is expected to
take place in 1967 the 50th
anniversary of the USS.R
and three full years before the
target date for the U. S. moon
landing.

Aworldwide propaganda
| buildup for this Russian space
| spectacular is about to get un-
derway, according to U. S. In-
telligence sources.

Says

Drug Addiction Problem

Through Eyves of a Doctor
By DR. WAYNE BRANDSTADT |

Narcotics is a subject that
concerns all of us because of its |
close relationship to juvenile de-
linquency. It is also a subject|
about which there is still a great
deal of confusion and emotional- |
ly charged difference of opin-
on. |

Before there can be an addict |
there must be a susceptible per-
son, availability of an addiction-
producing drug, and an environ-
ment that favors addiction,

Most of the addicts who make
drug addiction the serious prob-
lem it is are young men between
the ages of 16 and 30.

The chief drug of addiction Is
heroin. Environmental factors |
include overcrowding in sub-
standard dwellings in large ci-
ties, and gangs in which addic-
tion is accepted as a way of
life.

Drug addiction is a truly de-
plorable iliness. In a well-mean-
ing attempt to protect the po-
tentlal addict the Harrison Nar-|
cotic Act was passed in 1914
This law has unfortunately had
the opposite effect

By making it a criminal of-
fense for physicians to treat
addicts by giving them main-
tenance doses of drugs it had
the effect of causing doctors to
stop treating addicts.

The average addict who can
get his drugs regularly can man- |
age to live a fairly normal life
Many persons in high places
have maintained such an addic-
tion without even their closest
associates ever suspecting that
they were taking drugs.

When, ~however, we make it
hard for the addict to get his
daily supply, he will suffer the
extreme tortures of withdrawal.

To prevent this he will steal
or even commit murder. Since
the doctors can no longer treat
his illness he is forced to turn
to the underworld for treatment.

Many addicts, in order to in-
sure their own supply, become
dope peddlers and induce other
susceptible persons to become
addicts. Thus a bad situation not

only perpetuates itself but
spreads.

Since the number of victims of
this vicious system cannot be
known accurately, estimates of
the number in the United States
range from 60,000 to one million.
