Vietnam Calling Shots on
U.S. Policy

WASHINGTON Congression

al probers looking into the ex-
plosive situation in South Viet-
nam have returned with some
serious doubts about who 18 run-
ning the U.S. embassy in Sai
gon

While Ambassador Henry Ca-
bot Lodge is supposed to be in
charge of operations there
members of a House Foreign
Affairs Subcommittee headed
by Representative Clement Za-
blocki, D-Wis., discovered in
their on-the-spot investigation
that U'.S. Minister-Counsel Wil-
liam C. Trueheart appears to be
calling the shots.

The legislators
caught Trueheart, the No. 2
State Department official in
Saigon for the past two years,
frantically signaling Lodge not
to discuss sensitive questions
raised by the committeemen
during their briefing in the U.S
embassy

While sitting strategically be-
hind the legislators, Trueheart
was sighted several times wav-
ing his hands furiously shak
ing his head ‘“‘no” when Lodge
began discussing differences be
tween his staff, the military
and the Central Intelligence
Agency

“A number of times when
Ambassador Lodge began to tell
us something important he ei-
ther stopped or changed the
subject when Trueheart began
waving his hands,” Representa-
tive William Murphy, D-IIl., re-
ported to members of the full
House Committee on Foreign
Affairs

Trueheart and John M. Meck-
lin, who heads up the 2l-man
U.S. Information Agency staff
in Saigon,- spent their time
channeling the legislators to
briefings by U.S. civilian offi-
cials strongly biased against
President Diem

The lawmakers also learned
that Trueheart, a former State
Department intelligence official,
had a major role in the sudden
recall of John Richardson, the
CIA’s mission chief in Saigon

Richardson, one of the out-
standing CJA  agents, clashed
sharply with Trueheart, and
Mecklin over the CIA’'s Yespon-
sibilities and his strong support
of President Diem.

According to South Vietnam
government sources, Trueheart
and Mecklin were the ringlead-
ers behind the abortive attempt
by a small group of USIA and
State Department officials to_
oust the Diem regime two
months ago

The legislators, who will issue
a report supporting Diem this
week, reportedly were unable to
confinm Trueheart and Meck-
lin's connection with the Diem
ouster attempt. However, they
were able to document that
these two officials were the
source of a number of anti-Diem
stories leaked to U.S. reporters
in Saigon.

The military phase of the new

policy was outlined in the recent
White House statement- issued
following the mission to Viet-
nam of Defense Secretary Me-
Namara and General Maxwell
Tavlor, Chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Stalf. They reported
that the U.S. should be able to
withdraw most of its 14,000
military advisers by 1966

The political aspect of this
policy is just now becoming evi-
dent in a series of recent meas-
ures. Ambassador Lodge, push-
ed by Truecheart, continues to
disparage the Diem govern
ment.

FOREIGN FLASHES — Ne-
gotiations for the return of the
Duke and Duchess of Windsor
to Britain have collapsed, ac-
cording to State Department
sources. They reported that the
Windsors ‘now plan to live in
Spain, where they are building
a home near Marbella. The
Duke requested Queen Elizabeth
to confer the official status of
Duchess on the former Wallis
Simpson, but the Queen refused.

Adolf Hitler's interpreter, Dr.
Paul Otto Schmidt, is living in
Munich and operating one of
the /largest interpreter schools
in Europe.

Q — What is elephantiasis”®
From what is the name de-
rived? Is it contagious? What
causes i11?

A—I note from your letter
that you live in Ohio, which
would make it very unlikely that
you vourself have this disease
This is a chronic condition seen
chiefly in the tropics. The legs,
arms or other parts of the body
become greatly enlarged and
the covering skin becomes thick-
ened so that the legs. especial-
ly, take on many of the char-
acteristics of an elephant’s legs

The cause is a tiny parasite
that blocks the lymph passages
in the affected part. The para-
site is transmitted by mosqui-
toes so that, as in the case of
malaria, a mosquito infects man
and man in turn infects the mos-
quito. There is no direct trans-
mission from man to man.

The reason it is seen only in
the tropics or in persons who
have lived in the tropics is that
the type of mosquitoes that
transmit it are not found in this
country.

Q—What is the difference be-
tween spastic bowel and spastic
colon? My doctor uses the term
‘‘spastic bowel’ and everyone
else seem to call it “spastic
colon.” :

A—They are the same. In a
recent column I referred to this
condition also as irritable bowel,
spastic colitis and mucous co-
litis.

Q — I have had allergic rhi-
nitis, eczema and asthma as
long as | can remember. My
doctor found that I have mul-
tiple allergies and has suggested
giving me injections of Anergex.
Will this drug in any way dam-
age my eyesight?

A—This relatively new drug
(obtainable only on a doctor's
prescription) is made for people
like you who have multiple al-
lergies. It is given only by in-
jection deep into the muscle. It
will cause some brief soreness
in the muscle, but there is no
reason to believe that it will
damage the eyes or have any
other serious side effects.

veas 'District’ Fight

Now Rests With
Highest Court

Texas Press Association

AUSTIN (Spl) — A Houston
federal court’s order wiping out
present State congressional dis-
trict lines and directifg all Tex-
as congressmen to run at-large
until the legislature redistricts
on the basis of population alone
is on appeal to the U.S. Supreme
Court.

Atty. Gen. Waggoner Carr's
request for a stay of the Hous-
ton judges’ decision pending fi-
nal disposition of the appeal
was granted by Supreme Court
Justice Hugo Black

Gov. John Connally conceded
that the present line-up is un-
fair, with districts ranging from
213.000 to 960,000 population. But
he argued that it’'s the respon-
sibility of the legislature. not
the federal courts. He felt that
the action by the Republican
majority on the court was po-
litically planned

GOP members filed the law-
suit attacking the population im-
balance among districts.

The Governor pledged to fight
the order to the last legal ditch
He termed it ‘‘ridiculous’” and
unprecedented. Connally stated
he would call no special séssion
on redistricting ‘‘until all other
avenues of action are closed.”
He felt it would be a waste of
their time and $400,000 in tax
money

His belief was that such a
complicated measure could not
be worked out in 30 days, es-
pecially since there have been
no decisions of the U.S. Supreme
Court to show what, if any,
rules will be placed on Congres-
sional redistricting

A Georgia case will be argued
in November. This may provide
guidelines .
