wT. PAUL, Jan. 18. (#—Kidnapers
demanding $200,000 ransom ab-
ducted Edward G. Bremer, son of
Adolph Bremer, wealthy St. Paul
brewer and prominent demeocrat of
Minnesota, yesterday morning.

The 37-year-old president of the
Commercial State bank, was picked
up by an unascertained number of
men shortly after he had returned
from Chicago.

Police had received no official
notitication of the abduction and
members of the Bremer family re-
fused to discuss it.

Abduction of Bremer,
father owns a controlling interest
in the Jacob 8Schmidt Brewing
followed by seven montins
the kidnaping of Willlam Hamin,
Jr., milllonaire president of the
Theodore Hamm Brewing company
who paid $100,000 for his freedom
last June.

Otto Bremer, chairman of the
board of directors of the American
National bank and Minnesota man-

| poration, is an uncle of the missing
man, who was seized after taking
his eight-year-old daughter, Betty,
to the Summit gradé school.
| Bremer presumably headed for
| the bank after leaving his daugh-
|ter. He did not reach there, the
kidnapers apparently stopping his
automobile and taking both him
| and the car to an oytlying resi-
dential district

The next heard of the bank pres-
ident, according to well authenti-
| cated reports, was an anonymous
telephone call to Walter M. Magee,
wealthy contractor, from a man
| speaking in a low voice. Magee was
told the Bremer car could be found
[in the Highland Park district. of
lst Paul and that there was a note
|on the back door step of Magee's
home.

work out about lLke this” explains/
Mr. Rogenbrecht. *“Myr. Doe will
work up his cornm and hog produc-
tion records on forms supplied by
the county agent, supporting his
claims, specially for hog sales, by
sales’ receipts and buyers’ affidavits
wherever possible,

“Suppose Mr. Doe averaged 20
bushels of corn per acre on his 30
acreg for the two years. He con-
tracts to reduce this acreage in 1934
by 20 per cent, thereby taking out
The average
production of thig 6 acres would be
120 Bushels on wh'ch he would be
paid this winter and next fall a
total of 30 cents per bushel, or $36.
He might put the 6 acres into per-
maneént pasturé or into soil ime
provement or erosion prevention
crops but he will not be allowed to
raise crops there for sale, directly
or indirectly.

“Mr. Doe would also contract to
reduce his litters farrowed 25 per
cent, from 12 litters per year to 9,
and research’'s sales of market hogs
from these litters to 45 for 1934. On
these 45 market hogs he will be
paid 85 per head, $2 this winter, $1
next November, and the remaining
$2 in February, the expense of ad-

| ministration to come out of the last

payment. He would get on his hog
contract a total of $225.
“He would also have to agree not

| to ingrease his total cultivated acres,

nor to increase his plantings in 1934
of any of the basic commodities
(wheat, cotton, rice, tobacco), nor
the number of his dairy cattle. He
would also agree not to increase the
acreage of other feed crops on his
farm above that 'of 1832 or 1933,
whichever is larger.

“In sl a contract Mr. Doe
would join his county corn-hog pro-
duction control associaton to be
organized soon with the help of the
county agent, and thereby take part
with other farmers in administering
the plan.

HSINKING (Changchun), Jan.

18. (#—A frank bid for friendship
and recognition by the United
States for the new Manchukuoan
empire to be created next March
was uttered today by Henry Pu-Yi
in his first interview since becom-
ing emperor-designate.

Speaking freely and confidently,
the former boy emperor of China
confided his hopds and plans for his
Manchurian reign, and outlined the
broad basis of a foreign policy.

“During my reign,” said Pu-Yi,
“I hope, with heavenly guidance
to emulate the great Chinese em-
perors of the Golden Chow Dynasty.

“My policy will be peace and
security, international amity and
the observance of all foreign obliga-
tions. I will keep open the door
of commerce to all nations.

“Whether Washington recognizes
Manchukuo or not, Americans will
always be welcome in Manchuria. 1
have many American friends who 1
like to believe form a bond of amily
between the two countries,

“Whatever our political differ-
ences, I am sure that the Maan-
churian empire and America can
work together for the preservation
of peace whlcﬂ is fully as precious
to us in the Orient as it is to
America.”

The youthful emperor-designate
said he hoped eventually to visit
the United States and Europe. Tie
sald that in view of the approach-
ing ceremonies he wished “to coa-
vey to the American people through
the Associated Press my cordial
greetings and wholehedrted friend-
ship,”

He looked like a West Pointer, in
his new field marshall’s uniform of
khaki. Embroidered upon his epau-
lettes were golden orchids and stars.
He wore spurred leather boots. His
manner was friendly, almost jaunty.

“Ask his majesty how 1is his
health,’ 'the correspondent told an
Interpreter. Not waiting for the in-
terpreter to put the question, Pu-Yi
replied in English, “Oh, I'm just
fine.”
