A senate banking sub-com-
mittee tightened up on the mar-
ginal provision of the stock market
control " bill today and indicated it
would strengthen the section relat-
ing to trading by specialties.

Earlier, house leaders had indi-
cated that President Roosevelt
wants definite marginal require-
ments in the legislation.

Making a final revision of the
bill before reporting it back to the
full committee, possibly tomorrow,
the sub-committee voted to place
existing accounts under marginal
resirictions June 30, 1936, instead
of exempting them Until Jan. 31,
1839

Chaimman Fletcher indicated the
sub-committee also would revise the
section dealing with specialists, -say.
ing it was “too liberal” in its pres.
ent form.

“We will probably prohibit spec-
lalists from dealing in' stocks in
which they are specialists,” Flet-
cher told newspapermen.

The committee chairman explain.
ed the exemption to January, 1939,
on margin requirements had been
placed in the bill to meet protests
that sudden - restrictions would
“force liquidation and deflation.”

“But everybody agreed that was
too long,” he added.

Impetus to tighten up on the
specialists was given the commit-
tee by Samuel Unt myer, veteran
New York critic of the exchange,
in a letter to Fletcher.

Recent bandit outrages giving rise to agitation for
some form of state police to protect lives and property
and run the criminals to earth makes doubly interesting
a review of some of the acts of the economy legislature a
Year ago
At that session the

legislature slashed the appropria-
tions for the state

rangers from $156,000 a year to $82,-
000 a year. Personnel of the rangers was reduced from
46 to 32 men. Pay of captains was cut from $270 a
month to $150, while that of privates was reduced from
$167 to $115 a month. Appropriation for ammunition
was slashed from $500 to $375.

Of course this possibly has no relation to the subse-
quent bandit outrages, including a trail of bank robber-
iles and murders: but it serve to show how seriously
the ranger force been handicapped in the last several
months.

ROOSEVELT INSISTS ON
STOCK BILL WITH
TEETH IN IT

WASHINGTON, April 16. (P)—
President Roosevelt has let con-
gress know in a series of week-end
conferences just what he wants it
to do, what not to do, and when
to go home.

He told congressional leaders over
Sunday, among other things, that
he shortly would hand them a new
request for one and a half billion
dollars for relief purposes

He told them he wants a stock
mdrket regulation measure with
teeth, and not the kind of teeth
the much modified Flelcher-Ray-
burn measure now carries.

He indicated his willingness to
sidetrack, if necessary, some of the
léss important items of the admin-
istration program in order to ob-
tain adjournment by mid-May, but
that there would be no sidetracking
of those things he regards as vital
to his program

Listed in the imperative class
are: Reciprocal tariff, general
revenue, municipal bankruptcey,
federal insurance on bank deposits,
and rellef measures.

The $1,600,000,000  relief bill,
which was forecast in the presi-
dent’'s budget message in January,
will include several provisions,
namely a housing program and
$500,000,000 for the public works
program to aid employment. The
relief will be made a part of the
usual deficiency measure.

The chiel executive was describ-
ed by house members as strongly
opposed to the Connery compulsory
thirty-hour work week bill, the
Lemke-Frazier farm mortgage re-
financing-inflation. . measure  and
the Mcleod proposition Tor the fed-
eral government to pay off déposl-
tors in closed banks.

Mr. Roosevelt indicated, they said,
that .he -would not insist either up-
on.enagctment- of permanent .air
mail legislation or the Wagner bill
to -eliminate company-dominated
unjons. He was said also to have
expressed opposition to measures to
create a central miopetary author-
ity.

'yAlthough senate chieftains at a
Saturday confercnce gathered the
definite impression that some leg-
-islation would be recommended by
the admifistration to aid silver in

the metal was mentioned “but there
was nothing definite.”

There was some talk that the
Dies bil to give a premium on
silver sent here from abroad in ex-
change for surplus farm commodi-
tles might be permitted to pass the
senate.
