His
hijacking odyssev began Wednesday when
he commandeered a jetliner on a flight
from New York to Chicago. where he was

U S Magistrate Stephen M Orlofsky
ordered Kavaja returned to Chicago and
officials said he would be flown to Illinois
aboard a chartered airplane after the
arraignment was completed

Five Irish policemen guarded Kavaja

jet was flown by the same volunteer crew
that took it to Ireland on Thursday

One of the Irish guards. Deputy
Superintendent Pat Docey. said Kavaja
was ‘‘very calm and relaxed He might
have dozed for a short time

At his arraignment. Kavaja was asked If
he understood his right to remain silent
Brashich. who translated for Kavaja
quoted his client as responding I know
that and [ will make no comments or any
statements or answers to any questions

When asked if he was tired. Kavaja said

‘I have not slept for four days. What kind
of country is this” America is not a
communist country.”

He asked that the hearing be rescheduled
until Saturday morning. but Orlofsky
rejected the request

The Irish government announced early
today that it was sending Kavaka and his
lawyer back. even though Ireland has no
extradition treaty with the United States
The pair apparently were deported as
illegal immugrants

Kavaja. 45. and five other Serbian exiles
were scheduled to be sentenced in U.S
district court in Chicago this afternoon for

The FBI said Kavaja. free on $350.000
bond. was on his way from New York to
Chicago Wednesday for sentencing when
he hijacked an American Airlines Boeing
727 with 127 passengers and eight crew
members aboard He claimed to be
carrying dvnamite and demanded the
release from a Chicago )ail of the Rev
Stojilko Kajevic. a Serbian Orthodox priest
convicted with him of the 1975 bombing
The priest was the only one of the six who
had been unable to make bond

The plane ‘landed in Chicago. Kavaja
released all of the passengers and five of
the crew members, and his lawyer came
aboard They were flown to New York
switched to a longer-range Boeing 707 and
took off early Thursday for Ireland

Wilderness:

Shortages and higher prices

Like Dr. Frankenstein's monster, yet another environmental
program created with good intentions threatens to get out of
control and cause a lot of harm .

The program is the identification and designation of certain
public lands as “‘wilderness areas,’” which will thereafter remain
closed to virtually all human activities. It is knownas RARE II. for
Roadless Area Review and Evaluation, phase I1.

The Wilderness Act of 1964 was passed to direct federal land
managing agencies to set aside certain lands as areas "“where the
earth and its community of life are untrammeled by man. where
man himself is a visitor who does not remain.”" As of April 1. 1978,
there were 175 areas classified as “*wilderness. " totaling more than
16 6 million acres. Another nine million acres are awaiting
congressional designation as wilderness.

If this “*wildernessification’' stopped here. the economic impact
would be limited. But in the last Congress. the House passed and
the Senate was considering legislation adding 66 million acres of
Alaska to the National Wilderness Preservation System. The
Forest Service has identified 62 million acres for possible inclusion
in the system and the Bureau of Land Management — which was
not even covered by the original Wilderness Act — is studying its
lands for suitable wilderness areas. An estimated 120 million acres
of BLM land meet basic wilderness area requirements.

By way of background, it's important to know that the Federal
Government owns about one-third of America’s land. and that from
this land comes much of our timber, natural gas. petroleum, and
other minerals. The land is also used for recreational purposes.
grazing and as a source of water for irrigation. If too much of this
land is withdrawn from its traditional "multiple use " designation.
then there will be shortages of many valuable commodities. And
shortages mean higher prices

Here's a rundown on what's at stake if the monster breaks out of
the laboratory

— There are 488 million acres of productive timberland in the
country. The Forest service manages 18 percent. The nation
harvests 66.2 billion board feet of timber per year. In 1977, almost
105 billion board feet came from the National Forests. RARE 1]
areas contain 26.5 million acres of commercial land with the ability
to produce an annual programed harvest of 3.075 billion board feet
(nearly 25 percent of the National Forest System total) and a
long-term potential yield of 5.956 billion board feet of sawtimber
and wood products. Under the worst case assumption (if all 62
million acres were designated as wilderness).there would be a loss
in programed output of nearly three billion board feet annually

— the National Forests and National Grasslands supply 103
million acres. or almost 41 percent of the country’s publicly owned
rangeland. The inventoried roadless areas contribute over 20
percent of the total grazing use of National Forest System lands
Grazing is allowed in wilderness areas. But fewer
range-management improvements are permitte d in roadless areas
recommended for wilderness designation, resulting in a reduction

of the intensity of the grazing that may continue. Worst case: A 30
percent decrease in grazing
— Of the inventoried 2.686 roadless areas. 137 have proven or

producing muanés for critical minerals. and 81 have proven or
producing energy fields of oil. natural gas, coal or uranium. There
arc also 461 roadless areas with a high potential for critical
minerals and 398 acres with a high potential for oil, natural gas.
coal or uranium

— Recommendation of roadless areas for wilderness status
virtually precludes the chance (short of a Presidential order) for
intensive development of domestic water supplies, irrigation water
sources. and hydroelectric energy sources

— A wilderness area may be designated as a Class I area under
the Clean Air Act. Such action could mean that large land areas
around a wilderness area would be precluded from development to
protect the wilderness area from air pollution

A businesman copes with gasoline

JIn all the crackling, crunching and
caterwauling coming from California
currently over the shortage of gas, one
businessman stands out who is deserving of
recognition and applause. His name is Jojn
Roscoe. He is the president-of a fast food
chain called ‘‘Shortstop.” When the gas
crisis arrived back in 1973, Roscoe saw the
handwriting on-the wall. At that time, his
fast food outlets, spread out over northern
California. were not pumping gas.

Being of sound business judgment,
Roscoe figured that the shortage at that
time was but the prelude to a fullscale
drama. So he put gas pumps out in front of

most of his 138 outlets following the sound
business rule that as shortages increase,
prices will rise. This is true inevitably if
demand can be viewed as a constant or is
scheduled to increase. Should the law of
supply and demand be consulted, steady or
increased demand, faced with shortages in
the supply column, will predictably lead to
higher prices and higher profits.

To start with, few people went to
Shortstop stores for gas. Most drove to the
conventional service station. To encourage

' patronage for his newly installed pumps,

Roscoe offered lower than normal prices
for volume buyers. This brought him
business in gasoline, and a new group of

WASHINTON (NEA) - For better or
worse, debate over the SALT II treaty
continues to focus heavily on the
verification issue - the ability of the United
States to guard against Soviet cheating.

President Carter and his "SALT sellers"
have long recognized that neither the
Senate nor the American public will buy an
arms limitation pact that depends for its
success upon trust in Soviet willingness to
comply

But the administration initially made the
mistake of assuming that doubts about
possible Soviet cheating could be erased
simply by the president’'s own repeated
assurances that the United States would
never sign a treaty that couldn’t be verified
through our own intelligence sources

Carter was in effect saying. *"You don't
have to trust the Russians. You just have to
trust me when [ say we can catch them if
they try to cheat.”

As the White House has belatedly
realized. that just isn't going to do the trick.
not in this post-Vietnam, post-Watergate
era of cynicism towards all public officials,
including the president

Skeptics inside the Senate and out want
to know exactly how our government

Takes more than ‘trust me’

intends to monitor compliance with the
SALT II limitations, and what the
uncertainties are given the loss of our
intelligence stationsin Iran.

Carter and his SALT experts are only
now starting to address these questions
candidly, and while their answers make
pretty good sense, they have a lot of lost
ground to make up.

The basic problem is that contrary to the
initial impressions conveyed by SALT
supporters, including Carter, the U.S
intelligence commuity has never claimed it
could monitor with 100 percent certainty
Soviet compliance with each and every
aspect of the arms limitation treaty

The Svoiet Union is a closed society. It
does not issue press releases each time it
achieves a technical advance in warhead
vields. or missile accuracy. or silo
reloading capabilites. The United States
has to keep track of such developments
through its own intelligence sources, some
of them fairly well publicized like our spy
satellites, some - including old-fashioned
human espionage agents - shrouded in
secrecy.

Panama canal debate 11

Old presidential campaign issues don't
always fade away

Sometimes they can hand around for
years in Congress. reviving to snarl
proceedings just as another presidential
race warms up

Take the Panama Canal - or as one side
of the current debate would prefer it. don’t
let Panama take it

Four administrations in the making, the
revision of the treaty arrangements,
according to which the United States has
controlled the waterway since its
construction at the beginning of the
century, was one of the most vehemently
argued political issues of recent years.

Proponenets of revision - diminishing the
U.S. role in Panama in favor of that of the
Republic of Panama itself - appeared to
have carried the day in the 1976
presidential nominations (Gerald Ford,
for. over Ronald Reagan, vociferously
against). the election (Jimmy Carter, for)
and the U.S. Senate (approval by
two-thirds-plus-one vote in April of 1978)

But not in the House of Representatives,
or a potent segment thereof now being
heard from

There are actually two Panama Canal
treaties. The first authorizes the United
States to operate the canal until the year
2000 under conditions of gradually
increasing Panamanian participation. The
second vests the United States with
permanent responsibility for the protection
of the canal against threats to its
neutrality

The signed and ratified treaties take
effect automatically this coming October.
Still required. however, is legislation
implementing key provisions establishing
a new Panama Canal Commission as the
U1 5. entity operating the canal, funding the
relocation of military facilities and civilian
personnel and setting dp a new toll system.

Enter the House. which was not involved
in the initial debate on the treaties
themselves since the Constitution gives to
the Senate the powers of advise  and

consent to such Executive acts
Expenditure of the U.S. funds and other
matters involved in the enabling legislation
are its business, however9 As shaped in the
House, the enabling bill would
substantially alter key treaty provisions,
requiring that an American military
commander head the new commission and
revising formulas for Panama's share of
revenues.

The objection on the latter point is that
not only is Panama being given the canal, it
is being paid to take it. A misreading, the
administration counters. None of the money
to be realized by Panama is to come out of
U.S. tax dollars. Instead, the Panamanians
are being cut in on an increasing share of
canal tolls.

The costs to be born directly by the
United States. set at $42 million a year,
involve American military requirements
and the relocation and Tetraining of
American personnel as gradually replaced
by Panamanians in the operation of the
canal.

The House rewriting is so basic,
pro-treaty quarters suggest, that it could
invalidate the treaties, leaving a Panama
so embittered that it might seek to shut or
seize the canal. If it did not come to that
extreme, it would almost certainly mean a

return to the bad feeling and sporadic

violence that marked the pre-renegotiation
years. The canal might remain American
but it is difficult to see that it would be any
easier to operate or defend in such a
situation than under the terms of the
treaties as negotiated. And the United
States would pay a heavy penalty in face
throughout Latin America.

The House and its members are in no
way barred from taking a keen interest in
foreign affairs or from expressing
opinions. But the Constitution specifically
invests the Executive branch and the
Senate with responsibility for
implementation of policy.

Strange and wonderful are the mental
meanderings of the regulators. So when the
Department of Energy found that prices at
the pump were rising in most areas, the
DOE prepared a regulation to encourage
retailers to keep their prices down.

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degrees of severity with many aspects of

As nervous as it makes some SALT
critics to talk of any doubt about Soviet
observance of the treaty restrictions, the
fact reamins that not all potential cheating
is equally worrisome. What counts is
whether a violation has- strategic
consequences, and whether we can detect it
in time to respond appropriately.

Since the end of World War II, the United
States and the Soviet Union have been
parties to a total of 15 separate arms
control agreements of varying importance
There have been monitoring uncertainties
about every single one of those pacts, but
that has not prevented their adoption and
ratification by the Senate.

The fact that verification has become
such a burning issue this time around says
more about this country's badly shaken
confidence in its overall military posture
vis a vis the Soviet Union than it does about
the scope of the problem itself.

A bad SALT II treaty could not be
“saved" by perfect verifiability. And a
good one should not be torpedoed because
of imperfect monitoring capability as long
as the uncertainties are within tolerable
bounds.

It takes more time and effort than simply
saying “‘trust me,” but President Carter is
going to have to expalin clearly and
candidly the. limits to our monitoring
ability and why they should not cncern
us.Then maybe he'll be convincing when
he says SALT Il is “‘adequately verifiable."

When ‘long lines began to emerge
recently in response to the cutbacks in
delivery made by the major companies,
Roscoe could (and did) legally boost his
prices up to 99.9 cents per gallon. Thus he
began the practice of rationing, not by
license numbers but by price. Asit worked
out, he had gas to sell long after everyone
else was running dry. Naturally, the DOE
swooped in to crack his knuckles. Roscoe
found that he had to lower his price of
unleaded gas to 79.9 cents because he only
started selling unleaded gas in 1976 and
didn't have a great deal ‘'banked" in the
unleaded category.

As it worked out, the Shortstop
emporiums thus provided both the lowest
and the highest price gasoline available.
Lowest "if unleaded. higher if regular.
Indeed, in some of his outlets in California,
Roscoe is already charging $1.09.99 per
gallon for regular and thus the first in the
state to go above $1 per gallon. The DOE is
furious and engaged in dental gnashings.

Despite these pricings. Roscoe also is
having trouble getting a supply large
enough to satisfy demand.

Roscoe insists that the prices he is
charging are legal. The reason he has done
what he has done, Roscoe says, is: First,
because his expenses have risen
dramatically, he is allowed by DOE rulings
to make so much, above expenses. Second,
he wanted to be the first in the state to gain
the prestige of $1 per gallon of gasoline,
Third, he wanted to make more money.
Fourth, he wanted to be a "Good
samaritan’' and thus have gasoline
available when everyone else ran out. Says
Roscoe, **We're no longer in the volume gas
business, we're in the emergency gas
business.”s ;

Normally, one would expect to hear that
a businessman engaged in retail selling
and hit by the gasoline shortage would be
singing the blues as his business sagged.
Roscoe has actually done three things
which cause him to chortle as his cash
registersring up increased sales.

First, he used good judgment in
anticipating an opportunity which was fast
approaching.

Secondly, he operated on the well-known
principles of the laws of supply and
demand. While many businessmen are
running to the government for help, Roscoe
goes into the market, not asking for help
but merely seeking to supply what people
want and are willing to pay for.

Thirdly. and possibly most important,
Roscoe refuses to be -intimidated by
government agencies and their
multitudinous and multifarious intrusions.
He simply does what a businessman ought
to do. He minds his own business to the
benefit of his customers.

I find myself not only delighted but
enchanted. I can't help wondering what
would happen in the country if we could
find a whole new breed of Roscoes coming
along who give short shrift to govérnment
fulminators. Roscoe’s basic philosophy
appears to be: Never mind the regulators,
full speed ahead. May this philosophy
increase and multiply.
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Ham radio operator has world at his fingertips

Like an estimated half million other Americans, Robert Wood is an
amateur, or ham, radio operator, and his **Swan-350 tranceiver’’ —
along with a homemade radio amplifier — help the 23-year-old
electronics student lure foreign continents into his own backyard.

Though a poet might call the window to Wood's small bedroom in
his family's home at 2220 N. Sumner St. a *‘porthole to the world,” a
routine contact with a fellow ham on a routine Thursday evening
proves, to put it neatly, more routine.

Wood flicks on his radio, manipulating the dial, briefly
eavesdropping on the static or the babble along various frequency
bands, before stopping to flag down a ham in California:

“*Calling K-6 WR9BY8, this is K-5 WB5CRS, can you hear me?"'

“*Yes, I'm picking you up.”

“‘How’'s my signal out there — how's my signal out there at the
moment?"’

“A little weak.”

**How's the signal now?"’

““That's better."

Wood says the content of his contacts can take a number of forms
— a completely -casual exchange like the preceding, a coveted
contact with a foreign country which the gives the operators points
toward a better amateur radio standing, a lengthy conversation with
a friend, a *‘phone patch’’ connection between a person on a ship and

in the wake of disasters like the Wichita Falls tornado

“It's the emergency use which really makes it worthwhile,” says
Wood, who describes his amateur radio preoccupation as *‘a sort of
hobby most of the time.”

“The National Weather Service said ham operators were the
communication out of Wichita Falls... that's when they're really
needed. The club (Pampa Amateur Radio Club) has talked about

that before... we figure one of us is going to survive and get to his
radio.”

Wood, along with some 25 fellow members of the local club and
12,000 hams in United States and Canada, will test his preparation for
emergency this weekend in a 24-hour vigil on a ranch site off the
Lefors Highway just past the Canadian River Bridge.

During the annual test-competition, popularly known as Field Day,
club members will use two gasoline driven generators, set up
antennas and a camp site, and try to make as many radio contacts as
they can in 24 hours.

“Everything will be set up just as if your town had been hit with a
disaster,” Wood says.

Radio operators will earn points for each contact made, and the
rules developed by the American Radio Relay League, which
sponsors the annual contest, will include credit for stations that
conserve natural resources by use of solar, wind or water power in
lieu of fuel burning generators.

CORPUS CHRISTI, Texas

On an everyday basis, however, Wood says his interest is in
contacting foreign countries. With luck, skill, and perseverance, he's
made well over a hundred foreign contacts.

*It takes luck because you have to find an opening,’ he said, ‘‘and
once you find an opening, someone has to be in that area. If you do
make contact, you know that maybe 200 others hams from the states
might be trying to get through, and the trick is lining operators up so
they can each make contact.”

Wood has contacts from Eastern Russia, most of Europe, and most
recently from Egypt, where he spoke briefly with an United Nations
representative from Canada. The language barrier, Wood points out.
is not a problem since ham operators can communicate in Morse
code, but he says he is surprised at how many foreign contacts are
English speaking

He says most of these contacts are quick exchanges of name,
information about the strength of signals, and addresses so that
cards can be exchanged to provide documentation of the contact

“*“Many ham operators aren't so interested in compiling calls,"
Wood says. ‘‘They're more interested in just talking."

Wood says many networks (or “‘nets'’) of close friends will connect
and banter for several hours. As for eavesdropping, he says, “'It's
common courtesy, if you tune in on a close knit group not to listen in.
I don't bother them. A lot of nets are set up for everyday
communication.”

Grisly confession read

Henley. who was 17 at the
time. took another eight to ten
boys to Corll without pay, the
statement said. Corll would
sodomize the boys, ‘“‘then he
would kill them," the document
said

I killed several of them,
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helped him choke some others.
Then we would bury them in
different places,” the statement
said

In all Henley names ten boys
by name in the statement,
including the six victims named
in the murder indictment
against him.

I don't remember dates on
all these, because there has been
too many of them. Some of them
were hitchikers and I can't
remember their names,” the
statement said. Henley knew
many of the victims from his
Houston Heights neighborhood,
the statement said

Persimmons can aggravate gout

DEAR DR. LAMB - ['ve heard about gout all my life and what
causes it, but I've never heard what the symptoms of gout are and
what to look for. Does it cause sores or bleeding? I would like some
information on how it affects people.

DEAR READER - Gout is caused by an overproduction of uric
acid. This forms a salt and crystals of uric acid salt can settle in your
joints. The classic symptom is the hot, red. painful, swollen great toe

- You can have an inflammatory reaction with swelling in other joints

besides the big toe

Some people have high blood uric acid levels yet do not develop
gout. This is particularly true in women although women also can
develop painful, inflamed gouty joints the same as men

The long term slow deposit of uric acid salts in and around the joint
areas can cause joint deformity and gouty arthritis.

Other than the arthritic changes of either the acute inflammatory
or the chronic deforming type. there are very few symptoms that you
would identify specifically as gout. The rest of its side effects are
caused by associated disease of other organs. particularly heart
disease and kidney disease

DEAR READER - As a matter of fact, it is. Persimmons are one of
certain food or plant substarces that can cause bezoars. You can also
get bezoars from hair

What is a bezoar? Well. it's an insoluble aggregation of material
that hasn't been completely digested. They've been known for
centuries. In fact. the word comes from Arabic.

In antiquity. these were observed in the Orient in the stomachs of
goats and gazelles and were thought to have great medical value. It
was claimed that they would cure such ailments as old age, snake
bites and even remove evil spirits

When they form in the stomach, they can cause ulceration, and as

_ they pass into the intestine, they can cause obstruction. The

literature on the entire subject is voluminous, but in reference to
persimmons. there is a material in the unripened fruit or under the
skin of the ripe fruit that coagulates with acid in the stomach. It is
this coagulgted mass that forms the bezoar. And apparently.
drinking copious amounts of water immediately after it actually
makes the situation worse.

- Drive for women priests gathering force

Although the tactics have turned more diplomatic, the drive for
admission of women to the Roman Catholic priesthood is gathering
force, with a rising share of American Catholics favoring it.

While those doing so still are a minority, a new Gallup poll finds
that they now amount to 40 percent. a figure that has risen steadily
and swiftly from 36 percent in 1977 and 29 percent in 1974.

At the same time, nuns and other groups of church women have
joined in new, widely inclusive coalitions to press for official
re-examination of the issue.

As part of a **Second Argument Project,’ a petition bearing 13,000
signatures was presented to U.S. Catholic bishops at their spring
meeting in Chicago, urging them to seek such reconsideration.

It asked them to seek ‘‘withdrawal of the second argument’’ set
forth in the 1977 declaration by the Vatican's congregation of
doctrine that women cannot be ordained because they lack “‘natural
resemblance’’ to Christ.

' **This argument demeans all women and priests by claiming that
male physical sexuality is the fundamentally irhportant element in
the priestly representation of the church.” the petition ays.

Its signatures were gathered by a newly formed Women of the
Church Coalition, made up of 13 women's and social justice groups,
and presented to Bishop Michael F. McAuliffe of Jefferson City, Mo.,

. head of a bishops' committee on women.

Equality and the Quixote Center in Mt. Ranier, Md.. found that while
support for women priests is growing among Catholics, ‘‘strong
opposition’ has declined from 47 per cent in 1974 to 36 percent in 1979

On the other hand, a recent reader survey by U.S. Catholic, a
magazine published by the Claretian Fathers in Chicago. found a
majority already favored women's ordination — 57 percent.

The 1977 Vatican declaration has been challenged by numerous
chureh—seholars—including ~the noted “German theologian Karl
Rahner whasays its *argumentation is inadequate.”

It is *'not a definitive ruling, but may be revised in principle,”” he
says. It was issued despite a finding shortly beforehand by the
Vatican's Ponficical Biblical Commision that there were no
Scriptural obstacles to ordination of women.

Some Vatican experts say the basic case against such ordinations
actually is not Scripture or theology, but practicality — that it would
hamper unity efforts with Eastern Orthodoxy, which strongly
opposes women priests, and that it would have a negative impact in
Third World areas of male-dominated cultures.

Automotive News, in a copyright report prepared for its Monday
edition, said the supervisory board of Volkswagenwerk AG met
Thursday in West Germany to consider presenting an offer for
Chrysler stock at $15 per share to Ih
ysler directors next week. _

“I haven't heard anything about that. I don’t know what you're
talking about,” said Chrysler President Lee A. lacocca when
reporters caught up with him at a banquet Thursday night in Detroit.

He called the report *‘pure speculation...it's really nothing."

Based on 64 million shares outstanding at the end of March, VW
would pay $960 million for Chrysler.

The reported offering price would be clecse to twice the last price of
Chrysler stock in trading Thursday, $7.88, but only 38 percent of the
value of net assets of the company as carried on its books, slightly
