East Germans use homemade 
balloon to flee communist rule
NAILA. West Germany — Four children 

and four adults bet their lives on a hot air 
balloon made of nylon and bed.shi-ets and 
drifted through the darkness of t::ast 
(k?rmany. hitting the jackpot — freedom 
across the border in West Germany - 

Peter Strelzek, an airplane mechanic 
who design ed  th e ' escape craft, told 
reporters .Sunday the 12-mile. 20-.30 minute 
flight was his second attempt to i-scape by 
ba lloon  fro m  h is  com m unist-ruled 
homeland

"It was no longer po.ssible for us to lie to 
our children and put up with the political 
rondilions in Kast G erm any." he said 

He, his wife and two ckihlren. along with 
stonemason Andreas Wetzel, hts wife and 
their two children, got onto a gondola made 
of an iron plate. Gas burners were fired, 
filling the handsewn enyelope with hot air

at a field near Lobenstein and the balloon 
nm-aloft

Borne toward the south by a good breeze, 
the refugees flew over the "death strip" 
birder and put down in this Bavarian town, 
far from the border's electrified fences and 
minefields It was believed to be the first 
time refugees had used a balloon to cross 
the birder

During the flight, the children rode in the 
middle ol ihe 18-square-foot iron plate, and 
were huddled around bottles of gas used to 
fuel the fire that heated air In the 
.5.230-cubic-yard balloon. The adults rode 
on four iron rods projecting laterally from 
the plate, each grabbing onto inch-thick 
ropes attaching thq gondola to the ballonn

Strelzek said he designed the balloan 
using prini’t ^ s  he learned from his wirk 
with airplanes

The escape began about- l:.10 a m ..

Strelzek told reporters, and the balkiun 
climbed to 8,000 feet in the moonless sky as 
the breeze pushed it toward freedom 

As the balloon cam e down, it was met by 
two West German police officers who had 
raa-d to the landing site. Ujinking the 
floating objw-t might bi- a UPO 

"A re we in the West here’’ ' one of the 
halloiinists reportedly asked 

"W e were convinced that wc were in the 
West even before the police officers came 
because we saw a modern farm machiheon 
Ihe field unlike anything wc have." 
Strelzek told a reporter

John E Moore warns that the Soviet fleet is 
now strong enough to deny the West access 
to raw materials and markets Mo<re. a 
form er deputy chief of British naval 
intelligence, concludes that the steady 
increase ih Soviet naval strength and the 
concurrent reduction in the numbers of 
warships available to the United States and 
its .NATO allies jeopardize peace and leave 
the West vulnerable to Russian blackmail 

Moore em phasizes the increasingly 
offensive cast of Soviet naval power and 
shipbuilding p rogram s New Soviet 
aircraft carriers and amphibious warfare 

’ Ships bespeak an emerging offensive

doctrine for a fleet that was little more than 
a coastal defense force less than 20 years 
ago These latest additions to the Soviet 
navy together with an expanding network 
of bases in Africa and Asia clearly signal 
the likelihood of new Angolas. Kthiopias 
and Vietnams in the not-too-distant future, 
says Moore

Moore s words ought to be required 
reading al the White House and on Capitol 
Hill

As a former naval officer. Jimmy Carter 
should be conversant with the importance 
of seapower ai a time of growing American 
reliance on imported raw materials and 
petroleum Nevertheless, it is a fact that 
Carter and his secretary of defense have 
yet to develop either a naval strategy to 
meel the Soviet threat or a long-range 
budgetary commitment to reverse the 
decline in U S naval power

To make this im portant d e c is io n , the p u b lic  m ust h ave an understanding of 
the real risks from  n u clear  p o w e r ; the rea l risks from  producing pow er by any 
means -  coa l. oil. h yd ro , o r  n u c le a r  and the risks o f  not having enough 
energy

There is still another fa c to r  w hich  fig u res  in th is equ ation ; the benefits of 
producing electric ity  and the part that n u c le a r  p ow er plays in supplying our 
electrical energy. i

Nuclear pow er now p ro d u ce s  a lm o st 13 percen t o f  a l l  e le ctr ic ity  in this 
country Som e areas are  e x tr e m e ly  d epen den t on the atom  for their e lectrica l 
needs Vermont gets about 79 p ercen t o f  its e le c tr ic ity  from  nuclear power. 
Maine gets 65 percen t. C on n ecticu t, a b ou t 53 p ercen t; ^and one-half o f 
Nebraska se le ctr ic ity  c o m e s  from  the a to m .

When a nuclear pow er p lant has an u nplanned , sa fety -re la ted  shutdown, 
who should bear the e c o n o m ic  cost ? The an sw er to that question depends upon 
how the econom ic risk was o r ig in a lly  a ssu m ed . U nder tod a y 's  law , the utility 
is free to assum e these e c o n o m ic  r isk s , con fid en t that, if the risk m aterializes, 
the cost will be paid by r a te p a y e rs , not by  sh areh o ld ers. In this situation, 
there is little incentive for the utility  to be cau tiou s. Thus, its assessm ent of 
the probability and m a gn itu de o f the. risk  is often  op tim istic . Legislation is 
needed to correct that unfortunate situation .

Why should a utility be fr e e  to m a k e  all sorts  o f op tim istic  assum ptions 
about the costs of a n u clear  p ow er  p lant and then stick  the ratepayers with the
higher costs if the a ssu m p tion s  a re  In v a lid ?  A fa r  m ore  sensible approach  
would be to require the utility  to d iv u lge  the assu m ption s upon which its 
decision to go n uclear w a s 'b a sed . and then fo r c e  the utility to absorb  the cost if
the assumptions turn out to be in co r re c t .

'Three Mile Island n u clea r  p lant, the ra te p a y e rs  in New Jersey  and 
Pennsylvania would not be fa c e d  w ith  the e n o rm o u s  rate increases which that 
utility is seeking or , better y e t, the p la n t w ould  h ave n ever  been built.

.If Three Mile Island had not been  bu ilt, steps w ould  have been taken to 
assure that less en erg y  w as n eed ed  by  im p rov in g  the e ffic ie n c  o f industrial 
processes, im proving  the e f f ic ie n c y  o f  g ood s  and se rv ice s  generally , and
taking advantage o f so la r  e n e rg y  to p ro v id e  h eating  o f hom es and hot water. 
Every reliable study p rep a red  in the la st five  y ea rs  con clu d es  that, with
energy e ffic ien cy  and so la r  e n e rg y , w e can  have a v igorou s and grow ing 
economy with m ore e m p lo y m e n t and a low er e n e rg y  cost than bulding m ore 
nuclear power plants.

The problem  is to fbree the u tilities and d e c is io n m a k e rs  to consider these 
facts realistically in d ec id in g  w hether to bu ild  n u c lea r  pow er plants.

The President and the rabbit

WASHINGTON — By now most people 
know the story about the President and the 
rabbit For those who don't, it seems the 
President of the United States was out in a 
fishing boat alone and was attacked by a 
ferocious rabbit. The President splashed 
his oar at the rabbit and drove it away.

When he got back to shore he told his 
White House staff about the incident but 
they wouldn’t believe him

Now if this was just the story of a 
President and a bunny it would be none of 
the public's business But the tale does 
have political implications and it says quite 
a bit about Mr Carter's way of running the 
White House

In previous administrations it is hard to 
imagine anybody on the President’s staff 
doubting the word of his boss.

If Presidents Truman. Eisenhower. 
Kennedy, or even Nixon had said they had 
been attacked by a  rabbit on a pond a 
staffer's reaction would have been "Thank 
God you’re safe. Mr President”  Or in the 
case of President Johnson. Jack Valenti or 
Joe Califano would have said. "Please tell 
us about it. sir. and don’t leave out one 
detail."

Even Gerry Ford’s staff wvuld have

taken the Chief Executive at his word.
But such was not the case with President 

Carter When he got back to shore with 
what he thought was a good tale to recount, 
his people refused to believe him.

As far as it could be learned not one 
person said. " Well done. Mr President. 
That rabbit will think twice next time 
before he attacks the leader of the most 
powerful country in the world" or “ If this 
doesn't show you can row and hit a rabbit 
at the same time, nothing will”

Instead he found nothing but skepticism 
when he related the story amongst his 
advisors and friends Some insisted that 
rabbits could not swim; others doubted 
that, even if they could swim, they would 
attack a person holding an oar in his hand. 
Still others showed by their silence just how 
far morale in the Administration had 
declined

It is rumored that Ham Jordan had even 
considered giving everyone who worked for 
Mr Carter a loyalty test to find out who 
believed the President’s bunny story and 
who didn’t

President Carter, who never shows his 
emotions, was crestfallen. 'The credibility 
of the Presidency had reached such a low 
point that, even when Mr Carter said he

had been attacked by a swimming rabbit, 
no one would take him at-his word. Mr. 
Carter chalked it up to the malaise in the 
country that had now infected even his own 
staff.

Fortunately for Mr. Carter, a White 
House photographer, who was on a bluff 
overlooking the pond, had taken a picture 
of the battle. Caiier showed the photo to his 
staff who studied it. but they were still 
skeptical. Someone said. “ It’s an animal 
blit how do we know it is a rabbit?"

For the first time since he took office Mr. 
Carter stopped smiling. He ordered Jody 
Powell to blow up the part of the photo 
which highlighted the thing in the water. 
Then he called in the staff again. ’ Well, is 
it a rabbit or isn't it?"

They finally decided by a vote of 5 to 4 
that it was a rabbit. Jody Powell, who voted 
with the majority, went ahead and released 
the story.

Thus the country was assured that a 
President who had promised Americans 
when he took office that he would never lie 
to them had once again kept his word.

But the real question that goes begging 
is: "Why wouldn't Mr. Carter’s people 
believe him in the first p lace?"

"It ought to be emphasized this investigation (on bank charters in 
general) is not for the sole and principal purpose of looking at 
Connally's dealing when he was secretary of the treasury." said

"It happened to turn up in the context of a much broader 
investigation, and we took a little closer look at it."

Connally was asked Friday if his son's position as an initial 
stockholder might have been a conflict of interest.

DALLAS (API — Sen. John Tower, saying his 
Democratic colleagues in Washington‘consider 
Jimmy Carter a "politcal embarrassment."

TYLER. Texas (AP) — A 
Tyler drug trial defendant has 
been returned to jail on charges 
he tried to kill two undercover 
n a r co t ics  o f f i c e r s  w hose 
investigation led to his earlier 
arrest during the biggest drug 
raid in East Texas history.

Kenneth Bora. 34. was to be 
arraigned on attempted capital 
murder charges today before 
State District Judge Donald 
Carroll.

Accompanied by his attorney. 
Bora surrendered to sheriff's 
deputies. Texas Rangers and a 
deputy constable in Canton 
Sunday night, said Smith 
County Sheriff J .B. Smith.

Bora had been named in an 
arrest w arrant issued late 
Saturday by Carroll. The judge

said that warrant accused Bora 
of firing the shotgun blast 
Friday night that wounded 
Creig Matthews. 32. and his 
fo rm e r  p a rtn e r  K im berly 
Ramsey. 23.

M atthew s w as listed in 
satisfactory condition Sunday 
ntght and Ms. Ramsey, who 
police reports said returned fire 
at the assailent. was treated 
and released from a Tyler 
hospital Friday

.Matthews worked undercover 
fo r  e ig h t  m o n th s  as a 
bartender's helper at a private 
club to set up last April's raid 
that resulted in 121 arrests.

Bora's first trial on charges of 
d e liv e ry  o f  a co n tro lle d  
substance ended in a mistrial. 
He was scheduled to be retried

inCarroll's court Oct. 1.
Smith earlier had discounted 

the theory that the attacker was 
a professional.

"A  professional hit job 'does 
not leave victims a live ."

DALLAS (AP) — Dallas fire officials were still 
investigating the cause Monday of a devastating 
fire of "suspicious origin" that leveled 10 
buildings of a north Dallas apartment complex 
causing an estimated at $3 million damage.

No one was injured.
Lt. Tom Oney of the Dallas Fire Department 

arson  in vestg a tion  squad said he was 
“ completely un<lKided" on the cause of the fire 
early Sunday.

Blit arson investigators initially called the 
five-alarm blaze — which broke out in a section 
o f  a p a r tm e n ts  u n der con stru ction  — 
'suspicious"

About 64 occupied units were destroyed and an 
additional 24 units in another complex under 
construction were leveled.

Oney said damage from the blaze would 
exceed $3 million, an increase from earlier 
estimates of $1.5 million. The investigatex* said 
the blaze was one of the costliest in Dallas 
history.

Remarkably, there were no injuries reported 
from the giant blaze. Oney said.

"Not even any pets were killed as far as I 
know." he said.

Firefighters said the fire spread rapidly 
because the buildings in the complex had wood 
shingles and at least two sides of the building 
were made of wood.

"These wood-shingled roofs are like pouring 
gasoline on a fire ."  said Battalion Chief Travis 
Zuber. " I f  we had had 15-20 mph winds, it would 
have gotten the whole com plex."

"When we first rolled up. the first thing 1

thought of was the Houston deal." he said, 
referring to a fire Aug. 1 in which 324 units of a 
fashionable Houston apartment were destroyed.

Like the Pepper Mill and Forest Green 
co m p le x e s . H ou ston 's Woodway Square 
Apartments also had wood shingles

The Houston City Council voted after the 
disastrous fire to tighten up rules about the use of 
wood shingles in apartment and single dwelling 
housing.

The Dallas City Council has considered taking 
similar action, but has not done so.

Firefighters credited a young man with saving 
the lives of many persons who lived In the Pepper 
Mill Apartments at the intersection of Preston 
Road and Arapaho. They said he raced from door 
to door, knocking, shouting and awakening 
sleeping residents.

Gene Morel said he believes he was first to 
sight the fire. "I  saw some sm oke... I thought at 
first it was steam  com ing from an air 
conditioner 1 ran over there and saw what 
appeared to be a vent on fire in the unoccupied 
section."

"I told someone to call the fire department and 
I started banging on doors." said Morel

Sharon Knorr told of escaping moments before 
the fire swept through her apartment.

"I was sound asleep. Then I heard them calling 
'fire, fire.' I thought it was a nightmare."

Capt. Levi Whitlow of the Dallas Fire 
Department arson investigation section said 100 
firefighters used 25 units of fire equipment in 
battling the blaze for about 90 minutes before 
bringing it under control.

."jum ped a $400.000 bond rather 
than face life imprisonment."

B en sin ger also  said an 
an ti-hero in  cam paign  had 
slashed the number of deaths 
and injures associated with the 
narcotic to an all-time low.

"You can be proud of the 
progress that has been m a de. 
These efforts definitely had 
impact on the availability of 
drugs in the United States." 
said Bensinger.

"These results have not come 
easy and have cost lives both

h ere and a b ro a d ."  said 
Bensinger. "B ut they have 
com e."

But he warned a new Middle 
E a st h e r o in  c o n n e c t io n  
threatens to blunt the impact of 
the "successful" anti-narcotics 
campaign

"What concerns me most is

the Middle Eastern heroin 
situation ." said Bensinger. 
"The Middle East's potential to 
produce heroin is serious. 
Under optimal conditions... this 
region could produce 80 tons of 
h e ro in  fo r  w o r ld  w id e  
consumption."

He said some Middle Eastern 
heroin has been seized in 
eastern seaboard cities, but 
most of the impact so far has 
been in Western Europe.

pail played wrth a mallet instead of a pool cue "
Alvin Stokes, a local inventor, and his partner. Allen Young.’ 

have been working for more than three years on their unusual - 
looking invention but are now ready to show it to the world

"I got the idea from watching my nephews play croquet." 
Stokes said of his invention, which he plans to market for the tidy 
sum of $1.500 a table.

Stokes said the larger than life size pool table was not hard to 
i-onjiruct but that theorginial idea "took a lot of roadwork."

Stokes, a former Cabot employee, .said hLs invention looks like it 
will bea very profitable idea.

"The guys that build those large entertainment centers said 
they would buy all we could get.- Stokes said "And weare talking 
with Holiday Inn now to put them alongside the pools at tlieir 
hotels"

The inventirm looks about the same as a regular pool table but 
<na much larger scale. The balls arethesizeof hard balls and the 
pickets arc in direct proportion with the size of the balls.

"You can t u.se "E nglish" on the balls like you would on a 
regular p>ol table so the rules of the game had to be changed." 
Stokes said as he swung a large wooden and plastic mallet to 
break the balls, 'in stea d  of one shot at any one ball, you get two. 
The first shot is for position and the second to make y*xir ball 
with."

Those people who like to sit on the tables at the local billiard 
parlors should love the outdoor game since you stand on the table, 
stabilized by aluminum supptrt legs, while you make your shots

The local inventor plans to construct five outdoor tables a day In 
a White Deer factory he and his partner have recently completed 
work on.

"They are not hard to m ake." Stokes said. "You just have to 
havea little patience and have all the right materials on hand."

The tables, which are made of weather proof rubber bumpers 
and ind«»r - outdoor playing surface will not go on sale to the 
general public immediately but plans are being made by Stokes to 
arrange for everyone to be able to stand on their own pool table 
while playing eight ball

DEAR DR. LAMB -  I am 
18 years old and recently my 
four-month-old baby daughter 
died. The doctor said it was a 
crib death but nobody can tell 
me what a crib death is. Site 
wasn't sick or anything. She 
played and laughed the night 
before she died. The doctor 
said she was perfectly health- 
y. If she was. why did she die? 
I've got to know what a crib 
death is, so please help me.

DEAR READER -  This 
problem goes by several dif­
ferent names. It’s also called 
sudden infant death syndrome 
(SIDS). I’m sorry to tell you 
that no one knows for certain 
what causes these deaths.

They're most apt to occur 
during the first year of life. 
There are over 10,000 infants 
who die from this problem 
each year. It’s the most com­
mon cause for infant death in 
the first year of life. '

Old Testament accounts 
refer to such deaths and it 
seems to have been just as 
frequent in the.lSth and 19th 
century as it is today. So it’s 
not exactly a product of nu>d- 
em  civilization. ^

There have been an infimte 
number of theories presented 
as to what causes the sudden 
death in an apparently  
healthy baby. No doubt there 
is more than one cause. The 
most prevalent view now is 
that it’s associated with the

immature development 'of the 
vital centers in the brain, par­
ticularly thoae that control 
resp iration . R esearch  in 
recent years has shown that 
certain sleep patterns, partic­
ularly thoae associated with 
periods when the baby may 
stop breathing tempi^arily, 
may be associated wiUi SIDS.

Perhaps tbe moXl impor­
tant thing I could do for you is 
to tell you that the baby's 
death has n o t i ^  whatever to 
do with anything you did. It is

infants to die in their sleep 
a ltbou ^  sudden death has 
been known to occur in other 
situations even immediately 
after Iweast feeding.

You and other parents 
might want to know that there 
is a National Foundation For 
Sudden Infant Death. There 
might be a chapter in your 
community. If not. headquar­
ters for the National Founda­
tion for Sudden Infant Death 
is 310 Michigan Ave., Chicago.

People
quite common for such a baby 
to be carefully examined by a 
very competent physician and 
pronounced to be in good 
health. In most cases there is 
nothing you can see on an 
ordinary physical examina­
tion that would lead you to 
think that the baby had any 
problem at all. Autopsy exam­
inations fail to show anything 
that would be responsible for 
the child’s death.

Such unexplained sudden 
deaths have led to real human 
tragedy where parents were 
accused by law enforcement 
officers of mistreating the 
baby which doesn't help.

You should also know that 
your baby did not suffer. The 
usual pattern is for such

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Sake losing ground in Japan
TOKYO (A P( — The Japanese have been drinking sake for 2.000 

years — since the "T im e of the Gods." But nowadays, a 
businessman returning home from work is.likely to pass up the 
rice wine for a bottle of Japanese-made whiskey or a glass of beer.

Still the traditional beverage at weddings, election victories and 
other ceremonial occasions sake has been losing out for years to 
the other drinks, especially among the young.

"M y grandfather drinks sake but I don’t really care for it 
because of the taste. It's also more trouble to prepare." said Jun 
Koike. 24. a medical student.

Sake usually is warmed and sipped from tiny procelain cups. 
Customarily it is served with Japanese foods like raw fish — 
sashimi — and skewered meats and vegetables — yakitori

So many in today's faster-paced Japan appear to believe as 
does Koike, that whiskey complements most any meal, helping to 
make Japan the world’s second-largest whiskey-consuming 
nation after the United States.

Sake still is drunk extensively, as a random visit to the tiny bars 
around any m ajor railway station will attest. But the beverage 
industry says overall consumption of sake has not changed 
appreciably for years, while whiskey and beer sales steadily 
increase

"W e've been slow to market our product among young people." 
Teichiki Uchida. a spokesman for the Japan Sake Makers 
Association, said in an interview. “ However, people born after the 
war grew up on beer and whiskey, and they’re just not all that 
familiar with sake."

Japanese beverage makers, whether turning out alcoholic or 
soft drinks, have recognized the country’s fascination —-  
especially among the younger generation — with things foreign, 
and use European and American celebrities in their advertising.

Suntory Ltd., which claims to be the world’s third-largest 
distillery, employs entertainer Sammy Davis Jr. in whiskey ads 
on television. The rival Nikka firm features actor Orson Welles. 
The ads are similar to American TV ads in which the same two 
plug U S -made wines with one difference: Here they are actually 
seen drinking the product.

Uchida said sake manufacturers can’t easily afford that kindol 
costly advertising Even so. they’ve made the attempt, with a 
campaign to promote sake as a summertime drink

In one ad. it’s the American singing group, the Carpenters; in 
an'ither. British rock star Suzie (^atro in her zippered leather 
jumpsuit, urging young television viewers to try sake "on the 
rocks."

Nobody knows exactly when the rice wine first became Japan’s 
national beverage, but it generally is agreed that it arrived with 
the cultivation of rice more than 2.000 years ago The Kojiki — 
Book of Myths — noted in 712 A D that the gods were fond of the 
brew

Last year, the Japanese quaffed an average of 36 liters of beer 
per capita, compared with 14 liters of sake and 2.6 liters of 
whiskey. Sake, which is made somewhat like beer, has an alcohol 
content o f 16 to 18 percent, depending on the brand 
Japanese-made whiskey is 43 percent alcohol — 86 proof — and 
Japanese beer a mere 4.5 percent.

^ k e  is colorless and has a taste that is somewhat bland 
compared to whiskey, and it is suggested that once opened, the 
bottle be emptied fairly quickly, as sake — unlike whiskey and 
some wines — does not improve with age

Sake also is cheaper than whiskey, despite government price 
controls that have put the cost of rice at about five times higher 
than in any other country.

A giant 1.8-liter bottle of sake goes for anywhere from $4 70 to 
$11.30. Suntory’s line of 13 whiskey brands also varies widely in 
price, the most expensive being "Za Uisuki" — the whiskey — at 
the equivalent of $225 a bottle. ^

' According to the National Tax Agency, the average worker 
makes about $990 a month.

For the Japanese market, suntory produces about 220 different 
beverages including soft drinks, fruit juices and beer in addition 
to its line of liquors. But not sake

"The fall in sake .sales. ” says company sfxikesman Takeshi 
Kodama. "is  due in part to the change in lifestyles and eating 
habitsamong the Japanese”

But even suntory does not foresee the day when sake will 
disappear completely

In fact, said Kodama. the company believes it might even catch 
on abroad and is exporting something called "Shogun. ” a blend of 
sake and grape wine, to the United States. Some 13.000 cases of the 
concoction already have been sold there this year, he said

STOCKHOLM IAP ) — The opposition socialist 
bloc held a one-seat edge over the governing 
non-socialist coalition today in Sweden's general 
election, but with the conservatives posting tlie 
biggest gams, mail-in votes from traditionally 
conservative areas could easily reverse thie 
standings

P r e l i m i n a r y  r e t u r n s  f rom all 357 
municipalities in Sunday's voting gave the 
apposition Social Democrats and (Communists a 
175-174 parliam en tary  m ajority over the 
conservative Moderate Alliance Party, the 
( ^ e r  Party and the Liberals of the non-socialist 
bloc

But statisticians predicted the pendulum 
would swing to 175-174 for the non-socialist bloc

after an estimated 40.000 mail-in votes have been 
counted Wednesday Experience shows that the 
non-socialists get the bulk of the mail-in votes 
and since the race was in a dead heat just a few 
thousand votes could tip the balance.

"What is essential is that we have turned the 
trend upwards." Social Democratic leader Olof 
Palme commented said. "The party emerges 
strengthened and united from the election 
campaign."

The Social D em ocra ts saw their vote 
percentage shrink in three consecutive elections 
— all o f them with Palme al the helm — and the 
52-year-old leader's political career appeared to 
be on the line in the atest campaign

The Social Democrats gained a modest 0.6

percent for a total o f 43.6 percent, or 2.3 million of 
the 6 million eligible voters. This would give the 
Social Democrats 155 seats — up three — in the 
349-seat Parliament.

Palme, who spent the past three years in 
opposition following defeat at the polls in 1976 
after 44 years of Social Democratic rule, said he 
would form another Social Democratic minority 
government if offered the premiership again

The Communists, in their best Result in 30 
years, increased by 0.9 percent to 5.6, adding 
three parliamentary seats for a total of 20. Ihey 
would be expected, as always, to back a Social 
Democratic government on crucial votes.

But the big winner in the ejections was Costa 
Bohman. 68. forceful leader of the conservative
