Journalist says television news lacks detailed information

You're not going to get all the information you need from
television. Unfortunately. television is the preferred news diet of
most Americans

Sound like the words of a television journalist”

Of course we're not objective.” David Garcia. television
journalist. told a Canyon audience Tuesday. ““There’s no such
thing as objectivity. To saythere is. is silly. All youcantry todois
be fair. That's all you can hopen do

Garcia. a White House correspondent for ABC news. was at
West Texas State University for two speaking engagements
sponsored by the United Campus Ministry. He found himself on
the other side of the camera at a press conference Tuesday
afternonon

Revealing a quick wit. Garcia delivered a wholehearted,
although careful and qualified. defense of television newscasting
toan audience mostly made up of Amarillo broadcast journalists

With his grayv pin - stiped three - piece suit and carefully styled
salt - and - pepper . hair. the broadcast veteran could easily be
confused for a successful businessman

“First of all. vou all are aware I'm not Kenny Rogers.” he
quipped as he opened the conference

Because of the time restraints imposed on network newscasts.

Garcia said. television news cannot be thorough

‘It's all the news that fits.”" he said. At the network level we
have to cover the world in 22 minutes. You cannot even attempt to
be complete

We re not supposed to be -- we re a headline media
He predicted network newscasts will eventually be lengthened
to one hour. ABC corporate executives want an hour news show,
Garcia said. and if one network switches to an hour “all will follow
suit.”

A Texas native. Garcia was born 35 years ago in Temple. His
interest in radio began in high school. when he appeared regularly
on aradioprogram

'I've always been 99 and niné - tenths percent ham.’” he noted

At junior college in Baylor, Garcia discovered that a career in
business wasn’t for him. so he went to work for a Dallas TV
station. He was spotted by ABC and hired as a radio announcer in
New York. where he stayed for 5'2 years. From there he went on
tn Washington

Asked if relations between President Carter and the news
media sometimes pose a problem, Garcia said “Sure it's a
problem. We like to think that we ask some hard - hitting
questions that need to be asked

“I'm not saying we're totally unbiased -- no. But we're always
covering him. He knows it.”

Because Carter is the only president Garcia has covered. the
correspondent said he can’t compare the current chief executive
with those of the past. But the Carter administration's claims of
anopen White House ring false, Garcia said

“Veteran correspondents there say that despite the claims of
‘openness. it isn't,”" he said. “It's a very closed administration
Only a few people really know what ‘s going on. ™

Unlike Congress, which he also has covered, journalists at the
White House *“cannot wait around anywhere you like in ambush"
for a news source. Garcia said. White House journalists are
restricted to a press room in the Wegt Wing. he said

'If Jody Powell (Carter's press secretary) is not talking, it's
difficult 1o get information.’’ Garcia added

Garcia said he is being transferred out of the White House. and
will probably be going to Florida to cover politics in the South
ABC may send him to Latin America to increase coverage of the
recent political uprisings emerging there. he said.

Garcia eovered the conference of non - aligned nations in Cuba
last week. which he described as “an absolutely incredible trip.”
But what he saw at the conference was unsettling, he said

"I was amazed at the number of left - wing nations in the
world,”” Garcia said. ““The U.S. has very few friends in the non -
aligned nations. :

He got his biggest laugh of the afternoon when asked ~“What was

it like covering that meeting, knowing you're about as welcome as
the plague” ™

“*About like covering the White House, " Garcia replied

He said recent Supreme Court rulings making the news media
more susceptible to libe] suits are a clear invasion. "’

Commenting on another high court ruling that permits judges to
close pre - trial hearings to the press, Garcia said 1 think it's a
very dangerous thing if you're a supporter of a free press. The
people have got to know what ‘s going on. ™

“I'd rather have too much information’”’ than see decisions
made in closed courtrooms., ' he said

Asked if ABC journalist Barbara Walters descrves her $1
million salary. Gareia joked *[ think I'm worth a million dollars.
So why isn't she”"

Turning serious. he said “of course” women belong in
broadcast journalism. But he added "'l do think there are
occasions today when a woman will get a spot on television over a
man because of blonde hair and a pretty face.

““As long as there is a world. there will be male chauvinism."

Summing up his profession, he said the travel is hard and the
divorcerate is tremendous, “but it's exciting.

"I get very tired of getting beaten up all the time by all the
different factions,"" he said. “'It's always our fault. But. hey. that's
what we get paid for. i

The Texas congressional delegation in Washington, D.C., is more

conservative than the delegation from any other state in the nation,
but that doesn’'t mean it is conservative enough.
, ‘There are some real heel-draggers in the Texas crowd, and one of
them is Sen. Lloyd Bentsen. In the scoring of the nation's
lawmakers by the American Conservative Union, Bentsen was
credited with a 20 percent in conservatism. A “‘perfect’’ ACU score
1s 100 percent.

The Texas House members received an overall average of 58.67
percent in the interim ratings of Congress released by the ACU.
This compares with a nauonal average of 46.89 percent, a shameful
figure, indeed.

The Texas senators averaged 60 percent, but it was Sen. John
Tower who held the average up to an almost passing grade. He was
rated 100 percent. Senators nationwide received an average score
of 39.67 percent . which is obviously *‘failing."’

The statistics that may be of much more than passing interest to
West Texans, however, are those of area representatives. Rep.
Kent Hance of Lubbock, a Democrat who represents part of Ector
County, was rated seventh among the Texans at 84 percent. Reép.
Richard White of El Paso, also a Democrat, was rated at 72
percent ~

The top 10 in order of their ratings are: James Collins (R-3rd
District). 100 percent: Bill Archer (R-7th District), 100 percent;
Ron Paul (R-22nd District). 96 percent; Charles Stenholm (D-17th
District). 92 percent; E. (Kika) de la Garza (D-15th District). 85
percent: Kent Hance (D-19th District). 84 percent; Marvin Leath
(D-11th District). 83 percent; Phil Gramm (D-6th District), 76
percent; and Sam Hall (D-1st District). 75 percent.

To show just how liberal some of the Texas representatives are.
here are the ratings for the ones who have not been named so far:

Charles Wilson (D-2nd District), 57 percent; Ray Roberts (D-4th
District). 53 percent;: Jim Mattox (D-5th District). 33 percent; Bob
Eckhardt (D-8th District), 0 — a big fat zero; Jack Brooks (D-9th
District), 13 percent; J.J. Pickle (D-10th District). 50 percent,
indicating he really has straddled the fence; James Wright (D-12th
District). 5 percent ; Jack Hightower (D-23rd District), 64 percent;
Joe Wyatt (D-14th District). 70 percent; Ri¢chard White (D-16th
District). 72 percent; George Leland (D-18th District). 8 percent;
Henry Gonzalez (D-20th District-San Antonio)., 4 percent;
Abraham Kazen (R-23rd District), 63 percent; and Martin Frost
(D-24th District). 25 percent.

The ACU interim rating of Congress is based on key House and
Senate votes taken in the Congress between January and June of
this year. The key issues include support for federal budget cuts,
tax reduction and a balanced budget, and opposition to gas
rationing. the creation of a separate Department of Education, the
implementation of the Panama Canal treaties and contipuing
sanctions against Rhodesia.

The American Conservative Union has been issuing yearly and
interim ratings of the U.S. Congress since 1971. The 1979 annual
ratings will be released at the end of the year.

One can study the issues upon which the lawmakers were graded
and have a sinking feeling in one's stomach at what the statistics
reveal about most of the law makers. Some, one notes. are ‘on the
other side’” and many of them are Texans.

E Gold lures investment dollars

By OSCAR COOLEY

Why is the metal, gold. selling at such
high prices?

When the United States was on a gold
standard, the U.S. Treasury bought and
sold gold for a fixed price of $35 an ounce
In recent years, gold has risen sharply and
now brings nearly 10 times that price

Like all commodities, gold is priced
according to supply and demand. When the
supply is low in relation to the demand, the
price rises. And vice versgd: As the price
rises, the demanders become less eager to
buy. The rise slows and comes to a stop at
an equilibrium level where the force of
demand’exactly equals that of supply

“Gold standard” means that gold has a
standard price in terms of dollars, thatis; a
constant equilibrium price which is
maintained by supply and demand
provided by the government. The aim was
to stabilize the value of the dollar in terms
of gold

Today we are, obviously, not on a gold
standard. We quit all pretense of it on Aug.
15. 1971. Nor is any other country. Hence,

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the price of gold is not stabilized by any
government. It sellsin a free market

The supply provided by the gold miners
(mainly in South Africa) remains fairly
constant at about 31.2 million ounces per
year.” Evidently, its steep rise in value is
due to strong demand. Who is demanding
it” And why?

Industry, including jewelry makers, uses
some 32 million ounces a year. Gold coins
also are in brisk demand, not by spenders
to use as money but by coin collectors
South Africa's ‘“krugerrand” is very
popular, and Canada is about to mint a gold
coin, the "maple leaf."

But the major demand for gold is said to
be coming from the Middle East, Thirty
percent of the gold offeréed for sale in the
world market is bought by Middle Eastern
countries, mainly by Saudi Arabia, with
their excess oil dollars.

Individuals, too, are buying gold. It is
looked upon as an investment. Investors
compare it with stocks and bends, real
estate, antiques. It is advertised in the
financial pages.

But why buy gold” It is really one of the
most useless of commodities. You cannot
eal it, wear it or build a house or
automobile of it.

It is illegal to mold it into coins and use
tRem as money. Even if it were not, it
would be unprofitable, paper or checkbook
money being cheaper and easier to come
by.

There used to be a fond hope that the
Western world, including the United Sta
would return to gold money, but that
is dim indeed today. Far from buying gold
for monetary use, the U.S. Treasury is
selling off what it acquired in earlier days
— and doing so at a handsome profit. So is
the International Monetary Fund. The
IMF’s sales of some 750,000 ounces a month
are due to end next spring. This drop in
supply could be a bullish factor in the gold
market.

There are those who think we will never
halt the present inflation until the United
States returns to gold standard money in
some form. We hear no hint from
Washington that this is contemplated.

Just tourists

WASHINGTON--It's hard to believe that
the United States was unaware that there
were 3,000 Soviet combat troops'’ in Cuba.
The State Department's story is that our
intelligence experts were caught by
surprise. It was only after they

“re-evaluated’ their reports of the past
five years that they concluded the Russians
were there.

I managed to get one of the CIA's folders
containing intelligence information from
our man in Havana, a certain Miguel X,
which explains why the United States was
never sure that there were Soviet troops in
Castro’s Disneyland

The first memo was dated August 12,
1974.

“Three thousand Soviet tourists
disembarked from the passenger- -ship
‘Lenin’ in Havana at 2 a.m. this morning.
They were dressed in white wash ‘n’ wear
seersucker suits, wore Panama hats and
were carrying East German cameras and
Ivanov submachine guns. I inquired of
their tour leader, Lt. Gen. Vladimir
Sokolov, what they planned to do in Cuba
and he replied, ‘We are from Kiev-Cuban
Friendship Society to see beautiful
country, sightsee and do cha cha cha with
Cuban girls. We get five-year tour of

senior high schools of Cleveland dropped
out last year. This means that nearly 4.000
youngsters in Ohio’s largest city quit school
at the crucial time when they were nearing
completion.

This is a shocking statistic. Each dropout
has his own reasons. but that so many —
one in eight — quit indicates failure of
schools and teachers to inspire the youth to
want more knowledge badly enough to
complete the secondary school course.

Needless to say. the need for knowledge
grows no less in these times. Ominous
problems hang over mankind — crime,
drugs.. racism. the nuclear threat,
over-population. under-production — these
are just a few of the mind bogglers which
this generation of adults is willing to the
next. Now is no time to quit the search for
wisdom and understanding.

Cleveland's dropout rate was the highest
of 120 school districts studied by the
Citizens Council for Ohio Schools, but the
record jn other cities of the state was not
much better. In Cincinnati, 9.1 percent of
senior high schoolers dropped out during
" 'the 1977-78 school year: in Columbus 8.4
percent, in Akron 8.3 percent. Lima's
dropout rate last year was 6 percent,

percent of those in senior high school quit.
There were also many dropouts at the
junor high school level. The figures do not
include those who dropped out to transfer
or on account of illness or death.

The parents of these high school dropouts
bear a heavy responsibility. They have
failed to do the educational job that only
parents can do: educate their children to
want to cultivate each his little corner of
creation to the end that it produce a record
crop of good things. tangible and
intangible. j

These parents have failed their children.
The latter now will go out into the world
handicapped, compared with what they
might be.

We cannot but feel that things have got
out of hand in these families. It is
impossible that loving parents would be
oblivious to the tragedy involved.

The schools and teachers: administrators
and school boards also bear blame. To
complain that the taxpayers have not
provided them enough money absolves
them not one whit, A failed school levy did
not hinder Abraham Lincoln from getting
an education.

Bankruptcies

Personzal bankruptcies are on the rise as
inflation tightens its grip.

Some: consumer credit experts estimate
the number of persons claiming insolvency
in the courts has jumped at least 10 percent
in the past several months. **We're seeing a
sharp increase nationally in the number of
people who haven't any savings and any
money beyond that needed for basic
necessitics,”" says Gerard Lareau,
president of the Consumer Credit
Counseling Service in the New York area, a
nonprofit group. The costs of food, clothing
and shelter are rising at an 18 percent
annual rate, he says, faster than the overall
inflation rate of 13 percent and faster than
averagesalary gains.

Thus, says Mr. Lareau, a growing
number of families are unable to meet
current obligations and are turning to
bankruptcy court. Jacoby & Meyers, a New,
York City law firm with 11 “storefront”

offices in the area, says its

personal-bankruptcy cases have risen
“substantially’ in the past month or so.
The most common cause: “Lack of an
adequate financial cushion.”

The Administration Office of the U.S.
Courts says personal bankruptcies may
shoot up even faster after Oct. 1, when a

new, more liberal federal bankruptcy .

Students of money say it would be virtually
impossible. The change from doing 'the
nation's business with-tangible money to
doing it with bank credit is too great to be
undone. Anyone who is buying gold in the
belief he will be able later to sell it to the
US. Treasury at a profit is taking a long
chance.

“Halt_inflation by returning to the gold
standard,’’ It sounds simple, indeed it is an
oversimphhed solutian. There was
inflation in gold standard days. Inflation is
not due to the kind of stuff we use as money
but to the kind of policies followed by our
government. Credit money is inflationary
only when misused.

Gold's chief merits as a speculation are,
first. that it is non-perishable. Neither
moth nor rust doth corrupt it. Second, it is
relatively soft and malleable and so is
easily fashioned into useful objects such as
watch cases. Third, it always has been
looked upon as the most beautiful metal.
There is a kind of mystique about it which
makes people desire it more than any other
metal.

Finally. and chiefly, gold is scarce and
pretly sure to remain so. Even South
Africa. where most of today's gold is
mined, at the end of the century could be
producing at one-half its current level.
according to one authority.

As the price rises. gold ores now too poor
to pay for mining may become profitable to
work. However, there is little chance of
more rich deposits being discovered.
Hence, overtime production seems sure to
decrease, not increase.

In the revised version of the policy the
complaintant must file a request for a
hearing with the board. After receiving the
request, the board shall set a time and

place for the hearing not less than I5 or
more than 30 days after receiving the
request. Interested parties shall have the
right to counsel and shall be given the
opportunity for argument. Upon request.
the board can have the testimony put in
writing. The board may announce the
decision at the hearing. but must render a
written statcment to the complaintant by
registered mail

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Deadly Coincidence
James A. Garfield was elected to the presidency
nearly a century ago. But he wasn’t president for
long. He died on this day in 1881, just six and a half
months after taking office. Although Garfield had
little time to accomplish anything as president, his
death contributed to a strange and deadly coin-
cidence involving the presidency. For the last 140
years, every president elected in a year ending in zero
has died in office. The elections of 1840, 1920, and
1940 produced presidents who died of natural causes.
The elections of 1860, 1880, 1900, and 1960 produced
presidents who, like Mr. Garfield, were assassinated.

Candidates resist
political labels

WASHINGTON (AP) — Ina
presidential campaigh. the
political center is like a magnet,
drawing candidates from the
left and from the right toward
the middle. where the votes are

That's why most candidates
— at least the successful ones —
resist the labels of conservative
or liberal. and insist that they
look for solutions to fit the
problem. not some
preconceived ideology.

And that is what Sen. Edward
M. Kennedy is doing now. It is
not a matter of shifting
positions. but of emphasis
Kennedy says he is no
big-spending liberal. wedded to
the solutions of the 1960s. Nor,
he says, is he less concerned
than the Carter administration
about deficits and inflation.

That doesn’t undo his past
criticism of a federal budget he
said shortchanged social
spending. But he is not stressing
that theme these days. as he
considers a challenge to
President Carter for the 1980
Democratic presidential
nomination

“We cannot accept a policy
that cuts spending to the bone in
areas like jobs and health, but
allows billions of dollars in
wasteful spending for tax
subsidies and adds even greater
fat and waste through
inflationary spending for
* defense.”” he told Democrats at
their mid-term convention last
Dec. 9.

Kennedy still doesn't agree
with the administration’s
spending priorities.
curiously. as he comes closer to
presidential candidacy. he
secems more cautious in his
criticism of the man from whom
he would have to wrest the
nomination

“I'm generally reluctant to
get into critical positions.on the

But-

administration,”
other day. He didn't seem so
reluctant when he was
denouncing Carter's budget
priorities. or accusing the
administration of surrender to
the oil lobby. or calling the
proposed windfall profits tax ‘a
transparent fig leaf."”

He says he wants to cooperate
with the Democratic White
House. "I would like to work
with them. as | indicated to the
president. shaping the energy
program, also in coming to
grips with some of these issues
of the economy. " he said.

Kennedy said he is doing so
now. as chairman of the Senate
Judiciary Committee and in
other areas as well. He said *'we
have strong workings now"
with the administration on a
new FBI charter and an
overhaul of the criminal code.

“We're- still working with
HEW on most of the legislation

" he said. "'l think we're
linked up in the energy area, on
energy productivity and
conservation."

He also mentioned his support
of the Strategic Arms
Limitation Treaty with the
Soviet Union.

*I think those lines are
continuing and on-going. and |
want to keep those efforts
moving.” he said

But it was O'Brien who had to make the
decisign. and his ruling was totally in line
with those made in previous compensation
cases. Walton — even with his track record
of injuries — is easily the best free agent to
change teams, a far better player than
Marvin Webstef. who moved from Seattle
to New York a year ago. And this award
was by far the biggest the commissioner
ever issued.

Yet O'Brien. without the benefit of 20-20
hindsight. managed to steer a middle
course between rather extreme proposals
made by the two teams involved, coming
up with a compromise that appears
eminently reasonable

In Walton's five seasons in the National
Basketball Association, he has appeared in
209 games. missing 49 percent of his team's
regular season games — including all of the
1978-79 campaign. That factor weighed
heavily in O’Brien's thinking as he
determined this most complex
compensation award in the four years the
present free agent system has been in
effect.

Walton had signed with San Diego on
May 22, his five-year contract reportedly
calling for more than $1 million a year in
salary and fringe benefits — if he stays in
good health, as he appears to be from early
training camp reports. As expected, the
teams never came close to agreeing on
compensation on their own, so the case
went to O'Brien

Only time will tell the precise value of the
compensation package, just as only time
will tell how well Walton will play for San
Diego. As O'Brien once said in describing
the entire process, it's **at best an inexact
science.”

Broyles says playoff for grid title ‘inevitable’

Prosecutor
will watch

disbarment
procedures

EDINBURG., Texas (AP) — The man responsible for prosecuting
Oscar Mclnnis on federal perjuy charges later this year will be
watching as testimony begins today in the Hidalgo County district
attorney's disbarment trial.

"My proceeding is 100 percent separate from this lawsuit,” U.S.
Attorney Tony Canales of Houston said Tuesday afternoon. ‘*There
are FBI agents and some of my assistants subpoenaed as witnesss
here. I'm down here to see what my boys are upto.”

Canales conferred briefly Tuesday with lawyers for the State Bar
of Texas, which filed a civil suit to strip McInnis of his law license
due to allegations of professional misconduct.

After more than eight hours of questioning Tuesday, five women
and seven men were selected as jurors.

A féderal grand jury in Brownsville indicted McInnis and Patricia
Parada for lying about the alleged scheme to lure to lure her former
spouse to Mexico where he would be killed. The intended victim in
the purported plot. Noe Villanueva, was not killed.

Canales’ office presented evidence to the grand jury that indicted
McInnis and Miss Parada. The federal prosecutor said no date has
been set yet on the perjury charges.

In the bar’s suit. the jury will be asked to decide if McInnis violated
standards of his profession as alleged by the bar. If the jurors agree
with the bar's formal complaint, State District Judge Joe B. Evins
will decide whether to reprimand MclInnis, temporarily suspend his
law license or permanently ban his future practice of law.

Both federal and state grand juries also had charged McInnis and
Miss Parada with conspiracy to commit murder but those charges
later were either dismissed or thrown out.

In his 12 years as district attorney, McInnis became known as a
tough. efficient prosecutor who emerged the victor in two murder
trials defended by lawyer Percy Foreman of Houston.

His reputation and general popularity have heightened publicity
and local interest in his current legal troubles.

Of the 50 prosepctive jurors questioned, several said they already
had an opinion about the case. None of the opinionated jury prospects
were chosen for the panel.

1t teel like, I have always felt like that Oscar is being framed,”
said Jack Hanshaw, a prospective juror who said his wife bought at
least six $5 tickets to a recent barbecue dinner honoring McInnis.

The district attorney claims Hidalgo County Sheriff Brig
Marmolejo and other officials conspired to replace him in office with
Jon Wood, an attorney and friend of the sheriff.

Pending a separate suit to remove him from office, McInnis is
supended from official duties but continues drawing his $36.000
annual paycheck.

The disbarment trial could last between two to four weeks

Evins has told lawyers on both sides not to discuss the case with
reporters and has stationed two Texas Rangers from Uvalde and San
Antorio in the courtroom apparently for security reasons.

U.S., Canada engaging in chicken diplomacy

WASHINGTON (AP) — The United States and Canada are
engaging in chicken diplomacy in an effort to smooth ruffled
feathers caused by a surge in broiler traffic across the border.

American broiler producers have found Canada a growing
market, but Canadian chicken growers want the shipments
curtailed to help improve their domestic prices.

Private meetings were scheduled here foday and in Ottawa on
Oct. 1 to examine the issues. The Agriculture Department says no
decisions are expected in the opening round of sessions.

A spokesman for the Canadian embassy here told a reporter the
issue involves an attempt since 1974 by producers to put into effect
a national chicken marketing program similar to those for
turkeys and eggs.

The spokesman, who asked not to be identified, said Tuesday a
system of production controls and penalties for over-production
have been instituted in Canada's provinces in recent months.

*“That gives us a right under GATT (the General Agreement on
Tariffs and Trade) to impose certain kinds of quantitative
restrictions on imports,”’ the spokesman said.

Canada’s overall chicken plan is scheduled to begin Oct. 1, but
*how they would deal with imports, in that respect, I'm not sure,"
he said.

Officials in‘the Agriculture Department say they are not fully
informed of Canada’s chicken plan and that the meeting will clear
up some of the questions.

Thomas R. Saylor, associate administrator of USDA's Foreign
Agricultural Service, said Canada has had centralized marketing
in most of its agricultural sectors, including a national wheat
marketing program, since 1935.

*The intent (of the chicken program) is to control the domestic
supply and support producer prices by having some regulation of
supply. both from the standpoint of imports and domestic
production,’’ he said.

“We feel we have certain rights under GATT's international
rules,” Saylor told a reporter.

““We want to make sure, first of all, that the program is within
the international rules. They canonly undertake import restraints
if they are effectively limiting production.

“Secondly. we think we have had a growing market up there
and we'd like to preserve that market,"” Saylor said. **Therefore,
we will be arguing — if they do impose quotas — for levels that
maintain the flow that we’ve seenin recent years.”

U.S. broiler production is riding a record peak, triggered by a
reduetion in beef supphlies. Both poultry and pork output have
risen to help fill the gap.

Lately, however, broiler prices have sagged and producers say
they need all the markets they can get, including Canada.

According to USDA figures, total exports of dressed whole and
cut-up broilers to all countries rose 15.2 percent to 150,203 metric
tons in 1978 from 130,368 in 1976.

Shipments to Canada, meanwhile, rose 12.6 percent to 8,208
metric tons last year from 7,290 in 1976.

A metric ton is about 2,205 pounds.
But exports of live chickens to Canada rose much more sharply

to about 7.14 million birds last year, up by more than 40 percent
fromabout 5.1 million in 1976, according to Canadian import
reports compiled by USDA.

WASHINGTON (AP) — By mid-month, the nation's corn crop
was generally “'rated good and in some localities, excellent,” says
the Agriculture Department.

Last week, based on surveys Sept. 1, the department estimated .

the harvest at a record 7.27 billion bushels, up from 7.08 billion last
year, the previous high.

The report. a weekly “weather and crop” summary, said that
by Sept. 16 corn was "'l to 2 weeks late in South Dakota and the
Great Lakes states'' and that development throughout most of the
Corn Belt was behind normal for this time of year.

For example, it said, “only 5 percent of the Minnesota crop
reached maturity” by mid-month. which was “far behind the
average of 49 percent.”

The storyline itself is not new — the justice system as accomplice
inrape. The sluggish bureaucracy. with its delays and loopholes and
overworked prosecutors and plea bargains. is the antagonist

The skill is in presenting the individual prosecutors and .cops
involved in the case as sympathetic people who stand against our
heroine only in that they are part of animmeovable indifference

No sooner has one prosecutor learned the case and won the
confidence of the victim (Season Hubley). than he is taken off the
case. Countless prosecutors and judges trample through before a
trial ever takes place.

But Leachman is a woman possessed. her quest for justice fired by
cach frustration. every new dead-end. When she realizes that police
don’t consider her daughter's case top-priority. she finds the
criminal herself.

Witness

violates

agreement

BEAUMONT (AP) -
Prosecutors in a giant drug
smuggling trial say they have
not decided what action to take
against their key witness, who
has testified that he failed to tell
them about a sixth marijuana
smuggling run.

“He violated the agreement
that we had and we don't take
that lightly,” U.S. Attorney
David Baugh said Tuesday.

Prosecutors had made a plea
bargaining agreement with
Willis Judge Butler, ofs
Mesquite, for his testimony
against some of the 14
defendants in exchange for
leniency.

Two of the original 16
defendents, Carlos Gerdes of
Pigeon Forge, Tenn., and
Elmer Glenn Culver of
Crossville, Tenn., pleaded
guilty Monday night after the
jury had gone home.

Much of the government's
case was based on a statement
Butler made toe Drug
Enforcement Administration
officers detailing five deliveries
of drugs between August 1976
and December 1978.

Frank Salter Jr.,
representing defendants
Thomas and James Wimberly
of Vinton, La., asked Butler if it
were true he drove 8,000 pounds
of Colombian marijuana on a
truck to Colorado after it
arrived by boat at Hackberry,
La.. in December 1978.

Butler said he did.

Then Baugh asked Butler,
“Did you not enter into an
agreement that you would tell
the government of all your drug
smuggling activities?"'

“Yes, sir,"”’ Butler replied.

“And you didn't?” Baugh
asked.

*No. sir,” Butler said.

Butler testified that in this
sixth trip. Charles Elbert
“Muscles Foster took. two
trucks to the Hackberry landing
point. There, Butler and Bo
Evans were to drive the trucks
to Colorado.

But since the 8.000 pounds
filled only one truck. Butler
drove to Colorado alone.

Foster and Evans both are
defendants but Foster is
missing and is listed as a
federal fugitive. Both are
associates of Denton rancher
and former Texas Aeronautics
Commission chairman Rex
Cauble.

After Butler's admission,
State District Judge Joe Fisher
cleared the courtroom of media
and spectators for the eighth
time in the week-old trial.

Later Butler said that
“towards the end.”" he wielded
more power over the drug
smuggling operation than
Foster
