Cone device to reduce flow by 85 percent

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Mexican oil workers hope to
finish capping the runaway Ixtoc-I oil well today after
lowering a 125-ton steel cone into place over the
maverick gusher that has fouled Gulf Coast beaches
from Mexico to southern Texas

The capping operation. aimed at reducing the flow of
oil and natural gas by 85 percent. was halted by
darkness Sunday. A team of 300 technicians, divers and
engineers from the Mexican state oil monopoly
PEMEX had worked for a dozen hours Sunday to lower
the 35 foot by 69 foot cone onto the underwater
superstructure over the well

“The cone is in place on the structure and (Monday)
we will rotate it 90 degress to put it over the mouth of
the well.”" said Jose Luis Garcia Luna., a senior
PEMEX engineer working on the project, dubbed

“Operation Sombrero."

A company spokesman said the team hoped to
complete its work by the end of the day

"“The purpose of the cone is not to plug the well, but to
turn it into a producing well " until it can be closed. said
a PEMEX spokesman in Mexico City. who declined to
be identified. “'Fifteen percent will still possibly spill
into the ocean and have to be collected.

PEMEX says it has spent about $1 billion so far on
several attempts to cap the runaway test well. located
50 miles off the Campeche Bay shrimping port of
Ciudad del Carmen in southern Mexico. It also is
drilling two relief wells at angles to the blowout in
hopes of eventually shutting it down completely

About 84 million gallons of oil have spilled into the

bay and drifted as far north as the southern Texas
coast. In the seven weeks since oil first began
blackening South Texas beaches. U.S. damage claims
and cleanup coasts have climbed to about $360 million

Three suits seeking a total of $355 million in damages
have been filed in Texas against PE-MEX and firms
working under contact to it at the well site

U.S. Coast Guard officials fear more oil may stain
the Texas coast. but they say the autumn shift of
offshore currents to the south has helped push many
large patches of crude away from the coast

In one of its earlier attempts to cap the well. PEMEX
workers forced about 80.000 steel and lead balls down
the well under pressure. The company says that effort
stemmed the flow of oil by one-third, from 1.3 million
gallons a day to about 420,000 gallons

“We're changing it so that if a person
doesn’t pay restitution on a check and the
merchant notifies us. we will have the
person arrested and charged with theft
Martindale said. "' It will be treated like any
other theft case

Previously. the merchant sent the person
a certified letter notifying him of the
returned check. giving him ten days to pay
up. If it was not taken care of in that time. a
second letter was sent informing him that
the county attorney had been notified

Before a person can be prosecuted, there
must be evidence that something was done
tn inform him. aceording to a state statute

notified by certified letter. The merchant
can then file a complaint. Martindale will
file what is called “‘information’ with the
county clerk and the clerk will file a
warrant for the person’s arrest. The county
sheriff can then arrest the person

Approximately $50.000 in uncollected
checks marked ‘‘insufficient funds' is in
Martindale's office —— “two filing
cabinets worth. ' he said. Only about $8,000
has been collected so far this year

Poor folks are not

all farm workers

They call it the ’.\'cw South’~and the thing that is happening to it
a “booming economy.’ Texas is a part of the New South and that
means what affects Texas likely also affects the Panhandle.

One notes that. all things considered, the picture for Texas right
now i1s nice and rosy

But there is a dark side, according to some observers.

Dr. Earl Cook. dean-of geosciences at Texas A&M University,
said recently the New South's booming economy, with its‘image of
high times. good wages and low unemployment, may have that
dark side. He is an energy expert

He warned that the boomtown aura could actually increase the
number of poor people in Sun Belt states, particularly as the energy
crunch takes its toll on large urban areas and private industry

Since his remarks were made sometime ago, there are
indications even now that he may be right, to a certain degree.

He said the number of poor or marginally employed persons in
the South will rise as retirees. illegal immigrants from Mexico, and
unemployed laborers from the North and Midwest move to escape
gas lines. higher heating bills and spiraling costs. He pointed out
that even with the Sun Belt's economic boom. it has a greater
percentage of poor people than does the Frost Belt. He added,
“This proportion will increase because inflation and energy costs
will rise as the boom continues. Many fixed-income retirees and
marginally employed workers will slip back into poverty as the
cost of living goes up. The same factors that make a boomtown also
bring the inflation and energy problems many of these people are
trying to escape.’

Nevertheless. Texas is doing well, considering what is happening
on the national political and economic fronts, and those who dwell
here can be thankful. So far as Texas is concerned.-there's sunshipe
inthe Sun Belt and the future is bright

Just recently the Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas reported that
industrial production in Texas rose in June at an estimated two
percent annual rate. seasonally adjusted, to a lever .9 percent
above that of a year earlier. The increase resulted as expanded
production in manufacturing more than offset a decline in mining
output, the bank pointed out

The bank's statistical department said increased durable goods
production accounted for the rise in manufacturing output, as
production of nondurable goods was down. All durable goods
industries. with the exception of furniture and fixtures, posted
gains in output. Reduced production in printing paper chemicals,
and apparel was responsible for the drop in nondurable goods
output. But gains were posted in food. textiles and petroleum
refining

Mining output declined as a result of a drop in drilling activity,
and a decrease in output of crude oil but production of metal stone
and earth minerals was up.

Now. back to Dr. Cook and his ““poor people.” He said ""The key
factor about the Sun Belt having a higher pmpor'tlon of poor people
is this — they are no longer mainly farm workers needing little
energy. They are now mainly urban workers tied to the
high-energy network of cars. air conditioning and processed foods

We went all around Robin Hood's barn to get to this conclusion
Let's summarize to a point. Texas is doing fine. It has had a slight
slowdown. which may or may not be significant. More people are
heading our way. driven here by, among other things. the energy
crunch. We may. then, observe an increase in the number of poor
people. but not in a large proportion. And finally. the “"poor folks"™
enlarging the numbers of “"Texas poor folks' cannot be blamed on
the Texas farmer. for they are not of the farm worker category but
of the urban society

If blasphemy is still an operative word in
our society. we must apply it to the
outrageous Monty Python film satire. "Life
of Brian.”

“Life of Brian"' is crude and rude
mockery. cnlossal bad taste. profane
parody . It is grossly offensive to those who
accept Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior and
who call themselves Christians. And it
should be equally offensive to any others
who believe that religious faith should not
be ridiculed or demcaned by overt and
perverse sacrilege. :

“Life of Brian'" is a spoof on the life of
Jesus—or at least it seems to be
Technically it is not. It is the story of a
contemporary of Jesus of Nazarcth. a man
named Brian, who is mistaken for the
Messiah. There -are paralléls to Biblical
incidents to suggest that any character.
even someonc as inept and reluctant as
Brian. can accidentally be hailed as a hero

Brian gets credited for miracles he didnt
do. gets lionized by crowds as a savior, gets
judged by Pontius Pilate. gets abused by
Roman soldiers. 3nd finally gets
crucified—more or less.

But one cannot really countenance or
approve the ridiculing of the crucifixion
story. We sc¢e Brian and also dozens of

others tied, not nailed. 1o their crosses on a.

Calvary~like hill after a parody of Via

Dolorosa. It is all presented as a big joke
In fact. one of the malefactors sings from
his cross a rhythmic ditty that clearly
mocks the sacred idea of atonement which
the faithful have historically associated
with the cross of Christ

What is happening in a world where
nothing is sacred anymore—where faith is
publicly ridiculed. mocked. and scorned for
the entertainment dollar? Some months
ago there was an attempt by a
pornographer to actually film a life of
Jesus as a sex film. The governments of
Denmark. Sweden. and England. among
others. were successful in discouraging
that production. But on the encouragement
of “Life of Brian.” other blasts of
blasphemy may come

We hesitate even to review a movie like
this. recalizing full well that our
commentary. negatively critical though it
is. will only give publicity to a movie that
would be seen by fewer people if ignored
But if we fail to protest this disgraceful and
distasteful assault on religious sensitivity,
we will have to brace ourselves for the next
obscenity to appear on film now

Let's hope and even pray that I
Brian” will be short—lived.

3 Before you go into debt

It is often said that a time of inflation is a

good time to go into debt, for a dollar
borrowed now can be paid back with a
future dollar that is cheaper, that is, easier
to come by

Apparently many act on this principle,
for consumer debt today is reported to
exceed a fantastic trillion dollars, or 35
percent more than it was only two years
dgq

Why not buy that new car and pay for it
over the next five years with increasingly
cheaper dollars” Or that hurgc and pay for
nt over a 20-year span with dollars that
becorhe continually easier toeamn?

Many are paying today for things bought
In years past as considerably lower prices
than the same goods command now
Assuming the inflation will continue — and
who has noted any sign of its abating? — it
seems smart to buy things that are not
perishable and that we know we will want
in future. when the goods.will be higher in
price

In short. it pays to hoard. Or does it? The
matter is not quite that simple. In theory,

credit buying yields intlation profit. But
what if the inflation of the future puts youin
such a bind that. you cannot pay your
grocery bill and at the same time make

those required payments on your debt?

Sure, those goods purchased in the less
but the

inflationary past were a buy,
installments are nevertheless substantial

They could be the straw that breaks the

camel's back. the camel being already
loaded to the limit

Theoretically, those people who are now

paying off that trillion dollars of debt.

incurred in the past. are sitting pretty. A
typical one is paying for a $3,000 car with

dollars each of which cost only 15,000 of a
car. You can't beat that

But in fact,
make enough money to meet thosé debt
payments. for in respect to most of their
transactiors they are victims. not
beneficiaries, of inflation. The cost of living
has them in a squeeze. Mother as well as
father has taken a wage job to increase the
family income. Either or both may be on a
short work-week. or no work-week at all,
because their employer's sales have
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they may be sweating to

dropped due to his high prices.

This deep-in-debt .consumer will be in
even worse shape if the recession proves to
be severe. His income will drop, perhaps
sharply, but his debt payments will not

decrease. He can economize on food,

clothing and shelter, but debt payments.are

afixed expense until the debt is paid.

Borrowing money for consumption is a
gamble because it is betting on the future,
and it is an especially risky gamble today
because the future is so uncertain.

In the future as in the present, the
inflation will hurt some worse than others.
Each of us receives income in the form of
wages, interest, rent or profit, and each has
outgo in the form of prices paid for our
wants. If our rates of income rise by a
certain percentage, say 10, and our prices
of outgo by the same percentage, we have
neither gained nor lost because of inflation.
We lose to the degree that.our outgo prices
rise more, percentage-wise, than our
income rates

If. judging from the past, one's outgo
prices are likely to be inflated more than
his income rates, he should be wary of

WASHINGTON — Things happen very
fast in Washington

A few months ago everyone was asking:
“Will Teddy Kennedy runin 1980”7

Now people want to know: **Will Jimmy
Carter runin 19807 "

At the moment it is very hard to predict
There has been a great deal of pressure on
Carter to run, particularly by members of
his staff. But insiders say he is reluctant at
this time to announce his candidacy

Carter has told friends. “If I challenge
Kennedy in 1980 I could split the party
Besides. there are many family
considerations that [ have to resolve.”

One is whether his wife Rosalynn wants
Jimmy to run for President. Intimates say
that Rosalynn, who has never enjoyed the
give and take of national politics, would
prefer that Jimmy go back into the U.S.
Navy. Most of Carter's Annapolis
classmates are admirals now and
Rosalynn is sure that if Jimmy would
reapply for his commission he would earn
his flag rank in no time

On the uther hand. some friends say.that
Rosalynn enjoys being First Lady" and

much prefers the East Wing of the White
House to the Grand Ballroom of the Carter
Peanut Warehouse in Plains.

Other family considerations that Jimmy
is seriously weighing is whether by not
running, he'll have to take his daughter
Amy out of the District of Columbia school
system. One of the reasons Jimmy gave for
wanting to be President is that he heard the
D.C. school system was so much better that
theonein Americus. Ga.

A third family consideration Jimmy has
to face up to is how his brother Billy will
feel about him running for another term:

Billy has always been shy by nature and
hated the limelight, and he has never
cottoned to his brother being President of
the United States.

The Weber case:
Reaping the whirlwind

The case of Kaiser Aluminum v Weber,
which the Supreme Court decided last
June, seems destined to set off a chain
reaction of uncertainty and injustice

There is an old saying that “*hard cases
made bad law.”" The Weber case is of this
category. Weber, a white man, had been
excluded from a company training
program that reserved 50 percent of the
available places for blacks. In response, he
sued his employer. alleging a violation of
his civil rights

The Supreme Court faced a judicial
quandary. On the orie hand, federal law
specifically. barred discrimination on
racial grounds against any individual in
any program ‘‘established to provide
apprenticeship or other training.” On the
other hand. the Court did not want to
invalidate special programs designed to
give disadvantaged blacks a boost up the
job ladder

In the end. the Court by a 5:2 majority,
came out in favor of “‘benign’’ quotas, but
on grounds that made no sense in terms of
law, history or logic. First, the Court
claimed that benign quotas were within the
spirit of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. This
contradicts virtually the entire legislative
history of the act. As Rep. Emanuel Celler
declared. on introducing the original bill in
the House: “"Even (a) court could not order
that any preference be given to any
particular race, religion, or other group,
but would be limited to ordering an end to
discrimination.”

Second. the Court maintained that this
was a purely voluntary effort by a private
party. Even if it were precisely that. it
would still contravene the clear language

of Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, but
Kaiser did not embark on this program
voluntarily.

The program emerged from contract
negotiations between Kaiser and the
Sttelworkers Union. Yet the threat of a
federal anti-discrimination suit--aimed at
both company and union--hung over these
negotintions. As Daniel Leach,
vice-chairman of the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission later admitted:
“there is no doubt that Kaiser went into a
training program because it felt it needed
more black craftsmen to avmd possible
difficulties with the government.”

In plain terms, Kaiser was blackmailed
into adopting quotas to avoid ‘‘possible
difficulties with the government," and the
Supreme Court legitimatized this practice
in its Weber decision. The EEOC was quick
to hail the Court's ruling as “‘a triumph of
reasonableness and has announced plans
to “‘encourage” companies and unions to
take “voluntary " action in this area as part
of collective bargaining agreements.
Official guidelines are now being drawn up.

The upshot is likely to be more

“voluntary™ programs giving preferential
treatment to minority, and perhaps evento
women workers. How far these programs
will be allowed to go remains to be seen,
but it is likely that more white males will
soon find themselves in the same position
as Mr. Weber. The Supreme Court, by
twisting the law to suit its own notions of
social welfare. may find it has opened the
door to confusion and bitterness. As Justice
William Rehnquist observed in his dissent :

“The Court has sown the wind, and later
courts will face the tmposslble task of
reaping the whirlwind."

Kennedy? Or will he bow out and wait
another four years to run, when the
Democratic nomiation would be his for the
asking?

Use credit cards as a conveniénce, — for
example., when traveling — for
record-keeping purposes or to avoid
carrying a lot of cash, not as a substitute
for money you do not have.

It is well to remember that when you
have satisfied your creditor by showing
him acredit card, the bill is still unpaid.

These are sound rules to follow during
either inflation or deflation.

As the kids settle in for another year of
homework and books, it may be time to make

. sure the schools themselves don't deserve some

dirty looks on the issue of drugs in school. Now.
we're not talking about illicit drugs such as
marijuana or alcohol, but common and accepted
ones such as antibiotics, allergy remedies, pain
relievers. and asthma medicine. A big part of the
problem is just in getting people — parents,
teachers. and children — to recognize that
medications in school can spell trouble

Our associate, Susan Spalt, M.P.H.. health
coordinator for a local school system., points out
that schools have to deal with two distinct
situations: first. they must treat children for
emergencies which may occur during school
hours. and-second, they are expected to carry on
treatments begun at home.

Her research turned up a variety-of “routine
supplies”’ kept on hand in schools. These ranged
from antibiotic ointments and steroid creams to
pain relievers. In addition, parents often send
‘their children to school with a wide assortment of
prescription drugs and over - the - counter
remedies

Ms. Spalt discovered students taking asthma
medication or antibiotics as well as nose drops
and cold remedies. She even found one student
storing a bottle of incorrectly labeled seizure
medicine in the school secretary's desk. None of
the schools Ms. Spalt studied had any
information about the reason for the medication,
possible side effects, correct dosage or proper
administration.

All this can be confusing enough in a school
with a nurse on duty part of the time. However.
many schools do not have nurses: they must rely
on teachers, secretaries or administrators to
give medications. Often these well - meaning
people are not aware of the proper use of the
drugs they are dispensing. Ms. Spalt visited
many schools where no one was even sure who
should be responsible for administering the
medicine or recording it.

This casual approach to medications in school

‘Routine’ drugs are in schools

is certainly undesirable and can be downright
dangerous. Some children are allergic even to
something as “‘innocent’’ as plain aspirin. If the
wrong dose of a-drug were given, unwanted side
effects could easily result

Drug interactions also pose potential hazards.
A child taking medication for bed - wetting or
hyperactivity can run into real trouble if given
an apparently innocuous cold remedy ’

Another problem with routinely handing out
drugs is that it reinforces children's ideas that
there is a pill for every ill. It's bad enough that
television commercials constantly blare this
message. While children need to learn which
symptoms require medical treatment, they also
need to learn that there are other ways to deal
with aches and pains besides popping a pill.

We can change this situation. First, parents of
elementary school children should find out about
the first - aid and medication policies of their
children's schools. If no formal plan exists a
health committee made up of health
professionals. school people and parents should
be formed

Some potential guidelines may be helpful: no
medication (not. even aspirin) should be
administered routinely. Whenever possible,
medicine should be given before or after school.

If a child must take some prescription drug
during school hours, the school should require
written or phoned instructions from the
physician and a written request from parents,
including information on the child's health
problem, the drug, the dosage and potential side
effects.

Only one person (or a specific team) in each
school designated by the principal, should be
responsible for administering drugs. and the
school should not be required to assume
responsibility for undesirable reaction.

Many of these problems could be eliminated
entirely if sound information on correct methods
of self - care and proper use of medications was
introduced in school health classes. And
sometimes our children need to learn that the
best remedy may be no remedy at all.

TFibroid tumors are common

DEAR DR. LAMB — [ have
a big problem. My doctors
I have a
fibrous tumor in my uterus
and it's as large as a gra-
pefruit and growing. Now
they want to take out my
whole . insides. I'm 50 years
old but I have a 30-year-old
husband. I don’t know any-
thing about the female organs
and it's terrifying me to be
mutilated like that. They call
it a hysterectomy

I'm 200 pounds and the doc-
tors say I need to lose weight
before the operation. I can't.
I'm so disturbed and frustrat-
ed I'm drinking alcohol which
is keeping me fat.

I'm very anemic from los-
ing lots of blood every month
and the doctors don’t want to
wait with the operation. I
need some information on
what happens to women with-
out female organs. Can I lose
weight fast in one month?

DEAR READER — Fibroid
tumors are fairly common.
They're made up of muscle
and fiber tissue similar to the
muscular wall of the uterus

itself. If they're small ana
don’t cause any problems,
they can be ignored. When
they cause éxXcessive bleeding,
an operation is usually neces-
sary.

You're overly . concerned
about- the surgery. It should
not affect your sex life. The
removal of the uterus does not
affect the birth canal.

At your age the doctors will

. grobably remove the ovaries.

or that reason you may need
some female hormones imme-
diately after surgery, but the
doctors will have to decide
that in your individual case.

You probably want to know
how this will affect your
husband’s response and it
shouldn’t affect him in any
way. If it does, it's more apt
to be psychological rather
than being related to any real
change in you that he would
notice in any way.

Now about your weight. It's
quite true that surgery is a
great deal easier'in people of
normal weight, Being obese
not only makes the surgery
more difficult but it increases
the complications regardless
of what kind of abdominal

You can't expect to lose
much fat in just a month's
time. You might safely lose
eight pounds of body fat. The
scales may show a little more
weight loss because of the loss
of fluid. To do that you'd have
to be on a fairly strict diet and
some surgeons don’t like their
patients to be on a strict diet
immediately preceding
surgery

pause- because after surgery
you will at least have a surgi-
cal menopause if your ovaries
are removed. Other readers
who want this issue can send
75 cents in check or coin with
a lonq, stamped, self-
addressed envelope for it
Send your request to me, in
care of this newspaper, P.O.

Teens: Does your boyfriend or girlfriend nag? How about
your parents? How about yourself?

Well, naggers are made, not born. And it takes two to turn
someone into a nag — which is something to think about
next time you're being nagged

According to Oklahoma City psychotherapist Marion
Mackey, a person who nags you about something does it not
once or twice but probably a dozen times. And with each
succeeding request, you tune out more and more, procras-
tinating with a reflexive “Okay, okay. .."” This not only
makes the problem worse, but it can make getting along
with a nagger very ‘difficult

If you feel nagged, there are ways to help break the
pattern. First, study the situation, and see what you are
doing to contribute to it. Are you, perhaps without realizing
it, just not getting around to doing things” If so, resolve to
improve.

By itself, unfortunately, improving probably won't help a
great deal. Have a talk with the nagger when neither of you
is feeling angry or defensive. Explain, calmly, that you feel
nagged and that you're going to do what you can to change
the situation.

The next time you're asked in a nagging way to do
something, try to do it immediately. Then, call attention to
the fact that you've done it before proceeding to other
conversation. Keep in mind that the nagging pattern takes a
long time to build up and will take time to change.

CINCINNATI (AP) — Houston Oiler Coach Bum Phillips had room
lo second-guess himself after Sunday's 30-27 overtime victory
against the Cincinnati Bengals. since the Oilers nearly fumbled away
Toni Fritsch's chance to kick a 29-yard field goal to defeat the winless
Bengals

"“Hindsight is always better, but that was poor coaching," Phillips
said. 'l probably should have kicked it on the first play. You saw
what we did on the next."

Earl Campbell had rescued the Oilers from a fourth-and-inches
situation at the Bengal 33-yard line, but Houston again sent Campbell
up the middle for one yard rather than kick. On the next play,
Campbell carried wide and the ball was jarred loose.

The Bengals recovered, but defensive end Ross Browner was

. detected offsides on the play. Houston got the ball at the Cincinnati

12-yard line with 38 seconds left, and Fritsch kicked a 29-yard field
goal that boupced off the left upright and through the goalposts.

Campbell finished with 158 yards in 34 carries, including an
eight-yard touchdown run. Quarterback Dan Pastorini passed for
two touchdowns, and Fritsch kicked three field goals, altogether, as
Houston upped its record to 3-1 and Cincinnati fell to 04

“It hurts to lose. There's no way to describe the hurt,"’ said Bengal
Coach Homer Rice. *"But we'll bounce back. It's still early in the
season

The Bengals dominated the first 24 minutes of play behind rookie
quarterback Jack Thompson, subbing for the injured Ken Anderson
Dick Jauren picked off two Pastorini passes, Pete Johnson scored

twice on one-yard runs and rookie Charles Alexander on a
two-yarder'and Chris Bahr kicked a 52-yard field goal.

“Everything we did early went against us, and the same thing for
them in the second half,”’ Phillips said.

“The two interceptions killed us. but then we hit on our basic
stuff.” said Pastorini. “We made early mistakes but were able to
make the adjustments we needed.”’

Pastorini hit Kenny Burrough in the end zone with a 35-yard
scoring pass with just under five minutes left in the second quarter
and Fritsch kicked a 43-yarder to close the half

“Houston seemed like they were out of the ballgame, and we
allowed them to lull us to sleep,” said Bengal defensive end Gary .
