Under the terms of the U.S.-bro- 
kOrtxl accord, four main Serb-held 
districts of Sarajevo are to come 
under giwtTfiiTiefn TbllT^ 
leaders have repeatedly asked

that the deadline K' extended by 
six months, sa\ ing tens of thou­
sands of Serbs mav otherwise 
flee, tearing ill-treatment or 
rev enge b\ the government.

In the Serb-held area of 
t irbavica, five or six houses were 
on tire and smoke was also seen 
rising trom the Serb-held area of 
Hotoii) to the northeast.

Reports: Bosnia mine may be mass grave site
NEW YORK (AP) -  As many as 

8,000 victims of a Bosnian Serb 
campaign of ethnic cleansing 
may be buried in an iron mine in 
the Bosnian town of Ljubija, 
newspapers reported today.

Some officials believe the Serbs 
continue to hide bt^ies there 
despite the presence of NATO 
forces, said the reports in The Neu> 
York Times and Chicago TUbune.

Residents of the town told 
repxirters for the newspapers that 
in the summer of 199z, busloads 
of Muslims and Croats wei ê

taken through the gates of the 
mine and never seen again.

"The buses would go in day 
and night," one resident said. 
"They were filled with pieople. 
They always came back from the 
mine empty. We heard shooting 
day and night. At first we heard 
single shots, then we began to 
hear lots of automatic fire. This 
went on for over two months."

In addition to those believed 
killed at the site, other remains 
may be those of victims that have 
been exhumed from other mass

Clinton administration holds hope 
for balanced budget compromise

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
Clinton administration held out 
hope today for a budget compro­
mise despite gmwing piessimism 
from House Spieaker Newt 
Gingrich, who said it may take 
the November election to break 
the impasse.

"Something turned him more 
pessimistic than he needs to be," 
said White House spnikesman 
Mike McCurry, referring to 
Gingrich. "I'm  not sure what that 
is."

Clinton still plans to meet next 
week with Republican leaders to 
try and break the deadlock, 
McCurry said. On pnispects for 
an agreement, McCurry said, it 
"is pKissible, but it's not definite."

Earlier. Labor Secretary Robert 
Reich, interviewed on Fox 
Morning News, also expressed 
optimism.

He said Gingrich's piessimism 
is "unfortunate. We are relatively 
close. This thing can be over 
tomonrow, in 15 minutes. 1 don't 
know why he is being as p>es- 
simistic as he is." Reich added, 
"The burden of pnKif is going to 
be put squarely on Republicans 
now."

Rescuers save sailors from sinking ship
HALIFAX, Nova Scotia (AP) — 

The crew of a Canadian fisheries 
patrol ship today rescued all 24 
sailors from an ore freighter sink­
ing in rolling, frigid seas off 
Newfoundland.

The Greek officers and Asian 
crew aboard the foundering 
Amphion had endured a long 
night of high winds and waves 
up to 30 feet high.

The Greek-owned Amphion, 
en route to Philadelphia from 
Europe, issued its first distress 
call Wednesday morning. But the^ 
harsh weather that punched 
leaks in the freighter prevented 
the patrol ship Leonard J. Cowley 
from reaching the crew, 500 miles 
offshoro, before first light today.

"It is over now," said Capt. 
Sonny Johannesn of the Danish 
ship Enniberg, which was in the 
area and responded to the dis- 
lit'ss call. "It went quite good."

Balloonist fails in trip to circle the world
HAMPTON, New Brunswick 

(AP) -  Tired, cold, off-course and 
out of power, an American mil- 
lionairt' landed roughly in a field 
Wednesday after aborting his bid 
to become the first person to circle 
the Earth nonstop in a balUxin.

Steve Fossett had lifted off 
from South Dakota's Black Hills 
early Monday and rapidly 
encountered extreme cold, a dead 
heater and trouble with his 
autopilot system.

By Wednesday morning, after 
covering more than 1,800 miles 
but getting just three hours of 
sleep in two nights, he was jetti-

him off course. He said he was 
concerned he might not have 
made it across the Atlantic.

"It would have been a very 
long crossing," he said. "I think 
we've all underestimated the dif­
ficulty. I wouldn't be surprised if 
it takes three years before some­
body finally makes it all the way 
around the world (in a balloon)."

Fossett said his electrical sys­
tem failed before dawn
Wednesday, knocking out his

soning eimipment into the water 
/ Brunswicloff New Brunswick in a desper­

ate struggle to stay aloft.
"I'm rather disappointed and

Residents of Hampton, a tiny vil­
lage in southwestern New Bruns­
wick, snapped up pieces of the fab­
ric and capsule as souvenirs.

"Pieces of the basket are laying 
all over the field," said Elward.

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Thomason calendar conflicts with McLarty statement to GAO
WASHINGTON (AP) -  A calendar notation 

recently turned over to Congress conflicts with state­
ments attributed to top presidential aide Mack 
McLarty in an investigation of the 1993 White House 
travel ofBce hrirrgs.

The caletvlar wows that McLarty, who then was 
White House chief of staff, met on May 11,1993, with 
Hollywood produc«^ Har^ Thomason, a confidant 
of PiWident Clinton arvl his wife, Hillary, whose cote 
duct has been criticized in the travel office matter.

The conversation occurred eight days before the 
firings. But McLarty said Wednesday he believed 
the newly disclosed meeting had nothing to do 
with the travel office.

Norwtheless, the rotations on both Thomason's 
calendar atrd McLarty's schedule conflict with 
statements attributed to McLarty in a March 1994 
"record of interview" written by the General 
Accounting Office, the auditing arm of Congress 
that did an earlier review of the travel office affair.

That report says McLarty told investigators that

while he was aware Thomason was working in the 
White House as a private citizen he "never met 
with" Thomason or Thomason's business partner 
before the travel office firings on May 19,1993.

"Mr. McLarty did iK>t see Mr. Thomason in the 
White House during the period he was there," the 
GAO report quotes McLarty as saying. Later the 
report adds: "Mr. Thomason could have requested 
a meeting with Mr. McLarty and Mr. McLarty 
would have met with him, but he did not."

In a statement Wednesday. McLarty said he 
"answered every question truthfully and to the best 
of my ability anid memory."

"Although my calendar schedule shows a meet­
ing on May 11.1 am confident it did not relate to the 
travel office," McLarty said. "1 do not have the 
questions and answers so it is impossible for me to 
reconstruct the interview."

McLarty's lawyer, William Taylor, said it was

Essible that his client forgot the meeting and may 
ve found the calendar after the GAO interview.

He also suggested there could have been "some 
confusion" between the investigators and McLarty.

Thomason's calendar was recently turned over to 
a House committee investigating what role he and 
Mrs. Clinton may have played in the firings, which 
the White House acknowledges were improper. 
McLarty's calendar has not yet been turned over.

The Associated Press on Wednesday also 
obtained documents that support a memo by a 
White House aide released last week that portrays 
Hillary Rodham Clinton as the prime mover behii^ 
the firings -  a suggestion the first lady denies.

The documents show that David Watkins, the for­
mer White House director of administration whose 
memo first implicated Mrs. Clinton in the firings, 
wasn't the only person the first lady contacted about 
the travel office. Others included McLarty, Thomason 
aiKj late deputy White House counsel Vince Foster.

"May 16 - HRC pressure," McLarty scribbled on 
a chronology of events the White House prepared a 
few days after the firings created a public uproar.

On May 19,1993, Watkins fired the seven longtime 
employees of the travel office and put the operation 
under the control of Catherine Cornelius, a 25-year-old 
distant cousin of President Clinton. The White House 
also called in the FBI to investigate what it said was 
possible misuse of funds. The office arranged travel 
for reporters accompanying the president on trips.

Notes from a White House interview of Fan 
Dozier, an employee of Cornelius' company, sug­
gest Dozier also believed from her conversations 
with presidenhal'aides that Mrs. Clinton wanted 
the workers fired.

"Said HRC very upset re misa(ppropriation) of 
funds and wanted them out of there," say the notes 
of Dozier's interview.

In an FBI interview report obtained by AP, Watkins 
said he discussed the travel office with Mrs. Clinton 
five days before the firings. "She stated action need­
ed to taken immediately to be certain those not 
friendly to the administration were removed and 
rep lacé with trustworthy irKÜviduals."

Fiery official scratched from M artin  Luther King Day

State briefs

DALLAS (AP) -  A picket line with County 
Commissior>er John Wiley Price protesting 
racism and racial discrimination has been a 
familiar sight for years, sometimes on the 
street with traffic backed up.

The fiery black commissioner now finds 
himself on the opposite end of a racism 
charge after he referred to a prominent 
Hispanic public official as "boy" and a 
"coconut."

When the remarks were challenged as 
racist. Price said black people "by definition 
cannot be racist" because they do riot hold as 
much power as others and cannot repress 
them.

The controversy has prompted organizers 
of Fort Worth's Friday birthday celebration 
for Martin Luther King Jr. to scratch Price as 
its keynote speaker.

Price, 45, a longtime civil rights activist and 
county commissioner since 1985, has been 
under fire since last month.

Duriiw a protest demonstration at county- 
run Parkland Memorial Hospital, Price car­
ried a placard that called Parkland board 
member Jaime Ramon "boy" and demanded 
that he go "back to old Mexico."

Price alleged that Ramon was not doing 
enough to create minority opportunities in 
hiring, promotions and contracting at the 
hospital.

Ramon and prominent Hispanic advocates 
in the Dallas area reacted with outrage.

Nevertheless, Price has stood fast.

In a Saturday statement, he said he meant 
no offense to the Hispanic community at 
large. However, "We do not apologize to 
Mr. Ramon and we will continue to deal 
with Mr. Ramon and anybody in your com­
munity who is like him. He is still a 
coconut."

The term "coconut" is a slur equivalent to 
"Oreo," meaning dark on the outside and 
white on the inside.

Hector Flores, deputy state director for the 
league of United Latin American Citizens, 
join«! a dozen other activists in picketing 
Price's home later Saturday.

Rene Martinez, a Dallas school administra­
tor and longtime Hispanic community 
activist, said he "was flabbergasted" by the 
comments from Price, whom Martinez called 
a friend.

"Hispanics ate not immune to racism. We 
have some bigoted Hispanics. I cannot buy 
that (blacks) are immune to racism," he said.

And the standard is higher for Price, 
Martinez said. "He's an elected official, and 
the standards he poses (to others) puts him 
under a higher standard."

An NAACP official who supported Price's 
stand on racism and was "bothered" by can­
cellation of Price's speech nevertheless called 
for a truce with Hispanics.

'The African-American and Hispanic com­
munity has so much in common that we 
should not be fighting each other," said Lee 
Alcorn, president of the Dallas chapter of the

National Association for the Advancement of 
Colored People.

"We need to be allies," said Alcom. .
Flores did not immediately return tele­

phone calls today from The Associated Press.
Ramon, a 43-year-old labor lawyer and for­

mer federal official, insisted that as many eth­
nic minority and female candidates are hired 
for management and professional positions 
as have the necessary qualifications.

"My primary focus is to have the b^st pub­
lic hospital here in Dallas County that we 
can," he said.

Regardless, Price forfeits his moral creden­
tials when he uses racially charged rhetoric, 
Ramon said.

Price was unrepentant Wednesday. He 
insisted that his inflammatory racial rhetoric 
"gives people some thought processes, to get 
people to talk."

By his comments. Price has exposed him­
self to be not only a bigot, but also a hypxKiite 
and a fraud, Ramon said.

"That's a farce," Ramon said. "I don't think 
you need to have power to be racist. You can 
be a racist if you are black o f  Hispanic or a 
woman. For him to say otherwise is ludi­
crous."

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) 
-  Space shuttle Endeavour and 
its crew rocketed into orbit today 
and began chasing a Japanese 
satellite loaded with dead newts, 
crystals and telescopes that need 
to be returned to Earth.

"It was a great ride uphill," 
commander Brian Duffy said.

The 2,000-ton spaceship rose 
from its seaside pad at 4:41 $.m., 
lighting the sky for miles around. 
Liftoff was-delayed 23 minutes 
by an assortment of communica­
tion-system problems.

"Sorry it took us a couple of 
extra minutes to get the engines 
started. But oiKe you turned the 
key, you sure put on a great 
show," Mission Control told the 
six astronauts.

It was 44 degrees at liftoff, warm 
enough under the rules estab­
lished after the 1986 Challenger 
disaster. NASA used heaters to 
protect crucial shuttle parts.

The temperature was 36 
degrees, the coldest ever for a 
shuttle launch, when Challenger 
exploded 10 years ago this 
month, killing all seven crew 
members. Investigators found 
that the cold had stiffened the O- 
rings in the shuttle's booster 
rockets, allowing hot gas to seep 
out.

After the accident, NASA adopt­
ed an elaborate formula involving 
low temperature, wind and 
humidity in determining whether 
it is safe to launch. Heaters also 
were added to protect the joints
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and O-ring seals in the boosters 
and other components.

On Saturday, the five U.S. and 
one Japanese astronauts will use 
the shuttle robot arm to retrieve 
the Japanese satellite nearly 300 
miles above Earth. The satellite 
was soaring over Australia wlu n 
Endeavour blasted off, more than 
9,000 miles ahead.

The 4-ton reusable satellite holds 
two dead newts -  they died shortly 
after being launched fmm Japan last 
March -  and fertilized newt eggs, all 
part of a biological experiment. It 
also contains crystal-growth fur­
naces and infrared telescopes.

Duffy and his crew will release 
and retrieve a U.S. science satellite 
during the nine-day mission. Two 
spacewalks also are scheduled to 
practice station-style work; three 
men will go outside next week.

two at a time, to build up crucial 
spacewalking experience.

American astronauts alone will 
have to perform 200 to 250 hours 
of spacewalks per year from 1999 
through 2001 to assemble the 
international space station. Japan 
is one of the station partners, and 
is aiming for a manned moon 
base of its own by the middle of 
the next century.

Endeavour is due back at 
Kennedy Space Center on Jan. 20.

Shuttle manager Loren Shriver 
said it was a "fantastic first 
launch of 1996." But he warned 
NASA may have to slow down 
and perhaps even halt work on 
upcoming missions if the federal 
budget impasse drags into late 
January or beyond. Eight shuttle 
flights are planned this year, one 
more than 1995.

Sharing a distaste for freedom

So the fabled notes made by then White House attorney 
William Kennedy during a Nov. 5, 1993, meeting among vari­
ous attorneys turn out to be like a lot of notes a lot of people 
take during meetings Some of the scrawls seem to be illegible 

. and some of the notes might mean one thing - or they might 
mean another. And it's even possible that some of the notes 
were doodles made during boring stretches and have nothing 
at all to do with the substance of the meeting.

So are these notes, whose custody almost led to a showdown 
in court between Senate investigators wielding subpoenas and 
White House lawyers writing briefs about the attorney-client 
privilege, all that important? With or without them, where 
does the Whitewater issue stand?

Well, Mr. Kennedy, who drew a paycheck from the taxpayers 
back in 1993, as did three of the other lawyers who met with 
David Kendall, who had just been hired as the Clintons' per­
sonal lawyer, did note that FBI subpoenas were issued against 
former judge David Hale, who had been the Clintons' chief 
accuser up to that time, on July 20, 1993. "Also the day that VF

We might never know the true significance of these and 

other references in the notes. The fact that the White House 
worked so vigorously to keep them from being released might 
suggest that those who see something incriminating are onto 
something But other legal authorities have suggested that, 
whether the original Whitewater land-development deal and 
its aftermath were really all that important, inquiries have 
dragged on so long that the Clintons are getting a "defense in 
depth" from their attorneys - meaning that everv request tor 
new information will be greeted with delaying tactics and legal 
nit-picking whether the information is significant or not, just to 
be sure no possible defensive move is left undone.

With or without Mr. Kennedy's notes, however, Whitewater 
and its aftermath have left many Americans disturbed. It's 
not so much that the Clintons, in their late-1970s vuppie phase, 
tried to make a killing in land development It s that inquiries 
have suggested that while Mr. Clinton was attorney general 
and governor of Arkansas, the government seems to have been 
viewed and treated as a honey-pot of favors and financial 
back-up for those in political inner circles

The Clintons didn't invent this system, and it might turn out 
that they did little or nothing that was outright illegal. But they 
do seem to have participated with no moral qualms, perhaps 
enthusiastically, in a system of cronyism and favor-swapping 
that most ordinary Americans view as unseemly - and that 
hardly comports with their image as idealistic liberal reform­
ers.

Did the Clintons slide over from unseemliness into criminal­
ity? Enough people have been convicted or forced to leave 
office in disgrace to make the speculation more than idle.

Even so, ^ n  Alphonse D'Amato, the New York Republican 
who, as head of the Senate Banking Committee, has been 
directing the legislative inquiry, would be well-advised to find 
a smoking gun soon or let the issue dr»>p in the Senate.

Back in 1993, America saw a strange coalition of 
labor unions, N’aderites and right-wing apostles 
of Pat Buchanan unite in an effort to stop the 
North American Free Trade Agreement. It may 
have been strange, but it was also a portent. Many 
people at supposedly opposite ends of the politi­
cal spectrum are discovering that they have much 
in common, rooted in a deep antipadiy for much 
of mexiem American life.

It used to be the Ted Kennedys and Lane 
Kirklands who railed against multinational cor­
porations for shipping jobs abroad and short­
changing the a\ erage Joe on the assembly line. 
Today, it is Buchanan who sallies forth to 
dent>unce free trade for impoverishing workers 
and attack Wall Street for caring more about prof­
its than people.

.A writer for the left-wing weekly The Village 
Voice followed Buchanan around for a few days 
and ruefully told the candidate, "Tve been wait­
ing m\' whole life for someone ruiming for presi­
dent to talk about the Fortune 500 as the enemy, 
and when I finally get my wish, it turns out to be 
you "

Buchanan is just one symptom of the new ccxiver- 
gence. RecentK, the new conservative magazine The 
Weekly Standard publLshed an attack on the values of 
Generation X b\ a young uTiter. It sounded just like 
the left's disgust, back in the 1980s, for soulless v'up- 
pie Reaganites: "Our generation's only common 
bond, aside from an almost eerie ability to recite dia­
logue fmm The Brady Bunch,' is an effraction to 
extreme individualism... Our libertarianism is simply 
rationalized selfishness. It rejects, for instance, higher 
taxes and restrictions on sexual liberation not out of 
any lofri- concern for the common gcxxl, but because 
such policies would take more money from our pock­
ets and nxire hedonisbc rights from our persons."

What draws together the New R i^ t and the 
Old Left is a number of issues - opposition to free 
trade and free-market capitalism, nostalgia for the 
past, resentment of immigration, suspiciem of cor­
porate America and well-educated over-achiev­
ers, a profound distaste for "extreme indixidual- 
ism" and a fear of change.

Leading presidential contenders 
linked with special interest groups

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
leading contenders in this year's 
presidential race all come with 
career-long ties to a host of special 
interests largely unknown to vot­
ers, according to a new study of 
money and presidential politics.

Among the study's findings:
—NationsBank loaned the 

Democratic Party $35  million on 
favorable terms two weeks after 
President Clinton signed a bill 
that would save the bank an esti­
mated $50 million a year. Bank 
President Hugh McColI had 
become one of Clinton's closest 
advisers on banking matters.

—Senate Majori^ Leader Bob 
Dole has received $381,000 in 
support over his long career from 
an interest far from Kansas -  
California's Gallo winery. Dole 
has supported tax and regulatory 
policies worth many times that to 
the company.

—The top support for Texas 
Sen. Phil Gramm has come not 
from his state's oil industry, but 
from the National Rifle 
Association, which gave him 
$440,200. TTie favor has worked 
both ways; Gramm also has writ­
ten letters soliciting donations to 
the gun-rights group.

"The point is, we're not just 
electing politicians," said Charles 
Lewis, director of the Center for

Public Integrity and the study's 
primary author. "It's a package 
deal. We're also electing their 
patrons and their priorities. We 
think the public should know 
what these alignments and entan­
glements and relationships are."

Lewis and a team of researchers 
have published The Buying of the 
President, a  271-page paperback 
designed to educate voters about 
the financial support systems of 
the Republican and Democratic 
parties and their leading presi­
dential contenders.

Already, he said, the 1996 elec­
tion looks like the most expensive 
in histoiy, with $100 million 
raised before the first vote is cast 
in a primary. Those dollars, at 
least as much as the votes that 
follow, determine who the nomi­
nees will be, said Lewis.

"It's not a horse race, or a beau­
ty contest," he said. "It's a giant 
auction."

By now the Whitewater land 
deal that has bedeviled Clinton is 
well known to the public. But 
Lewis said at least three other 
candidates have benefited from 
real estate dealings with some of 
their political supporters.

The study recounts how 
Gramm received more than 
$50,000 worth of free remodeling 
work on his vacation home on

, Maryland's Eastern Shore from a 
Texas savings and loan operator 
and builder; Dole and his wife 
bought a Florida condominium 
previously owned by Dwayne 
Andreas, chairman of agribusi­
ness giant Archer Daniels 
Midland; and former Tennessee 
Gov. (.amar Alexander and sever­
al political contributors owned 
land wfiose value would have 
been enhanced by a major new 
highway he proposed to build 
while governor.

In each case, the candidates 
denied any wrongdoing. But 
Lewis said the dealings illustrate 
"a corrosive process, that anyone 
who gets involved becomes tar­
nished. Before we elect another 
president, we better know what 
we're getting. If there's another 
Whitewater in someone's back­
ground, it would be nice to know 
about it before the campaign."

The study includes a list of the 
top career campaign donors for 
each of the leading candidates, 
and there, too, are some surpris­
es.

For Clinton, the top supporter 
is the New York investment 
banking firm Goldman Sachs, the 
source of $107,850 in total cam­
paign giving. The company's for­
mer chairman, Robert Rubin, is 
Clinton's treasury secretary.

AUSTIN (AP) -  Residents in 
Houston and Dallas will have 
more time to learn how new area 
codes will be added to their cities 
before the changes take place.

The Texas Public Utility 
Commission was scheduled to 
decide Wednesday how to set up 
new area codes in Houston, cur­
rently 713, and Dallas, 214, but 
delayed that decision for another 
month.

Commissioner Robert said 
public hearings held in Houston 
on Monday and Dallas on 
Tbesday showed that too many 
people are confused about thie 
recommended plans.

"I think we can use a little 
more time to make a decision," 
he said.

TTie commission is weighing 
two options for adding the area 
codes. In Houston, new tele­
phone numbers could be 
assigned under the new 281 area 
code, meaning that next-door 
neighbors could have different 
area codes while residents and

businesses across town from each 
other could be in the same area 
codes.

That system, called an overlay, 
would require 10-digit dialing 
for nearly all calls. Most calls 
charged as local calls under the 
current area codes would contin­
ue to be charged as local calls, 
officials say.

An administrative law judge 
recommended the plan be used 
in Houston, but called for Dallas 
to be divided geographically, 
moving some people out of the 
current 214 area code into the 
new 972 area code.

The Office of Public Utility 
Counsel and phone companies 
that want to get into the local 
calling market, like MCI, 
oppose the overlay plan in 
Houston. They want both cities 
to be divided geographically, 
requiring some people in the 
current area codes to change 
phone numbers.

That typically is how new area 
codes are established.

Johnson once again succeeds a legend

DAVIE, Fla. (AP) — Jimmy Johnson 
once again is about to follow a coaching
legend. 

FiiTrst it was Tom Landry in Dallas, and 
now it's Don Shula.

Johnson's decision to coach the Miami 
Dolphins came after just one meeting 
with team owner Wayne Huizenga. An 
announcement was planned for this 
afternoon, Johnson's mother told The 

, Associated Press late Wednesday.
"Jimmy is very happy," said Allene 

Johnson, speaking by telephone from her 
home in Port Arthur, Texas. "He just 
loves coaching and he's very happy to be 
getting back in it."

Johnson, 52, was expected to sign a 
four- or five-year deal that will average 
less than $3 million per season in salary 
and other inducements, enough to make 
him the highest-paid coach in the NFL, 
The Miami Herald reported.

The Boston Globe said Johnson would 
be the highest paid coach in sports histo­
ry. Pat -Riley, coach of the NBA's Miami 
Heat, reportedly will make $3 million 
this year.

A Dolphins representative and a source 
close to Huizenga would not confirm the

hiring, and said they knew of no news 
conference scheduled for today.

Huizenga and Johnson talked for four 
hours Wednesday at the team's training 
complex. Two forces hastened the nego­
tiations: the job is the one Johnson wants, 
and Johnson is the coach Huizenga 
wants.

Johnson has long coveted the post 
Shula held until retiring last week. Shula, 
66, was widely criticized by fans for the 
team's disappointing 9-7 record in what 
he said was the toughest of his 33 NFL 
seasons.

Johnson replaced another coaching 
great, Landry, when he became coach of 
the Cowboys in 1989, and was undaunt­
ed by the challenge of succeeding Shula, 
who holds the league record for victories 
with 347.

Coaching the Dolphins will allow 
Johnson to work near his home in the 
Florida Keys. And by inheriting a team 
that many —  including Johnson — 
picked to reach the Super Bowl this sea­
son, he becomes an immediate threat to 
capture another NFL title.

"This makes the Dolphins a very dan­
gerous team," Cowboys running back 
Emmitt Smith said. "It's  also going to 
make them a very lean team. Jimmy's 
going to go in there and trim out all the 
fet — the guys just sitting around collect­

ing checks. If I were some of those guys. 
I'd be a little worried."

Johnson, after coaching Dallas to a 1-15 
record in his first season, won the Super 
Bowl with the Cowboys in 1993 and 1994, 
then left coaching to become a TV ana­
lyst.

"The only way I'd ever go back into 
coaching was if I looked into the future 
and saw a Super Bowl," Johnson said fol­
lowing his meeting with Huizenga. 
"There's no question the opportunity is 
here. When you have an owner like 
Wayne Huizenga, who is going to go out 
and do whatever it takes to be the very 
best, that gives you the opportunity as a 
coach.

"Not only can it be a very productive 
relationship, 1 think it can be very excit­
ing and a lot of fun."

Johnson coached the Miami Hurricanes 
from 1984 to 1988 and kept a home in 
South Florida even after becoming coach 
of the Cowboys.

" I  have a strong emotional feeling 
toward South Florida," Johnson said. 
"People here have been fantastic to me. 
Some of the greatest times I ever had in 
my life were when I was at the University 
of Miami and the success we had there. 
This is a place where I wanted to be for a 
long time. That was one of the reasons I 
left the Dallas Cowboys — because I have

that kind of affection for the people and. . 
area of South Florida."

His mother said Johnson made a joking* 
phone call to her home in Port Arthur, 
disguising his voice and pretending to be 
a radio reporter from Miami.

"H e was asking me a lot of questions 
about Johnson and other things," his* 
mother said. "But 1 knew he was just kid­
ding me because 1 recognized his voice."

Johnson's hiring means a shakeup in 
the Dolphins staff.

Personnel director Tom Heckles may be 
replaced with Bob Ackles of the. 
Philadelphia Eagles, the Herald reported.. 
Ackles is reportedly having trouble w ith , 
Eagles coach Ray Rhodes.

General manager Eddie Jones and 
assistant GM Bryan Wiedmeier will like- ■ 
ly be retained.

The reported that Johnson wants t o ' ' 
keep offensive coordinator Gary Stevens.

Ripken named AP Male Athlete of the Year
By The Associated Press

Breaking a record once consid­
ered unapproachable lifted Cal 
Ripken Jr. to yet another honor.

The Iteltimore Orioles shortstop 
was an overwhelming choice as 
The Associated Press Male Athlete 
of the Year for 1995.

Ripken, who broke Lou Gehrig's 
mark of 2,130 consecutive games 
on Sept. 6, received 193 of 331 first- 
place ballots in voting by a nation­
wide panel of sports writers and 
broadcasters. He easily outdis­
tanced Atlanta Braves pitcher Greg 
Maddux, who received 47 first- 
place votes.

Houston Rockets center Hakeem 
dajuwon was ttiird with 19 first- 
place votes, followed by race car 
driver Jeff Cordon with seven and 
Green Bay quarterback Brett Favre

with six. Cigar, the thoroughbred 
who won all 10 of his races in 1995, 
also got a first-place vote.

Ripken finished 20th in voting 
for the American League Most 
Valuable Player award last season 
after batting .262 with 17 home 
runs and 88 RBls. But he earned 
the AP award for breaking a record 
that stood for more than a half-cen­
tury, and the way he carried him­
self while doing it.

In a season in which baseball 
attendarKe dropped 19 percent and 
fans complained that too many 
players were selfish, Ripken was 
nailed by some as the sport's savior.

"It's a flattering thing to say, but 
I hope I'm smart enough to realize 
that that's not a true statement," 
Ripken said.

Ripken never boasted or 
bragged about the accomplish-

ments that put him in the spot­
light. Instead, while the stadium 
Ughts dimmed, he often stayed 
more than an hour after game in 
his uniform to sign autographs.

Ripken, named Sports 
lUustrated's Sportsman of the Year 
last month, literally had to be

Eulled out of the dugout after 
reaking Gehrig's record at 

Camden Yards. Two teammates
pushed Ripken on his way to a cel­
ebratory lap around the ballpark 
while the sellout crowd responded 
with a standing ovation that lasted 
22 minutes, 15 seconds.

"I'd like to think ffiat was more 
for the game of baseball than for 
m e,"  Ripken said.

Ripken, 35, is a two-time AL 
MVP. He holds the major league 
record for career home runs by a 
shortstop.

Sm ith’s good health a threat to Packers

IRVING (AP) —  When owner 
Jerry Jones engaged in a con­
tract dispute with Emmitt 
Smith two years ago, he discov­
ered how valuable Smith was to 
the team.

Smith held out for two games 
and the Dallas Cowboys lost 
both of them. Jones capitulated 
on the salary talks, signed 
Smith, and the Cowboys went 
on to win the Super Bowl.

A year ago. Smith was so 
banged up he was playing on 
heart and one good leg.

He limped his way through 
the Cowboys' NFC cham pi­
onship toss to the San Francisco 
49ers on a pulled hamstring 
that would have felled a lesser
man.

The bad news for the Green 
Bay Packers on Sunday in the 
NFC Championship game is 
that Smith, save for some 
bruised ribs courtesy of the

Philadelphia Ea^es, is feeling 
as gfxxi as he has all season.

"T here's no comparison to 
where I am now to where I was 
last year," Smith said. "1 was 
hurt so bad 1 couldn't even 
smile. You see me smiling 
now."

Smith gained only 74 yards in 
the 38-28 loss to the 49ers on the 
treacherous footing of 
Candlestick Park. It was not 
good turf for anyone with ham­
string problems.

But Smith worked diligently 
in the offseason to get his ham­
strings to behave.

"I'm  just fortunate I haven't 
had any main injury this year 
since training camp in July," 
Smith said. "I 'm  definitely 
where 1 want to be. I feel 
great."

Smith felt pretty good the last 
time the Cowboys met the 
Packers in a 34-24 win on Oct. 8 
in Texas Stadium ..

He rushed 31 times for 106 
yards and two touchdowns as

Dallas defeated Green Bay for 
the sixth consecutive time.

But Sm ith is quick to 
acknowledge the Packers have 
improved dramatically in three 
months.

"They have a much better 
defense," Smith said. "This will 
be a dogfight from the start to 
the finish. Anybody who has 
seen us play this year knows we 
don't own 'anybody. You saw 
what kind of trouble the 
Packers gave to the 49ers last 
week. Nobody has stopped San 
Francisco like that in a long, 
long tim e."

Smith, who scored an NFL 
season record 25 touchdowns
and led the league in rushing 

liaiduring the regular season, said 
he figures the Packers will dou­
ble wide receiver Michael Irvin
and try to stop the run.

"I'm  sure they figure if they

Smith, who rushed 21 times 
for 99 yards and a touchdown 
in a 30-11 win over Philadelphia 
last week, has been a prime 
time playoff performer.

He*s a 1,000-yard playoff 
rusher with 226 carries for 1,018 
yards. Smith has scored 13 play­
off touchdowns, 11 of them 
rushing, in the postseason.

"N ow 's the time when you 
turn it up a notch," Smith said. 
"You forrat about bruises and 
bumps. But I'm  just happy 
that's all I have.

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Mexico briefs
Former police, officials 
arresteciin June massacre 

MEXICO CITY (AP) —
Moving to punish the officials 
who ordered and carried out the 
massacre of p>easants on their 
way to a protest rally, a special 
prosecutor on Wednesday 
announced the arrest of four 
high-ranking officials and 17 
police.

The latest arrests bring to 31 
the number of people arrested in 
connection with the June 28,1994 
massacre of 17 members of a rad­
ical peasant organization at a 
roadblock on an isolated road in 
the state of Guerrero, about 20 
miles north of the Pacific 
Acapulco resort.

Police had claimed they fired 
in self-defense after peasants 
attacked them with machetes, 
but witnesses said fwlice carried 
out a massacre. A videotape of 
the shootings -  filmed by a state 
employee -  corroborated witness 
accounts.

Fisherman found dead in 
fishing nets

MERIDA, M exico (AP) —
Three fishermen missing since 
Jan. 7 were found dead 
Wednesday trapped in their fish­
ing nets, said Alfredo Martin 
Garcia, captain of the port in in 
the Yucatecan town of Celestun.

In comments carreid by the offi­
cial notin^x news agmcy, (3arda 
said Mauricio Ek 22, and 
Vicente Ek Chi, 20, and Avdino 
Naal Ek, 20, had headed to sea 
despite the fact that the ports were 
c l o ^  because of bad weather.

He said the bodies were found 
by elements of the Mexican 
Navy.

Strikers resume work at 
snack food company 

MEXICO CITY (AP) — About 
960 workers in the Sabritas snack 
food company ended their strike 
Wednesday in exchange for a 
26.5 percent wage hike, the offi­
cial news agency Notimex 
reported Wednesday night.

The workers struck four days 
ago.

Work at the factory in the 
northern part of the capital 
resumed Wednesday.

The settlement involved 23 
percent in direct salary hikes and 
Vs percent in improvements in 
fringe benefits.

The workers had demanded a 
32 percent pay hike.

(3nly the Mexico City plant 
was affected. The company also 
has plants in the Saltillo,
Obregon, Guadalajara, Mexicali,
Veracruz and Tijuana.

Drug warlord tries 
to negotiate deal

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) -  
For four decades, Khun Sa sur­
vived battles and imprisonment, 
outwitted or ruthlesdy eliminat­
ed rivals, and scoffed at American 
efforts to hunt him down.

Barely educated, he built up a nar­
cotics empire and carved out a veri­
table kingdom fbrhimsdfinthejun- 
gled valleys of the (Golden T h a i^ , 
complete with satdlite tdevision 
and surface-to-air missiles.

Charismatic and complex, he's 
been described variously as the 
"Prince of Death," a great libera­
tion fighter and one of the 
world's most wanted men.

Now, Khun Sa has handed 
over his weapons and is trying to 
negotiate the best deal he can 
with Burma, or Myanmar, as the 
military government has named 
the country it rules.

Sapped by Burmese attacks,, 
fighting with rival ethnic groups, 
splits in his own organization!

He even took a 
Shan name: Khun Sa, meaning 
Prince of Prosperity.
