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NATO expresses concern
over Bosnian peace plan

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herze-
govina (AP) — With fearful Serbs
packing up and leaving
Sarajevo, NATO chiefs tried
today to curb the flight from
areas left burning and stripped
of valuable machinery.

NATO's top civilian and mili-
tary leaders visited the capital as
concern grows over threats to
the peace plan the military
alliance has undertaken to
enforce.

In addition to trying to stanch
the flight from Sarajevo, interna-
tional monitors have been strug-
gling to control violence in the
southwestern city of Mostar,
divided into Croat and Muslim
sectors.

In Sarajevo, families are leav-
ing Serb-held zones that are to
come under control of the
Muslim-led government. Some,
unwilling to be ruled by former
enemies, have set their homes
afire in a final gesture of defi-
ance. Others have carted away
factory machinery and hospital
equipment.

NATO’s  secretary-general,
Javier Solana of Spain, met with
a Serb eader to discuss Serb-held
Sarajevo, the Bosnian Serb news
agency SRNA reported.

Solana said he told Momcilo
Krajisnik, one of the most hard-
line Serb leaders, that “it is very
sad for us ... that the people of
Sarajevo are not told to stay.”

Solana was accompanied on
the trip by US. Gen. George
Joulwan, NATO’s top military
commander. They had planned
to travel from Sarajevo to
Mostar, 50 miles southwest, but
instead went to Belgrade, the
Yugoslav capital.

“We are concerned about some
of the difficulties,” Solana told
reporters.

Just over three weeks into
policing Bosnia’s peace, the
NATO-led force is up to about
half its planned strength of
60,000 and says all sides are
doing well in complying with
the peace accord, signed Dec. 14.

The first of 1,600 Russian sol-
diers arrived today in Tuzla to
work alongside American forces
in the closest military arrange-
ment for the former Cold War
foes. Maj. Gen. William Nash,
commander of U.S. forces in
Bosnia, greeted about 150
Russian paratroopers and called
the deployment “a great thing”
for both nations.

There are signs of tensions
elsewhere. In Sarajevo, up to
100,000 Serbs in Serb-held areas
are threatening to flee if the
March 19 reunification of the city
is not postponed. Serbs want to
delay the transfer of their dis-
tricts until at least Sept. 15, in
part, they say, to allow for an
orderly departure of everyone
who wants to leave.

About 100 Serb families are
leaving each day, sources in the
Serb-held zone report. A long
line of vehicles was backed up
on the road out Thursday after a
Russian transport vehicle over-
turned, but such columns are
rare.

“I was fighting for four vears
to defend this house,” said
Miroslav  Divcic, outside his
Grbavica home. “If they don't
find a solution for Serb Sarajevo,
I will take all my things and go
And on my way [ will burn my
house ... It’s better for this house
to be burned than Muslims or
Croats take it. They are my ene-
mies.”’

“We are leaving because no
one can guarantee that we are
safe,” said another Grbavica res-
ident, who refused to give his
name.

U.S. envoy Robert Gallucci
also has urged the Serbs to stay,
but homes were burning even as
he met with Serb ofticials
Thursday. Today, Gallucci was in
Mostar, where tensions soared
last weekend after a Muslhim
yvouth and a Croat policeman
were shot to death.

Mostar is crucial to the success
of the peace accord. If Muslims
and Croats cannot cooperate
there, it bodes ill for the Muslhim-
Croat federation that has 51 per-
cent of Bosnia under the peace
accord.

Lawsuit filed to seek damages
in November house explosion

A lawsuit against Builder’s
Plumbing Supply Company was
filed late Thursday afternoon in
223rd District Court in connec-
tion with a November house
explosion that seriously injured
a local woman.

Janna Hogan, 33, received
severe injuries to a knee and
wrist when her house at 1214 N.
Russell exploded following a gas
leak under the floor.

Hogan’s attorney John Warner
said this morning that the law-
suit seeks unspecified damages
for medical expenses, loss of
wage earning capability, physi-
cal impairment, physical pain
and mental anguish and for the
house and its contents

T'he suit also seeks damages
for Hogan’s mother, Marcella
Hogan, who has taken off work
in Louisiana to nurse her
daughter, and damages for both
parents as bystanders to the
explosion. Marcella Hogan was
on the telephone with her
daughter when the explosion
occurred.

Builder’s Plumbing president
Dick Wilkerson this morning
knew only that a suit had been
filed, but knew no details and
said he had not been served with
any papers.

Fire Marshal Tom Adams’
investigation into the explosion
indicated a gas leak from under
the floor caused the explosion.

However, what  precisely
caused the leak to start is still
unknown. Investigators, includ-

ing officials from the state tire
marshal’s office, found a pipe
with a break that appeared old,
but Adams said he did not know
whether that break was jarred
when workers from Builder's
Plumbing were installing a new
sewer line.

Charges were filed against
Builder’'s Plumbing in late
November for code violations in
not seeking a permit from tormer
city code enforcement
David McKinney.

Clinton presses Republicans
for agreement on major cuts

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) -
Saying a balanced budget is with-
in easy reach, President Clinton
today pressed Republicans for an
agreement locking in major
spending cuts while putting
aside big disputes on major
issues until after the November
election.

“Let us be honest with the
American people what we dis-
agree on and let the American
people make their decision in
November,” Clinton told a facto-
ry audience here. He said both
sides should put on hold dis-
putes over cutting taxes,
Medicare and Medicaid.

“We can't just go on a work
stoppage  from now till
November and not deal with
this,” he said. “So we should bal-
ance the budget now and put the
differences off and let you decide
in November who you think is
right. Whatever you say, it’ll
probably be right.”

He said the two sides already
have agreed on enough spending
restraints to balance the budget
and provide modest tax cuts.
Clinton spoke here before leaving
for Europe to visit with American
peacekeeping troops in Bosnia.

Clinton and Vice President Al
Gore were cheered by several
hundred workers at the factory.

Chechen rebels free women, children

PERVOMAYSKAYA, Russia
(AP) - Chechen separatists hold-
ing more than 100 hostages
released a group of women and
children today as Russian forces
tightened their ring of armor
around the rebels, a news agency
reported.

The gunmen were holding the
captives in the village of Pervo-
mayskaya on the snowy steppes
where the republic of Dagestan
borders Chechnya in southern
Russia.

The Chechen fighters released
up to 10 women and children this
evening, reports said. The
Interfax news agency said sever-
al more women were freed but

refused to leave behind their hus-
bands and relatives who were
still hostage. Earlier reports had
said 17 women and children
were freed.

The rebels, who have sworn to
fight to the “last drop of blood”
to win safe passage back to their
breakaway  republic, have
changed their demands frequent-
ly during the 4-day-old crisis.
Today, they offered to release all
the captives if four leading
Russian politicians took their
place.

Top reformers Grigory Yavlin-
sky and Yegor Gaidar quickly
announced that they would swap
with the hostages. There was no
immediate word from two
nationalist politicians, retired
Gens. Boris Gromov and Alexan-
der Lebed, on the rebels’ list.

The hostage crisis began
Tuesday when the rebels
launched a raid on the town of
Kizlyar in Dagestan, seizing as
many as 3,000 hostages in a sur-
prise attack meant to press their
demand for a full Russian troop
withdrawal from Chechnya.

Most of the hostages were set
free early Wednesday after local
authorities promised the rebels
safe passage, but the rebel band

took 160 hostages with them and
headed for their homeland.

Russian forces stopped the
rebel convoy later in the day at
Pervomayskaya, a cluster of a
few dozen houses near the
Chechen border in Dagestan.
About 50 captives were released
on Thursday.

Earlier today, the rebels had
said they were prepared to
release some 30 women and chil-
dren in exchange for safe passage
into Chechnya.

The Russians continued to
insist that all the captives must
be released first. The Chechens
insist on keeping at least some
hostages as human shields.

Many of the captives were suf-
fering from frostbite in the 14-
degree weather, Dagestani offi-
cials said today.

Russian troops turned back a
doctor who had treated some of
the hostages earlier. One preg-
nant woman whom the doctor
helped out of the village Thurs-
day subsequently delivered a son
at a nearby hospital.

Elders of a neighboring village,
Sovetskaya, sent women and
children away today, afraid of
what might happen in Pervo-
mayskaya.

Education commissioner will
accept AIDS funding after all

AUSTIN (AP) - State Education
Commissioner Mike Moses, who
sparked controversy by refusing
$1.35 million in federal funds for
AIDS education, has now decid-
ed to accept the money.

Moses said Thursday that fed-
eral officials allayed his concern
that the funds might come with
strings dictating how schools
must teach prevention of
acquired immune deficiency syn-
drome.

“I have said repeatedly that as
a parent of a 10- and 13-year-old,
I am acutely aware of the need
for children to be properly edu-
cated with regard to the HIV
(human immunodeficiency
virus) infection and its causes.

“As a parent who loves his chil-
dren very much, I want them edu-
cated about the things that will
hurt them,” Moses told a State
Board of Education meeting,.

““Nevertheless, | want the deci-
sions made about this training
and information to be made by
parents, school trustees, adminis-
trators and teachers closest to the
children. By doing this, we
ensure that the education is con-
sistent with the local attitudes,
beliefs and values of the local
school and community,” he said.

Moses’ actions were praised by
Gov. George W. Bush, who appoint-
ed him commissioner last year.

“He accomplished exactly
what he set out to do and as a
result, Texas schools will get fed-

eral funds without federal man-
dates on how to teach health edu-
cation,” Bush said.

lhe Texas Freedom Network,
which describes itself as provid-
ing a mainstream alternative to
the radical right, said Moses’
about-face came after parents,
teachers, doctors and other com-
munity leaders spoke out.

" lodd_v's announcement
demonstrates the importance of
citizen participation in achieving
good public policy,” said Cecile
Richards, daughter of former
Gov. Ann Richards and executive
director of the network.

“We appreciate Commissioner
Moses rethinking his position and
doing what is best for the children
of Texas,” Ms. Richards said.

Moses was criticized by some
legislators and AIDS education
advocates after it was disclosed in
November that he had told the
U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention that Texas would-
n't accept the remaining three
years of AIDS grant funding.

'he grant is for $450,000 annu-
ally, and the state must reapply
each year.

Moses had said he would
reconsider his rejection of the
money if Texas received assur-
ances that its schools could teach
sex education as they saw fit.

Some  conservative  groups
voiced concern that federal funds
would come with federal
requirements.

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Ex-treasurer indicted on 28
criminal counts

SAN ANGELO (AP) —
Former Tom Green County
Treasurer Billie McDaniel has
been indicted on 28 criminal
charges in connection with an
investment scheme that cost the
county millions.

The indictments that were
handed up on Thursday accuse
Mrs. McDaniel of tampering
with government records and
misapplying money from vari-
ous accounts.

Projected losses now are
pegged at $2.35 million.

Mrs. McDaniel, 65, was
released from jail on bond
Thursday afternoon.

She declined to talk to

reporters, but her lawyer issued
a three-paragraph statement say-
ing she is “the victim of a politi-
cal vendetta” by county officials
intent on shifting blame from
themselves to her. She retired at
the end of 1994 after 16 years in
office.

Grand jury no-bills DA on
sexual harassment charge

BROWNSVILLE (AP) — The
Cameron County district attor-
ney has been cleared of sexual
harassment charges brought by
his former receptionist, but a
special grand jury will reconvene
next month to continue looking
into other allegations.

Special prosecutor Gustavo
Garza, who is the Willacy
County district attorney, refused
Thursday to comment on the
panel’s action.

But Cameron County District
Attorney Luis Saenz, noting a
new entry in a grand jury book
kept in his office, announced that
the grand jury had declined to
indict him.

“It’s all over,” Saenz said of a
sexual harassment charge lodged
by Mary Lou Munivez, his for-
mer receptionist.

“I'm confirming what we
learned, that we were no-billed
on the sexual harassment. That’s
definite,” Saenz said. Ms.
Nunivez filed the claim against
Saenz in 1994 with the federal
Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission.

Lawyers raise ante in law-
suit in response to billboard

HOUSTON (AP) — A diner’s
lawsuit for damage to her car in
a restaurant parking lot has
turned into a $1.5 million libel
and slander suit.

Attorneys representing Angela
Mogan at first were seeking
about $7,500 from restaurateur
Bruce Molzan in disputed dam-
ages-to her vehicle. :

“You have 24-hour
security; you have a (police) store-
front; you have security gates now
so kids can play outside ... and you
don’t have to worry about any-
body coming up, snatching them.”

When the nonprofit company
Dallas City Homes took over the

complex in 1992, three out of four
apnrtments were vacant. Now, it is
almost fully occupied, and the

company says it is breaking even
One-bedroom apartments rent for
$340 a month; four-bedroom units
go for $817 .

Although nearby residents
wanted to raze_ the slum and
replace it with a park, Dallas City
Homes had a different vision for
the 404-unit complex.

Waco Tribune-Herald on forfeiture law being abused:

When lawmakers came up with a new crime-fighting tool in
the 1980s to put a crimp in the operations of organized drug
lords, only a handful of civil libertarians spoke out in opposi-
tion.

I'he public understandably wanted to give law enforcement
all the tools needed to curb organized crime, especially drug
dealing. But it turns out that the public should have paid more
attention to the warnings of the civil libertarians.

['he nation’s powerful forfeiture laws are being abused by
over-zealous law enforcement officials to the detriment of the
personal freedoms, private property rights, individual privacy
and normal constitutional protections involving the presump-
tion of innocence and probable cause.

Forfeiture laws give law enforcement the authority to confis-
cate a suspect’s private property even before a determination of
suilt. Forfeiture laws can put a severe crimp in a drug smug-
gling operation, which is good.

But when forfeiture laws are applied to citizens with no
known ties to organized crime or drug dealing, too often law-
wbiding citizens are stripped of their property and assets even
before they have been found guilty, or in some cases even
accused, of a crime.

In some cases, local police are using forfeiture laws in traffic
stops under the guise of attempting to nab people transporting
drugs. The motorist who meets some unknown profile can have
his money and possessions confiscated without even being

harged with a crime. This enriches law enforcement agencies
who abuse the law, but makes the nation poorer due to the
abuse of its citizens.

Having a large amount of cash, as determined by a police offi-
cr, could be used as an excuse to confiscate the money under

current forfeiture laws. Trained drug dogs can identify money
that has come into contact with drugs. That can be excuse
enough for police to confiscate that money under the current
torfeiture laws even though drug traces can be found on nearly
70 percent of all U.S. bills. ‘

In another case, the police confiscated a woman’s car because
her husband used it to pick up a prostitute in an area where
here may have been organized criminal activity.

Police agencies are finding that they can obtain new cars,
planes, cash, homes, boats, buildings and all sorts of property
ov using the vague forfeiture laws.

[hese flagrant abuses should motivate lawmakers to re-exam-
ne the forfeiture laws.

The pell-mell charge toward rights without
responsibilities continues in America.

Here’s a recent dispatch from the front: In
December, a West Virginia jury awarded $7.85
million to a North Carolina man who had sued to
protest the placement for adoption of his biologi-
cal son without his consent.

Dr. John Kessel was engaged to Anne Conaty
when she conceived a child. When she discovered
that her fiance had been seeing another woman,
she broke off the engagement and determined to
place the child for adoption.

Upon learning of the pregnancy, Conaty says,
Kessel urged an abortion. But once he learned that
she was planning to leave him and have the child
adopted, he expressed an interest in the baby, say-
ing, “Adoption is worse than abortion.” To escape
his harassment, Conaty fled to California, where
she contracted with an Oregon couple to adopt
the baby upon birth.

Then, however, the Oregon couple withdrew
when it became clear that they were going to have
trouble with Kessel. A West Virginia judge entered
an injunction (illegal, according to David Leavitt,
Conaty’s attorney), forbidding the placement of
the baby for adoption without Kessel’s consent.

But Conaty was a determined woman. When the
time came to give birth, she entered a hospital under
an assumed name and then placed the baby with a
Canadian couple. (Canadian law does not require
the consent of unmarried fathers for adoption.)

Kessel is now sitting on a very fat judgment of
$7.85 million against Conaty and her lawyer - a
reward for supposedly having been “defrauded”

of his parental rights.

What will the pro-choice crowd make of this? It
is its firm position, after all, that fathers (even
married ones) have no right to intervene in the
decision about whether or not to “terminate” a
pregnancy. If Conaty had traveled to California to
abort the child, rather than to arrange an adop-
tion, would a judge in West Virginia, or anywhere,
have entered an injunction forbidding her to do so
because the unmarried father objected?

To ask the question is to answer it and to reveal
the very sad preference written into American
law, for death over life.

It is also hard to believe that the jury disregard-
ed Kessel’s change of heart. Here is a man who
initially told his girlfriend to abort the baby and
then turned around and asserted a right to block
the child’s adoption. One would have thought
Kessel had forfeited all rights to decisions about
the child’s future when he urged that the baby not
have one.

But a great deal of misery and confusion could

be avoided in these cases if the law were simply
restored to il> pre-rights revolution status. Until
the last few years, it was simply taken for granted
that unmarried fathers had no rights to the chil-
dren they conceived.

It has said that the best thing a father can
do for his children is to love their mother. There is
much wisdom in that, as long as loving their
mother means marrying her and providing a safe
and secure home.

If a rule giving fathers “rights” only through
marriage seems excessively harsh ug;)n fathers
who have a genuine interest in their offspring, the
answer is this: Such a rule would make them think
twice before sowing their seed promiscuously.
Fatherhood, like motherhood, ought to be seen as
a solemn and almost hallowed undertaking. If the
father is not in a position to raise his child as every
child deserves, then he ought not to be fathering

children.
Giving unmarried fathers rights to children has
led to tﬁe emotionally wrenching cases of Baby

Jessica, Baby Richard and others, where children
ages 2 and 4, living with the only families thlz
had ever known, were forcibly returned to bi
fathers they had never met. In other cases, giving
rights to birth fathers has meant children were
denied the chance to grow up in two-parent fami-
lies and consigned to lesser chances in life with
one.

It should give us pause to know that the child,
now 4, who was-the subject of this lawsuit is safe
with his adoptive family only because his birth
mother was wise enough to send him abroad.

Underestimating conservative power

Washington’s big-government establishment
was stunned in November 1994 when conserva-
tives took over Congress. Their surprise, I think, is
testimony not only to their arrogance - but to their
ignorance as well.

For years, liberals have dismissed conservatives
as kooks, cranks and crazies. Rather than debate
our ideas - and defend their own - they have pre-
ferred to rest on their (rapidly decaying) laurels.
And while they were busy calling us names and
ramming their costly utopian schemes down our
throats - schemes that didn’t work, of course - we
were organizing, networking, writing, thinking,
debating and refining our ideas and institutions.

A good example of the conservative move-
ment’s commitment to grassroots mobilization is
the nation’s oldest conservative lobbying organi-
zation, the American Conservative Union (ACU) -
which recently celebrated its 30th anniversary.
The ACU started when Sen. Barry Goldwater lost
to Lyndon Johnson in the 1964 presidential race.
Instead of knuckling under to what looked like a
liberal tidal wave, a small group of concerned
conservatives met to rally and reenergize. That
core group formed the ACU, which now boasts a
membership topping 1 million. The ACU was one
of the first groups to encourage Ronald Reagan to
seek the presidency in 1976. After Reagan
announced he would run, the ACU began one of
the first independent, non-party-affiliated cam-
paigns on behalf of a presidential candidate. Since
then, other grassroots organizations like the

Christian Coalition and the Traditional Values
Coalition have launched similar campaigns that
have established indispensable networks of sup-
port for conservative ideas and candidates.

The ACU has kept busy, year in and year out,
drumming up support for conservative causes
such as a balanced budget, the creation of a
national missile-defense system, curbing the
growth of the federal bureaucracy, a free-market
economy, a belief in limited government, a confi-
dence in traditional moral values and a commit-
ment to a strong national defense. .

Today, the ACU is best known for its annual
ranking of congressmen based on how they vote
on a representative sample of key pelitical issues.

AMARILLO - Texas Panhandle
ministers are.learning how to
help families affected by
Alzheimer’s Disease through a
grant administered by the Texas
Tech University Health Sciences
Center in Lubbock.

“Many had dealt with the issue
but were lost,” said Linda San
Miguel of Dumas, an outreach
specialist funded by the grant
who last month conducted her
first training seminar for Pampa
ministers.

“A lot of them said, ‘If I had
known this ... it would have
helped tremendously.”

During the coming months,
she will travel throughout the

Panhandle to teach ministers
about the disease.

About three years ago, a pilot -

grant from the South Plains
Association of Governments pro-
vided initial funding for educa-
tional materials about
Alzheimer’s, said David Freed, a
psychologist and associate pro-
fessor in the Department of
Neurology at Texas Tech
University.

“We had to figure out how to
best distribute the material and
hit upon the idea of working
with clergy to provide them with
training and materials for their
congregations,” he said.

That led to more grant applica-
tions. Over the past year, Texas
Tech Health Sciences Center in
Lubbock received additional

grant funds totaling $380,000
from several philanthropic orga-
nizations, Freed said.

The money will fund a project
called the Rural Alzheimer’s
Disease Education Program
through June 1997, Freed said.

The program’s coverage area,
which eventually will include
much of West Texas, recently
was expanded into the Texas
Panhandle, said Joe Garms, a
psychologist at the Texas Tech
University Health Sciences
Center in Amarillo.

“The philosophy behind all of
this is that a lot of folks, when
they have a problem, they will
go to their minister and get
help," said Garms, who is over-
seeing administration of the
program’s Panhandle region.

p._ SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — H.
David Burton has been named to
succeed Merrill J. Bateman as
presiding bishop of the Mormon
Church, the First Presidency
announced.

Burton, 57, previously was the
first counselor to Bateman, the
new president of Brigham Young
University.

Richard C. Edgley, 59, who was
the presidin %ishop’s second
counselor, will replace Burton as
first counselor. Keith B.
McMullin, 54, mana%ing director
of the church’s Welfare Services
Department, was named second
counselor.

Under the direction of the First
Presidency of the Quorum of the
Twelve Apostles of The Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints, the Presiding Bishopric
oversees physical facilities, wel-
fare services, materials manage-
ment and other temporal affairs
of the church.

Burton was secretary to the
presiding bishop for 14 years and
served under both Bateman and
his predecessor, Bishop Robert D.
Hales, who now is a member of
the Quorum of the Twelve
Apostles. Burton also was an
assistant church budget officer.

A former executive with
Kennecott Copper Corp. and the
Utah Tax Commission, Burton
earned a degree in economics
from the University of Utah and
a master’s of business adminis-
tration degree from the
University of Michigan.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Two
small Lutheran congregations that
defied their mother church by
ordaining active gay and lesbian

ministers have been expelled from
the denomination.
The St. Francis Lutheran

Church and First United Lutheran
Church were packed recently for
their last services as members of
the Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America.

The Lutherans allow ordination
of gay ministers only if they take a
vow to abstain from having rela-
tions with members of the same
Sex.

The three ministers at issue —
Revs. Ruth Frost, Phyllis Zillhart
and Jeff Johnson — are all gradu-
ates of official Lutheran seminar-
ies, but refused to take the vow.

In 1990, the mother church sus-
pended the two congregations,
and said they were officially
expelled if they did not rescind
the ordinations by Dec. 31, 1995.

The churches refused.

GLENWOOD SPRINGS, Colo.
(AP) — Alpine Bank Chairman
Bob Young's idea for helping fur-
loughed federal employees came
from the Bible, not the board-
room.

He  paraphrases  Second
Corinthians about “reaping boun-
tifully if you sow bountifully. And
if you sow sparingly, you reap
sparingly.”

Young comes from a family of
clergy. His grandfather, Bernard
Young, was a United Methodist

minister. His brother, Larry, serves
a church in Palos Verdes, Calif.

Young himself will become
chairman this spring of Denver’s
1liff School of Theology’s Board
of Trustees, and is active in the
First Church of Glenwood.

In the meantime, his decision
to advance the equivalent of their
pay checks to furloughed federal
employees won national atten-
tion.

“There’s a connection between
being humane and being your
brother’s keeper. I really %cf;eve
that,” he said. “And when you
think of others, your life goes bet-
ter.”

Alpine Bank’s 15 branches in
western Colorado serve a region
with many federal employees.
Much of the land is managed by
federal agencies.

“A lot of federal employees are
our friends, members of our
church, our neighbors,” Young
said.

Young said the loan program
remains open despite the tempo-
rary resolution of the budget
impasse, because it may be some
time before all workers get their
pay.
The bank has set aside $7 mil-
lion for the program, and already
has lent nearly $200,000.

Young believes the program
has cost the bank little, “only the
interest, but we calculated we
could absorb that. These people
are fiscally conservative and
well-discip?i'ncd. They will pay it
back.”

The simple life: ‘Seek ye first the kingdom of God’

ABILENE - The simple lifestyle
is making a comeback. Or so |
would gather after reading a five-
Eart series on the subject produced

y the Knight-Ridder wire service.

The concept has been around
for decades, maybe even cen-
turies, if you include movements
that embody the concepts with-
out carrying the name. Anytime
society becomes more complicat-
ed than some believe they can
handle, the cry arises to return to
the “simple life.”

Like beauty, however, simple is
in the eye of the beholder. I per-
sonally wouldn’t want to return
to the primarily agrarian past, as
some have wanted to do. I lived
in small, agriculture-based com-
munities most of my ministry,
and I figured out that farming
may seem like a simple lifestyle
to city folks, but it requires a
good deal more manual labor
than I am interested in, air-condi-
tioned tractors notwithstanding.

Simple lifestyle advocates urge
us to do all sorts of things. Eat
organically produced food. Pass

up that new car in favor of keep-
ing your old heap running, espe-
cially if it’s fuel efficient. Avoid
synthetic materials; ride a bike or
walk; use less energy.

Some of the advice is practical,
useful. Some of it is pie-in-the
sky. One of my seminary profes-

sors urged us to quit eating beef
because he believed cows were
inefficient food sources that used
up valuable land and grain.
Needless to say, his Texas stu-
dents quickly explained certain
realities of cattle ranching.

The problem with most simple
lifestyle advocates, and the rea-
son their advice varies so much,
is that they don’t have a solid
definition to work from. They
assume we need a simple life and
proceed to try to describe it with-
out defining it.

Some years ago, | read a book
on the simple life that attempted
to overcome that difficulty. Soren
Kierkegaard gave us a definition
from a biblical rsEcctive.
Simplicity of life, Kierkegaard
said, was to will one thing. And
what is the one thing? To seek

first the kingdom of God and his
righteousness and all these
things shall be added to you
(Matthew 6:33).

Nothing can be simrlcr than to
want one thing. Should I sell all |
own and join a commune? No, |
should seek God’s kingdom first.
Should I sell my cars and buy
something else? No, | seek his
kingdom and his righteousness.
When that becomes the basis for
my decisions about life, every-
thing else falls in line.

If we are honest, we don’t make
decisions this way. I worked hard;
I earned the money; I will spend it
the way I want, we say. | deserve
it, we reason. Of course, this way
of thinking has led most of us into
bondage to our possessions. We
have stuff we don’t use and no
time to use it because we spend so
much of our time trying to earn
more so we can obtain more stuff
we don’t use. This is only part of
the complication of our life.

The simple life often sounds
attractive. Kierkegaard’s pre-
scription fits. All you have to
remember is that simplicity of life
is to will one thing: the kingdom
of God and his righteousness.

Nationally, about 13 percent of
the U.S. population is 65 or older.
But in some rural West Texas
towns, up to 35 percent of the
population is 65 or older, Freed
said. “Ministers are familiar with
these older folks,” Freed said.
“They are trusted and are
already in place in these commu-
nities. It is a cost-effective, com-
mon sense approach.”

Freed said the Rural
Alzheimer’s Disease Program
hopes the education and training
it provides will improve the
quality of life for individuals
with Alzheimer’s and decrease
the emotional burden on families

Favre’s rise

began after

chat with Holmgren

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) — A
year ago, Brett Favre didn’t know
if his NFL career was headed for
the trash heap or the mountaintop.

The Green Bay quarterback was
mishandling coach Mike
Holmgren’s complicated West
Coast offense, and Favre feared he
was one bad throw away from a
trip to the bench.

After a reassuring chat with his
coach, Favre calmed down,
cleared his head and began a mete-
oric rise that has put him and the
Packers one step away from the
Super Bowl.

Favre’s rise began midway
through last season, a month after
Holmgren decided not to yell at
him so much.

Holmgren, a former quarterback

. who was trying to harness Favre’s

enormous talents and also curtail
his' tendencies to improvise and
save busted plays, called Favre
over after a loss at Philadelphia in
the third week of the 1994 season.

He told him to quit fretting over
losing his job to backup Mark
Brunell.

“I told him, ‘Hey, you are the
guy,” ” Holmgren recalled this
week as the Packers prepared for
Sunday’s NFC championship at
Dallas.

“I told him, ‘Either we go to the
top of the mountain together or we
go to the dumpster together. From
now on, what happens to me is
tied in directly with you,”
Holmgren said.

“And really, from that point on,
he has gotten nothing but better.”

“I agreed with him. At that time
we were kind of at the bottom. We
were in the dumpster,” Favre
recalled. “And 1 said, ‘Hey, he’s
right. We’ve got to find a way to
work this thing out and communi-
cate.” And after that we did. We
just communicated more and since
then it’s been totally different.”

With his fears gone and his ears
clear, Favre got rolling after four
weeks. The epiphany actually
occurred in the aftermath of a loss
at Minnesota in Week 7.

Favre was knocked out in the
first quarter with a severely
bruised left hip, the first time he
was ever forced out of a game due
to injury, and the Packers lost to
drop to 34.

“That was the lowest point of
my career,” said Favre, who flew
home afterwards to Kiln, Miss.,
caught up with some friends over
a few beers and tried to figure out
what was going so wrong.

Favre knew he was better than
this. He was coming off a 1993 sea-
son in which he’d thrown 24 inter-

ceptions to go with his 19 touch-
downs. Through seven games that
year, he had just nine TDs.

Favre finally figured he was just
trying to do too much to live up to
the five-year, $19 million contract
he’d signed in the offseason.

He’d become a workaholic,
never leaving Lambeau Field until
hours after everybody else, com-
ing in on his days off and “basical-
ly, just burning myself out.”

So, Favre returned to Green Bay
with a resolve to find a balance he
could live with. He didn't kiss
things off, he just decided to work,
but not overdo it.

“That just wasn’t me,” Favre
said. “I had to find a balance.”

By the look of things, Favre has
found an excellent equilibrium.

Since that loss to the Vikings,
Favre has thrown for 67 touch-
downs and just 22 interceptions
while emerging as the premier
passer in the game today.

This year he set an NFC record
with 38 TD passes and led the
league with 4,413 passing yards
despite losing his favorite receiver,
Sterling Sharpe, to a neck injury.

He was named the NFL's All-
Pro quarterback, Offensive Player
of the Year and Most Valuable
Player. He’s the starting quarter-
back for the NFC in next month’s
Pro Bowl and he’s one victory
away from starting in the Super
Bowl.

Holmgren won't apologize for
screaming at Favre in his early
years, but he takes some credit for
Favre’s rise that has carried the
Packers to three straight - playoff
berths for the first time since the
Vince Lombardi era.

“Of course, he’s a great player.
He’s had a great year,” Holmgren
said. “But I probably started help-
ing him more. Now he’s more
relaxed. 1 don’t have to do a lot of
yelling and screaming. I just can
give him little hand signals. We
understand each other a little bet-
ter. | wasn’t wrong about every-
thing I did with him, but it’s much
better now.”

Holmgren, who has melded his
complicated West Coast offense
with the ultimate improvisational .
quarterback, said he never lost:
faith in Favre. -

“No, I always think positive,” he
said. “The glass is half-full. But 1
thought it might take us a little
while to climb up the mountain.”

Favre said he and the Packers
aren't at that peak yet, however.

“I won’t be an elite quarterback
until | win the Super Bowl,” Favre
said.

Incredibly, just 15 months after
he feared for his job, Favre’s one
step away from ~getting that
chance.

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Critics call Dole’s attack on telecom bill petty

WASHINGTON (AP) Senate Majority
Leader Bob Dole says he objects on principle
to giving broadcasters free use of extra chan-
nels thev need to air higher-quality digital
I'V. Others believe his opposition has more to
do with politics, revenue and revenge

The TV industry should have to pay for those
channels, Dole says, and he wants Congress” pro-
posed rewrite of telecommunications law to
require that. As the bill stands now, TV broadcast-
ers would have free use of extra channels they
would need to air the next generation of television
- digital transmission - that promises near movie-
quality images and CD-quality sound.

Dole, R-Kan., wants to make them pay the gov-
emment up to $70 billion for use of the channels.

We told the conferees early on that this
piece in the bill better not look like a giveaway
when thev finish it up,” said a Dole aide,
speaking on condition of anonymity Thursday.

But it did, the aide said, and on chncsdd\ -
wevks atter a final version was drafted by House
and Senate negotiators — Dole said the free-chan-
nel provision amounted to “corporate welfare.”

[eleccommunications lobbyists and
Democratic and Republican aides, speaking on
condition ot anonymity, said Dole, the front-
runner for the GOP presidential nomination,
hopes to appeal to voters by portraying him-
1s tough on government aid to business.
\t the same time, some lobbyists see Dole’s

selt

assault on the broadcast provision as a swipe
at the White House. Many Republicans were
infuriated in December when the White
House took credit for the final telecommuni-
cations bill after reaching agreement with key
GOP and Democratic lawmakers over how
media companies should be deregulated.

Others say Dole primarily wants to find
new revenue sources to balance the federal
budget. Federal regulators have estimated
that auctioning the channels would raise $11
billion to $70 billion for the Treasury.

“When you get to crunch time and look for
every last dollar, this thing was bound to wind
up back on the table,” said Andy Schwartzman,
executive director of Media Access Project. The
private group has been recommending since
1994 that Congress make broadcasters bid on
and pay for those extra channels. “This is a
large chunk of money,” Schwartzman said.

And some broadcast lobbyists, also speak-
ing on condition of anonymity, claim that
Dole is retaliating against the TV networks’
budget coverage and how the Republicans
have been portrayed.

Broadcasters said Dole previously had not
objected to the broadcasting provision. The
telecommunications bill passed by the Senate
in the summer contained a similar provision
to the one in the final bill, they said.

Dole “is not tickled by the (budget) cover-

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age,” his aide acknowledged. “But that does-
n’t mean the two are connected. They are not.”

Some telecommunications lobbyists,
including those representing TV broadcast-
ers, said Dole was striking back at threats by
unidentified broadcasters to restrain cover-
age of his campaign in the primaries if he
pushed the channel payment issue.

“That's crazy,” said Lynn McReynolds,
5pokeswoman for the National Association of
Broadcasters. “We certainly never told him that.”

Though Dole prefers that the telecommuni-
cations bill be changed so that broadcasters
would have to acquire the extra channels at a
government auction, he’s “flexible and open™
on a payment method, the aide said.

TV broadcasters will need two channels as
they convert to digital television transmis-
sion. On one channel they will transmit pro-
grams in the existing analog system; on the
second channel the same programs will be go
out in the digital language of computers.
That way, today’s TV sets won ‘t be rendered
useless immediately.

The chiefs of ABC, CBS and NBC as well as
other broadcast executives wrote to President
Clinton on Wednesday that “many broadcast
stations, particularly smaller stations, would
not be able to justify auction costs on top of
the large capital costs required for digital
conversion.”
