Sheriff C H Wright told the News " I have some calls in to the Texas 
Rangers," he added ~

The giui was found near the small town located between Canadian 
and Wheeler, according to an Amarillo report, near State Highway 
83

There have also been unconfirmed reports that the man charged 
with Guthrie’s murder. Paul Berry Bush, is suffering from a 
muscular disorder and could not have driven a vehicle The reports 
ha îe lead to speculation of a second person involved in the crime.

The heavily-manacled Bush was " glassy-eyed and his body was 
shaking. " the county employee said, when the man was brought to 
Canadian for arraignm ent Monday afternoon 

Despite an Amarillo report, however, officials say no other person 
has b ^  arrested

• "There has not been a second person arrested." ’ Comer said 
Meanwhile, Texas Rangers are continuing to invesbgate the brutal 

slaying of the 52-year-old deputy
Ranger Bill Baten who has headed the investigation since the 

killing was unavailable for comment earlier today 
Baten had said earlier Guthrie was shot at least twice with a 

I2jgauge shotgun when he drove up in front of the pharmacy and 
apparently surprised a burglar in the act of burglarizing the store.

The person shot through the window of the business, crawled 
through a hole in the window where entry was gained, the Ranger 
said, shot again into the police vehicle, then walked to the driver s 
side window and shot a third time.

The 27-year-old Bush was arrested and charged with the murder by 
Dumas police near a Dumas apartment complex about 15 hours later 
after Amarillo police received a tip from an informant on the identity 
of the deputy "s killer

'The alleged m urderer is presently being held without bond in 
Potter County Jail.

Royalty owners denounce oil tax
Dennis Hill of Austin read a letter from his father. E Bruce Hill. 

80. which said the tax had slashed into his father's small royalty 
interest to such an extent that he might have to go back to work

"The money which I need fora decent retirement will go to pay the 
energy bills of some minority who will, in turn, vote to elect a 
president who 1 wouldn't care for. " said the elder Hill, who lives in 
Houston “I will be getting absolutely nothing in return for my tax 
money, and 1 think 1 would rather have a thug take it at gunpoint At 
least it would not happen month after month "'

“ I resent very much the government deciding that my family 
must now be taxed on income that is rightfully ours, so the 
government will have more money to impose more regulations to 
make our lives more miserable. " said Bill Whitehead, a land and 
royalty owner in Sutton. Val Verde and Zapata counties

‘T ve been to a lot of committee hearings, but I've never seen this 
kind of turnout before, " Bentsen told the crowd at the "Super Drum” 
on the University of Texas campus

"We're just getting warmed up, " shouted a spectator 
"Attaway, " yelled Bentsen, and. nodding to Boren at his side, 

added. "I want to tell you we ll be takmg that message back to 
Washington "

PARIS (AP) — A band of would-be assassins shot .their way into 
former Iranian Prime Minister Shahpour Bakhtiar’s apartment 
building today, killed a French policeman and a woman neighbor, 
but could not get past an a rm o r^  door protecting the Iranian exile 
leader, police reported

All three attackers were captured, one of them with facial wounds 
suffered in a gunfight with police, authorities said. TTiree other 
policemen were reported wounded

In Tehran, an Iranian group called "Guards of Islam" announced 
it had co n d o n ed  Bakhtiar to death, but it made no mention of the 
abortive assassination attempt.

First reports said there may have been four or five terrorists, but 
authorities said they believed there were only three. Police said they 
had not yet been identified but were believed to be Arabs and were 25 
to30yearsold.

Baichtiar, leader of exile forces opposed to Ayatollah Ruhollah 
Khomeini's revolutionary regime, was not hurt He later told French 
radio the terrorists were "professional killers that the government in 
Tehran sent to France”  Sadegh Khalkhali. a leading revolutionary 
judge in Iran, has said repeatedly that killers dispatched by Iran 
would hunt Bakhtiar down.

TTie police spokesman gave this account of the attack:
TTie three gunmen told the policeman outside the apartment 

building in the posh Paris suburb of Neuilly that they were 
journalists. Once inside the lobby, they started shooting and ran 
upstairs.

When they reached the door of Bakhtiar's apartment on the third 
floor, they shot a police guard dead and wounded another Hearing 
the noise, a neighbor woman. Yvonne Stein. 45. opened her door and

was shot. She died later in a hospital.
Unable to force past the reinforced door of Bakhtiar’s apartment, 

they ran back downstairs, where they exchanged shots with police 
who rushed to the scene and entered the lobby. TWo policemen were 
wounded, and one of the two shot a terrorist. TTie others surrendered.

Bakhtiar told a radio interviewer by telephane that one of his aides 
went to open the door but saw a hand with a revolver in it. apparently 
through the security viewing system He said the attempt to force the 
door short-circuited the electric locking system and it was being 
broken open so he could get out

Asked if he was frightened. Bakhtiar laughed and said. “Sir, I am 
eating my breakfast”

At least 10 shots were fired, Bakhtiar’s staff said.
Bakhtiar. Iran’s last premier before the overthrow of Shah 

Mohammad Reza Pahlavi, went underground in Iran after the 
revolution was victorious in February 1979 and escaped to Paris.

Since then, he has made his home in the French capital but has 
U"aveled widely, working for the overthrow of the Khomeini regime. 
Tile revolutionary government announced last week that it 
uncovered a military plot to return Bakhtiar to powo* and had 
arrested about 500 persons.

Before dawn today, a group of anti-Khomeini youths threw a hand 
grenade at the door of the Iranian airline’s office on the Champs 
Elysees and fled in a car Two portraits of the ex-shah were stuck to 
the windows of the airline office and Iran House nearby. No one was 
ipjured.

Last year, assassins shot and killed a son of the shah’s twin sister. 
Princess Ashraf, in Paris. They were never caught

Selective Service answers some 
questions about draft registration

Do I have to register for the draff*
This is the $10 million question to the nation's 19- to 20-year-old 

males.
Draft registration begins July 21 and all those young men bom in 

1980 and 1961 have to tell "Uncle Sam" where they are.
The program has been dormant since April of 1975 when it was 

suspended, officials say. to save money
Now. with the revitalization of the registration, prospective 

regisb'ants want to know what it’s all about
First, the penalty for not registering with the Selective Service is a 

fine of up to $10.000. imprisonment for up to five years or both.
Also, the laws state, anyone “who knowingly counsels, aids, or 

abets another to refuse or evade registration" receives the same 
penalty.

Past experiences points to a low non-compliance rate to the 
registration. Even in the height of the Vietnam protests, according to 
the United States Census Bureau estimates. 98 to 99 percent of those 
required to register, did so

A permanent part of the U S draft laws is a provision for 
conscientious objectors

A person does not register as a counscientious objector This is 
later determined as a part of the classification process

To qualify as a conscientious objector, one must be conscientiously 
apposed to participation in any war

(The Supreme Court ruled in 1971 that there could not be selective 
objection to a particular w ar.)

Beliefs must be religious, moral or ethical in nature Objections 
which are based on politics, expediency or self-interest will not stand 
up

Whatever the principles of |he person, however, the main issue is 
whether the beliefs are si.icere. the depth of the convictions and the 
fact his concience would give him no rest or peace if he participated 
in a war

Conscientious objectors are divided into two types the Class 1-0 
who is opposed to any form of military service and Class 1-A-O whose

beliefs will allow him to serve in a non-combatant capacity.
The Class 1-0 gives a period of civilian service in the national 

interest and the Class 1-A-O becomes a member of the armed services 
but does not receive any training in the use of weapons. Many of the 
1-A-Os serve in the medical corps.

Members of a local Selective Service claasirication board will 
determine the status of a registrant. No action on conscientious 
objector claims can be taken now. since the boards are dormant.

There are many m isconceptions about the status of only sons.
There is an exemption from peacetime military service in the 

Selective Service law which allows for anjnne whose father, brother 
or sister was killed in action, died in line of duty or died later because 
of disease or injuries suffered in the line of duty.

This exemption, however, does not remove the requirement to 
register and it does not apply in wartime.

An only son does not qualify for an exemption simply because he is 
the only son. He must meet the conditions of the law stated earlier.

Sons or brothers of disabled veterans do not qualify for exemption 
which is based only on death.

All the men born in 1960 and 1961 are required to register. Only 
those who are nonimmigrant aliens (members of diplomatic or trade 
missions and those on student or visitor's visas, for example), 
members of the active armed forces and cadets or midshipmen at 
the service academies.

The registrant must go in person to the U. S. post office in Pampa 
where registration cards are available at the business window.

The two-week registration will begin Monday The first week is 
designated for men bom in I960 and the second for those bora in 1961.

The registration day will depend on the birth month of the 
registrant Peo^e bora in January. February or March will register 
on Monday, (nose bora in April. May or June will register on 
Tuesday. July. August and September — Wednesday, and October, 
November and December on ’Thursday Friday will be the make-up 
day

Beginning January. 1981. men born in 1962 will register and from 
there on. young men will register when they reach 18.

City officials calmed by census meet

Pampa City Manager Mack Wofford and Chamber of Commerce 
Manager Floyd Sackett were encouraged by a meeting with District 
Census officials earlier this week which they feel showed that census 
officials were willing to work with and investigate the low 
preliminary figures for Pampa

The preliminary report showed Pampa with a 5.7 percent decrease 
in population between 1970 and 1980 The figures listed Pampa with a 
I960 population of 20.497. down from 21.726 in 1970. A vacancy rate of 
9 2 percent, equaling 810 housing units was also listed.

SiKkett said a check with the utility meters, including multiple unit 
Iwising showed a population estimated at 28.485

A quick explanation .of the 9.2 vacancy percentage came from 
Census Director William Soule of Amarillo. “We list a residence as 
vacant when we do not receive census response forms from the 
address Enumerators will be sent to these addresses hoping to gain 
a better estimate for the final count”

However, the listed decrease in population could be a questionable 
Figure to anyone who has tried in vain to find housing in Pampa

The 1980 census has been organized to allow city officials to protest 
the preliminary report Prior policies concerning the censusallowed 
protests from city officials to remain unanswered 

”We went to Amarillo and talked to the census takers concemii^ 
the preliminary figures.’’ Wofford said

"We are not mad at anyone. Weare just trying to get a correct final 
count," Wofford added.

Pampa officials were instructed to file a form with the district 
census office that confirms the local review does not agree with the 
district preliminary report.

"The proper form will be filed with the District Census Bureau by 
Wednesday," Wofford said

"The District Census Director was aware that the annexed 
portions of the city were missed in the Fu^ report They explained 
that they have been hampered by the lack of funds and personnel." 
Wofford said

"I do feel much better about the census since the meeting 
Monday,” Sackett said.

"We are working to prove the preliminary report is low and that a 
recount is deserved.” he said.

"A city must be able to prove that the prebmianry census report 
was considerably lower that indicated,” Siiule said.

Census reports are of major importance to dtyofFicials for several 
reasons In attracting business to the area. ofTidals must be able to 
provide a correct estim ate of area population for both worker And 
consumer purposes. Federal and state grants are allocated to a re u  
based on population numbers.

"Future budgeting has a g n a i  deal to do with this census count.

Although the census bureau may be disorganized, it is doing the best 
passible.'' Wofford sa id.

"Out of five states, only five cities are as far along as we are in 
Amarillo.'' William Soule District Census Director said

Soule had some idea s on the reasons for the low prelimianry report 
from the official view

People are not sending in their fonns. Follow up II will be a much 
better report We estim ate that everyone will come out with larger 
population figures”

"The Canadian population has increased along with Miami and 
White Deer." Soule said.

Canadian City Manager Vernie Farrington said of the census, “I 
took the preliminary report as just that, a preliminary report ”

Local estimates from Canadian offiaals, based on utiUty meters 
and postal deliveries, indicate the 3,258 prelimianry census report 
with a 2.000 count difference.

Hemphill County is estimated by ofFicials as having a I'lial 
population of 5.500, the city of Canadian is listed as 4.500 to 5,000 
population..

White Dieer City Councilmen found the preliminary census report 
for their city fairly accurate The report concluded that the 1910 
papulation had increased by 100 persons. In 1970 the population was 
listed as 1093, and in I9M the report lists 1201.

There may be a credibility crisis for the census as a percentage of 
the populati^on refuses to complete the forms

"People in the Panhandle cities have been moat cooperative,” 
Soule said. "Can you imagme trying to compute a correct count in 
Houston or San Antonio?”

A census evaluation in the National Review magazine examined 
the possibility of Northeastern cities trying to gain the highest 
population estim ates possible. With congressional and dMrict 
representation based on the census reports, a  lo a  of population may 
mean less representation With the trend of populace movk« to the 
South, Northern strongholds on the political scene could be 
weakened

A Mideastera Ohio city manager B. Thiel said of the preliiidnary 
report for his community, “We can i argue with the prcUnriiMBy 
report. We have lost population nundtera.”

"In the last three years we have seen a lo«  of about 3,000 peiaam. 
The basis of this loss may be from several reasons, (ttvorcaa, smallir
households. cHmatc. and economic condUona.” Thdl sMd.

"So the lower figure comes dose," he said.
Final census counu are  due O ct 1, MO.
"Aflsr the final count, we have no recourse as to correelkM ."

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Texas weather

The current Texas heat wave today became the worst heat 

wave ever in the Dallas-Fort Worth area as the mercury climbed 
past the 100-degree mark for the 26th consecutive day.

A National Weather Service spokesman said in the old record 
heat wave of 25 consecutive days of temperatures over 100 the 
average daily tem perature was 104.5 degrees, compared with the 
current average through Thursday of 107.2.

The reading at Dallas-Fort Worth was expected to reach 107 or 
106 today, forecasters said

Both Dallas and Wichita Falls recorded 108 Thursday and 
several Texas cities had readings above 100.

Forecasts called for a few scattered thunderstorms in Southeast 
Texas and in the mountains of Southwest Texas. The remainder of 
the state was to have clear skies and continued hot temperatures.

Highs today were to range from around 90 along the coast to 
near 108 in North Central Texas and in the Big Bend area of 
Southwest Texas.

A few light showers were reported in the El Paso area shtxlly 
after midnight, but the scattered severe thuixlerstorms reported 
in Southeast Texas Thursday night died out long before dawn

There were no immediate reports of rainfall amounts from 
Southeast Texas.

A few clouds were reported early today along the upper Texas 
coast and in far West 'Texas, but the remainder of the state had 
clear skies and rather warm temperatures.

Early morning tem peratures were mostly in the 70s and 80s 
Extremes ranged from 62 at Marfa and 69, at Dalhart to 87 at 
Dallas-Fort Worth

Firestone wins orders against government
MARSHALL, Texas (A P) — A federal judge said he would issue a 

written order today prohibiting the government from canceling 
contracts with Firestone Synthetic Rubber and Latex Co.

U.S. District Judge Robert M. Parker issued a verbal order 
Thursday in his Beaumont. Texas, court against the Departments of 
Labor and Justice. H esaid he would sign a preliminary injunction or 
temporary restraining order here today.

He also set a hearing Aug. 28 in the court of U.S. District Judge Joe 
Fisher in Beaumont

The order prevents the government from canceling contracts or 
notifying contractors about the company's alleged non-compliance 
with federal hiring practices.

The company, a division of Firestone Tire and Rubber Co., filed a 
suit in Beaumont Thursday seeking a temporary restraining against 
Lalxr Secretary Ray Marshall and Weldon J, Morgeau, director of 
the U.S. Office of Federal Contract Compliance.

The suit asks that the pair be enjoined from canceling government

contracts with Firestone or declaring Firestone ineligible for future 
contracts

The suit also asks that the government refrain from notifying its 
departments or other government contractors of Firestone’s alleged 
non-compliance with affirmative action programs.

Documents filed with the court said Firestone stood to lose at least. 
$16.7 million in government contracts if the injunction was not 
granted.

The government's allegations date to 1977, when it found the* 
company in violation of federal hiring practices at its Orange, Texas, 
plant.

After an onsite review by the Office of Federal Contract* 
Compliance, that office and the Labor Department issued an ' 
administrative complaint that Firestone failed to specify remedies it'* 
was taking to correct the affirmative action problems.

Firestone called the government's actions “unconstitutional and 
unreasonable, arb itrary  and capricious.''

Agencies coordinate relief effort^
DENTON, Texas (AP) — Warning that the worst may be yet to 

come, officials from II federal agencies met here to coordinate 
efforts to bring economic relief to residents of five heat plauged and 
drought stricken southwestern states

Thursday's meeting at the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency Region VI headquarters was the first of tiuee planned for 
potential drought areas in the United States.

The region includes all of Oklahoma, Missouri, Kansas, and 
Arkansas, paart of Louisiana and Iowa, and the northeastern half of 
Texas

“Even though we already have been suffering from an intense 
wave the worst may be yet to come.” said Dale Milford, the region 
VI director, warning that the traditionally torrid month of August 
was still ahead.

"President Carter is very concerned about the extreme heat 
conditions that a re  now present over a large part of the United 
States," said Milford

“The president feels we should not wait until we are in the midst of 
emergency conditions before gearing up to combat them."

Milford said his agency has organizied a task force to coordinate 
the effort of the 11 agencies in granting relief to farmers, ranchers 
and businessmen, and to report to Carter.

The federal government representatives included Greg Shuler of 
the White House domestic policy board; Dick Sanderson of the 
FEMA: Robert Holiday of the Administration of Aging; Mike 
Massey of the Small Business Administration, Robert Livezey of the 
National Weather Service; Roger Sandman of the Agriculture 
Department.

Other federal representatives included Gerald Newcomb of the 
Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service; William 
Krause of the Farm ers Home Administration; Dennis Welliver of the 
Federal Crop Insurance Corp.; h^om (hotter of the Community 
Services Administration; and Mary Jane Cronin and Fred Kelley of 
the Department of Health and Human Services. .

Samlman said Carter has asked the Agriculture Department to ' 
give him a weekly update on the drought and its effects, but that 
USDA involvement will depend on how severe the drought is and how 
long it lasts.

Because harvest times in the affected agricultural areas is a few 
months away, he said, state agencies would be ill advised to file for 
relief now but instead should wait until after harvest time so an 
accurate measure of damage can be made.

Livezey of the weather service predicted hotter temperatures and 
less than normal rainfall for a large area of the United States, 
extending from southern Iowa to southern Texas.

Livezey said the hot weather has remained so long over the 
southwestern parts of the United States because the jet stream, 
which pushes cool air along the northern tier of states, is stronger^ 
aixl the cool a ir is not blowing southward as it ordinarily does.

Additionally, he said, southerly winds are blowing from the arid . 
Southwest instead of the Gulf of Mexico, inhibiting the formation of . 
thunderstorms.

Between the northern jet stream and the southerly winds is a  high * 
pressure system that covers most of the Southwest and central • 
portions of the country, Livezey said

Livezey said this combination is a "rare event. ”

n te  sudden surge doesn't indicate a crisis, yard marketing 
specialist Bill McGowan said. He added. "If the weather stays like 
this another month, we'll have a real critical stress condition."

A beef sell-of now would trigger an immediate dip in consumer 
prices as supply grows, but that means less beef later, and less beef 
later could mean highk nd shortages when the drought breaks, said 
Oklahoma State economist John Ikerd 

"It's the bits and pieces that add up on you all of a sudden. " said 
Steve Dittmer, executive director of the Nebraska Beef Industry 
Fbundation.
* “You have a little death loss, around 1-2 percent You have trouble 
with (weight) gains — cattle don't eat likethey normally would Then 
they aren't grading and yielding as well when you send them to the

And it's increasingly expensive to feed the cattle sent to the 
feedlots The price of corn has jumped 20 to 30 cents a bushel in the 
last 30 days, said Tommy Beall, research director of Cattle-Fax, the 
marketing arm of the National Cattlemen's Association in Denver 

The com crop — in the critical reproductive stages in the major 
producing states of Iowa, Illinois and Indiana — may suffer unless 
the weather improves.

Feedlot opera to rs in eastern  Nebraska have reported 
larger-than-normal death losses and say their cattle are  not putting 
on enough weight. So rather than continuing to feed an aninial who 
won't eat. the critter is sent to market for slaughter.

And if things are bad in the lots, they 're worse on the open ranges 
In Texas, where the heat wave got its start a month ago. there was 
only 50-60 percent of the grass normally available to feed cattle,

In Kansas, auction officials reported up to 90 percent more cattle 
on the block than in early summer sales as herds were forced off the 
usually lush Flint Hills pastures

The monthly USDA cattle-on-feed report, due out late today. coiHd 
show a second-quarter drop of 12 percent from a year ago. traders 
believe. The report will list cattle-on-feed as of July 1. No figures will 
be available on the movement of cattle in the last two weeks.

Coasting toward disaster

None of the country's great natural 
resources is more valuable — or more 
threatened — that the beaches, bays, 
aetuariae and wetlands that stretch for 
more than 100,000 miles along the Great 
Lakae and the Atlantic. Pacific and Gulf

Because the sea historieally has provided 
man with ah abundant supply of food, 
ancient tranaportation lanes and spiritual 
rejuvenation, the coast always has been a 
m ajo r cen te r of population and 
commercial activity.

Approximately W percent of the nation's 
m drt population now is concentrated in 
counties bordering the shoreline, but by the

end of the current decade 7S percent of all 
Americans probably will be crowded into 
the coastal sane.

Ihe task of providing goods and services 
to that burgeoning population ahgeady has 
produced akwg the coast every imaginhble 
form of residential, commercial and 
industrial devetopment.

ffiglHise condominiums stretch from 
Ocean City. Md. to Marina del Rey, CaU. 
PIxa p arlm  abound from Biloxi, Miss, to 
Seaside. Ore. Nuclear power stations ring 
the shore from Wiscasset, Maine to Avila 
Beach, Calif.

But much of that development has 
obscured if not obliterated the scenic 
grandeur and sensual pleasure unique to 
the coast. Just west of here in Malibu, 
Calif., for example, wall-to-wall beach 
homes owned by the wealthy few prevent 
everyone else from gaining even a glimpse 
of the ocean

Only 2 percent of the nation's shoreline is 
publicly owned, while in Florida less than 1 
percent of the coastal area is devoted to 
pidrUc parks and recreation. "You can't go 
to the beach unless you register in a hotel,*' 
s a y s  o n e  s u p p o r t e r  of th e

Washington-based Coastal Alliance.
In o t t e  reghms of the country, fertile 

deltas and m arshlands have been 
contaminated by toxic industrial wastes or 
Inadequately treated effluent. Manhlands 
hsve disappeared under pressure for 
conatniction of vacstion homes and resort 
hotels.

O ffsho re  p e tro le u m  ventures, 
commercial fishermen, vacationers, 
retires and real estate developers all have 
made compei.ag claims on the limited 
resources of a delicately balanced 
ecological system.

Periaps the worst example of mindtos 
development is Miami Beach, Fla., whose 
broad, sandy beach, once 200 to 300 feet 
wide, became a victim of the most 
intensive development of any of the 2K 
barrier islands stretching along the Gulf 
and Atlantic coasts.

At a cost of m  million to Hi milUpn to 
federal, state and local government, the 
Am^ Corps of Engineers is engaged in a 
massive beach ''nourishment” project that 
involvs pumping 14 million cubic yards of 
sand from the ocean bottom.

But even after the beach is restored.

Author George W. Hilton, p ro fesso r o f e c o n o m ic s  a t  th e  U n iv e r s i ty  of 
Cálifornia, Los .Angeles, and an  a d ju n c t s c h o la r  a t  A E I, c o n c lu d e s  th a t  
Amtrak's fundamental w eakness is it w as e s ta b l is h e d  on a  p r e m is e  
that the public would be willing to  su b s id ize  q u a l i ty  p a s s e n g e r  t r a in  
service.

Since Amtrak was estab lished  in 1971, h o w e v e r , it h a s  b ee n  u n a b le  to  
compete with the speed and conven ience of a i r l in e r s  o r  th e  lo w p r f a re s  
of buses, and never has ca rrie d  m ore th a n  o n e - th ird  of o n e  p e r c e n t  of 
the nation's inter-city traffic . D uring its  f i r s t  e ig h t  y e a r s  of e x i s te n c e ,  • 
Amtrak's deficits have risen from  $22 m illio n  in  1971 to  $543 m ilio n  la s t  
year, for total losses of $2.5 billion, H ilton r e p o r ts .

The study, entitled "A m trak : T he N a tio n a l R a i l r o a d  P a s s e n g e r  
Corporation." sees little hope for e v e r  g e t t in g  p a s s e n g e r  t r a i n s  on a 
sound economic basis, because of the  la b o r- in te n s iv e  n a tu r e  tff r a i l r o a d  
operations. A m trak 's costs av e ra g e  22.3 c e n ts  p e r  p a s s e n g e r - m ile .  At 
an average fare of 8.3 cen ts per m ile , A m tra k  lo se s  14 c e n ts  e v e r y  t im e  
it carries a passenger one m ile, H ilton c a lc u la te s .  B u s e s  h a v e  b e e n  a b le  
to remain profitable with av e rag e  co s ts  of 4.9 c e n ts  p e r  p a s s e n g e r  m ile , 
as have airlines with an av e rag e  cost of 7.9 c e n ts .

As a dram atic exam ple of how c o m m e r c ia l  je t  a i r l in e r s  h a v e  
supplanted rail transporta tion  over the lo n g e r ro u te s ,  H ilto n  d is c lo s e s  
“a single stretched DC-8 a irc ra f t  u sed  by D e lta  A ir l in e s  b e tw e e n  L os 
Angeles and A tlan ta  p ro v e d  c a p a b l e  o f t u r n i n g  in  m o re  
passenger-miles per year than  the e n t ire  A tla n tic  C o a s t L in e  R a ilr o a d , 
the dominant railroad in E as t C o ast-F lo rid a  p a s s e n g e r  o p e r a t io n s .”  

Amtrak was created  by an a c t of C o n g re ss  in 1970 a s  a n  a t t e m p t  to 
re\’c rse th e  trend toward declin ing p a s s e n g e r  t r a in  r id e r s h ip .  I t  w as  
beset by difficulties from the beg inn ing , a s  th e  new  p u b lic  c o r p o r a t io n  
had to sort out the m any com peting  an d  o ften  in e f f ic ie n t  r o u te s  a n d  
upgrade the deteriorating equipm  e n t .

Only in the congested N ortheast C o rr id o r, w h ich  a c c o u n ts  fo r 55 to 60 
percent of its total ridership, has A m trak  b een  a b le  to  ho ld  its  o w n . On 
the New York-Washington rou te , for e x a m p le ,  A m tr a k  a c c o u n ts  fo r 40 
percent of all rail and a ir  tra ff ic  by u sing  i ts  c o n v e n ie n t  M e tro l in e r s ,  
but even that route loses m ore th a n  $7 on e v e ry  p a s s e n g e r ,  a c c o r d in g  to  

, Hilton.
Hilton also docum ents the fa ilu re  o f A m tra k  to  r e s to r e  p re v io u s  

levels of railroad service. " A m tra k 's  B ro a d w a y  L im ite d  v ia  th e  f o rm e r  
Pennsylvania Railroad m ain line re q u ire s  a b o u t 20 h o u r s  to  p ro v id e  a 
trip made for many y ea rs  a t a s ta n d a rd  16-hour s c h e d u le ,”  he n o te s .

minutes longer westbound and th re e  h o u rs  lo n g e r  e a s tb o u n d  th a n  th e  
B&O's steam locomotives took in the  e a r ly  1950s "

Two argum ents put forth for tra in  s e rv ic e  a r e  fu e l e f f ic ie n c y  a n d  
safety: Hilton contends th a t these  a r e  no t p e r s u a s iv e .  H e c i te s  
congressional figures showing th a t t r a in s  a r e  o n ly  m a r g in a l ly  m o re  
fuel-efficient than autom obiles based  on p r e s e n t  lo a d  f a c to r s  — 44.4 
passenger miles per gallon v ersu s 44 for a u to s  — a n d  f a r  le s s  e f f ic ie n t  
than buses, which dem onstrate  an e ff ic ie n c y  of 129.1 p a s s e n g e r - m ile s  
per gallon. Only a i r l in e s  a re  s ig n if ic a n t ly  w o rs e ,  w ith  26.7 
passenger-miles per gallon.

The late Sen. Ev. Dta-ksen said it: “A 

button here and a billion there and the first 
thing you know you are talking real 
money!''

Ainerica's worldwide welfare program 
now sends money to a lot of nations which 
are eoonomicaly better off than we are.

United States taxpayers are actually 
anding foreign aid to some oil-rich OPEC 
oountriM.

And that's not all.
U. S. money and weapons are frequently 

to he found on both sides of a war; India 
¿Jid Paktotnn, Ethiopia versus Somalia. 
Tanzania and Uganda, Algeria and
Morocco.

In almost all countries receiving 
American foreign aid the money does not 
go to the peasants -  it goes to the 
government. Often they are governments 
which purposely impoverish their subjects 
with forcible odlecti'’ization.

The recipient government -  frequently a 
dictatorship -  uses our money to increase 
its own patronage and power.

The proclaimed purposes of foreign aid 
are to help feed the hungry and help expand 
the productivity of backward peoples.

Instead, it tends to encourage and 
perpetuate imprudent economic policies.

Again -  official American foreign aid 
does not go to poor people; it goes to their 
rulers.

Our politicians tell us that we must 
perpetuate foreign aid to Third World 
nations to keep them from drifting to the 
left; ending \ip under Soviet dominatian. 
That isouUight misrepresentation.

A large and growing proportion of our 
foriegn  aid is tunneled  through 
international agencies ~ agencies utterly 
unconcerned with our political interesU.

For 15 years, it seem s, affluen t New C a n a a n  r e s id e n ts  h a v e  b e e n  
letting poor children from  su rro u n d in g  c o m m u n i t ie s  sw im  in th e i r  
pools. But this year, the o rg an iza tio n  sp o n so r in g  th e  a r r a n g e m e n t  
applied for governm ent m oney to h e lp  p a y  th e  c o s t o f th e  c h i ld re m 's  
hinch. "We really d idn 't need th e  food m o n e y ,”  th e  d i r e c to r  s a id .  B ut 
"the money was there, so we ap p lied  fo r i t . ”

Ih e  hot and dry weather has 
not Caused pan ic '  selling of 
liveatock, but Brown reported 
ranchers are trimming their 
operations to meet the declining 
(xnditians on the range.

“Conditions across the state 
have apparently  caused no 
massive sales so far, but if rains 
do not come by Aug. 1, we will 
p robably  h av e  in c re a se d  
marketings of older cows and 
even some basic breeding 
slock,” Brown said.

"There have been a few 
scattered rep o rts  of cattle 
deaths due to the weather. 
'Htfre are always a few from 
age. disease, and predators, but 
ranchers are not going to just 
let cattle die if they can prevent 
it. They will reduce their herds 
to* num bers the grass and 
supp lem en tal feeding will 
carry,” Brown said.

Poultry deaths in Texas are 
slowing down A survey showed 
Texas has had 927.000 broiler 
dertths and 46.500 breeder hen 
deaths in the past three weeks

South Texas ranchers have 
suffered through a  drought that 
h u  lasted more than a year. 
Bi;poks County reported no 
pvwth in range grass for the 
past 45 days.

Greek Orthodox Archbishop Stylianos, primate of Australia and 
New Zealand, was chosen president of the 30-member Orthodox 
delegation in the reunification session held May 29 through Jime 4. 
The primate discussed the u lks. held on the Greek islands of Patinos 
and Rhodes, while he was in Atlanta for the Greek Orthodoa 
Oergy-Laity Congress

Ih e  two churches, which separated in the Great Schsm of lOM. 
have slowly begun turning toward one another, Hrst with what the 
archbishop called a "dialogue of love” beginning in the 1960s and 
later with a ' dialogue of theology” initiated about five years ago.

In technical meetings during the late 1970s it was decided the seven 
sacraments, which both churches hold in common, would be the topic 
of an initial series of talks beginning with the June session.

The reunification of about 200 million Orthodox and more than 600 
million Roman Catholics is the ultimate goal " of the dialogue, but 
Christians should not expect that within the next few years, he said.

Following discussions of the sacraments, all other ipatters of 
church doctrine and practice will be considered over a period of 
years Somewhere down the road, the primate said, delegations will 
Udcle the issues of papal primacy and infallibility, which he called 
the "crucial point" of the discussions

The June meeting, in fact, almost collapsed when a newspaper 
reported that Pope John Paul II had said papal infallibility would not 
be negotiable in the dialogues The session continued only after a 
Catholic delegate assured the Orthodox the report was misleading

Why Sunday School?
By George R. Plagenx

Three examples of the Bible illiteracy which afflict us 
today.

1) A third-grader in Sunday School was asked, like the oth­
ers in the class, to draw a picture of "What Easter Means to
M e”

He drew a picture of a man with a beard (whom he identi­
fied as Moses) rising from the grave. His caption said, “If he 
sees his shadow, there will be six more weeks of winter.”

2) A journalist started a recent article with this paragraph: 
“The Bible does not disclose what the aged Abraham said 
when Sarah, his young wife, told him she was pregnant.”

(Sarah, far from being Abraham's “young wife,” was 90
y ^ r s  old according to the Bible (Gen. 17:17) when Isaac, her 
fifn  child, was born.)

3) A Gallup Poll discovered that less than half of the gener­
al public can name up to four of the Ten Commandments.

Cou ■ “Could some of this Bible illiteracy be the fault of our Sun-
day Schools? 

If I' there is a “Crisis in the Sunday School," as the title of an 
article in A.D. 1980 magazine suggests, one of the reasons is 
that we have never got it straight in our heads what the Sun­
day School is for.

Is it, as one churchman says, to “teach moral decision-mak­
ing from a theological perspective?" Or, as somebody else 

I to understand how they experience the 
realities of their faith in their daily activities?” Is it to “tell
says, to “lead children I

the story of what God has done and what his plan is for the 
world?"

Whatever it is, the Sunday Schools after 200 years do not 
appear to have gotten their act together Despite their use of 
multi-media techniques and millions of dollars spent on cur­
riculum materials, it may still be true, as Life magazine said 
a generation ago, that Sunday School is “the most wasted hour 
of the week ”

The old-time learning of Bible stories and memorization of 
Bible verses have been discarded at great cost in favor of
"trendier” approaches to religious education 

I would like to recommend thai rents of Sunday School- 
“What You Owe Yourage children read a book entitl 

Child,” by Willard L. Sperry.
He was dean of Harvard Divinity School in 1933 when he 

was asked to speak to a Junior League gathering of 700 hus­
bands and wives in New York on the subject of tbe religious 
instruction of their children. This book is its outcome.

I mainly recommend the chapters on “Memorizing the 
Classics” and “Teaching the Bible'^^to parents.

Sperry lakes issue with those who say there is little or no 
use in compelling a child to read or memorize material which 
is so far in advance of his experience that he cannot under­
stand it.

What we are saying to our children, he says, when we tell 
them of the religious experiences of people in the Bible is, 
“This is the meaning of certain things which may some day
happen to  you ” 

I t is a great help in maturity, says Sperry, to “have in 
memory, available at call,«classical statements of human 
experience. They enable you to identify what has happened to 
you in a major moment of your life.”

The same goes for our having committed portions of the 
Psalms to memory

“When you are at your wit's end,” says the Harvard dean, 
"with a problem that will not be solved, you can quiet your 
mind wonderfully by saying over what you remembm of those 
lines. The purely mechanical repetition is in itself tranquiliz- 
ing and the meaning of the words, insofar as you think of 
them, is reassuring"

Decorative furniture fin is h in g
can be learned without great 
difficulty by the individual 
without unusual artistic talent. 
After taking a few courses, stu­
dents learn how to create their 
own decorative furniture.

Isabel O’Neil first put paint­
brush to furhiture when she 
was 12 years old. She painted 
roses all over her bedroom fur­
niture. Instead of receiving the 
expected scolding from her 
mother, she was complimented. 
Her mother liked the effect so 
well, she asked Isabel to deco­
rate the dining-room consoles.

This prophetic early direction 
was abandoned and Ms. O’Neil 
went off to Skidmore College 
and to Yale University Art 
School. She was going to be a 
painter.

"But when I realized that I 
was never going to be Matisse, 
1 dropped it,” she recounted. 
After abandoning her goal to be 
a painter, she was at loose 
ends. She decorated a few nurs­
eries, including her own child’s. 
She handpaint^  a piano for the 
Danish Embassy in Washing­
ton. She embellished the furni- 
tiu'e in a nursery school.

Eventually, through decora­
tor Jam es Amster, she got a 
chance to take over a small 
custom furniture-decorating 
business in New York. Her 
work was to provide custom 
finishes for furniture.

"I had no training, except for 
art training. So I was willing to 
experiment. I literally crawled 
through New York museums, 
getting down on my hands and 
knees when the museum guards 
weren’t looking, to see what

was going on with the furni­
ture,” she recalls.

As knowledge of her abilities 
spread by word of mouth, she 
was asked to write a senes of 
articles describing the craft of 
the painted finish.

She covered such subjects as 
distressing, creating pretend 
mineral f i i ^ e s  with paint, gil­
ding, lacquering and trompe 
I’oeil decorating in articles in 
House & Garden Magazine. 
These articles spread her name 
and created more interest in 
the work she was doing.

Starting in 1935, she began to 
take a little time off from her 
own work to teach. She found 
time to write the definitive 
work on the subject and her 
book, “The Art of the Painted 
Finish for Furniture and Deco­
ration” came out in 1971.

“In the early 1970s, I tight­
ened my belt and decided to 
o p n  a school to teach full 
time,” she says.

She directs the work of the

Isabel O’NeU Studio Workshop. 
A variety of classes is given 
from October through June at 
the school.

A basic seven-week course is 
the prerequisite to advanced 
work. But each June, an accel­
erated version of the course is 
given to meet the needs of indi­
viduals who travel to New York 
specifically to take the class.

llie  Isabel O’Neil Foundation 
for the Art of the Painted Fin­
ish has just been founded. The 
non-profit organization will be 
the repository for the materials 
on the art of the painted finish 
which she has collected for 
many years.

He sold his 
U.S. interests in 1964 for |3  
million to John Y. Brown, now 
governor of Kentucky, and 
Jack Massey. He gave the 
Canadian company to a chari­
table foundation.

KFC Corp. grew rapidly. 
More than 3,500 franchised 
and company-owned stores 
were in worldwide operation 
when Heublein Inc. acquired 
KFC Corp. in 1971 for $285 
million.

Sanders says be had a fall­
ing out with Brown over the 
sale of KFC. There were law­
suits that ended with an out- 
of-court settlement in 1975. 
KFC says it was $1 million; 
other sources say $2 million.

Sanders still visits many 
KFC franchises each year, 
overseeing his recipe. He 
teaches young people how to 
make his “chicken fixin’s” 
(gravy, potatoes and such) at 
KFC restaurants.

He always wears one of his 
40 to 50 distinctive white 
suits, some heavier for winter.

“It is a last remnant of neighborliness."

“Well, a town needs a liars’ bench.
“When word got out the following spring what 

had happened, a woman over at Fishers called 
and said she had an old pew she would let us 
have. That’s the one you see there now.

“It would be mighty hard to go through a 
summer in Cicero without a liars’ bench.”

And that’s the truth.

It’s a gargantuan task — one 
that will tax the judgment of 
every man sitting on the august 
panel.

The Latin motto of the 
Olympic Games is "cithis, 
a l t ius ,  f o r t i u s ”  which,  
translated, means “ faster, 
higher, stronger" Under the 
modern format, this could be 
enlarged to read "bigger, 
ooatlier, more political, more 
frustrating.”

Braniff refused to disclose the number of employees it expects to 
place on leave; those currently on leave or those put on leave last

Ifficheal Kaescr, director of public information for Braniff. said the 
manbers are “variable” and will be affected by the “traffic 
Mtuation.”

In a statement issued Wednesday. Braniff said it will “have a 
requirenMnt for fewer personnel in September as the summer peak 
season ends and the fall and winter schedules are adjusted to 
seaaonal traffic demand, which also is heing affected by the 
recession in the national economy ."

Ihe Dallas-based airline said flight attendants would be "offered 
special leaves of absence, retaining travel privileges and seniority .” 

In addition, “surplus pilots” will be put on leaves of absence with 
the same privileges so the carrier can “meet the required staffing 
levels."

August o il production  
factor at 100 percent

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas Railroad Commission

The production factor has been at 100 percent in most of the state 
every month except three since April 1V72.

Trauma unit treats 
now, diagnoses later

BALTIMORE (AP) — Doctors race agaiiut death at the Shock 
Trauma Unit at the University of Maryland hospital. Itiey treat first, 
diagnose later, knowing the fates of severe accident victims will be 
decided within 60 minutes.

So far, the Shock Trauma Unit is doing a good job. according to Dr. 
R Adams Cowley, the thorensic and cardiovascular surgery 
professor who started the trauma center a decade ago. The center 
was the first of its kind in the nation and now is being copied by other 
hospitals

“Over the years, trauma has pretty much been badly managed 1 
saw a need for a good system to save Uves," Cowley said.

And the center's life-saving percentages are favorable 
According to Dr. Alasdair Com of the Maryland Institute of 

Emergency Medical Services, about 20 deaths occur among each 100 
victims brought to the center each month.

"Thirteen will be dead on arrival and about three or four will be 
brain dead from head injuries." he said. “The other four we'll lose 
from infection "

The need for speed of treatment is helped by an agreement with the 
Maryland State Police. Through a program called Med-Evac, Shock 
Trauma has first dibs on police helicopters to carry victims to the 
center.

"We have the most efficient system in the country," Cowley 
boasted, explaining that 13 helicopters are at the center's disposal 
and four are always in the air

"Shock Trauma has first call. We've dumped the governor (from a 
Hicopter ride) five times When there's a call, they stop whatever 
they 're doing and answer the call." Cowley said 

While the action is still in the air. personnel at the Shock Trauma 
emergency room set up for the victim's arrival. Paramedics radio 
the victim's vital statistics to the center so the staff knows what to 
expect.

"Everything is set up before the victim arrives," Conn said. One of 
the first things doctors and nurses do is start intravenous feeding, he 
said

Pat Kelly, 29, a nurse in the center's three-bed emergency room, 
said severely injured patients moat often suffer from neck and head 
injuries.

“When they come in here ... we isolate the neck, even if we don't 
know whether the patient has a neck iiijury. We assume, and most 
times, K's a good thing we do." she said.

Conn said most Shock Trauma patients are from car accidents and 
the average age is 27. He said the center also gets victims of 
industrial accidents and those suffering from gunshot wounds.

Conn said Shock Trauma consumes half the blood used by the nrare 
than 25 hospitals In the city.

"We use 12,000 units of blood a year," he said. "That averages out 
to about 10 pints per patient."

Shock Trauma occupies four floors of the University of Maryland 
Hospital. In the basement is a hyperbaric chamber. Looking like a 
gigantic white sausage, the chamber is used for victims of smoke 
inhalation and other poisonous gases It simulates submerging to the 
equi valent depths of 300 feet to give patients oxygen under pressure 

Die main unM. critical care, is on the second floar. It is equivalent 
to an Intensive care unit at a regular hospital — only much more 
sophiaticated.

TTw unit has 12 beds, beside each of which is a computer terminal 
monitortaig the patient's heartbeat, temperature and four presstre 
dianneis.

In the oesiter of the room is an elevated command post where 
nunea said doctors can see all beds and conifaiter screens.

"U mt«  arc very few places srith computers this Itfge that are tied 
in «Mb the patients,” Cosin said.
