Hiroshima bombing 
recalled by survivor

SEATTLE (AP) — Gene Masanori F\ijita 
playecL'Jiooky from work 35 years ago today, 
escaping his job stacking rice by hiding in a 
makeshift bomb shelter in Hiroshima Jt was an 
incredible stroke of luck That day. Aug 6.1945. 
a  U.S B-29 dropped an atomic bomb on 
Hiroshima

The bomb exploded above the Japanese city 
with a force equivalent to 20.000 tons of TNT. 
pulverizing everything within a 2-mile radius 
About 100.000 people died that day, and the 
deaths doubled within a y ear from radioactivity

"There is no way in thgiworld to really explain 
that sight to anyone who did not experience it." 
said i-hjita. an Am erican whose family had 
returned to Jap an  on business six months before 
World War II began

“All 1 can hope is that on Aug 6. people will 
remember that man can m ake hell on this earth 
quite readily "

Fujita. then 17. was attending high school in 
Hiroshima and had been mobilized to stack rice 
in a warehouse when he decided to play hooky 

The teen-ager was uninjured in the blast but 
emerged from the shelter into a nightmare he 
still hesitates to talk about For days afterward, 
he worked a s  a medic and searched the 
incinerated rem ains of the city for his father, 
who had been a t "ground zero, ' he said 

Two days after the blast, he discovered his 
father 's motorcycle in the center of the city 

“There were charred  bones nearby We just 
picked them up and buried them assuming some 
of them could have been his There was no way to 
te l l“

The Gray County ja il facilities have received nobce 
from the Texas Commission on Jail Standards for 
non^ompliance to 14 of the state  jail standards and 
Gray County Sheriff Rufe Jordan said many of the 
requirements needed to bring the jail into compliance 
with state standards have already been made 

“We have m ade a diligent effort and made progress 
to have the G ray County jail certified," Gray County 
Sheriff Rufe Jordan  said in response to the notification 

"And we feel we will have it soon certified," he 
added

“ I think our jail will be certified in the next four or 
five months." he sa id .

State requirem ents listed as being needed to bring 
the jail into compliance with state  standards are: 

—Installation of an audible communication between 
prisoners and correction officers 

—Provision of a visiting area where the passage of 
contraband between prisoner and inmate will be 
prevented

—A p p lic a tio n  fo r  a v a rian ce  for lack of 
vandal-resistive w ater closets and lavatories 

—Installation of table and seating in dayroom area 
—Insurance of variable light levels for observation 

and custodial functions 
—Illumination of exits 
—Emergency power illumination system 
—Illuminated exit signs provided above exit doors 
-  Provision of a check list to be used with fire 

pre.entionplan
—Portable fire extinguisher documentation from the 

fire department for proper type and placement of fire 
extinguishers

—Maintenance of records for life safety plans, drills 
and equipment Inspection

—Proper recording of inmates property signed by 
the receiving officer and inm ate to be maintained in 
the inm ate's file.

—Initiation of procedures to record prisoner's 
classification information

The county jail was also notified of a need to develop 
and im plem en t w ritten plans for classification, 
m edical se rv ice s , sanitation, inmate discipline.

recreation and exercise, education and rehabilitation, 
library, inm ate privileges, female processing and 
supervision, em ergencies and fire suppression and 
prevention.

Several of the changes required in the notice of 
non-compliance have a lready  been made, the sheriff 
said

A communications system  has been installed, a fire 
prevention check list, life safety plans, dnils and 
equipment inspection records are  being maintained 
and proper records of inm ates’ property are being 
kept. Jordan said

The county jail has applied to the state commission 
on jail standards for several variances to the state 
requirements, he said

'The variances will be considered at the Aug 15 
meeting of the commission, he said, and the county 
sheriff's departm ent will be notified immediately 
aft ei wards

"There a re  about seven m ajors (standards) we need 
to correct,'' Jordan said

The jail has been instructed by the commission to 
provide a visiting area  constructed to prevent the 
passage of contraband between an inmate and a 
visitor

Jordan said he has applied for a  variance to this 
request “There is alw ays an officer p re sen t." he said, 
“a i^  the inm ate is searched and shook down for any 
contraband objects before he re-enters the w a rd "

The commission recom m ended that the county apply 
for a variance on the lack of vandal-resistive water 
closets and lavatories

“The water closets and lavatory fixtures were put in 
the jail when it was built 50 years ago," the sheriff said 
“When they wear out, we will replace them with 
fixtures according to the s ta te 's  specifications"

A table and seat will be installed in the women's 
ward, he said, which should comply with the request 
for table and seating area  in the d^ignated  dayroom 
area.

Light levels will be installed in the hallways soon, he 
said These will also be used as emergency power for 
light until em ergency power units can be installed, he 
added

Jordan said he expected the emergency units to be 
placed in the jail within a year

“We have asked for a variance on the illumination of 
exits." he said

The fire departm ent has inspected the jail numerous 
times. Jordan said. An evacuation plan has been 
developed in which prisoners can be evacuated in six 
minutes

The sheriff has letters from the fire department 
instructing where fire extinguishers can be placed and 
recommending that the extinguishers be marked when 
they were last checked

The jail has w ater hoses in the facility "in case of a 
small fire." Jordan said If the fire was larger, he 
added, the city fire departm ent is located two blocks 
from the jail Supervised by a jailer at all times, the 
facility is also equipped with s m ^ e a la rm s  

“Security, sanitation and safety are basically what 
you need to operate a j a i l t h e  sheriff said 

“ I believe we have the best operated facility in the 
s ta te "

“ It's notin bad shape a t a ll."  he said "Itispam tedin 
its entirety every 15 to 18 months." he said, adding the 
jail was sprayed for insects twice a  month by a local 
spraying service and cleaned daily by the inmates 

“We do not have color television or that kind of 
stuff." he said, "and I don't want any of th a t"

"We don’t want to m olly<oddle our prisoners. " he 
said, “but we want them to live like human beings "

A shower and lavatory is provided in each ward, he 
said, the prisoners a re  fed three times a day — never 
going over 12 hours without food, they are provided 
with clothing if they rem ain  in jail over 72 hours, and 
are allowed to m ake phone calls

The privileges received by the prisoners are allowed 
according to their conduct, the sheriff said 

"They (the prisoners) write their own tick e ts ." he 
said, “ if they are  good then anything within reason is 
made available

"If they are  not, then they do what we say they are to 
do, "headded

Women prisoners a re  searched by Judy Roland, a 
certified m atron jailer, he said 

Inmates a re  segregated, he said "In other words, 
the young folks (age 17 to 20) are  kept from the 
convicted felons and ex-convicts awaiting legal 
procedures." he said.

London Iranians go on hunger strike

T here w as no im m ediate 
public reaction from Ayatollah

Ruhollah Khomeini's regim e to 
the release of Iran ians in the 
United States

Their detention and alleged 
m istreatm ent had sparked calls 
in Tehran for retaliation against 
Iran's 52 Am erican hostages 
Tehran Radio said Monday the 
Iran ian  P arliam en t speaker 
announced the debate on the 
hostages would be postponed

and judicial officials would be 
a s k e d  to  b e g i n  t r i a l  
p r e p a r a t i o n s  f o r  t h e  
Americans, now in their 277th 
day of captivity 

Reached by telephone from 
London, one of the  Moslem 
m ilitan ts holding th e  U S  
Embassy in Tehran said they 
were aware that the Iranian 
detainees had been set free in

the United States, but refused 
comment

" W e ’ re  n o t a n s w e r in g  
questions." he said, but he 
indicated there may be a formal 
statement Thursday

Although the Texas coastline has escaped a hurricane for a decade 
since Celia killed II people and wreaked a record $453 million in 
damage on Aug 3. 1970. each year preparedness officials say luck 
may be running out

With Hurricane Allen — called potentially one of the most 
destructive of the century — churning toward the Gulf of Mexico, 
officials again sounded the alarm  that such a powo'ful storm could 
bring a “ real d is a s te r " to the Texas coast 

“We would have property dam age in the millions and millions. 
Depending on where it hit and the amount of time to get people out. 
loss of Ufe could be significant." said Calhoun County building 
in^iector Donald Ragin of Port LaVaca 

"I don't want to  be a panic crier, but nonetheless the possibility is 
there. "Ragin said "P ra y  the Lord it doesn't happen "

Port LaVaca was struck by 175 mile per hour winds that killed 34 
persons, injured 465 and caused 1300 million in damage when 
Hurricane C arta whistled through in 1961 It and other coastal areas 
have grosvn both in population and property values since then 

In cooperation with the  Texas ciwstal and Marine Council. Ragii 
has authored a set of tougher hurricane building regulations which 
he will submit in October as amemknents to the Southern Building 
Code, the one enforced in most Texas coastal cities 

Btd with Allen in the  C aribbean pointed toward the Gulf. Tuesday 
he lamented that the Texas Legislature hasfor years rejected efforts 
to give counties authority  to enforce building codes outside city 
limits

"In wiincorporated a rea s of Texas." he said, "people can build a 
house of m atchsticks. w ire it with lamp cord and put in plumbing 
with garden hose and th e re 's  nothing any govemmenud agency can 
do about it.”

C u tis  Brown, head of the Coastal Marine Council's Hurricane 
Awareness Program , said the "w orst places to be" should one of the

giant s to rm s a p p ro ac h  would be Galveston County. Port 
Aransas-Mustang Island and South Padre Island, all of which have 
been struck by hurricanes during the 1900s

Escape routes in those low-lying areas. Brown said in Austin, are 
cut off by high w ater long before the storm hits.

Civil Defense officials said they have never let down their guard 
since Celia, the most destructive storm in dollars in U.S. history, 
roared ashore a t Corpus Christi almost exactly 10 years ago. But 
Ragin and other officials expressed concern that citizens who never 
have experienced one of the huge cyclones might not take hurricanes 
seriously

“If the announcement were made to get the heck out and if they 
would sit on their hands, say let's have a hurricane party." the 
possibility exists for a real d isaster." R agn said, noting a  15- to 
aO-foot tidal wave w ashes away buildings or undercuts their 
foundations on b a rrie r islands.

John Caswell, assistan t Civil Defense director for Houston, said 
only low-lying a reas there  would be evacuated, but he worried 
whrther all people would heed the warnings.

“Some of the people a ren 't going to pay attention." Caswell said 
"n ie  socalled  hurricane veterans that went through Carta think 
they know what a hurricane is. But Caria was no example of a bad 
huiricane” because Houston only saw its gale winds.

At South Padre  Island, which has grown into a  bustling resort 
dotted with gleam ing condominhims and luxury hotels since 
Beulah's 136-mile per hour winds whistled through on Sept 18.1967, 
fire departm ent spokewoman Loretta Lbiefaerger said everyone 
would have to be evacuated.

If they refused to leave, she said, they would be asked to sign a 
form releasing the town from responibiU ty for their safety.

"We won’t have a problem  with the tourists," she said. " I t 's  our 
own people who think they can  ride it o u t"

In Austin, spokesm an David Weiis of the Texas Division of 
Disaster Em ergency Service, said continuous hurricane awareness

meetings and dn ils of Civil Defense teams along the coast had kept 
them as well p repared  a s  hum ans can be for nature's most powerful 
storms

“ Right now w e’re keeping an eye on it (Allen), getting tracking 
reports." Wells said. " I t 's  still extremely early to tell what it's going 
to do as fa r a s  Texas We understand there is still the possibility it 
could go any num ber of w a y s"

But Galveston Civil Defense coordinator Bill Brady was worried 
about the m am m oth storm .

"T hat's the hurricane  of the century." he said of Allen "A hell of a 
big tornado is what you've got If such a storm threatened us. 
everyone that can leave the a rea  should get out There's no telling 
what it would do "

Brady said Galveston County's 250.000 residents, plus 40.009 
off-shore drilling platform  workers would have to lea ve

Brown said “ the worst posssible case" would be for a strong 
hurricane to hit the densely populated area around south Galveston 
Island up that corridor to  Houston

"The fact is that is the  highest populated area It would increase 
tides hi the northern portion of Galveston Bay affecting Hairis, 
Chambers and G alveston Counties.

Caswell said Houston's countless glass structures could stand up to 
high winds, but not the  debris carried  by the wimk

"Not one glass window will stand up to a six-by-cight board flying 
through it,”  he said

Fhrecasters a t the National Hurricane Center in Miami called 
Allen a "one-in -a-cen tury  type storm" capable of massive 
destruction Yet the  strongest hurricanes may not always be the 
m ist deadly, they said.

The hurricane th a t killed between 6JOO and 1,000 in GaiveMan in 
1900 packed winds clocked a t  05 and estimated a t 130 miles per hour. 
But Galveston Island w as inundated by a IVfoot tidal wave and every 
single building sustained dam age. -

Iranians released after

NEW YORK (AP) — Nearly 200 Iranian demonstratars. whose 
detention brought th rea ts  of reprisals against the U S. hostages in 
Tehran, paid respects to a portrait of the Ayatollah Khomeini after 
they were released by officials who determined they were in the 
country legally.

After finally giving their nam es to officials. 171 Iranian men were 
taken Tuesday night from a  federal prison in Otisville to an Idam ic 
Center in the New York City borough of Queens. They were joined 
there by 20 Iran ian  women who had beat detained in a  Manhattan 
federal corrections facility .
"Some youths in a crowd of about 50 Queens residents shouted “Let 
our people go’’ a s  the Iran ians passed One youth was arrested after

an egg was thrown a t an  atto rney  for the demonstrators.
At the center, the  Iran ian s paid respects to a  portrait of Ayatollah 

Ruhollah Khomeini and alleged that tliey had been “beaten, tortured 
and kidnapped" during th e ir detention, which began July 27 with a 
demonstration in W ashington.

Several displayed black  and blue m arks they said came from 
Miackles and one showed stitches in his head. U.S. officials have 
denied charges of m istreatm ent.

Those released  included th ree  who had been hospitalized because 
of a  hunger strike. The Iran ians stayed at the center for several 
hours after a  30-minute p ray er service and then began to leave in 
■nail groups, apparen tly  for the homes of area Iranians. Some 
stayed in the cen ter overight.

Mixed-drink revenue for city,
Gray G)unty released by state

Gray County received over $2.000 in revenue from the mixed drink 
sales tax for the second quarte r of 1900, according to a  release from 
the state com ptroller’s office.

According to sta te  records. Gray County received a  15 percent 
remittance from the s ta te  in theam ountof ¿,268.19. The total county 
tax revenue was $15,121.26 for the  three month period from April to 
June 1980.

Pam pa’s sh a re  of the rem ittance totaled $1,534.27, while a  total of 
$10,228.48 tax w as paid by the city’s mixed drink vendors.

The sale of m ixed drinks in Texas during the second quarter 
pushed the yearly  total for the first six months to nearly a  haif-biilion 
dollars. State Com ptroller Bob Bullock said. -

The mixed drink taxes collected during the April, May and June

period totaled $23.6 million, he said. Ih e  total for the first quarter 
amounted to $22.1 million.

C hecks to ta lin g  $6.8 million have been mailed frirni the 
com ptroller's office to 209 counties and 380 cities as their share ( r f tk  
10 percent gross receip ts tax  on mixed drinks for the second quarter 

The balance of th e  m oney, $16.7 million, will be put into the state 's 
general revenue fund. ^

Texas cities and counties receive a 15 percent rebate of the tax 
collected on m ixed d rinks sold within their boundaries under the law 
that legalized m ixed drink sales.

The tax is collected by the alcoholic Beverage Commission and the 
dty-county rebates are sent out quarterly by the oonaitraller’s 
office.

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Congress anxious to repeal rule lln
B y T a m T M e

'  WASHINGTON (NBA) -  
The tim e is tomorrow. The 
acoiMmy is stack in neutral, 
unemployment is 12 percent, 
and for the first tim e thare te 
not enough money to m eet 
Social Security obligations. 
D esperately, the president 
asks Congress to transfer reg­
ular tax  revenues to the &  
system , but C ongren refuses.
'  What then?

Well, the president simply 
orders a ll Americans who own 
gold to hand it over to the 
M vem m ent a t the official 
U.S. exchange ra te  of $42 an 
ounce. He then turns around 
and sells it on the world m ar- 

' ket for, say, $600 an ounce. 
The resulting profit revives 
Social Security for a few m ore 
years.

Yes, the scenerio is fiction. 
But no, the potential is not. 
Unlikely as i t  seems, the pres­
ident — together with his 
treasury  secretary — has the 
authority to  confiscate the 
nation’s privately held gold 
stocks. No one expects the 
chief executive ever to do it, 
but if he does the law will be 
on his side.

The law is l ln  of the Feder­
al R eserve Act (12 U S. Code 
248n). It's  a little-known piece 
of legislation passed in 1933, 
when the nation was in the 
pits of the G reat Depression. 
That was the year all the 
banks were closing, and Con­
gress voted to remove gold as 
the exchange standard of U.S. 
currency.

The official price of gold a t 
the tim e was $20 an ounce. 
But everyone knew it would 
soon rise. So, fearing that 
some people would profit 
from hoarding gold and gold 
certificates. Congress gave 
the adm inistration the power 
to, in effect, confiscate all pri­
vate gold a t the $20 an ounce 
bargain rate.

The episode was later to be 
condemned as an unprece­
dented abuse of governmental 
financial authority: Shortly 
a fte r millions of Americans 
turned in their bullion, certifi­
cates and coins, the price of 
gold was revalued to $35 an 
ounce — a whopping $15 
boMt that nobody received.

Many of those who were 
short changed objected, of 
course. But the bitterness was 
dwarfed by the m ore pressing 
severities of the Depression. 
And, anywM , what was done 
was done. Once the gold had 
been appropriated, rule l ln  
becam e m erely academ ic, 
and so it was tte re a f te r  bur­
ied in the bureaucracy.

It was buried so deep, actu­
ally, that it was apparently 
forgotten. Some say the gov- 
enunen t conveniently hid it, 
but there is no evidence of 
that. E^ren in 1975, when Con­
gress thoroughly studied the 
gold Question, no one thought 
to rethink the m atter of rule 
l ln .

Then, last year, the old law 
was found, allegedly when the 
L ibrary  of Congress was 
asked to compile a list of all 
regulations relevant to the 
buying and selling of gold. 
Sen. Jesse Helms, R-N.C., was 
shocked to learn of the regula­
tion, and he and others have 
since been trying to repeal it.

The congressional a ttem pt 
has not been well publicized. 
Perhaps because a real and

im m in en t th re a t  is no t 
perceived. For example, a 
White House aide says l l n  
was a specific law for a  spe­
cific time: "No president 
would try  to seize the gold 
today — in the first place, 
peimle would not cooperate.’’

Members of Congress also 
agree the law is probably 
unenforceable. Sen. Roger 
Jepsen, R-lowa, says Am eri­
cans learned a  lesson in 1933. 
If l l n  were invoked, he claim s 
most people would put their 
bullion in tin cans, or peildle it 
through the sundry channels 
of world m arketing.

Still, Congress seems con­
vinced that the law m ust be 
repealed — m ainly becaiise 
no one wants to take any 
c h a n c e s . T h e  T r e a s u r y  
D epartm ent estim ates that 
Americans a re  now hoarding 
between 110 and 125 million 
ounces of gold, and, as Sena­
tor Helms says, rule l ln  is a t 
least a  p r o a c t iv e  th rea t to 
the stocks.

The biggest th rea t is not so 
much that the U.S. has the 
right to call gold in, but that it

c an  do so a t  w h a tev e r 
exchange ra te  it wishes. Pre>- 
ently, for exam ple, the world 
ra te  is about $600 an ounce, 
but the Treasury Departm ent 
continues to quote the govern­
m ent’s reserves a t $42.20.

DETROIT (NEA) • WUl the teal Ronald 
R aapn ytoaie stand up and identify 
Mnaair?

Is he the dvil libertarian who has 
steadfastly refused to make public his tax 
returns and other detailed flnancial 
iaformation, arguing that such disclosure 
would constitute an improper violation of 
his privacy?

Or is he the inquisitive politician who 
recently called upon a half-doxcn to a doaen 
(the numher never has been speciSed) 
potential running matee to produce their 
tax returns and financial data for his 
perusal?

In addition, Reagan requested .and 
received medical histories and arrest
records, then hired private detectives to 
oonduct further p n ^  of the would^w
Republican vice-presidential nominees.

Reagan’s d isparate approaches to 
financial diaclosurs suggmd a lack of 
Vmmetry at beat and an abundance of 
hypocrisy at worst. Even his own aides 
squirm when attempting to explain the 
dstinction between his penchant for

personal secrecy and hia curiosity about 
others’private lives.

In fact, Reagan stands virtually akne 
a m o u  presidential contenders in the 
poat-Watergate era in his rejection of the 
concept of full financial disclosure.

Ms W% opponent for the Republican 
nomination, President Ford, made his tax 
returns available for public inspection. 
Ihis year’s likely Democratic nominee. 
President C arter, has followed that 
practice for more than five years.

But if Reagan will settle for nothing less 
than an e la to a te  investigation of other's 
private lives to satisfy himsdf that there 
are no skeletons in their closets before 
selecting a Repid>lican vice-presidential 
nomine«, why won't he give the voters the 
same opportunity to assess the probable 
OOP presidential nominee?

Does Reagan have something to hide? 
For one answer to that sensitive queston, 
take a look at the curious history of the 
Yearling Row Ranch and Reagan’s skigle 
most lucrative financial transaction.

In IMl, Reagan began acquiring the 
property deep in the Saida Monica

'Mountains north of Los Angeles. After a 
decade of purchases, the main parcel — 
adjacent to 2,S00 acres owned by 1Mb 
Cntury Fox — covered Ml acres and cost 
him about MTS per acre.

But Y larling Row never could be 
mistaken for Shangri-La. The rocky 
property's principal vegetation was brown 
grass and its slope exceeded 4S degrees in 
some places. Fox used the adjoining parcel 
to sim ulate th e  d eso la te  Korean 
countryside when filming the popular 
television series “M-A-S-H."

By the mid-lMOs, estimates of the value 
of Reagan’s property ranged from fliOOto 
M,000 per acre. Bid in December IW  — 
less than two months after Reagan was 
elected governor of California — Fox 
purchased the land from him for more than 
M.OOO per acre.

Reagan bought the land for 115,000 and 
sold It for |1.9) million — an astounding 
profit even during a period when California 
real estate pricM were soaring.

The movie company, however, never had 
any real use for the additional land. In 
early 1174 — Reagan’s last year as

A lw a y s  
looking for an easy way out, p o litic ian s  o p te d  fo r e x p e n s iv e  m e d ia  
campaigns ra ther than o rgan iz ing  g r a s s r o o ts  e f f o r t s .  A fte r  a l l ,  
organizing is hard work and re q u ire s  p eo p le  to  in v o lv e  th e m s e lv e s  
voluntarily. At the sam e tim e c a m p a ig n s  w e re  b e c o m in g  e x p e n s iv e  
government was growing a t a fa s t c lip . I t w a s n ’t lo n g  b e fo re  th e  
politicians discovered a m ethod of ra is in g  c a m p a ig n  m o n e y .

TTie bigger governm ent g e ts  th e  m o re  b u s in e s s e s  a n d  o th e r  in te r e s t  
groups are willing to spend to in flu en ce  p o l i t ic ia n s . C a n  a n y o n e  b la m e ,  
for example, business for co n trib u tin g  to  a c a n d id a te  w ho w ill in th e o ry  
tax it less than his opponent? E ven  if m e n  of c o m m e r c e  d is d a in  th e  
practice, they view th is p ro tection  m o n e y  as p a r t  o f th e  c o s t  of g e t t in g  
the job done, and politicians know i t . '

The abuses of the 1972 Nixon c a m p a ig n  a r e  w ell k n o w n ; th e s e  a b u s e s  
convinced Congress to ac t. C onsisten t w ith  e v e r y th in g  e lse  C o n g re s s  
does, it ended up ripping off the ta x p a y e r s  in  th e  n a m e  of so lv in g  th e  
problem

So now the presidential ca n d id a te s  of th e  tw o  m a jo r  p a r t i e s  a r e ,  a t  
least in theory, free from the in fluence of b ig  c o n t r ib u to r s .

The Ti«oslavs, on the other hwid, were 
leas than enchanted when Carter failed to 
Mow at the Tito rites — on staled groinds 
that his crisis-management responsibilities 
neceeritated Ms remaining in Washington. 
And on unstated th a t journqdng to 
Belgrade would bring him into p o lit i^ y  
uncom fortable proximity to Soviet 
President Leonid Brezhnev when the two 
wwe not supposed to be speaking because 
efAfgtanlstan.

Tte decision not to go to Belgrade was 
widely regarded u  a tactical blunder.

Carter was criticized for handing the 
Soviets an opportunity to make pokits with 
a post-Tko Yugoslavia at the crossroads.

In that light, the Tokyo journey could be 
seen as a decision not to make the same 
mistake twice.

Possibly. But not necessarily.
Tokyo has more than enough to offer on 

its own to justify the presidential presence.
Much has been made of the fact that the 

guest list also includes China’s Hua 
Guofeng, giving Carter an opportunity to 
meet Die leader who is technically number 
one in Peking.

Probsbly too much. Carter is already 
well acquainted with the man in Pekh« 
who really runs things — Deputy Prime 
MMsIer Deng Xiaoping — and the people 
who really matter in Tokyo are the 
homefolks, not the distinguish^ visitors.

Japan is entering a new era of its 
remarkable post-war development. It has 
become the world’s third greatest 
economic power, and is adjust!^ to the 
responsibilities as such.

Hie country has just emerged from an 
election that appears to have produced 
grrater governmenUl stability than it has 
known for a generation.

It is on the verge of a significant 
iVgrading of its miUtary capabaUies and 
responsibilities, a step* of immense 
importance to the United SUtes for whom 
J a ^  is far and away the most knportmt 
ally in that sensitive region where 
American interests confront those of China 
and the Soviets.

Schools wiU admit aliens

Manson begins ‘re-entry’ 
into prison population
VACAVILLE, Calif. (AP) — Convicted murderer Charles Manson 

has begun a “controlled re-entry program” into the prison 
population as a chapel porter at (jiMnmia Medical Facility, 
aiRharitiessay.

Manson is escorted to and from the chapel area each day, prison 
spokesman Gary Straughn said Tuesday.

Manaon, 40, began serving multiple life sentences at the facility 
after his 1071 conviction for masterminding the Tate-LaBittca 
slayings.

Straughn said Manson began working six hours a day July a  unda 
aigicrviaion of the Protestant chaplain.

“He’s earned this. This is on a trial basis to give us a fed as to how 
he's being accepted by the general population,” Straughn said. “He's 
encouraged by this (job).

HOUBTON (AP) — Federal judge Woodrow 
Beals, cRlng his statewide order forcing Texas 
schools to admit illegal alien childnn. has 
thrawn out similar injunctions aganst four 
separate Houston-area school districts.

Lalar Tueaday, the Houston sdiool district said 
R would comply with the order, even though it 
had fUad an appeal.

Beals initially had told the Houstoa Goose 
OraM, Pasadena and Spring Branch school 
dMricta to allow the children to enroll, without 
paying raquirad tuRkm. BiR on Tuesday, he said 
his statewide injunction superseded those 
IndhidualruliQgs.

A tternm  for the plaintiffs had argued that 
wRhtkawmg the separate injunctions would 
makathoae districts less likely to abide by Seals’ 
order, but Beals disagreed.

"Tbe court finds that there is no danga that 
the school districts will exclude children from 
Ûm sohooto and that leaving the injunctiona in 
«tact will only serve to encumber the school 
dWricts,” Seals' ruling stated.

Within hours, Houston school superintendent 
Billy R ea^n  announced his district would begin 
enrolling illegal alien children this fall, even 
though the district liad appealed Seals' ruling.

“My feeling is we should go ahead with 
enrollment proceedings,” Reagan said, “and if 
we get an adverse ruling from the Sth Circuit 
(Gout of Appeals) we'll simply revert back to 
our procedurees of checking for youngsters' 
status.”

Suits filed against 17 districts in the state w ae 
considered in determining the constRutionality 
of the state statute barring the state from 
funding illegal alien education.

On Ju ly  21 Seals ruled that statute 
unconstitutional and ordered all public schools in 
the state to begin admitting undocumented 
children, tuition-free. Sept. 1.

Both the State of Texas and the Houston 
Independent School District have filed motions 
with the Sth U S. Circuit Qnirt of Appeals 
protesting the ruling and seeking delay of the 
Sept. 1 enrollments.

M uch h u  been written about the initiative and refer­
endum  proposal I will submit to the Legislalure in 1981.

Unfortunately, a great deal of misunderstanding re­
mains—some of it, I fear, due to deliberate efforts of 
opponems to confuse the issue.

Here is a kind of primer on the subject, which, I hope, 
may serve to clear tome of the cobwebs:

Initiative it the power of people to enact laws inde­
pendently of a legislative body. Referendum it the power 
of the people to repeal an unwanted law.

Twenty-three states already have tom e form  o f initia­
tive a n d /o r  referendum. N o state that ever has adopted 
initiative and referendum has repealed those pow en.

Polls have indicated that tom e 70 per cent o f Texans 
favor initiative and referendum. Eighty seven per cent of 
Texas Republicans who participated in a  May 3 party 
primary referendum indicated they want authority to 
initiate and repeal legislation via petition and the ballot.

A constitutional amendm ent would be required to give 
Texans that power.

Regardless of tom e cofKcm, there has been no pell- 
mell rush to pass new laws or repeal old ones in the 
I A R states. Use has been restrained.

1 feel it is important, however, that voters be given 
the powers of initiative and referendum for use in those 
situations where the legislative process refuses to respond 
lo the clear will of the majority. Particularly in the area 
of taxation and spending, citizens should have emergency 
clout to deal with an unyielding bureaucracy.

I propose a  procedure by which at least 10 per cent 
of those voting in the last gubernatorial election have to 
sign a  petition to get a recommended law on the ballot. 
The petition requirement for a constitutional amendment 
election should be a minimum of 13 per cent.

T o prevent concentration of petition powers in the 
m ajor cities, signatures should have to come from 73 
per cent of the 234 counties. And the Legislature, then, 
should have authority lo approve the petition as sub­
mitted or to offer voters an alternative version. Where 
an alternative is submitted, voters should have a choice 
at the statewide election between the original and the 
legislative option.

The U. S. Supreme Court has held that I A R c o n ­
stitutes no violation of the Republican representative 
form of government.

Legislatures still account for 99.3 per cent of all laws 
passed in the 23 stales which have I A R.

Opponents claim bad legislation, too m any issues for 
the ballot, emotional issues and ill-conceived laws are 
spawned by I A R.

The truth of the m atter is that in the 23 states using 
I A R, only 20 per cent of the issues submitted for 
initiative action get enough approving signatures to  r*  
on the ballot, and two-thirds of those which make it to 
election arc defeated. Obviously, no legislation which 
violates the state or federal constitution or federal law 
can be adopted by either initiative o r legislative routes.

N o radical initiative legislation has been approved in 
the I A  R states, regardlen  of opposition charges. Many 
of the arguments used by opponents have been raised 
throughout history against o ther expanded efforts of 
people to  control governments.

During framing of the U.S. constitution, James Madi­
son argued tyranny would result if citizens were in con­
trol of govemmenl. Thomas Jefferson countered that the 
real tyranny lay in centralized government. A compro­
mise was reached, but the election of U.S. senators by 
direct vole was not permitted for many years. Not until 
1920 did women get voting rights.

The Texas Constitution slates: “All political power is 
inherent in the people, and all free governments are 
founded on their autfiority and instituted for their bene­
f it"  Initiative and referendum will help keep that prin­
ciple alive.

Ihe youth was listed in fair condition 'Tuesday at Baptist Hospital 
fai Beaumont.

A chase began after someoiK called police from a suburban 
convenience store and said a teen-ager had stolen a pickup truck and 
was headed for a Beaumont shopping center.

Four patrol cars met the pickup on U.S. 69 near Beaumont, and 
officers said the youth abandoned the vehicle under an overpass on 
Interstate 10 and fled on foot.

In television, a new product is unique for just as long as it takes to 
imitate it. Ihe  captains of television, dedicated competitive 
capitalists for the most part, become absolutely conununal in the 
matter of original ideas.

And so it is that CBS’ “Dallas” has multiplied into so many 
Hkenesses of itself. CBS cut "Knots Landing” and "The Secrets of 
Midland Heights" from the “Dallas" prototype. NBC borrowed the 
idea for its “Flamingo Road. ”

It is noted that "Dallas' itself was not an original idea, deriving 
from television’s daytime soaps. They, in turn, extended from 
radio’s soap operas, which could probably be traced back to some 
prehistoric original thinker who was promptly devoured by his 
neighbors, the antecedents of modem TV executives.

Ihe latest incarnation of the "Dallas" idea is NBC’s “new” 
daytinnesoap opera, shamelessly titled "Texas.” It is about lust and 
p itá  among the Texas gentry — oilmen, land barons and the like.

Kilgore joins ranks 
questioning census

KILGORE, Texas (AP) — 
MHiy holuea listed by the U.S. 
CcRMW Bureau as vacant have 
beMi found to be occupied, civic 
leaden of this East Texas town 
said Tuesday as they wrapped 
ifitheir own population count.

“ It looks like the Census 
Bureau, when they were unable 
to get any contact from some 
h a m ,  Ifarted them vacant when 
they really were not,” said 
Randy Brogoitti, executive vice 
president of the Kilgore F in t 
NaUonalBank.

“Just from a cursory view, it 
looks like the census o f f ic i i  
overstated the number of 
vacant homes by one-third to 
oneJialf. The residences they

showed as vacant are not 
vacant”

Brogoitti is  head of a 
conmittee appointed by the 
Kilgore City Commission to 
oversee a challenge of the 
preliminary census tally that 
showed 10,395 residents in 
Kilgare, noted for the oilwells 
spifaikied at random throughout 
thedty.

City officials claim the 
Census Bureau figures were 
2,000 to 5,000 residents shy of the 
city's actual population, and the 
count of vacant houses was 
urealistic since the city has a 
housing shortage.

“The census bureau said 
there are 2M vacant houses in

Kilgore. The real estate people 
would like to know where t ^  
are,” BrogoitU said.

The com m ission asked 
residents to help count their 
neighbors, and Brogoitti’a 
group recruited 75 volunteers to 
record the population, number 
of houses and other pertinent 
i n f o r m a t i o n  in  t h e i r  
neighborhoods.

The volunteers finished 
Tuesday night and  were 
scheduled to start reporting 
today.

‘"niey’ll begin turning in the 
results tomorrow (Wednesday) 
morning, but it will take us at 
least a day to get them in and 
tabulated,” Brogoitti said.

'We’ll compile the results, 
and the offkial response to the 
Census Bureau will come from 
our city commlsaton.” 

OommuMUes have 16 days to 
challenge the Census Bureau 
report from the date the 
p re lim in a ry  f ig u re s  aTc
0611 wV0Q.

“We know some areas of town 
that the census officials missed 
entirely, such as annexations 
Bnce 1978 thst we know they did 
not toll,” Brogoitti said.

So d ty  commissioners took 
matters into their own hands. <■ 

“Neighbors know more about 
their neighbors than someone 
who doesn’t live there,” he said.

Police called ^unprofessional’ 
in television reporter incident

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) -  
Four Beaumont policemen 
overreacted when they wrestled 
a television cameraman to the 
ground after he filmed the final 
moments of a shootout that 
resulted in the death of a man in 
the police station basement, the 
city’s police chief said.

Police Chief WUlie Bauer 
issued s  statement Tuesday 
that said his officers were 
isiprofeMional in their handling 
of cameraman Chuck Cochran 
of KBMT-TV, Beaumont.

Cochran was arrested last 
Wednesday near the police 
station while filming the 
aftermath of a chase and 
shooting.

Police said Bobby Doucet had 
chased his wife and inJaws

through town while firing shots 
from his car. He followed them 
into th e  police park ing  
basement, where an officer 
fired at the car, police said.

An autopsy later concluded 
Doucet died of a self-inflicted 
gunshot wound, apparently 
administered while he was in 
the basement.

Cochran said he and another 
KBMT e m p lo y e e , Andy 
Liscano, were preparing to 
cover a xoning hearing across 
the street from the police 
station when they saw the auto 
chase with Doucet and his wife, 
Dorothy.

Iliey followed them to the 
police station, where Doucet 
died of the gunshot wound.

Man says he robbed bank 
so he could die in prison

When officers discovered 
Cochran and Liscano taping 
them fron a parapet above the 
underground jail entrance, they 
order^ them to leave. The two 
moved to another location, off 
police property, and officers 
tackled and arrested Cochran 
as the newsmen returned to 
their van.

Cochran first was arrested for 
obstructing a passageway and 
resisting  a r r e s t ,  but the 
complaint later was changed to 
obstruction of justice. Bauer 
said it YTOuld be up to the grand 
jury to decide whether the 
chuges against Cochran should 
be pursued.

Liscano’s tape of Cochran’s 
arrest shows four officers 
wrestling him to the ground.

KBMT manager Bill Moore

protested the arrest, calling 3t 
“an infringement on the ri^its 
of the individual viewers of 
television news.” ;

“Cochran was doing his job. 
He was not violating any ru l^  
or laws set down by the state of 
Texas," Moore said. '<

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Cat people, a different breed
NEW YORK (AP) -  Tht 

Iowa L tg ia la tu re  w as

motoriaU who don't stop 
after running over a dog or 
cat.

Sen. James Gallagher, a 
Jessup. Iowa, fanner, rose 
hioppositian.

“I can see stopping a car 
for a dog,” be said. “But a 
cat? You squish a cat and go 
on.”

Gallagher later Mid he 
only meant some drivers 
might not be aware of hitting 
a CM on a dark highway, but 
the explanation mattered 
littie to hundreds of feline 
lovers who sent him angry 
letters after the bill was 
defeated.

Gallagher, the owner of 
four dogi and two cats, said 
he leanied something from 
the furor, adding: “ I don’t 
think dog owners are quite as 
possessive.”

The state senator's musing 
was one of the la test 
observations on “cat people” 
— a breed at large since the 
Pebs catus crept from the 
desert to become the exalted 
mouser of better Egyptian 
homes and granaries 5,000 
years ago.

The dog has been man’s 
best friend for 50,000 years. 
But many cat lovers take 
perverse delight in noting

that their pets have never 
rentty been "tamed” like 
doga

And while the nation's S3 
mUHon cats and their owners 
— cats live in one of every 
five households ~  are 
outnumbered nearly M  by 
dogs and dog owners, many 
tabby lovers are. well, catty 
toward those who prefer 
d ap  w, God forbid, no pet at 
aU.

Dr. Peter Borchelt of New 
York City’s Animal Behavior 
Iherapy Clinic said the few 
studies done on the subject 
recently  a re  generally  
buonclusive.

One study, he said, showed 
dog ow ners ge t m ore 
anotional satisfaction from 
their pets, and have better 
relationships with other 
people.

"Cat owners are generally 
a little  more aloof or 
aaodal,” he said, “while dog 
owners are more interested 
in controlling the things 
around them.”

Carol Wilbourn, a “cat 
Arink" who treats tabbies 
for a b e rra n t behavior, 
speed, saying:

“You can't own a cat. Dogs 
like to take orders, but a cat 
lives to please himself. Dog 
people have to have things 
laidM control and like their 
lives pretty structured. Cat 
people a re  m ore free  
apiriU”

She said that despite thto 
quiet emotional security 
sraong eat people, they arc 
indeea leas sociable than dog 
loven.

“It’s more like a cat is a 
private kind of thing. So cat 
people are generally more 
in trospective  and l e u  
regariouB.” she said.

A n o t h e r  a n i m a l  
Psychologist, Daniel Tortora 
of White Plains, N.Y., said 
that despite th d r devotion tr 
their pets, the urban lifestyle 
of many cat people makes 
them uncomfortably c lou  in 
temperament to people who 
disdain all pets.

“Cat people don’t have the 
time needed for a dog,” be 
said. "Non-pet people have 
very little tolerance, and you 
hnvetobeeuy-going to have 
a pet of any kind. So cat 
owners are more toward 
non-pet people than dog 
owners. Cat people are one 
step above goldfish owners. ”

“Usually, cat people are 
nioer,” said Calla Pricke, 
who makes her living 
cat-sitting for vacationing 
New Yorkers. “And their 
houses are cleaner.”

However, even cat haters 
generally admit that felines 
are better suited to city 
apartments because they are 
usually smaller, cheaper, 
quieter, cleaner and leu  
troiMeaome than dogs.

“But dogs are much m e n  
responsive than cats," said 
Cynihia Kohl, who grooms 
both. “You can’t pat them 
the way you can a dog.”

” I hate cats,” faahloa 
deelgnar Susan Obarckn 
said w ithout re m o rse . 
“Tbey’re too sly. They jump 
ig) on the kitchen taUe and 
nek the butter. They sneak 
ig) In the midifle of the night 
u d  jump on your bed. They 
^ m e  the creeps.”

Them's flgbtiM words to 
MinophllM who ^ v e  spent 
their livu  arguing old w ivu ’ 
talM like the one about cats 
su ck in g  aw ay b a b ie s ’ 
breath. But cat people havea 
few, uh, fussy claims of their 
own.

"People get dogs for 
p ro tec tio n ,"  said  Vera 
kfeehan, a  71-year-old widow 
vho Uvu with two cats in a 
Manhattan apartment. "But 
I get just u  much protection 
from my Siamese without all 
that baridng and uproar.”

W h i l r  d o g s  a r e  
traditionally seen as a more 
"masculine” pet. there are 
apparently few bona fide 
" c a t  l a d i e s "  — th e  
stereotypical spinster wbou 
home to overrun with kitty 
fir  and litter.

Many owners do have 
more than one cat, though. 
While dog owners buy 
shepherds, co llie s  and 
beaglu as pets for their
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chfldren, ost people take in provide companionship for
caUooes, tortoise shells and the flrto but, when prosed,
tabbio just for themselvo. admit they have succumbed

DALLAS (AP)- - When Ronald Reagan speaks to black groups, he 
does so with the “spectre of a white s h ^ ” as bto backdrop, a Carter 
aiknliitotratlon official charged Tuesday.

Patricia Harris, secretary of the U.S. Department of Health and 
Human Services, said the Republican preaidential nominee and the 
piatfbrm his party wrote would be athonne with KuKhixKlan.

Mrs. Harris read from the Klan's national publication, “1110 
Klaaaman,” which aaid: “The Republican platform reads as if it 
were written by a Klanaman. ”

She drew cheers when she told her audience, composed mainly of 
black doctors, health workers and lawyers, “The Klan obviously 
knows their plMform.”

“Hie Republicans seek to harveat black votes, but they have not 
been willing to labor alongside us in our long struggle for 
justice. The invisible empire, the Knights of the KuKha Klan, knows 
this.”

She critidied the Republican platform as “bold in its assertions 
about the past and timid in its willingnesas to face the realities of 
today or the challenges of tomorrow.”

“The Republican philosophy reflects the priorities of those who are 
nonhlack, non-poor and non-urban,” she continued. “HiQr asked for 
our volea but ignored our issues. There seemed to be a wtoh by many 
in Detroit (at the Republican national oonvenUon) to go back to the 
‘good ole da)TS.’ Well for some of us, those wwe the bad old days and 
we do not intend to go back.”

Mrs. Harris was the keynote speaker at the final session of the 
Black Congress on Health Mid Law at the Dallas Convention Center.
