The Borden County Coyotes 

came into Friday’s contest as a 
37 point underdog, but the Coy­
ote football team did not pay 
attention to these predictions. 
In fact, when the dust had 
settled and the smoke cleared, 
the Coyotes found themselves 
a hard fought 52 to 41 over the 
heavily favored Hermleigh Car­
dinals.

With this victory, the Coyotes 
actually put themselves in po­
sition to win the Division II 
District 4 championship. The 
Coyotes will play the Jayton 
Jaybirds here Friday night with 
the title at stake, again.

The Coyotes overcame sev­
eral tough calls during their 
game with the Cardinals but 
showed a lot of intestinal forti­
tude as they would not let shifts 
in momentum stop them from 
their goal of an upset victory 
and a chance at returning to the 
play-offs.

The Coyotes started the game 
on defense and appeared to 
have the games first big play as 
sophomore Karl Lamming in­
tercepted a pass on a big 3rd 
down play, but an interference

call on senior Quentin Shafer 
erased the interception and 
gave the Cardinals an automatic 
first down. The Cardinals 
would eventually score on a 4lh 
down pass play to take an early 
6 to 0 lead.

The Coyotes took their turn 
and after a fumble on a 3rd and 
short play resulted in the them 
having a 4lh and long on their 
own 30 yard line.

The Coyotes rolled the dice 
not wanting to give the ball 
back to the Cardinals so quickly 
and as a result, freshman Miles

Valentine connected with 
sophomore Flynn Chapman on 
a 50 pass and run, after Flynn 
made the extra-point the Coy­
otes had the lead at 8 to 6. The 
Coyotes tried an onside kick on 
the kick-off, but a Cardinal run­
ner made a fantastic run that 
resulted in a 55 yard return and 
a 14 to 8 Cardinal lead.

The Coyotes came right back 
and answered as freshman John 
Hensley took the hand-off from 
Miles on a reverse that covered 
10 yards to pay dirt and a 16 to

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Pups District 
Champs Again

The Borden County Pups 

pounded the Hermleigh Cardi­
nals to capture their second 
consecutive district champion­
ship, and they moved one step 
closer to completing back to 
back undefeated season for the 
first time and a long time.

The Pups took the opening 
kick-off and marched down the 
field to pay dirt as the Coyotes 
mixed in several sweeps by 
A ustin Fields and Tanner 
Richey behind the blocking of 
M atthew Roberson, Austin 
Tyler, Steven Howard, Blake 
Turner and Chance Taylor to 
methodically march to pay dirt 
as Austin Fields carried the ball 
the final 3 yards for the score 
and a quick 6 to 0 lead. Richey 
added the extra-point to give 
the home team an 8 to 0 lead.

The visiting Cardinals hoping 
to dethrone the Pups marched 
down the field themselves and 
on a busted play they were able 
to connect for a score to cut the 
lead to 8 to 6.

The Pups again used the 
sweeps to move the ball into

scoring range and Austin Fields 
carried the ball in for his sec­
ond score behind a nice cut 
blocks from pups Tanner and 
Blake and a good hook block 
by Austin Tyler to power his 
way in from 88 yards out to 
push the lead to 14 to 6.

The Pups failed on their ef­
fort to run the ball in as they 
were trying to make the score 
two possessions and that unsuc­
cessful attempt proved costly as 
on the ensuing kick-off a bone 
jarring tackle knocked the ball 
loose around their own 20 yard 
line, but an alert Cardinal 
picked the ball up after one 
bounce and rumbled*60 yards 
to the end zone and after the 
extra-point kick the game was 
tied.

The Pups did not panic, and 
it appeared they would regain 
the lead immediately as Tanner 
returned the ensuing kick-off 
behind a fantastic pancake 
block by Matthew Roberson to 
cover the 60 yards.

called the return back.

Never to fear though, the 
Pups marched down the field as 
the they regained the lead for 
good as Richey carried the ball 
in from 35 yards out behind a 
nice cut block by Riley Smith 
to give the Pups a 20 to 14 lead.

On the next Cardinal posses­
sion late in the first half, pres­
sure on the quarterback by 
Chance, Steven and Austin 
Tyler forced an errant throw 
that Richey gathered in and 
slipped into the end zone from 
40 yards out to push the lead to 
26 to 14 at the end of the first 
half.

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With cooler weather rolling 
in, and days growing shorter, it 
can only mean one thing, it’s 
time to get out the slow cooker! 
Whether you call it your crock 
pot or slow cooker, it still con­
jures up thoughts o f hearty 
stews and tasty meals. Utiliz­
ing your slow cooker this fall 
can save you a lot o f time, and 
provide hot, healthy meals for 
you and your family.

These days, you can purchase 
a slow cooker just about any­
where (the supermarket, hard­
ware store, discount store or 
any department store). An av­
erage-size cooker will run 
around $25 or $30 at most of 
these stores.

There are a variety o f recipes 
one can use in the slow cooker. 
Many new cookbooks and 
cooking programs are spot­
lighting this cooking technique. 
It has been a cooking trend 
many times before, most re­
cently in the late 1980s. Now, 
like many other fads, it is mak­
ing its way back on the scene.

Even though these wonder­
ful appliances are easy to use 
and make meal preparation a 
snap, there are a number of 
safety measures to be consid­
ered, including:

* Remember to keep per­
ishable food refrigerated until 
preparation time. If  cut up 
ahead of

time, store meat and veg­
etables in the refrigerator.

* Always defrost meat or 
poultry before placing into a 
slow cooker. It is best to make 
dishes with high moisture con­
tent such as chili, soup, stew, 
or spaghetti sauce.

Cut food into chunks or 
small pieces to ensure thorough 
cooking. Do not use the slow 
cooker for large pieces such as 
roast or whole chicken because 
food will cook so slowly it could 
remain in the bacterial danger 
zone (40 - 140 F) too long.

* Fill cooker no less than half 
full artd no more than two-thirds 
full.

* Place vegetables on bot­
tom and arodnd sides and cor­
ners. Vegetables cook slower 
than meat and poultry in a slow 
cooker. Keep the lid in place, 
removing only to stir or check 
the food for doneness.

* Food will stay safe while 
cooking and when completed as 
long as cooker is operating.

* Throw away food even if it 
looks done when the power goes 
out or you are not at home dur­
ing the entire slow-cooking pro­
cess, and know the power went 
out.

* Finish cooking the ingre­
dients immediately on a gas or 
camp stove or outdoor grill if 
you are at home when the power 
goes out.

* If  food is com pletely 
cooked before power went out 
and you are at home, it should 
remain safe to eat up to 2 hours 
in the cooker with the power off.

* Store leftovers in covered 
con ta iners , and refrigerate  
within one to two hours after 
cooking is finished.

* Reheating leftovers in a 
slow  cooker is not recom ­
mended. Cooked food can be 
reheated on a stove top or in a 
microwave, and then put into a 
preheated slow cooker to keep 
hot for serving.
