and mule together and should 
they run away or become en­
tangled, the horse will damage 
himself and the mule will balk 
and will not.

“ Another quality is his ability 
to find water on the desert and 
food wherever he is and will not 
starve to death if not in cap­
tivity.

“ He also learned the lesson 
of self-preservation by instinct. 
A mountain lion or bear never 
kills a mule like they do horses 
and other animals. They protect 
themselves with their feet and 
mouth and are very efficient at 
the job.

“ They stand more heat, do 
more work, pull a heavier load 
and eat less than any other work 
animal . . . and in case you 
haven’ t noticed, a clown at ro ­
deos and places of enter­
tainment rides a mule. This is 
because they are smart andean 
be trained. Where there is 
danger inside the arenas, they 
can protect themselves, too, but 
again, do not depend on them as 
a friend.

"An example of this is that a 
good muleskinner speaks to a 
mule when he approaches him. 
If not, you may, and usually do, 
get kicked. Once this lesson 
is learned by man, it is some­
thing worthwhile to remember 
if you plan to work with them.

“ Not everyone who tries be­
comes a muleskinner because 
they are not as tough as the 
muies and therefore, the mule 
quickly becomes the boss, 
therefore the man is lost for 
good In this field of work.

“ There is nothing a good 
muleskinner will fight over 
quicker than his mules. They 
are not to be abused and are to 
be cared for and fed. They 
are a lonesome animal and

somehow look more to the horse 
for the nearest thing to friend­
ship they ever have.

“ Their braying changes and 
has a more lonesome, plaintive 
sound at times than others.

2,700 mules being used to 
freight equipment and supplies 
into the mountains.

“ Man will have to come up 
with something in the science 
field that can be as efficient 
in mountain country. They 
have tried helicopters and re­
turned to the use of the mule.

“ This is going to be a prob­
lem soon, before too many years 
this animal will be as extinct 
as the buffalo,”  he said.

The average mule used at 
Yosemite is between 1,200 to 
1,600 pounds and can carry 
about 200 pounds of weight up 
the mountains and they travel 
about two miles in an hour.

McWhorter is from Paducah, 
Tex., and has been a mule­
skinner since he was old enough 
to learn the art and in addition 
to working at Yosemite, has 
been a Canadian packer and has

worked in many of the mountain 
areas of the state.

Before leaving the Journal 
office on his visit here, the 
muleskinner said this land was 
not made with machinery, nor 
early wars fought without the 
aid of the mule.

Textbooks Ordered Before 
l)eadline:Cuts Down Expense

Promptness pays off when 
you’ re ordering textbooks, says 
J. B. Golden, who directs the 
mammoth textbooks operation 
for the Texas Education Agency.

Golden reports that 89 per­
cent of the state’ s school super­
intendents filed their textbook 
requisitions for the coming 
school year before the June 1 
deadline.

Muleshoe’ s requisitions were 
filed before deadline date. Su­
perintendent Neal Dillmansaid.

As a result of their prompt­
ness, Johnnie and most of the 
2.5 million students in Texas 
public schools will find their 
textbooks waiting for them when 
they begin the school year in

September. In short, Johnnie 
won’t be able to say he can’t 
read because he hasn’ t got a 
textbook.

Golden says he has already 
advise the alert superintendents 
their orders will be available 
at one of the state’ s four de­
positories in Dallas two weeks 
in advance of the shipping date 
to the schools.

What happens to those text­
books that are backordered as 
of September 1?

Golden says the state law is 
that if a publisher has an order 
for a textbook that is not in 
stock in Dallas by September 
1, he subjects himself to a fine 
of $100 a day for each book not 
filled in an order.

“ And each day is a separate 
offense,”  he says.

Golden readily points out that 
the publishers too are prompt 
in filling orders.

“ Last year, we didn’ t have 
a single penalty,”  he says.

Textbooks are big business 
in Texas. The current inventory 
of new books in the four 
depositories in Dallas and the 
used books in the state deposit­
ory at Austin ls around 10 
million textbooks.

And their value? About $22 
million, which averages out to 
about $2,21 per book.

Computers play an important 
role in the state's textbooks 
operation. These marvels of 
electronics write the orders — 
based first on the available 
inventory of used copies.

If the state depository at Aus­
tin does not have enough used 
copies of a particular title to 
fill an order, the computer 
writes the order on one of the 
four depositories in Dallas for 
the number of new copies needed 
to complete the order.

Golden says two of the Dallas 
depositories act as a service 
agency for the publishers, who 
contract for this space so they 
can keep a stock of their books 
there to fill orders. The two 
other depositories are main­
tained by individual publishers 
with whom the State of Texas 
does its textbook business.

"B y  law, every publisher who 
has a contract to supply text­
books to the Texas public 
schools must maintain a de­
pository in Texas,”  Golden ex­
plains.
