Four Coyote runners 
traveled to Abilene this past 
weekend to compete in the 
Region II-A track meet with 
the hopes of advancing to 
Austin in two weeks. When 
the weekend was finished the 
four Coyote juniors only had 
one classmate advance, but a 
lot of experience was gained 
for the other three. Garrett 
Thomas used two strong 
willed efforts to advance for 
the 2nd consecutive year in 
the 110 high hurdles as he 
finished with the silver medal 
for the second time to Brad 
Anderle of Lindsay. Garrett 
ran a 14.69 in his runner-up 
finish while Anderle pro­
duced a region record 14.38 
effort. Garrett was the victim 
of a rare race for him, as he 
hit three of the first five 
hurdles which all but 
diminished his chances at 
winning the race. Garrett 
would eventually hit two 
more hurdles before the race 
ended, but was never really in 
danger of finishing third.

In the 300 hurdles, it 
looked as if Garrett was

going to easily win this race 
when on the 6th of eight 
hurdles Garrett hit the hurdle 
so hard that he almost went 
face first into the track. Just 
when it appeared Thomas 
was going down, he gathered 
himself and ran a good 
seventh hurdle only to almost 
run up the eighth and have to 
jump straight up. But, when 
all the nerves were settled, 
and the sweat was wiped 
from the brow Garrett found 
himself in second place and a 
trip to Austin in his second

Griffin Qualifies for State

Ben Griffin lead the Borden 
County golf team with a two 
day total of 152, which was 
also good enough for a 3rd 
place finish, and what is 
believed to be one of the first 
ever trips to the state golf 
tournament in Austin.

Fresh off of a 
318 round of golf during the 
practice round, the Coyotes 
shot a disappointing 359 to 
find themselves in 11th place 
in the tournament after the 
first day of golf.

Pigford 103. The conditions
were much better on the 
second day of golf, but 
because of the poor round on 
Monday, the Coyotes were 
forced to tee off in the 
morning when it was a little 
chilly and wet. But, despite 
the early morning tee time 
and damp grounds, the 
coyotes played much better. 
Ben again led the way, as he 
fought through a rocky front

nine to shoot a very 
impressive 2 under par back 
nine, which interestingly 
enough could have been 
better, but when the round 
ended Ben had a very solid 2 
over par round of 73. Austin 
Tarleton added a 79 which is 
a personal best round of golf, 
while Jacob Froman shot an 
82 and Aaron Pigford added 
his own personal best round 
of 95 to give the coyotes a 
very solid 2nd day total of 
329. This round was actually 
the 4th best round of the day. 
Region champion Throck­
morton shot a 326, regional 
runner-up Baird shot a 316 
behind the play of the top 
medalist who shot a 67.

Drive a pickup? 
Buckle up!

A cowboy on horseback is 
the traditional image of a 
Texan.These days cowboys -  
and thousands of other 
residents of the state -  are 
more likely to use horse­
power instead of horses. 
Pickups are now many 
Texans’ transportation of 
choice.

Officials from National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration say one of 
every four vehicles in Texas 
is a pickup.

“Pickups, the long-standing 
vehicle of choice for farmers 
and ranchers, have become 
popular with people of all 
ages in urban settings too,” 
said Georgia S. Chakiris, the 
safety administration’s
regional administrator, in a 
press release. “In fact, about 
one of four vehicles in Texas 
is a pickup.”

In the old days, being 
thrown from a horse could be 
serious, but nowadays being 
thrown from a pickup in a 
crash is more likely to be 
fatal. Information from 
various agencies state that:
- According to the National

Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration, pickup 
drivers and passengers in 
Texas, Arkansas, Louisiana, 
Oklahoma and New Mexico 
face higher odds of dying in a 
pickup crash than in other 
parts of the country.

Texas Transportation 
Institute figures show about 
two-thirds of these fatal 
pickup crashes happen in 
rural areas.
- Crash records from the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration show 
699 Texas pickup drivers and 
passengers died in crashes in 
2003, and nearly 75 percent 
of them died on rural roads.

There’s even more! Crash 
data also shows about 85 
percent of the drivers in these 
fatal pickup crashes are 
males, and more than half are 
between 15 and 39 years old. 
Pickup drivers think they are 
safer in trucks than in cars, 
but they aren’t. According to 
research from the National 
Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration, in fatal 
crashes pickup trucks roll 
over twice as often as

passenger cars do. And being 
thrown out of the vehicle is 
the most common cause of 
injury and death in rollover 
crashes.

That is why Extension’s 
Passenger Safety program, 
the Texas Department of 
Transportation and the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration are 
spreading the word on a very 
simple way to prevent some 
of these deaths: “Buckle Up 
In Your Truck.”

Using safety belts in 
pickups reduces the risk of 
dying in a rollover crash by 
as much as 80 percent. This 
year with a network of agents 
around the state covering 
even the most rural areas, 
Extension is focused on 
getting the message out about 
the upcoming Memorial Day 
Click It or Ticket mobile- 
zation.

From May 23 to June 5, 
law enforcement officials 
will ticket and fine anyone 
who is violating state safety 
belt laws, she said.

That includes the many 
pickup truck drivers who 
have been resisting safety 
belt use. Buckling up is the 
smart move that gets you on 
down the road during the 
Click It or Ticket campaign 
and every day._Buckling up 
in any vehicle is important, 
and pickups are no exception.

Facts
Steroids affect the heart.
Steroid abuse has been 
associated cardiovascular 
disease, including heart 
attack and stroke. These heart 
problems can even happen to 
athletes under the age of 30. 
Steroids affect appearance. 
In both sexes, steroids can 
cause male-pattern baldness, 
cysts, acne, and oily hair and 
skin.
Steroids increase risk of 
infection. Sharing needles or 
using dirty needles to inject 
steroids creates a risk for 
diseases such as HIV/AIDS 
and hepatitis.
Steroids are illegal to pos­
sess without a prescription.
Doctors prescribe steroids for 
specific medical conditions. 
They are only safe for use 
when a doctor monitors the 
patient.
The majority of teens are 
not using steroids. Among 
teenage males, who are most 
likely to use steroids, only 
1.8 percent of 8th grades, 2.3 
percent of 10th graders, and 
3.2 percent of 12th graders 
reported steroid use in the 
past year.

Signs
How can you tell if a person 
is abusing steroids? Some­
times it’s hard to tell. But 
there are signs you can look 
for. If a person has one or 
more of the following

warning signs, he or she may 
be abusing steroids:
For Boys:

• Baldness
• Development of 

breasts
• Impotence

For Girls:
•  Growth of facial hair
• Deepened voice
• Breast reduction 

For Both:
• Jaundice (yellowing of 

the skin)
• Swelling of feet or 

ankles
• Aching joints
• Bad breath
• Mood swings
• Nervousness
• Trembling

Questions and Answers 
Q. Are steroids addictive?
A. Yes, they can be. With­
drawal symptoms include 
mood swings, suicidal 
thoughts or attempts, fatigue, 
restlessn3ss, loss of appetite, 
and sleeplessness.

Q. How long do steroids 
stay in your system?
A. The length of time that 
steroids stay in the body 
varies. Injected steroids may 
be detected in the body for 3 
to 4 months while the oral 
types may remain for 1 to 4 
weeks.

Nothing is considered more 
restful than the last Sunday in 
October, when Daylight 
Savings Time is dropped, the 
clocks fall back and we get 
that extra hour of sleep.

On the other hand, nothing 
is more aggravating than 
having to get up an hour early 
on the first Sunday of April 
when Daylight Savings Time 
begins (unless it is showing 
up at church an hour early 
after forgetting to change 
your clocks).

The whole idea of Daylight 
Savings Time was conceived 
by none other than Benjamin 
Franklin when he served as 
an American delegate in 
France in 1784. He wrote hn 
essay which called for us to 
reset our clocks to take 
advantage of summer’s 
earlier sunrises and later 
sunsets.

Franklin’s proposal was 
based on the fact that the tilt 
of the earth’s axis causes the 
length of daylight to vary 
throughout the year. Close to 
the equator the difference in 
duration of night and day is 
minimal, but the further north 
or south you go, the greater 
the variation through the 
year. In Alaska, for instance, 
there are days in the summer 
when the sun never fully sets, 
and in the winter when it 
never rises.
Franklin’s proposal was 
debated for more than 100 
years and was only adopted 
by the United States during 
World War I to boost 
industrial production for the 
war effort. With the end of 
the war, intense public 
dissatisfaction prompted 
Congress to repeal Daylight 
Savings Time over President 
Wilson’s veto.

With the outbreak of World 
War II, Daylight Savings 
Time was declared “War 
Time” by President 
Roosevelt and adopted. It 
has been in force since then 
and, in 1986, Congress 
passed a law establishing the

daylight savings period from 
the first Sunday in April to 
the last Sunday in October. 
Arizona, Hawaii and sections 
of Indiana do not recognize 
this initiative.

Proponents of Daylight 
Savings Time say it saves 
one percent of total U.S. 
energy use, or the energy 
equivalent of 100,000 barrels 
of oil per day. The House of 
Representatives Energy and 
Commerce Committee
recently included the two- 
month extension of Daylight 
Savings Time when it passed 
the Energy Policy Act of 
2005. The House bill 
requires the Department of 
Energy to do a study on the 
impact of the extension no 
later than 9 months after 
passage. The measure also 
retains the state’s rights 
provisions which currently let 
states opt out of the current 
Daylight Savings Time 
program.

While the House has 
included the Daylight 
Savings Time extension in its 
version of the energy bill, it 
is still an open question 
whether it will be 
incorporated in the Senate 
version of the bill.

The energy bill will at long 
last provide the United States 
a comprehensive and rational 
energy plan. It will reduce 
our dependence upon foreign 
oil through promotion of 
domestic production,
promotion of alternative 
sources of energy and 
development of better, 
cleaner energy production 
technology.

Proponents argue that this 
two-month extension of 
Daylight Savings Time could 
save up to $300 million in 
energy expenditures for the 
60-day period. They cite 
polls saying Americans 
prefer having longer daylight 
in the evening. They claim 
more daylight reduces the 
incidence of automobile

accidents. Their position is 
summed by Winston 
Churchill, who wrote, “An 
extra yawn one morning in 
the springtime, an extra 
snooze one night in the 
autumn is all that we ask in 
return for dazzling gifts. We 
borrow an hour one night in 
April; we pay it back with 
golden interest five months 
later.”

Opponents argue that 
measuring savings in oil is 
somewhat misleading since 
the savings come primarily 
from electricity, which is 
mainly generated in this 
country by coal, natural gas, 
hydropower or nuclear 
energy. Others say auto 
accidents tend to spike 
immediately after the time 
change as tired drivers make 
mistakes. Folks who work on 
farms still have to get up at 
the crack of dawn regardless 
of what the clock says -  I 
have yet to see a rooster that 
uses a clock to determine 
when he will crow. Finally, 
as a mom, I know how hard it 
is to get children to bed when 
it is still daylight outside.

I would appreciate hearing 
what you think of this

proposal. Should we extend 
Daylight Savings Time? 
Should we leave it the way it 
is now? We all want to save 
energy, but is an extended 
Daylight Savings Time the 
best way to achieve this?

The last several weeks have 

seen several important pieces 
of legislation pass through 
the House, often with strong 
bipartisan support. From 
passing a national energy 
policy to strengthening 
parental notification laws for 
abortion, the House has 
accomplished quite a bit 
recently. Below is a run 
down of the highlights.

Strengthening Parental 
Notification Laws

Last week, the House voted 
to strengthen parental notify- 
cation laws by passing the 
Child Interstate Abortion 
Notification Act, or 
“CLANA”. CIANA makes it 
a crime to transport a minor 
across state lines to have an 
abortion if the intent is to 
evade parental notification 
laws in the girl’s home state. 
Parents must be notified 
when kids go on field trips, 
get their ears pierced, or 
simply take an aspirin while 
at school. It is only common 
sense that we respect the 
right of parents to be notified 
when their children are to 
undergo a much more 
dangerous and invasive 
medical procedure.

CIANA not only under­
scores the rights of parents to 
be involved in the medical 
decisions of their children, 
but also reinforces the demo­
cratic will of the American 
people which has been 
expressed at the ballot box 
and through their state 
legislatures. A March, 2005 
Quinnipiac University poll 
shows that 75 percent of 
registered voters support 
parental notification laws. 
Texas, along with 43 other 
states, has passed parental 
consent or notification laws. 
Oklahoma and New Mexico 
have passed such laws, but 
because of court challenges, 
their laws are not currently in 
effect. Without CIANA, 
Texas’ law can be circum­
vented by traveling to these 
neighboring states.

The House has done its part 
by approving this legislation.
I hope the Senate can

overcome the recent trend of 
obstruction by a minority of 
its members and send this 
widely-supported, common- 
sense piece of legislation to 
President Bush.

Elimination of the Death 
Tax

Two days before working 
Americans had to send their 
money to the Internal 
Revenue Service, the House 
took a step toward easing the 
tax burden on many families 
and small businesses by 
voting to eliminate the Death 
Tax.. .permanently.

Although Congress tempo­
rarily repealed the Death Tax 
in 2001, current law calls for 
it to be reinstated January 1, 
2011. Death Tax rates would 
then revert back to pre-2001 
levels when the top rate was 
as high as 55 percent.

The Death Tax is unfair, 
hurts the economy, and 
punishes a lifetime of hard 
work. It also forces many 
who might be hit by the tax 
to spend valuable dollars 
trying to ensure that they can 
pass along their farm or 
business to their heirs. It is 
about time that we put an end 
to the Death Tax, which has 
left many farmers, small 
business owners, and their 
families in its wake. To do 
this, we will once again need 
the help of the Senate.

Passage of the Energy 
Bill... Again

High prices at the gas pump 
are putting a strain on house­
hold pocketbooks. There is 
no overnight fix for this 
problem, but a national 
energy strategy will go a long 
way toward improving the 
situation. To this end, the 
House has passed a compre­
hensive national energy 
package -  for the fourth time 
in four years. As was the 
case with each previous 
passage, the fate of this 
legislation rests with the 
Senate.

This version of the Energy 
Bill is a balanced approach to 
decreasing America’s depen­
dence on foreign sources of

energy. It recognizes the 
need to find more sources of 
oil within our boundaries, 
increases national conser­
vation efforts, and provides 
incentives to help develop 
alternative energy sources. 
The Energy Bill increases 
domestic oil and gas explora­
tion on non-park federal 
lands; requires 5 billion 
gallons of renewable fuel, 
such as ethanol, to be 
included in all gasoline sold 
in the United States by 2012; 
provides commonsense
regulatory relief for domestic 
oil and gas producers; and 
streamlines the regulatory 
and approval process for the 
restart of idle refineries or the 
construction of new refine­

ries. On the conservation 
side of the equation, it 
provides grants to state and 
local governments to acquire 
hybrid, alternative fueled, 
and fuel-cell vehicles, and it 
directs the U.S. Department 
of Transportation to continue 
its work on improving 
Corporate Average Fuel 
Economy (CAFE) standards 
for cars and light trucks.

To reiterate a common 
theme of this Roundup, 
obstructionists in the Senate 
need to let the democratic 
process run its course and 
bring this bill to the floor for 
an up-or-down vote.
