Marks al-
80 were discovered, officials  said,
indicating Raisbeck had been drag-
‘ged to a clump of bushes in the
cemetery. Bloodstains were on Rais-
beck’'s shirt.

Dr. McMahon first said that while
.an autopsy had shown no indica-
tions of foul play, the circumstances
isurrounding the death were suspi-
‘clous and unusual. From the
‘bruises on the neck, he said, it ap.
ipeared Raisbeck might have been
lchoked but there were ne indica-
‘tions of strangulation or disloca-
“tion of the larynx He voiced "the
opinion that someone 'was either
with Raisbeck when he died, or
knew of his death.
