the -.world. We are both a
beacon of hope to the world
and a target of resentment for
those who seek to enslave
others.

This Memorial Day [ was
comforted that the same
bravery and sacrifice that
flowed in the veins of those
fallen heroes still courses in
today’s generation.

Let me cite just one story
which illustrates this point. It
is the story of the rescue of
Jessica Lynch. We all know
that the Army Rangers had a
mission to go in to that
hospital where they heard she
was being treated, rescue her
in the dark of night, and carry
her to the helicopters so they
could be out before daybreak.
That was the mission. It was
simple, clear, and expected to
be fast, but something
happened. An Iraqi doctor
came up to the commander
and said, “You know there
are Americans buried on the
hospital grounds.”

The commander did. not
know that. It was not part of
the intelligence briefing. The
troops did not have so much
as a shovel with them, but he
gave the order: “We are
going to take every American
home.” ;

He described it this way:
“They dug with their hands
and raced the sun. They dug
every American out of those

hospital rows and they took
every fallen American to the
helicopter with Jessica Lynch
because their motto is “we
never leave one of our own
behind.”

and all these other little
splinters, then into the neo-

classic stuff that we’re
enduring today. We spend the
third week of the course in
popular songs, such as Tin
Pan Alley, and how that
music exploded into Rock
and Roll in the 1950°s.

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NOTICE
Additional Regulations for Borden County
Water System
Effective June 1, 2005
D. Water Meter Access
1. Water meters must remain clear of any barriers as to
allow Borden County employees and/or agents to have
access to the meters for maintenance and the monthly
reading of the water meter.
When a Borden County employee and/or agent is
prevented from access to a water meter by a barrier or
dangerous dogs on or around the water meter, the
patron will be notified by mail, and the patron must
permanently remove the barrier or dangerous dogs
within 10 days. If the barrier is not removed within the
time period allowed, the water usage for that month
will be set at last month’s usage plus 50%.
When a patron has been notified 2 times for removal of
the barrier or dangerous dogs, water service will be
terminated and the meter will be removed.
To re-instate water service under Section D, the patron
must apply to the Borden County Commissioners’
Court.
