Regular Residential Water Rate Minimum Cut 50 Cents A Month

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Lawn Users To 
Get Increase 
In Gallonage

Savings To Pampa 
Consumers Boosted 
To $13,033.90 Year
Another water rate redaction 

affecting all residential con­
sumers In Pampa was announced 
today by City Manager Steve 
Matthews and members of the 
city commission.
The total reduction, based on 

figures for 1940. will amount to an 
annual savings of $8.684. It Is the 
Second reduction within a year, the 
first water rate cut under the 
present city commission being 
made in August of last year.

The new rate will become effec­
tive on bills to be mailed out Aug. 
1 and will cover the June 15 to 
July 15 meter readings.

Under the new reduction con­
sumers on the regular residential 
rate will Immediately receive a 50 
cents a month reduction on their 
bills. This group represents 1,150 
accounts in the city. Those who use 
only the minimum of 3,000 gallons 

month, or about 400 consumers,
; receive a 25 per cent reduc- 
t, and their bills will be $1.50 

_  *ad of $2.00 a month. The re­
mainder of the users In this 
bracket who go over the minimum 
Will pay only $1.50 for their first 
SflOO gallons Instead of $2.00, plus 
the current rate for excess gallons 
over that amount. To begin with, 
this automatically gives these u *rs 
a 50 cents a month reduction in 
rates.

For consumers Who are on the 
residential lawn rate a reduction 
U granted through the extension 
o f the minimum amount of water 
from 7,000 gallons to 8,000 gallons 
a  month at the same rate o f $3.00 
i  month.

Ooupled with the rate reductions 
of last August the new rate cut 
#111 bring an annual savings to 
Pampa water users of $13.033.90, the 
City manager pointed out.

In  connection with the new rate 
reduction the city commission re­
leased a detailed statement which 
appears elsewhere in today’s paper 
■nd also made the following state­
ment to the public:

“ In  line with our expressed de­
sire to bring lower water rates to 
the people of Pampa, we wish to 
announce another reduction In the 
water rates, effective on Aug. 1 bills 
Which includes meter readings from 
June 15 to July 15.

"After a very thorough analysis 
o f accounts, we find the small 
residential user to be In the great­
est need of a reduction. This group 
o f 1,150 accounts represents more 
than 40 per cent of the water de­
partment's customers. Some of these 
gre families of limited incomes. 
Due to increased living costs, they 
4re finding it more difficult to 
meet their obligations each month. 
W e are therefore reducing the 
minimum bill on this group of 
accounts from $2 00 to $150 per 
month. The reduction will effect a 
saving of $6.00 per year for each 
o f these accounts. Those who use 
Only the minimum each month 
Will receive a 25 per cent reduction 
In this cost.

“The residential lawn rate will 
M  lowered by Increasing the gal- 
londge allowed for the minimum 
bill. The minimum bill wll con- 
ttniie to he $3 00, but the user will 
receive 8,000 galons for this charge 
instead of 7,000 gallons under the 
•Id rote.

"The water department has had a 
considerable loss in revenue this 
year due to excessive rains. For this 
reason, it will be necessary that 
the rates for commercial users re­
main unchanged. However, since 
practically all of the people who 
operate a business in Pampa also 
maintain homes here, we feel this 
reduction will be of direct benefit 
$0 everyone. We think the commer­
cial users should have a better 
rate and hope to reach them at a 
later date. Bates for out of city 
«Iters will remain unchanged.

“Our records show this new re­
duction will save the people of 
pampa $8.684.00 annually. Adding 
the saving of $4349.90 effected by 
the reduction of August. 1940, we 
get a total of $13,033.90 that will 
be returned to the customers of the

City officials are alarmed at the 
way central park is being vandalized 
and they are appealing to citizens 
to warn their children not to 
climb small trees and break off 
branches and not to pick or pull 
up flowers and shrubs.

They are also asking men and 
women not to pour salt water 
from Ice cream freezers or dump 
salt Ice from freezers on the gra's 
or around trees. Salt water kills 
trees and grass quickly.

Another practice that has been 
causing considerable damage Is 
eating watermelons and throwing 
the rinds on the grass. Some per­
sons even took a large box of salt 
to the park and after sprinkling 
some on watermelons threw the 
box under a tree where it became 
wet and spread over a wide area, 
killing all the grass and damaging 
several shrubs.

Australian troops driving toward 
Beirut “have overrun the main 
Vichy positions and now are 
operating north of the town of 
Damour," nine miles south of 
Beirut, the Middle East com­
mand announced today.

Willkie Invited To

WASHINGTON. July 9 (AV-Wen­
dell Willkie, the 1940 Republican 
presidential nominee, was Invited by 
President Roosevelt to a luncheon 
conference at the White House to­
day for what was officially des­
cribed as a "general discussion of 
international affairs.”

Willkie, who has been a firm ad­
vocate of the President’s foreign 
policies, last saw the chief executive 
several months ago upon the form­
er’s return from a flying trip to 
England.

In reply to questions, Stephen 
Early, presidential secretary, told 
reporters he did not think that there 
was “any job in the picture”  for 
Willkie, and that he did not believe 
Willkie desired one. 1

Three Men Wounded 
By Gunfire At Nine

POTTSVILLE. Pa.. July 9 (JP) — 
Three men were wounded by gun­
fire and a score of others bruised 
and battered today In a fight be­
tween anthracite miners and com­
pany watchmen at the operations of 
the Correale Construction company.

The miners had demanded that 
the company stop operating a steam 
shovel engaged In surface or strip­
ping operations near Donaldson, 
16 miles west of Pottsville.

Deputy Sheriff L  M Brobst of 
Schuylkill county described the a f­
fair as “quite an extensive dis­
turbance.” He said the entire sher­
i f f ’s staff, along with state police, 
hurried to the scene.

The men wounded, none seriously, 
were struck by shot gun pellets. 
Several of the company’s watchmen 
were badly beaten.

The crowd estimated by police at 
400 to 1,000 had dispersed when 
about 15 state police arrived.

building trades workers voted to 
return to work today on the ar­
my’s $4,000,000 Jefferson barracks. 
Mo., expansion project, ending a 
week-old test strike against em­
ployment of WPA labor.
At the same time, a strike of AFL- 

United Auto Workers—whose dis 
pute was being considered by the 
defense mediation board—closed a 
Michigan defense plant, and a 
unique walk-off of AFL-electrical 
workers threatened to delay com­
pletion of part of the government's 
huge Charlestown, Ind., ordnance 
works.

The AFL building trades council 
voted to end the Jefferson barracks 
strike after receiving assurance that 
the OPM would Investigate alleged 
enroachment of the W PA In con­
struction work. Hiring of 75 W PA 
painters at sub-union wages precip­
itated the walk-out.

At Muskegon. Mich., the AFL- 
Unlted Auto Workers struck the 
plant of the Sealed Power Corp., 
which manufactures engine parts 
for tanks, submarines and trucks 
The union is demanding wage in­
creases and a union shop contract 
Wage scales were not disclosed.

A spokesman for the AFL-electri­
cal workers union asserted the 
Charlestown walk-off was neither a 
strike nor a dispute and that 400 
workers simply left to seek Jobs at 
higher wages elsewhere. At $1.31 % 
an hour, they were employed on in­
stallation of the third smokeless 
powder production line. At nearby 
defense operations, union leaders 
claimed, the comparable wage rate 
is $1.50 an hour.

The union said no pickets would 
be established and any union men 
who wished to do so could take jobs 
on the ordnance project. Army of­
ficers said the sub-contractor would 
be responsible for seeing that the 
electrical work is completed.

Meanwhile, James V Bennett, 
federal prison director, said Leaven­
worth penitentiary In Kansas was 
returning to normal routine after 
the government broke a convict 
strike there by sending ring-leaders 
to Alcatraz and other federal pris­
ons.

1476 Planes In June
WASHINGTON, July 9 (AV-The 

Office of Production Management 
announced today that military air­
craft manufacturers delivered 1,476 
airplanes during June.

Comparable final figures for May 
showed 1,334 deliveries, officials said, 
although when they were announced 
last month they were given as 1,339

The OPM did not disclose the 
type of planes nor ths number going 
to Orest Britain or to the United 
States army or navy.

Rayburn Opposed To 
Extending Service 
Of Drafted Soldiers

WASHINGTON, July 9 (A*) —
Speaker Rayburn said today he op­
posed suggestions that drafted men 
be kept in service longer than one 
year but favored an amendment to 
the selective service law to permit 
them to volunteer for a second year.

At the same time, Rayburn ex­
pressed the opinion that national 
guardsmen and reserve officers 
"might be willing to stay in service 
another year.”

Asked at a press conference for 
his opinion of suggestions by Gen­
eral George C. Marshall, army chief 
of staff, that the present limit of 
one year of service for draftees be 
removed, Rayburn said.

‘I  think we made a contract with 
those selectees that they stay In one 
year.

'But I  would like to see the law 
amended so that.those who wanted 
to volunteer for another year can do
it.”

He said he also would "like to see” 
officer training schools estabUshed 
in the army.

'I f  we give those boys a hope that 
they would rise up in the army a 
good many of them would take an­
other year." Rayburn said.

Portugal Sends Troops 
To Cape Verde Islands

LISBON, Portugal, July 9 (A>) — 
The liner Ourvalho Araujo sailed 
for the Azores today with the third 
contingent o f Portuguese troops to 
be sent there in as many months

President General Oecur De Fra- 
goeo Carmona Is to visit the Azores 
soon.

(Portugal protested to the united 
States in a note made public June 12 
against President Roosevelt’s stat 
ment In his Mar 27 speesh th 
German control o f the Cape Verde 
and Aeons Islands could endangei 
America. The Portuguese note In 
stated that Portugal would defend 
the Islands.) . ~

LONDON. July 9 — The House 

of Commons Joyously heard Prime 
Minister Churchill suggest today 
that united States and British 
warships may profitably assist 
each other in guarding the "very 
dangerous waters” off Iceland.

Churchill made this statement 
In a speech welcoming American 
occupation of Iceland and his re­
port roused parliament to its 
loudest cheers since the day he 
dramatically announced the sink­
ing of the German battleship Bis­
marck.

Soviet armies reported a smash­
ing victory over Adolf Hitler’s 
invasion forces today in a battle 
in northern White Russia where 
two German motorized regiments 
were declared to have been
wiped out and “the enemy left 
hundreds killed on the field and 
retreated to the west.”
A Moscow war bulletin said fierce 

Russian resistance was stalling 
German drives along a 1.000-mile 
front from the Baltic to the Black 
sea. Far from executing a blitz' 
krleg, the bulletin said, the Nazis 
were trying to entrench in north­
ern White Russia, on the upper 
Dvina river.

On the diplomatic front, a Oer 
man spokesman giving Germany's 
first official reaction to the land 
ing of United States naval forces 
In Iceland asserted lt was an active 
military step and that the United 
States'-, was now represented by 
troops In the war done.

"From a military point of view, 
these troops might as well be in a 
British port,” the spokesman said.

"Roosevelt for a long time has 
been approaching war and now has 
moved much closer to It."

Nazi sources implied clearly 
that Berlin was counting on the 
possibility the United States would 
occupy other places—such as the 
Azores, the Cape Verde Islands, 
and Dakar, on the coast of 
French West Africa.
In London, Prime Minister Win­

ston Churchill hailed Mr. Roose­
velt’s action as “one of the most 
important things that has happen­
ed since the war began."

Churchill said the British and 
United States navies would prob­
ably find it "mutually advantage­
ous” to assist each other In the 
‘very dangerous waters" around 
Iceland.

For the second successive day 
Hitler's high command reported 
the gigantic battles in Russia with 
a single sentence:

"The fights continue successful 
on the entire eastern front.”

The official German news agency 
said Nazi troops had scored major 
gains in the Baltic sector, with the 
capture of Parnu and Viljandl In 
Southern Estonia, and Ostrov, on 
the main railroad line to Lenin­
grad.

Authoritative quarters in London 
said the Nazi eastward push into 
the U. S. S. R. "appears halted” 
and that "unless there is a big 
break through in the next few 
days, a great pause is likely."

Huge masses or German troops 
were reported marching to the 
front, and Nazi quarters in Berlin 
hinted broadly that a decisive phase 
of the 18-day-old struggle was at 
hand.

The Germans asserted that strong 
Russian tank formations, hurled 
into a desperate counter-attack, 
had been "crushed and destroyed" 
in a vain attempt to stem German- 
Rumanian troops pouring through 
Bessarabia on the south wing of 
the battlefront.

The Russians, however, declared 
that Red army soldiers executed 
a series of counter-attacks on the 
German-Rumanian invaders and
drove them back in disorder be­
yond the Prut river.
The Prut forms a boundary be­

tween Soviet-held Bessarabia and 
Rumania. '

Meanwhile, in the Middle East 
campaign, the British reported that 
Oen. Henri Dents, high commis­
sioner of French-mandated Syria 
and Lebanon, had asked for 
armistice terms In the month-old 
conflict.

Only last night, reports from 
Beirut, the Lebanese capital, said 
the French had rejected a new 
British armistice offer.

Four of the nurse contingent 
were rescued four days ago and am 
in good condition, he asserted.

FDR Sides In With I
Army In Extending <
One-Year Limit

WASHINGTON, July B (A9—Presi­
dent Roosevelt and Rep. Wadsworth 
(R.-N. Y  ), author o f the selective 
service act, sided with the army 
general staff today on the need for 
extending the military service of 
selectees and National Guardsmen 
beyond the present statutory ens- 
year limit.

Wadsworth also endorsed ths army
recommendation that congress re­
scind the legal prohibition against 
the use of selectees or guardsmen 
outside of the western hemisphere, 
except in United States territories 
and possessions.

Mr. Roosevelt, however, declined 
to commit himself specifically on 
the question of using such men out­
side the confines of the hemisphere. 
By way of explanation, he remarked 
that he had given up trying to de­
termine where the hemispheric 
boundary line ran.

Selective service officials disclosed, 
meanwhile, that deferment from 
military service had been ordered 
for all Americans joining the British 
forces.

The order was issued by Brigadier 
General Louis B. Hershey, deputy 
director of selective service, on Juno 
30, and directed that the men going 
into British services—either the 
armed forces or non-combatant or­
ganizations—be classified as occu­
pied in work essential to the de­
fense of the United States.

Reds Bomb Helsinki ,
HELSINKI. July B (49—Soviet 

Russian warplanes rained bombs on 
Helsinki just before dawn today In 
a raid which observers said exceeded 
in Intensity any carried out dur­
ing the 1939-40 FinnLsh-Russlan 
war. Fifteen were killed, 125 wound­
ed.

Many of the bombs fell In a work­
ers’ residential district, starting nu­
merous fires in apartment houses 
and spreading devastation through­
out a wide area.

LONDON. July 9 — There’s a 

mighty lot of figuring going on 
throughout the length and breadth 
of the British Isles since clothes 
rationing was sprung on a totally 
unsuspecting public.

''Sixty-six” is a number which has 
assumed unlimited importance in the 
minds of British men and women. 
This represents the exact number of 
clothing coupons which will be avail­
able per year and .per head.

The official list of rationed 
clothes is a long one. There is one 
for men. one for women, and one 
for children over four years old. 
Roughly speaking, men will need 26 
coupons for a suit. 16 for an ov­
ercoat, 8 for a shirt, dressing gown 
and pajamas, which hardly leaves 
anything over for accessories.

Women fare a little better. Seven 
coupons are needed for a silk or cot­
ton dress, but 11 for a woolen one. 
A coat will eat into either 11 or 
14, according to the length, over 
or under 28 Inches. A blouse sports 
jacket or cardigan needs 5 and a 
skirt 7 coupons. Shoes come dear 
with 5 coupons, and stockings 2 
coupons, while pajamas call for 8, 
and night dresses 6 coupons.
FAIR DISTRIBUTION IS 
GOVERNMENTS AIM

Foxy Oliver Lyttleton, president of 
the board of trade, put a fast one 
over the British public. To begin 
with, he gave the news too late for 
most people to rush the stores and 
timed it so that the official Whit­
sun holiday came in between. He 
struck hard and fast, but strangely 
enough there has been little resent­
ment. While there were a few leak­
ages to the otherwise secret official 
negotiations, the great majority of 
the public first learned of the new 
decree from their Sunday paper.

Fair distribution is what the gov­
ernment is aiming at. Stocks are 
getting lower and lower, and valu­
able shipping space is needed for 
the transport of food and war ma­
terial before anything else Ward­
robe planning is going to assume the 
proportions of a major field opera­
tion for most people and woe be­
tide the man or woman who. just 
cannot think or plan ahead.

People with large wardrobes, of 
course, will feel the pinch, but on 
the other hand, they will have large 
reserves to fall back on. It's the 
less fortunate, so-called "white-col­
lar class" (the typists, shop assis­
tants, clerksi who are going to be 
hard put to it to preserve appear­
ances on 66 coupons a year "Shab- 
blness.” declared Captain Lyttleton 
over the wireless, after his decision 
had been made known to the gen­
eral public, "will be as glorious as 
the battle-stained uniform of the 
warrior ”
LOOPHOLES W ILL 
BE STOPPED

Three women a business girl, a 
housewife, and an experienced store 
buyer—and five men, ail experts in 
trade administration, and of vary­
ing ages and tastes, advised the 
board of trade. There will be some 
amendments of the scheme, because 
some aspects of the results of this 
rationing were overlooked.

busy just as soon as they could. 
Women tried pre-dated orders to 
stores lor yard goods as well as 
ready-to-wear garments, hoping they 
would be lucky enough to have them 
accepted.

One specialty shop in Mayfair was 
literally besieged by women with fat 
pocketbooks, ready to buy as much 
as $100 worth of quality fabrics at a 
time. They met with no success at 
all. despite attempts to bribe sales­
women. With the scheme coming in­
to operation immediately, no re­
tailer. however tempted, would have 
risked making a sale without cou­
pons. to view of the fact that to 
future all replacements will have to 
be done against coupons.

One of the loopholes overlooked 
by the board of trade was soon spot­
ted by smart women. All household 
goods — sheets, curtains, blankets, 
bed covers—were unrationed. Stores 
found themselves selling large quan­
tities pf these articles which women 
proposed to turn Into summer 
frocks, sports coats, and dressing 
gowns. Another loophole— second­
hand clothes—is being closed up by 
the authorities because here, too, 
wrangling would and could evade 
the “ fair-to-all" rationing scheme. 
BOOM IN SPECIALIZED 
TRADES PROBABLE

Extravagant fashions, as well as 
white weddings, will suffer an 
eclipse until the end of the war. So 
far. though, lace and net are not 
included in the clothes rationing, 
nor are hats. Already shops are 
going over their lace stocks—old and 
new—and this fabric is scheduled 
for an unprecedented vogue until 
stocks run out.

Working out the clothes coupon, it 
seems .as though women will have 
to manage on one frock a year, 
while a coat will have to last two 
Shears, and a suit three. This is the 
only way to make the rations cou- 
pons cover all the odds and ends 

j which a woman needs—shoes, stock- 
lings. slippers, slacks, lingerie, blous­
es. and sweaters.

I It is obvious that, when possible, 
women will pay «lore for clothes 
bought under the rationing scheme, 
because quality means better value 
and longer wear for the money.

A boom In cleaners' and dyers' 
work Is forecast, and people who 
specialize In "turning” suits and ov­
ercoats are practically unable to 
undertake any more work for the 
time being, as they are literally 
snowed under. Stores are contem­
plating "renovation departments” 
and the shoe-repairing industry is 
in for a profitable time. 
DISPENSATION FOR 
WAR WORKERS

While inter-trading for gain will 
be considered a serious offense, a 
family may pool its coupons and 
doubtless will have to do so to meet 
emergencies, b litzed ” people who 
have lost all or part of their cloth­
ing will be granted special replace­
ment coupons

The wife of the artisan, on the 
other hand, will benefit because her 
husband's "boiler suits" <or dunga­
rees) are not rationed and presum­
ably he needs fewer clothes than she 
does This also applies to women 
munition workers, at any rate those 
who wear overalls, because aprons 
and pinafores are included on the 
rationed list.

In the eyes of most Britons, clothes 
rationing is the end of keeping up 
appearances.

Stiff, aching muscles to the back 

of the neck can do as much to spoil 
a woman's disposition and there­
fore her looks as going without 
breakfast or getting only about half 
the sleep she needs.

Correction of bad posture Is the 
first step to eliminating chronic 
stiffness to the back of the neck. 
Here are directions for the exercise 
which will do the trick of making 
you hold your head to queenly fash­
ion and Umber up muscles.
MAKE UP YOUR MIND 
TO RELAX

Sit erect with shoulders square 
tut not stiff. Relax neck and let 
head fall backward as far as pos­
sible. Now place fingertips behind 
both ears and lift the head to an 
upright position. Make fingertips 
do all of the lifting job. And see 
that all lifting Is done from the spot 
just behind each ear. Relax and 
repeat five times.

Now repeat the exercise five times 
without using fingertips. Simply let 
head drop back, then lift It slowly 
upward, making muscles at sides 
of the neck do all of the work. Keep 
mouth closed.

And here are other exercises for 
relaxing tense muscles to the back 
of the neck:

Let head fall backward, then roll 
it slowly from side to side while It 
Is to this back-slanting position. 
Repeat no more than five times.
BE SURE TO DO THIS SLOWLY

Now let head fall forward as far 
as possible, then toward the left 
shoulder, backward and. finally, to­
ward the right shoulder. In other 
words, describe a wide circle with 
head and neck. But do it slowly.

Bit on the floor with ankles to­
gether. clasp hands behind back, 
lifting them upward until shoulder 
blades are squeezed together. Let 
head fall backward as clasped hands 
are lifted. Relax and repeat five 
times.

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WASHINGTON, July 9 U P) —  
President Roosevelt consigned hem­
ispheric dividing lines to the discard 
today as controlling factors in mat­
ters affecting the defense of the 
United States.

As far as defense considerations 
were concerned, he took the position 
that It was impossible to draw an 
Imaginary line between the western 
and eastern hemisphere and put a 
buoy on It.

There were points In one ocean 
or another, he said, which were not 
important to defense, but there were 
others just outside hemisperic boun­
daries which might be terribly Im­
portant.

Mr. Roosevelt’s pronouncements 
came In response to questions asked 
him at his regular press conference 
yesterday regarding the protective 
occupation of Iceland by a van­
guard of U. 8. naval forces.

In the view of some officials, the 
President was making a specific 
application of the "realistic”  de­
fense policy which he first outlined 
to the nation in his fireside speech 
in May, for then he declared “we 
know enough by now to realize that -  - 
it would be suicide to wait until 
they (the dictators) are In our front 
yard."

Further comments by Mr. Roose­
velt yesterday tended to support 
deductions that future defense mov­
es would be based on the strategy 
of beating the other fellow to the 
punch, and that the United States 
intended to retain the advantage Of 
the Initiative.

The President was asked at one 
point whether he had definite In­
formation that German or other 
forces were preparing a move on 
Iceland.

He replied he could not answer 
that categorically. Continuing, how­
ever, he said that in war one puts 
one’s self in the place of the other 
fellow and attempts to determine 
what the other fellow would do un­
der a given set of circumstances.
He added cryptically that at times 
Information about an opponent’s 
plans may be available and at other 
times they may not.

TBE LITTLE FELLOW

What most people have not thought o f In con­
nection with the government regulating prices, is 
what would happen when the government regu­
lates the price so low that the demand would be 
greater than the supply.

For instance, if the government sets the price 
on automobiles and there am two buyers for every 
automobile, who would get the automobile? Au­
tomobiles could not be prorated and each person 
take part of an automobile, as could be done with 
smaller units, like food.

What would happen would be the man who was 
the biggest customer would have preference over 
the small customer. I t  would only be natural for 
the producer, i f  he had a limited supply, to cater 
to those people whom he believed would buy the 
most if he ever again had a full aupply.

In order to stop this, the government would 
undoubtedly step In and determine which person 
should be favored.

I f  they did this, of course, then the decision 
would always be made on the basis of what par­
ties would have the most vote« and keep those In 
power who are making the decisions.

Or, again In case of the price being below 
cost and the demand being greater than the 
supply, there would be a tendency for bribery and 
secret arrangements. The dishonest man would 
have a great advantage over the law-abiding 
citizen.

Yes, price control can lead only to corruption, 
tyranny, favoritism and finally to a totalitarian 
state.

It Is strange that people cannot see the step 
by step limitations and favoritism that would re­
sult from the government attempting to estab­
lish the selling price of goods produced by privât»

•THE GREATEST GOOD TO TBE 
GREATEST NUMBER-

The theory of “ the greatest good to the great­
est number” is becoming more and more popular. 
It  it the theory of all centralizationists, collec­
tivists or totalitarianists.

William  H. Murray, in his book “ Unde Sun 
Needs a Doctor," pointa out very vividly that this 
theory is the same theory as cannibalism. I  quote:

"Their (the collectivists) theory is ‘the great­
est good to the greatest number.’ Waving argu­
ment In the matter of what is ‘good,’ and the po­
litical legitimacy of New  Deal majorities, It yet 
remains that cannibals act on the same principle. 
There were ten men adrift in a boat. Hunger re­
duced them to cannibalism—and that left only 
nine. Under this New I^gRl theory of political 
cannibalism the minority doesn't count; but the 
Democratic and American theory, and the theory 
that ought to motivate all legislation, la ‘the 
greatest good to A L L  the people'.”

On the theory of what majority rule it, Murray 
points out that “probably seventy-five per cent 
of the people think that Democrats believe In 
majority rule. This is not unqualifiedly true. 
Democrats believe In majority rule under the 
Constitution. Democrats believe in the Constitu­
tion, first, and majority rule, second—when that 
majority conforms to the Constitutional or funda­
mental law. Democrats helieve in the Constitu­
tion as a safeguard against elective despotism, 
the tyranny o f a possible bought, bluffed, or mis­
led majority; and in majority rule within its pro­
visions. Probably about the same per cent w ill 
tell you a majority can do anything. That was 
the idea behind the court-packing fight— to find 
a way, as the President expressed it, for Congress 
to ‘protect its own prerogatives.' ”

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The War
Today

By DEWITT MACKENZIE
Tradition has had it, to ever wi­

dening circles, that “Hitler can’t be
stopped”—that when his great war 
machine starts to roll it is invincible.

The growth of this idea—stimu­
lated by Nazidom’s lightning con­
quest of country after country—ha* 
smothered more armed opposition 
to the fuehrer than his guns. Numer­
ous peoples, accepting German vic­
tory as Inevitable, have bowed to 
Nazi domination without a strug­
gle.

But now strange things are hap­
pening over in the wide sweep of 
(he Russian theater where per­
haps the bloodiest war of histonr 
has reached a crisis. The Bolshe­
vists not only claim to be holding 
the Nazis, but to have hurled there 
back with terrible losses at nu­
merous points along the endlsre 
line.
The Muscovites say the great Na­

zi invasion has bogged down to its 
own blood before the Stalin line. 
This view finds echo to London and 
to Vichy, while Berlin replies terse­
ly that the campaign is proceeding 
as per schedule, and rushes more 
troops towards the Russian front.

I f  the Russians are correct to their 
estimate of the position, then tradi­
tion has failed, and Herr Hitler has 
been stopped at least temporarily for 
the first time since his legions be­
gan to overrun the continent of Eu­
rope nearly two years ago.

However, it would be as foolish to 
jump to the conclusion that the Na­
zis are beaten to Russia as it is to 
say that they—or any other armed 
foice—can’t be stopped by somebody, 
somewhere, sometime. The Germans 
apparently have been held up at most 
vital points for some three or four 
days, due to part to the fierce Bol­
shevist resistance and to part, as I  
have explained before, to the neces­
sity of giving their troops a breath­
er and consolidating their position 
after their long, fast drive into Rus­
sian territory.

.Whether they have actually 
been “stopped” by the fierceness 
of the Red defense and counter­
attack remains to be seen. One 
would expect the Nad forces, to 
surge forward again, but they hare 
suffered a set-back hi lasing the 
initiative to the Communist!
The way the fighting is developing 

It would appear that the Germans 
are undertaking an operation which 
is new to military annals—an at­
tempt to smash one of our modern 
"Magtoot lines’’ (in this case the 
vast Stalin defenses) by direct front­
al assault.

H ie  French Maglnot line was put 
out o f commission by a flanking 
movement, thus avoiding a frontal 
assault against what was supposedly 
an Impregnable defense. The Nad 
Siegfried line never came under test. 
The Finnish Mannerheim line was 
rather-badly knocked about by the 
Russians, but it hadn't been forced 
when the Finns were compelled to 
surrender from other causes.

Thus we are witnessing a historic 
event, and one that is more thrilling 
because the Nazis are facing a mys­
tery line. The Stalin defenses, wUch 
stretch some 1,100 miles from north 
to south near the old Russian frost- 
tier, still retain the secret of their 
construction so far as the general 
world is concerned. In general the 
line appears to follow the basic prin­
ciples of the other systems—defenses 
distributed over a great depth.

Among those watching was A t­
torney General Robert H. Jackson, 
whose appointment to the supreme 
court was confirmed by the senate 
yesterday. When Jackson Is sworn 
In, the court will be up to Its full 
membership of nine.

Raising Of More 
Food On Land Urged 
Al College Station

COLLEGE STATION, July 9 (/Pi- 
Farm Security administration work­
ers from all parts of Texas studied 
methods of helping small farmers 
and ranchers to raise more food on 
their land yesterday at their seventh 
annual state meeting at Texas A 
and M. college.

“Egg production can be stepped up 
greatly without Increasing the size 
or number of flocks,” said L. A, 
Machemehl, district FSA supervisor 
from Lufkin. “Proper feeding Is one 
way to get more eggs per hen, and 
control of disease and parasites Is 
another."

PSA officials said that these two 
farming practices would Increase the 
production of eggs for defease pur­
poses without having to wait on 
growth o f more hens.

J. F. Rosborough. extension horti­
culturist, led the discussion on de­
veloping orchards on tenant farms.

“Home orchards are particularly 
hard to establish on many tenant- 
operated farms.” said Roger Davis, 
PSA farm management specialist, 
“because the tenant does not know 
from one year to the next whether 
he will be on the same farm.”

Davis advocated latog-term leases 
so that tenants will be encouraged 
to plant and keep home orchards.

Ueut. Col. Homer E. Carrico, San 
Antonio, outlined the place of farm 
organisations In the U. 8. depart­
ment of agriculture’s “ food for de­
fense” program.

Liquor Conviction 
Upheld By Court

ST. LOUIS, July 9 (A7—The eighth 
United States Circuit Court of Ap­
peals held yesterday the federal 
liquor enforcement act of 1936 was 
applicable to the dry state of Kan­
sas.

H ie  court affirmed the conviction 
of Walter R. Doloff of Sherman, 
Texas, who was xentenced to 90 days 
in Jail by Judge John Caskie Collet 
after his trial In Jefferson City last 
October. He was charged with at­
tempting to transport 152 gallons 
of liquor Into Kansas when ar­
rested Nov. 20, 1939.

A  legalistic question was Involved 
in the appeal. The federal act pro­
hibits transportation Into a dry 
state of liquor containing more than 
4 per cent of alcohol by volume. The 
Kansas dry law bans the sale of 
beverages with an alcoholic content 
of more than 3.2 per cent by weight.

Truckers Warned 
Against Barred 
Sunday Shipments

AUSTIN. July 9 (fP)—In a notice 
sent today to all motor carriers the 
railroad commission warned that 
cancellation of permits would follow 
violation of an order barring cer­
tain types of truck shipments from 
highways on Sundays and holidays.

The order was Issued In August. 
1939, in an attempt to reduce travel 
hazards on congested roads.

Fresh foods, produce requiring 
refrigeration, newspapers and films 
and some articles were exempted. 
Movement of non-exempted articles 
was barred from 8 a. m. until 10:30 
p. m. on Sundays and several holi­
days. Including Labor Day.

0. S. Navy Nay 
Assist Britain's, 
Says Churchill

LONDON, July 9 (/Ph-Prime Min­
ister Churchill, speaking of the oc­
cupation of Iceland, told the House 
of Commons today that the British 
and United States navies may find 
It advantageous to assist each other 
in “ very dangerous waters.”

The prime minister informed the 
house that Britain proposed to re­
tain some of her foroes at present in 
Iceland.

Churchill declared that the arrival 
“of powerful United States forces 
will greatly reduce the danger to 
Iceland and that “It seems very like, 
ly” British and American forces “will 
cooperate effectively In resistance to 
any attempt by Hitler to gain a foot­
ing.”

The prime minister pointed out 
that American policy is not only to 
send Britain war supplies “but also 
to make sure we get them.”
- Since supplies for American forces 
in Iceland, on duty overseas "for 
purposes of the United States,” will 
have "to traverse very dangerous v 
ters,” he added, "It may. I  dare say 
be found mutually . . . advantage­
ous . . . that the two navies Involved 
should assist each other as . . . may 
be convenient in that part of the 
business."

Britain, he said, not only approves 
but welcomes the United States’ step 
and, as for Germany, “whether sim­
ilar satisfaction will be felt In Ger­
many is another question and one 
which hardly concerns us.”

Congress Nay Be 
Asked To Double 
Lease-Lend Fund

WASHINGTON. July 9. (/P)—Ad­
ministration sources predicted to­
day that President Roosevelt soon 
would ask congress to double the 
original *7.000,000,000 lease-lend ap­
propriation.

They said that all of the first 
fund would be allocated by the end 
of August and that a new appropri­
ation of approximately the same size 
would be needed almost Immediate­
ly to plan further arms production.

The first $7.000,000,000, they add­
ed, already has been expanded by 
administrative action to approxi­
mately *8.000,000.000. They explain­
ed that the lease-lend act authoriz­
ed the use of *1.300,000,000 of other 
appropriations for British aid pur­
poses, but left to the President’s 
discretion whether this supplemen­
tary money should be repaid from 
the lease-lend appropriation. In 
practice. It was said. little of this 
"other money” Is being reimbursed, 
so actually it serves to swell the 
original $7.000,000,000 fund.

Great Britain has been getting 
nearly all the lease-lend material, 
although some has gone to China 
and there is now a possibility that

New Draft Lottery 
For July Planned

WASHINGTON. July 9 (/P)—Se­
lective service officials made plans 
today for a new national lottery, 
probably late this month, to deter­
mine the order In which 21-year-old 
youths who registered July 1 will be 
integrated into the lists of older 
registrants by local boards.

Numbers of the new registrants, 
it was disclosed offlctaly yesterday, 
will be fitted into the existing local 
number sequences according to the 
ratio of new names to old.

Thus if  a local board had 500 
older men on its list and 100 of the 
21-year-olds registered, the number 
of a new registrant would be in­
serted after every fifth name on the 
list. Numbers drawn In the new 
lottery will be preceded by an “S.” 
The holder of "8-1” in this board's 
area would become the sixth man 
on the list, the holder of “8-2” 
twelfth, and so on.

Aluminum Company 
Seeks Monopoly, 
Declares lekes

WASHINGTON, July »  OP)— 
Secretary Ickes denied emphatically 
today that refusal of the Interior 
department to supply more electric 
power to the Aluminum Company 
of America had caused a lag In 
aluminum production.

A house military subcommittee, 
discussing the company's failure to 
get more power from Bonneville 
dam, had observed that “a squab­
ble at this time on the stibject of 
monopoly Is a tragic and sorry 
spectacle. Indeed.”

In reply, Ickes wrote Chairman 
May <D-Ky>, of the full committee:

X. That federal law “to prevent 
the monopolization (of Bonneville 
power) by limited groups" made It 
mandatory to withhold additional 
power from the Aluminum Company 
of America.

2. That power not turned over 
to Alcoa was Instead made avail­
able to the Reynolds Metal com­
pany for Immediate production of 
an equivalent amount of aluminum, 
this permitting two companies to 
manufacture the metal instead of 
one.

Gayda Fames Over 
Iceland Seizure

ROME, July 9 (A*)—The United 
States occupation of Iceland sets a 
precedent “ for military occupation 
from one continent to another under 
the pretence of defending one's own 
continent,” Virginio Gayda. authori­
tative Fascist editor, said today.

Writing in II Giorhale D1 Italian 
he said It was “a new war provo­
cation” of which the consequences 
would be seen in time.

Gayda asserted that Grand Ad­
miral Erich Raeder, commander In 
chief of the German navy, had 
said In an interview on May 27 that 
the German navy would be justified 
in attacking American convoys, In­
dicating that this might apply to 
supplies for the American occupa­
tion forces on Iceland.

Stale Wm* Soil 
Against H inkle For
Chain Store Taxes

AUSTIN, July 9 liPi—The state to­
day won a district court Judgment 
of 1906,138 against the Humble Oil 

d Refining company for chain 
store taxes.

The comparty's attorneys Immedi­
ately gave notice o f exception and 
appeal after Judge J. Harris Gard­
ner ruled on an agreed stipulation 
of facts. A request for a Jury trial 
had been withdrawn.

Exemption from chain store taxes 
on grounds that their 280 service 
stations sold only petroleum prod­
ucts and service was claimed by the 
oil company’s attorneys.

The state contended that sales 
of tires and accessories were not 
service but merchandising.

Ruling for the state, the court al­
so supported a state contention that 
the tax was due for 1941 despite ar­
guments the legislature had amend­
ed the act to exempt service stations 
if 75 per cent of their business was 
in petroleum products sales.

Judge Gardner said that since the 
state recently won a similar suit 
against Standard Oil Company of 
Texas, he felt obliged to follow that 
ruling.

Air Corps Reserve 
Officers Ordered 
To Active Duty

WASHINGTON, July »  <*>►—The 
war department disclosed today 
that all air corps reserve officers, 
not already on active duty and 
whose civilian occupations are not 
of primary Importance to the de­
fense program, were being ordered 
to extended active duty.

The actual number thus sum­
moned “will not be made public,'* 
the department said, but Indica­
tions were that it ran Into several 
hundred and that possibly less 
than 10 per cent of the atr of­
ficers would be left In civilian life.

By August 1, the department 
said, all available officers of this 
branch are scheduled to be on duty. 
They are being assigned to units 
for which they are best qualified 
by their military training and 
civilian experience, the department 
added.

Those not being called to duty 
because o f their present occupa­
tions are considered more Import­
ant to defense than their military 
services, it was said, Included men 
employed In aeronautical, trans­
portation and allied Industries, and 
In flying schools and other acti­
vities directly contributing to the 
defense effort.

Senate Blomed For 
Failure To Pass 
Assumption Bill

C.LADEWATER, July 9 OP)—Gregg 
County Judge Merritt Gibson, pres­
ident of the Texas County Judges 
and Commissioners Association, to­
day blamed the senate for the legis­
lature’s failure to pass the road 
bond assumption bill.

In an Interview, Judge Gibson as­
serted He believed the legislature 
would be forced to call a special ses­
sion to consider the bill. Failure to 
take action “Jeopardized” 8141,788.966 
In road bonds throughout the state, 
he said.

The Judge declared the senate’s 
stand that the surplus funds should 
be turned back to the highway com­
mission for use In building military 
roads was mere subterfuge.

Judge Gibson also stated the sen­
ate, In effect, told the house, “eith­
er accept our version, or get no 
law." He charged the senate refused 
to call the bill Into conference com­
mittee until it was too late to take 
action. He added he thought the 
senate believed it could bluff the 
house Into accepting the senate ver­
sion of the bin.

The house differed with the sen­
ate in that they wanted to give the 
surplus In the road fund back to 
the counties, while the senate want­
ed to turn it over to the highway 
commission.
