Steel Giants Block W ay Of Hun Hordes
Red Air Force 

Claims Successes 
On All Fronts

fB v The Associated Prssal 
MOSCOW, Sunday. June 29—In 

probably the greatest tank battle 
the world ever has witnessed, Ger­
man and Russian steel monsters 
are clashing all up and down the 
front in former Poland, with 4,000 
of them locked In mortal combat 
In the Luck sector alone, It was 
reported today by the Russian In­
formation bureau.
In general, the Russian commun-. 

lque stressed that the Oerman ad­
vance is being held up by this ter- 

• rifle defense, with Nazi losses run­
ning Into high nut untold figures.

Particularly In the direction of 
Minsk, capital of White Russia which 

a appers as a prime Oerman objective, 
German tanks were halted, the Rus­
lans asserted.

The communique spoke of the Red 
army Inflicting Important losses on 
the Nazi In rear guard actions 
while withdrawing to new positions, 
but did not locate this retreat.

Elsewhere Its communique was a 
tale of stubborn fighting, with Rus­
lana troops and airmen either hold­
ing their own or gaining the upper 
hand.

“Our troops took many prisoners, 
a great number of whom were In 
an intoxicated condition,” the 
communique said.

.  It  claimed also the destruction of 
300 tanks of the Nazi 3Bth tank corpe 
up to Friday night in the continuing 

• battle in the Minsk area.
Telling thus of having smashed 

the deepest and most menacing of 
'the Nazi spear thrusts into Soviet 
territory, along the historic Invasion 
route which Napoleon chose In 1812, 
the Russian announcement said suc­
cinctly:

PNghttng is still in progress." 
I t  credited the Red air force 

with a series of »unerases over all 
the fronts, noting especially that 
two monitors, river gunboats, were 
sunk by air bombs near TUleea, on 
the Danube river In Rumania.
Seven German planes were men­

tioned as shot down at various 
points Saturday.

The official war bulletin told of 
repelling German Rumanian at­
tempts to cross the Prut river Into

Further plans for a great Labor 
Day picnic symbolic of free Amer­
ica, a united Republic free of class 
consciousness and sectional pre­
judices, will be made Monday 
night In the county courtroom at 
a meeting of representatives of 
the various stale clubs.

day night when W. R. Frazee was 
named general picnic chairman, and 
members of the various state clubs 
was appointed on his committee.

“The primary purpose of the 
meeting," said Mr. Frazee “will be 
to get the committees compactly 
formed, create sub-committees and 
form an executive committee com­
posed of the chairmen of the sub­
committees.”

FDR Expected To 
Speak On July 4

President Roosevelt is expected to 
speak to his fellow Americans at 3 
p. m. (C8T) on July 4, leading them 
In what he has termed a “grand 
re-dedlcatlon to liberty.”

Mr. Roasevelt Is expected to ask 
every American participating In a 
nationwide Independence day cele­
bration to join him in the pledge 
of allegiance to the flag.

FD R Signs Several B ills A l Hyde Park

HYDE PARK. N. Y.. June 28 (/Ph- 
President Roosevelt spent a quiet, 
diversified Saturday at his country 
home disposing of business that al­
ways stacks up near the end of the 
government’s fiscal year, consult­
ing Washington officials by tele­
phone on the International situation, 
and keeping an Interesting eye on 
the special senatorial election In 
Texas.

Several bills which had to be sign­
ed before the end of the fiscal year 
at midnight Monday were approved 
by the President. More were expect­
ed to arrive by airplane from Wash­
ington. Including a *10,384,821,624 
war department appropriation, as 
soon as congress finished action on 
them.

Signed today were measures which:
Extend the life of the federal hous­

ing administration from July 1, 1941. 
to July 1. 1944, and Increase the 
limits of Its insured loans from 
*100.000,000 to *185,000.000 for mod­
ernization and repair.

Appropriate, for expenses in the 
year beginning Tuesday, *21,822,467 
for the state department, *179,009.100 
for the commerce department *66,- 
307,500 for the justice department 
and federal judiciary and *188,325,- 
923 for the Interior department. In 
addition, interior received authority 
to make contracts up to *16,675,000.

Presidential Secretary William D. 
Hassett did say that he had asked 
Mr. Roosevelt about reports that 
Frank Murphy, associate justice of 
the supreme court, would replace 
Henry L. Stlmpson as secretary of 
war. He said the President hold him 
stories like that were “solely to be 
attributed to the heat wave.”

Deeming it Inadvisable to close 
down the government plants because 
of the urgency of the defense pro­
gram, Mr. Roosevelt declined to ex­
cuse federal employes from working 
their regular four hours next Satur­
day, the day after the Fourth of 
July.

In the field of domestic affairs, the 
race for the senate seat of the late 
Morris Sheppard of Texas caught 
the President’s attention because of 
his desire th^t Representative Lyn­
don Johnson be elected. .Johnson, a

Heaviest Bain Blows Down Much Wheat
Last night’s torrential rain caused 

untold damage to the wheat crop 
in this section, elevator men and 
farmers reported. The rain, ac­
companied by a 43-mile-an-hour 
wind part of the time, blew the 
grain down and it Is doubtful If it 
will rise.

A heavy shower fell late in the 
afternoon. The downpour last night 
was one of the heaviest witnessed 
here in many years. The underpass 
on South Barnes street was closed 
to traffic and the Intersection of 
Hobart and Ripley streets was 
flooded, cutting o ff traffic from the 
west. The dip on Brown street was 
also full and it was impossible for 
traffic to move into Pampa from 
the south and west.

Total rainfall yesterday was 1.49 
Inches. On Friday .22 inch of rain 
fell. Total rain for the year to date 
is 17.39 Inches.

The rainfall last night probably 
was much greater than the amount 
gauged because of the strong wind 
which blew over the gauge. Pampa 
streets ran curb to curb with water 
for more than an hour. Rain blew 
under doors of houses and stores 
causing considerable damage.

New Dealer Gains 
On Governor In 
Midnight Count

The Texas Election Bureau at 12:30 o ’clock tkia 
morning gave Lyndon Johnson a lead of approximately
5.000 votes over Governor W. Lee O'Daniel in the sen­
atorial race. The congressman was leading by only
3.000 votes in the 12 o’clock count. Previously tho gov­
ernor had cut down Johnson’s lead from 15,000 votes. 
Whether Johnson could hold his lead or could gain 
further votes was a question only the complete count 
would reveal.

Charles Watson, five-year-old son 
of Mr. and Mrs. H. H. Watson. 533 
South Somerville street, was given a 
50-50 chance last night to recover 
from injuries received when he was 
struck by a car at the intersection of 
West Brown and Somerville streets 
at 6:30 o’clock Friday evening.

The child suffered a fractured 
skull, fractured leg and serious bruis­
es and lacerations.

Clovis Duff, driver of the car 
which struck the child, was charged 
with aggravated assault with a mo­
tor vehicle yesterday and released 
on bond of *1.000. which was post­
ed Saturday afternoon.

City officers who investigated the 
accident and made the arrest, said 
the Duff car skidded 78 feet before 
striking the child, which was hurl­
ed 18 feet. The officers said they 
were able to trace the tire marks for 
their measurements.

Witnesses said the child had start­
ed to cross Brown street at the In­
tersection when the accident oc­
curred, according to officers.

Mr. Watson, a truck driver, was 
on a run when the accident hap-, 
pened, but he was contacted and re­
turned to Pampa early Saturday 
morning.

Mr. Duff is an employe of the 
Gulf Production company, officers 
said.

21-Year-Olds 
Will Register 
Al Courthouse

Young men of Oray county who 
have or will become 21 years on 
or before July 1 will register Tues­
day at the courthouse here as requir­
ed by the selective service and 
training act. Registration head­
quarters will be in the corridor of 
the courthouse and In the selective 
service board headquarters on the 
third floor.

Pour or more registrars will be 
on duty from 7 a. m., until 9 p. m. 
and if the number of registrants Is 
greater than anticipated, more reg­
istrars will be available, eleven hav­
ing been sworn In by the local board.

Young men confined to hospitals 
or their homes by illness will be 
visited by a special registrant upon 
filing notice of lnabUlty to register 
at the courthouse.

No person confined to jail will be 
registered until released. Chairman 
John Sturgeon of the local board 
said yesterday.

Persons eligible to register who are 
out of the city or county will reg­
ister In whatever city they are visit­
ing and their registration blank will 
be sent to the Pampa board.

When young men register for pos­
sible military training under the 
Selective Training and Service Act 
on July 1. they merely will be re­
quired to answer ten simple ques­
tions. Oeneral J. Watt Page, state 
selective service director, said to­
day.

Declaring that the registration 
will involve no complex procedure, 
General Page said that the ques­
tions on the registrant’s card per­
tain only to his identity, his address, 
the person who will always know his 
address, and his employer. Registra-

Special From Texas Election Bureau

DALLAS, June 28— Still uncertain late Saturday night 
was the outcome of the hard fought Texas race for the 
seat of the late Senator Morris Sheppard, representative 
Lyndon B. Johnson, who campaigned under the New Deal 
banner, was in the lead but was closely pressed by the dim­
pled Gov. W. Lee O’Danifel, whose strength increased as 
late returns poured in from the rural sections.

Late tabulations of the Texas Election Bureau of it3 
copyrighted figures showing incomplete returns from 
more than four fifths of the counties, showed Gerald 
C. Mann in third place; while Martin Dies trailed lamely 
in fourth. Of the other candidates, who received relatively 
few votes, the lead was taken by Sam Morris of Del Rio, 
Baptist minister and radio advocate of liquor prohibition.

Johnson and Dies each appeared to have carried his own 
congressional district. Mann’s strength came largely from 
northeast Texas. Johnson received a big vote in the larger 
cities but also ran ahead in many rural counties, particu­
larly in central and southwest Texas. O’Daniel was run. 
ning strong in the high plains.

Activity in the Panhandle field 
dropped back to normal last week 
after two weeks of the most active 
location drive in the history of the 
field, a total o f 112 locations being 
staked in the two-week period. New 
locations last week totaled 18 with 
f te  In Hutchinson county, five In 
Gray, four in Wheeler, two in Moore, 
and one in Potter.

Ben Garber and Spike Pagans of 
Pampa came Into the Panhandle 
drtiling picture for the first time 
last week when the secured a lease 
on the Fannie Lovett lease in sec­
tion 25, Block B-2. H&GN survey, 
•Md staked a test. The area was 
opened three weeks ago by the W. H. 
Taylor Oil company which brought 
to a 350-barrel well, three miles 
from nearest production. Since then 
Taylor has staked five locations and 
J. U  McMahon secured a lease on 
the Lovett and staked six locations.

Nine new oil wells were gauged 
last week adding 1,560 barrels of oil 
to the field potential. One gas well 
was gauged for 18,500,000 cubic feet.

Gray county led the new comple­
tions with four of the wells. The 
Rook Oil company completed its 
second well on the west outskirts 
o f Pampa, bn the Vicars estate, good 
for 212 barrels.

Senators A t Odds On A id 
To Russians

By WILLIAM B. ARDERY
WASHINGTON, June 28 (AP) — 

Several senators differing on gener­
al foreign policy agreed today that 
any substantial American aid for 
Russia would necessitate a multl- 
billion-dollar increase in the present 
$7.000,000,000 lend-lease program and 
appropriation of large new sums 
for armament plants.

At the same time, there was 
speculation in congressional quar­
ters that the administration might 
soon ask additional money for the 
lease-lend program. President Roose­
velt has promised all possible aid 
for Russia In fighting Germany.

Senator Byrd (D-Va) told re­
porters he had heard rumors that 
more lease-lend money would be 
asked, but that he did not see how 
much aid could be given Russia. 
This country, he declared, “Is not 
producing enough military equip­
ment for its own needs and those 
of Oreat Britain.”

Senator Pepper (D-Fla) said 
congress will give the President 

any reasonable sum" and added:
“I f  we don’t spend $5,000,000,000 

or so to stop Hitler in Europe now 
then it will cost us five to 20 times 
$5,000,000,000 to stop him later."

Expressions of other senators in­
terviewed varied.

The veteran Senator Glass (D-Va) 
asked, “where would we get the 
money from?” If further appro­
priations were granted for aid to 
Russia.

Senator Adams (D-Colo>, declar­
ed that the $7.000,000.000 outlay 
under the original lend-lease pro­
gram was based on British esti­
mates of that country’s needs for 
American products. The total figure, 
he added, was considerably less 
than that suggested by Great 
Britain.

Senator Mead (D -NY), saying 
that this country would always 
have to realize a fundamental con­
flict between American and Russian 
political philosophies, declared he 
saw nothing that could be done for 
Russia under under the existing 
lend-lease program. While approv­
ing administration steps to give 
Russia help, Mead added that “there 
will have to be a new lend-lease 
bill” before the Soviet could be 
paced in the same category as 
Great Britain.

Army Command 
Weak, General 
Tells Officers

With the Army in Tennessee. June 

28 ufv—Summing up a month of sim­
ulated warfare by 77,000 soldiers un­
der his command. Lieutenant Gen­
eral Ben Lear declared today “our 
chain of command (from the officers 
down to the ranks) is weak—weak 
to the extent that If this condition 
Is allowed to continue, the chain, at 
Its weak links, will break whenever 
an emergency imposes a heavy load.”

A  soldier of 43 years experience, 
General Lear, commander of the 
second field army, struck out at a 
meeting of about 300 staff and field 
officers assembled to hear his op­
inion of the maneuvering of the 5th, 
27th, and 30th infantry divisions and 
the second armored division to the 
field In Tennessee since June 2.

O f the first field test of one of 
America’s new armored divisions, 
General Lear said “offensive action 
by armored forces can be restricted 
and denied freedom of movement by 
trained and adequately armed 
troops.”  '

“The lack of sufficient anti-tank 
weapons had handicapped all units 
In providing an effective defense 
against the armored division. In 
view of the present Importance of 
the development of an anti-tank de­
fense and as a stimulus to training, 
this deficiency needs prompt cor­
rection."

British Want Daring Raids On Coasts
(B ,  Tbc Associated Press)

LONDON, June 28—Agitation grew 
In Britain tonight for daring at­
tacks by army and navy raiders 
on the German-held continental 
coasts, now that the Nazis’ backs 
are turned, and one general sug­
gested that amphibian tanks join 
them In a general offensive team­
ed with the great, continuing RAF 
aerial assaults.

General J. F. C. Fuller, one of 
the first British generals to exploit 
the use of tanks in the World war, 
called in the “Sunday Pictorial" 
for “tip and run” raids by the army 
and navy on “the coasts of coun­
tries now occupied by Germany”

were pointedly directed to faults in 
command which, he said, he had 
observed personally.

“Cases were found where serg­
eants, corporals and privates in great 
numbers did not know the nature 
and details of the exercises being 
conducted,” the tall, hard-hitting 
general declared.

“  ‘Yes,’ I  answer, ‘research is about 
as thrilling and dramatic as a fly 
stuck on a piece of fly-paper on a 
farmer’s kitchen.’ You’ve watched 
a fly struggle to get loose. The min­
ute he gets one foot free, another 
is stuck. Well, that’s the way we 
are. We find each problem so tan­
gled up with a score more that we 
simply

angles of a thing until eventually 
we lick It.

The young people of today stand 
on the threshhold of a world with 
opportunities that existed only two 
or three decades ago. What they 
don’t realize, apparently, is that 
the threshhold today is immeas­
urably higher than it was then.

The main thing 
to remember is that opportunity is 
within us, is offered to rich and poor 
alike, is entirely democratic. But 
we dare not back into it, for we 
need to keep our eyes and our 
hands ahead.

"Intelligent ignorance, that keeps 
a man dissatisfied with the wail, 'It 
can’t be done!’ is a pre-requisite for 
the research worker. And I  think 
it holds equally true in any other 
field.”

WASHINGTON, June 28, (/P) — 
Word circulated at the capital today 
that the war department wanted a 
congressional declaration of a na­
tional emergency and brought out 
Immediate manifestations of op­
position.

Such a declaration would permit 
national guardsmen and selective 
service trainees to be kept in active 
service Indefinitely, and would also 
lift the present restriction on the 
President’s powers to send troops out 
of the western hemisphere.

Representative Wood rum (D-Va.) 
expressed his views in the house by 
declaring that such a proposal would 
bring a “ little storm of protest by 
one member of congress who has 
gone 100 per cent with the adminis­
tration's foreign policy."

And Representative Starnes (D- 
Ala.) said congress and the people 
were ready to spend any amount 
and exert whatever effort was re­
quired to safeguard the western hem­
isphere, but that there was no plan 
or intention of this country's going 
to war.

In executive departments, mean­
time, the defense program Itself 
was pushed ahead and there were 
new moves to ease its Impact on 
civilians.

The war department disclosed 
development of a radio device ca­
pable of detecting approach of en­
emy aircraft miles away and an­
nounced a recruiting program for 
technicians to man a series of listen­
ing posts along the coasts and at 
island outposts.

The Office of Production Manage­
ment announced the defense hous­
ing projects would be given first call 
over civilian housing on available 
supplies of building materials.

The federal power commission for­
mally declared an emergency to 
exist in southeastern states where 
there is a power shortage and asked 
for reduced consumption for non­
defense purposes.

From the bituminous coal division 
offlctal acknowledgement 

that the nation may face a coal 
shortage this winter due, in part, 
to over-taxed transportation faclli 
ties. The government already is 
urging householders to buy coal this 
summer.

T*1*  maritime commission reported 
that work was 60 to 90 days ahead 
of schedule on most of the 312 "ugly 
duckling" cargo ships ordered in its 
emergency program. Although the 
original schedule called for com­
pletion of only one ship this year the 
commission said io might be placed 
in operation.

AUSTIN, June 38 UP)—The hÏÏT- 
billy boys played with zip and Gov­
ernor W. Lee O’Daniel read elec­

Not as large as that which at­
tended the mansion party last year 
when O’Daniel was re-elected, the 
crowd stood and sat on the grass 
of the lawn and now and then 
overflowed into the flower beds 
along the walks.

Inside fhe mansion members of 
the governor's official family milled 
about.

Among the officials were Rebuen 
Williams, member of the state high­
way commission: Prank Davis, mem­
ber of the state board of control 
William Lawson, secretary of state, 
and Tom L. Beauchamp, associate 
Justice of the state court of crimi­
nal appeals.

The governor’s orchestra, Just re­
turned from a long campaign tour 
with him, started the evening’s sere, 
nade with “Beautiful Texas," O ’Dan- 
iel’s own composition, drawing 
heavy applause from the crowd in 
front of the mansion porch.

Johnson, weary from his cam­
paign efforts, arrived in the after­
noon from Johnson City, where 
he voted, and slept until the re­
turns began coming in.

headquarters and buzzed about on 
the mezzanine floor of the hotel.

Mrs. Sam Johnson, the congress­

Peaceful settlements of labor /Its-

putes involving transportation work­
ers in the great defense production 
areas of New York and Pittsburgh
were reached yesterday (Saturday).

Mayor P. H. LaGuardia announc­
ed an agreement averting a threat­
ened strike in Gotham’s city-owned 
transit system on which thousands 
travel dally to scores of factories 
and shipping centers concerned with 
defense goods.

The transport workers union (CIO ) 
and the city agreed, LaOuardia 
said, to continue an existing con­
tract until the courts could decide 
whpther the city can legally contact 
with the union in the future. TTiat 
meant cancellation o f a union order 
for a walkout of 32,000 workers at 
midnight Monday, the time at which 
the present contract expires.

The union demands a $1 a day In­
crease for all employes. Rates now 
range from the minimum of (24.96 
a week for car cleaners to the max­
imum figure for motormen of (53.

A t Pittsburgh, AFL teamsters 
agreed to return to work, ending a 
walkout of about 1,200 men which 
began 28 days ago and which inter­
fered with the shipment and hand­
ling of defense materials in Pitts­
burgh's munitions mills.

The strikers agreed to go back to 
their Jobs under a proposal of the 
defense mediation board for increases 
of six cents an hour for some clas­
sifications and 0 cents for others. 
The union originally demanded a 
flat 10-cent boost over the basis 
rate of 85 cents an hour. Pinal de­
termination on the dispute will be 
made by the board at a series of 
meetings to begin Monday.

Long Time.”  Nobody who went into the armed serv­
ice» In .those days knew for how long It would be, 
except that It would be for as long as it took to do 
the Job.

Now It appears that the National Ouard may be 
retained in federal service longer than the year for 
which it was called. The War department is asking 
this of congress.

I t  this is done. It will mean Inconvenience for many, 
genuine hardship for some, for many of these 289.800 
National Guardsmen, including their 21,800 officers, 
are older men with responsibilities.

Only one thing will really restore these and other 
Americans now in khaki to normal civil life. That is 
an end of the conditions which brought them there 
In the first place.

Behind The News

WASHINGTON. June 28—When the senate con­
firmed the elevation of Democratic Senator James F. 
Byrnes to the U. S. supreme court. It did it unant 
mously and so quickly that no one had time to take 
out a stop watch.

Last March. Sen. Charles L. McNary, minority 
leader, called at the White House and told the presl 
dent that it was the unanimous opinion of the senate 
Republicans that Senator Byrnes should have the 
vacancy created by retirement of Associate Justice 
James C. McReynolds.

This was, of course, a great tribute to an able and 
respected adversary, but some politicians invariably 
cast a fishy eye on tributes from "the other side of 
the aisle." A few suspicious Democrats wondered if 
their OOP  foes weren’t pulling a fast one—and among 
themselves, privately, voiced their fears.

Now, some Washington wags are saying that the 
president, In removing from the political arena the 
cleverest liaison man he has had in congress has 
done pne of the nicest things he could do for the 
opposing party.
MIXED HIS MEDICINES

I t ’s not necessary to wag with the wags to admit 
the truth of this. Senator Byrnes has been the most 
potent shepherd of administration legislation In the 
senate for at least eight years. I  haven't found many 
who will agree that he has any formula—but In almost 
every ease, it appears that he has mixed soothing 
syrup with his bad medicine to such an extent that 
not even the opposition came out of the rukus with 
any complaints against the South Carolina senator 
about what they had had to swallow.

Even when "Jimmy" went against the home team— 
and he did. Importantly, several times—he was al­
ways welcomed back into the line-up with a lot of 
heartiness When he fought in the ranks against the 
ch)ef executive, he seemed to be able to do it without 
acquiring or leaving any scars.

He rammed the two-billion-dollar veterans’ bonus 
bill through over the president's veto; he backed his 
senior colleague. Sen. E D. "Cotton Ed" 8mlth, in 
the famous purge elections after the latter had been 
placed on the blacklist.

I t  was 
a bitter battle—and for Bymes and the administra­
tion. a lost cause—yet a very few years later, friends 
and foes alike were willing to join hands and insist 
that Bymes be given a lifetime job on the same 
bench that opponents had shouted he was trying to 
sabotage.

Whether or not they throw any additional light 

on the mystery of Rudolph Hess, the reported 
suicide of Admiral Bohn and arrest of Dr Karl 
Hausho'er, both intimates of the No. 3 Nazi who 
fled to Scotland, are additional indications that all 
is not well in the high inner eircles of German o f­
ficialdom. Admiral Bohn, chief of the H itler sea 
forces in Norway, Is supposed to have killed him­
self a fter being questioned by agents of the home 
Gestapo; Dr. Haushofer to have been imprisoned 
for incautious expressions of fear for the future of 
Germany.

The Haushofer arrest, if verified, may prove 
of great significance. According to an article in a 
recent issue o f Current History and Forum, by 
Frederic Sondecn Jr., Haushofer has long been 
the real brains of Nazidom. Through his staff of 
1000 “scientifIs, technicians and spies." constitut­
ing the Geopolitical Institue of Munich, Mr. Son- 
dern says, from what are described as personal 
knowledge and official sources, that Haushofer has 
dictated all of H itler's moves from the very be­
ginning. "Ribbentrop’s diplomatic corps, Himm­
ler's Gestapo, Goebbels' Propaganda Ministry. 
Brauchitsch's army and the party itself are but 
instruments of this super-brain of Nazism,” he 
writes.

I f  this super-planner has been discredited and 
jailed, as the British hear, it would seem to mean 
not only that the Nazis have lost their mainspring, 
but that H itler has so far departed from a here­
tofore successful program as to alienate and fright­
en his chief adviser.

Responsible critics in parliament say that the 
Birtish war effort is deliberately slowed down by 
the attitude of British labor.

B R ITA IN  DOESN’T  “ OWN”  EMPIRE
Norman Angell Corrects Some Misconceptions 

Regarding Dominions

Obviously .it is o f vital concern to Americans 
to know whether the picture of England as the 
owner of a vast estate paying Tribute to the in­
habitants of the British islands is a true picture 
or not. For on the verdict depends whether Amer­
ica is aiding justice or injustice; freedom or mere 
imperialist advantage.

What are the facts? Great Britain does not 
“ own” the impire at all. Not merely has John Bull 
no proprietary rights whatever in these overseas 
territories, but the British government draws no 
tribute at all from Canada, or Australia, or South 
Africa, or New Zealand, or Newfoundland, or Ire­
land, or India, or from any colony whatsoever. 
Indeed, the boot is very much on the other leg. in 
that the British taxpayer is often mulcted for the 
defense and development of the overseas territo­
ries.

Nor is that all, or the most important part.
Not merely do the British people not "own” 

the overseas "possessions,”  they do not even 
govern the greater part of them. For during the 
last seventy years Britain has carried on a pro­
cess of de-imperialization, so that what was origi­
nally an emnirc, has, for the greater part ceased 
to be one; wh'u were originally colonies have be­
come independent states, over which Britain has 
surrendered all control.

The independence for which the thirteen Amer­
ican colonies had to wage war has been granted 
to Canada. Australia, New Zealand, SoutlrAfrica, 
Eire, Newfoundland, and w ill be granted tomor­
row to India, without war.

Goebbel s experts were commanded 
to set about proving overnight to a 
stunned world that the two-year 
appearance of the Nazi lion and Uie 
Communist lamb lying down to­
gether was mere camouflage. The 
lamb, the world is now told, was the 
real objective of the lion all .tfie 
time.

That the Russian lamb happened 
to be a tempting morsel, rich in such 
vital war Juices as oil And grain, 
is a mere happenstance in the Hit- 
ler-von Ribbentrop-Goebbels white- 
book.

Regulations For 
Conchas Dam 
Area Issued

SANTA FE. June 28—Regulations 
for fishing, swimming and camping 
and other activities in the Conchas 
Dam State Recreational area, which 
will be opened for public use next 
Tuesday (July 1) were Issued today 
by State Game Warden Elliott 8. 
Barker and State Park Superinten­
dent C. E. Hollled.

The fishing season will extend 
from July 1 to November 30. inclu 
slve. with specified limits on bass, 
crappie. channel catfish and brean. 
It  will be illegal to take pike perch 
or wall-eyed pike, only recently re­
stocked. Regular fishing licenses will 
be required, and no short-time per­
mits will be Issued.

The joint statement points out 
that permanent facilities the CCC 
is developing in the area, under su 
pervision of the National Park Ser­
vice. will not be available this sea­
son. However, temporary provision 
has been made for camping and 
swimming, and temporary docks 
have been provided for boats. Rent­
al boats will be available, and a mir. 
Imum charge of $3 per yekr will be 
made for each privately-owned boat 
on the lake. All boats must be sea 
worthy, equipped with air-chambers 
and at least one set of oars, and 
must have a life-preserver for each 
passenger. No private boat Is to ap 
proach within 500 feet of the main 
dam or lrrgaton outlet.

The Conchas arm of the lake and 
the Canadian arm uo to a point two 
miles above the main dam Is open 
lor boating and to fishing from 
boats. The Canadian arm above this 
point is closed. No fishing will 
be permitted within 500 feet of the 
main dam. wing dams, or irrigation 
outlets. Fishing from the shore line 
Will be limited to areas designated 
on the ground.. .

(A n  Editorial)

Friday’s editorial on the necessity of attending the Oil­
er baseball games here was rained out Friday and Sat­
urday night, but what was said in that editorial still goes. 
The capricious Panhandle weather may rain out today’s 
games, but if it does remember the Oilers will be back Ju­
ly 3 and 4, and that it will be a good time to pack those 
stands.

Pampans have no time to lose in attending the games 
and in supporting the teams. I f  they play here this after­
noon, baseball fans— and who isn’t one— should rally to 
the cause. For the ’Oilers are in a precarious position. Pam­
pa is in danger of losing not only the team but the fran­
chise, and if that happens thè result will be catastrophic 
in many ways.

Last year Pampa was third in attendance; this year it is 
in the cellar. Sorger, Amarillo and Lubbock are supporting 
their teams, but Pampa hasn’t been. If Pampa had a medi­
ocre, inferior team there would be some reason for not go­
ing to the games, but the young and hustling Oilers are in 
third place, despite the fact that they have played without 
the inspiring presence of a decent crowd.

What would happen if Pampa lost its franchise in the 
West Texas-New Mexico League? Well, all we have to go 
by is the history of other towns. Do you remember the Wi­
chita Falls Spudders in the 1920s? They won the Texas 
League championship and the Dixie series and it was 16 
years before Wichita Falls had another team, and Wichita 
Falls was regarded as a dead town. Not even an oil boom 
in the last several years could put Wichita Fails back 
where it was in the minds of the people. Amarillo lost its 
Western Association franchise and it was nearly a decade 
before it had another team.

A baseball team’s effect on the business and industrial 
life of a town is more than one might guess at first glance. 
When the word gets out that a town can’t support a team 
it has been supporting, people get the idea that the town 
is failing commercially.

And of course that would not bè true of Pampa which 
is now experiencing the beginnings of a new business and 
oil boom and has prospects of the greatest prosperity in 
history. That is why The News believes that the fans, now 
that they know the truth about the Oilers, will turn out in 
paying numbers to see the remainder of the games, and a 
good start will be today. All of us have been derelict in this 
matter; none of us can throw a stone at the other. Let us 
rise up and put the Oilers in the black, and if we know 
that bunch of boys, they’ll smack down their opponenets 
right and left. ✓

But as he passed the 
checking station the next time he 
was tying up badly.

McCluskey struggled on. gamely 
In quest af his 24th national cham­
pionship in 12 years of running, 
but he was almost out on his feet 
when Paul Pilgrim, New York A. C. 
athletic director, finally pulled him 
off the track. He collapsed and had 
to be carried to the center of the 
field, where he finally recovered suf­
ficiently to be taken to a hospi­
tal.

Dr. Joseph Levy, who attended 
McCluskey, diagnosed his condition 
as cardiac and heat collapse and 
stiffening of the muscles. And it 
definitely ruled him out of tomor­
row’s 3.000-meter steeplechase. In 
which he was the favorite.

Don Lash, winner of the 10,000 a 
year ago, dropped out after only 
six laps.

The race was run for both senior 
and junior titles and Lou Gregory 
on New York's Milrose A. A., picked 
up where McCluskey left o ff to take 
the senior championship in 33 min­
utes 11 seconds. Ted Volmer cf the 
San Francisco Olympic club, the 
runner-up, became junior champion 
and was caught in 33:23.7.

With the exception of this race 
and the 3,000-meter walk, also run 
for both, today’s competition was for 
the junior chamnionshlps. open to 
athletes who never have won na­
tional, N.C.A.A., or I.c. 4-A titles In 
their specialties.

The record breakers were Edward 
Culp of Xavier college In New Or­
leans. a slim negro lad who clipped 
a full second off the meet mark for 
1,500 meters, and BUI Stewart. Uni­
versity of Southern California fresh­
man who pushed the meet’s high 
jumj “ceiling" to 6 feet 8% inches 

Culp won by 15 yards ov£r Theo­
dore Nebrich of Buffalo. His time 
was 3:55,1, compared to the 3:56.1 
turned In two years ago at Lincoln, 
Neb., by John Munski of Missouri.

The one record equalled was In 
the 100-meter dash, in which Peyton 
Jordan of the Southern California 
A.A. streaked into the tape a good 
10 feet in front In 10.4 seconds.

Two men were double winners. 
BUI Cummins of Houston, a Rice 
Institute hurdler, scored decisively 
both at 110 and 200 meters. Clar­
ence Lewis of the Rankin C.C. in 
Pittsburgh, first won the broad 
Jump and then added to it the hop 
step, and jump.

The crowd hit a peak of 15,000. 
At least double that number are 
expected tomorrow, when the senior 
titles will bring into action runners 
like Les MacMitchell, Walter Mehl, 
Greg Rice. Harold Davis, and Grov­
er Klemmer; hurlders like Joe Ba­
tiste and Fred Wolcott and field 
event men such as A1 Blozis, Les 
Steers, Cornelius Warmerdam, and 
Earl Meadows.

South of Minsk, and separated 
from that battle sector by the laby­
rinth of the Pinsk marshes, in the 
Luck-Lwow sector of occupied Pol­
and. a great battle surged to and 
fro . during Friday night and early 
Saturday.

The outcome of this battle was not 
known, but the Red army claimed 
that the German attempt to out­
flank Lwow was repulsed.

It was in defense of Minsk, 20 
miles inside the old Russian bor­
der with Poland, and 159 miles 
from the nearest point of east 
Prussia, that the Russians loosed 
their own blltikrleg — literally 
lightning war.
“ In the Minsk direction (area) 

our troops, by a lightning onslaught 
of tank units, air force and artillery, 
routed enemy tank units and the 
headquarters of the 39th tank 
corps," a Russian communique said.

“ In this battle our forces captur­
ed trophies, war prisoners and docu­
ments relating to operations.”

Of the Baltic sector, the Red ar­
my reported air force operations 
“ for the extermination of motorized 
and mechanized enemy units” in 
the Sialiai area. This town is in 
Lithuania, on the way to Riga, cap­
ital of Latvia.

On the western front, British 
pilots went on with their greatest 
aerial offensive. They heavily raid­
ed a big power plant at Comtoes, 
near Lille to industrialized northern 
France—this to cap an overnight 
assault which was said in London 
to have left uncontrollable fires 
raging in the great German seaport 
and shipbuilding center of Brem­
en. ,

There were Indications that the 
British public wanted even heavier 
blows struck.

“This chance.” wrote a British 
military correspondent, “may not 
recur. Tens of thousands of raid­
ers smashing up communications, 
airfields and factories would bring 
real relief to our Russian allies 
while doing a vital service to our­
selves.”

We Load Wheat For 
Government Loans!

Hail damaged thousands of acres 
of wheat to this section of the Pan­
handle Friday afternoon, according 
to reports received by hail insur­
ance companies here. The lmt edl- 
ate Pampa area was not touched by 
the devastating hail but wide areas 
east, south and west of the city 1 
were damaged all the way from 20 
to 100 per cent.

One section of the hail storm was 
reported to have stretched from a 
point three miles north of the Port­
land Gasoline plant, five miles 
northwest of Pampa, south to the 
Grandview school area and then east 
to the canyons southwest of Le- 
Fors. The strip was from one to 
three miles wide and damage was 
from 20 to 100 per cent.

Another and much heavier hall 
was reported to have started on the 
Clark ranch in Roberts county and 
roared almost due south between 
Pampa and Laketon through the 
Farrington community and west 
through the McAfee community to 
the breaks. The strip was from 
four to six miles wide and damage 
was from 50 to 100 per cent.

The Oroom community, which had 
two previous storms, was also hit 
Friday afternoon but damage was 
not reported as great as in other 
areas. A report was also received 
here that the area south of White 
Deer was hit.

Between two and three inches of 
rain was reported to the Miami area 
and large trees were washed down 
usually dry creeks. In low places 
between Pampa and Miami U. 8. 
Highway 60 was closed to traffic 
for a short time because of water 
across the road.

Pampa received a heavy rata, es­
timated at about a half inch, but 
at the weather station less than a 
half mile east of the etty the rain-

The Finnish radio announced 
suspension today of traffic on the 
Inkoo-Pernioe section of the rail­
way from Helsinki to Turku.

Its 
closure indicated the possibility of 
a battle for possession of strategic 
Hanko.

Behind the entire war front bi­

to mobilize all Europe. Nasi-cap- 
tured or influenced, for what he 
called a “holy war.’’
Yesterday the six Lutheran bish­

ops of Finland asked churchgoers to 
rally to the “Ood-glven cause” of 
defense of the Christian faith 
against “ the barbaric enemy.”

Last night (Sat.) Pope Pius X U  
prayed to the tomb of St. Peter on 
the eve of a radio address to which 
he was expected to make known 
to the world his views on the war 
German is waging against Russia 
—a war to which Italy already has 
offered support, in which Rumania 
has joined Germany and in which 
Finland and other German-domi­
nated states stand as ready allies.

L ’Osservatore Romano, a Vatican 
City newspaper, said the Pope would 
"expound his views cm the subject 
of divine providence In human 
events.” Nothing came from of­
ficial circles, but the Vatican con­
cern over atheistic Communism has 
been oft-expressed.

On Sunday also, at long last, the 
Oerman high command has prom­
ised that "our big successes in the 
eastern theater of war wlli.be made 
known in special announcements.”

Texas Club Women la il Passage Of *  dancer Control Bill
Special To The NEWS 

AUSTIN. June 28 — T?xga club­
women today hailed the passage bjf 
the Texas legislature of the 8500.000 
cancer hospital bill as the first ma­
jor step In fighting the dread di­
sease In Texas.

T ie  bill was rushed through the 
house and senate tn less than fe 
days after the Federation’s execu­
tive board at its meeting in May in­
structed its legislative .committee to 
seek the establishment of a state- 
financed cancer hospital.

A bill providing for an appropria­
tion of 81.750,000 was written by 
Mrs. Volney Taylor, state Command­
er for the Cancer control society, 
Mrs. Jud Collier of Mumford. and 
Rep. Arthur Cato of Weatherford, 
who introduced the measure In the 
house and piloted It through a 
crowded house calendar In record 
time.

The senate, however, loped 81.- 
250,000 from the amount appropri­
ated by the house, and passed the 
measure. The bill is now on the
governor’s desk.

Under provisions of the bill, the 
Texas State Cancer hospital not 
only will treat patients suffering 
from cancer but the hospital staff 
will engage in cancer research.

The board of regents of the 
University of Texas will have sup­
ervision of the cancer hospital 
which probably will be located In 
the university's medical center at 
Galveston. The vast resources of 
the university's medical school will 
be at the disposal of the cancer hos­
pital staff.

We are grateful for this vic­
tory, even If It Is only a partial vic­
tory,” declared Mrs. J. W. Walker, 
president of the Texas Federation 
of Women’s clubs, and a state depu­
ty of the Cancer Control society. 
Our next efforts will be directed to­

ward getting adequate financing for 
the cancer hospital at the next ses­
sion of the legislature, and to wid­
ening the scope of our campaign 
to fight cancer in Texas.”

Mrs. Jud Collier, legislative chair­
man of the Texas Federation 6f 
Women’s clubs, said passage of the 
bill would stimulate efforts of Texas 
clubwomen to combat the ravages 
of a disease which Is taking more 
and more Texas lives each year.

Army May Make 
Drastic Change In 
Induction Procedure

WASHINGTON, June 28 (JH) — 
The army was reported considering 
today a drastic change In selective 
service Induction procedure where­
by the physical and mental fitness 
of trainees would be ascertained o f­
ficially long before the men leave 
for camp.

The new system will be based on 
experiments underway In Pennsyl­
vania for more than a month. O f­
ficials In charge of the selective 
service program said that this 
method, possibly with some modi­
fications, undoubtedly would be ex­
tended to other states.

At present, except In Pennsyl­
vania, prospective trainees must re­
port to a regular army induction 
center, ready for Immediate induc­
tion, before they receive final phy­
sical and psychiatric examinations. 
In many cases men, who had been 
passed by local selective service 
physicians, have failed to meet the 
requirements of the army examina­
tions and have been sent back 
home as unacceptable.

Since several hundred thousand 
have been turned down—the prin­
cipal cause has been bad teeth—  
this-system has aroused widespread 
criticism and demands for change 
have gone both to the army and 
to selective service headquarters. 
The Pennsylvania experiment was 
undertaken In an effort to solve 
the problem.

In that state, since late May, 
prospective selectees have been giv­
en their final examinations as near 
to their homes as possible. This

Conveyor Bells 
Speeding Up Plane 
Mannfaclnre In U. S.

BALTIMORE. June 28 i/P) -C on ­
veyor belts—a mass-production tech­
nique borrowed from other indus­
tries— are slashing man-hours of 
work on airplanes, the Olenn L. 
Martin company reported today.

The belt system already “has cut 
in half man-hours on some rub- 
assemblies,’* Harry P. Vollmer, vtce-

president in charge of manufactur­
ing, said, and “much more spectacu­
lar savings will result as the men 
become accustomed to their re­
spective operations.”

Using belts is something new in 
aircraft manufacture. It ’s one of 
a series of techniques adopted by 
plane makers to speed the produc­
tion of fighting ships. Standardized 
parts and new types of machines 
are other examples.

The use of belts permits the 
breaking up among a group of men 
—with each doing one type of ma­
chine operation—the work usually 
done by one or two men in making 
the whole sub-assembly.

14.50 Advertisement Worth $509.26, 
Pampa Nan Charges In Damage Snit

The power of newspaper advertis­
ing Jumped from behind the legal 
phraseology of a damage action fil­
ed In Oray county court yesterday 
by Coleman Williams, doing busi­
ness as the Tux Cleaners, against 
The Pampa Dally News.

The suit charges that failure of a 
$4.50 advertisement to appear In The 
News on May 31 caused the plain­
tiff's busines to fall off $109.26 on 
Dollar Day, June 2, 1941, and cost 
him $400 In the loss of new custom­
ers -which he charges would have 
come to him If the advertisement 
had been published.

Mr Williams charges in the court 
action that one of his agents paid 
an agent of The Pampa News $5 
with the agreement that 50 cents was 
to be paid on a running account 
and $4.50 was to be paid for the Dol­
lar Day advertisement.

The plaintiff further alleges that 
his agent was given a receipt for 
the money, that the receipt for the 
same was delivered to his attorneys, 
Willis and Via. but that "the same 
In some way has become lost and 
that both the plaintiff and his at­
torneys have searched diligently in 
every place where the same might 
be kept or where it might be lost 
and have been unable to find same."

The plaintiff further charges that 
because the advertisement did not 
appear in the newspaper that he Is 
entitled to recover exemplary dam­
ages in the stun of $400 plus the 
claimed actual damage of $109.26 in 
the falling o ff of receipts.

This, the petition sets forth, he 
should be entitled to recover “as pun­
ishment of the unlawful act and to 
set a wholesome example and to 
prevent defendants and others from 
the commission of like offenses and 
wrongs.”

Instructions 
For Registering

AUSTIN, June 28 UPf — Local 
boards throughout Texas are ready 
for the selective service registration 
on July 1. General J. Watt Page, 
state director, announced today.

To be registered were citizens and 
aliens who reached their 21st birth­
day on or before July 1, 1941 and 
subsequent to CXtober 16, 1940,
provided they had not previously 
registered.

The men were required to register 
with the local board at their place 
oi residence or wherever they hap­
pened to be on July 1 between 7 
a. m. and 9 p. m.

“The registrant must answer all 
questions asked by the registrar 
for notation on the registration 
card,” the announcement said. It 
added: ^

“He must give his full name, In­
cluding middle name, if any, and 
should have with him papers of 
identification showing it to be his 
true name.

“It  is particularly important that 
the registrant describe his place of 
residence in detail as well as to 
give full particulars as to the ad­
dress at which he would most 
readily receive mail sent to him.”

Pointing out that these major 
requirements applied to registrants 
who were physically able to present 
themselves to proper registration 
places, General Page said that spec­
ial provisions had been made to 
register the sick In hospitals, per­
sons confined to asylums, Jails and 
similar Institutions and persons sick 
but not In hospitals.

Persons in the latter group should 
have a competent person get au­
thority from the proper local board 
to register them. General Page said.

I f  any young man was in doubt 
as to whether he should register, 
he shouM consult the proper regis­
tration officials and follow their 
advice, the director declared.

Plane Dives 661 
Hites An Hour

By PAUL k  MASON
DAYTON. O., June 28 (rf>)—A civ­

ilian test-pilot’s screaming, vertlcle 
dive at a record 661 miles an hour 
In an army chip over Wright Field 
was viewed today as accentuating 
the work of military and civil test- 
filers and the excellence and per­
formance of America's expanding 
air force.

The pilot, Bob Fausel of Curtiss' 
Wright corporation, Buffalo, N. Y „ 
made the dive April 7. 1940, in a 
ship since vastly improved In type. 
Complete details were not dis­
closed but confirmation came from 
Curtlss-Wright officials in New 
Ycrk.

Fausel’s speed—a mile every 5.44 
seconds—was 41 miles faster than 
the accepted, though unofficial, rec­
ord dive last year by Andy Mc­
Donough, air line pilot and air corps 
reservist. McDonough flew a Bell 
P-39 Airacobra; Fausel. a Curtiss 
P-40, which he ferried from Buffalo 
for delivery to Wright Field, the 
air corps' huge testing and experi­
mental labratary at this cradle-city 
of aviation.

Conceding a “ great difference” In 
strains imposed upon a ship In level 
flight and In a dive, airmen empha 
sied that Fausel's knifing power- 
thrust demonstrated Yankee engi­
neering and production excellence to 
superlative degree.

Others agreed that any squadron 
able to dive upon an enemy forma­
tion, either aerial or ground, at 11 
miles a minute would have tre­
mendous advantage even though 
such lightning descent would sub­
ject personnel to considerable physi­
cal stress.

- S U N D A Y ,  J U N E  29, 194110 Billions Appropriated For U .S . Arm y
WASHINGTON. June 35 UP) — 

Congress gave final approval today 
to the biggest cash appropriation 
bill In the nation’s history, a gigan­
tic $10,384,821,624 Item tor the army. 
The total exceeded the largest pre­
vious appropriation, a 1919 army 
bill, by about a billion dollars.

The senate rent the measure to (  
the White House as one of many 
actions taken In the course of a 
day devoted to clearing the cal­
endars of legislation which had to be * 
disposed of before the fiscal year 
closes at midnight on Monday.

In addition to the army bill, the 
senate passed and also sent to 
the White Houre a bill extending 
operations of the $2,000,000,000 sta­
bilization fund and the president’s 
power to devalue the dollar lor 
two years. Without the legislation 
they would have expired at the 
Monday midnight deadline.

The senate also approved a bill 
prolonging the UfS of the Com­
modity Credit corporation for two 
years and Increasing Its crop loan * 
funds by $1.250.000,000 to a total of 
$2,650,000,000. This measure went 
back to the house tor action on 
senate amendments. _ _ _
P  The senate passed, as a defense 
measure, a house bill to give the 
Maritime Commission control over 
the movements and cargoes of all 
American ships. I t  goes to confer­
ence for the consideration of senate 
amendments.

In the debate which preceded the 
action, Chairman George (D-Ga.) 
warned against granting too exten­
sive power to the administration and 
asserted it was net necessary to 
adopt "totalitarian methods" to pro­
vide national defense. Some, he 
said, feared that important deci­
sions might be made before the peo­
ple have an opportunity to make 
their views known.

Caught in a Jam of disagreement 
was a $935.905,000 bill to finance 
federal relief through the next fis­
cal year. Senate and house confer­
ees met and ended their session at 
loggerheads over a $60,000,000 Item 
for the disposal of surplus commo­
dities which the senate had Insert­
ed in the bill.

Senator Adams (D-Colo.), chair­
man of the conference committee, 
said that he did not know when he 
would call the committee together 
again, but there seemed little doubt 
that some compromise would be 
worked out. Unless the bill Is fin­
ally enacted by Monday night, the 
WPA will be without funds until

As for the lack of strategic mate­
rials. the report said:

A shortage of aluminum Is “criti­
cal" because of inadequate power 
and fabrication facilities.

Rubber is not available In suffi­
cient quantities primarily because of 
a lack of ships and refusal by some 
shippers to carry the commodity.
