Aluminum started pouring Into the 
r cartons at the office of Sheriff Cal 
'  Rose yesterday, as Pampans Joined 

In the movement to supply aluminum 
for Unde Sam’s defense needs. *
• Percolators, skillets, salt and pep- 
er shakers, trays, and a fruit juice 
extractor were among the various 
articles donated on the first day of 
the campaign—all to be used In the 
building of planes to fight the bat­
tle of democracy.

Among the early contributors were 
F. L. Thomas, Aldls Bettis, and Tom 
Clayton.

Speaking of the scarcity of alum­
inum over the nation, Sheriff Bose 
•aid:

“A lot of aluminum Is being sold," 
V  said Sheriff Rose. “Let’s don’t  sell 

aluminum—let all the aluminum 
come In on this drive.

“Farmers, too, should get In on 
« this drive. Just because they live out 

of town Is no reason they shouldn't 
bring In their aluminum.

“Amarillo estimates It can secure
10.000 pounds. We ought to get at 
least *,000 pounds here In Pampa." 
>. “Maybe you are under the Impres­
sion that you do not have any al­
uminum around your house. Why 
Dot check up and see? You may be 
surprised. Here’s only a partial list 
of the things you could contribute 
to the drive:

“Pots and pans and washing ma­
chines and part of that old vacuum 
cleaner that doesn’t work anymore, 
toys, and shakers . . . .  old aluminum 
in picture frames, bookends. ice 
trays, measuring cups, soap dishes, 
camera equipment, kettles and doub- 

,  1* boilers, bottles and Jar caps, re­
frigerator plates, electric appliance 
parts and all things like that."

“Mow—this Is Interesting—10,000 
pounds of aluminum goes Into a 
flfh ter plane. It Is estimated that 
the U 8 . will collect 20,000.000 
pounds of aluminum,” said Sheriff 
Rose. “All this we will collect will 
go to 8melterlng plants and will go 
to the regular needs of all. It re­
places *0,000.000 pounds of aluminum 
that will go into fighter planes and 
the 20,000,000 pounds of aluminum

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Returns 01 
Election To 
Be Canvassed

AUSTIN, July 12 (API—W heth­

er •‘Hillbilly” Governor W. Lee O’­
Daniel or New Deal Congresrenan 
Lyndon B. Johnson two weeks ago 
won the bitter battle for the U. 8. 
Senate seat of the late Morris 
Sheppard should be declared offl- 
rially Monday.
Barring unforeseen development, 

the official returns from the special 
election of June 28 will be canvass­
ed by the secretary of state In the 
presence of the governor and the at­
torney general, the trio being known 
as the state election board.

Unofficial tabulations by newspa­
pers shortly after the election gave 
Governor O’Daniel a lead of 1,095 
votes over Johnson, the nearest of 
approximately a score of opponents.

Attorney General Gerald C. Mann 
finished in third place, and Con­
gressman Martin Dies, chairman of 
the un-American activities investi­
gating committee, in fourth.

The governor had pulled ahead of 
Johnson, who had the blessing of 
President Roosevelt, in a last-min­
ute count of votes from the “forks 
of the creek.” after lagging back of 
the representative for two days and 
generally being thought a loser.

It was one of the most sensation­
al elections, and possibly the clos­
est, in Texas’ history.

So tight was the race that the 
change of only a few hundred votes 
in favor of Johnson and against O’- 
Danlel might in the official tabula­
tion alter the result as shown by the 
unofficial. The possibilities of errors 
and corrections were conceded.

When the election board meets at 
9 a. m. in the office of the secretary 
of state, two Investigating commit­
tees of the state Senate likewise will 
be poised for possible Inquires into 
charges hurled variously since tne 
election that state and federal sta­
tutes had been violated during the 
campaign.

Principal allegations were that 
candidates’ expenses exceeded legal 
limitations and that the Hatch 
act prohibiting political activity 
by government rmployrs was ig­
nored.
Congressman Dies, In addition to 

charging excess expenditures and il­
legal participation in the campaign 
by federal employes, also declared 
that CIO and fifth column organi­
zations spent hundreds of thousands 
of dollars to defeat him.

One committee was a standing 
committee of the Texas Senate em­
powered generally to Investigate any­
thing and specifically the senatorial 
election.

The other committee, of which 
Clem Pain of Livingston Is chair­
man. was a special body authorized 
to Investigate subversive activities.

’ In Washington, Rep. Johnson, 
one of the younger members of the 
Texan congressional delegation 
rerving his third term, said he 
planned no contest of the official 
returns, should they declare 
against him, but would cooperate 
in any investigation.
In that connection. Governor O’- 

Daniel said nothing. Job-seekers al­
ready were swamping the man who 
would succeed O’Daniel, Lieut.-Qov- 
Coke R. Stevenson of Junction, tall, 
tanned, 53-year-old lawyer-rancher- 
veteran legislator.

Council Organized
Plane-Ferrying 
By U. S. Pilots 
Being Forecast

WASHINGTON, July 12 (AP)— 
Official forecasts of greatly In­
creased airplane production begin­
ning in October were coupled today 
with indications In authoritative 
quarters that scores of young 
American pilots ultimately will en­
gage In ferrying combat craft 
across the Atlantic to Britain.

For several months airplane pro­
duction has moved forward at a 
relatively slow pace. But by Oc­
tober, defense officials say, tribu­
tary industries such as aluminum 
will begin to turn out needed sup­
plies in quantities that will permit 
plane manufacturers to run huge 
new assembly plants at virtually 
full speed with emphasis on attain­
ing the goal of 500 bombers a 
month.

At least half of these two and 
four-motor ships will be turned 
over to the British, it Is expected, 
giving Britain's Atfero corporation, 
which handles ferry deliveries, a 
task exceeding its present Job.

While the eventual solution ap­
parently may depend on the ex­
tent of American Involvement In 
the war, several possible methods 
are beginning to be discussed here. 
All Involve the Increased use of 
United States filers over the At­
lantic, since British and Canadians 
are required for combat service in 
England.

One possibility growing out of 
the recent occupation of Iceland 
Is that the ferry comniand will turn 
over planes to the British in Ice­
land. Delivery to that point would 
reduce Atfero's ferrying Job by 
about two thirds.

States Army Air Corps, the Pampa 
Aviation Cadet Unit No. 1 will be 
organised and those 20 youths will 
stay together until they receive 
their wings and become second 
lieutenants In the United States Air 
Corps reserve. Corporal Harvey M. 
Gist, local recruiting officer, an­
nounced Saturday.

The unit will be open to any 
youth between the age of *0 and 
27 who can meet the following re-

1—Have 60 credit hours In col­
lege or be prepared to pass an 
examination covering the equivalent 
thereof.

M—'Three letters of recommenda­
tion from reliable citlsens.

3- Birth certificate or other docu­

mentary evidence of date of birth.
4— College degree or transcript 

showing how many credit hours In 
college. ,

5— Be able to pass a rigid phy­
sical examlna.ion.

By Joining the unit, each youth 
can save at least *50 In transpor­
tation and physical examination ex­
penses. Instead of them having to 
go to El Paso or some other point 
for physical examination, a doctor 
will be brought to Pampa, saving 
transportation and examination 
fee.

16 Idle Danish 
Cargo Ships Seized

WASHINGTON. July 12 UP)—'The 
Maritime Commission took over 18 
more Idle Danish cargo ships today 
and simultaneously disclosed that 
it will cost more than *3.000.000 to 
repair sabotaged Oerman and Ital­
ian vessels which the government 
proposes to confiscate under the 
1917 espionage act 

Representatives of the commission 
boarded the Danish cargo carriers 
in four Atlantic phrts and assumed 
title and possession. It was an­
nounced.

The Danish ships sde being ac­
quired under the recently-enacted 
ship requisition act which requires 
payment of Joint compensation to 
the owners. Fifteen Danish vessels 
and the Italian freighter Carla pre 
viously had been acquired under 
this act. Eight remaining Danish 
ships idle in American porta pre­
sumably win ba taken over In the 
near future.

The President, the secretary of war. 
the secretary of .the navy and the 
federal administrator, not only wel­
comed the offer but directly asked 
the agencies to take over a specific 
program.

What prompted their request? It 
became evident that while the gov­
ernment could conduct morale and 
welfare work within camps and 
bases, there was need for the same 
sort of work in areas near camps 
and defense centers which could 
serve the youth while they were off 
duty. 0

Why Not the Government?
Isn’t  this duplication of the Gov­

ernment activities? No. The army 
and navy can only be responsible 
for activities within their own mil­
itary reservations.

Isn't that activity sufficient? No. 
It has been found that young men 
when off duty want to leave the 
government reservations and mingle 
with clvilisui life.

Syrian Armistice 
Reported; Firing 
Ordered Ceased

Germany derlarsd last (Sat­

urday) night that Adelf Hitler's 
legions had broken the Stalin Use 
“at aB decisive points“ bat So­
viet Russia maintained that stab- 
born fighting had produced no Im­
portant change on the M tH B t 
front.
Nazi troops have thrust a spear- 

hear more than 125 miles east of 
Minsk in the drive toward MosoOw 
through the center of the front, 
the Oerman high command assert­
ed. and “signs of a break-up and dis­
solution are appearing among nu­
merous enemy units."

Vitebsk, on the Dvina river, *00 
miles west of Moscow, was taken 
Friday, the high command said. 
Germans are advancing toward 
Leningrad east of Lake Peipo>, an 
the Russlan-Estonlan frontier, and 
Nazi legions are “standing close be­
fore Kiev,” the Ukraine capital.

A markedly different picture was 
painted in a midnight commulqM» 
from the Soviet Information ba­
re a u in Moscow.

It declared stubborn fighting 
took place Saturday in the Pskov, 
Vitebsk, and Novogrsd Volynski 
sectors, but that these engage­
ments produced no Important 
changes In the front.
The Oerman high command’s 

statements were issued In a special 
communique shortly before mid­
night, almost at the same time the 
Moscow war report was made.

In the Ukrainian operations, the 
Oerman high command said “Oer­
man and Rumanian armies moving 
out of Moldavia have thrown the 
enemy back to and over the DueMfa 
(river) on a broad front.”

The break-through east of 
was accomplished, it said, by ov­
ercoming "the strong fortified aone 
of the Dnepr" river north a t the 
Pinsk marshes, evldentlyar 
get ever since the Oerman ta  
moved east Into the buffer terri­
tory of Poland and the Sovietlaed 
Baltic states three weeks ago.

“Our air force, by destroying the 
enemy railway net, already baa tok­
en away from the enemy further 
possibility of a counter operation on 
a large scale,” the high command 
said.

DBFININO DEMOCRACY 
AMD CAPITALISM

A reader aslu lor a  definition ot Naziism, 
Fascism, Communism, Capitalism and Democ­
racy. v

Fascism, undoubtedly, is what Mussolini has 
the power to order it to be: Naziism, what Hit­
ler has the power to order it to be.

Communism, what Stalin has the power to or­
der it to be.

They are all a form of force. They recognize 
no laws and no principles excepting force. The 
individual has no inherent rights, under these 
forms of government. His rights are not inher­
ent but are determined by the State.

Democracy, or capitalism, is where each man 
gets all he produces. This has never really hap­
pened in all history. But to the degree that it does 
happen, do we approach capitalism and true de< 
mocracy.

The common definition is a government of the 
people, by the people and for the people. I t is, 
however, not a satisfactory definition because it 
simply reiterates that it is not a government by a 
monarchy. It does not say what part of the peo­
ple the government is. Theodore Parker defines 
a democracy as "a government of all the people, 
by all the people and for all the people.’’ Every 
individual is considered. Every individual has in­
herent rights.

It is thus a government with the consent of all 
the people.

A Democracy then, in order to have the con­
sent of all the people, must be a very limited 
government. It must only attempt to do what all 
people want done—namely protect their lives and 
property not from their own mistakes but from 
fraud and force from others.
. This definition of course is an ideal and one 
that never can be put 100% into practice. It can 
only be an asperation. The test of good govern 
ment is whether we are more nearly approaching 
this ideal.

Or another definition that emphasizes the 
equal rights of all people was by Walt Whitman, 
when he said. “I speak the pass word primeval, 
I give the sign of democracy;

By God! I will accept nothing which all can­
not have their counterpart of on the same terms.'

Aristotle contended that "democracy is a form 
of government in which the free are rulers.” And 
a man is not free, unless he gets all he produces. 
If he gets more than he produces, he is not free. 
He is then worried and obliged to be constantly on 
his guard to protect what he did not produce.

This idea of freedom docs not give a man 
license to do things that other people do not have an 
equal right to do.

Men become free to the degree they know the 
truth. ’’And ye shall know the truth, and the 
truth shall make you free.” Free men will only 
give consent to a limited democratic iVprri r** * n t-

Lambert Schuyler, in his book "Think Fast 
America,” contends that freedom is an economic 
attribute and never a political attribute. He says:

"Freedom is the right to plant fields as the 
owner chooses, to harvest the crop or let It spoil, 
to raise pigs or not to raise pigs, to hire help or 
dismiss it, to be thrifty or profligate, to invent 
better ways of doing things or stick to the 
old methods, to lower prices or raise them, to buy 
or reluse to buy.” °

He continues by saying:
’ You say that freedom is a political condition 

and that a democracy is a country where every­
one votes? But everyone votes in Russia and 
Germany, and even in America the voters are no 
longer the rulers.

"Athens was a democracy so long as h<*r free 
citizens ruled. She had freedom during her Great 
Age such as America enjoyed for a century and 
a half: economic freedom. There was no restric- 
t ’on upon production, no chastisement of busi­
ness, no fixing of wages, hours, prices and profits, 
no punitive taxation. That was what the Greeks 
knew and loved as Liberty, what her philosophers 
sought desperately to preserve when the decline 
set in. Yet at the peak of her democratic attain­
ment but a small percentage of her people were 
citizens with the right to vote. No woman could 
be a citizen or have the right to vote. There were 
many aliens, many slaves and descendents of 
slaves, who were ineligible for citizenship. But 
both aliens and slaves frequently became rich and 
prosperous because Athens was a democracy and 
the common man was economically free.”

Democracy represents voluntary agreements. 
There can be no such things as democracy without 
responsibility. Men must assume duties of sup­
porting themselves and their share of the gov­
ernment in order to have freedom, liberty and a 
true democracy.

It is a very interesting subject and one that 
is very much confused. The columns, of course, 
of this paper are open for further enlightenment 
on democracy and how to make it work.

HOLLYWOOD, July 13—The mov­

iemakers don’t seem to be much wor­
ried about a talent shortage, but 
some of the better and elder actors 
around town are giving anxious 
thought to the future supply of able 
players.

They’re not saying anything 
against the former underwear mod­
els, clgaret-ad cuties and ex-foot­
ball players who are being “groom­
ed”—mostly by studio publicity— 
for attempted stardom. I t’s plain, 
however, that prominent veterans 
ot the theater are shuddering at 
the notion of their dramatic herit­
age being squandered by a bunch
of unseasoned hams. ___

Most of the old-timers are just 
grumbling. Charles Coburn Is one 
of a few who are doing something 
about the situation. Beginning in 
1935. he organized an unusual drama 
festival at Union College, Schenec­
tady, N. Y., and ran a summer 
course in acting In connection with 
It. He hasn't been able to carry on 
the project this year because of 
Army training on the campus, but 
Coburn Is lecturing at one of the 
universities here. He's also trying 
to arrange for the establishment of 
practical and permanent schools of 
the theater.
STOCK IS SUNK 

The famous character actor and 
producer, whose own career reaches 
back through 45 solid years, gets 
pretty Indignant about the waste 
of talent and the closing of most 
avenues of training since movies 
put stock companies out of business.

“The trouble Is that acting can't 
be taught,” Colburn continued. “It 
must be learned—with guidance, 
but through experience, and in con­
cert. You’d think—or anyway, I 
believe—that colleges and universi­
ties would be the places for It. Many 
of them, like UCLA and U8 C here, 
have the buildings, the advisory 
talent and the audiences. They can 
put on plays that may not be good 
commercial box office but would be 
valuable for training.

And yet they go right on spend­
ing millions of dollars teaching 
amateurs to be amateurs. They seem 
to pride themselves on teaching mere 
appreciation of the drama Instead 
of offering It as a practical voca­
tion.”

Colburn isn t criticizing young 
people who are snatched by the 
movies from behind store counters 
who don't know how to act. There 
Is. he admits, a growing tendency 
among amateurs to believe that 
they’d be sensational successes If 
only given a chance, but that’s the 
fault of Hollywood’s eternal Cin­
derella legend.
UNFAIR TO DRONES

timate theater, a lot of the people 
who enrolled were shocked1 to find 
that they were expected to work 
from 9 a. m. until 11 p. m. By the 
second summer, ward got around the 
country that Charles Coburn was 
trying to train actors and was not 
running a vacation colony for dab­
blers In histrionics.

ate on only 6 of 12 cylinders. This 

wire was deliberately disconnect­
ed by the investigators themselves 

shortly before they drew up at 
each of the 375 garages. The Inves­

tigators said that 63 per cent, 
mostly In big cities, took them for 

suckers and treated them accord­
ingly, reporting that the clutch plate 

was gone, that the fuel pump 
needed repairing, that the Ignition 

had gone bad. that a condenser 
was burned up. spark plugs scorched 

front end out of line, piston need­
ed. motor tuneup needed, and many 

other things. Small towns and 
small garages were much more hon­

est than large towns, the Investi­
gators said . . . Mr. Screws pointed 

out that the disconnected wire 
could not be spotted simply by just 

lifting the hood, and he took me 
to a Lincoln In the garage and 

showed me he was right, and he 
also said that the percentage of 

mechanics who can diagnose the 
Ills of a Lincoln is just as small as 

the percentage who drives a Lin­
coln. He said this fact alone would 
make It an unfair tost. L. E. admit­

ted that some garages deliberate'

Congressman Ross A. Collins, of 
Meridian. Miss., may not be widely 
known outside his own state, but if 
there Is a brass hat to the armed 
forces who' can’t  tell you about nun 
that brass hat Is sleepier than Rep­
resentative ColUns has ever accus­
ed him of being. And that would be 
superlatively drowsy.

Mr. Collins has Just announced 
that he is a candidate for me Mis­
sissippi Senate seat left vacant by 
the death of Pat Harrison Whether 
he wins or doesn’t won’t make much 
difference to the army be­
cause, even in the Senate wing, lua 
volée could not be much louder than 
It has been for years ae chairman 
of the military appropriations sub­
committee of the powerful house ap­
propriations committee.

Representative Collins came to 
congress in 1921 and except for a 
two-year interlude following his un­
successful race for the Senate 
against Theodore O. Bilbo, he has 
been there ever since.

Back when the whole world 
talking disarmament, Collins 
to dip into our military history. _ _  
thoughts then were pretty much 
the same as they are today, he say«.

“To me, It is incredible that the 
policy makers of our war department 
and our army have not seen the 
handwriting on the wall. I am only 
a civilian, but I like to suppose tha t 
the good Lord endowed me with a t 
least some measure of common 

maa.” OoHins says.
To him then, it wasn’t common 

sense that the army, back to the 
middle 19th century, had waited 25 
years to adopt the repeating rifle 
after sportsmen and hunters were 
proving Its superiority. To him. It 
wasn't common sense that we Went 
Into the Spanlsh-Amerlcan war with 
black powder (we were the Inventors 
of smokeless) and rifles Inferior to 
those of the Spaniards; that we In­
vented the machine gun but didn't 
adopt it until every major army in 
the world was using It; that the 
Wright brothers had to sen their 
flying machine for military purposes 
to European armies; that Christie 
had to take his tank to Europe to 
get a market for it.

That started him off, and this 
round, smiling, gray-haired lawyer 
has been ding-donging the army to 
the extreme irritation of the con­
servatives and the delight of the of­
ficer ‘‘radicals'’ ever since.

Back to 1932, a year before Hit­
ler came to power. ColUns stood to 
the well of the house and told hia 
colleagues: "Mechanization implies 
the actual use of automotive ma­
chines in combat. The purpose 6t 
a mechanized force is to provide a 
fast-moving weapon, capable of wUW 
maneuverability, which comtdnts 
fire-power, speed and shock to a 
much higher degree than now ex­
ists . . .  a fast-movtog armed forcé, 
capable of striking suddenly from 
one direction, disappearing and then 
repeating those blows from another.

Perhaps to those days, Collins' 
colleagues considered him tiresome 
and the army merely ignored him. 
But he never let up. Hts first n f  
"break” came when he put over the 
big warplane, and on a cabinet to 
his office today Is a photo of the 
first such ship to take the air. Un­
derneath It Is a notation from MaJ. 
Gen. H. H. Arnold that without 
him (Collins) this might never been 
a reality.

In blistering comparison». COJ- 
llns still is dishing it out to the army, 
scoring them for trying to develop 
a huge force, when they should be, 
he says, concentrating on a com­
paratively small, highly mechanized 
force. His goal is 25 (at least) pan­
zer divisions, with a closely coop­
erating air force of tremendous fire­
power. (The army now has two such 
divisions, and has set Its goal at 
eight or ten.)

Although Collins himself Is 81 and 
would be the last to deery the use­
fulness of age, his latest all-out on 
the army has to do with the age
of many dominant figures to high 
military places.

He would place retirement at 66 
years; abolish the army’s treasured 
seniority rule altogether and moke 
promotion dependent on merit; stop 
calling retired officers (of other and 
outmoded wars) back into service.

This probably seems as much a 
heresy to the army today as Col­
Uns' fight for mechanization, spaed 
and fire-power did to the peace-lov­
ing Twenties and early Thirties. 
But that doesn't bother the short, 
chunky little lawyer 
sippi.

Hearings To

Draft Time

WASHINGTON. July 12 (API — 
Surrestions developed In the 
senate today for drastic over- 
haulinr of war-department spon­
sored legislation to retain se­
lective service trainees in the 
army beyond one year and to ' 
lift the ban arainst sending them 
outside the western hemisphere.
Chairman Reynolds (D-NC) told 

reporters he would ask the senate 
military affairs committee to start 
hearings on the measure next 
Wednesday.

Although he introduced the leg­
islation at the war department's 
request Reynolds made clear he did 
not favor it in its present form. 
i "When t voted for t ie  draft act." 
Reynolds declared, "I did so with 
the clear understanding that the 
men would not be sent out of this 
hemisphere and that they were 
Inaking a contract with the govern-* 
ment for only one year."

As an alternative, Reynolds sug­
gested selectees might be given 
“some inducement, perhaps higher 
pay, to reenllst.”

Another to suggest changes was 
Chairman George (D-Ga) of the 
senate foreign relations commit­
tee. Telling reporters “that some 
compromise will be worked out," 
George suggested a plan whereby 
selectees could enlist for one, two 
or three years, in their discretion.
Enlistment of trainees would ac­

complish the ends of tire legisla­
tion since there Is no restriction on 
where regular army troops may be

Some senators, linking the legis­
lation with fôrelgn policy, said 
privately they would have to have 

_ a clear explanation of why it was 
"needed before they would consider 

voting for it. In asking for the 
legislation, war department officials 
have spoken only in general terms 
of a necessity for this country to be 
ready for any emergency.

Senator Danaher (R-Conn) as- 
> serted “the administration should 

be more honest with the congress 
and with the people regarding the 
various steps it is taking.”

Senator Wheeler (D-Mont) told 
reporters that “unless the Presi­
dent is willing to ask congress for 
a declaration of war he should 
keep the country advised of what 
steps he is taking that might lead 

♦ us to war.”

Forces To Watch 
Glider Exhibition

BUFFALO, N. Y., July 12 (/P) — 
Mass glider Invasion of Elmira's sail­
plane base in the presence of the 
chief of the army air forces termin­
ates the 12th annual national soar­
ing contest tomorrow as a demon­
stration of military use of the silent, 
motorless "craft.

Britain Claims 
Edge In Tonnage 
Oi Bombs Dropped

LONDON, July 12. OP)—'The Brit­
ish air offensive against Germany 
has reached a point in tonnage of 
bombs dropped surpassing the heav­
iest German attacks upon England, 
It was stated authoritatively today, 
as the RAF continued its non-stop 
assaults on the continent.

During June, said a statement, the 
weight 'of British bombs dropped on 
Oermany actually exceeded the ton­
nage dropped on England in April, 
which it is said the Germans claim 
as their record month.

Furthermore, the weight of bombs 
dropped on Germany in July "will 
be heavier still,' it was said.

British air sources declared that 
the new air offensive had account­
ed for 216 German planes since 
June 22, and that the total German 
losses since the start of the war, 
on ail fronts from the Arctic to 
equatorial Africa, have risen to 8,- 
000 aircraft and 20,000 airmen.

Last night, raiders flew through 
a thunderstorm to attack the north­
western German naval base of Wil- 
helmshaven, the air ministry an­
nounced, without losing a plane, and 
today heavy British bombers roared 
over northern France and were re­
ported authoritatively to have bom­
barded railway and canal commun­
ications near St. Omer. The south­
east England skies were described as 
being alive with the bombers and 
escorting fighter planes as unusually 
heavy forces took part in the a t­
tack.

Two British fighters and one 
bomber were m\ssing from day 
raids, but six German fighters were 
declared to have been shot down.

Authoritative British circles state 
that the cannon fire of their fight­
ing planes is taking a devastating 
and constantly heavier toll of Ger­
man pilots.

Three Overcome By 
Gas And Drowned

SAN ANTONIO, July 12 m  — 
Walter 8 tieler, 62, rancher, and two 
helpers were overcome by gas and 
were drowned in a water-filled silo 
they were cleaning this afternoon on 
the Stieler ranch six miles north 
of Comfort.

Lupe Chapa and his son, Ray­
mond, were working in the silo 
when they were overcome by gas. 
Stieler went down into the silo to 
rescue the pair and was himself 
overcome.

The accumulated gas halted an 
attempt of Eddie Widienfeld, a 
neighbor, to rescue the trio. Widden- 
feld lowered himself into the silo 
but was pulled to the surface by 
others when the gas prevented the 
rescue.

A pulmotor squad from Kerrvllle 
removed the victims but efforts to 
resuscitate them were futile.

Stleier is survived by his wife, 
Hedwlg; two sons, Roland of Cali­
fornia, and Bernhard of Comfort; 
and a daughter.

that the French-mandated Levant 
states did not become bases for a 
German drive against Suez.

Attention, however, was generally 
centered on the German-Russian 
struggle of men and machines.

The Saturday communiques of 
both Berlin and Moscow gave few 
details of the strategic situation.

But Oermany usfed DNB, the of­
ficial news agency which does not 
pretend to speak with the finality 
of the high command, to announce 
that an assault on tlic Stalin line 
in its "wet zone” was opened yes 
terday by combat teams and was 
stepped up today by reinforcements 
of shock troops.

The phrase "wet zone” was the 
closest DNB came to identifying the 
point of the attack and tills seemed 
to place it either on the Dnepr river, 
somewhere south of Ostrov, an an­
chor of the line where is leaves the 
river to run cross-country north 
ward without any immediate water 
protection, or farther north in the 
lake county along the border of 
the Baltic states.

Russia used subordinate portions 
of her long communique as well as 
TASS, official news agency, and 
Pravda, Moscow organ of the Com­
munist party, to fill in descriptively 
on the picture of the war.

TASS said that “the flames of a 
nation-wide guerrilla war are en­
veloping the districts of Soviet Bye­
lo ru ss ia  (white Russia) captured 
by German Fascists." The agency 
gave numerous instances of these 
harassing tactics, notably in the re­
gion of Pinsk.

A Pravda dispatch from the front 
declared that the old Polish city, 
far behind the German front, still 
was in Russian hands.

Russian forces at Pinsk were 
said to be raiding the German 
rear.

Between the lines of the re­
ports from Moscow one could read 
of intensive preparations for the 
German big push. Moscow was 
being cleared of children and the 
aged.
Leningrad was under heavy aerial 

assault. A Helsinki dispatch said 
great fires raged in the Russian 
base and industrial center after 
the latest German bombing. Rail­
ways and other transport and com­
munication facilities of western Rus­
sia were under heavy harassment 
by the Luftwaffe.

Russian readiness was illustrated 
by a section of the communique tell­
ing how German thrusts across two 
unidentified rivers had been 
smashed by air attack, artillery, 
and finally Infantry mop-up.

The Russian airforce seemed to 
be a formidable weapon despite 
German claims that about 6,000 
planes had been destroyed. That 
the Russians still were challeng­
ing the Germans was Indicated in 
the statement of an autluried 
the statement of an authorized 
had been shot down in the past 24 
hours. He gave the ratio of de­
struction as seven-to-one in favor 
of the Germans.
The Russians had their own sta­

tistics. “On July 11 our air force 
brought down 65 German planes in 
combat and lost 19,” the Russian 
communique said.

The RAF offensive on Ger­
many's western front continued 
unabated and It was authorita­
tively stated in London that in 
point of tonnage of bombs it had 
surpassed the heaviest German a t­
tacks on England with Increases 
still to come.
The RAF by daylight raided rail­

way and canal communications in 
the St. Omer region of German-oc­
cupied France following up a night 
assault on the German naval base 
of Wilhelmshaven in the teenth of 
a thunderstorm.

The latest word of the armis­
tice negotiations for Syria and Le­
banon was that they were "pro­
ceeding satisfactorily but certain 
details remain to be settled.

The armistice had been sought by 
the Vichy commander and high com­
missioner. General Henri Dentz, on 
his own responsibility after the Vi­
chy government rejected British 
terms. Britain seemed to have 
achieved her purpose of barring use 
of the league-mandated lands as a 
middle eatem base for Axis at­
tacks on the Suez canal.

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I TIO To Plug Änd Abandon 
Wildcat In Hemphill County
The Indian Territory Illumination 

CHI company announced Saturday 
that Its wildcat teet In Hemphill 
county, two miles north of Mendota, 
would be plugged and abandoned. 
The wildcat, 90 miles from nearest 
production, was being watched with 
great Interest by Panhandle oil 
men.

The application to plug, filed at 
the local office of the Texas Rail- 
load commission, revealed that drill­
ing ceased at 4038 feet and that 
neither oil or gas had been en­
countered.

The test was located In section 
68, block 1, I&GN survey, two miles 
north of Mendota in a 10,000-acre 
tract secured by the company fol­
lowing nearly a year of core-drilling 
the territory.

The dolomite formation, antici­
pated at about 3,800. feet was mlss-
ln, according to word received here. Gray county.
The company has made no an 
nouncement regarding future plans. 
ITIO has large leases in Hartley 
county which they may develop.

Activity In the Panhandle field 
was comparatively quiet last week 
following 160 locations of the pre­
vious week. Six new locations 
were made, five in Oray county, and 
one in Hutchinson county, and seven 
new wells were gauged, adding 1.424 
barrels of oil to the field poten­
tial. Pour of the new wells were in 
Oray county, and three in Hutch­
inson county.

The W. H. Taylor Oil company, 
which opened a promising pool 
three miles south of nearest produc­
tion in central Oray county a 
month ago, will try for another 
pool three miles southwest of the 
new area. The company staked a 
location in section 52, block B-2, 
H&GN survey, last week. A mar­
ginal Well was drilled in the same 
section three years ago.

During the first six months of 
1841 a total of 465 new location were 
staked, according to figures just re­
leased from the local office of 
the Texas Railroad commission, 
which stated that number of new 
locations has Jumped to 514.

388.

Analysis

Hitler’s gas-engine drive to cut 

In half Napoleon's 1812 horse-drawn 
blitskrieg to Moscow obviously has 
not been hitting on all cylinders up 
to date.

Half of Ms reputed 49-day time 
schedule for reaching the Russian 
capital—a march that took Na­
poleon 98-odd days has gone by. 
His fire-breathing tanks, ditch- 
leaping speed troop chariots, 
shrieking dive-bombers, and ter­
roristic war technique have not 
yet brought him half way to his 
goal.
Napoleon found getting to Moscow 

relatively easy. I t was getting away 
again that wrecked his army. That 
Nazi “little corporal” of 1941 must 
sometimes think of that o’ nights at 
his field headquarters, presumably 
still somewhere in central-eastern 
Poland.

The 13 weeks It took Napoleon to 
arrive at Moscow proved to be his 
undoing. Like Hitler he set out In 
June. A Russian 'winter, and an ex­
ceptionally bad one at that, caught 
him in a carefully-set Russian trap.

Impossible distances separated his 
ragged and hungry veterans from 
supply bases to the westward. 
Around them lay a snow-mantled 
scorphed earth” Russia filled with 

phantom-like guerrillas harrying 
their flanks and outposts night and 
day. Most of these French troops, 
as good fighting men as the world 
produces, died of hunger, cold, or 
Russian attacks before they could 
back-track to their bloody crossings 
of the Berezina river, 300 miles 
from Moscow, a t which Hitler's le­
gions are now pounding.

Authoritative tales are beginning 
to reach this side of the Atlantic 
from Nazi-conquered France and 
the Low countries, even from Nor­
way and Denmark, indicating the 
utter reliance the Nazi high com­
mand placed on its motorized equip­
ment to conquer quickly both the 
Balkans and Russia. This writer 
has talked nlth an eye-witness of the 
sudden disappearance of thousands 
of tanks and motor vehicles from 
German-occupied French cities.

It is now clear that even as early 
as February or March when he was 
predicting a spring sea-air victory 
over England. Hitler actually had 
thumbed his armies eastward for 
the Balkan war and his attack on 
Russia.

The Nazi armies battling the 
Russians have been told that the 
fate of Hitler’s Germany is in 
their hands. There can be no 
question about that. And if they 
cannot soon break the 2,000-mile 
virtual deadlock with «he Red 
army conclusively, far more con­
clusively than Napoleon did a cen­
tury and more ago. another west­
ern “little corporal” may see his 
vaulting dreams of world empire 
shattered amid the swamps and 
streams and rolling plains of west­
ern Russia. -- .

Eiiori To Baise 
Tax BUI Total 
Now Being Talked

WASHINGTON, July 12 UP) — 
Mounting defense expenditures and 
controversies over tentatively-ap­
proved new levies led today to capi- 
tol talk of further revision of the 
$3,500.000,000 tax bill.

Ten days ago the House Ways and 
Means committee gave preliminary 
approval to legislation to raise 
$3,504,400,000, but there were re­
ports it might be revised materially 
and its presentation to the house 
delayed perhaps until Aug. 1,

Bill Is designed to raise $1,154,500,- 
000 additional in Individual income 
taxes, $1,332,000.000 In corporation 
levies, and almost another billion 
dollars in excise and miscellaneous 
taxes. It Is tn the hands of bill- 
drafting experts who expect to com­
plete It next week.

Because of President Roosevelt’s 
requests in the last two days for 
more than $8,000,000.000 additional 
for defense, some committee mem­
bers predicted an effort would be 
made to raise the tax bill’s total 
now, rather than wait until later.

One member said privately he 
would renew the periodic attempt 
to create a congressional super-bud- 
get committee to co-ordinate the 
government’s expenditures and rev­
enue.

This plan would give a nine-man 
group veto power over all money 
bills, which could be overriden only 
by a two-thirds vote of the house 
membership of 435.* - - ---________

7'*le status °f cadets undergoing 
this specialized non-flying course 
of training is the same as that for 
cadets receiving flying training 
They are designated “Flying Cadets" 
and applications for the course 
must meet the general requirements 
ror appointment as flying cadets 
TTiey must be unmarried citizens 
of the United States, between the 
ages of twenty and twenty-six in­
clusive, of good character, sound 
P u lq u e , and in excellent health 
While the physical requirements 
are less rigid than those required 
for flying training, candidates must 
meet the standards prescribed for 
appointment in the Officers Reserve 
Corp of the Army.

While undergoing training, the 
flying cadets receives $75 per month 
and $1 per day ration allowance 
which is turned into a general mess 
fund. When the cadet graduates 
and Is commissioned 2nd Lieutenant,
Air Reserve, he receives $125 per 
month base pay plus $18 per month 
ration allowance. Those officers who 
reside away from the post are given 
a rental allowance of $40 per month.

Travel to Air Corps technical 
schools may be made by private 
automobile. Rules and regulations 
regarding possession and operation 
of automobiles while at the technical 
school will be Issued by the Com­
manding Officer.

Applications for this training 
should be submitted In triplicate 
either to the commanding general 
of the corps area in which you re­
side or direct to the Chief of the 
Air Corps, Washington, D. C. The 
regular flying cadet application 
blanks may be used but notation 
should be made thereon that “en­
gineering“ training is desired. Three 
letters of recommendation, trans­
cript of college work, and birth cer­
tificate, if not previously submitted, 
should also be furnished.

Claaained Ads Get Remits

The case at the 
—the wells yielding small amounts 
of oil each day but together account­
ing for about 20 per cent of the to­

il proved underground reserves in 
the United States, has been out­
lined to Petroleum Co-ordinator Ic- 
kes by Charles P. McGaha, presi­
dent, and H. B. Fell, executive vice- 
president, of the National Stripper 
Well association.

In their statement of the facts 
the two association officers, both of 
whom operate a number of the small 
wells, mentioned that It had. been 
'suggested bv some” that if 60,000 

stripper wells were abandoned 
there might be a beneficial result 
as the steel and other materials 
salvaged could be used in new wells 
or In national defense purposes.

' I t  must be recognised” wrote 
Messrs. McGaha and Fell, “that 
such steel as might be salvaged 
from wells of this type is in most 
cases badly deteriorated and what is 
usable could, in most cases, only 
be utilized In very shsllo'w wells as 
it is too light (or use in deep 
wells."

That point—recovery of the ma­
terial from abandoned wells—is In­
consequential in comparison with the 
principal loss that would occur In 
natural resources, they said. “■■■ it 
would seem absurd In the critical 
situation that now confronts our 
nation to abandon large know re­
serves in the hopes oí finding new 
reserves which are becoming inweas- 
ingly difficult to recover." the as­
sociation officials asserted.

The economic point stressed to the 
co-ordinator was that an adaqaute 
price is necessary (o the continued 
operation of the small well*. In 
considerable measure, preservation 
of such wells is necessary to the 
preservation of the independent pro­
ducer. Messrs. McGaha and Fell re­
minded the oo-ordlnator that in 
hearings before the Temporary Na­
tional Economic committee Is was 
developed that the 10 large* oil 
companies own less than one-fourth 
of the wells but produce more than 
half the oil.

‘The independent operators pro­
duce a large portion of the total 
crude oil output and offer a  safe­
guard against monopoly," the state­
ment said. “In addition, this inde­
pendent group It vitally Important 
In the search for new reserves as 
shown by the fact that they drilled 
72 per cent of tha total wells In 1840 
and found 75 per cent of the new 
fields discovered during the year."

Specific cost figures on producing 
oil from stripper, or settled, walls 
were given. An example given was 
that of a  north Texas operator 
whose 640 barrels dally produced in 
1840 cost $1.44 per barrel and whose 
gross Income was $1.12 per barrel, 
a loss of 32 cents per barrel. Goats 
have incera sed steadily In recent 
years. Labor costs have gone up, 
as have taxes and supplies used in 
oil fields.

The production of some wells na­
turally gets so small and their cost 
of operation so high that it could 
not be expected that a  reasonable 
price of petroleum would keep them 
going, the writers said. Thus a num­
ber of such wells are abandoned ev­
ery year. “A continued low price 
below the cost of production, how­
ever, results in the premature aban­
donment of many’stripper wells be­
fore they reach their economic lim­
it." it was asserted by Messrs. Mc- 
Gaha and Fell.

Much Gasoline

WASHINGTON. July 12 (AP)_
Fifty-two District of Columbia 
motorists received today a sample 
of what may be ih store for auto­
mobile drivers throughout the East 
due to the shortage of gasoline in 
this area. | gggp

Their fuming exhausts indicated 
excessive use of the fuel They were 
escorted to police headquarters, and 
there some of the drivers did a 
little personal fuming, while their 
cars were inspected.

A special testing device showed 
lifty of the automobiles were using 
excessive quantities of gasoline.
Red stickers" were issued against 

their operators and they were given 
ten days in which to make me­
chanical adjustments.

If the adjustment is not made in 
10 days, the annual permit for 
operation of the car is suspended 
and the car barred from the road 
until it is fixed.

It was a part of a campaign by 
Interior Secretary Ickes, the de­
fense petroleum coordinator, against 
waste of gasoline. He announced 
this week he would ask officials of 
Eastern states and cities to arrest 
drivers for using what he described 
as “oil burner cars" and for making 
“Jack rabbit” starts.

Ickes, has also passed word around 
that unless gasoline consumption 
is extensively reduced, it may be 
necessary to issue ration cards for 
the fuel. Meanwhile, he instituted 
a conservation program here.

It calls for fewer stops by buses, 
less cruising oy tsxicabs. elimina­
tion of week-end deliveries by 
trucks, carrying home small pack­
ages to reduce store delivery oper­
ations, and sharing the car with 
others on' regular trips such aa 
to and from work.

The office of the petroleum coor­
dinator also announced during the 
day the appointment of a aeries of 
committees throughout the country 
to advise on coordination of the 
petroleum conservation program.

AUSTIN, July 12 (fl>)—A balance 
In the state's available public school 
fund today Indicated the automatic 
tax board would slash the state ad 
valorem rate for school purposes at 
its meeting here July 21 or before.

The current school rate is 27 cents, 
eight cents below the permitted 
maximum. The rate was reduced 
from 35 cents last year and a fur­
ther reduction was probable due to 
the healthy condition of the school 
fund, which was expected to pay 
the current $22.50 per capita schol­
astic apportionment and have 
enough left to pay $1.50 more.

The total maximum state ad val­
orem rate, set by law, is 77 cents on 
the $100 valuation, 35 cents for 
schools, 35 cents for general pur­
poses and 7 cents for confederate 
pensions. The latter figure is fixed 
by statute and not subject to change.

A $29.000,000 deficit in the state’s 
general revenue fund. It was point­
ed out, precluded any possibility of 
cutting the 35 cent rate for general 
purposes.

The tax board, composed of Gov­
ernor W Lee O’Daniel, Comptroller 
George Sheppard and Treasurer 
Charley Lockhart, must meet within 
five days after July 15, the date set 
by law for certification by county 
tax assessors to the comptroller of 
their assessed valuations.

While officially fixed by the 
board, the rate actually Is deter­
mined by factors prescribed by law, 
as follows: total assessed valuations 
over the state, legislative appropria­
tions and revenues from other 
sources.

Into the telephone in the hope of 
attracting the announcer’s atten­
tion up In the studio control room.

The operator listened to this sort 
of thing a moment, and then ask­
ed: "What are you doing now?

Well, the long distance charges 
were mounting aU the time; so fi­
nally, In order to attract the an­
nouncer's attention, Herman took 
the transmitter off the air. When 
everything went dead, the announc­
er Jumped for the phone and called 
the transmitter.

And 
the way the needle caught, it al­
lowed Just the start of the next 
word to go out over the air. And 
that sounded as if the speaker were 
being punched in the stomach.

So until the control man could 
get back into the control room a- 
gain—and It took him two or three 
minutes—there the needle hung 
with the speaker exclaiming over 
and over again: "Lord, God Al­
mighty! Oomph! Lord, God Al­
mighty! “Oomph ”, etc.
