British expeditionary troops 

were reported today to have “es­
tablished contact" with Adolf 
Hitler's blitzkrieg invaders in 
northern Grtece as Nazi panzer 
cciunins knifed clear across lower 
Yugoslavia to threaten Greece 
from a new direction—the north­
west.
The London radio said Gel-man 

forocs were advi lacing ingo the 
Aegean kingdom through the Bitolj 
i Monastin gap in Yugoslavia at 
the border.

It was apparently in this sector 
that a great and perhaps decisive 
battle between the Germans and 
British was developing.

The British radio said German 
troops were attempting to fight their 
way through the gap, under heavy 
RAF attack.

The B. E. F. communique, issued 
in Athens, said briefly:

"German forces in northern 
Greece came into contact with Brit­
ish and imperial troops on April 10."

In Berlin the German high com­
mand asserted that the Serb army 
in northern Yugoslavia was “de­
stroyed" and that Nazi columns 
plunging northward toward Belgrade 
from Nis are in close pursuit of 
the Serbs."

Unconfumed reports had previ­
ously listed Belgrade as captured, 
but the high command's report 
would indicate that the bomb- 
smashed Yugoslav capital still was 
holding out.

In Budapest, a semi-official 
telegram from Istanbul said many 
members of the Yugoslav royal 
court had arrived by plane in 
Turkey and that 17-year-old King 
Peter II was expected to follow.
The boy king Peter seized the 

throne in a bloodless coup March 
27, two days after the pro-Axis 
regime of Regent Prince Paul had 
signed Yugoslav into membership in 
the Rome-Berlin-Tokyo alliance.

A Swiss newspaper. The Geneva 
Tribune, said in a dispatch from 
Berlin that Belgrade had fallen

A B. E. F. communique said that 
Nazi panzer forces had reached 
Yanitza, 35 miles northwest of cap­
tured Salonika, b it that “resistance 
to the German advance Is stiffening 
in southern Yugoslavia "

The British communique said the 
situation in eastern Macedonia— 
the locale of the so-called Greek 
"lost army” trapped bv the German 
seizure of Salonika—was "obscure 
but characterized by the magnifi­
cent resistance of the Greeks."

Previously, the Germans had 
claimed officially that the Greek

In solid colors and the eggs will be 
hidden on the course Just before 
the hunt begins tomorrow.

The eggs are being cooked in wash 
tubs.

Children need not bring their own 
eggs. All they need is a sack or 
basket to hold the eggs they find. 
There are many prizes offered.

Running of the hunt usually re­
quires one hour, after which the 
prizes are awarded.

Attesting to the interest the an­
nual hunt has aroused is the fact 
that several adults took motion 
pictures of the event last year.

Second place was won by "Bread," 
the Phillips entry, and third place 
by "Trifles,” the Periston play, 
Miami presented "The Return of 
Jacob,” and Mobeetie, "The Teeth 
of the Gift Horse."

Pampan's bank deposits on date 
of the government April call, this 
week, were *254.63331 bigger than 
at the time of the last bank call, on 
January 1.

Oklahoma And Texas 

Ai War, Nazis Think
OKLAHOMA CITY. April 11 (API
Many Germans prcgjably believe 

that Oklahoma and Texas ar* at 
war, Col. William Sterling of Fort 
Sam Houston.

Col. Sterling, liaison officer of the 
8th corps area with state draft of­
fices, said German newspapers in 
February printed pictures showing

Ford Seeks 
Changes In 
Peace Plan

General Motors 
Will Strike If 
Pay Isn't Raised

(Rv The Associated Pram)
DETROIT, April 11 (API—The 

Detroit News reported today that 
officials of the Ford Motor com­
pany and the United Automobile 
Workers (CIO) had reached an 
agreement settling the 11-day 
strike at the Rouge plant.

The federal labor department 
announced today receipt of word 
from the General Motors cor­
poration that the CIO United 
Auto Workers union had served 
notice of intention to strike It a 
new wage agreement was not 
negotiated before April 30.
A shutdown of Oeneral Motors 

would affect about 130.000 workers. 
The firm has millions of dollars 
worth of defense contracts. The 
labor department immediately as­
signed a c< iciliator to try to pre­
vent a work stoppage.

The new strike threat came as 
James F. Dewey, federal labor con­
ciliator working at Detroit on 
settlement of the 10-day GIO 
strike at the vast Ford River 
Rouge plant, said he expected a 
complete settlement before nightfall.

Dewey made plans to leave for 
Pittsburgh by train at 5 p. m. and, 
when asked if that was an indica­
tion the strike would be ended by 
then, said: “ Yes, I expect it to be; 
it should have been settled last: 
night.”

The governor conferred at De­
troit for three hours early today 
with representatives of the striking 
United Automobile workers after 
a union mass meeting last night ap­
proved the governor's plan to put 
the big factory back into produc­
tion.

The company had sought cer­
tain modifications in the plan. 
Reportedly the management want­
ed to have a labor board hearing 
postponed until after an employe 
election had been held.
Van Wagoner's basic proposal 

called for returning all employes 
to their jobs, with the exception of 
three men whose cases would be 
arbitrated; resumption of t h e  
grievance procedure that was es­
tablished prior to the strike; and 
agreement by both company and 
union to expedite holding a labor 
board election.

Today's pre-dawn conference broke 
up without a decision by the union 
on the modifications proposed by 
the company. The governor said 
the meeting would be resumed later 
in the day.

In calling the 6trike, the CIO- 
UAW claimed some of its members 
had been discharged for union 
activity. The union's original de­
mands included a 10-cent hourly 
wage increase, a contractural agree­
ment. and substitution of uniformed 
protection men for the Ford service 
department. The plant employs 85- 
000 men, and as a result of shut­
down of assembly plants and other 
establishments, it was estimated 
that about 200.000 men in all have 
teen made idle by the strike.

Negotiations to settle the tie-up 
of soft coal mines continued in 
New York. About two-thirds of the 
mine operators were reported ready 
to accept a new contract with the 
CIO-United Mine workers raising 
wages to *7 a day and abolitMng 
an existing sectional wage differen­
tial, Federal Conciliator John R. 
Steelman sought, however, to gain 
an agreement which would put all 
the 400,000 Idle miners back to work.

In an address broadcast front 
Washington last night, Rep. Sum­
ners i D-Texas) called on AMferi- 
cans to recognize the urgency of 
the times, touched broadly on pro­
duction tie-ups, and declared “we’re 
all in the same boat." ,

NEW YORK—A few flowers in a

simple vase can do wonders for a 
room. They can add the spot of 
color, the light touch, the center 
of attraction w'hich the room, no 
matter how well arranged, may lack.

Here’s a simple way of fixing flow­
ers that should help out any room. 
Four gladioli, a transparent, cylin­
drical vase. 18 inches high and a 
large needle holder are all that is 
necessary.

Iljeave two stalks about 24 Indies 
high, one about 12 and the other 
about 6 inches high. The first two 
taller stalks should be placed in thtr 
holder first, at the back. Next, put 
in the 12-inch and 6-inch stalks, in 
front of the others.

Finally, break off two blossoms 
from tlie shorter stalks and place 
them at the bottom of the arrange­
ment to hide the holder. The whole 
thing should then be placed inside 
the large vase. To do that, tip the 
vase on Its side and place the 
holder toward the rear. Last of all,

You will want another holder for 
this and a vase about 10 inches 
high. Do not take the leaves off the 
tulips. They are used as foliage and 
give a color contrast.

Be sure to do your arranging be­
fore you put your flowers in the 
vase. Nine of the tulips should be 
cut to vary gracefully in height 
above the vase, and the remaining 
three at different heights inside. 
Open the petals of the lower flow­
ers. That is a professional touch 
to cover the holder, add color and 
give an artistic effect.

An additional hint about tulips— 
to keep them fresh overnight, wrap 
them in wet newspaper, put them 
back in water, and then place them 
in a cool room.

Red Sea Opened 
To U. S. Vessels

WASHINGTON. April 11 MPJ — 
President Rosevelt today reopened 
the Red Sea and Gull of Aden to 
American vessels.

The chief executive announced at 
a press conference that he had taken 
out the stopper from the mouth of 
the waterway so that American ves­
sels now may enter it.

The ships will be permitted to go 
all the way to the Suez canal, since 
Egypt is neutral territory. While 
American vessels are not permitted 
under the neutrality act to carry 
war supplies to belligerents, the 
president made It clear that car­
goes destined for a neutral country 
could be carried up the Red Sea and 
Gulf of Aden.

And, he indicated, there will be 
no tendency on the part of the 
government to explore the question 
of whether supplies consigned to a 
neutral might ultimately get to a 
belligerent.

As a matter of fact, the president 
said, he was not sure whether, under 
the neutrality act it was forbidden 
for supplies sent to a neutral to 
reach belligerents ultimately.

The question, he ?aid. brings up 
all sorts of things, so he would hate 
to say yes or no.

Mr. Roosevelt made It cleat: that 
American vessels could use the Suez 
canal, since only the Mediterranean 
Sea. of the waters In that area, 
remains In the restricted combat 
zone. Ships could not sail out of 
the canal Into the Mediterranean.

Mann Recommends 
Change In New Bill

AU8T1N, April 11 (JP)—A house 
bill to imprison persons teaching 
overthrow of the government by 
force tv as ruled unaMstitutionaJ 
today by Attorney General Gerald 
C. Mann.

Mann said, however, that the 
questionable portion of the bill could 
be altered to remove any doubt as 
to Its validity.

Sections of the bill providing for 
punishment of any persons who “by 
word of mouth, writing, sign or 
symbol, willfully and deliberately 
advocates, advises or teaches” such 
doctrine, or . . . "who prints, pub­
lishes, edits, issues or sells any 
books, papers, documents or written 
or printed matter In any form con­
taining Nor advocating, advising or 
teaching” overthrow of the gov­
ernment by force were not held vio­
lative of the (institution.

Mann suggested changes In the 
part of the Mil providing that “any 
person who organizes or helps to 
organize or becomes a member of 
any society or group of persons 
which teaches or advocates that the 
government of the United States or 
of any state or of any political sub­
division thereof shall be overthrown 
by force, violence or any unlawful 
means. *

AUSTIN, April 11—Quiet specu­

lation on who would succeed the 
beloved U. S. Senator Morris Shep­
pard In Congress still dominated 
the political scene in the Texas 
capital today.

It was believed among members 
of the legislature and other state 
officials that no light would be 
shed on the question until next 
week since Governor W. Lee O’- 
Danlel, who must name an Interim 
uccessor and call a special election, 

was not expected to act until after 
funeral services for the senator to­
morrow at Texarkana.

O’Daniel has not commented.
Among those mentioned as pos­

sible appointees were the governor, 
who could resign and be appointed 
by Lieutenant-Governor Coke Stev­
enson, former Vice-President John 
Gamer, Curr P. Collins of «Dallas, 
Attorney General Gerald C. Mann, 
J. M West of Houston, Mrs. Shep­
pard, E. B. Germany of Dallas, 
former Governors Pat M. Neff, W. 
P. Hobby and Ross Sterling, Hal 
Collins of Mineral Wells and 
Judge Tom L. Beauchamp of the 
court of criminal appeals.

Suggested as potential candidates 
in the election were Congressman 
Martin Dies of Orange, Lyndon B. 
Johnson of Austin and Wright Pat­
man of Texarkana and former 
Governor James V. Allred, now a 
federal district judge.

Resuming its labors yesterday 
after a day o f adjournment in 
honor of Senator Sheppard, the 
legislature saw adoption In the 
house of resolutions urging O’- 
Danlel to take the senatorial post 
and endorsing Speaker Homer 
Leonard should the governor de­
cline.

The senate learned a report on 
the house-approved *25.500,000 om­
nibus tax bill might be made Tues­
day by a sub-committee.

Sheppard Wrote 
Prodigious Index 
To Shakespeare

By HAROLD OLIVER
WASHINGTON. April 11. (AT—As­

sociates of the late Senator Morris 
Sheppard disclosed today that the 
quiet little Texan—never generally 
known to have had a hobby—died 
without publishing a prodigious in 
dex of Shakespeare’s works which 
took him 13 years to compile.

“The senator was so busy he nev­
er got around to publishing it,” said 
D. Roland Potter, his secretary.

In leisure moments, Bena'tor Shep 
pard jotted down Shakespearian 
quotations in long hand and cap­
tioned them by subjects. He titled 
his work “selected comments of 
Shakespeare on over 4,000 subjects. 
Shakespearean students have term 
ed it one of the most comprehen 
sive and individualistic efforts yet 
completed.

As the senator finished a volume 
in long hand he had it typed. In 
his office library there are now 35 
typewritten volumes, including nine 
folders of indexes. He directed that 
if they were ever published they 
should be dedicated “to my wife 
Lucile."

Tlie dean of Congress—he had 
served continuously In house and 
senate since 1902—was known wide­
ly for his sponsorship of the pro­
hibition amendment to the consti­
tution. One of the subjects on the 
first page of ”  his Shakespearean 
compilation was “abstinence."

“No. Pompey, I have kept me 
from the cup.” was the entry be­
side it, quoting from Anthony and 
Cleopatra, 2nd act, serene VII.

The first entry was a quotation 
pn “Abhorrence.” The last dealt 
with' “Zeal, Excess of.”

Senator Sheppard died Wednes­
day of a cerebral hemorrhage. His 
body was enroute today to Texark­
ana, Tex., where services will be 
held tomorrow.

Germans Strike At 
British-Greek Army

ATHENS. AprO II—British expe­

ditionary troops have clashed with 
Adolf Hitler’s blitzkrieg invaders for 
the first time In northern Greece, it 
was officially announced today, and 
the battle of Greece apparently is 
developing.

Striking toward the right wing 
anchor of the British-Greek main 
defense line, in the vicinity of fabled 
Mount Olympus, the Germans were 
reported to have captured Yanitza, 
48 miles due north of the Olympus 
range.

Other Nazi columns were reported 
trying to push through the Bitolj 
iMonastln Pass, in southwest Yugo­
slavia. threatening the British left 
wing in a drive toward Phlorina, 
Gr^6C6

Headquarters of the British expe­
ditionary force reported stiffening 
resistance against the Germans in 
southorn Yugoslavia, where Nazi 
armored columns were said to be 
rolling southward from Prllep. Yu­
goslavia, toward Phlorina, northern 
Greece.

Refugees arriving from Yuogslavia 
said that the Slav forces fought 
valiently. Inflicting terrific losses on 
the Invaders and suffering heavy 
casualties themselves, but that they 
had been unprepared for the violent 
Nazi attack in the Strumica re­
gion. between the 8truma and Var- 
dar river valleys.

They quoted Yugoslav generals as 
attributing the defeat mainly to a 
breakdown in communications, which 
left many units struggling in the 
dark, without knowledge of the 
movements of other units.

(OonUnued tram page 1)
east wing had surrendered and that 
80.000 Greeks had been taken pris­
oner.

A special communique by the 
German high command declared 
several Yugoslav divisions had been 
"shattered" and 10.000 new prisoners 
taken. Twenty thousand already 
had been reported captured.

The new threat to Greece «Ued 
up as an attempt to flank strong 
British-Greek d e f e n s e  forces 
strung out along the Greek penin­
sula from fabled Mt. Olympus, 
near Salonika, to Chimara, on the 
Adriatic sea coast—and possibly 
to cgt off Greek troops still fight- 
big against the Italians in Al­
bania.
British RAF reports disclosed that 

the Germans had reached the angle 
of the Greek-Yugoslav - Albanian
frontiers, in a drive toward the 
northern Greek town of Phlorina.

An RAF communique said British 
warplanes had bombed and ma- 
chihe-gunned a motor transport 
column near Bitolj. in southwest 
Yugoslavia, seven miles above the 
Greek frontier.

"Armored columns on the road 
between Phlorina and Prllep were 
bombed successfully 'from a low alti­
tude.” the RAF said.

Phlorina is 20 miles south of 
Bitolj. Prilep is 25 miles northeast 
of Bitolj.

Two Nazi salients thus have been 
driven across Yugoslavia, one across

the southern Yugoslav-Oreek fron­
tier and the other across Yugo­
slavia's 100-mile “waist”  through 
captured Skoplje, at the head of 
the Vardar river valley.

Nazi quarters in Berlin, however, 
acknowledged that fierce fighting 
still was in progress on the southern 
Yugoslav front, declaring:

“The Serb army is being system­
atically wiped up or even blotted 
out. But the pity is that among 
troops fighting hardest are croat 
formations whom the Serbs wisely 
took out of Croatia and put on the 
southern front.

Both are Yugoslav states, Serbia 
in the south and Croatia in the
north.

An independent state of Croatia 
was proclaimed yesterday, and the 
new premier, Gen. Sladko Kvatemik 
issued a command:

"I order every Croat regiment to

Government May 
Commander 14 
French Vessels

WASHINGTON, April 11 (IF) — 
President Roosevelt’s request for 
power to take over foreign ships 
aroured congressional speculation to­
day that the government might com­
mandeer 14 French vessels, Inclnd- 
ing the giant luxury liner Norman­
die. which are tied up In American 
harbors

In a message to congress yester­
day. Mr. Roosevelt asked sweeping 
authority to make use of foreign 
ships Idle in American ports to fore­
stall a “growing shortage” of ship 
ping facilities. The message, and 
accompanying legislation, said that 
"Just compensation” would be made 
for any ships taken over

There was no Immediate expres­
sion of opposition to the plan, and 
admiiutration leaders believed they 
could hurry the enabling legisla­
tion through congress.

First vessels involved under the 
new “seize-and-pay” program would 
be 39 Danish ships recently placed 
under protective custody of the Coast 
Guard along with two German and 
28 Italian merchantmen.

One administration leader, asking 
not to be quoted by name, said that 
It would be ‘‘sound procedure” to 
seize the French resets now In 
American waters, and predicted that 
possibly would be one of the first 
steps taken after the proposed au­
thorization is approved. The Nor 
mandle Is tied up at New York.

This legislator said that the 
French vessels are or no value to 
the Vichy government at prasent. 
"If we paid them a just price,” he 
said, "It would be a fair trans­
action all around. The Oermana 
might not like it, but I have a feel­
ing that the French would."

Is War the Path to Freedom f  
"The path to war is a false path to freedom, 

ft is a false path to freedom for America. It is a 
false path to the four freedoms everywhere. War 
is for the sake of peace. The spirit of the peace 
will be determined by the spirit of the countries 
which make it. An Englishman, J. Middleton 
Murry, said of England, ‘This country, as it is, is 
incapable of winning a Christian victory, because 
It simply is not Christian.’ This general principle 
is sound. No country can win a democratic vic­
tory unless it is democratic. Only those who un­
derstand, value and practice democracy know 
what a democratic peace would be. Only those who 
understand value, and practice justice can make a 
just peace. Only those who understand, value, 
and practice the four freedoms can make a peace

So a Nazi protestation of peaceful intent goes with 
the invasions, saying in words like those of the Phari­
sees, “Had they yielded to our every request, they 
would not have been invaded; we wished only peace! 
so long as everything we asked was turned over to 
us in a peaceful way. But, of course, our polite re­
quest for peaceful submergence of the national exist­
ence of these people being refused, we have no alter­
native but war."

Such a choice is no choice; the gunman who sticks 
you up in the street with a pistol offers you peace 
under the same circumstances. You have peace if 
you stand and deliver. It you exercise your God-given 
right to hold fast to your own, you die.

Let us not forget that what died during the original 
Holy Week so long ago was again resurrected—that 
the whole story is one of the triumph of life over 
death. 80 it may be that those countries which are 
being led this Holy Week down to the place of the 
skull may yet live again.

We have faith that the way-of Ufe will yet triumph 
over the way of death.

The War 
Today

By DEWITT MACKENZIE
While we are waiting for the zero 

hour of the bloody clash between 
the Germans and the Allied line 
strung from Olympus through the 
mountain fastnesses of northern 
Greece, just what are the stakes in 
this battle of the Balkans?

What will it mean if Hitler wins? 
What will happen if he is stopped in 
his blitzkrieg and is only partly 
successful?

In looking for the answers we get 
a hot tip from the Turkish govern­
ment's action in evacuating a con­
siderable portion of the population 
of Istanbul. This means, o f course, 
that the Dirks see a strong pos­
sibility of their Involvement in the 
war.

The crux of the matter as I  view 
it is whetlier Hitler's offensive is 
confined to the Balkan peninsula, 
or whether he finds an opportunity 
to force the Dardanelles and plow 
his way down through the Turks 
Into the Near East.

That is to say, the Allies will have 
suffered no irreparable disaster if 
the Balkan peninsula alone is In­
volved, but they likely will have met 
with catastrophe if the Hitlerian 
forces break into the Near East.

This latter eventuality would be 
calculated to enable the Nazis to at­
tack the Suez canal and Egypt from 
the east and gain control of the 
Mediterranean. Next to the subjuga­
tion of England herself, this is 
about the worst thing that could 
happen to Britain and her allies.

Or let’s put it this way: If Hitler 
should smash both Yugoslavia and 
Greece, and overrun the entire pen­
insula clear down to tlie Aegean sea, 
he would have achieved a great 
victory, but still wouldn’t have won 
anything approaching a decisive bat­
tle of the war—unless he followel 
it up with a crash into the Near 
East.

This is so because Britain domi­
nates the Mediterranean. She is 
vastly stronger in the eastern end 
of this sea than she was six months 
ago, owing to the devastating.blows 
struck at Italy's navy and African 
empire, and the acquirement of 
Crete and other vital bases in the 
Aegean. Nazi occupation of Greece 
and Yugoslavia can’t deprive Brtt* 
ain of these advantages.

True, such a conclusion of the 
battle would be rough on the 
Greeks and Yugoslavs. But taking 
the long view of the matter they 
will gain if the Allies win. Their 
full independence will be restored 
to them with guarantees of security, 
and they won’t have swapped their 
birthrights for what both of them 
have regarded as messes of pottage.

Should the Fuehrer gain complete 
domination of the peninsula, he 
would be In military occupation of 
most of the countries of Europe 

Actually, however, he would have 
added still more crippled and embit­
tered countries to his conquests. 
They would have to be ridden with 
the whip ayid rowels, and their 
means of subsistence would have 
been shattered.

In this there is danger for the 
Nazi leader. One of the gravest 
threats to him and to all Europe 
lies in the destruction or stoppage 
of industries and agriculture 
throughout the Balkans, which rep­
resent one of the essential fields of 
the world.

We get a different picture, how­
ever, If Hitler not only conquers 
the prninsula but forces the Dar­
danelles and subdues the Turks. 
He Hkely would be able to take 
the Suez ranal and Egypt. He 
could turn eastward and gain 
from Iraq and Iran thfc oil which 
he needs so badly. "
