Pampa today vac preparing to re­

pel an air atttack scheduled (or Sat- 
. r} urday night.

Mortars and searchlights have been 
assembled, the Red Cross, Boy 

», Scouts, firemen, air raid precautions, 
and the Texas Defense Ouard mo­
bilized to resist the bombing, due at

10:10 o'clock tomorrow night.
Street lights will be cut off, mer­

chants store windows will be taped 
and lights on front of stores cut off 
voluntarily by the proprietors, as 
the fire siren starts Its steady warn­
ing note.

Motorists will be asked to cut off

their lights, and all other persons 
are asked to at least shutter the 
Ights, If they keep them on, with­
in their houses and places of busi­
ness.

Searchlights of 5,000-watt power, 
with 36-lnch solars will project their 
light from a downtown building in-

to the sky, seeking to spa* the in­
vading planes

A Waco biplane will be the pivot 
craft of the attack. Bombs will be 
fired 200 feet Into the air from mor­
tars in an attempt to "hit” the plane.

Boy Scouts, acting as observers,

will notify the fife department when 
the attacking planes are sighted. 
Then the siren will sound, lights will 
go out, and volunteer workers will 
take their posts.

Firing of the last star shell will 
be the signal for the departure of 
the plane, and the "all clear” blast

on the fire siren This is set for
10:85.

This will differ from the warning 
signal. In that the siren will be 
sounded at intervals.

PASTS, Sept. 26 i,TV—The first 
three men sentenced to death by 
the powerful tribunal of stale were 
executed today on the guillotine 
in the courtyard of Sante prison.
AUthoritive sources said the court. 

•  French tribunal created to show 
tlie Germans the French themselves 

'  could handle the opposition prob­
lem and to forestall the spread of 

^ German reprisals, was expected to 
'  hand down a new list of condem­

nations soon.
All three put to death today were 

communists: Adolpe Guyot, com­
munist leader of the Seine (Paris) 
department. Jacques Woog and 
former Deputy Jean Cathelas.

The name of Gabriel Peri, anoth­
er former communist deputy, was 
!nentioned as probably among those 
whose cases now have been decided 
a t further sittings of the tribunal.

A fourth man who was given the 
death sentence six days ago, Fresco 
Foscardi, has not been found. He 
was tried in Absentia.

All those sentenced so far have 
been convicted in secret sessions of 
fomenting or organizing disorders.

Wallace Takes
* Over Issuance 01 

, Export Licenses

WASHINGTON. Sept. 2« (AP) — 
The economic defense board headed 
by Vice President Wallace further 

‘ centralized control of economic 
warfare and kindred defense mea­
sures today by taking over the Is­
suance of all export licenses In the 
( 4,000.000,000-a -year foreign trade of 
the United States.

In  line with »President Roose­
velt's order of Sept. 15 to "intensify 
the policy of preventing shipments 
to Axis-dominated countries," the 
economic defense board began ab­
sorption of the state department’s 
division of controls, which hereto- 

4 fore has collaborated with the ex­
port control administration In regu­
lating exports and issuance of ex­
port licenses.

« Wallace’s super-defense board al­
ready has taken over the previously 
Independent and army-directed ex­
port control administration with the 
objective of integrating Us func­
tions Into the broader work of the 
board.

At the same time the economic 
defense organization issued a sup­
plementary “black list” containing 
the names of 300 persons and 
firms In the other American re­
publics to whom no more shipments 
of American goods will be permitted.

The 300 “black listed" firms have 
been added to the original "pro­
claimed list of certain blocked 
nationals” which contained more 
than 1,800 individuals and firms in 
Latin American countries. The 
names of 65 firms on the original 
list were deleted yesterday because 
"satisfactory corrective action" had 
been taken.

In announcing th e  original 
“black list,” it was stated It was 
comprised of persons or firms 
"deemed to be acting for the bene- 

(  fit of Germany or Italy or nation­
als of those countries and persons 
to whom the exportation directly 
or Indirectly, of various articles or 
materials is deemed detrimental to 
the Interest of national defense.”

German Pressure On

SINGAPORE, Sent. 25 (Delayed) 
(/P)—Indian detachments, including 
a complete hospital unit, arrived to 
reinforce this Fnr Eastern British 
navnL base today.

LONDON, Sept. 26 (/P)—An au­
thoritative source said today there 
had been a spurt of activity on the 
Libyan front, particularly artillery 
action. Axis aircraft have made new 
raids but wiihout causing damage, 
this Informant said.

LONDON. Sept. 26 (/P)—Premier 
Emmanuel Tsouderos of the refugee 
Greek government declared today he 
had received reports of frequent 
clashes between Germans and Ital­
ians occupying Greece and said it 
had been necessary to import 14 
Italian divisions to occupy the south­
ern part of the country.

“Curiousdly," he added, “the Ital­
ians are somewhat better disciplined 
than the Germans.”

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26 (̂ P)— 
Cheering crowds of clerks and sten­
ographers greeted the Duke of Wind­
sor today as he paid official calls 
on the Secretary of War Henry 
Stimson and under-secretary of Navy 
James V. Forrestal. His American- 
born Duchess did not accompany 
him.

The former King Edward VIII was 
hailed excitedly by hundreds of war 
and navy department employes who 
jammed the entrances to the build­
ing and blocked corridors in their 
anxiety to see the man who abdicat­
ed his throne for love and now Is 
governor of the Bahamas.

SSB Approves Texas 
Children Aid Plans

WASHINGTON. 8ept. 26 (AV- 
The Social Security Board approved 
today Texas plans for aid to de­
pendent children and to blind per­
sons over 21 years of age.

Preliminary estimatm indicated 
about 3.000 needy blind and around 
20,000 children would be placed on 
the assistance rolls by the end of 
December. Payments wlU average |6 
monthly for each child and 880 
monthly far each blind person.

$0$/)00 for tho October-December 
quarters for aid to tho blind: oho 
»20,000 for tbo July-September and 
$816400 ft»  tho Oetober-December

Whole battalions of German 

shock troops have been blown to 
pieces by minefields in a strong 
attack on the Crimea, advices 
reaching London said today, and 
the Russians were reported U' 
have the situation well in hand 
after stemming two Nazi assaults.

German parachute troops used 
In the attack likewise were de­
clared to have been annihilated.
In the siege of Leningrad, the 

Russians admitted that German 
siege armies were steadily Increas­
ing their pressure despite colossal 
lasses, but declared that a series 
of battles had hurled the Germans 
back from several advanced lines.

Red Star, the Soviet army news­
paper. reported that Russian troops 
at one point on Leningrad's ap­
proaches had gnined five miles and 
recaptured four villages.

Nazi parachute troops / and in­
fantry were reported continuing 
the assault on the Crimean penin­
sula, battering fiercely at Soviet 
lines stretched across the bottleneck 
Ferekop Isthmus, only live to eight 
miles wide.

The terrain was described as ad­
vantageous lor the Russians, with 
numerous small lakes and marsh­
lands forming natural defense bar­
riers.

To the north, Adolf Hitler's high 
command reported that the de­
struction of four Red armies trap­
ped east of Kiev was "progressing 
relentlessly,” with the number of 
Soviet prisoners now standing at 
492.000.

This claim followed an official 
Soviet denial of an earlier Berlin 
announcement that 380,000 Russian 
troops had been captured In the 
Kiev battle.

Calling the Nasi assertion “a 
fresh Hitlerite fake,” a Red army 
communique reported:

“The fierce struggle Is continu­
ing on the Kiev front.”
The B rltlh  radio, quoting a Mos­

cow spokesman, said the Germans 
launched their Initial attack on the 
Crimea Wednesday night, hurling 
tanks, mechanized infantry and a 
number of parachute troops into 
the assault after a heavy artillery 
bombardment.

“The Russians waited behind vast 
mine fields,” the account con­
tinued. "Whole battalions of Ger­
mans are said to have been blown 
to pieces.

“The enemy withdrew to re-form, 
eight hours later. But they were 
caught in the fire of Russian long- 
range artillery from the Isthmus 
and from the bay to the west of 
the isthmus.

“Just before noon yesterday, the 
German attack was renewed. One 
German infiltration was made in 
the Russian lines but it was soon 
surrounded and annihilated.”

Strategically Important as the 
site of Russia's great Black Sea 
naval base of Sevastopol, the Crim­
ean peninsula would also provide 
a stepping-stone for a German 
thrust into the Caucasus oil fields 
across the narrow mouth of the 
Sea of Azov.

Coincident with this reported 
blow to Hitler’s invasion forces 
in the far south, Berlin admitted 
that the Russians were attacking 
with mounting fury on the north 
central front, apparently In the 
vicinity of Vellxh, 70 miles north­
west of Smolensk.
Nazi military dispatches said 

great masses of Russian troops 
were storming German trenches on 
the east bank of the Dvina river 
but had been unable to break 
through.

In the same area, Soviet reports 
said the Oermans had been 
routed with more than 2,500 Nazis 
killed.

On the bloody Leningrad front, 
German dispatches pictured the old- 
time capital of Imperial Russia as 
being slowly reduced to ruins as 
house-to-house lighting raged with­
out halt In suburban areas.

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Motorist's Dream 
Has Come True

FNID, Okla., Sept. 26 (A*)—’The 
motorists' dream has come true!

Just dig a hole and it fills up 
with high grade gasoline as fast 
as you can use it. And there’s 2,- 
000.000 gallons more where that 
comes from.

The thing started when a water 
well filled up with gasoline. Ex­
cited neighbors dug holes, which 
also filled up with gasoline.

They tried the fuel in automo­
bile tanks. It worked tine and 
sales fell off sharply. The tax 
commlsion, noting the decline, 
sent an inspector to Investigate.

Inquiry disclose! the gasoline 
probably had been leaking from 
big storage tanks of the Champ- 
lin Refining company.

Company officials said the fuel 
had seeped Into sands 25 to 30 
feet under the surface of the 
ground and in running through 
the sands had been refined fur­
ther. They offered to buy the 
fuel at four cents a gallon.

They estimated the shallow 
holes had yielded 150,000 gallons 
and 2,000.000 gallons may yet be 
recovered. This would mean a 
profit of »80,000 to property own­
ers if they sell it back.

The gasoline measured up to 
notor fuel specifications.

He said that he has already given 
his resignation to Gov. Coke R. 
Stevenson.

He was first elected to the legisla­
ture in 1930 and has served In the 
house since that time. He is a native 
of Panola county, and has operated 
a music store in Carthage.

NEW YORK—The first showing 

of a new season’s hats should be 
exciting—and the current displays 
of new fall models certainly live up 
to the rule.

Argentine Ponders 
Alleged Conspiracy

BUENOS AIRES, Sept. 26 f/P)— 
The government declared today all 
danger past from a movement de­
scribed officially as a coup d’etat 
conspiracy, but rumors continued to 
fly thick and fast as the public 
sought explanations of the myster­
ious plot.

Acting President Ramon Castillo 
said absolute tranquillity prevailed 
following the government occupa­
tion of military airports, arrest of 
some 20 aviation officers, and im­
mobilization of the nation’s 200 
first-line warplanes.

He denied that General Angel M. 
Zuloaga had been relieved of com­
mand of the U. S.-traincd air force, 
although the possibility Umt. the 56- 
year-old officer had resigned was 
not excluded

The And! news agency said it was 
informed by a high military source 
that Zulooga was oitt as a result of 
the abortive plot among air corps 
of fleers.

Andi quoted its informant as say­
ing Zuloaga himself asked to be 
relieved of command, not admitting 
complicity in any plot but being of­
fended by the army’s attitude. Zu­
loaga himself was not to be found.

Current rumors ranged from one 
that the incident was an incipient 
totalitarian-inspired putsch to an­
other that the government itself 
planned the affair to arouse popu­
lar feeling in its favor. Identities 
and political leanings of the arrest 
ed officers were not disclosed, how 
ever. *

Indo-China Protests 
Arrests By Japs

VICHY. Unoccupied France, Sept. 
26 (/P)—French Indo-China authori­
ties have protested vigorously to 
Japan charging violation of French 
sovereignty as a result of sudden, 
widespread arrests by Japanese 
troops in the French colony, it was 
announced officially today.

The strongly worded protest de­
clared the action of the Japanese 
command was “an indisputable vio­
lation of French sovereignty despite 
the solemn guarantee by the Japa­
nese government in all accords 
signed up until now between it and 
the French government.”

Full French sovereignty in the 
Asiatic colony was insisted on in a 
protocol signed between France and 
Japan only two months ago giving 
Japanese troops the right to occupy 
bases in southern French Indo­
china.

Second Army 
Pnis 350 Tanks

LOUISIANA, Sept. 26. </P>—1The
third army aimed its two fastest and 
most powerful divisions at the sec­
ond army today, swinging its mech­
anized force and a motorized infan­
try division across the Sabine river 
and starting a drive northward.

With more than 350 tanks as the 
striking power, the second armored 
division hit the road during the 
night, drove up through East Texas 
and struck for the flank of Lieuten­
ant General. Ben Lear's army de­
fending Shreveport.

Supported by the second infantry 
division, artillery, Infantry and en­
gineers in trucks able to keep up 
with the 25-mile-an-hour battle 
pace of the tanks, it was the most 
powerful team that lias been as­
sembled in the Louisiana war games. 
Meanwhile to the east slower divi­
sions were pushing northward from 
the Bed river to the Texas-Louis- 
lana border.

Genera) George C. Marshall, army 
chief of staff, was on hand to see 
the windup of the unprecedented 
field exercises between the two ar­
mies with the biggest battle of the 
Louisiana war games in the making.

The nearly 400 planes of the third 
army air task force were sent on 
bombing and fighting missions in 
preparations for a crushing attack 
but disposition of the force was kept 
secret as long as possible.

During the night third army 
planes kept tab on movements of 
the enemy by dropping flares so 
bright that divisional insignia on 
the vehicles could be read from 
medium bombers.

The Lake Charles airport was 
bombarded this morning by second 
army planes but the ground was 
clear of planes at the time.

On the Chinese-Japanese battle- 
front, Japanese dispatches reported 
that four of seven Chinese armies 
had been Smashed in the Japanese 
drive on Changsha, Hunan Province 
capital, and that another Chinese 
army of 100,000 men was encircled 
25 miles northeast of the city.

Only two Chinese armies re­
mained to defend Changsha, a 
Japanese military spokesman said.

Japanese troops were reported to 
have advanced within 18 miles of 
the city of 600,000 population, and 
300,000 Chinese soldiers were said 
to be retreating along a 180-mile 
front.

The moat Important news from the 

Russo-German war front is the 
Moscow claim that the Bolshevists 
have thrown back a heavy Nazi a t­
tack on the strategic Crimean pe­
ninsula. inflicting severe losses on
uje enemy......... .

The assault by the Nazis represents 
an attempt to gain control of the 
Black sea for an attack on, the low­
er Caucasus in conjunction with 
the German drive through the 
Ukraine toward the northern gate­
way to the Caucasus. The loss of 
the Crimea, on which lies the chief 
Soviet naval base of Sevastopol, 
would represent a major disaster 
for the Reds.

Beyond this, while literally mil­
lions of tired, grimy soldiers contin­
ue the bloody thousand-mile battle 
at close grips, the Russian theater 
hasn't produced a report from either 
side which on the face of it would 
greatly alter the position during the 
past twenty-four hours.

Maybe there has been an invisible 
change. Perhaps a hard-pressed line 
somewhere has grown brittle and will 
snap before long, letting all hell roll 
through the gap. War is like that.

We do know that the Germans 
have unleashed more power against 
the besieged city of Leningrad, but 
the soldiers and civilians who side 
by side arc defending this ancient 
and proud metropolis still hold their 
ground. Likewise in the Ukraine the 
Nazis continue to fling themselves 
against hard-bitten Marshal Bud­
yenny's army in their effort to smash 
through Into the Caucasus.

Hitler's headquarters claims that 
the Nazis arc continuing to destroy 
the four Red armies which the Ger­
man high command announced sev­
eral days ago had been surrounded 
east of Kiev, capital of the Ukraine. 
The number of prisoners is said to 
have swelled to the colossal total of 
492.000.

Mocow describes the German 
claim of the wholesale capture of 
Reds in the Kiev sector as "a fresh 
Hitlerite fake." Time will tell which 
side is right.

Speaking of fakes, that is a curious 
tale which comes out of Berlin today 
that the reason German Jews are 
compelled to wear a yellow star of 
David on their left breasts Is be­
cause all German nationals in the 
United States are forced to wear 
the swastika.

But the writer happens to have 
had a hunch for a long time that 
Nova was the one fighter with the 
physical equipment and the heart 
required to whip Louis, and there 
is no sense in backing down now.

That much 
is certain.

The principal thing is that Nova 
can take it. Louis will clout him 
many a time, probably will have 
him on the floor not long after 
the bell rings. But the surest thing 
in ' the world is that Nova will 
get up. And he is trained to travel 
for 15 rounds at the only pace he 
knows. Joe, to repeat, has not fought 
a man like that. He might not 
like it.

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Utilities Meet Emergency
To Just what extent have the executives of the 

private electric utility industry risen to the needs of 
the national emergency? An answer to that important 
question was recently given by a high government 
official —Basil Manly of the federal power commission.

Mr. Manly described negotiations between the 
commission and a leading Eastern utility concerning 
power production for major defense industries. Those 
negotiations ended in complete agreement on two 
essential principles: first, that there should be no 
excess profits in meeting the requirements of national 
defense: and second, that the investment facilities 
useful only during the emergency should be amortized 
during that period.

"It is important," he said, “to emphasize the fact 
that this agreement was reached with the concurrence 
of the utility involved. The executives of American 
Utilities do not in my opinion, desire or expect to 
earn excess profits from their activities in meeting 
the enormous demands for power arising out of the 
requirements for national defense. With rare excep­
tions they have coopérât d wholeheartedly with the 
government in meeting those demands. And, in those 
cases where efforts may be made to convert the 
nation’s power requirements into additional dollars of 
excess profits, the regulatory processes of the state 
and federal commissions should be. and will lx-, exerted 
effectively to restrain them."

The spirit shown by utility managements is the 
kind of spirit which wUl make this vast defense pro­
gram a “total" success in a world involved in "total" 
war. I t  is particularly noteworthy in the light of the 
vicious, progress-delaying political attacks being made 
qn the Industry by a group of self-seeking politicians 
whose real goal is the ultimate socialization of all this 
'country's basic resources. Given a chance, private en­
terprise will prevent any power shortages in this coun­
try—and wUl do it with private money, not tax money. 
In  the name of national defense, it is high time to 
call off tlie uUlity-baiters in congress and other 
branches o! government.

Disgraceful Demand
The act of 1,250,000 railroad workers in authorizing 

a strike because impossible wage demands have not 
been met, presents the country with a dangerous de­
fense problem.

The railroad workers have deliberately refused 
mediation and arbitration. They have held tenaci­
ously to wage demands which, if accepted in their 

'entircty, would cost the railroads the sum of $900.000,- 
000 a year—more than 20 times the average net in­
come of the railroad industry in 10 years ending 
1840! They have said, in effect, that if the railroads 
and the government mediation board do not capitu­
late, a defense program on which the very life of 
free, democratic government in the world may depend, 
«dll be brought to a standstill.

These railroad workers are the highest paid major 
working group in this country—and that means they 
are the highest paid in the world. Their hour and 
working standards are unsurpassed in any industry. 
An elaborate, government-enforced arbitration system 
exists to protect them against any injustice. Their 
wages are higher than in the boom year of 1929, even 
as their living costs are lower. Yet they vote for a 
strike—despite the need for accelerating the arms 
program, despite the president's declaration of an 
unlimited national emergency which demands the 
full, the unqualified cooperation of every American.

No one needs to be told what stoppage of rail 
transport would mean. Th* vast bulk of war produc­
tion, no less than normal production, must move by 
rail, and by rail alone. Thus, a railroad strike in this 
country would do more for Hitler and his Axis than 
a dozen military victories in Europe.

I t  is impossible to exaggerate the gravity of this 
situation; 1,250.000 highly paid, highly favored work­
ers %re threatening an out and out holdup strike 
against r ie  safety of 130,000,000 Americans. This is 
a disgraceful example of war profiteering.

Oil For America
As an example of how American industry responds 

In an emergency, on its own initiative the Socony- 
Vacuum Oil company recently increased the use of 
tank cars and barges, in place of its tankers which 
were taken over by the government. While this in­
volves higher costs, it helps relieve the oil situation 
in the East, as this one company Is now moving more 
than 15,000 additional barrels of oil a day, and expects 
to greatly increase that figure soon.

This Is an example of how the oil industry is doing 
everything possible to meet an abnormal situation. 
There is an attendance of oil producing capacity, and 
the problem Is simply one of transportation resulting 
from the transfer of tankers to Britain.

American industry, of its own volition, has always 
moved swiftly whenever a new situation arose. The 
oil industry is efficiently performing one of the biggest 
jobs in its history.

The purpose of 
permitting people to express their almost un­
limited opinions, no m atter how absurd, contra­
dictory or harmful they would be if put into 
practice, is that these people may have an op­
portunity to learn by having their contradictions 
pointed out to them. It also prevents any one 
from having too much dangerous authority.

And if man cannot answer questions about 
how Ids shorl cuts to improving the lot of the 
workers will make it possible for each and every 
man to get more for a given amount of work, 
then this man, if he continues In express these 
contradictory opinions, should lie regarded as 
one unable to reason or simply is trying to 
promole his own selfish interests''without regard 
to the inherent rights of others.

He might have 
added that other racial groups whose birthplaces 
have been overrun by Hitler are also working 
for war. Bui neither these other groups nor 
the Jews are unanimous in this. It may be 
recalled that while the only ward in Chicago 
lhal voted for war in The Tribune’s poll was 
predominantly Jewish community, that ward 
gave only the barest majority for war.

Jews, ás Col. Lindbergh said, have every rea­
son to jiate and fear Hitler because of what he 
has done to the Jews in Europe. But the case 
does not stop there. Other Americans no more 
wish to be treated as Hitler has treated the Ger­
mans than American Jews wish to be treated 
as he has treated the Jews. The case for Ameri­
can participation in the war does not rest on 
detestation of Hitler. If It did, our navy, with th j 
consent of the whole nation, would have started 
across the Atlantic the day Poland was invaded.

Opposition to war does not rest either on any 
liking for Hitler or the slightest trust in his 
intentions regarding this country. It rests, first, 
in the sound military evider.ee that whatever 
lis intentions, he is powerless to execute them 
against an adequately prepared America; and 
econd. on the fact that our participation in the 
vnr will bring on this nation bankruptcy and a 
entra!¡zed, despotic government different in no 

essential delail from Hitler's despotism.
It is only among war mongers that there 

s any talk of pro-Hitlerism. That has had little 
tect on most Americans, but it may have had

‘■•'•"cct on T/ i v * ’ . •■» .»
unjust stigma ot iavoring the bitterest enem. 
of their race, have adopted a course designed in 
the long run to subject, them to the very perse­
cution hey fear. Hard times and despotic gov­
ernment, the inevitable results of our participa­
tion In the war, are the necessary forerunners 
of persecution.

Other Americans have but one demand that 
they may rightfully make of American' Jews 
and that is the same demand that they rightfully 
make of Americans of British, Polish, Italian, 
Irish, or any other descent. It is that they think 
And act as Americans. This does not mean that 
they should abandon religion, or customs, or 
sentimental ties. It does mean that in political 
matters, and particularly in matters touching 
our foreign relations, they should be wholly 
American and not members of any racial group.

We have mentioned Mr. WUlkie. He a t­
tempted, without success, to foist a common 
heresy on the senate—namely, that to criticize 
a Jew for anything is to be guilty of anti-

NATIONS MUST HARVEST 
TRUE FRUITS OF VICTORY 
TO INSURE LASTING PEACE
Text: Revelation 21-17, 10-12, 22»24

Our last lesson was one of over­
coming and victory, but many things 
remind us that while victory at t 
certain stage in conflict Is the all 
Important thing, what Is ultimately 
more important Is what happens af­
ter victory. Within our own time 
we have seen n world war won, and 
the nations that won it lasing the 
peace because they failed to reap 
rhe true fruits of victory.

In this lesson we come to the ful­
fillment of history tn the achiev­
ing of all that victory makes worth- 

• while. It Is a glorious picture that 
•the saint-prophet-poet who wrote 
the Book of Revelation paints for 
us in his description of the New 
Jerusalem.

The picture is poetical and sym­
bolic, but here again the realities 
of It are not hard to grasp. Lovers 
of the sea might wonder why It 
had no place in the ultimate blend­
ing of heaven and earth, but the 
sea for the ancient world represent­
ed incredible dangers. I t  separated 
countries and peoples, and without 
the triumphs of modern navigation 
it was full of peril.

It ts instructive that the writer 

represents the Holy City, th? New 
Jerusalem, as “coming down.” In 
his conception there is to be an 
earthly realization of Ood's triumph; 
It is not merely a matter of earth 
ascending toward heaven. The pic­
ture that he gives Is In striking con­
trast with the earth and world as we 
know it. For those to whom the au­
thor of the book was writing, even 
with their Christian faith and fort­
itude, the world was a place of sor­
row and trial. Vet God was to wipe 
away the tear from every eye; there 
would be no more death; no more 
mourning or crying.

Instructive also is the fact that 
the seer saw no temple or church 
In the Holy City. The city itself had 
become the Church. All of life In 
th if New Jerusalem was holy, and 
all Its relationships were the re­
lationships of worship and truth.

Is this only a dream, or is it 
something for »he attainment of 
which men may live and work and 
pray? Shall we see the nations walk­
ing In the midst of the light of this 
Holy City and the kings of the earth 
bringing their glory into it?

It is a vision that has been re­

alized In the lives oi some men. 
There are those who have lived un­
selfishly and nobly in the spirit of 
a world made perfect. If it has been 
realized for some, is not this the 
hope that it may be realized for oth­
ers and that earth and heaven shall 
yet truly meet In the New Jerus­
alem?

If the whole of humanity were as 
good as some good men wnom we 
have seen and known, the dream 
would be realizable. Who can aay 
that humanity may yet be as good 
as those who represent humanity at 
Its best?
