
Nazis Break Thru Into Crimea And Storm Gates Of Rostov

German a vault troops were re­
ported gaining ground steadily 
late today In a  break through in­
to the Crimea Peninsula—the 
scene of bloody conquests by 
Goths, Huns, Mongols and Turks 
far l,7M yean—while In the 
north, Russia's Red armies were 
said to be counter-attacking 
fiercely in all main sectors around

The Moscow radio said the Ger­
mans had been thrown back onto 
the defensive In the Kalinin sector, 
95 miles northwest of the U. 8. 8. 
R. capital, where Nasi losses were 
placed at 5,000 men. 40 guns and 
32 mortars.

Other Soviet counter-blows were 
reported smashing at the Nasi 
siege armies around Mozhaisk, 57 
miles west of Moscow, and Maloy­
aroslavets, 65 miles southwest.

The German break-through Into 
the Crimea, site of Russia’s big 
Black sea naval base at Sevastopol, 
coincided with another grave Nazi 
threat on the southern (Ukraine) 
front, where Akls troops were re­
ported storming at the gates oi 
Rostov-On-Don.

Soviet dispatches said Red army 
englneeres were already planting 
death-trap mines In Rostov and pre­
paring to leave the city of 500,000

a smoking ruin. s.
The main German attacking col­

umn was said to be only 10 miles 
from the center of the big Don river 
port, which guards the northern 
approach to the Caucasus oil fields. 
In Berlin. Nazi military commen­
tators said that once the city had 
fallen, the way would be open for 
swift armored divisions to strike 
south toward the nerve center of 
the oil region at Maikop, 175 miles

below Rostov.
The Russian newspaper Pravda 

acknowledged “great danger" at 
Moscow, the Donets basin, the Cri­
mea, and Rostov, but declared that 
Adolf Hitler’s prediction of victory 
before winter had collapsed.

Pravda said the Nazi high com­
mand had thrown almost the en­
tire German land army, artillery and 
tanks, and nine-tenths or the air 
force into the Russian campaign.

“The enemy has not yet been 
halted. He Is still pressing on de­
spite heroic resistance and counter­
attacks by the Red army, which is 
strewing the route of advance of the 
Nazi troops with heaps of German 
corpses.

"Nevertheless, It is perfectly clear 
that no temporary successes can 
bring Germany her desired victory 
and peace.”

Travelers arriving outside the U.

S. 8. R from Kuibyshev, auxiliary 
Soviet capital, said the first 16 days 
of November would probably be the 
most crucial period in Russia's 
struggle.

A bulletin from Adolf Hitler* 
field headquarter* said that three 
German divisions — »bout «0.008
men — succeeded in breaking 
through Red army defenses Into 
the Crimea after 10 days of hard 
fighting.

The reported break presumably
occurred at ttye entrance to the 
Perekop Isthmus, a four-mile bottle­
neck Unking the Crimea and the 
U. 8. 8. R. mainland, which be been
the scene of bitter lighting .

Nazi shock troops, attacking with 
strong aerial support, cracked the 
Soviet defenses and captured 16,700 
prisoners, 13 tanks, and 109 cannon,

Date of Thanksgiving In Pampa is 
like the words of the song “It 
comes in here and goes out there.” 

To settle the question of whether 
the city officially would observe 
November 20 or November 27 as 
Thanksgiving day, Mayor Fred 
Thompson and the city commis­
sioners yesterday decided they’d 
string along with FDR.

It was the Pampa-AmarlUo foot- 
ba'.l game, however, that was the 
motive for the selection of Novem­
ber 20 instead of November 27, 
coupled with a petition from mer- 
hants on Cuyler, Kingsmill, and 

Foster streets, asking that “Franks- 
glving” be the official day.

While the city goes on record 
for November 20, the picture Is 
blurred for Thanksgiving observ­
ance by others. Mayor Thompson 
said he had been Informed that the 
schools would observe both Novem­
ber 20 and 27; the postoftice, Nov­
ember 20: banks, possibly both 
dates, with federal reserve banks 
noting the presidential date of 
November 20. Amarillo will also 
observe Thanksgiving on November 
20, coinciding with Pampas ob­
servance, to facilitate the gathering 
of Sandstorm and Harvester fans 
at the annual Pampa-Amarillo 
gridiron classic.

Mayor Fred Thompson today' Is­
sued a proclamation setting Nov. 20 
at Thanksgiving Day In Pampa. His 
proclamation follows:

THANKSGIVING 
PROCLAMATION 

WHEREAS, since the landing of 
the Pilgrims It has been the custom 
of the American people to set aside 
a day for Thanksgiving, and.

WHEREAS, the people of America 
have much to be thankful for in 
these times of war and hate, and, 

WHEREAS, a representative group 
of merchants of Pampa have, by 
written petition, requested that the 
20th day of November be proclaimed 
as Thanksgiving for Pampa, and, 

WHEREAS, the schools of Pampa 
will also be closed on that date and 
the citizens of Amarillo will be our 
guests on such day, Amarillo having 
proclaimed It as their official 
Thanksgiving.

NOW THEREFORE, I, Fred 
Thompson, Mayor of the City of 
Pampa, do hereby proclaim Novem­
ber 20, 1941. as our Thanksgiving 
Day and urge every citizen to ob­
serve such In the manner and with 
such reverence for which such day 
was originally set aside.

Cily Sets Tax 
Rale At $1.50

Pampa’s city tax rate was set in 
the second of two ordinances, both 
passed as emergency measures, by 
the city commission at Its meeting 
yesterday.

The rate is the same as last year,
$1.50 on each $100 valuation, wltjh 
the customary 10 per cent discount 
for prompt payment, a net of $1.35.
Distribution of tax money will be 
75 cents to the interest and sinking 
fund, 60 cents to general, 12 cents 
to the Board of City Development, 
and 3 cents to the library.

Dates of tax payments were set 
as December 31, 1941, and February 
28, May 31, and August 31 of next 
year. Penalty for delinquent taxes 
will be 6 per cent.

In conformity with tire legal “red 
tape” that requires three readings 
of ordinances, and triple Voting,
City Attorney R. F. Gordon first 
read the entire ordinance. It was 
voted and passed. Then the ordin­
ance title was read twice, with a 
vote taken after each reading.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29 (VP)—Na­
than Straus, administrator of the 
United States Housing authority, 
testified today that duplication of 
efforts by government agencies had 
led to costly confusion in the de­
fense housing program.

Criticizing methods used by the 
federal works administrator and the 
defense housing coordinator, Straus 
told the senate defense investigat­
ing committee that the trained staff 
of his agency had been raided by 
Its government competitors in their 
efforts to set up duplicating organ­
izations while ignoring the establish­
ed USHA facilities.

“At the precise moment when it 
was Imperative to make the most 
efficient use of existing machinery, 
new and untried devices were re­
sorted to,” Straus said.

“The construction of housing with 
public funds commenced to be wide­
ly scattered among agencies and ad­
ministrators.

“The emergency seemed to beget 
confusion when calm was clearly 
needed.”

The witness said this had result­
ed ia  the'firmy and navy being giv­
en $100.000,000 for the defense hous­
ing and the Federal Works Admin­
istration. a total of $300,000.000. He 
said part of the latter was spent thru 
the Public Building Administration, 
part through a newly created 
division of defense housing and

Meeting
Airplane Factory 
Workers Threaten 
General Walkout

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29 (A P)—John L. Lewis of the 
CIO and Myron C. Taylor of the steel industry met in a 
Mayflower hotel room today, brought together in one more 
try to end the captive coal mine strike which has stopped 
the flow of fuel to steel mills busy on the defense effort.

Taylor, former board chairman of U. S. Steel, and Lew­
is, head of the United Mine Workers, met at President 
Roosevelt’s suggestion.

Tlie meeting had a last-chancc 
quality about It, for President Roose­
velt was considering action and 
congress, angry and impatient, 
se< med ready to take drastic steps 
of Its own to eliminate time con­
suming industrial walkouts.

In congressional eyes the cap­
tive mine dispute was rapidly be­
coming a symbol of the whole 
problem of work stoppages affect­
ing defense, and the pressure for 
acUon increased with the over, 
night threat of a general strike 
of airplane factory workers In 
five eastern states.
The general strike threat arose 

from the prptracted CIO dispute 
with Air Associates. Inc., at Ben- 
dix, N. J. Richard Frankensteeu, na­
tional director of tlie CIO union In­
volved. telegraphed President Roose­
velt that unless the controversy 
could be settled to the union’s sat­
isfaction by Thursday, he had no 
recourse but to use the economic 
strength of the union to protect 
Its members.

The sole Issue In the captive mines 
dispute was the United Mine Work­
ers’ demand for a union shop In the 
coal shafts which the steel com­
panies operate to obtain fuel for 
their blast furnaces. Under a un­
ion shop provision, each employe 
would have to become a member of 
the union after a period of proba­
tion. The dispute directly affects 
53,000 miners, claimed to be 95 per 
cent organized by the UMW, whose 
strike became effective Monday in 
Captive mines In Pennsylvania, West 
Virginia, Kentucky, and Alabama.

U-Boat Sinkings To 
Be Kept Secret

WASHINGTON. Oct 29 «$■)— 
Secretary Knox said today that the 
navy probably would apply a policy 
of secrecy to sinkings of any Ger­
man submarines In engagements 
with American war vessels.

Knox flatly declined either to con­
firm or deny reports, brought to his 
attention at his pfess conference, 
that some German submarines had 
been sunk.

Told that “rumors and report* of 
the sinkings of subs" liad been cur­
rent here and elsewhere for m m  
time, he sold that nothing could be 
said about that and continued with 
a discussion of British war policy 
on such things.

“The British have been In the war 
a long time,” Knox said, “but yt>u< 
haven’t read of very many submaJ 
rines being sunk by the British, hav/
you?”

This does not mean, however. th»i 
many submarines have not 
sunk, Knox said. Wlthholdir 
news, however, is “Just a mattdk- o 
obvious policy," he explained.

Operation and maintenance oi 
public schools In Gray county require 
nearly one-half of ad valorem taxes 
collected, according to the report of 
taxes and indebtedness of local 
units of government for the fiscal 
year ending prior to September 1,
1941, compiled by R. C. Wilson, coun­
ty auditor.

One copy of the report has been 
sent to B. D. Battles, Austin, state 
auditor; the other copy remains 
in the flies of the county auditor.

Over the post 10-year period, 
schools have required an average of 
9341,240 or 38.42 per cent of the 
antul ad valorem taxes collected. For 
the current period, the schools pro- 

.portion is 44 per cent.
The figure Includes both inde­

pendent -and common school dis­
tricts.

Ad valorem taxes assessed for the 
fiscal year total $963,673, of which 
$661,530, or 89 per cent, was col­
lected. •

Delinquent taxes amount to $360,- 
000, of which $102,00 is of the last 
tax year, and $258,000 of prior 
years.

Debts totaled $2.869.299, of which 
$2,931,412 was in bonds (less $109,- 
698 Interest and sinking), and $47,585 
In time warrants.

Tile report shows the total cash 
balance as $180,006.

While Turkey celebrates the 
I8th anniversary of the republic, 
two Turk Generals, ironically 
enough, have been visiting Adolf 
Hitler on the Russian front.
Turkish generals do not refuse In­

vitations like this these days. But 
the Germans quite frankly say they 
‘gave them an Impressive picture 
of the achievements and successes 
of German troops and their allies.” 
Then the Turkish generals. All Fuad 
Erden and Hueseyn Erkllet, had tea 
In Hitler's tent.

It Is easy to imagine.what the 
German fuehrer told them. For some 
days, the Oerman high command 
has been shoving Rumanians, Ital­
ians and Hungarians into the bloody 
battle of South Russia, and giving 
them frequent pats on the bock hi 
the dally communiques. Rumanians 
were permitted to take most of the 
credit for the capture of Odessa, 
and thus Rumanian military pride 
was given a strong hypodermic. Ital­
ian arms got a much needed com­
pliment for reported advances In the 
Donets basin; a few days later the 
Hungarians, in turn, were credited 
with helping out in the same area.

So, this was a fine time for Hitler 
to tell the Turkish military men: 
“Sec—look what you could do If you 
were with us!"

Turkey's two million bayonets 
could be of extreme value hence­
forth to the Oerman army, which is 
occupied now from Murmansk to 
the Black sea.

A Turkish thrust into Georgia 
would put a tremendous squeese on 
the natural defenses of the Cauca­
sus; a Turkish lunge into the Rus­
sian forces now manning the Iran- 
lan-Turkish border would disrupt 
any plans of Britain and Russia for 
defense of the Caucasus by a Joint 
British-Russlan force; it would de­
lay If not ivreck the system which 
is being set up to get supplies to 
Russia via Iran.

Any such Turkish-German mili­
tary cooperation would bring much 
closer the day when Hitler’s armies 
would swing in force through Asia­
tic Turkey and Into Syria, In a 
sythe-like advance on Suez.

On the Turkish side, there is the 
unhappy memory of the Caucasian 
campaign of the last war, the un­
avenged defeats of the old ‘nnklsh 
army at the hands of the Russians 
in bitter winter campaigning, and 
the fact that the last peace deprived 
Turkey of such rich territorial priz­
es as the Russian oil port of Batum.

All this is perhaps premature and 
some of it even imaginative, Since 
Turkey still has, on paper, a mutual 
assistance alliance with Britain, 
and the British say—publicly at least 
—that they expect the Turks to stay 
friends.

But Turkey also has a new friend­
ship pact with Oermany, conclusion 
of which barely preceded the Ger­
man offensive on Russia, and there 
is no doubt but that Hitler has 
chosen this time to begin prelimi­
nary moves to get Turkey into an 
actual military alliance.

Shushan Removed 
To Texas Prison

NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 29 VP) — 
Abraham L. Shushan and two co-de­
fendants in a federal mall fraud 
suit were removed from the federal 
Jail here today and started to Tex­
arkana, Tex., to serve their thirty 
month sentences.

United States Marshal Hardy C. 
Richardson said the three. Shushan, 
Norvln T. Harris, Jr., and Robert J. 
Newman, the latter two Investment 
brokers, were being taken by auto­
mobile In charge of Chief TVtpnty 
Marshal i>aul Gaudet. They left here 
a t 5 a. m.

In an effort to remove the men 
from the Jail in secrecy the federal 
car was parked so that It’s door 
opened only a few feet ftom the 
prison exit and the prisoners crawled 
on hands and knees Into the auto­
mobile with coats draped over their 
shoulders and heads.

The three men had been confined 
in the Jail since Thursday when 
they surrendered to the marshal to 
start serving their sentences after 
the United States Supreme Court 
certified to the lower court here Its 
denial of their final appeal.

Shushan, Newman and Harris 
with two others were convicted of 
mall fraud two years ago In con­
nection with the splitting of a $496,- 
000 fee for refunding bonds of the 
Orleans Levee Board of which 
Shushan once was president, under 
the regime ®f the late Senator Huey 
P. Long.

The refunding transaction was 
handled by the firm of Newman 
and Harris, both of whom have ap­
plied for presidential pardons.

The other two defendants Herbert 
W. Wagucspack, former member of 
the levee board and Henry J. Mil­
ler. an accountant, are now serving 
similar sentences a t the federal 
reformatory In Texarkana.

MEXICO CITY, Oct. 29 (/Pi—Co­
education In Mexico schools wlU be 
abandoned because the teachers do 
not like it and because It is a foreign 
system. Deputy Education Minister 
Roberto T. Bonilla told a teachers’ 
meeting.

The abolition of Joint classes for 
boys and girls, the first of a prom­
ised series of changes in the school 
system, was announced by Educa­

tion Minister Octavio Vejar Vaz­
quez. He gave the reason that co­
education was “lnacceptable because 
men and women are not the some 
in biological and social orders." He 
said the children would be separat­
ed after the second grade and that 
girls would be taught by women 
teachers and boys by men.

Men In Denial Corps

HOUBTON, Oct. 28 VP) — Dr. Wil­
fred H. Robinson of Oakland, Cal­
if., president of the American Den­
tal Association, today urged that the 
United States Army Dental corps 
be Increased “If the army is to do 
a good Job with our selectees . . . "

In his report to the house of dele­
gates of the association, which op­
ened Its annual convention today, 
Dr. Robinson said, "I am reliably In­
formed that 1,200,000 new dental 
cavities will occur during the next 
12 months In the teeth of the 1300,- 
000 men now In service.”

He suggested young men be call­
ed to Increase the personnel of the 
dental corps. “We have a large num­
ber of young, recent graduates who, 
because of the unsettled situation 
Immediately ahead, are prevented 
from engaging themselves In private 
practice.

’A great number of this group Is 
not only willing but anxious to en­
ter the military service.”

Dr. Frank Lemons of Atlanta, 
president of the American Society of 
Dentistry for Children, told his 
group that school authorities should 
excuse children from classes for nec­
essary dental treatment.

‘Children do not make the good 
dental patients after school hours 
that they do during the morning ap­
pointments when they have been 
taken out of school and are fresh.”

All of us Americans are very much 
against foreign ' sabateurs. but we 
citizens arc sabotaging our national 
defense when we allow unnecessary 
fires to bum vital materials. We are 
very wUUng to give our old alumi­

num to defense, but little do 
realize that a fire hurts the i 
program more than the “0 
pot" helps.

Human life is necesary for the 
defense of every country. The peo­
ple maintain the country, defend 
It, and make it a better place in 
which to live. Many human lives ore 
lost each year from bums received. 
Many of these lives could be saved 
by the proper care. I t is our duty 
as citizens of the United States to 
protect the lives of our people.

National Defense Through Fire 
Prevention lies in the hands of 
the people of America. The mate­
rials we conserve, the lives we save, 
will all go to make this a stronger 
and greater America.

Aside from the Sevastopol base, 
the Crimea Is strategically important 
for two other reasons:

I. Its eastern extremity guards 
the narrow strait Into the Sea of 
Azov.

2. Troops crossing the strait 
would have a short-cut route into 
the Caucasus.

Although Sevastopol Is Russia’s 
main naval base on the Black Sea. 
authoritative London quarters said 
its capture would not be disastrous 
to the Soviet fleet. Base facilities 
could be transferred across the sea 
to Batumi orf Novorossisk, on the 
Caucasian mainland.

At sea, Hitler's high command 
credited Nazi U-boats with sink­
ing 14 ships totalling 47,000 tons In 
a six-day pursuit of a convoy trav­
eling from Gibraltar to England.

An escorting British destroyer was 
also torpedoed and sunk, the high 
command said, and almost the en­
tire convoy was wiped out.

On the bloody front before Mos­
cow, the Russians acknowledged the 
development of a menacing new 
thrust bv the Germans to the vi­
cinity of Volokolamsk, 72 miles 
northwest of the Soviet capital, about 
midway between Mozhaisk and Kal­
inin.

Soviet front-line reports, how­
ever, declared that the Germans 
had loot M per cent of their ef­
fectives in the past few days at  
save re fighting around Moscow 
end that it had become apparrnt 
the irvadera would not take the 
eity.
A Red army bulletin said Gen. 

Gregory H. Zhukhov's defense forc­
es, under no-retreat orders, had re­
captured four villages northwest of 
Moscow.

Throughout the night, the Soviet 
communique said, fighting raged in 
the familiar regions of Mozhaisk. 57 
mjles west of Moscow; Maloyaro­
slavets. 65 miles southwest, and the 
new aector of Volokolamsk.

Bad weather conditions contin­
ued to hamper the movement of 
troops and vehicles struggling over 
mud-bogged roads and fields.

German iqilitary reports conceded 
that the Russians were launching 
strong couhter-attacks. especially in 
the Kalinin sector, but withheld de­
tails.

Aerial activity surged to peak vi­
olence over the snow-covered bat- 
tlefront, with Nazi bombers heavily 
attacking Industries and supply lines 
In Moscow Itself while Soviet war­
planes struck back at German troops 
In the field.

A Russian communique said a 
single Red air unit In three days 
had destroyed 27 Nazi tales. 135 am­
munition trucks, and a large ammu­
nition dump.

Russian dispatches said the Ger­
mans were digging trenches and 
tank traps, essentially defensive 
works, in some areas before Moscow- 
in an effort to consolidate earlier 
gains against Soviet counter-at­
tacks.

■nils followed reports that trench 
warfare had developed in the siege 
of Leningrad.

Australia's government proposed 
heavier taxation of her 10.000,000 
population to meet costs of her 
war effort.

Treasurer J. B. Chlefley intro­

Both German and British airmen 
took off on offensive flights in cross­
channel warfare overnight.

frigerator cars are to be shipped 
to the "front" loaded with fresh 
boneless beef* Brigadier General 
James L. Frink, Fourth Corps Area 
Qiifrrtermaster, said today on the 
basis of requirements of soldiers of 
Lieutenant General Hugh A. Drum’s 
first army during their 57-days 
maneuvers in North and South Car­
olina.

This huge quantity of beef re­
quired the slaughter of more, than 
14.000 cattle.

Beef appears on the first army 
menus a total of 66 times during the 
fifty-seven days, and it will be 
served in a t least thirteen different 
ways.

Beefsteak, with pan gravy, will be 
served an even dozen times to the 
soldiers. Boiled beef will be served 
ten times and beef loaf will appear 
on the tables eight times.

Roast beef, both sliced and as 
sandwich material, will be eaten six 
times with beef fricassee, hambur­
ger steak, beef pot pie, braised beef 
and Irish stew scheduled for four 
servings each. Beef stew will be 
served twice as will beef stew el 
rancho and beef hash.

Choice meat also will appear as 
the meat Ingredient in Italian spa­
ghetti. which will be served four 
times.

But how much boneless beef will 
be required for more than a thl d of 
a million soldiers under coihmand 
of General Drum?

Brigadier General Frink, Fourth 
Corps Area Quartermaster, says a 
total of 6,717,544 pounds will be 
eaten. dartiM the. maneuvers, an 
average of about 20 pounds per man. 
Of this amount, eastern forces man­
euvering In the Port Bragg area 
will consume 4,778,053 pounds and 
western forces in the Port Jackson 
area will consume 1,939.501 pounds.

On days when steak b  served, 45 
pounds of beef are Issued for every 
100 soldiers. Thirty pounds are used, 
pfer 100 men. In beef stew and ham­
burger steaks, while twenty pounds 
are used in the Italian spaghetti.

The problem of supplying this 
huge quantity of beef to General 
Drum’s soldiers was met some time 
ago by Brigadier General Frink, 
who has the meat stored In re­
frigerated warehouses for speedy 
shipment to the troops in the field, 
from Quartermaster depots at Wil- 
mlngton, N. d ,  and Fbrt Jackson, 
S C.. as requested by the first army 
quartermaster. It wlU arrive at the 
company messes In a fresh condi­
tion. because after having been un­
der refrigeration In extremely low 
temperatures, It requires about 24 
liburs to thaw.

Supreme Court Will 
Review Dallas News 
Overtime Pay Suit

WASHINGTON, -Oct. 29 The 
supreme court agreed today to re­
view far-reaching litigation to de­
termine the proper method of com­
puting overtime pay under the wage- 
hour act.

The wage-hour administration 
was granted a review of a circuit 
court decision holding that the Dal­
las News was within Its rights in 
computing overtime paid its em­
ployes on the basis of an agreed 
wage which was above the required 
minimum pay.

Prior to today’s brief session, the 
justices posed in a conference room 
at the court, for the first time in 
history, for news photographers. The 
pictures, however, must be submit­
ted for approval of the court before 
publication.

Philip B. Fleming, the wage-hour 
administrator, contended that if this 
decision of the federal circuit court 
at New Orleans were admitted to 
stand it would “largely destroy” the 
section of the legislation providing 
for a 40-hour week “which has done 
so much to increase employment in 
this period of increased production.”

In reply, the newspaper asserted 
that the method urged by the wage- 
hour administrator was designed to 
limit overtime work and was "square 
in the face of the needs of national 
defense upon which our very exis­
tence as a free people depends.”

Overtime payments should be 
made, the wage-hour administra­
tion contended, on the basis of an 
hourly rate obtained by "averaging 
the v eekly wage over the number 
of hours worked.”

The administration said the news­
paper, before the wage-hour law be­
came effective, made agreements 
with each of Its employees for a ba­
sic hourly rate of pay “determined 
by dividing the employe’s weekly 
salary by 60.”

Under this arrangement, the 
wage-hour petition added, an em­
ploye may work as much as 53 1-3 
hours without any compensation in 
addition to Ills weekly salary The 
act, it was said, specified a 40-hour 
regular work week.

Dick and Harry’s, which is the case under social­
ism when the state tries to manUge private enter­
prise. Certainly I  do not believe tha t people col­
lectively can know the intricate processes of all 
productive operations. Certainly I  believe in the 
division of labor, which is all that free enterprise 
is. Certainly I believe in tjie law of equal free­
dom.

If  the government would attem pt to control 
production, it would take away from man his 
inherent rights. The’ reason we have had the 
worst and longest depression in our history is 
that our government, for the last three decades, 
has liecome very ’s< ciallstlc. I t has interfered 
with, and impeded, ’ irlvate initiative. Practically 
every creative Job jt. has ever undertaken has 
been unsuccessful. Even the post office has never 
been able to pay its way. We need to return 
more nearly to a mathematical government — one 
that shows no favors to any man, and interferes 
with no man’s creative initiative.

At the conclusion of his sad and moving 

story of freedom won against the foe without 
and the enemies within, Mr. Van Doren hat 
something to say that every thoughtful American 
should consider in rededicating his allegiance in 
these times to his country.

It is a gripping story about real and 
intelligent people; a sensitive and 
intensely timely novel to be read 
and re-read with admiration and 
respect by everyone who finds his 
values shaken and confused by the 
chaotic world in which we live.

WASHINGTON—Tucked away In

the $3,500.000,000 federal tax bill Is 
a little-discussed tax which some 
pretty shrewd observers of John Q. 
Taxpayer's reactions say Is going to 
cause more squawks than anything 
else in the whole measure.

It’s the $6 “use tax” on motor ve­
hicles. It means very plainly that 
every one of the 32.000,000 owners 
of trucks, buses, and private auto­
mobiles in Ute land will have to fork 
over $5 a year, beginning Feb. 1, 
1942, for the privilege of using their 
vehicles.

The auto people an.i the Amer­
ican Automobile association (which 
has withdrawn its traditional oppo­
sition to any tax on auto transpor­
tation for the duration of national 
defense) gave me this analysis of

First, It should be pointed out that 
the fewer cars the next year or so. 
the better for national defense (be­
cause of needed materials) and any­
thing that taxation does to reduce 
the number will have the double- 
barreled benefit of bringing in rev­
enue and saving those materials. 
Then, too, when there is anything 
on which you can slap a little $5 
tax and add $160.000,000 to the treas­
ury's Income it’s not to be tossed, off 
because of a few squawks. At least, 
that’s the way the tax framers must 
have reasoned.

To go back to the other side of 
the picture, the $5 “use tax” is in 
addition to a doubling of existing 
rates on cars, parts, accessories, tires, 
and tubes, and a continuation of the 
tax on gasoline and lubricating oils. 
This, ’according to the AAA, means 
that motorists will pay $300:000,000 
more in federal taxes next year, 
bringing their total rederal tax pay­
ment for operating a car to approx­
imately $750,000,000.

These taxes are in addition to all 
state, county, ana otty taxes (on 
Jalopies and their drivers) of which 
there ore by actual count 14 differ­
ent varieties. Although not all of 
these bloom in any section, major­
ity do in many.

• * a
The thing about some of them

(and all of the federal taxes) is that 
until now, you couldn’t see them 
unless you looked a t the bill of sale, 
or the posted price of gasoline and 
oil.

With the “use tax” it’s going to be 
different. It will be just $5 across 
the counter, with maybe a little 
sticker for the windshield or an­
other little receipt to add to the 
file of “debts paid.” Congress hand­
ed the treasury the “use tax” with­
out any instructions for collection 
and about the only method suggest­
ed. so far is that stickers be put 
on sale at postoffices.

Ih e  real pay-off on this little 
item is that congress made it ef­
fective Peb. 1, 1942. Since the fed­
eral tax year does not begin until 
July 1, that means that every mo­
torist, truck owner, and such will 
have -to some in en Peb. 1 and pay 
five-twelfths of $6 or $2.06 (provid­
ing the government drop* the one- 
third cent) to use his vehicle until 
July 1.

One of the theories advanced by 
sponsors of the tax is that it will 
help to make the country tax-con - 
scious and the little man proud of 
the fact that he is contributing to 
national defense. D ie wiseacres say 
“just wait and see.”

I t  could be that this little undis­
cussed tax will turn out to be one 
of the real touchstones of Ameri­
can temper.
