Russia Nay Be 
Forced To Quit, 
Britain Warns

(By T he Associated Pres»)
High London quarters, declar­

ing that the whole history of the 
world“ hinges on the bloody cam­
paign In Russia, said late today 
that Britain and the United Slates 
must rush a Niagara of supplies 
to the U.S.S.R. to make up Soviet 
losses and prevent a disastrous 
turn for the allies.

The source described casualties 
In the east as rising to "astrono­
mies heights,” with latest data 
showing that up to the end of 
August Russia had suffered S.ttOO- 
000 casualties against 3,000,000 for 
Germany.

The London source warned that 
If the Russians did not receive 
equipment and weapons they 
might be forced to lay down amis.

In the far cast, meanwhile, the 
Japanese news agency Demei re­
ported that Japan has protested 
to Russia over alleged Soviet mines 
floating in the Sea of Japan—the 
route traversed by United States 
tankers carrying aviation fnrl to 
Russia's port of Vladivostok.

On the Russian war front. Nail 
dispatches reported the fall of a 
Russian city of 30,000 which was 
described as "the key to the Sov­
iet armament Industry.”

German troops were reported to 
have invested a fortified park and 
taken by storm 119 pillboxes on 
(he outskirts of Leningrad today, 
while Nazi siege guns bombarded 
the heart of the old czarixt capi­
tal and prepared to shell the great 
Krondstadt naval base of the Rus­
sian Baltic fleet.
Other dark news for the Soviet 

cause was contained in advices 
reaching London, which said Adolf 
Hitler's invasion armies at the ex­
treme southern end of the front had 
apparently cut off the entire Crimea 
peninsula.

Sebastopol, Hie big Russian naval 
base on the Black Sea, presumably 
was isolated from the U. S. S. R. 
mainland.

In the nearby Middle East, a .series 
of developments indicated that Tur­
key and Bulgaria may soon become 
Involved In the gigantic conflict.

The Vichy (French) radio re­
ported that because of mounting 
tension between Bulgaria and Rus­
sia. Bulgarian mobilization was go­
ing on 'in  all haste.”

Simultaneously, advices reaching 
Ankara said the British were mov­
ing artillery and other military units 
northward through Syria toward the 
Turkish border in a constant stream.

Russia has sternly warned Bul­
garia against serving as the base 
for new German military exploits.

London quarters also reported an 
Italian attempt to send warships fly­
ing the Bulgarian flag through the 
Turkish-controlled Dardanelles. The 
British ambassador at Ankara. It 
was said, "probably' liad made rep­
resentations to the Turkish govern­
ment.

A highly-placed foreign observer 
at Ankara, recently returned from 
Rumania and Bulgaria, said Bul­
garia had purchased six Italian de-

Armies Locked 
In Terrific 
Land Struggle

(By The Associated P ress)
Armor-girded land forces of thr 

second and third armies locked 
today in a terrific struggle along 
a 75-mile wavering front from 
Alexandria, in central Louisiana, 
westward to Texas the simulated 
warfare Involving 500.000 men, 
reached its highest tempo since 
the start last Sunday.
Massed Infantry, artillery, caval­

ry and armored forces drove through 
tangled underbrush and thick forests 
while overhead opposing air forces 
were engaged In support of their 
land forces.

Attacking with sudden fury, Lieut. 
General Ben Lear's mobile second 
army drove from the north between 
two solidly entrenched flanks of 
Lieut. General Walter Krueger's 
third army. Hie surprise move wedg­
ed heavily-armored second army 
forces deep into the heart of the 
numerically superior third army. 
Supported by far-ranging bombers, 
hundreds of tanks rumbled south­
ward as far as Derldder and Oak­
dale. La., annd battered hard-press­
ed third arn>y divisions between 
Hombeck and Lccsville, La.

The air was filled, with scattered 
dogfights as pursuit ships sought 
to protect bombers and observa­
tion planes circled the battleground 
in the greatest air power maneuvers 
In the army’s history.

The second army caught third 
army defenses unprepared In most 
places. The effectiveness of 200 third 
army anti-tank guns placed along 
the Texas border was reduced by 
the thrust toward the center.

Third army bomber squadrons 
claimed to have prevented mass en­
emy crossings of the Sabine river 
on the Texas border and the Red 
river eastward by “blowing up” 
bridges.

Culberson To 
Give Report On 
Washington Trip

Frank Culberson, president of the 
Pampa Board of City Development, 
returned last night from a business 
trip to the east. While in Washing­
ton he discussed with heads of de­
fense bureaus the desires of the 
government and what steps would 
be necessary in order to obtain In­
dustries and other defense projects 
for Pampa.

President Culberson said he ex­
plained the potential advantages 
Pampa has to offer and how they 
would fit Into the government sched­
ule. Pampa has an abundance of 
cheap fuel, good roads, good rail­
way connections and plenty of level 
land surrounding the city, President 
Culberson explained.

President Culberson plans to meet 
with chamber of commerce and city 
officials and report hts actions while 
in Washington. His visit was un­
official and therefore he does not 
desire to make any statements until 
his board takes some action.

It has been suggested that If 
President Culberson received any 
leads on securing defense Industries 
or air or land bases for Pampa that 
a meeting of citizens be called and 
that Immediate action be taken.

Recently a committe of Pampans 
visited with state defense officials in 
Ban Antonio regarding location of 
an air base here.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 18. ((PH- 
President Roosevelt asked con­
gress today for an additional 13,- 
985,000,000 for the lend-lease pro­
gram so that there might me “no 
interruption in the flow of aid to 
those countries whose defense is 
vital to our own.”
In a letter to Speaker Rayburn, 

he recommended speedy action. Hie 
appropriation would bring the total 
of lease-lend funds to $12,985,000,- 
000.

Mr. Roosevelt noted that of the 
original $7,000,000,000 last March $6,- 
280,000.000 had been allocated.

He sent to Rayburn a letter from 
Budget Director Harold D. Smith 
which contained a proposed ap­
propriation measure showing the 
projected breakdown of the $5,985,- 
000,000

The largest single Item, reflect­
ing a determination to supply vital 
needs for the enemies of the Axis, 
was $1,875,000,000 for “agricultural, 
Industrial and other commodities 
and articles."

The next biggest of the subdivi­
sions was $1.190,000,000 for ord­
nance and ordnance stores of vari­
ous kinds, Including armor and am­
munition. For planes and aeronau­
tical material. Including engines, 
parts and accessories. It was suggested 
that $685.000,000 be laid down.

One stipulation contemplated In 
the draft of the legislation sent 
along by the budget bureau would 
forbid use of any of the lend-lease 
funds to pay any person who ad­
vocates, or belong to an organiza­
tion which advocates, the overthrow 
of the United States government “by 
force or violence."

Secretary of the Treasury Mor- 
genthau revealed today that Unit­
ed State« financial aid to Russia 
began a  month ago with a $10.- 
0M.9M treasury advance to the 
Soviets.
The secretary made the disclosure 

at a press conference after Federal 
Loan Administrator Jesse Jones an­
nounced yesterday that a Recon­
struction Finance corporation sub­
sidiary was buying $100,000,000 of 
minerals from Russia and paying 
for part of It in advance In order 
to provide the Russians with cash 
to pay for war supply purchases in 
this country.

Morgenthau said that on August 
15 Russian Ambassador Constan­
tine Oumansky Informed him that 
the Russians were shipping $10,000,- 
000 of gold to the United States In 
the next 90 days, but needed the 
money Immediately to pay Ameri­
can manufacturers for goods already 
ordered.

With the approval of the state de­
partment, Morgenthau related, lie 
paid Oumansky the $10.000.000 hi ad­
vance upon the ambassador's prom­
ise to deliver and equivalent amount 
of gold In 90 days.

Morgenthau said no further re­
quests for Russian aid had come 
to the treasury and he could not 
predict what action would be taken 
on any future request because, “you 
know, the treasury Is on a day to 
day policy.’1

President Roosevelt planned to 
ask congress today to match the 
original $7,000,000,000 lease lend ap­
propriation with a second big fund 
to help supply Axis foes wlUi arms, 
materials, and food.

Informed capltol sources predicted 
the new sum would be close to $6,- 
000,000 .000.

The chief executive worked on 
the message last night and hoped 
to complete it for transmission dur­
ing the day. He expected to leave 
tonight for another week-end at his 
Hyde Park, N. Y„ home.

In his second-quarter report to 
congress last Monday on lend-lease 
operations, the President said that 
while only $190,000,000 of such sup­
plies had been actually exported, 
nearly $500,000,000 had been spent 
on goods and services, and more 
than 90 per cent of the total fund 
had been allocated.

"Contracts will soon be placed for 
the entire $7,000,000,000 appropria 
tion,” he said.

The house Is expected to act first 
on the new lend-lease request. This 
will give senate members a chance 
to rest, for nothing Important re­
mained on their calendar after they 
disposed of the new tax bill yester­
day.

Navy Counting 
On Attacks 
From Raiders

WASHINGTON, Sept. 18 ((P H - 
With convoys ploughing the At­
lantic and a grim raider hunt on 
in the Pacific, the United States 
navy let artlons do the talking 
back today to repeated Axis threats 
of dire consequences.

When Germany oellevcd there 
was a possibility of convoys months 
ago, no less a person than Grand 
Admiral Erich Raeder openly warn­
ed the United States that the Reich 
would consider such a step “an 
open war act" and that the German 
navy would use Its guns If necessary 
against American warships on such 
duty.

But all uncertainty on the ques­
tion of American convoys was dis­
sipated late yesterday when Navy 
Secretary Knox disclosed that the 
Atlantic fleet was using all methods, 
convoys Included, to safeguard 
British-bound lease-lend cargoes In 
the 2,000 miles of the North Atlan­
tic that are regarded as "defensive 
waters."

The navy chief thought it “unwise 
and Indiscreet" to go Into further 
details, and he declined to answer 
a question as to whether the Amer­
ican escorts were turning over the 
protected cargoes to the Royal navy 
somewhere off Iceland for the final 
800-mlle voyage to port.

At the same time, however. Knox 
revealed that the navy believed an 
Axis surface raider was operating 
near the Galapagos Islands In the 
South Pacific and, while the fact 
had not been positively established, 
the hunt was on.

“We’U tell the world about It,” 
Knox promised if any raider was 
caught.
The twin disclosures gave official 

notice that no half-way measures 
were being employed to enforce the 
policy which President Roosevelt 
enunciated in his speech a week ago, 
when he barred “defensive waters” 
to Axis raiders and ordered the 
navy to protect all shipping In those, 
areas.

As far as words went, the an­
nouncement of convoys appeared to 
Join one issue squarely, for Admiral 
Raeder already has placed himself 
on record that lease-lend cargoes 
would be attacked, regardless of the 
nationality of their escorts.

“Since the nature of the cargoes 
of convoyed ships, according to 
American admissions, was establish­
ed from the very beginning as con­
traband.” he declared May 25, “resc* 
to this type of convoy system would 
not be a neutral convoy In the sense 
of International law or American 
treaties, but an open war act and 
a bare, unprovoked attack.

“German naval forces would there­
fore be Justified In taking measures 
against these contraband carriers, 
according to the law of sea warfare 
and would, by exercise of these 
rights, have to repulse by arms If 
necessary any hindrance, even 
against American warships.”

‘Ship Him Back 
Germany/ Yells

AUSTIN, Sept. 18 ((P)—An over­
whelming house vote today sped 
to Governor Coke Stevenson’s desk 
a compromise road bond bill—10 
days to the minute from the time 
the special session of the legisla­
ture convened.

With 138 affirmative ballots and 
a lone dissenting vote the house 
acerpted senate amendments to a 
house bill containing state serv­
icing of county and road district 
bonds and splitting equally be­
tween the state highway depart­
ment and counties the annual sur­
plus in the road bond fund.

Because the measure received 
more than a two-thirds affirma­
tive vote In each branch it will 
become effective as soon as the 
governor signs it.

AUSTIN, Sept. 18 ((PH-By a 
roaring voice vote, the Texas 
House of Representatives today 
passed a resolution recording op­
position to utterances of Charles 
A. Lindbergh and advising Lind­
bergh any purpose he has in op­
posing the policies of President 
Roosevelt will not be served by 
visiting Texas.
By. Rep. Pat Dwyer of San An­

tonio, the resolution also declared 
Texas stands solidly behind Presi­
dent Roosevelt and other elected 
officials.

The lone opposition speech came 
from Rep. J. K. Hileman of At­
lanta, a teacher.

He asserted he disagreed with 
Lindbergh's Isolationist declarations 
but "I'll die to defend his right to 
say what he wants to say.”

Proponents countered the resolu­
tion was no bar to free speech.

Said World War Veteran Rep. 
Roger Q. Evans of Denison:
/ “I  think It Is time this house 

should say to Charles A. Lindbergh 
that we do not appreciate his pres­
ence here.”

Lindbergh was reported planning 
a scries of speeches In Texas.

In a fiery speech for the resolu­
tion, Rep. Tom W. Deen, Floydada 
farmer, shouted that “Lindbergh 
ought to be shipped back to Ger­
many to live with hts own people.”

There was no opposition voice 
raised when Speaker Homer Leonard 
of McAllen put the vote.

Blackout To £ 
Be First In ij
Plains City *

Only once In its history has Pam­
pa had a condition approximating 
that planned for the night of Sept. 
27, when the first “blackout,” sim­
ulating war time conditions, is to 
be staged here.

That was back in 1937, when for 
18 minutes electric power was off, 
“blacking" out electric lights in the 
city, the first to date time the lights 
were off and service Interrupted.

I t will be a voluntary shutting 
off of the lights when the black­
out is held here next week. The 
blackout will be the first staged by 
a Panhandle city.

Similar to the one held recently 
in New Mexico, the demonstration 
will bring thousands of persons into 
Pampa for the night, to observe a  
blackout under air raid conditions.

The blackout will be a  quarter 
hour beginning at 10 p. m. on Sat­
urday of next week.

The Times, which ordinarily Is 
slow to Join press criticism of the 
government's policies, devoted a full 
column editorial to a somber remin­
der that the British are universally 
convinced the nation must make the 
most of the present opportunity not 
only to help on the eastern front but 
also to "develop other fronts where 
the enemy will have to expend bis 
strength.”

The situation Is emphasized by the 
statement today from Dlenst Aus 
Deutschland, authoritative Oerman 
commentary, that U-boats have sunk 
30.000 tons of shipping daily for the 
last ten days In the north Atlantic. 
There is no confirmation of this 
claim, but we do know that there 
has been a steady loss of British 
ships. Less than four months ago, 
on May 27, President Roosevelt sum­
med the position up thus grimly:

“The blunt truth of this seems 
to be this—and I reveal this with 
the full knowledge of the British 
government: The present rate of 
Nazi sinkings of merchant ships is 
more than three times as high as 
the capacity of British shipyards 
to replace them; it is more than 
twice the combined British and Am-

erican output of merchant ships to­
day."

If two and two make four, then a 
continuation of such a loss must 
mean that American aid would lie 
rotting a t the bottom of the sea, 
and that the Allies would meet de­
feat. Lack of sufficient British war­
ships to protect shipping has been 
a major cause of these heavy loss­
es. A somewhat similar situation in 
the World War almost brought dis­
aster to the Allies, and it was the 
inaugurating of strong American 
convoys which had much to do with 
saving the day.

Will there be shooting between 
our convoys and Nazi raiders? Of 
eourse, there will, for it must be ex­
pected that U-boats will invade our 
north Atlantic route to Iceland.

However, it remains to be seen 
whether Herr Hitler will force the 
issue far enough to bring on war, or 
whether he will try to avoid it by

devoting most of his efforts to Brit­
ish territorial waters. Many observ­
ers hold that the latter course would 
be the logical one, but It must be ad­
mitted that logic not Infrequently 
blows up In one's face In war time.

There has been a distinct slowing 
down of the U-boat campaign for 
some weeks now, but we can be sure 
that this Is only a temporary respite. 
Hitler hasn’t been employing any­
thing like the total fleet he is gen­
erally believed to possess.

There are two excellent reasons 
for this. One is that be needs U- 
boats for operations against the 
Russian navy in the Baltic, and the 
other is that he Is getting set for 
possible operations against the Bol­
shevists in the Black sea and has 
been shipping light submarines 
across country to Rumanian and 
Bulgarian ports.

Cargo Ship Of 
Revolutionary 
Design Built

WASHINGTON, Sept. 18 (API— 
The navy announced today a cargo 
ship of revolutionary design which 
it was said could be produced by 
hundreds hi much shorter time 
than present types and might off­
set sea losses of free nations.

Light in weight, simple in con­
struction, relatively cheap both In 
original cost and upkeep, this 
craft, the navy said, would chal­
lenge the submarine and provide 
"a new bridge from this country

Navy designers developed the
craft, the announcement declared, 
with urging from President Roose­
velt.

“The real revolution In design,” 
the navy said, “was wrought In the 
application of power. A means has 
been discovered of driving a  six- 
foot propeller, not on the stern 
of the ship, but sunk Into the 
water amidships. No less than 16 
gasoline“'engines, such as are used 
in propelling motor boats, drive the 
vertclal shaft much after the man­
ner of the outboard motor. The

Antelope Trapping 
Will Be Started

AUSTIN, Sept. 18 0F>—Antelope 
trapping, successful in lower West 
Texas and the Trans-Pecos region, 
will be started in the Panhandle 
within a few weeks.

The project — designed to relieve 
overcrowded ranges of animals that 
will be released elsewhere—will cen­
ter in Oldham county, game depart­
ment officials said.

A few years ago the antelope pop­
ulation was starving because it could 
not withstand the competition for 
subsistence with cattle and sheep.

The trapping and distributing pro­
gram Is bearing fruit and the state’s 
antelope population Is estimated at 
10,000 head on the basis of reports 
from field men who closely observe 
areas where seed herds have been 
released.

This year’s most cheerful report 
drifted in from the Trans-Pecos 
region where a game manager said 
there was an excellent fawn crop 
and that feed supplies were much 
better than average.

If the North Texas project is as 
successful as the lower plains and 
Trans-Pecos qntelope programs have 
been, pronghorns should be much 
more abundant in the future, game 
officials believe.

Wide Use Of Whole 
Wheat Floor Urged 
By Food Chairman

The use of whole-wheat or graham 
flour by local homemakers would be 
a further step in building the health 
of this community, Otis Pumplirey, 
chairman of the Gray County Food 
Industry committee, said in ex­
plaining the cooperative effort now 
under way to build America's health 
defense.

Various federal agencies and the 
Surplus Marketing Administration, 
joined by farmers and the food in­
dustry. are making a concerted ef­
fort to improve the diets of every­
one in this community by urging 
homemakers to serve more nutritive, 
health-building foods.

Whole-wheat (graham) flour is 
one of the “Blue Stamp” foods avail­
able to clients of the Food Stamp 
Plan during September. Mr. Pum- 
phrey urged not only food stamp 
clients, but everyone in the com­
munity to serve more dishes con­
taining whole-wheat flour.

Speaking of its health-building 
qualities he said, “Whole-wheat or 
graham flour, when used In gener­
ous amounts, adds considerably to 
the vitamin B1 and vitamin G con­
tent of the diet, and also provides 
some of the pellagra-preventing fac­
tor (nicotinic acid). Most of the vi­
tamin values of whole-wheat flour 
are due to the presence of the germ 
and bran portion of the grain. 
Whole-wheat flour also contains the 
iron and phosphorus that occur nat­
urally In the outer layers of the 
grain. Its bran content provides bulk, 
a certain amount of which Is consid­
ered desirable In the diet of persons 
in normal health. Like other grain 
products, whole-wheat flour is a good 
source of food energy, and of plant 
protein.

I have found some very inter­
esting recipes using whole-wheat 
flour published by the Bureau of 
Home Economics, Surplus Market­
ing Administration, which I believe 
will Interest local homemakers”:

Whole-Wheat Biscuits
3 cups whole-wheat flour
4 teaspoons baking powder
1 teaspoon salt
1 cup milk
5 to 6 tablespons lard or other fat
Mix the dry Ingredients together

and cut In the fat. Make a well In the 
mixture and add the liquid slowly, 
stirring from the center until a soft 
dough is formed. For drop biscuits 
drop the dough by spoonfuls on a 
baking pan. For cut biscuits place 
the dough on a lightly floured board 
and pat out or roll until three- 
fourth of an Inch thick, or knead 
gently (about 18 strokes) and pat or 
roll into a sheet three-fourths of an 
inch thick.

Deserters' Car 
Fount In Brash

Gasoline Bationing 
In East To Continue, 
Says Harold Ickes

WASHINGTON, 8ept. 18 (/Pj— 
Secretary of Interior Ickes, the de­
fense petroleum coordinator, de­
clared today the rationing of gas- 
olbie and the filling station cur­
few would continue In the east, des­
pite a finding by a senate committee 
that there was no oil shortage and 
that present restrictions should be 
lifted.

“To take off all restrictions now, 
and yell ‘come and get It’ Ickes de­
clared, ‘would be stupid’.”

In his first press cenference since 
the committee wound up its qll In­
vestigation September 11, the co-* 
ordinator said the problem of an 
oil shortage did exist, and he cited 
figures to show that for (he week 
ending September 13 gasoline stock», 
on the east coast dropped 565,000 
barrels.

This drop. Ickes said, brought the
aggregate decline In stocks for a 
two weeks period to 1.023,000 and 
compared with a drop of only 160,000 
in stocks during the corresponding 
two weeks last year.

“Our east coast gasoline stocks 
now," he reported, “are about 2,700,- 
000 barrels, or 12.5 per cent less than 
they were at the same time last 
year. East coast gasoline demand, 
on the other hand, during 1941 Is 
about 11 per cent higher than during 
1940.”

— —  in a “smoke screen’ ’deal
and had asked Turkey’s permission 
to bring them through the Dardan­
elles Into the Black Sea. where Brit­
ish and Russians suspected they 
might be used by the Axis.

The Bulgarian request was said 
to  have been delivered to the Turks 
on Sept. 12, with no answer as yet.

Under the Montreaux convention, 
no warship of a belligerent nation 
may pass through the Dardanelles. 
Although technically neutral. Bul­
garia is dominated by Germany.

Meanwhile, the British press 
renewed its clamor for the open­
ing ef a new front against the 
Germans, probably by an attempt 
to land troops in western Europe, 
with the conservative London 
Times declaring Britain not only 
must help the Russians but “de­
velop other fronts where the 
enemy will have to expend his 
Strength.”
Hitler’s high command announc­

ing “great success” in the onslaught 
against Leningrad, said German 
troops sweeping eastward across the 
Dnieper river In the Ukraine were 
“progressing irresistibly.”

Nazi warplanes operating from the 
Baltic to the Black Sea were credit- 
ad with sinking three Soviet troop 
transports, a destroyer, two subma­
rines and four torpedo-boats. Six­
teen other ships were declared to 
have been hit so heavily their loss 
Could be assumed.

German commentators said the 
silencing of Kronstadt, which guards 
the sea gate to Leningrad, would 
permit Nazi warships to move up the 
Gulf of Finland and take the siege- 
girt metropolis with its 3200,000 pop­
ulation under a devastating fire.

Countering Berlin’s claims of suc­
cess In the 89-day-old struggle, the 
Russians reported a sharp blow to 
German blitz prestige, asserting

that Red army troops defending 
Bryansk, on the central front, had 
all but annihilated the mechanized 
forces of Ool. Gen. Henz Guderian 
the so-called "phantom general” of 
the French campaign.

A Soviet bulletin said Guderian 
whose radio-directed Panzers out­
flanked France’s Maginot Line in 
1940, had lost two-thirds of his ef' 
fectiveness—a total of 20,000 troops 
killed, wounded or captured, as well 
as 500 tanks, 70 armored cars, 1,525 
trucks, 195 airplanes. 52 trench mor

TEHERAN, Sept. 18 (A*)—Iran’s 
new 21-year-old shah has decided 
to cede all the possessions of his fab­
ulously rich father as a gift to the 
nation, the government announced 
today.

The new ruler, European-educat­
ed Mohammed Shah Pahlavi, also 
has prepared a general amnesty de­
cree for all political prisoners of the 
regime of his abdicated father, it 
was announced.

The former shah, Reza Pahlavi, a 
one-time Cossack cavalryman, reput­
edly was the richest man In Asia 
when he gave us his throne this week 
because he would not play ball with 
Britain and Russia. The Allies ac­
cused him of aiding the Axis.

Seizure of Reza Pahlavi’s prop­
erty was actually acted upon a t a 
secret parliamentary session prior 
to the taking of the oath yesterday 
by the new shah who promised to 
rule as a constitutional monarch.

Difficulties attending the Rus- 
slan-Brltlsh occupation of Teheran, 
Including Soviet detention of Ital­
ian Minister Luigi Petrucci for sev­
eral hours, were reported today to 
have been Ironed out at a joint staff 
conference.

'Politicians' Still 
Draw O'Daniel's Fire

DALLAS, Sept. 18 UP)—Critics of 
President Roosevelt and “pussyfoot­
ing politicians" drew the fire of 
Senator W. Lee O'Daniel last night 
in his first speech in Texas since 
he took the oath of office in Wash­
ington.

The Senator, in a constitutional 
day address at Fair Park, declared 
that defense efforts are being hamp­
ered by continual attacks on Presi­
dent Roosevelt.

"It is my honest opinion,”,he said, 
"that during these times of great 
national emergency it is harmful 
to the general welfare of our nation 
for people like Senator Wheeler. 
Colonel Lindbergh and others iden­
tified with the America First com­
mittee to be continually sniping at 
the President of the United States 
about the way he does his job. I do 
not think that does any good for 
the country. I think It is ill-advised 
and harmful.”

He added that the problem of 
national defense "is not going to be 
.Dived so long as the main thing 
longressmen, senators and other 
public officials think about is hold­
ing their jobs first and saving the 
nation second."

The idle curious wander in on their 
perambulations through the the cap- 
itol and usually sit for a spell if the 
house is in debate on an Important 
question.

Despite occasional horseplay, the 
house does its work probably as ef­
ficiently as other similar bodies.

CHICAGO—“SmUing Jimmy" Yan­
cey tossed in his cards, got up from 
his seat at the table which almost 
fills the tiny grounds-keeper’s room 
under the Comiskey Park left-field 
stands and started for the door.

“Gotta go to work, boys, hi-di-ho,” 
he grinned, humming a tune. With 
that he expected a couple of tap 
steps and disappeared into the dark­
ened corridor.

Back of that cheerful little “hl-dl- 
ho" and those tap steps is quite a 
story about this 43-year-old -Negro, 
Jimmy Yancey. A story of a natural 
showman and musician, good enough 
almost 30 years ago to give a com­
mand performance before the King 
and Queen of England. And today 
he’s still pounding out feet-tlckllng, 
rag-cutting boogie on the piano.

A native Chicagoan, Jimmy was 
brought up in show business. A nat­
ural dancer—one of the first to pop­
ularize the fast, eccentric dancing 
which he believes gave birth to mod­
ern tap routines— he first danced 
at the old Pekin theater on Chi­
cago's South Side, where his father 
played guitar in the pit orchestra.

Two years later, at 13. he had 
learned to play the piano.

“It Just came natural to me ’cause 
I  never had a lesson.”

Talent scouts looked him over and 
Jimmy moved up to the Orpheum 
circuit. From then on he was "hot.” 
touring the states in vaudeville as 
a singer and dancer and playing a 
two-year stand in London, one which 
was climaxed by his showing before 
royalty.

At 17, Jimmy retired from vaude­
ville and returned to Chicago. By 
this time he was a talented piano 
player and in demand for parties on 
Chicago’s South Side.

In recent years, with the revival 
of the boogie vogue, he has been 
composing dance numbers good 
enough to sell and be made Into 
records.

Just 'Pecks It Out’
“I Just sit down at my sister's 

piano—I never had one myself— and 
start pecking out something until 
it sounds good,” he said. ‘Tve sold 
quite a few numbers, but the one I 
Ukt best is the 'Yancey Stomp’."

But to get back to Jimmy’s broom 
and Comiskey Park. When he gave 
up show business he applied for and 
landed a job at the White Sox 
park, only a few blocks from his 
home.

“It's been a good steady job and 
good people to work for,” he said. 
“And I'm happy when I'm sweeping 
this old broom, rolling that old 
grass ro’>er or rolling over that old 
piano.”

Jimmy occasionally is invited into 
the press-room, where he pounds 
out his stuff on an old upright. He 
doesn’t think he'll ever go back into 
show-business, but might if the op­
portunity comes along.

Hapes Shooting For 
All-America Berth

OXFORD, Miss, Sept. 18 (API— 
Merle Hapes, the fullback who out- 
Kimbroughed “Jarrln’ John" Kim­
brough on the gridiron last fall, 
is shooting for All-America honors 
—one year late.

The chunky University of Mis­
sissippi plunger was Just another 
good backfield performer a t the 
start of the 1940 season. Kim­
brough was the Texas Aggies’ great 
All-America fullback and the man 
from Texas made the grade again. 
But Hapes, the Rebels’ big chief 
from Garden Grove, Calif., didn’t 
lag behind.

He hurtled his 175-pound frame 
Into the line 120 times, grossed 
851 yards. Charging off 44 yards lost 
on plunges, he netted 807, or an 
average of 6.73 yards every time 
he carried the ball. Kimbrough, be­
hind the massive Texas Aggies’ 
line, tried rushing 162 times, gained 
669 yards and lost 58—a net of 
611. His average was 3.77 yards.
* Kimbrough wasn’t ranked on 
passing and punting, but for the 
record Hapes completed 13 of his 
21 passes for 274 yards and three 
Uuchdowns, booted an average of 
4462 yards for 25 punts, half of 
them of the quick-kick variety.

CHICAGO—“SmUing Jimmy” Yan­
cey tossed in his cards, got up from 
his seat at the table which almost 
fills the tiny grounds-keeper’s room 
under the Comlskey Park left-field 
stands and started for the door.

’Gotta go to work, boys, hl-dl-ho.” 
he grinned, humming a tune. With 
that he expected a couple of tap 
steps and disappeared into the dark­
ened corridor.

Back of that cheerful little ’’hi-dl- 
ho” and those tap steps is quite a 
story about this 43-year-old Negro. 
Jimmy Yancey. A story of a natural 
showman and musician, good enough 
almost 30 years ago to give a  com­
mand performance before the King 
and Queen of England And today 
he's still pounding out feet-tlckllng, 
rag-cutting boogie on the piano.

A native Chicagoan, Jimmy was 
brought up In show business. A nat­
ural dancer—one of the first to pop­
ularize the fast, eccentric dancing 
which he believes gave birth to mod­
ern tap routines— he first danced 
at the old Pekin theater on Chi­
cago’s South Side, where his father 
played guitar in the pit orchestra.

Two years later, a t 13, he had 
learned to play the piano.

“It Just came natural to me ’cause 
I never had a lesson.”

Talent scouts looked him over and 
Jimmy moved up to the Orpheum, 
circuit. From then on he was “hot,” 
touring the states in vaudeville as 
a singer and dancer and playing a 
two-year stand In London, one which 
was climaxed by his showing before 
royalty.

At 17, Jimmy retired from vaude­
ville and returned to Chicago. By 
this time he was a talented piano 
player and in demand for parties on 
Chicago’s South Side.

In recent years, with the revival 
of the boogie vogue, he has been 
composing dance numbers good 
enough to sell and be made into 
records.

Just ‘Pecks It Out’
“I just sit down at my sister’s 

piano—I never had one myself— and 
start pecking out something until 
It sounds good,” he said. “I've sold 
quite a few numbers, but the one I 
likt best Is the 'Yancey Stomp'.”

But to get back to Jimmy’s broom 
and Comlskey Park. When he gave 
up show business he applied for and 
landed a job at the White Sox 
park, only a few blocks from his 
home.

“I t’s been a good steady job and 
good people to work for,” he said. 
“And I’m happy when I'm sweeping 
this old broom, rolling that old 
grass roller or rolling over that old 
piano.”

Jimmy occasionally is Invited Into 
the press-room, where he pounds 
out his stuff on an old upright. He 
doesn't think he’ll ever .go back Into 
show-business, but might if the op­
portunity comes along.

o. Much oi the talk nowadays Is of the commodity 
shortages caused by war priorities. In a world at 
war, military needs necessarily come first and civilian 
needs second.

Not enough attention has been paid to the re­
markable fact that, In spite of the magnitude of our 
arms effort, the American people have been caused 
so little discomfort. \

Everywhere else In the world the strictest kind of 
rationing is the rule. Only in the United States is 
there abundance of all the necessities and many of 
the luxuries.

That Is partly due to the fact that this is a rich 
country, possessed of boundless resources. But re­
sources In the raw are of value to no one. They must 
be produced, processed, manufactured, distributed, be­
fore they can contribute to economic and social life.

I t is American private enterprise in the manufac­
turing field which is producing the tools of war in an 
ever-increasing stream—and a t the same time pro­
ducing enough of the tools of peace to maintain the 
highest standard of living on earth.

I t  is American private enterprise in the raw ma­
terial field which is producing those vital commodities 
—Oil, metals, coal, timber, etc.—which fuel and supply 
our factories.

It is American private enterprise in the merchan­
dising field which is making available to all the 
people the food, clothing, and household goods which 
they enjoy in infinitely greater abundance than the 
people of any other land. You may patronize a big 
store or a little store, a chain store or an independent 
store—whichever it is, it represents a miracle of serv­
ice, efficiency and economy.

It is American private enterprise in the service 
field—transportation, light and power, communication, 
etc.—which is rendering still another unsurpassed and 
essential contribution to the preservation, protection, 
fuid maintenance of the American system.

F E A R  OF O E R U A N  IN V A S IO N
I t is strange how forgetful those people «ret 

who are so grateful for England's fight against 
Germany. We repeatedly hear people say thsrt 
England is our first line of defense against' 
Germany; if it were pot for England we would 
be in great danger of being invaded and con­
quered by Germany,

These people seem to forget tha t when we 
were in World War No. 1, in 19 months’ time, 
we were only able to get 1571,000 men into 
France. This was just about 100,000 a month 
in the 19 months from April 7, 1917 to the 
Armistice on November 11, 1918.

It must be remembered that a t that time we 
had our own navy, the English navy, the French, 
Italian and Japanese and we had a landing place 
and were only able, with ail these ships, to 
transport about 100,000 men a month.

• Even, if Germany takes oyer England's ships. 
It does not seem possible that they could trans­
port more than 100,000 men a month, ■ even if 
we were no better prepared than we were in 
1918.

But now with modem bombers and no place 
for Germany to land in the United States, it is 
absurd to think that they could transport half 
this many. And if the United States cannot lick 
50,000 men a month, we do not deserve liberty 
or freedom.

Of course, if we transport ail our airplanes 
and ships over to Russia or Africa and thev are

conquered by Germany, it will be jmuch easier 
for Germany to invade America.

If, however, we keep our resources here an '7 
devote our energy to promoting peace and har­
mony among outselves and build up an air force, 
there is no need to fear German^ invading 
America. It seems strange how otherwise thought­
ful and considerate people can be so confused 
on the danger of Germany invading America.

R E C O N ST R U C T IO N  OF E U R O P E ”
During the last week, I have read three 

comments on a new book that has just been 
translated into English. The book is “The Re­
construction of Europe" by Guglielmo Ferrero, 
who is exiled out of Italy. Ferrero is the great 
historian who wrote The Rise and Decline of 
Rome.

All these commentators, Woodlock in the 
Wall Street Journal, Lippmann in the Los An­
geles Times and a book review in Time Maga­
zine, all spoke in the highest terms of this book.

I t is not at present in the library in the city 
in which this is written, nor is it to be had in 
the book stores. I  have, however, ordered a copy.

The book attempted to show how peace that 
lasted 100 years was established afte r Napole­
onic wars.

Our commentator contended that Talleyrand 
was one of the prime movers bringing about 
peace. He deserted his church, was excommuni­
cated and deserted Napoleon. He insisted that 
force eventually destroyed itself; that the more 
an individual or government harmed or perse­
cuted, the more the persecutor became fearful 
of that individual or group or nation and the 
more he had to suppress the oppressed and con­
trol him; that force eventually destroys itself.

Advocated Universal Principles 
With this idea in mind, he advocated prin­

ciples that would be accepted by practically 
all people. He contended that if these universal 
principles could be set forth, then the govern­
ment could permit opposition and criticism.

It seems to me that this is the only founda­
tion on which peace can be built. The United 
States was built on the theory that all men had 
equal rights to pursue happiness. “All” and 
“equal” are definite, understandable terms and 
every person should agree that other people 
have equal rights to pursue happiness.

It is because Europe, and this country as well, 
has gotten away from these principles that we 
arc having wars and we arc assisting in this 
war. We have used too much force. And this 
force makes us fearful of those against whom 
we have used force. We have used force in 
tariffs, immigration laws and labor legislation 
in an attem pt to control prices, and the more 
force we use in these, the more we think we 
need more force, more totalitarianism.

M ust A gree On One P rincip le  
The same principles that will reconstruct 

Europe, will reconstruct America What we need 
is to devote our time and attention on agreeing 
on the universal principle that will permit 
internal peace and prosperity.

In 1814, when peace was established in 
Europe, the American people were a splendid 
example of freedom after which they could 
pattern. Then we, in America, believed that all 
people had certain inherent rights.

But now with our present laws, we are not 
practicing these principles set forth by our fore­
fathers so that Europe has no example. Let us 
set the rest of the world an example by return­
ing to the idea that all men have equal rights 
to pursue happiness.

"ONE RED ROSE FOREVER, 
by Mildred Jordan (Knopf; $2.75).

A Pennsylvanian by adoption. 
Mildred Jordan of Reading, has dug 
out and refreshed one of the best 
stories of her home state—the as- 
tonishlng story of the man respon­
sible for Stlegel glass and several 
other Pennsylvania products. Her 
book Is called “One Red Rose For­
ever,” a title remarkably inappro­
priate to the lusty swing of the nar­
rative.

“Baron" Stiegel was a German 
Immigrant of good family who ar­
rived In Philadelphia from Cologne 
in 1750. With him came his mother 
and his brother, a passion for music, 
a good business head. Incredible 
energy. And luck.

Stiegel fell into the family of jin 
ironmaster and by marrying Eliz­
abeth Huber acquired a wife and a 
business. He acquired also a kind of 
early-day split personality, for on 
one side was comparative domestic 
calm and a rich business; on the 
other a true passion for the violin 
and for composition and the feeling 
that these last were his real voca­
tion. Yet Stiegel was never a man 
to languish. He lived hard, richly, 
and was not too discreet In his deal­
ings with the opposite sex.

He expanded his inherited busi­
ness quickly and he eventually re­
moved from Elizabeth Furnace to 
Philadelphia In the days when Ben­
jamin Franklin was a Philadelphian 
and the groundwork of th* Revolu­
tion was being laid. Stiegel worked 
out a new way to make glass, and 
his product is still among the finest 
we have, what tliere is left of it. But 
tlic tiling he Is best remembered 
by Is his strange demand for the 
rose.

One day he deeded the property 
for a church to a Manhelm, Pa., con­
gregation. The coasideratlon he ask­
ed was that each June he should 
receive In payment one red rose, 
forever. Even today on the second 
Sunday In June a red rose Is paid 
a Stiegel, and a very pretty cere­
mony It must be. Yet it is strange 
that this roistering, hot-blooded man 
and his exciting career should be 
remembered by such a thing. Miss 
Jordan has dressed her story of 
Baron Stiegel In the smallclothes of 
research, and a lot of good prose. 
The story would stand without such 
a lot of detail.

Detines Partial 
Unemployment

i
New procedures have been initiat­

ed by the Texas Unemployment 
Compensation commission relating 
to the payment of benefits for par­
tial employment. Mr. B. H. Thom­
son. district supervisor of the Texas 
commission, stated yesterday that 
these procedures are in compliance 
with minimum standards establish­
ed by , the Social Security board, 
Washington. D. C. These procedures 
have been required by the board bc-
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The chief difficulty, according to 
Mr, Thomson, has been that many 
people have not had a clear idea 
of what partial employment is and 
when benefits are payable for this 
type of unemployment under the 
Texas Unemployment Commission 
law. "The simplest way to describe 
it.” he said,
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is to point out that a 
worker is partially unemployed when 
he continues to work for his regular 
employer but suffers a loss of earn­
ings because his working hours are 
reduced below normal full-time. A 
man does not have to lose his job to 
beeligible for partial benefits. In oth- 
erwords, the employer-employee re­
lationship is MAINTAINED, but the 
employee does not work full-time. 
However, he must be available for 
full-time work if his employer needs 
him."

Mr. Thompson made it clear that 
partial benefits are payable only 
when the worker's reduced earnings 
are due to lack of work on his regu­
lar job. They are not intended to 
compensate workers who, for per­
sonal reasons, choose to work less 
than full-time.

Mr. Thompson urged both em­
ployer and workers to familiarize 
themselves with the new procedures 
and asked them to cooperate with 
their local State Employment office 
In Initiating the payment of claims 
for partial unemployment benefits 
to all who are entitled to them.
