Walkout In
St. Louis Toeol
Plant Ends

A CIO strike today gripped a
General Motors assembly plant at
Linden, N. J.,, but a walkout at a
St. Louis machine tool factory
was ended by signing of a new
contract.

A spokesman for the CIO United
Automobile Workers at the Linden
plant reported that 2,000 men on
the night shift had walked out in
protest against working conditions
and that the day shift workers,
numbering about 2,200, also would
refuse to work until the grievance
was adjusted. The union's prin-
cipal complaint involved allegations
that older men had been discharged
and replaced by new workers.

Plant officials had no immediate
comment.

Under the terms which settled the
strike of 300 CIO workers at the
Medart company’s machine tool
plant at St. Louls, employes won
a three year contract providing for
a union shop, an immediate wage
increase of 5 cents an hour, and
similar increases on April 20 and
October 25 next year. The union
estimated the average wage before
the strike at 60 cents an hour.

Meanwhile AFL metal trades un-
jon representatives were summoned
to confer in Washington November
17 on the grievances of Pacific
Coast Shipyard Welders, whose un-
fulfilled demands for a separate
AFL charter caused a walkout
which ended only yesterday.

The conference was called by
Sidney Hillman, associate director
of the office of production manage-
ment. The welders, organized as
the United Welders, Cutters and
Helpers of America (Independent),
Lcomplain. that in some cases they
have to pay dues to several AFL
unions in order to ecarry on their
work. Estimates of tie number of
welders involved in the shipyard
strikes varied from 6,000 to 20,000.

Billion-Dollar
Credit Given
Russian Armies

WASHINGTON, Nov. 7 (#—The
United States backed the hard-
pressed armies of Russia with a
billion dollar lease-lend credit to-
day.

President Kooseveit directed de-
liveries “to commence immediately
and to be fulfilled in the largest
possible amounts” until the huge
store of munitions represented by
the credit are in Soviet hands.

This new assisiance program
posed for the nation a stupendous
task both in production and trans-
portation if. the supplies are to
reach the Russian fronts in effec-
tive time, but Mr. Roosevelt indi-
cated definite confidence that the
job would be done.

The unheralded decision to ex-
tend lease-lend aid to Russia was
announced late .yesterday by the
state department. Whether by acci-
dent or design, the announcement
| was psychologically well-timed. It
icame on the eve of the Soviets’
| great national holiday—the 24th an-
inlw-rsnry of the 1917 Bolshevik rev-

| Joseph Stalin, in which the Rus-
!slan leader spoke of the “great im-
| portance™ of the aid already being
| received — from  Britain —and  the
| United States.

The announcement was in the
{ form of an exchange of corres-
ipondeuce between Mr. Roosevelt and
{ Stalin. In a letter dated Oct. 30,
| Mr. Roosevelt wrote that the $1,000,-
| 600,000 credit was being made avail-
| able without Interest, and that So-
i viet ropayment would not com-
mence until five years after the
war’s end,

Replying on Nov. 4, Stalin agreed
to the credit terms and voiced the
| “sincere gratitude” of Russia for
this “unusually substantial aid in
its difficult and great struggle
against our common enemy, blood-
thirsty Hitlerism.”

Taken somewhat unaware by #he
credit disclosure, capitol hill re-
acted along expected 'lines. The
staunch supporters of administra-
tion foreign poliecy saw in the de-
cision a wise move to bolster the
Russian stand against Hitler and
thus contribute to his eventual
downfall.

George Favors
Payroll Levy

WASHINGTON,  Nov. 7 (P—A
“withholding™ tax ~on “all personal
incomes was proposed by Chairman
George (D.<Ga) of the senate fi-
nance committee today after con-
gressional leaders had declined to
delay action temporarily on treasury
suggestions for a new revenue bill,

George took the position that
sooner or later congress would have
to face the necessity of raising more
| taxes to offset in part expected ex-
penditures of $3,000,000,000 a month
in the next fiscal year. For that
| reason, he told reporters, he fa-
| voretl not only a payroll levy but a
similar tax on all personal’receipts.

The treasury was reported to have
suggested that upwards of $4,800,-
000,000 in new revenues be added to
the $3,500,000,000 piled on the na-
tion’s tax bill when congress en-
acted steeper levies last summer.

! One of the treasury suggestions
was said to call for a 15 per cent
payroll tax, collected at the source.

AMARILLO, Nov. 7—November's
WPA payroll for 50,000 Texas work-
ers will be increased by $248.000, it
was announced today by State Ad-
ministrator H. P. Drought,

In line with nationwide WPA
wage Increases fo ald certifled
workers in meeting higher living
costs, the wage raise goes into el-
fect with all payroll periods be-
ginning on or after Nov. 1, Drought
said,

Workers on those certified na-
tional defense projects which are
exempted from the normal WPA
limitation of 130 hours of work per
month permitted on other WPA
projects " are not jincluded .in  the
wage increase. Such workers are
| permitted to work from 160 to 182
|homs per month; depending on
| project conditions, Drought ex-
plained, and are therefore able to
earn more per month than other
project. workers.

Individual workers will receive
wage increases ranging from $5.20
per month for- unskilled, semi-

skilled, and skilled workers to $3.90
per ‘month for technical and pro-
| fesslonal workers.

|~ Only persons who receive the se-
curity wage will receive increases in
pay. ' No administrative or project
supervisory salaries are affected by
the increase.

,Dr. Kendall Emerson has written a very imform-
ative article on the causes of tuberculosis, in
llte‘ gssue of Life and Health magazine, He
dlivors to answer some of the leading gquestions

‘No matter how poor, run down, malnourished,
ovgtworked. or badly housed you may be, you will
not have tuberculosis unless the germ gains entrance
to .yéur body,” he says. “It is the tubercle bacillus
I.lope that causes tuberculosis, and the only way

to prevent the disease from developing is to eradi-
cate these germs from the world

“Tuberculosis is eminently a.family disease, Ob~
viously the reason for this is that tuberculosis, be-
ing an infectious disease, is most likely to pass from
ohe member of the family to others with whom
he is in intimate contact

“The old belief that tuberculosis ‘runs in families’
and I8 hereditary has long since been exploded. If
weé look on the germ of tuberculosis as the seed and
the human lungs as the soil, we may say that the
soll wvaries in its fertility for the growth of the
germ from person to person. Thus there may be
soine family lack of ability to inhibit this growth or
to . kill off even a small number of invaders. The
leSSon from this is that those in whose families
tuberculosis has been prevalent for some genera-
tions are under special obligation to watch their
health and to avoid contact with known cases of
the disease.”

Dr. Emerson points out that keeping physically
it is dmportant_in_con.sating tuberculosis;-and-that
being run down opéns channels for the entrance
of ' disease, precisely as the holes in worn-out shoes
allow rhoisture to enter

The bill which is favored by the Secretary
of the Interior contains two vital provisions. First
Tt “would créva‘to a fund of $200,000,000 or more with
which the federal authority could buy out existing
eleetric systems. Second, it contains a new and
revolutionary application of the principle of eminent
domain, under which the authority could take over
anhy existing power system on a moment’s notice, and
pay: for it later on, irrespective of the wishes of its
owners.

electric system desired by the authority ‘was publicly
or privately owned. As the Salem, Oregon, -Capital
Journal points out, “The government could absorb
municipal plants, . and make the people like it,
home rvie or no home rule.”

“MEIN KAMPF”

I have just finished reading . Adolf Hitler:
“Mein Kampl”, which, a¢cording to the best Eng-
lish interpretations, means “My Bafttle, or Strug-
gle’! 1 like to read opinions - or -theories with
which 1 do not agree. 1 want to know what those
in opposition to my opinions contend they be-
lieve, whether they. really believe them or not.

It is ‘one of the most tedious books 1 have
ever attempted to read. It is 994 pages long.

It is tedious because it is full of hates; of half-
truths and arbitrary statements, It has no se.
quence and a very limited part of it is historical.

I read it because of the conspicuousness and
program of the author. One wants to know what
men, as powerfulf as Hitler; claim they think.

A .book that neither narrative nor based
on principle, hold’s one’s intérest only because of
the deeds and acts of the author. I found I had
to force myself to keep on reading.

The book based on -no principle,
force; if that can be called a principle,

He makes the commoh error in reasoning
that one so often hears; namely, that it takes
the exception to prove the rule. And when one
believes that it takes the exception to prove the
rule, he believes in no rule because there.can
be no rule, no order, no principle, no natural
law when there are exceptions,

Hitler's moves in Russia seem to coincide with
his theories in_ “Mein Kampf”, Whether or not
he will be satisfied if he captures Russia and the
East, and, be willing to make peace with Eng-
land and abide by it, is impessible-to tell. Al
his' aetions indicate he will only keep a promise
when he believes it is to his advantage to do- so.

He does realize the great danger of internal
conflict. He contends that while the soldiers
in the last war were fighting for their liberties,
the workers at home.were_striking against- them.

We should learn a lesson from this in our own
country. \Vhile we are trying to prepare for de-
fense and reduce poverty, our labor racketeers
are fighting against production; they hinder the
freeing of men from poverty, and increase the
danger of opposition from witlout

Another place in the latter part of the book,
page 886, Hitler points out that there is greater
danger of spies in times of peace than in times of
war. He says, “Everybody knows that the spy
danger would be greater in the long years of
peace-time, while for natural reasons not at-
tracting the same amount of general attention.”

A spy undoubtedly means a man who secretly
advpcates social nostrums in times of peace that
cause disunity and retard the growth and pros-
perity of a people. The United States has suf-
fered greatly from these “parlor pinks”, dreamers
ad theorists who have been advocating 1heorios’

GOD'S FORGIVENESS IS
IMPORTANT FACT“IN WORLD
OF WAR, SUFFERING, AND SIN
Text: Luke 15:11-24,
By WILLIAM E. GILROY,D.D.

It is fitting that the last lesson on
sin and its consequences should be
followed by a lesson based on the
parable of the prodigal son.

In the story of the prodigal son,
we have all the facts concerning
sin and salvation presented, Sal-
vation does not mean that the con-
sequences of sin are entirely re-
moved. When the prodigal sinned he
suffered, and there are sins that
leave their indelible and permanent
marks that ¢cannot be removed. This
does not- mean that sin cannaot he
forgiven, —nor—does it ~mean - that
there cannot be spiritual ' restora~
tion, even though a man might
carry to the day of his death the
bodily consequences of n, and
though he might not be able to
wipe out the effects of his sin upon
others.
