He termed the step ‘‘a shock-
ing repudiation of the bi-partisan
foreign policy in the Senate.”

He also is a member of the Steer-
ing Committee which decided on
the eight-to-five split.

Blizzard Is.

Reported as
Blowing Out

By The Associated Press
The winter season’'s worst bliz-

zard abated over parts of the
Western Plains today, indicating
some relief from the paralyzing
effects of the three-day storm.

The Dakotas and Western Ne-
braska still battled the storm. In
Wyoming, Colorado, Kansas, Utah
and Idaho the monumental job
of digging out of the huge drifts
was started.

But as the blizzard subsided,
federal weather officials said the
storm would blow out of the
Dakotas and Nebraska within 24
hours.

Temperatures generally were
above the zero mark over the
snow and wind swept plains
states. Forecasters said no severe
cold blasts were in prospect im-
mediately. The citrus belts of
California and Arizona had more
sub-freezing weather today.

The punishing blows from the
raging storms across the plains
states left many segments of bus-
iness and industry staggering.
Thousands remained marooned in
trains and autos. The Red Cross’
Midwest headquarters estimated
8,000 were stranded by the huge
snow drifts in parts of Wyoming,
Colorado and Nebraska

There were another 2,500
elers stranded in parts of
and Idaho. The Union Pacific
road said eight trains in the two
states were halted by the heavy,
drifting snow. Colder weather hit
Utah nn‘(;( Idaho

A blanket of clouds kept most
of Texas comparatively warm to-
day, but there was no such cover
for the Panhandle and the West-
ern portion of the state and the
mercury dropped to bitter levels

Clarendon in the Panhandle and
El Paso both reported 10-degree
readings. Pampa had a low last
night of 12 degrees

The cloud cover, which restrict-
ed radiation of the earth's heat,
eased the bite of the cold wave
today in North, East, Central and
South Texas.

Temperatures below 20 degrees
had been expected in North and|
Central Texas but the readings
turned out to hn much higher

Blocked Fire
Plug Delays
Fire Fighting

Three parties were temporarily
made homeless by fire shortly af-
ter noon yesterday as firemen
had to string an extra 700 feet of
hose from a distant plug because
some contractor left his steam
roller parked in front of the near-
est plug to the burning apartment
house.

The fire, Fire Chief
Winborne said, was caused by
rubber gas heater hose. The heat-
er, he added, was lit and
against the wall when the fire
broke out. Flames crept up the
wall from the heater, into the at-
tic and spread through part of
the second floor of the apartment
house.

The two story apartment house,
at 821 W. Kingsmill, owned by
J. B. Zybach, has seven apart-
ments, two upstairs and five on
the ground floor. The fire was
discovered and reported by an un-
identified occupant on the first
floor at”12:15 when she smelled
smoke and investigated.

Firemen estimated damage to
the house and contents would run
approximately $800, maybe more.
Winborne said the flames had a
possible 20-minute start before
discovered.

A second alarm was sent
after firemen were blocked by
the parked steamroller at the
Kingsmill and Purviance crossing
fire plug. Another truck was dis-
patched to tie up with the next
nearest plug at Francis and Ho-
bart, putting into play an extra
700 feet of hose. Firemen said
they laid 1,000 feet of hose while
they worked the fire with the
booster tank. Holes had to be
chopped in the roof to get at

The tax proposal was part of
a series of proposed anti-inflat-
ionary measures including stand-
by power to impose wage and
price controls, passage of a
strengthened rent control exten-
sion, continued control of con-
sumer credit and enlarged powers
‘“‘to control bank credit.”

And he coupled recommenda-
tions covering a series of New
Deal proposals. with a call upon
business to plan for ‘‘steady, vig-
orous expansion—seeking always
to increase its output, lower its
prices and avoid the vices of
monopoly and restriction."

Mr. Truman laid before \the new
81st Congress virtually every rec-
mendation he made in the 351
speeches. of his 31,6000 Tiles of
campaigning for the presidency.

Dubinsky. That was the case
which tested the so-called Norris-
LaGuardia Act forbidding federal
judges to issue injunctions against
violent coercion of citizens by
unions. Felix Frankfurter created
this law and later wrote a Su-
preme Court decision upholding it
as Constitutional whereas others
said it wasn't. And Judge Otis,
of the district court, refusing to
grant the injunction against
Dubinsky, wrote that this la®,
Felix Frankfurter's law, simply
meant that the way to avoid the
law was to avoid the judges.

““There is an unintended com-
pliment,”” his opinion said, ‘in
legislation which recognizes that
the judges will stand firm in
obedience to their oaths and that
the thing to do, if the law is to
be avoided, is to avoild the
judges.” !

Most of ws should hang our heads
in shame, and quit blaming others
for the mess to which we have
each contributed our fwll share!

Let's stop this vain business of
seeking easy formulas or Utop-
ian blueprints which some leader
or group of leaders can painlessly
superimpose upon the earth. Let's
quit putting our Glittle faith in
laws, or councils, or diplomacy, or
boundary-lines, or treaties. This
chaotic and miserable world will
be good, and wise, and just, when
the world’s individuals are good,
and wise, and just,—and not one
day earlier! The future course
of the world will be decided In the
hearts and minds of individuals,
and two of those individuals are
you and me. Fear and hatred will
stalk the earth just so long as
we harbor them In our own house.
Ignorance and Injustice will en-
dure just so long as you and I re-
main ignorant and unjust.

“Happy New Year?” It could be
—but it depends upon what you
and I do about it. Prayers for a
Heappy New Year are very much
needed, but it is my belief that all
the prayers in the world will go
unanswered, unless emough of us
have the honesty and the humility
so say: “Begin, Lord-with ME!"

These are only a few of the
puzzlers. The NCAA not only
makes the rules for college
sports; nowadays it also sets up
codes of behavior for its 300-odd
member schools.

A speeial NCAA committee has
been studying the football bowl
situation and is.due to report be-
