NATIONS’ 12 TOP REDS
TRIED FOR CONSPIRACY

NEW YORK ~— (AP) — Trial of 12 top Communist Party
"leaders, accused of working for the forcible overthrow of the
U. 8. government, opened at 9:43 a. m. (CST) today.

Only 11 of the defendants were present. Missing was Wil-
liam Z. Foster, national chairman of the Communist Party,
whose attorneys previously had indicated he would not ap-

pear because of illness.

A large police guard stood
by td preserve order as the
controversial court case got
underway.

More than 400 police and fed-
eral agents have been assigned to
prevent disorderly demonstrations
and to handle the pickets expect-
ed to protest the trial

Sealed medical reports on the
condition of Foster will decide
the question of a possible delay
in the trial.

The trial was postponed last
“November because Foster, 67, was
suffering a heart ailment.

In a message to the legis-
lators, he said he needs the pow-
er to shift government agencies
in order to promote ‘‘efficient and
economical conduct of the pub-
lic's business.”

The President emphasized:

1. The reorganization legisla-
tion ‘“‘should be permanent rath-
er than temporary.”

2. The act should be ‘‘com-
prehensive in scope; no agency
or function of the executive
branch should be exempted from
its operation.”

The Hoover Commission recent-
ly recommended that the Presi-
dent have authority to reorgan-
ize the government sybject to
Congressional veto, be restored.
The commission, headed by for-
mer President Hoover, is study-
ing ways to improve operations
of .the government.

Under the President’s recom-
mendation, reorganization plans
submitted to Congress would be-
come effective in 60 days unless

Kashmir Vote

We owe the United Nations a
debt of gratitude for securing an
armistice in the Kashmir crisis
which threatened to plunge the
Indian peninsula into conflict.

The warring dominions of India
and Pakistan both eager to
absorb this huge, rich state—have
grounded arms. There is to be a
plebiscite to determine which
dominion the people of Kashmir
wish to join, for it is essential
that they attach themselves to
one or the other. The British in
granting independence to the
whole Indian peninsula strongly
urged that the pripcipalities af-
filiate with one of the dominions.

So the U.N. commission, having
made its prideful report at Lake
Success, is heading back to super-
vise the voting. =

A highly interesting but del-
icate aspect of this situation is
that the commission will have to
work with the Maharajah of
Kashmir, His Highness Sir Harij
Singh. He is the autocratic and
haughty ruler of some 4 million
people. His state, which is one|
of the world's beauty spots, is
nearly as large as Great Britain
and provides an annual jnfome

NANKING--(#)—The Chinese gov-
ernment today massed about 150,-
000 troops on a 20-mile front
what neutral military observers
describe as a hopeless effort to de-
fend Nanking.

Communist armies with a total
|strength of more than 300,000
troops already are poised north of
the Hwai River, 105 miles to the
northwest, for a descent to the
Yangtze River valley.

Meanwhile, it was learned au-
thoritatively that the Chinese navy
Sunday night evacuated the govern-
ment garrison from Tangku, ocean
port for the North China commer-
cial eenter of Tientsin.

Tientsin, 27 miles west of Tang-
ku, fell to the Reds Saturday.

Earlier, Nationaltst evacuation of
Pengpu was officially announced.

The government’s final abandon-
ment of Pengpu and evacuation of
towns on Pengpu's flanks have
yielded to the Reds necessary
river crossing areas. Pengpu, an-
chor of the erstwhile Hwai River
defense line, has been outflanked
by the Reds for a month.

Nationalist headquarters were
pulled back to Chuhsien, 30 miles
northwest of Nanking, as early as
Dec. 17. Troops have been fol-
lowing since.

Realization of the government’s
weak military gosmon is spurring
active appeals by the general pub-
lic and official bodies for govern-
ment action to make a peace set-
tlement with the Communists.

Flasher played low from dummy
and won the trick in her own
hand with the king. .Now she led
the king of spades. East won this
trick with the ace and returned
the. queen of hearts, which Mrs.
Flasher won with the ace. She
then took two more rounds of
spades, picking up the opponents’
trumps, and cashed out the three
diamonds.

She did not want to have to
guess where the ace of clubs was,
and she knew where the jack of

hearts was. So at this point she’

led the four of hearts, played the
ten from dummy, and East won
with the jack.

Now East was helpless. He had
no hearts or spades. If he re-
turned a diamond, it would give
Mrs. Flasher a ruff and a dis-
card. She would be able to dis-
card her three of clubs and ruff
in dummy. East's only alterna-
tive was to cash the ace of clubs,

I know of no better way to

You will hear a thousand men
allege that they covered Harrison
Street Station in Chicago when
the policemen really knew how
to lead a witness, but I won’t
say any more than just that I
used to study social science there
on Saturday nights and got some
lessons that might quiet a gabby
guy like Berle and keep him on
the subject. There was a sergeant
at Harrison Street who for some
personal bigotry took a narrow
view of a profession of pander-
ing, and I have an adolescent rec-
ollection of him sitting in his
big armchair. facing a client of

The sergeant was cooing at him

“It all began, as you know, with
the Declaration of Independence.
The Americans stated r case,
both as to the disabllities put upon
them by the British Crown and as
to the kind of government they
considered fitting for men to live
under. The indictment was re-
jected and the issue was joined in
battle. The god of war decided
in favor of the Americans, insofar
ag removing the grievous rule was
concerned; but in the establish-
ment of & government to their
liking the victors were on their
own. Nobody could help them.
Even history could not make a
suggestion; for never had there
been a political establishment con-
structed on or operating by the

Lﬂnclplu laid down in the Dec- |

ration.

“These principles, moreover,
were quite metaphysical, com-
pletely outside the realm of ex-
perience. They were: one, that all
men are created equal, and two,
that all men are endowed with in-
alieniable rights. When you come
down to it, the two metaphysical
concepts are really one. For the
postulate of equality did not apply
to human capacities or attributes,
which are quite unequal and far
beyond the scope of government,
buy to the emjoyment of rights eor
prerogatives. In that respect,
they maintained, all men must be
considered on a par.

“This was a brand-new base for
government. In all political sci-
ence hitherto known it had been
an axiom that rights were priv-
ileges handed down to subjects by
Lthe sovereign power; hence there
was nothing positive about them.
A new king or a new parliament
could abrogate exisiting rights or
extend them to other groups or
establish new favorites. The Am-
ericans, however, insisted that in
the nature of things all rights in-
here im the individual, by virtue
of his existence, and that he in-
stituted government for the sole
purpose of preventing one citizen
from violating the rights of an-
other. Sovereign power, they sald,

es in the individual; the gov-
ernment s only an agency of his
will. If it fails to carry out its

duties properly, or if it itself pre-
sumes to Invade his rights, them
the moral thing to do is to kick it
out.

“But, government is not an
straction; it consists of people,
and the inclination of all people is
to improve upon their circum-
stances with whatever skills or ea-
pacities they possess and by what-
ever opportunities they meet wp
with. The power placed in the
hands of this agency—to enforce
the observance of an equality of
rights—is in itself a temptation
from which only the saintly are
delivered. The Founding Fathers
were therefore confronted with a
difficult contradiction: men being
what they are, a government
is necessary; and government
being what it Is, men must be
safeguarded against it. Their
recipe was the Conétitution.
Whether or not the ensuing gov-
ernment would materialize the
metaphysics of the Declaration,
the Constitution was, at any rate,
a definite pattern; and when it
wags ratified and put in operation,
it became the end-product of the
Revolution.

“To be sure the Constitution cut
corners around the doctrine of
natural rights. We must remem-
ber that it was, after all, a polit-
ical Instrument, concocted by men.
Only in its preamble can such an
instrument serve the moralities;
its working parts must be geared
to the Interests of the dominatine

Tabby, you can vretire to a
oft pillow and a saucer of cream
and forget about chasing rats!

Yes, with men who know rats
best, cats are not considered ef-
fective rat killers. At best cats
are inconsistent ratters, they say,
and oftentimes are ripped to pieces
by large rats.

This is but one of the pop-
ular beliefs which are being re-
futed by rodent specialists of the
U. 8. Public Health Service. An-
other is that cheese is a good
rat bait. Actually, cheese still is
a favorite tid-bit of house mice,
but full-sizéd rats prefer bacon
or bread.
| The specialists, therefore, .ad-
|vise home owners to use more
scientific methods for destroying
rats. They emphasize the need for
individual rat control drives by
citing the annual dollar toll of
the nation’'s 145 million rats—
two billion dollars in property
damage.

In addition, rats are known to
transmit many diseases to man. It
has been reported that one of
these diseases, Bubonic Plague,
could repeit its European per-
formance of the Fourteenth Cen-
tury by taking 25 million Ameri-
can lives if rats are nqt controlled.

Although rodent specialists ad-
mit that the ultimate goal of a
rat-free country is a near impos-
sibility, they say that the rat
army can be reduced in number
so that it will no longer be a
serious menace to either health
or wealth. To accomplish this, they
advise citizens to conduct three-
point rat eradication drives in
and around homes.

The first step of such drives is
to keep basements, attics and
grounds around homes clean.
All waste materials should be
stored in covered galvanized steel
ash or garbage cans until they
can be disposed of permanently.
These rust-resisting ‘cans are equip-
ped with close-fitting covers and
are of ratproof construction. They
help starve rats by eliminating
the open refuse pile as a source
of rats’ food

Materials stored in
of buildings should be stacked
neatly to eliminate crevices for
rats to travel in or use as lving
quarters. A safe practice is to
keep all stored materials away
from walls and at least eighteen
inches above floor level.

The second step calls for rat-
proofing all buildings. This means
blocking and sealing all cracks
and openings one half inch or
larger. Good materials for this
purpose are hardware cloth, con-

Tuining Post
Keeps Pans
In Range

Where space permits, a unique
idea for storing kitchen pots and
pans in easy reach is to hang
them on a revolving post housed
in an 18-inch-square f1o0 o rto-
ceiling cabinet near the kitchen
stove. )

" A round wooden column or
post, 6 inches in diameter and 4
inches” shorter than the distance
from floor to ceiling, is used.
Steel spindles are driven into the
center of each end of the post,
projecting about 1 1-2 inches. This
provides an axle on which the
post will  revolve. The spindles
are inserted in holes bored in 2
inch wooden blocks attached to
floor and ceiling. Utensils are
hung on hooks screwed into the

t.

Further convenience is added if
the inside of the cabinet door is
equipped with racks for pan lids.

This storage idea is especially
practical when converting an un-
equipped reom into a kitchen, as
it obviates the need for spacious
cabinets.

Winterizing Home
Brings [ .el Cost

Down to Prewar Levels

Seven-cent fuel oil. and $10
anthracite coal ha ve ceased to
exist. However, many homeowners
are finding that their 15-cent oil
or $20 coal actually costs no more
today than pre-war when paying
the annual heating bill.

They accomplish this by com-
pletely winterizing their homes:
installing stor m-windows and
doors which save 12 1-2 percent
of the fuel, according to the U.8,
Bureau of Standards; weather-
stripping these openings for an-
other 4 percent saving; and in-
stalling mineral wool insulation
full-thick in walls and roof, which
saves 35 percent.

Savings effected by the 3
winterizing steps total 51 percent
of fuel saved. This cuts the fuel
bill squarely in two.
