Johnson was in Pampa to brief the 
travelers on the itinerary and last ■ 

• minute details of the Pride of Pampa 
High School Band trip to the King 
Kamehameha Day Parade 

More than 400 Pampans and band 
members will be making the trip, 
departing on eleven chartered bu.sesat 
8p m Tuesday. June 9 ^

The band group is scheduled to arrive 
in Denver. Colo 6-7 a m and depart on 
four United Airlines flights to Hawaii 

A change in flights will now prevent 
some 75 travelers from waiting in the 
Denver airport until 1 j)  m — a 10 a m 
flight has been added to flights 
previously scheduled to depart at 7 30 
a m . 8 50 a m and 10 05 a m 

Johnson said he would remain at the 
Denver terminal after all flights depart 
to check for misplaced or lost items He 
said anyone missing a flight would 
accompany him on a 10 30 a m Hawaii 
flight

After receiving travel packets, one 
woman asked when travelers would 
receive their tickets 

Johnson said. You will never 
receive a ticket '

He said tickets for the group would be 
handled by United Airlines officials and 
I' r a V e 1 A d v i s o r s ,  w ith  one 
representative of each f’ ampa group 
handling ticket packets However, each 
passenger will reci'ive a boarding pass 

Johnson said all Hawaii flights would 
be com pletely  filled and asked

Te.xas (AP) — Gov Bill 
Clements and the 67th Legislature said 
goodbye .Monday night but only "for a 
little bit" because the lawmakers left 
plenty of unfinished business behind 
them in the Capitol

The L eg is la tu re  reach ed  its 
mandatory midnight adjournment with 
conference com m ittees hopelessly- 
deadlocked over some of the regular 
session s most pressing business

■ I II say goodbye for a little bit." 
Clements said during a smiling, 
handshaking visit to the House just 
before midnight "  I regret we ll have 
to be back soon, but there is unfinished 
business that must be attended to

Clements is expected to call a special 
session this summer probably — as one 
representative put it — "after the ink 
dries on his vetoes which he has 20 
days to sign

M ajor tasks left hanging in 
House-Senate conference committees 
when the lawm akers adjourned 
included

— R ea rran g in g  congress mal 
districts, including Texas' three new 
ones, to reflect the population shifts 
shown by the 1980 census.

— Continuing state regulation of 
physicians by the Board of .Medical 
Examiners, which the Sunset process 
w ill put out of business by the end of this 
year if the Legislature does not act

— F'inding a guaranteed source of 
construction, repair, equipment and 
library money for state colleges outside 
the University of Texas and Texas A&.M 
systems, and spreading the wealth of

the UT and A&.M systems to all their 
campuses

— Correcting flaws found in the 
Property Tax Code, or "Peveto Bill. " 
since it was passed in 1979

In addition. Speaker Bill Clayton was 
mightily disappointed that his plan to 
use state treasury surpluses to finance 
water projects died in the Senate He 
said Clements had promised to put it on 
the special session agenda.

■ 1 assure you if we have a called 
session of the Legislature, you will see 
it at the top of the list of his call. " 
Clayton told reporters

Sen Lloyd Doggett, D-Austin. bottled 
up the water plan constitutional 
amendment during two critical days, 
and It failed to make .Monday's final 
calendar

Doggett and other opponents say the 
money could be used for better things, 
and the surplus is the only thing that 
has kept Texas from having new taxes 
for a decade

A party atmosphere filled the Capitol 
as legislators wound down the 140-day 
session

In the House, representatives donned 
red and white caps saying "sine'die. " 
Laiin for without another day. " the 
official term for final adjournment 
Clayton was praised as "the best 
speaker we ever had' and.was given a 
hunting rifle and a giant gavel to mark 
the close of his last regular session 
He'll still be in charge, though, when 
the special session starts

Reps Froy Salinas. D-Lubbock, and 
John Sharp, D-Placedo. offered a mock

resolution seeking perm ission to sue for 
loss of hearing caused by Clayton's 
pow erfu l gavel blows, which they 
likened to "the report of a 12-gauge 
shotgun "

The le g is la t iv e  b la ck  ca u cu s 
presented the G.J. Sutton Leadership 
Award, in m em ory of the groups's late 
chairman, to conservative white Rep. 
Bob M cFarland. R-Arlington.

But. for the most part, the final day 
was filled with heavy legislating.

Voters were given a chance to decide 
this Novem ber on a constitutional 
a m e n d m e n t  p e r m i t t i n g  l o c a l  
governments to exem pt up to 40 percent 
of a hom e's value from property taxes 
next year

The idea is to ease the shifting of tax 
burden from com m ercial to residential 
property' as a result of mandatory 
reappraisals in 1982.

Lawmakers agreed on a bill that is a 
start toward satisfying U.S. District 
Judge William Wayne Justice's order 
that Texas provide Hispanic youngsters 
b ilin g u a l e d u ca tio n  as long as 
necessary, even through high schooi.

The measure doubles state spending 
on bilingual education and requires that 
it be offered through the sixth grade 
instead of stopping at the third grade. It 
also says special courses in English as 
a second language must be offered 
through high school.

Legislators passed with ease a $26.7 
billion state budget bill for 1962-83. with 
$14 b illion  o f it going to higher 
education and public schools.

Administration looldng to kei 
Democrat for tax compromise

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The Reagan 
administration, chastized as"bubbling. 
effervescent with smugness" over its 
in s i s t e n c e  on  a m u lt iy e a r ,  
across-the-board tax cut. is trying to 
convince a key Democrat to break with 
the leadership and sponsor a bipartisan 
measure.

President Reagan and Democratic 
leaders failed Monday to reach a 
consensus on a tax-cut bill, but Rep. 
Dan Rostenkowski, chairman of the 
tax-writing House Ways and Means 
Com m ittee, said he would try to 
in flu e n ce  the m em b ers  o f  his 
committee to support a compromise. 
He indicated, however, that he still 
would want to see more concessions on ’ 
Reagan's side.

Administration officials, who asked 
not to be identified, told The Associated 
Press that Reagan's strategists have 
f o c u s e d  t h e i r  a t t e n t io n  on 
Rostenkowski as a potential leader in a 
move to draft a consensus tax bill, 
despite the objections of House Speaker 
Thomas P. O'Neill Jr,

Reagan, meanwhile, was meeting

today with key Republicans to assess 
the prospects for the pared-down tax 
plan that he has embraced 

After the Oval Office bargaining 
session with Reagan on Monday. 
O'Neill said he found the president's 
position was set "pretty well in 
cem en t" and there seemed little 
pu rpose in fu rth er  ta lk s The 
Massachusetts Democrat said he found 
the president and his men "bubbling, 
effervescent with sm ugness"

He charged that the president's plan, 
despite modifications adopted to make 
it more palatable, was a "windfall to 
the rich" and promised to produce a 
Democratic alternative that would be 
guided toward those earning between 
$20.000 and $50.000 a year.

But Rostenkowski told reporters. "I 
didn't recognize any door c losin g"

At the White House meeting. Reagan 
for the first time personally confirmed 
he would accept less than the 30 percent 
reduction he endorsed during his 
election campaign last year. The new 
plan already has the support of Dole 
and at least some members of the group

of conservative House Democrats who  ̂
allied themselves with Reagan to give 
him victory  on a budget-cutting 
blueprint.

The plan would reduce personal 
income taxes by 5 percent in each tax 
bracket on Oct. 1. half the amount and 
three months later than Reagan had 
previously ' asked. That would be 
followed b y -10 percent reductions in 
each of the next two years.

The Democrats' principal objections 
have been to the multiyear requirement 
and to the across-the-board feature. 
They would prefer a one-year cut 
weighted to favor those who earn 
between $20.000 and $50.000 a year.

A major concession Reagan made 
Monday was to include a reduction in 
the so-called marriage penalty under 
which tw o-paycheck fam ilies are 
pushed into higher brackets and thus 
pay more income taxes than single 
Taxpayers or unmarried couples who 
are allowed to file separately. Reagan 
had supported such a move but sought 
to delay it until after his first tax bill 
passed

No problem with county’s insurance plan
In the wake of recent high losses the 

Blue Cross and Blue Shield Insurance 
Company of Texas may have to raise 
rates, however Gray County employees 
who are insured by the company need 
not worry, according to Gray County 
Treasurer Jean Scott

"The Gray County employees have 
been a covered by Blue Cross and Blue 
Shield since 1967," Mrs. Scott said.

"There are currently 112 employees 
covered by the company and the June 
payment to the company from Gray 
County is $4.485. Those employees with 
dependant coverage pay an additional 
$2.003 on their own.

"We had very good service with the 
company until late 1979. At that time 
Blue Cross and Blue Shield converted to 
a new computer which caused lengthy 
delays in the payment of claims But 
lately the company returned to paying 
claims quickly.

"T h e  insurance policy  for Gray

County employees is up for renewal on 
Aug. 1. " Mrs. Scott said.

Blue Cross and Blue Shield officials 
and the Texas State Board of Insurance 
have sent letters of confidence to Mrs 
Scott

Blue Cross Blue Shield officials 
stated. "W e have sufficient reserves to 
handle our business. Though we did 
experience a loss in 1980. the amount 
represented less than 5 percent of our 
total revenues Claims are being paid 
and will be paid; no claims are being 
held due to insufficient funds."

The company claims that $45 million 
in losses during 1980 may cause the 
higher rates, but the company is not 
going out of business, according to 
Eugene W. Aune. acting president.

Blue Cross and Blue Shield has also 
experienced a $5.5 million loss during 
the first four months of 1981 but Aune 
said. "W e expect to make a profit 
during the month of M ay."

"High losses can be attributed to

inflation unprecedented numbers of 
claims in 1980 and miscalculations by 
actuaries, but some of the^HtfPutor 
problems played a minor pa if in the 
loss ' Aune said.

The Texas State Board of Insurance 
letter explained, "This agency is 
reviewing the magnitude of the 
o p e ra tio n a l loss and has staff 
examiners on site at the company 
headquarters in Dallas. Based on 
information filed with our office, we are 
satisfied as to the solvency of the 
company. Operation of the company 
does not ap pear hazardous to 
policyholders, certificate holders or to 
the general public.

"Although Blue Cross and Blue Shield 
has suffered a large loss it is able to 
m eet con tra ctu a l obligations to 
insureds

"Our examiners will remain on site 
at company headquarters as long as 
necessary to monitor operation of the 
company " —  — .

Both plans added the three new 
districts Texas has earned through its 
growth. The new congressm en would be 
from  the m id-cities area between

On Monday the com m ittee voted 
dow n  tw o  r e v is e d  p lans. E ach  
contained the m ajor stumbling blocks 
that loom ed for weeks. The senators 
wanted to split a black-populated area 
of Dallas between the districts now 
represented by Dem ocrats Jim Mattox 
and Martin Frost.

The House plan would have set up one 
district to include most of the blacks, 
guaranteeing a black congressman 
from Dallas and making it tough for 
Mattox to get re-elected.

U.S. District Judge Robert Porter issued a judgment in 

favor o f EDS in May. 1980.

"The funding for the program is unfortunate." he said.

"P assage o f  this legislation is evidence that Texans can 
work together to resolve their own educational problems 
without federal court intervention." said White.

He predicted the bill would aid his appeal of Justice'fFuling.
"In addition to enhancing our appeal, this legislation will 

allow our non-English speaking children to learn English 
quicker so that they can com pete equally with other children, 
and thus be able to take advantage of the many opportunities 
that Texas has totiffer. "  White added in a statement

Truan said the program  would affect about 350 school 
districts out of the 1.100 in the state.

SANTA FE. N.M (A P ) -  State 
officials have again asked a federal 
court judge to dism iss a suit by the city 
of El Paso, which wants to acquire 
some of New M exico's ground water 
supplies.

Earlier this year. U.S. District Judge 
Howard Bratton dism issed a similar 
motion by New M exico officials, who 
are relying on a state law that bans the 
exportation o f water supplies across 
state lines.

On Monday. New M exico officials 
filed a new motion which raises new 
objections to El Paso's lawsuit.

The latest motion states that El 
P a so 's  law suit v io la tes  the U.S. 
Constitution's 11th Amendment, which 
prohibits citizens of one state from 
suing another state

El Paso's lawsuit, filed on the city 's  
behalf by m em bers of its Public Service 
Board, names specific New M exico 
officials as defendants rather than the 
state as a whole.

Such a tactic is a com m on practice 
for skirting the llth  Amendment.

But New M exico officials told Brattoii 
M onday the law suit vio la tes the 
amendment because j l  ’J s  in reality an 
attack  upon the sovereignty and 
property of the state of New M exico and 
the state of New Mexico is the true 
party defendant in this action. "

T he s t a t e 's  "s o v e r e ig n ty  and 
property" is at stake because water is a 
p u b licly  ow ned re so u rce  in New 
M exico, the motion argues

The motion was prepared by lawyers 
for New M ex ico  E n gineer Steve 
Reynolds, who in his role as the state's 
chief water law enforcem ent official is 
one of the lawsuit's defendants.

The other defendants are Attorney 
General Jeff Bingaman and 3rd District

Attorney Lalo Garza. The 3rd District 
consists of Dona Ana County, the main 
area in New M exico that El Paso wants 
to tap for ground water.

Richard Sim ms, ch ief counsel for the 
state engineer's office, said Monday the 
llth  Amendment argument was not 
used in the first dism issal motion filed 
against the lawsuit because " I  don't 
think we fully realized then that it was 
a p p lica b le "

El Paso 's lawsuit was filed in federal 
court in early Septem ber The lawsuit 
contends New M exico's ban on ground 
water export is an unfair restriction of 
interstate com m erce and violates the 
U.S. Constitution.

El Paso officials want to drill wells in 
southern New M exico and pump the 
water across state lines to meet El 
Paso's growth needs 

Lawyers for Reynolds office filed 
their Rrst dism issal motion within a 
week o f receiving the lawsuit 

The first motion argued that El Paso 
lacked authority under Texas law to 
pursue the lawsuit and that the dispute 
was hypothetical rather than actual 
since El Paso had not been directly 
blocked from obtaining New Mexico 
ground water. - —  - -

Bratton in February rejected the 
argument that El Paso lacked authority 
under Texas law to sue New Mexico 

He a g r e e d  th e  d is p u te  w as 
hypothetical, but ruled he would not 
dism iss the case because of that 
Instead, he im posed a stay oh the 
la w su it  until an actu a l dispute 
occurred.

Bratton lifted the stay in May after 
Reynolds denied well drilling requests 
filed  with his office by El Paso. 
Reynolds.said his interpretation of New 
M exico's-constitution forbids him from

ap p rov in g  w ells that would allow 
ground water export across state lines.

The ch ief law yer for El Paso. Pete 
S ch e n k k a n . d e c lin e d  M onday to 
com m en t on the specifics o f  the 
dism issal motion because he has not 
seen it yet.

El Paso law yers have until June 15 to 
respond to the motion

The motion also says the lawsuit 
U iould be d ism isse d  b e ca u se  of 
provisions in the R io Grande Compact 
of 1938 between the two states. The 
com pact established the rights of the 
two states for use o f surface water from 
the Rio Grande

El Paso's use of New M exico ground 
water ultimately will affect the surface 
flow of the Rio Grande and change the 
amount of water each  state receives 
under the com pact. Sim m s said The 
c o m p a ct 's  req u irem en ts  forbid a 
"politibal subdivision of the state of 

Texas " — such as El Paso — to sue for 
such changes, the motion argues.

In a related developm ent, the Las 
Cruces City Com mission voted Monday 
to intervene in the lawsuit on behalf of 
New .Mexico officials.

Las Cruces joins the Elephant Butte 
Irrigation D istrict BoarcUn supporUofe.

A new district court in Tarrant County would open Jan: 1, 
and a new court in Dallas County would becom e effective April 
1.1982

On Sept. I. 1982. two new courts would be created in Travis 
County.

The'final three courts — two in Harris County and one in 
Hidalgo County — would becom e effective Jan. 1.1983.

Gun control drumbeat
As could be expected, the drum

throb for gun control has picked up
■iiro ■again following the assassination

attempt on Pope John II. Perhaps 
iiaiosthe most grandiose of all the plans 

was that of a participant at the 
ncil o fN a tion a l Council o f Churches 

con feren ce  in Philadelphia who 
called for control of handguns "all 
over the world.”  ••

Much less ambitious, but far more 
likely of passage are gun control 
m easures in various American 
lo ca lit ie s . In C onnecticut, for 
example, a gun control bill passed 
the state senate because one senator 
switched her vote to favor it in 
re a c t io n  to the assassination  
attempt.^

But. if gun control were the 
answer, that attempt shouldn't have 
occurred in the first place. Italy 
already has stringent gun laws which

allow gun ownership only by permit 
if the police are convinced that the 
applicant has legitimate need of a 
gun.

This, of course, didn't stop the 
Turkish terrorist who shot the Pope, 
and neither has it stopped the 
communist "Red Brigades”  from 
shooting their way through Italy 
during the last several years.

And what applies to terrorists in 
Italy applies to terrorists elsewhere 
Gun control advocates have high 
praise for Great Britain's gun laws, 
but no evidence suggests that they 
stop those Britains who want guns 
from getting them. Protestant and 
C atholic extremists in Northern 
Ireland never seem to lack for arms.

Steps to control terrorists will yield 
far better results than trying to 
control guns that terrorists surely 
will get their hands on anyway.

Social Security: 
a fair first step

It'§ about time. The Social Security 
system, history's largest and most 
successful chain letter, may be 
t r i m m e d .  T h e  R e a g a n  
administration has suggested that a 
few small cutbacks be made in the 
level of certain benefits, that the 
system  cease encouraging early 
retirement, and that it change the 
way it calculates the indexation of 
benefits for inflation Those are 
extremely modest suggestions, the 
bare beginning of what should be 
done But. oh. my. what a furor has 
arisen.

At that, there may be some 
residual value to the Social Security 
system. It is a system based on 
fraud, deceit and theft Yet it is the 
most sacred of the ' sacred cows " in 
Washington, the one program no 
^ litician  dares to question. For it 
dispenses the bread of the old Roman 
form ula For circuses we have 
Congress, and perhaps network TV 
If the unique status of Social Security 
doesn't tell you something about the 
nature of government, nothing will.

The problem with Social Security 
is that it is always on the verge of 
bankruptcy, and as long as it exists 
that condition will remain While its 
defenders have striven to create the 
im pression that it bears some 
resemblance to insurance, it has 
never been any such thing It has a 
small contingency fund, but if any 
private insurance plan tried to 
operate as Social Security docs, it 
would be drummed out of business as 
a consumer fraud The "trust fund”  
has never been what most people 
think of when they hear that term; 
current benefits are paid out of 
current receipts. Administrators 
have created the impression that 
people are getting back what they

B ecause o f the 
anom aly o f the r 
boom ." the system 
lim p  a lon g , bolstered by the 
increasing number of younger 
workers paying Social Security 
taxes. But now the time has com e to 
pay the piper. The system can't keep 
g r o w in a  as it has w ith ou t 
bankrufuing the country. Social 
S e c u r i t y  cu ts  m a y  c r e a t e  
dislocations and hardships. But we 
are running out of alternatives.

Social Security taxes for the 
average worker doubled between 
1971 and 1977. From 1977 to 1981, they 
doubled again. Under current law. 
workers may pay as much as 
95.117.85 per year to the government 
in Social Security taxes by 1990. And 
the system will be no more solvent 
then than it is now. In fact, without 
changes, it may go broke in 1982. 
.Many workers pay more in Social 
Security than in income taxes If we 
have not already reached the limits 
of increased taxation, we will soon 
reach them. Painful though they 
may be for some individuals, some 
cuts are necessary.

Funding of staters colleges fails to pass
AUSTIN, Texas (A P ) — Senators accused House 

m em bers of sneaking one past them in 1979. and 
that pretty much set the tone for M onday's failed 
negotiations on college construction funding.

When Speaker Bill Clayton told the House late 
Monday night that conference com m ittee talks 
were "down the d ra in ." he wasn't kidding It was 
total stalem ate

But the issue isn't dead Gov Bill Clements has 
indicated he will subm it it a special legislative 
session

The problem  is there is no guaranteed source of 
m o n e y  fo r  co n stru ctio n , build ing repairs, 
equipment and library books at schools outside the 
University of Texas and Texas A&M systems and 
for som e schools within them ^

Legislators wiped out the 10-cent property tax 
dedicated to the schools when they voted in 1979 to 
assess it on 0 0001 percent of the value of real 
estate.

But even before then, there was a problem .T he 
property tax. assessed against low county values, 
was not raising enough m oney, and the smaller 
colleges jealously eyed the Permanent University 
Fund, reserved to the UT and A&M main campuses 
and som e satellites.

UT and A&M h ave ardently supported a 
dedicated fund for the Universities outside the PUF 

Last session, the issue foundered on the rock of 
predominantly black Prairie View A&M, which the 
House wanted to guarantee a cut of the PUF This 
time, at least on -the surface, the issue was the 
source of m oney for the non-PUF schools 

The proposed constitutional amendment also 
would have placed all UT and A&M schools within 
the PUF ^

House m em bers voted this year to give Prairie 
View one-eighteenth o f the PUF 

A&M opposed any guarantees for Prairie View, 
but the last argum ent the conference committee

had was ver how to fund a guaranteed endowmen| 
for non-PUF colleges

Sen. P ete Snelson. D-Midland. proposed 
three-cent state property tax. levied against full

P l e ^ ,  please, for the sake of 

^foolish people who are una- 
"warc of the evils to their 

, health of these so-called mira­
cle protein diets print some­
thing warning them.

I have enclosed a recent 
’ magazine ad. It may be the 

old liquid protein scam. Help 
people to understand they 
may not only lose their money 
but also their health.

DEAR READER -  If I had 
•my way most of these prod­
ucts would be outlawed. Some 
of the diet preparations used 
i>y people to rt:(luce do not 
have the amount of essential 

•amino acids that the label 
indicates. This was pointed 
out in an article in the Journal 
of American Dietetic Associa- 

,tion (September 1980). The

report dealt with analysis of 
pr^igested protein. The prod­
ucts analyzed had relatively 
low levels of essential amino 
acids, the ones vou need for 
life t ^ t  your body can't man­
ufacture from oth ^  foods.

One of the adi you sent me 
was the usual misleading 
advertising that spoke of los­
ing pounds, but didn't mention 
ptHinds of what. The large 
w eigh t lo sses  in those 
instances is usually from 
water loss, not loss of ugly 
body fat.

DEAR DR. LAMB -  Is 
there such a thing as the oppo­
site of anorexia nervosa?

I am constantly 
eating because I honestly feel 
I will lose weight if I don't. 
The fact that all this eating 
does not put any weight on me 
doesn't help either. Do I have 
a valid problem?

DEAR READER -  Maybe. 
If you are not fat and are not 
adding weight with your pres­
ent diet, it is clear that you 
are in caloric balance, mean­
ing you are only eating as 
many calories as you use. 
That is fine.

Now, if you are really eat­
ing an enormous numter of 
calories just to maintain your 
weight, you might need to 
think of why. If you are very 
active you could be using a lot 
o f calories.

Two medical conditions 
that relate to consuming lots 
of calories and failing to gain . 
weight, or actually losing 
weight, are diabetes and an 
overactive thyroid gland. In 
that case there are other 
symptoms as well. Diabetics, 
for example, drink lots of 
water.

Canada back door fo r  illegal aliens
While border agenis try to 

curb a tide of aliens crossing 
the Mexican border, the 
C anadian  fro n t ie r  is a 
convenient back door for tens 
o f  th ou sa n d s o f other 
"illegals" sneaking into the 
United States

Haitians. Jamaicans and 
other aliens using Canada as 
a stepping stone head south 
hidden in automobile trunks 
or secret compartments of 
t r u c k s  T hey sca m p er  
through the border's piney 
woodlands, or cruise across 
the lakes and rivers strung 
along the frontier 

Others, more confident of 
their "documents.■' openly 
drive through crossing points 
or fly to U S airports 

But. unlike the flood from 
M exico, it is more of a 
seepage from Canada 

In 1980. a total of 92.8% 
undocumented aliens were 
t u r n e d  b a c k  at th e  
U S -Canadian border or were 
^caught try in g  to sneak 
across, the U S Immigration 
and Naturalization Service 
reports The figure for the 
M e x ic a n  f r o n t ie r  was 
approximately 1 6 million 

H ow ever. U S  officials 
c o n c e d e  p r iv a te ly  that 
thousands must be getting 
across the northern border, 
making it a significant second 
source of the United States' 
underground population of 
illegal aliens, which some 
estimates put as high as 10 
million people 

The Canadian border is not 
yet a major problem, said 
V ern  J e r v i s ,  an INS 
spokesman in Washington 

"But it's logical that there 
might be an increase ", in 
illegal traffic from the north, 
he said. "More and more 
people are anxious to enter 
the country

The biggest problem is at 
the eastern  end of the

3 .200-m ile line between 
Canada and the lower 48 
states

"We have a steady stream 
of people coming through 
illegally. " said George Lara, 
district director for the INS in 
St Albans. Vt.

In the East, the '"illegals" 
generally are from Haiti and 
other poor Caribbean islands. 
In the West, they include 
many people from India or 
Pakistan, and the Phillipine 
Islands

George Tranberg. a deputy 
chief patrol agent in the 
border town of Blaine. Wash . 
said the flow from British 
Columbia of fraudulently 
documented people from 
India is "steadily on the 
increase "

The advantage of the 
northern route is that it can 
be far easier to enter Canada 
than the United States, and 
th e  l i g h t l y  p a t r o l l e d  
U S.-Canadian frontier is one 
of the world's most open 
borders

The route is well-known 
around the world Haitian 
officia ls say it is openly 
advertised in that country. At 
her 1978 trial for entering 
V erm ont from  Canada, 
su spected  West German 
terrorist Kristina Berster 
said she learned of the route 
f r o m Lat i n  A m e r i c a n  
refugees in Paris.

U S  aut ho r i t i e s  say 
professional smugglers in 
Canada charge $1.000 or more 
to sneak an alien into the 
United States.

Often the smuggler drops 
off his clients in an isolated 
woods on the Canadian side, 
drives through the border 
crossing alone, then picks 
them up after they have 
walked to a remote spot on 
the U S side, agents say

"Sometimes we detect it by 
the fact that the driver has

extra clothes in the car." said 
James Harrigan. INS chief at 
Champlain. N.Y. .  on the 
border 30 miles south of 
Montreal

Immigration officials said 
others come by boat across 
Lake Champlain, the Detroit 
River and waterways. Many 
simply head south down the 
highways

"Last month we stopped a 
t r a c t o r - t r a i l e r  haul ing 
w ood ." Harrigan recalled. 
"The trailer had a space 

b e l o w  It that  w o u l d  
accommodate IS to 20 people 
We found a Haitian in there.

"Once they get into the 
United States, they go live 
with relatives or friends, get 
work and settle d ow n "

The "back door " clearly is 
more attractive than the 
p e r i l o u s  s e a  v o y a g e  
thousands of Haitian "boat 
people" have risked to reach 
Florida.

For a $544 round-trip ticket 
— the two-way air fare 

" p r o v e s "  to Canadi an 
immigration officers he is not 
staying — a Haitian can fly to 
Montreal and put himself in 
the hands of a smuggler or of 
friends who can arrange his 
illegal passage to Am erica.

Oties can’t use zoning 
to ban nude dancing

WASHINGTON (APi — Local governments cannot use their 
zon ing powers to ban a II live nude dancing. the Supreme Court 
ruled Monday

By a 7-2 vote, the justices said such a comprehensive ban 
violates constitutional rights to freedom of speech and 
expression.

The case involved Mt Ephraim. N.J , which banned within 
its boundaries all nude dancing and all other forms of live 
entertainment.

"In this case. Mt Ephraim has not adequately justified its 
substantial restriction of protected activity. None of the 
justifications asserted in this court was articulated by the 
.state courts and none of them withstands scrutiny." Justice 
Byron R White said in an opinion for the majority.

White continued that it did not "appear that (Mt. 
F^phraim'si zoning authority has arrived at a defensible . 
conclusion that unusual problems are presented by live 
entertainment."

In the case. James F. Schad and Juliette Ann DiLuciano 
were convicted in 1978 of offering live nude dancing as a form 
of entertainme nt at an^establishment known as Six Thirteen. 
Each was fined $300

New Jersey appeals courts upheld the convictions and the 
borough's zoning ordinance as applied to Six Thirteen. The 
State Supreme Court refused to review the case last Jan. 18.

Six Thirteen ran afoul of the ordinance when in 1976 it 
offered a new form of amusement A patron sitting in a booth 
could, by the insertion of a coin, lower an opaque glass panel 
and view a nude dancer performing live.

Take for instance, the resolution, already signed by the 
governor, requiring stale agencies to use "plain language" in 
all their regulations and tetters.

Its successful efforts to 
save five Spanish missions 
from decay and squatters, to 
prevent the San Antonio 
River Walk from being made 
into a cem ent sew er, and a 
l o n g  l i s t  o f  o t h e r  
a c h i e v e m e n t s ,  h a v e  
contributed a large part t o ' 
S a n  A n t o n i o ' s  $ 5 0 0  
m i l l i o n - a - y e a r  t o u r i s t  
industry. Tourism now Is the 
city 's No. 2 indOstry behind 
t h e  l a r g e  m i l i t a r y  
establishment here.

Early in its existence, the 
S ocie ty  effected  its goals 
primarily through cajoling, 
"b y  hook or by crook .”  Mrs.

The ladies of the society 
used a puppet show entitled 
"Killing the Goose that Laid 

the GoOden E g g . " and a 
barge trip downt the river by 
city fathers to convince the 
City Council to change the 
councilm en's minds

Today the picturesque river 
walk, lined with outdoor cafes 
and curio shops, is the city 's  
N o. 1 t o u r is t  d r a w  —  
outstripping even the Alam o 
— and is considereds one of 
the n a tion 's  ou tstan d in g

exam ples of iirist use of urban 
space.

Next, in 1933. the Society 
went to work to save the San 
Antonio missions which were 
largely in ruins. Its m em bers 
b o u g h t the d oor  o f  the 
Granary at the early  ISth 
Century San Jose Mission to 
keep its nail heads from  being 
sold to tourists.

L ater the group raised 
$5.000 and bought the granary 
from a man who needed the 
money to get out o f jail and 
used its presevation of that 
landmark as a catalyst to 
persuade the state.

Maverick o f San Antonio in 
his sponsorship o f the 1935 act 
which created the National 
Landmark Program .

Fi t t i ng l y ,  in 1941 the 
restored San Jose Mission

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Energy efficient housing 
designed by government

W ASH IN GTON  ( A P i  — Governm ent 
architects have com e up with a low-income 
housing design they say can save owners up 
to 60 percent on their energy bills.

The design, developed by the Farm ers 
Home Administration staff in North Carolina, 
r e l i e s  on i n e x p e n s i v e  so la r  en erg y  
techniques.

"It costs about $1.500 e x t r a "  said FmHA 
, architect Robert Andron. who spearheaded 

the project "You can put $3.000 or $4.000 in 
with m ore sophisticated equipment, but 
you 're not saving m oney when y»u d o "

Over the past 18 months, som e 100 homes 
have been built throughout North Carolina 
using the passive solar energy design, and 
FmHA officials in Washington hope to make 
the design plans available nationally within 

• the next several months. FmHA offices in 
several other rural states already have asked 
for the plans, they said.

"The solar energy work being done is on 
■ big houses. Most o f this stuff is $150.000 to 

$200.000 h om es." said Andron. who was 
recently honored by Agriculture Secretary 
John Block for his work

"W e wanted something that would fit into 
any subdivision, that would look conventional 
so people would m ove in. " Andron said.
"These houses are not freaky or far ou t."

Using the m ore than a dozen years of solar 
energy experience he had before joining the 
FmHA staff in 1979. Andron set out to d e s i^  
a three-bedfoom . I.lOO-square-foot home in

the $30.000 to $35.000 range that could qualify 
for agency financing in North Carolina

Andron and other' architects are now 
working on inexpensive solar energy designs 
for a 900-square-foot hom e and for multiple 
fa m ily  bu ild ings also financed through 
FmHA

At first glance, the homes look like any 
others found in rural and small communities 
But unlike the 800.000 rural homes FmHA has 
financed since 1950. these have overly-large 
windows on the south side and few if any on 
the north. There is a wide roof overhang on 
the south side.

Inside is where the extra m oney is spent. 
Andron said. Low brick walls, looking like 
nothing m ore than "a widened windowsill." 
stand beiiind the large southern windows, 
hung with therm al curtains.

On sunny winter days the brick walls 
capture the sun's heat through the large 
windows and. with the curtains pulled after 
dusk, radiate that heat through the room s for 
several hours.

"It 's  like wearing an o v ercoa t ."  Andron 
said "Y ou  open the coat during the day to let 
the sun's heat in and then you button it back 
up again at night to keep the heat in.

"Some people have turned o ff tlyeir electric 
heat all winter and lived with less than a cord 
of'wood in the firep la ce ."  he said.

Every morning the Key-

led around the buildings.

He greets everyone — the 
drainers, the grooms, the 
exercise riders, the hot walk­
ers. the pony girls and the 
farriers. Most everyone 

•answers.
"How are you?" Salios asks 

a short, slight man with jet- 
black stubble and a cracked 
tooth

“CAfi’t complain," the man 
answers.

'I f  you can, coqie see mé,"

Salios is one of 20 full- or . 
part-time ministers'employed 
Jiy the decade-old Race Track

Mlios doesn’t aim to reach

■bum mare and then wonder 
 ̂ how they’ll pay the rent.

He’s there for the nearly 
1,400 "backside" workers, 
especially the 300 who live in

the track’s dormitories and, 
even in their dreams, are nev­
er more than a couple of 
yards from the four-legged 
creatures who are considered 
more important than they are.

“ It’s the horse this, the 
horse that, the horse, the 
horse, the horse,”  Salios sighs. 
"The horse geU all the atten­
tion. I’m here to give people 
attention. People need the 
same care.”

His congregants may be 
coarser than polished busi­
nessmen. Maybe, as be says | 
"swear words flow from them 
as freely as water failin’ over 
a dam.”

Some might, as he admits, 
"steal your coffee if you turn 
your head.” He locks his office 
door whenever he steps out, 
no matter how briefly.

Stil|, they tone <town their 
language when Salins makes 
his nds — or at least fol- 

. low ir expletives with an 
“ excui i  me. Chaplain.”

“They kid a lot, too, point- • 
ing to each other when I’m 
aroupd and telling me, ‘He 
needs you; Chaplain. He really 
is a sinner,'” says Salios.

But that’s OK. It demon­
strates that Salios is on h'is 
w ay  to<  b ecom in g  the 
approachable, trusted friend 
that he ÿantstobe.
-'And When the backsiders 

temper their behavior in front 
of this representative of God, 
it shows that they are at least 
aware o f  a greater being than 
a Triple Crown winner.

’The Race Track Chaplaincy 
of America, chartered in 1970, 
Was the brainchild of Salty 
Roberts, a former exercise 
boy who changed his evil ways 
once he found God. “You 
name it and he’d done it,” 
Salios says.

E^ch chaplain must be an 
ordained clergyman, a college 
graduate and, if applicable to 
his religion, a seminary grad­
uate. In addition, he must 
have had at least two years of 
pastoral experience and addi­
tional counseling training.

Chaplains are paid annual 
salaries of flS.OOO to 130,000 
bytheRTCA.

Salios was ofdalned as a 
Baptist ministei, but he says 
he is an ecumenical mission­
ary here, a healer to all faiths. 
His methods, however, remain 
firmly rooted in what he calls 
the “Jesus ministry,”  in which 
the minister goes out to the 
people rather than waiting for 
them to come to him.

He also serv^  as a part- 
time chaplain at Penn Nation­
al Race Course near Hanis- 
burg. The track people there 
call him the “ pony padre” 
because he nnounts one of the 
animals and conducts his min­
istry in tangible display of 
simpatico with his parishio­
ners.

“ I’d like to meet more of 
the younger people here and 
break throu^ their shells,” 
declares Salios, who says he is 
in his 50s. “G ^  isn’t impor­
tant to them. Changing their 
lifestyle isn’t important to 
them.

"Even the ones who came ^  
from good homes have no 
goals, no purpose. I ask them. 
Are you going to rub a horse 

all your life? Are you going to 
hot walk all your life?” ’
- It is when he asks the ques­
tions that are meant to W ick 
someone’s inertia that ^U os 
sounds like a preacher.

’Then he points to the 
wizened old-timers who have 
built their lives around 
animals. He asks if that’s how 
the young people want to end 
up

“God can help you get your 
act together,”  he tells them.

Salios explains that the bra­
vado and swagger of many of 
the backsiders may serve as a 
cover for personal insecurity 
and low self-esteem. He tries 
to chip away at their shells, to 
get at the people underneath.

“I’m human too,” Salios 
says. “ I do what I can to help 
them. But I don’t carry that 
burden of their not respond­
ing. With persistence I may 
reach them, though. You have

He tells of a trainer wno 
asked to see him. “ He was 
your rough and tough type, 
who'd gone from rags to 
riches and from riches to 
rags,“ Salios says. “ And when 
Mmeone like that asks if 
you've got a minute, you've 
got a minute.’ ’

Salios didn’t say anything. 
The trainer continued: “Chap­
lain. I've been watching you 
for several months, and now I 
have a question. Do you 
believe God can turn my life 
around?”

“ When something like that 
happens,” says Salios, “you’re 
on your way to making an 
impression."

Baseball talks stalled again
NEW YORK ( APi  — Marvin Miller, 

executive director of the M ajor League 
Players Association, and Ray G rebey. chief 
representative for m anagement, agreed on 
one thing after the latest negotiations in the 
baseball's lingering labor crisis over the 
degree of free agent com pensation.

Miller said "The discussions 
were non-productive."

"Y ou  phrase and re-phrase arguments and 
positions from tim e to tim e." he said. "Y ou  
try to explore and think of new ways of 
wording arguments and you are not always 
su ccess fu l"

Ellington resigns at UT
FAIRFIELD BAY,  Ark ( AP)  -  University 

of Texas athletic director Bill Ellington says 
that after 37 years in high school and college 
athletics it is time to quit — tim e for a little 
time to himself

Ellington. 60. announced he will resign 
from the university on Aug. 31, and added 
that he is not in the market for another job

"I just flat retired.' Ellington said Monday 
night in this town in North Central Arkansas 
where he was attending a meeting of 
Southwest Conference coaches.

"My relation with the University of Texas 
is just super I promise you there's not a thing 
under the rug about this.' said Ellington, who 
added that he had been considering retirment 
for som e time

Ellington joined the Texas staff in 1959 and 
was named assistant athtetic director in 1968 
He was promoted to athtetic director in 
January of 1980 when Darrell Royal becam e 
a sp e c ia l assistant to the university 
president.

"I 'v e  been in this 37 years I'm  ready to 
have a little time oh m y ow n ," said Ellington

He said he had not recom m ended a 
replacem ent, but added. "T here are a lot of

capable peop le '' on his staff.
During the early 60s. he was offensive 

back coach on Royal's staff and later coached 
the freshman team In eight, years, his 
freshman teams had a record of 33-5-2

Dr Peter Flawn. president of U.T. Austin, 
in a letter to Ellington, sa id : "1 wish we could 
persuade you to continue as athletics 
director, but I understand the reasons which 
have prompted you to resign. The University 
of Texas at Austin owes you a great debt for 
your long service in the athletic department 
and for your leadership this past year and a 
half "

Flawn said a search will begin to find a 
replacement for Ellington

Ellington, who earned a bachelors degree 
from McMurry College in 1943 and a masters 
in education from East Texas State in 1951. 
was a successful high school football coach 
before com ing to the University of Texas

ch a m p io n sh ip , beatin g  Bum P h illip s '

Isolated leprosariiims 
'becoming thing of past

KALAUPAPA 
scourge that can rupture skin, make hands into 
claws and bring hideous disfigurement and 
disabiiity to untreated victims, reportedly is on the 
increase in the United States. But that won't mean a 
need for more isolated leprosariums.

“ It's finished. Dead as a dodo.”  said Dr. Oliver 
Hasselblad. who heads Kalaupapa Settlement, the 
worldwide prototype for segregated leprosariums. 
“ Internationally, segregation is not legally 
required anywhere"

New settlem ents, once called "lep er coloniek." 
just aren 't needed anym ore. Although there are 
many m ysteries about leprosy, scientists do know 
that most people are im mune, that it is only 
transmitted during' lengthy, close contact and that 
drugs can cure it and elim inate contagion.

But. said Hasselblad. “ we can 't close the 
(existing) settlements. The people are rooted here. 
They are here because of an accident of history, 
because of fear of the d is e a s e "  The settlement 
stopped adm itting patients in 1969 and has 124 
residents.

The World Health Organization estim ates there 
are 11 million leprosy cases worldwide. The disease 
has never been prevalent in the United States, but 
the recent influx of im m igrants from Southeast 
Asia and Spanish-speaking nations has increased 
its incidence, health officials say.

Doctors at the U S. Public Health Service 
Hospital in New York City reported the facility sees 
about 20 to 30 cases of leprosy a year and that the 
numbers tripled in the 1970s. Leprosy often goes 
undiagnosed for long periods, “ mainly because

many physicians are unaware of its existence in the 
continenUl United States.”  the doctors wrote. 
There were IN new cases reported in the United 
States in 1979.

E a rly  id en tifica tion  — crucia l to limiting 
leprosy's debilitating effects because it can be 
cured with prom pt treatm ent — can be insured only 
if health workers are trained to recognize its 
sym ptom s, said the 71-year-old Hasselblad, who 
spent 16 years as president of the Am erican 
Leprosy Missions and now is m edical director at 
Kalaupapa.

A disease of the sensory and m otor nerves known 
to doctors and patients as Hansen's Disease, 
leprosy first attacks nerve endings in the skin. It 
creates patches and lesions, diminishing the skin's 
sensitivity to pain and tem perature changes. It is 
only m uch, m uch later that disfigurem ent occurs if 
the leprosy is untreated.

Sulfone drugs can “ arrest the progression of the 
sym ptom s" o f leprosy , Hasselblad said. And in 

I time, they also elim inate a patient's ability to 
transmit the infection.

But patients at settlem ents like Kalaupapa don't 
want to leave because o f the stigm a o f leprosy — a 
stig m a  the se tt lem en ts  a ctu a lly  rein force , 
Hasselblad said, maintaining lepers should be 
treated as out-patients with sufferers staying in 
their com m unities.

"A ll the public education in G od 's  earth isn't 
going to solve the stigm a.”  he said. “ It is the 
management o f the disease that creates the 
stigm a.”

Despite m edical advances, only 25 percent of all

lep rosy  v ic t im s  w orld w id e  re c e iv e  regular 
treatment, leprologists estim ate. And the very 
word “ leper " — a term  now generally avoided — 
conjures im ages of shrunken hands and feet, runny 
sores, knicked earlobes, punches in noses and 
puckered mouths.

Hasselblad said that for leprosy victim s, the 
“ in ab ility  to  d is ce r n  pain  is the primary 
deform ity,”  because cuts, bruises, bum s and 
blisters are not felt, and infection often follows.

An infection, untreated, can spreads to the bone, 
which then recedes — leading to the shrinkage that |' 
people once thought was caused by a victim 's 
fingers and toes falling o ff. Eventually, leprosy 
affecU  the peripheral nervous system , particularly 
sensory m otor nerves in the arm s and legs The 
balanced pull o f m uscles across the joints is 
destroyed, resulting in claw ed hands and humped 
toes.

Hasselblad said surgery and physical therapy 
can do much for victim s.

Joe Reed, a physical therapist with the U.S 
Public Health Service and a consultant to Hawaii's 
leprosy program , has developed special sandals to 
protect insensitive feet. He also tells patients to 
check them selves carefully for cuts and blisters

“ D octors thought that once the sulfone drugs 
were discovered, they could be prescribed and 
work with leprosy was o v e r ."  Reed said "How far 
from the truth that is People literally destroy 
them selves by not protecting their insensitive 
tissue".
